—CONVENTION OF TEMPERANCE WORK­

ERS TO BE CALLED.

Says the Fredericton Gleaner:—The 
temperance people of this city are socto to 
call a convention of all temperance work­
ers and friends, to attend to the better en 
forcement of the Scott Act in and around 
the town. They are dissatisfied with the 
working of the law in certain quarters of 
the town. They are alarmed at the 
amount of liquor that was sold in town 
on Friday last. They are aware that 
complaints have been laid against certain 
persons more than once but which have 
come to nought while other parties are 
convicted every time a complaint is laid. 
“ This is a grievance,” said a temperance 
man to a Gleaner reporter last night, 
“ that we temperance people have been 
harboring for some time and we find to 
our dismay that it is only too true. We 
have the law on our side,” said lie, “ aud 
we are going to find out whether or not 
we are to be trammeled.” “We are deter­
mined too,” he said, “ to fathom the cause 
if possible of the non-enfiftement of the 
law in certain localities and to find out 
why our police magistrate does not bring 
them to justice.”

The new cruiser Atlanta will leave 
New York this week for a week’s trial 
trip àt sea, going in the direction of the 
gulf coast. The purpose is to test the 
vessel to her full capacity, and heff per­
formance in both light and heavy seas 
is to be carefully noted.

, The Treasury department has decided

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FALX, SALMON.
The; September ran of salmon is now 

going np the river, and as this is the 
time the hatching establishment on the 
Northwest procares its fish for spawning 
purposes it naturally brings up to pub­
lic discussion the much opposed princi­
ple on which this establishment has been 
so long conducted. It has been long 
noticed that the fail run of salmon has 
been gradually increasing, while the 
different summer runs have been ap­
parently diminishing, and it is argued 
by many fishermen .that our September 
salmon are a variety of fish that only 
opme up at this time of year, and that 
the custom of getting the breeding fish 
at this season only increases a kind of 
salmon that our fishermen are prohibited 
by law from catching, and does not dis­
tribute the benefits of the establishment 
throughout the summer or bring them 
Within the reach of those for whom they 
were intended. There are many who 
think there are varieties of our salmon 
which have different times for coming 
np the river, and point to runs in other 
rivers where the peculiarities are more 
marked, such as the Oregon, where not 
only the color but the shape is alto­
gether dissimilar, and the Bestigouche, 
where they have a large and a small 
fish at different seasons of the year.— 
There may be many reasons given fer 
the gradual decrease of our summer 
salmon, but there is enough evidence 
to create a strong feeling that the Fish­
ery Department should change the pre­
sent methods of the breeding establish­
ment on our river and experiment with 
the spawn of our summer salmon. It 
should recognize the growing opinion 
agaimst the present arrangement by at 
least placing on trial some plan for ob­
taining spawn from other than fall sal­
mon. The habits of salmon are too 
little understood to have any cast iron 
role for their protection and develop­
ment. J

The Adams Seizure Case.
The strength of the position of the United 

States in the contest now going on in the Ad- 
miralty Court at Halifax concerning the seizure 
of the schooner D. J. Adams by a Canadian 
cruiser is not likely to be increased in the minds 
of the public by the action of its representatives 
in the conduct of the case. That country de- 
mands the exclusion of all reporters from the 
court and has endeavored to procure a rule that 
no witness shall be present to hear the evidence 
of other witnesses. The Halifax Chronicle has 
the following account of the proceedings on 
Saturday :—
, ^hen proceedings were resumed this morn­
ing, all the newspapermen snbpœnaed yesterday 
held their own places as usual, and Mr. Meagh­
er demanded the exclusion of all other wit­
nesses, some of whom were in court, except the 
one under examination, Mr. Benjamin Russell, 
Q. C., rose and stated that he appeared for the 
men referred to, and defended their right to 
stay where they were. A sharp and brief com- 
bat ensued between Mr. Russell and Mr. Meagh­
er, the latter finally refusing to discuss the 
matter. The commissioner was powerless to 
grant the demand of the United States counsel, 
who then threatened to retire, but he finally 
consented to one witness being examined, and 
promised an order, if possible, from the chief 
justice ruling witnesses ont of court Samuel 
D. Ellis, of Victoria Beach, who was the only 
witness examined, swore to having sold bait to 
the captain of the “Adams." At the close of 
his testimony Mr. Graham wished to call an­
other witne^ but Mr. Meagher urged an ad­

journment ; it was after considerable hesitation 
granted.

