Aqriculinre
Drainage of Orchards.

Prof. M. Miles of Amberst, Maes.,
gives his ideas on dranage of orchards
as follows : —

It seers to be & popular notion that
tile trains have some mysterious at-
traction for the roots of trees, and
that a growth of fine fibrous roots in
the tiles is a very common cause of
obstruetion.

The inference is therefore made
that the thorough drainage of orch-
ards is impracticable, or at least, that
the results of such drainage is attend-
ed with so much uncertainty as to
make the liberal expenditure of capi-
tal in such improvements undesirable.

This inference cannot, bowever, be
accepted as o legitimate one, as the
assumption which gives rise to it is
based on insufficient evidence.

Tbe reported cases, in which tiles
bave been stopped by the roots of
trees, seem to show that this cause of
obstruction may be looked upon as an
exceptional one that is liable to occur,
only under certain well defined con-
ditions.

From tho facts I have been able to
collect, relating to this subject, water-
loving trees and shrubs, like the elm,
willow, swamp ash and elder, are
almost exclusively the offenders, but I
have yet 1o learn thatjthey have boen
troublesome when there was not a
perennial stream of water running in
the tiles.

Tbere is, moreover, no evidence
that the roots of fruit trees are more
likely to cause a stoppsge in drains,
than the roots of some of our ordin-
ary farm crops, which bave been
known to fill the tiles in seasons of
drought, where the water was con-
stantly running.

Whben perennial springs are dis-
charged through the drains there is
always more or less danger of obetruc
tion from the roots of low land trees
in the vicinity of the line of tiles;
but it must be noted, that those which
are close to the drains very often. or
perbaps in a large proportion of cases,
do no harm, while other individuals
of the rame species, at a considerable
distance from the drains, are quite as
likely to prove the invaders, so that
other conditions than mere proximity
to the drains must be taken into con-
sideration to account for the facts ob-
served. .

The character of the subsoil, and
especially its capillarity, or porosity,
which largely determines tho facility
with which a sopply of water is
obtained from other sources than the
drains in time of drought, will un

doubtedly have an influence on the
habit of root growth ; and it is only
when the available supply of water
from the subsoil is not sufficient for
tbe purposes of tho plant, that the
abnormal method of invading the
tiles for water is resorted to. It is
not from choice but from. compulsion
tbat the erratic babit is developed.
And bere, the mistake must not be
made of assuming that the thorough
and deep drainage of the subsoil will
incroase the erratic babits of the roots
in the time of drooght. Thorough
drainage is one of the most efficient
metbods for increasing the eapillarity
of soils and enabling plants to resist
the unfuvorable influence of dronghts;
and just in proportion to the pro-
vision mace to facilitate the normal
performunce of the fanotions of
growth will the abnormal or erratic
tendencies of the roots be kept within
proper limits.

The
wonder is that the disease is not
‘sgread more than it is, considering
tha promiscuoushess with which
horses are stabled, watered, and
bandled. It is frequeatly found to
spread among the horses used in time
of war and kept together in close con-
tact. Few largo stables are said to
be entirely free from glanders, and
now and then great havoc is caused
by its presence. It is sometimes hard
to distinguish, even in a viralent form
or advanced stage, unless it be by &
skilful veterinarian familiar with its
character and symptoms. But any
discharge from the nostrils of an un-
usual quantity of mucus—especially
if it is yellow or bloody—sbould at
once attract attehtion and secure the
presence of & compotent veterinarian.

Where springs occur that are likely
to keep running throughout the year,
it will undoubtedly be a wise precau-
tion to provide for them a seperate
drain sud outlet, so tbat their supply
of water will not be discharged
through the general system of drains.

Glanders.

