CRIMEAN VETERAN BY THE BOERS
Oelenel HA Trevelyan, of Fresno. Cali- 

fornia. Contracts Pneumonia With 
Fatal Results—A Military Funeral.

Mr. W. C. L. Gill, city registrar, re- 
cently received a letter from Fresno. 
Cal., announcing the death of an old 
friend and Crimean veteran, Colonel 
Harrington A. Trevelyan, who con­
tracted pneumonia some weeks ago, 
from which he never recovered. The 
high esteem in which the deceased' 
was held was evidenced by the honors! 
accorded to him at his funeral. The 
colonel was not an American citizen, 
but lie was attended by full military 
honors, the members of companies C 
and F of the Fresno United States In­
fantry acting as an escort, under or­
ders from General Muller.

Colonel Harrington Astley Trevel­
yan was born in Cornwall, England, 
nearly 67 years ago. He came of a 
family that played an important part 
in British politics and military opera- 
tions. It is divided into two branches, 
the head of one being Sir George Tre­
velyan, who was secretary of state for 
Scotland during Gladstone’s adminis- 
tration, and Sir Walter Trevelyan, 
who has large land interests in 
Somerset.

Colonel Trevelyan, himself the son 
of a British general, was reared in 
Cornwall, but received later school- 
ing at Harrow. At the age of 19 he 
entered the British army, and took an 
active part in the Crimean war as an 
ensign. Among other battles in which 
he was engaged were the siege of. Se­
bastopol, Alma and the famous charge

George Keller, of Beaver Meadow, is 
in the Miners' Hospital, 'here, with a 
bullet in his head. The striker 
wounded is Joseph Lipko, of Sheepton, 
shot through the groin.

After the firing 
Mills and Keller were found lying 
upon the ground, and Lipko was limp­
ing about with his hands pressed over 
his wound. Mills was dead. His body 
was removed to the company's store 
and several physicians were summon- 
ed.
