Dr. Schick, after a long series of
experiments, finally evolved a test
which shows whether a given indi-
vidual is susceptible to diphtheria or
not. We are now able to ascertain
to a nicety that practically 80 per
cent of the children and 90 per cent
of the adults are naturally immune
from the disease.

This discovery threw a new light
on the spread of the disease and ex-
plained why only certain persons
take diphtheria even when exposed
to it. It shows whether a person has
sufficient antitoxin in his blood to
overcome an infection with diph-
theria, bacilli,

The test is made by injecing a
small amount of diphtheria toxin
into the skin. If the blood of the in-
dividual tested contains diphtheria
antitoxin, there will be no apparent
result, for the toxin is at once neu-
tralized by the antitoxin,

The absence of a reaction, there-
fore, signifies the presence of anti-
toxin in the individual’s blood, show-

OTTAWA, Jan. 18.—Lady Byng
has shown herself a woman of sound
sense and independence of mind.

On the announcement of the im-
pending marriage of Princess Mary,
the acting president of the National
Council of Women set in motion ef-
forts to raise funds for a gift on
behalf of the council.
