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AN ACT
TO AMEND THE LAWS RELATING. TO ROMAN CATIIOLIC

SEPARATE SCHOOLS IN UPPER CANADA.

18 ViCToRIA, CHAPTER 131.

[Rcceivcd Royal Assent, 3oth ay, 1855.]

W HEREAS it is expedient to amend the rreamblo.
lavs relating to separate schools in

Upper Cana-da, so far as they affect the Roman
Catiolie inhabitants thereof: Be it therefore
enacted by the Queen's Most fxcellent Majesty,
by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Councíl and of the Legislative As-
serbly of the Province of Canada, constituted
and assmbled by virtue of and under the au-
thority ,,of an'Act passed in the Parliament of
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire-
land, and intituled An Act to reunite the Pro-
vinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and for
the Government of Canada, and it is hereby
enacted by the authorily of the same as follows*:

181, it will be necessary for the Trustees to
transmit the notice of its establishment, having
the Certificate and endorsement of the Reeve of
the Township, or of the Chairman of the Board
of School Trustees of the city, town or village,
to the Chief Superintendent of Education, so
that the Department may be apprized of the
legal existence of the school, and be enabled to
transmit to the Trustees the necessary blanks,
and also reserve a portion of the Legislative
School Grant for the school.