Dkar Advocate : — Having arrived 
thus far on my travels I wish to note 
various matters of interest since 1 wrote 
from Bathurst.

The Keary House

Mr. J. F. Keary, who purchased from 
the former proprietor in May last the 
house known as the “ Wilbur” and now 
called the Keary Hotel, has had several 
changes made in and about the property, 
The small building which formerly occu­
pied the front upper corner has been re­
moved and the carriage drive np to the 
front of the hotel starts in the angle 
where the two streets meet, giving a 
much larger plot of ground immediate'y 
in front for croquet, lawn tennis and 
other games, and greatly improving the 
appearance of the property. Mr. Keary 
contemplates making extensive altera­
tions inside Which will add to the con­
venience and comfort of guests. This 
house is well furnished, has large airy 
rooms, and its pleasant and healthful situa­
tion makes it an admirable summer resort 
for tourists, many of whom have so far 
put up at it. It is an admirable centre for 
parties on fishing or sporting trips, as it 
is within reach of some of the best salmon 
and trout fishing in the province. Judg­
ing from appearances the welfare of the pa­
trons of the house are well looked after. 
The livery stable in connection with the 
house Is kept by Mr. Percy Wilbur, son 
of the former proprietor.

The new Post Office in Bathurst is an 
imposing looking building, and will be 
completed inside during the coming win­
ter.

There are other matters of interest in 
Bathnrst to be taken notice of, which I 
shall defer until I return to it in the 
course of a week or so.

The roads between Bathurst and Petit 
Rocher were In bad condition the begin­
ning of this week, no doubt owing part­
ly to the heavy rain of Sunday night, as 
well as to the need of necessary repairs. 
Above that point to Dalhousie the roads 
In some places are only in fair condition, 
while in others they keep up the reputa­
tion of Bestigouche for good roads.

New Buildings.
A. W. Y. DesBrisay, Esq., of Petit 

Rocher, Is building a large and handsome 
addition to his residence in Petit Rocher. 
It is immediately in iront of the old 
building, which is a large and roomy one, 
and will be connected with it. A French 
roof has been erected over the old struc­
ture as well as the new. The addition is 
60x40 feet, two stories, and it contains 
some very large rooms. It has a tower 
In the front portion rising to a height of 
87 feet, and giving a splendid look out 
in ail directions. The windows which 
are of the most modern style will be 
thoroughly fitted np with shutters, and 
the whole building is constructed.of the 
very beat material and when finished will 
be one of the finest residences in North­
ern New Brunswick. The stone found­
ation Is of blue granite, and the cellar

the full size, having no connection with 
the vegetable cellar under the older 
builder. It is intended for furnace, fuel, 
etc. The hall and vestibule are to be 
floored with tiles of different patterns 
and the rooms fitted up with register 
grates and mantels. Mr. Philip St. Coeur, 
of Bathurst, is superintending the work 
of construction.

Mr. Robt. Miller, of Charlo, has erect­
ed a fine dwelling house on his farm. It 
was built under the superintendence of 
Mr. Robert McLean. It is built on a 
stone foundation, occupies a command­
ing position and looks well from the high 
road.

Mr. Wm. Jamieson, of Charlo, has in 
coarse of erection on his farm a fine re­
sidence, 32x27, 15 feet post, 14 feet raft­
er. There is an L attached 26x14 ieet, 
15 foot post, 18 foot rafter, stone found­
ation, and will when finished be a hand­
some structure. Both these buildings 
aie in the American style, with dormer 
windows, the latter having bay windows 
as well. The work is being done by Mr. 
Arch. Cameron.

Mr. A. Cameron has now nearly com­
pleted the work of building a new school 
house for River Charlo district. It is a 
fine looking building, from plans issued 
by the Board of Education. It is 46x27, 
12 foot post, 19 foot rafter, stone found­
ation, and is divided into school room 
and class room. It has two entrance 
doors, one for the boys and one for the 
girls. It will be finished by the first of 
October, and school will open in the new 
building about the 8th. Mr. Cameron 
had the contract providing all the ma­
terial and doing the work.