The recent announcements of the
prevalence of glanders in some locali-
ties and of the death of one man from
the disease, make it proper that we
should say a few words on this sub-
ject. The disease is supposed to he
of equine origin, and to more epeci-
ally belong to the borsa. But it is
contagious, and all domestic animals,
except cattle, as well as men, are also
sabject to it. Even the pet cat and
dog do not escape at times. It is of
little consequence whether the disease
is generated spontaneously by coodi-
tions unfavorable to health—a theory
against which appear many facts—or
is simply transmissable from one
snimal to another. It is a terrible
disease, as fatal among the members
of the equine race as pleuro pneu-
moniu is umong the bovine ; and rome
assert thal a larger per cent. of horses
are afflicted with the former than of
cattle with the latter. Bat, be that
as it may, glanders is a disease which
cannot be too carefully guarded
against, nor too promptly and tbor-
oughly stamped out where found. It
is not only transmissible by contact,
or from the absorption of mucous or
pus from the ufflicted animal, but bus
veen found to be conveyed from s dis-
eased animal to a sound one near by
through the perspiration or breath of
the former. Of course, man is liable
also to imbibe the disease in this way.

The Univernity.

To-morrow will close the first year of
President Harrison’s rule in the Uni-
. versity of New Brunswick, and it is not
too - much to say, that all the bright an-
thig tions entertained regarding his suc-
cess #h the administration of his import-
ant office, have been more than realized.
We believe the University has never be-
fore occupied so good a position as it
does to-day, and its excellent influences
will no doubt extend year by year, under
its present able management. Dr. Har-
rison has proved himself ag possessed of
splendid administrative ability, great
tact, aud unwearied patience, all of
which are necessary to the successful
discharge of his delicate and difficult
duties. With the assistance of the Sen-
ate, he is surrounded by a staff of most
competent assistants, and there is no
reason why the University should not
make rapid bounds forward. Dr. Bailey
is an old and tried teacher, and has an
educational fame in his profession, not
bounded by Canada’s limits. Prof.
Bridges has been a striking success in
every field occupied by him, and Profes-
sors Stockley and Dyde, coming to us
with excellent reputations, have by their
work in the University, proved their
right to all the good things that were
said of them. It is the character of the
staff of such an institution as the Uni-
versity, and the discipline maintained
within its walls, that governs its success.
Dr. Harrison and his assistants have not
only taught their classes successfully,
but they have preserved the dignity of
the University, by stamping out all signs
of insubordination, though the perform-
ance of that duty was undesirable and
unpleasant.

The Encenial exercises to-morrow
afternoon, and the social re-union in the
evening, will doubtless attract a large
attendance of visitors. The programme
of proceedings will be found in 6ur news
columns.

-
To-morrow’s Convention.

The Grit party of New Brunswick,
will hold their convention here to-mor-
row, and the matter is of some interest
to the party. They are terribly agitated
lest there should be a Dominion election
this year, and are wisely effecting organ-
ization. They ought among other things,
to-adopt a platform. Their leader, Mr.
Blake, has not provided such an article,
except, perhaps, the Regina scaffold, but
it is just possible, that Mr. Weldon, a
Rielite, will endeavor to persuade the
Convention, that that is sufficient. Be-
sides adopting a platform, the Conven-
tion will doubtless send a congratulatory
telegram to Secessionist Fielding in
Nova Scotis, and to the rebel sympa-
thizer Mercier in Quebec. It is expect-
ed that every section of the Grit party
will be represented at the Convention.
Mr. Blair will appear for the Repealers,
Mr. Weldon for the Rielites, and Mr.
Ellis for the Annexationists. It will be
a hungry, disloyal, and desperate gather-
ing.

What Does it Mean ?

Among those who sent congratulatory
telegrams to Premier Fielding on the
night of his victory in Nova Scotia, was
Premier Blair of New Brunswick. Mr.
Fielding expects that his repeal move-
ment will extend to this Proyince, and
repeal with him, he hopes, is only the
forerunner of Maritime Union. Mr.
Blair therefore, in congratulating Mr.
Fielding, the 'secessionist, gives his sym-
pathy and countenance to a moyement
for the separation of New Brunswick
from the Union, and its annexation to
Nova Scotia. This would of course
mean the dismantlement of Fredericton
‘as the seat of Government, and the re-
moval of all the public institutions from
this city. Our splendid new Parliament
Buildings would be closed up, there
would be no Infantry School, no Su-
preme Court sittings here, no meetings
of the Legislature, and possibly no Uni.
versity or Normal School.