Mr. James Reid, also of Charlo, has 
commenced work at the foundation of a 
new residence on the site of his former 
one, the old house having been removed 
to the rear of his store. The foundation 
is of stone. The building is to be 34x36, 
with an L 26x18, the whole is to be cov­
ered with a French roof. The lower 
flat will be 10 feet clear, the upper flat 8 
feet.

There are a number of fine residences 
in this district, showing that the resi­
dents have a good deal of style, and also 
that they mast be well off, as no expense 
seems to be spared in making the sur­
roundings t<o mal eh the good taste dis­
played in their dwellings.

The R. C. Church at Eel River is hav­
ing extensive alterations made which 
greatly improve its appearance. A new 
roof has been placed thereon, and a very 
handsome spire, and a new end has been 
built for vestry, etc. The old ceiling in­
side is to be taken down and the beams 
and trass work supporting the roof will 
then be open to view, and will no doubt 
very much improve the interior of the 
church. The work is being done by Mr. 
P. B. Troy, formerly of Douglas town.

The new R. C. Church at Dalhousie is 
well on towards completion, being en­
tirely finished outside. It makes a fine 
appearance, and can be seen a long dis- 
tance in all directions, the flnlal at the 
top of the cross surmounting the spire 
being 130 feet from the ground. The 
main building is 70x38, 20 foot post, 30 
foot rafter. There is a gallery “at -the 
west end, extending across the width of 
the building and is fourteen icetin depth, 
and runs back into the tower which sup­
ports the spire. The vestibule is situat­
ed within the base of the tower. The 
building is plastered throughout. Some 
delay has been experienced in getting the 
matched flooring, but as soon as that 
arrives the work of finishing the interior 
will be proceeded with, the ash and birch 
for the pews being already on the spot 
rerdv to be pat up. The communion 
rail is of walnut. The finishings and 
fittings are Gothic in style and will look 
very handsome when completed. The 
vestry at the east end is 20x30. the altar 
and sanctuary taking up a part of this 
space. The plans for this building were 
prepared by Mr. F. B. Troy, and he also 
has the contract for erecting the building 
and furnishing all the material, and the 
building does credit to his skill as an 
architect and builder.

Mr. James Stewart, who resides about 
a mile from Dalhousie, has bnilt an ad- 
dition in front of his old residence. It 
it 26x30, 16 foot post. The old house 
will be used as kitchen, dining room, etc.

The members of Dalhousie Division, 
Sons of Temperance, arc having a neat 
little hall erected. It is about 40x26 feet 
and is being built by Mr. John Dickie, of 
Point Le Nim, who has the entire con­
tract.

These watering places along the bay 
side are most healthful resorts, giving 
every opportunity for boat sailing and 
deep sea fishing as well as good trout 
fishing on the River Charlo, only a short 
distance off.

The highway bridge over the North 
branch of River Charlo Is in a most di- 
lapitated condition, and if it is not soon 
pulled down it will fall some day when 
teams are crossing, and either result in 
loss of life or damage to property. The 
Commissioner of the Board of Works 
should visit this locality and see for 
himself, and then no doubt a new 
bridge would be at once ordered to be 
bnilt.

Mr. Peter Nadean, of Dalhousie, is 
erecting a wood working factory just 
above the town. He has a fine engine 
and boiler and all the necessary ma­
chinery on hand.

The first of the season’s series of 

select Antnmn Twilight Sylvan Socials 
was inaugurated by Mr. Couples last 
Saturday.

Three are many people In the upper 
portion of the town who have been 
awakened at an early hour in the morn­
ing by the shrill screach of a steam 
whistle and have granted out some im­
precation against the Spool Factory for 
disturbing them so soon and then turned 
over and went to sleep again. This is 
probably all the Interest they have ever 
taken in the manufacture of spools. 
There are many more who have noticed 
Mr. Mathew Russell going to and from 
his house regularly at meal time floured 
with the dust of some peculiar industry 
and have probably never taken enough 
interest to inquire whether he was run- 
ning a grist mill or shovelling sawdust. 
Many more go about grumbling at the 
dull times and the lack of business enter­
prise in the community, looking anxious­
ly for the next run of smelts to give 
things a boom, without considering pro­
bably that right alongside of them is an 
infant industry that is rapidly increasing 
and employing a large number of opera­
tives and will no doubt some day be of 
vast benefit to the town. The presence 
of the Russell Spool Factory is very 
generally known, but the Advocate 
thought that a description of the extent 
and nature of its workings and how the 
business is done would not be of small 
interest to many of its readers.