Mr. Blair’s organ rises to remark in
connexion with this matter, that the
question of repeal must soon have a
place in our local politics, which we pre-
sume is a gentle hint from Mr. Blair,
that he intends following up his tele-
gram to Mr. Fielding, by something
more substantial. His organ threatens
repeal as an issue, if the approaching
Dominion elections do not result in
favor of the Grit party. Put us into
power at Ottawa, or we'll kick, is the cry
of the Grit party, or that portion of it
represented by Mr. Blair and his organ,

Mr. Blair was an ardent confederate ;
his congratulations to Mr. Fielding lead
to the conclusion that he is now a seces-
sionist. Is he a Maritime Unionist ?
That’s what the people of Fredericton
and York County would like to know.

The Nova Scotia Elections.

The causes that have contributed to
the success of the secessionists, says the
Halifax Matl, in the struggle just ended
are not difficult to discover. 1n the
first place it is notorious that the govern-
mentJpossessed an enormous corruption
fund, which they used liberally and ef-
fectively—the sources of which fund can
easily be guessed. In addition to this
they had the very great advantage of
being well prepared for the contest be-
fore the issue of the writs, while the
Opposition in many counties were taken
by surprise. In but very few cases was
anything like a thorough canvas of the
constituencies possible, and in none of
them was adequate opportunity afforded
for discussing fully the effects of repeal.
Joined to these were a number of minor
ones, that all assisted in bringing about
the general result. In Halifax city the
liquor dealers voted and worked solidly
for the Grit candidates; in Colchester
and Cumberland the temperance men
voted and worked for the same party.
In Antigonish the.issues were purely
personal, in other counties sectional,
while in nearly all the counties our party
lost through the absence of the fisher-
men.

The question arises, what are the seces-
sionists going to do with their victory,
now that they have wonit? They have
carried the Province by a large majority
though among their nominal supporters
there are several that have publicly de-
clared themselves opposed to repeal.
But they have still a large majority of
pledged ;secessionists. What will they
do_to carry out the pledges they haye
made their supporters? Do they mean
to simply laugh in the faces of the men
they have deceived into voting for them,
or will they go forward “with a gun” to
obtain repeal? These are questions the
answers to which will be awaited by the
country with considerable interest. In
the meantime they will do well to say
explicitly what they propose to do with
alleged suppogters like T. R. Black, who
are pledged to oppose repeal, and with
such supporters as Matheson and Me-
Kinnon who stand pledged to secure a
severance of Cape Breton from Nova
Scotia.

-

Among the cases argued during the
present term of the Supreme Court, was
that of the Town of St. Stephen vs. Mc-
Kenna, being an appeal from a convic-
tion made by Justice Crilley, under the
Canada Temperance Act. Prominent
among the grounds taken by the Coun-
sel for the plaintiff, Mr. W. C. H. Grim-
mer, was that the C. T. Act is not in
force in Charlotte County, for the reason
that there is no Municipal law in force
in New Brunswick. This is a new point
we should judge, and if sustained by
the Court would throw Provincial and
Municipal affairs into a sad chaos. If
there is no municipal law in the Pro-
vince, then we have no legally elected
House of Assembly, for the local elec-
toral lists are prepared by the Municipal
authorities, and if the House of Assem-
bly has for years been illegally elected,
then half the laws of the country are
null and void. But we decline to follow
this matter further, lest we should un-
necessarily alarm the people. The judg-
ment of the Court on the point raised,
will no doubt be awaited with anxiety.
There is very little that a Jawyer will
not attempt. A certain writer tells of
one who, when reminded of his neglect
as to his spiritual welfare, promptly re-
sponded with the profane remark, that
he hoped to obtain a reversal of the final
judgment.