This factory is owned by Messrs. 
Mathew Russell and Son, of Newcastle, 
and was started in 1881. It was destroy­
ed by fire in the fall of 1882, and nothing 
was saved except the engine and boiler 
and dry house. A large quantity of the 
manufactured product was also destroy­
ed. The loss to tly owners over, and 
above insurance was $6,000. But the 
head of the firm had too much enterprise 
and Scotch grit in him to be so easily 
discouraged, and hardly a year had pass­
ed before the present Spool Factory was 
erected on the site of the old. Messrs. 
Russell have since been steadily increas­
ing the quality and quantity of the out­
put of their spools, for which they find 
a ready market in England and Scotland, 
but have hardly yet recovered from the 
great loss they suffered from the fire.

The Spool Factory is situated on the 
Marsh near Indiantown, alongside of the 
deep water terminas branch of the In­
tercolonial. The main building where 
all the manufacturing is done is a large 
two story structure 100 by 28 feet. At­
tached to it is a one and a half story 
boiler and engine house 40 by 22 feet, 
and a dry house of the same height 50 by 
26 feet. The power of the boiler is 60 
horse, that of the engine 40. The spools 
are made altogether of white birch. 
The resources of our forests for this par­
ticular kind of wood are almost incalcul­
able, the supply being immense and easily 
accessible at all seasons of the year.— 
Our birch seems to be more suitable for 
this manufacture than that grown in 
other sections where factories have been 
started, being more free from red heart 
and other Infirmities, which is a very 
important desideratum in the manufac­
ture of spools. The factory is happily 
situated where this wood can be easily 
obtained both by rail and water, and 
hauling by teams. The process of 
manufacture is very difficult, hands re­
quiring a great deal of experience before 
they become skilled. The wood is deliver­
ed and piled in the yards in from four to' 
eight feet lengths. From there it is taken 
the factory and cut up into four feet 
pieces, then sawn into planks, which 
are cut up into strips from 1 to 2J Inches 
square, and carried into the yard to dry. 
It is then taken to the dry house and 
kept there till thoroughly dry, which 
generally takes from two days to a 
week. In this state it is fed to a ma 
chine called the American rougher, 
where it is cut into the required lengths, 
rounded, bored and turned out into 
rough unfinished spools almost simul­
taneously. There are four of these ma­
chines, each worked by one man, who 
is able to tarn out from 100 to 150 gross 
a day. After the rougher gets through 
with the spools they are carried to the 
reamer where the holes bored by the 
former machine are cleaned out to par­
ticular sizes. The reamer is a rapidly 
revolving spindle, with a bit at each end. 
There are two of these machines and the 
work is done by boys. The amount of 
work done is determined by the rapidity 
with which tl^boys can slide the spools 
on to the bit. The youngsters are very 
expert at this business, each reaming 
about 200 gross a day. The spools are 
then put through a finisher. There are 
seven finishers, four American and three 
Scotch. The Scotch are said to be the 
most desirable machine; though not so 
rapid the spools they turn out are sus­
ceptible to a finer polish. The average 
work of these machines Is about 130 
gross a day. The Messrs. Russell have 
obtained nearly all t he different kinds of 
machinery for spool tqaklng and in the 
completeness of outfit and efficiency of 
work turned out their factory takes the 
leading place in the Dominion. There 
are 18 hands employed in the machine 
shop. The work is superintended by 

Paton, of Paisley, Scotland. He

ready for shipping. The cases are of 
spruce ami are also made by the Messrs. 
Rnssill. Their business is increasing 
rapidly, having now a monthly output 
of 8,000 gross and orders : Lead for the 
end of the year. „

Downstairs in the saw department 
there is another machine for manufactur­
ing spools, called the Scotch blocker, 
which is on an altogether iilferent prin­
ciple. The log of birch is sliced into 
round pieces the length of a spool and 
then blocked out into the required cir­
cumference by a tubular saw. it ha 
two of these saws attached to it, being 
worked by foot by two men, and each 
man can block out 100 gross a day. 
This machine is more saving of wood 
than the American rougher, and has the 
advantage of being able to cut green 
wood that can lie dried afterward. 
Though not so rapid as the latter, it is 
more useful for all kinds of work. The 
owners are so pleased vt it it the work 
done by this machine that- they arc soon 
to put up another, a man being now on 
his way out from Scotland for that pur­
pose. Messrs. Russell have also lately 
I ut up a very modern and improved 
machine called a half self acting English 
pump finisher, made by White of Paisley. 
Its great advantage is that it is automa­
tic, and makes large sized spools and 
with better finish.