Says the Truro Guardian, (Grit,)—
“What is needed now is an organized
agitation for Maritime Union. Steps
should at cnce be taken to ascertain the
feelings of our sister Provinces on this
important question. Nova Scotia-is un-
doubtedly in favor of such a Union, and
we believe it only requires a little agi-
tation to bring New Brunswick and P.
E. I, into line. This is the first step in
the policy propounded by the Fielding
Government, and we give it our hearty
support.” Mr. Blair the New Bruns-
wick Premier, has already spoken for
this Province, when he congratulated
Premier Fielding in the first success of
his Secession—Maritime Union scheme.
But we think Mr. Blair has taken too
much upon himself. Mr. Blair had bet-
ter consult his own constituents.

The Grit party are taking great com-
fort out of the result of the Nova Scotia
elections. They say say it is an indica-
tion that their party will sweep that
Province in the next Dominion electione.
Well, perhaps so, but one cannot always
be sure. For instance, in 1882, the
Conservative Local Government with
over a two thirds majority in the As-
sembly, went to the people the same day
the Dominion Government made its ap-
peal, and what was the result. Only
thirteen Conservatives out of a House of
thirty-eight, was returned in the local
election, while the Conservatives captur-
ed sixteen of the twenty-one seats for
the Commons. There is therefore small
room for congratulation among the Grits
in the present instance.

It is the Halifax Mail which remarks
that ‘all things in the way of opinions
are possible to such a man as Blake.
When Riel had killed one man, Edward
Blake offered a reward for his apprehen-
sion, and censured the Government for
not punishing the murderer. When
Riel had caused the death of scores of

DONT GO TO BOSTON.

Thousands of Eirls out of Employ-
ment and on the brink of Star-
vation and Ruin,

A Warning that should not pass
Unheeded.

(From the Halifax Herald.)

Miss Mary L. Thompson, writing to Miss
F. Pryor, corresponding secretary of the
Young Women's Ohristian Association Berk-
ley street, Boston, says: You have seen, I
suppose, that we have an employment office
in connection with this association—which
has two departments, one for domestic ser-
vants, the other for the higher grades of
work. Some years ago, large numbers of
girls came from the Provinces for domestic
work, and many were most valuable servants,
and positions were easy to obtain for them.
The state of things has changed recently.
There are as many coming for work as before,
but they ask for places as companions, gover-
nesses, senmstresses, Jady’s maids and house-
keepers. To not one in twenty can we give
this work. We have scores of names already
on our books, some of which have been regis-
tered for months, and no prospect yet. One
lady came here from Halifax in March. She
bas been a teacher and competant to fill a
good position, but we told her it would be
almost impossible to obtain one for her.
She felt that we were mistaken—as do many
others—because there are so many adyertise-
ments that seem to offer most desirable
places. She has answered numberless
“advs,,” and has obtained no work. She
has advertised herself and obtained no
answer. She leaves

NO BTONE UNTURNED TO FIND WORK,

and told me a few days ago, “ I was right,
it was almost impossible to get anything to
do except bousework.” Girls outside of Boe-
ton have no idea of the miserable wages paid
for writing and clerking. Many girls get only
$2 50 to $6 per week. Out of this they must
pay their board, usually as much as $4 per
week, 80 of course only girls whose parents
live here can afford to work in such places.
There are more girls here now than cao be
supplied with sewing, so it is of no use for
othersgto come for that work. Hosts of girle
come from the Provinces asking for * cham-
ber work,” and “second work,” not knowing
what these things meanse. *Second work”
here in Boston almost always includes wash-
ing'and ironing. * Parlor work,” means wait-
ing on table, care of china closets, and heavy
lifting and sweeping. In one institution here
we have a housework training department in
which we take girls from 15 to 20 years of age,
if they really desire to know how to work.
Board them for three months; give them
training in all branches of bousework—wash-
ing. ironing, sweeping, ténding table, etc.,
and find them excellent places at the end of
that time., If girls that are willing to do
bousework, and who do not know how to do
it will come to us from Halifax or anywhere
slee, we will be glad to teke them there.
Cannot some thing be done by the papers to
show the true state of affairs here? Again
and again women come to us who have spent
alicost their last dollar to get to Boston, and
are in dispair at finding that the * easy
places " for which they come are not to be
found. They are ashamed to go back home
and yet have no money to pay board, and are
too proud for housework. The advertiee-
ments in the papers here consiantly mislead
the girls. There are many of them not
reliable—especially those in the cheap papers,
which fall more readily into the girls’ hands,
and many of them are traps to mislead and
injure women. If it lies in your power to do
something toward showing girls the true
state of things here ; if you are able to influ-
ence any girls to give up the idea that easy
work is offered here, we believe you will
save many & woman from certain heart-ache
and possible ruin.