In the manufacture of excelsior this 
firm have found another outlet for their 
enterprising nature. This is conducted 
in the same building with the spool fac­
tory and carried on on a large scale.— 
It is made from white poplar and is 
shipped all over the Dominion. It is 
used for packing and upholstering.— 
Like the spools the wood from which it 
is manufactured exists in large quanti­
ties in our forests and is very easily ob­
tained. The process of making it is very 
simple. The wood after being peeled 
and dried is sawn up into planks 17 
inches long and 2 inches thick. There 
is a large sharp plane moving up and 
down about 200 times a minute and 
against which the planks arc gradually 
pressed perpendicularly by slowly re­
volving feed rollers. There are three of 
these planing machines, worked by one 
man, assisted by another to clear away 
the excelsior as it is cut. They turn 
out about twenty hundred weight a day. 
It is afterward pressed into hales three 
feet square weighing about 200 pounds 
and thus made ready for shipping. 
There are two kinds of excelsior, fine 
and coarse, the former used for up­
holstering and the latter for packing and 
mattresses. The excelsior business in 
the Dominion suffers much from Ameri­
can competition, bat the Messrs. Rus­
sell up to the present have not had much 
difficulty in finding a market for theirs.

They also run a planer in the saw 
shed of the factory, which docs good 
work in plain surfacing, leaguing’, 
grooving and mouldings. They not only 
turn out material for their packing cases 
with it, but do a large country trade in 
planing clapboards and other work.

There is a large quantity of the raw 
material lying around the yard, also 
about SCO cords of wood sawed into 
bolts for spools and about 100 cord of 
popular for excelsior, besides a large 
quantity of spruce for cases, of which 
they use from 70,000 to 100,000 feet a 
year.

In addition to the many natural ad­
vantages the spool factory possesses as 
regards convenience of situation for 
getting its supply of wood and exporting 
by rail and water, it is able to supply 
its boiler with fresh water from the 
Willow Brook, which runs close to the 
upper end of the factory. This water is 
irawn through pipes by an inspirator, 
and not only supplies the boiler, but 
with hose attachment could be used in 
case of fire.

Mr. Paton is a typical Scotch­
man and has had a long experience in 
the spool business, having been fifteen 
years in charge of » large factory in 
Scotland, Siqce the first of the year 
the Spool Factory has doubled tliffguan- 
tity of its former output. It has now 
machinery enough to turn ont from ten 
to twelve thousand gross per month.-^- 
The firm expects soon to Increase their 
operations by patting in more Scotch 
machinery. Three of their Scotch ma­
chines are constantly at work for the 
great thread manufacturing firm of 
Clark & Co., of Paisley, Scotland.

After thc spools are through with the 
machine shop they are carried up to the 
second story, where they are polished 
by being rolled against one another in a 
large revolving drum that holds about 
200 gross. They arc then put into a sort­
ing table, where the bad ones arc picked 
qqt. Qreat care has to be exercised in 
this operation »s the least ^aw will con­
demn them- Nearly every manufactured 
article is graded into first, second and 
third quality, but it is not so with the 
spool. There is no second grade to 
tfpolgize for its infirmities. If there is 
the least twist in it it is cast out into 
the total darkness of uselessness. The 
thread men will not condone the smal­
lest knot or chip, It is well for some of 
us that man in his relations to things 
eternal is not judged by a thread manu­
facturer. About five per cent of all the 
spools manufactured is thrown away. 
The manufacturers are very careful in 
the sorting, and they thus secure on the 
other side of the water a high reputation 
for their manufactured article. They

There has been quite a stir in Salva­
tion Army circles during the past week.

An appeal to the Temperance People.