THE NEW BRUNSWICK RAILWAY.

Great improvements in the Charac-
ter and facilities of the Road.

An Enterprising Company.

(From the Carleton Sentinel.)

The Houlton branch has been relaid with
steel rails and is now in fine condition. In
every direction over the entire line of the N.
B. Railway and its branches the work of im-
provement is going on, and going on vigor-
ously and with the evident purpose of mak-
ing the road in all its parts as perfect as pos-
sible, and pot neglecting one section while
specially improving another. The substitu-
tion of steel for iron rails; the rebuilding or
strengthening of bridges; the adjusting of
the road bed and levelling of sleepers; the
balasting of track—all these operations dre
constantly going on, as may be observed by
everyone travelling over the line, under the
skilful and personal direction of the most
competent line men, track masters and engin-
eers. And these operations are those which
on a railroad promote especisally the safety of
travel, though to a considerable extent they
likewise minister to its comfort and largely
to its speed—But in other directions where
comfort of passengers, while travelling, is the
chief concern, ample provision is being con-
tinually made.—What with the dozen er
more new and handeome J)usenger coaches
that were put on the road during the past
season, and the new and equally elegant cars
being built at the works of McAdam, pre-
sently every train for the conveyance of pas-
sengers, in every direction, will be equally
wer-eauipped, and the passengers on each
will faiiy teai,oo_that the company have, for
their road, drawn on ail\oe. Fesources from
which modern travel by rail is K&a.:\"ied
with ease and elegance and sll the agreeable
associations of good light end good ventil-
ation. But it should not be forgotten that
the equally important matter of provision for
freight carriage has not been overlooked.
Time was, and not very long ago, when the
freight equipment of the road was such that
freight had to seek and sometimes, of some
kinds, wait long for mea®s of transit. Now
the N. B. R. has become so well equipped
with freight cars and locomotives that its
patrons peed not be embarrassed by long
waits, and it ean foster business by the faci-
lities provided for transport. And it is sur-
prising the business which this road road, as
the N. B. & 0., now the N. B. R., has devel-
oped. The only way in which one can fully
realize the fact, is by witnessing at some con-
verging poiot on the line, the passing of the
daily freight trains; by seeing pass four or
five trains daily, composed each of from
twenty to thirty cars loaded with sawn lum-
ber, bark, agricultural produce, animals, &ec.

It is satisfactory to the public, as it is to
the company, to know that the reeponse given
to the provision made in the way of improved
and enlarged facilities, for travel and for
traffic, is & favorable response, and that travel
increases and a larger volume of freight offers
in keeping with those improved and enlarged
facilities, and that a liberal and large viewed
management promises to be successful.

The Enormous Wealth of the Roths-
childs and the Nobles.

For many years the richest individual in
all Ruesia was Herr Steiglits. When he-ve-
tired from affairs in 1860, he held roperty
to the value of nearly $2,000,000- %nt the
richest men in the land of the Ozars at the
resent time are the two Noble brotherss
bey are of Swies origin. While travelling
through interior Russia they saw thousands
of acres of land aglow with the light of oil
ges. They at once purchased entire districte
of the apparently worthless fields, sunk oil
wells, and now control more petroleum thsn
any other concern in the world, Thefr
wealth is really beyond calculation, though-a
correspondent thinks that £80,000,000 is not
an extravagant estimate, B
It is to the Rothecbilds, however, that bé:
longs the honor of being richest among men,
Their united properties—and their proper-
ties must be considered as united from rather
peculiar family and business relations—pnse
even beyond the millions. In the last 19
years they have loaned to certain European
Governments nearly £80,000,000. beir
lordly power is shown in & modern instance,
In 1860 the Prussinn Government demands
ed an indemnity of £5,000,000 from the city