As the Municipal Elections approach 
doubtless there are cliques and individu­
als who are interesting themselves to 
have certain persons nominated and 
elected—this either for the furthering 
of public measures or for some personal 
benefit. This action in itself s laudable. 
The election of publ'c officers is a mat­
ter in which a community should al­
ways take a lively interest, for there is 
no evil probably that leads to so many 
abuse? as a general apathy. Just now 
what are tfie temperance people doing? 
There is no class we think who have 
more reason to be interested and to bestir 
themselves In the coming election than 
they. Through want of men in the 
Council committed to the Temperance 
cause, they have been deprived of an 
officer to carry out a law which they have 
made great efforts to get passed. With­
out an Inspector to enforce the Scott 
Act we cannot hope that it wi 1 ever be 
more than a dead letter. This, to tem­
perance people, is a very serious matter. 
If it can be shewn that they have incur­
red all the labour and turmoil and ex­
pense to have a Jaw passed that cannot 
be put Into operation, it proves them to 
be a lot of impracticable visionaries. If 
they arc going to let the law stay where 
it is and expect that in some miscount 
able way, it will put itself into execution, 
and carry out its own intent, as a seed 
put into the ground will sprout and grow 
without further care. Then it looks as if 
the temperance party had spent all its 
moral energy iu getting the law on the 
statute book and are at present bankrupt. 
There ought to be enough In this thought 
to stir them up to action. A law not 
carried out is a constant triumph to its 
enemies and a reproach and source of 
weakness to its promoters. Why should 
not this next Muncipal Election be a 
temperance crusade throughout the 
whole county? The time is propitious. 
There is no other question up before the 
people and there is no reason why the 
temperance people should meekly sub­
mit to have their wishes ungranted just 
Because they will not make the effort to 
show they are in earnest in asking. 
There is not much time in which to 
organize, it is true, but there should be no 
need of organization if every temperance 
man would keep this one thing in view 
from now till the day of election, viz., to 
have a temperance candidate nominated 
and then work to ha* him elected. If 
we can get a Council with sufficient tem­
perance men in it to have an Inspector 
appointed, the Scott Act will have what 
it has never had yet—a lair chance. If it 
is found then to be impracticable and 
not fruitful of results, then wo can learn 
from our errors and try some belter way. 
The women of the W. C. T. U. call on 
the temperance men and the electors of 
this county to so interest themselves iu 
the municipal elections next month that 
we shall have an Inspecter appointed 
and then we can see what virtue there 
is iu the Scott Act.

Mr. Parnell in moving the second read­
ing of his land hill said that the recent 
elections conveyed a mandate to the 
house of commons that it would show 
itself willing and able to provide for the 
wants of Ireland equally as if it was an 
Irish parliament. (Cheers.) It was 
useless to talk about the lateness of the 
session.

The 
climate is delightful, it rivals even Nice 
as a watering place, and Baden in its 
palmiest davs is eclipsed by this splendid 
seat of sin. 'in the year 1869 all taxes 
in this diminutive principality were 
abolished, and the revenues are now de­
rived entirely from the rent of the 
Casino, where gaming is carried on.— 
Gambling, or rather the gaming estali- 
lishment, is in the hands of a joint stock 
company with a capital of 150,000,000 
francs,or about $30,000,000. The inhabi­
tants of Monaco are not permitted access 
to the gaming tables. The)-, however, 
have a deep interest in the'game, as it is 
by it they are secured complete exemption 
from taxation, while at the same time 
large prices are paid for the use of their 
lands in the principality. It is 30 years 
since gambling tables were introduced 
into Monaco, in the days when the pre­
sent small reigning Prince came into 
possession of his kingdom.

THE REV. D. D. CURRIE’S CASE.

Toronto, Sept. 20.—At the Methodist 
General Conference to-day the report of 
the judicial committee contained the fol­
lowing clause: In the matter refened to 
in the address of the general superinten­
dents regarding the interim order issued 
by the Supreme Court of New Bruns­
wick, restraining the New Brunswick and 
Prince Edward Island Conference from 
proceeding with tjie investigation of cer­
tain grave charges against a minister of 
that conference, the case will be heard at 
the Michael mas term of the court, and as 
the matter is tub judice we do not think 
it advisable to discuss it at the present 
time, but as the rights of the church to 
enforce its own discipline are called in 
question we recommend that a special 
committee be appointed to act with the 
general superintendent in conjunction 
with the committee of the annual con­
ference in the evçnt of any further pro­
ceedings being necessary in the interest 
of the church at large.