of Frankfort. The head of the Rothschild
house in that city sent word to Count Bis-
marck that if |n{ attempt was made to force
the levy he would break every bank in Berd
lin, and Bismarck was compelled to give way,
The erormous wealth of the Rothschilds is’
doubly remarkable from the fact that the
family was totally unknown a century agp,
Ioferior only to the Rothschilds are the
Baring brothers, who have at * instantane-
ous command " £60,000,000. It is note«
worthy that the Barings owe their commer-
cial rise to an American, Mr. Willism
Bingham of Philadelphis, who many years
ago had the house appointed the American
agency in London.

Among the richest of monarchs is the Ofa

of Russia, who enjoys from his personal estate’
an income of £2,000,000. be Sultan of
Turkey is allowed for the support of his
court over $1,200,000. Io addition to this
he has a private income of $1,000,000. The
Emperior of Austria is granted a yearly al-
lowance of $2,600,000.

There are several noblemen in England
who have immense wealth at their command.
The Dukes of Buccleuch, Devonshire and
Norfolk and the Merquis of Bute have each
of them rent rolls of $400,000 per annum.
The Duke of Portland, who died recently,
left unentailed property of over $2,000,000.
The greater part of his palace was construct-
ed under ground. His banquet hall,
room, ridiog-school and a number of superb
guest rooms are veritable tunnels, decorated
in a fashion so splendid as to seem, when de-
scribed, like a story of the Magi.

Richer even than any of these millionsires
is the Duake of Westminster, who undoubted-
ly has the largest income of any individual in
the world. His fortune lies {Irgely in the
diametrically oggosito regions of London
koown as the West End and Seven Dials.
He owns acres upon acres of the most aristo-
cratic domain in London, and his tenements
cover miles in the worst slums in the world.
His income quite passes the limit of the
credible, and is said by some to amountito
£10 a minute.

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THE ENGLISH ELEGTIONS.

Probable Dates at wiich the Results
will be Known.

The Parliament at Westminster it has
been stated, will be dissolved by a royal pro-
clamation on or about June 26. In the pro-
clamation, the Queen will order the Obanéel-
lor of Great Britain and the Chancellor of
Ireland to issue writs of election to the
various counties and boroughs, rotumublq‘b{
a certain date. - These writs, most of whic!
have been prepared before the proclamation
is issued, are sent to sheriffs of counties, to
the mayors of municipal boronghs as return-
ing officers, and to whoever may have been
sppointed as returning officer for other
boroughs. Polling must take place within
nine days of the receiving of these writ; by
the returning officer, and three days must
elapse after he has issued newspaper or band-
bill potices of where the polls will be held.
The writs for the London boroughs will be
received by the returning officer on the same
day, they are issued, but some days muat
olapse after the issue before a writ can he
received at such distang places as the Orkneys
und Shetland islands. In the elections of
1885, for instance, Parliament was dissolved
on November 18, The firet contested elec-
tions took place on November 24th and the
last—for the Orkoeys and the Shetlande~on
December 19th. It ie in the discretion of
the returning officer to select the polling day,
and this be does, as a rule, to suit the con-
veniences of the voters, It is for this reason
and because the writs are not received sll on
the same day that elections take place at such
various dates throughout Great Britain snd
Ireland. This gives voters who have qualifi-
cations as voters in more than one county or
borough the opportuuity of casting more than
one wote, though of course not in the same
borough por in the same county electoral
division, Tbe day before the polling the
candidates go through the formality of being
nominated, and, should they be unopposed,
they sre returned on the nomination dsy ae
elected.

Taking the elections of 1885 as a guide,
should Parliament be dissolved on the 26th
inst., the first nominations will take plags on
Thureday, July 1; the first contested elee-
tions on July 2. The last election, following
the same guide, will take place on July 28th.
It is probable, however, that the issue will
have been decided many days before.