SPAIN.

A REVOLUTION NIPPED IN THE BUD.

Madrid, Sept. 20.—A revolution was 
attempted last evening by a number of 
Spanish troop, quartered in this city.— 
The uprising was ill-planed and ill- 
managed and practically amounted to 
little more than mutiny. The trouble 
was inaugurated by a regiment quartered 
in Gil Bias Barracks. The soldiers re­
volted, broke down the partition wall 
that separated them from the quarters 
occupied by cavalry regiments, a number 
of whom joined in the revolution. The 
officers of all three regiments did all in 
their power to dissuade the men from re­
volting, hut three hundred soldiers, after 
beating a numlier of officers and wound­
ing three, deserted the barracks and 
marched in two bodies through the town. 
One body went to Prado, the principal 
park and promenade of Madrid. Two 
thousand troops were quartered ini Prado 
at the time, and the revolutionists ex­
pected to he joined by them, The other 
body went hurrahing through the centre 
of Madrid, calling on the people to join 
in the revolution, crying “ Live the Re­
public,” and making all kinds of threats 
against the monarchy. At this time the 
theatres and other places of amusement 
were crowded. The populace were taken 
by surprise. To most of the public 
places the people flocked in a panic, all 
entertainments were abruptly terminated. 
The streets were soon filled with people, 
nearly all of whom were terror-stricken 
because of the exaggerated ideas of what 
was transpiring. The insurgents at­
tempted among their first exploits to se­
cure possession of the arsenals, docks and 
barracks which they attacked with open 
fire, but all these places were well and 
successfully defended and the rebels were 
repulsed.’ finally their reverses draw: 
iqg them together the insurgents attacked 
and got possesaitm of the southern rail­
way. By this time the authorities find 
taken ill the situation and had fully pre­
pared tq master it. The loyal troops 
were marched to the railway, and after a 
short tight they completely dislodged the 
revolutionist», who dispersed Into the 
country. General Pavie is pursuing. 
During tr.e fighting in the city, one of 
the officers leading the insurgents was 
shot and killed. The rebels shot Gen. 
Velarde for refusing to join them.— 
Martial law was proclaimed throughout 
the city as soon ns the condition of af­
fairs was clearly perceived by the gov­
ernment,

LIFTED ON A MONSTER WAVE.

Thrilling Experience of a Schooner 
on the Lb Have Banks.

Portland, Me., September 8.—Capt. 
Clark H. Jewett, of the schooner George 
W. Cushing, thinks that lie experienced 
on the Le Have Banks the earthquake 
that prostrated Charleston. He says that 
the appearances at that time indicated a 
high wind, but altwas quiet, when sud 
denly, almost without warning, a black 
wall seemed to rise on the water and a 
mighty wave came rolling in that fairly 
lifted the schooner on its crest to a height 
that he never before knew a wave to reach. 
Then the schooner went down, “ like go­
ing over a bank,” Capt. Jewett says, and 
was buried in the foam below. Emerging 
from this wave with sails torn from her 
and with the crownwork of the topmast 
gone, the schooner encountered a second 
wave, but nothing to be compared to the 
first. A terrific gale followed. A sailor 
says that he happened to look ahead just 
as the great wave came in sight. There 
was little wind, he says, and the tremen­
dous mass of water ahead looked so like 
a great hill that hecried“Breakersahead !” 
The next moment the schooner struck 
against the seeming cliffs and was lifted 
to the top of the wave ; then he compre­
hended what had happened.

A SPECIFIC FOR SNAKEBITES.

It is announced that injections of one 
per cent, solution of the perinanganatae of 
potash is a cure for snake bites. M. La 
eerda has experimented on a number of 
dogs with the happiest effect in nearly 
every case. The animals recovered, at 
furthest, alter twenty-live minutes suf­
fering. Other dogs inoculated with the 
same venom, to whom the antidote was 
not given, uniformly died. The discovery, 
if confirmed, is of great importance. 
Many thousands of persons are killed an­
nually in India by cobras ami other 
snakes, while the vipers of some of the 
West Indian Islands are hardly less des­
tructive. We are not told what venom 
M. Lacerda selected. The poison of some 
snakes disorganize the blood, separating 
the watery from the solid constituent*. 
That of others turn the blood ino jelly. 
Whether the potash will prove equally 
efficacious in regard to both classes re­
mains to be proved. Enough, however, 
has been established to awaken strong ex­
pectations of the discove ry of a much 
needed relief.

FATTENING SWINE.

(Written Especially for The American Rural 
Home.)

Although, according to modern 
ideas, the fattening of swine should 
commence with their birth, there is a 
time, in early autumn, when, in farm­
ers’ parlance, the fattening of the 
hogs commences. Previous to that 
period it is supposed that the pigs re­
ceive only about enough feed, in the 
clover pasture and swill irom the 
house, to repair waste and keep them 
growing rapidly. After the wheat is 
harvested they arc generally allowed 
to glean the stubble and pick up all 
the stray heads of wheat they can 
find, and they should always have 
free access to the anple orchard that 
they may pick up the windfalls and 
by consuming tbe larvæ ot the codlin- 
moth, generally found in such apples 
as drop before comple’e maturity, 
do something towards checking the 
spread of that expensive insect.

If the farmer has been prudent 
enough to sow a piece of peas so as 
to become well podded and filled

economical time for fattening swine 
is daring the three fa'l months. 
After winter sots in their slaughter 
shou'd be d fayed ooly until there is 
an active market. Quite a percen­
tage of the food will be appropriated 
to sustain animal heat, when the 
weather is cold, and there is little 
doubt that it will take considerably 
more food to make a pound of pork 
in December than in October. Hogs 
can be to managed and fed as to 
yield quite a profit, or they can be so 
treated aa to waste money.

OATS.

There is not among all onr cereal 
crops a more important or a more ne­
glected one than oat#. The impres­
sion prevails generally that tho crop 
does not pay. In the first place, tbe 
farmer selects the most indifferent 
land he has to sow it on ; then the 
preparation for it is cf the most mea­
gre kind. Again, there is not, except 
in îare instances, seed enough put in 
the ground. It is unreasonable to 
expect good crops or paying crcps 
under such conditions. A farmer 
generally selects good ground for 
wheat or corn, or for any other crop, 
but gives what is left for oats. A na­
tural sequence is poor returns. If he 
will change matters somewhat, select 
good soil and proper preparation, as 
in o her c ops, oats will give just as 
satisfactory returns. They will not 
grow to. do any good on poor land ; 
they require rich, porous soil, or even 
a heavy, clayey soil docs well if man­
ured. A gentleman sowed the red 
chaif variety, and got eighty-two 
bushels per aerb. The land he sow­
ed was black loam, on a very steep 
hill side. Another sowed the same 
variety on a red, clayey side, rich 
with clover culture, and received six­
ty-five bushels. Either crop was a 
good yield, and the same can be done 
on any good land suitable for that 
grain. Do not sow on poor ground— 
do Without rather; but on first class 
land no cereal will make better re­
turns.

keys should he kept growing rapidly 
now, that such as arc to be kept over 
winter may be wc'l matured, and the 
others ready for Thanksgiving mar­
kets.

SEVEN POINTS IN MANAGING 
MILK.

1. To make the finest-flavored and 
longest keeping butter the cream 
must undergo a ripening process by 
cxpoi'Ure to the oxygen of the air 
while it is rising. The ripening is 
very tardy when tha temperature is 
low.

2. Afier cream becomes soar the 
more ripening the more it depreci 
ates. |The sooner it is then skim­
med hnd churned the belter, but it 
should not be churned while too new. 
The best lime for skimming and 
churning is just before acidity be­
comes apparent.

3. Cream makes better butler to 
rise in cold air than to rise in cold 
water, but it will rise sooner in cold 
water, and the milk will keep sweet 
longer.

4. The deeper milk is set the less 
airing the cream gets while rising.

5. The depth cf setting should 
vary with the temperture. The low­
er it is the deeper the milk may be 
set. The higher the shallower it 
should he.

C. While milk k standing for cream 
to rise the purity of the cream, and 
consequently the fine flavour and 
keeping of tbe butter, will be injured 
if the surface of the cream is expos­
ed freely to air much wanner Ilian 
the cream.
