TueoLogicAL DEPARTMENT,

In the Theological Department, the Lectures on Baptism,
commenced last year, were continued through the year, on
Saturday mornings, and brought fo a conclusion. After an
exposition of the teachings of the New Testament on that
subject, the history of baptism was traced downwards, with a
view to shew when—and how—and for what reasons, infants
were substituted for believers, and pouring or spriukling for
immersion. All the ministerial candidates in the lostitutions
were admitted to those Lectures.

Messrs, S. B. Kempton and J. Melbourne Parker, Gradu-
ates of last year, rcturned to the College, to pursue theologi-
cal studies. Their attention was chiefly given to the acquisition
of the Hebrew language. They studied the Grammar, and
read selections from the Psalms, the Pentateuch, the prophecy
of Isaiah, and the minor prophets, comprising thirty chapters
of the original, comparing the who'e with the Septuagint and
the Vulgate. Rev, E. O. Read, of Gaspereaux, united with
these gentlemen in pursuing the above studies. KExegetical
Exercises in the New Testament, an examination of the writ-
ings of the Apostolic Fathers in the originals, and a portion
of Kcclesiastical History completed their studies in this depart-
inent.

About two hundred sermons were preached in surrounding
districts, dur:ng the year, and a number of families visited,

Four Lectures on the Pentateuch were delivered by Rov,
Dr. Cramp, during the winter, in the Academy Hall before all
the members of the three Institutions,

tev, Dr. Pryor, having accepted the Pastorate of Granville
Street Church, left the lnstitution on the first of May.,

The report of the Treasurer will be presented ; also a full
and complete exposition of Financial matters in connection
therewith,

Your Board cannot speak too highly of the services of the
Treasucer ot the College. Ivery year places matters in this
department, on a more s't'i«fuct')ry hasis, During the year
past Mr. Barss, having intimated his 1nten‘ion ui resigning
the above ofhice, was induced by the strenuous represent: \tions
made to him, to withdraw his resignati n for the present, and
your Board trust thiat such action will be taken by this Con-
vention, and such a spirit manifested, as will induce our brother
to continue in the position, for which he 1s so eminently
qualified.

Among the donations to the College the past year your
Board have to record the bequest of W. S, Jacobs, ksq., of
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Liverpool, N. 8. A munificent benefactor of our Institu-
tions in life, his last thoughts were for the prosperity of the
denomination with which he was connected. His memory will
live in the hearts of our people, as one who knew that the
silver and the gold belong to the Lord.

Since the last meeting of this Convention one of the mem-
bers of this JHoard has been taken from us, Rev. E. B.
deMill of Saint John, N, B. Though not atle, from local cir-
cumstances, often to meet, and take part in our deliberations,
yet he has ever closely identified himself with the cause of
education in connection with the College. Himself a graduate,
converted within her walls, his loss will be felt not only by his
church out by the denomination generally, throughout the
Provinces,

ACADIA COLLEGE.—TREASURER'S REPORT.

To THE BoArp or GovERNORS OF AcCADIA CoLLEGE,

At the close of the Financial year, I beg leave to place be-
fore ycu the accounts connected with my department, that you
may be made acquainted with the progress made and making
in relation to the operations of money matters, in which the
College is deeply interested.

[n reference to my accounts herewith, it will be seen, that
the amount collected on the Endowment Fund, from old notes
and those more recently obtained, 1s £! 40, about the same
as last year, the sums received have all been safely invested
in reliable real estate securities, the amount invested this year
is £850, last year it was £1000, but then there was on hand
from previous accounts L168. There ought to have been
more collected ; but m:any who should have paid, neglect doing
80, although repeatedly urged, and many could have done so
without inconvenience ; 1 have been reluctant to sue and have
avoided harsh measures, hoping that mo:e gentle means would
have the desired effect, but these have failed in many instances,
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and [ fear that your Board will have to authorise your Trea«
surer, hereafter, to collect debs long due by legal process.

The general account for income and expenditure is not so
satisfactory us I could wish, By unusual exertions 1 have suc-
ceeded in getting more interest collected on Notes than 1 ane
ticipated, I estimated £300 but have raised cver £400, but
several other sources have failed to produce the anticipated
amount, To raise the deficiencey of income the usual resort was
had to the Churches. By a close estimate made 1st April, I
needed £200. To raise this, 1 forwarded your appeal to the
Churches, As the sums were reduced from former years, (and
no amount was at all burthensome) I had hoped for an early
and hearty response, but up to the time of closing my account
only half the sum required is received. I sent the Circular
to 105 Chur:hes, but ot this number but 40 have responded, and
of these but 18 have sent the full amounts asked for, these
will be marked with a *, and it will be seen that with but one
exception the Churches so replying are generally our weaker
and less able ones. 1 am thus particular in placiug this matter
before you that yon may judge whether the sympathy of the
Churches is with the College, and also that you may, if you
consider this mode of raising the deficiency a lailure, provide
some other weans to meet the wants of next year., The KEn-
dowment is slowly increasing. Mr. Thompson, your agent,
has been in the field uearly the whole time since last Conven-
tion, and has not been without success, He states that in all his
journeys in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, there is a growing
interest in our Institution, yet finds it tedious work to collect
funds, but he has added between £800 and £1000 in notes
and securities during the year. Since the last Anniversary a
Legacy of £1000 from the late Capt. W. 8. Jacobs, of Liver-
pool, N. 8., has come to our knowledge, but will not be paid
for a few months, and till received no income is derived from it,
I have, since my last report, reassorted and rearranged the
Notes-of-hand, aid think the following will be a fair statement
of the funds i—

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I peed not extend my report by stating what is well known
to your Board, but would suggest that it should be urged upon
the Convention and the Churches, a more vigorous complction of
the Kndowment. Till that is done some certain plan is required
to keep the treasury supplied with adequate fuuds, as the means
of support is far from ample. The rents had to be used again
this year to meet current expenses, whilst repairs are much
needed and cannot be dispensed with without injury to the In-
stitution, In September a Quarter’s salary to Professors
becomes due. Last year there was on hand to meet it £106,
this year but £47, which is not a favourable state of the case,
and is owing to the failure of the Churches to respond as
before remarked. Having thus submitted a statement of the
financies of the College, 1 trust, you will not return from the
Convention without that support which will encourage all in-
terested in our College, to pursue their future labors with much
ccmfort to themselves, and much benefit to the denomination
with which their labours are connected,

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Your Committee beg to append to this Report the following
observations ;-

1. The number baptizel considerably exceeds the number
reported last year. The brethren now assemtled will, doubt-
Jess, regard this increase with gratitude, viewing it as an ine
dication of the Lord’s presence in the Churches, end as afford-
tng encouragement and stimuius to our endcavours,

2. The history of denominational benevolence during the
year is far from satisfactory, Were the obligation to give as
God has prospered more gererally and deeply felt, and were
our arrangemenis mere systcmatic, and perseveringly main-
tained, nove of our Institutions wculd langui:h for want of
adequate support, A contribution of half a dollar per annum
trom each member of our Churches would produce 12297}
dollars, with which sum cur educational and miesionary cflorts,
and other bcnevolent operations, would be carricd en with
vigour and growing efficiency.

3. It is much to be regretted that the number of candidates
for the ministry seems to be on the drerease. And this is the
more distressing, because there are many vacant Churches 1o
all the three Provinces, and large distriets in which itinerant
labour is urgently rejuired.

4. The extensive and increasing prevalence of sceptical
sentiments in almost cvery part of Christendom, this northern
hemisphere not (xcepted, renders it imperative on the ministers
of the gospcl. and on all others who have the meaus of prose-
cuting such inquiries, to study closely the evideneis of the
truth and inspiration of the Seriptures, and to adopt measures

for the protection of the young from the insidious attacks of
the infidel.

0. Believing that vital godliness is the grand preservative
from the evils that have been alluded to, and the only effectual
source ol excitement to love and good works, the Committee
renew the suggestion of former years, and recommend that the
Churches ecompcsing this Convention be requested to set apart
a day for united supplication to the Most High for an abun-
dant outpouring of his Holy 8pirit, in order to the sirengthen-
ing of * the things which remain, that are rcady to die,” and
the quickening ot God’s people to new lite and uctivity,

RESOLUTION CONCERNING Darnouvsie COLLEGE.

In accordance with the notice previously given, Rev. Dr.
Cramp presented the following resoluticn, which was seconded
by J. King, E:q.:

Whereas, the Legis'atures ot the three Provinces included in
this Canvention have from time to time made provision for educa-
tion in the higher branches of Literature and Science, or render
ed assistance to Institutions ¢s ablished for the advancemeng of
such education :(—

And whereas the aforesaid Legislatures have recognised the
equal right of all denominations to the aid and encouragement
which 1t has been thought proper to afford to their educational
efforts :—

And whereas, by an Act passed during the last Session of the
Legislature of Nova Scotia, entitled “ An Act for the regulation
and support of Dahovsie College,” pravisions were made, the
operation « f which will probably place its funds and property in
the possession of the Presbyterians of Nova Scotia:—

And whereas Dalhousie College being a Proviaciai Institution,
the arrangements referred to are likely to operate to the disad-
van'age of other Institutions of learning in the ’rovince, and are
tnconsistent with the equal claims of all denominatiors to legs-
lative aid an‘d support :—

A nd whereas the Governors of Dalhousia2 Collece are indebted
to the Province of Nova Scotia in the sum of £5000, leat to them
in the year 1823 for the complerion ot the building, together wirh
a large amount of interest thereon—which money ought to be
repaid :—

Therefore resoleed, That the Board of Governors of Acadia
Collece be wustructed to take this whoele matter into gerious con-
sideration, and to adept such measares as in thewr judgment the
case may require, whether by Petitions to the Legislature or
otherwise ; and that they report their proceedings at the next
Annual Meeting of this Convention, or at a Special General
Meeting of the game, should it be deemed advisable to convene
such Speaal General Meeting for that parpose.

Foreign Missions.

REPORT OF TIIE FOREIGN MISSIONARY BOARD.

[t affords your Board much pleasure to be enabled, through
the Divine blcssing, to report favourably with rcference to our
Koreign Missions. Krom a letter addressed by our valued
Brother Crawle 'y to your Secretary, dated He nthada, ¥ nuary

*20, 1863, it appears that, under his instruetion and supervision,

your native preachers are making good proficiency in the ae-
qaisition ot knowledge requisite for them, and that their la-
bors are attended with an encouraging measure of suecess,

Brother Crawley says, * 1 submit below a briet Report of
the native Preaclers, and their work for the year 1802,

“ There have been six native preachers employed during the
year :

Ko King, at Ienthada, supported by Graaville Strees
Church,

Ko Choke, at Donabew, by Truro Church,

Moang Yan Gin, at Taingdaw,

Moung Wike, itinerant,

’\lmmw Long, do.

'\luung Tha Dw ay. student, ATl these brethren, with the
excepiion of Ko Choke, whose stati_n it scemed undesirable
to leave vacant, have attended the Assistants’ Class during
the hot months, In addition to the usual Biblical studies,
they have enlarged their knowledge of History, Geography,
sud Philosophy. They bave also made a beginning in learn-
ing to sing by note.

K W hat arc these native preachers doing in the work of
evangelizing their counirymen? is the one question whose
auswer will be most interesting to thosc who sustain these
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brethren. This is the reply. Our church record ghews am
addition during the year of sixteen new converts, These were
mainly, tf not ¢xclusively, brought in throwgh the labors af
these mative preachers. Their operations are by no means
confinea to their respective stations alone, In additicn to his
labors in town, Ko Eing has spent six or eight wecks in visits
to places which secmed to eall for especial efforts, 1Ko Choke
at Donabew, aud Moung Yan Gin at Taingdaw, have each
itinerated to some extent among the villages of their districta.

“ At the Annual meeting of the Burmese Association at
Rangoon, in the early pait of this month, Ko LKing was, at the
requcst of the Henthada Church, ordained as their ;‘l:lht(}l'.
He sustained a very creditable examination ; and, he is, I be-
lieve, well adapted to the work to which he has been set apart,

* Itinerants, Moung Wike and Moung Long have been much
hindered in their labors this year,—the former by his own
sickness, the latter by sickness in his family, They have begun
the new year, however, with brighter prospects. Moung Tha
Dway, student, always accompanies me on my missionary
tours, and thus obtains the most useful kind of training for
the work in which, I belicve, his keart is fully cngaged.—
Theugh still young in years, his intellect and picty are such
that it will be qui‘e judicious soon to initiate him fully into the
work of a preacher.”

As the School, which is a most valuable auxiliary to the
Mission, is sustained by funds received from the Provinces,
as Bro. Crawley has gratefully acknsowledged in former letters,
he has ve.7 properly turnished the following report of it in
connexion with that of the native Preachers.

‘* During the 1ains, the time of most leisure among the
Durmans, the daily attendance at school has averaged twenty.

.

Our hopes that many of the heathen would be induced to rand
their children, have not as yet been fulfilled. With ore or
two exceptions tne children are from Christian families ; nor,
it should be observed, is the school exclasively female. That
it should be so was the original intention ; but there being no
boy’s school, 10 seemed necessary that the younger sons of the
Christians should be admitted, The teacher, Moung Ap, has
justified our exnectations, and makes an active and cfhcient
teacher,  Reading, Writing, Arithmetie, Geogr phy, the
Bibie, and singing by note, are taught in the School. The
instructions in Geography, Sewing, &ec., are under Mrs, Craw-
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ley’s direct supervision. It is now (Feb. 20, 1863) just onme
year since the commencement of the School., In that time,
six of the pupils have been econverted.”

Bro. C. closes his interesting Report with the following re-

marks : ** We anticvipate the lubors of the ncw year with hope-
fulness. The ordination of Ko King as pastor of the Chureh i
relieves the Missionary of manv duties which did not strietly :
belong to him, so that he will be able to devote his time more

exclusively to preaching, and to the oversight and 1mprove- %

ment of the Assistants, May the brethren at home sustam
their follow laborers here with mueh fervent prayer.”

It will be readily pereeived that these statements require |
no comment. ‘They are obviously adapted to excite gratitude,
and to animate to incrcased caimestness and liberality in this i
good work.,

Missionaries of our own,” has been duly regarded, From |

correspondence already publshed in the CAristian Messenger i.
and the Christian Visitor, it appears that our brethren of the 1
American aptist Missionary Union will rejoice to have us |

estublish an independent mission in a yromising field formerly
occupied by thcm, Rev. Dr. Warren, on behalf of the
Kxecutive Committee, preposes that we should take Arracan.
Bro. Crawiey, however, deems it preierable for us to locate a
Missionary near te him, Under uate of May 11th, 1563, he
says, ** There is room enough in tiis healthy valley of Irrawadi '
for more laborers than the Union wi!l send out probably in
the next twenty five years.”  Irom Rev. Dr. Warrco's letter !
of Aug. 1st, it appears that while the Kxecutive Commitiee
judge it better lor us to take Arracan, they will acquiesce in
our occupancy of the field proposed by Bro. Crawley, should
it, ¢n due investigaticn, be prelerred by wus. There will,
therefore, be no difficuity in obtainming an mviting ficld, pro-
vided we can secure the services of a suitable man to eceupy

Your Board gratefully recognize the continued aid received
from Grancille Strect and Truro; and 1t is hoped that the
Juvenile Missionary Society of Brusscels Street, St. John, will
ere long be in a position to renew its labor of love in this
respect, 1t 18 cneouraging to observe, that, besides the
munificent bequest of five hundred pounds by our late brother
Jacobs, of Liverpool, N. S. the contributions have been such
that there 1s a little inerease in the balance in hand over that
of last year. In order, however, to the sustaining cf a Mis-
sionary to be sent from these Provinces, a large angmentation
of funds is indispensable. Moreover, an opportunity is pre-
sented lor extending our labora widely, with a cheering prospect
of great usefulness, by sustaining, at a very moderate expense,
an increased number of zealous and efficient native preachers.

Including $00 mentioned in last ycar's Report, but trans-
mitted witer the meeting of Convention, the sum of $600 has
been forwarded, in the course of the year, to Rev. A. R, R.
Crawley for the support of native preachers,

The appcals on behalf of the Mission School in Henthada,
appear to have been favorably regarded. Contributions
designated for this object have erabled your Board, with the
$30 appropriated to it by the Convention last year, to remit
$127 for the sustuining of this important and highly. useful
institu'1n,

May such a spirit of active beneficence on behalf of the
different departments of this Mission, be generally evineced
throughout Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward
Island, rendcr it an abundant tlessing te the heathen'!

Therefore resvlved, 1. That in the event of a proposal to that
effeet by the Nova Sco1a B iptist Isducation Society, the Board
of Governcers be authorised to take charge of Horton Academy.

2. That the followine terms and conditions Le considered
rvquixih- o the propozed trans'er, viz, :—

(1.) That an Act of the Nova Scotia Legislature be obtained
by the Nova Scotia Baptist Kduacation Society, empowering the
said Society to transfer Horton Academy to the Governors of
Acadia College, and then to dissolve itsell.

(2.) That another Act of the Nova Scotia Legiglature be ob-
tained by the Governois of Acadia College, empowerins them to
accept the transter ot Horton Academy, and of the various trusts
and obligations ¢t the Nova Scotia Baptist JEducation Society.
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(3). That all grants from the public revenues to Ilorton
Academy, shall be strictly and solely applied to the purposes of
the same, as heretolore, and a separate account thereot be pres
sented from year to year.

(4.) That the Governors of the College resident in Nova Scotia
shall be a Special Committee for the manacenent of [lorton
Academy ; the said Special Committee repor ing their proceedings
at the Annual Meciing of the Board of Governors, during the
Session of the Convention.

Report of Committee on Departed Brethren.

The Committee on Obituaries reported, and Report adopted.

The present Convention must always be assciated in the
minds of its members with the sad recollection that the
esteemed orother appointed to preach its Introductory Sermon,
was prevented by death from discharging that duty,

Brother Klisha But!d DeMill was born in St, John, N. B.,
in the year 1839, and 'ived in that city during the first 19
years of his li e, at the expiration of which he became a
student at our insiitution at Horton, About 3 years after he
entered College a remarkable revival of religion took place, in
which he was converted and formed the solemn purpose of des
voting himself to the ministry of the Cross. Having gradua.
ted at Acadia College, he entered Brown Uuniversity as a
resident graduvate, and after a year spent in a tour through
Kurope and America, he ent:red Newton Theological Seminary
and studied there two years. On returning to the provinces
his first charge was the Baptist Church at Amherst, N. 3., of
which he was ordained pastor in 1853, The success of his
ministry in this place gave promise of a long and happy con.
tinuance, But infinite wisdom and goodness saw fit to permit
dark clouds to descend upon this bright prospect. llcavy at.
fliction belel our departed brother in the loss of his beloved
wife and child, These calamities produced so depressing an
effect uvon his mind and such injury to his health, that it became
abeolutely necessary that he should remove from a place in
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which he had passed through scenes of such aecp sorrow. At
the invitation of the Homme Missionary Bcard, of St. John, he
accepted the appcintment of City Missionary with a preaching
station at the Marsh DBridge, where his labors were so highly
blessed to the conversion of many souls, that, in a few monthe,
a church was formed which rapidly grew and subsequently re.
moved into the city, and now worships In 1's newly erected
church in Leinster Street,  Daring this period it became pain.
fully evident that Bro. DeMill’s health was undermined and
rapidly sinking. He frequently had to suspend his preaching
for several months at a time. During one of these periods of
retirement from the pulpit he became the editor of the
w Christian Watchmean.” In the summer of 1%6G2 his health
upr'(':lrml to be permanently restored, and, at the close of the
year, he again entered the married state, DBut the hopes
formed by himself and {riends were doomed to speedy disap-
pointment, His diseas2 returned with all its former violence,
and his friends had to rcluctantly admit that his end was ap-
proaching. As it drew npear, he suffcred much, but with a
patient cheerful spirit, :m«‘l calin unwavering faith in the Re-
deemer, The fina! scene was reached on Siturday, the 1st
August. After a day of intense suffering, with the shadows
of evening a deep slcep fell upon him, and in a few hours his
spirit passed away to that lund where th:re is no vight,

Those who enjoyed the most favorable opportunities for
estimating his character and worth regarded him as powusmg
“a mind ot a very high order h('mx.J acute as well as vigorous,
and retaining with great tumuty all that he had learned.
His natural talents enabled him to use to the best purpose
the unusual educational advantages which he had possessed.
Wide experience with the world and extensive travel had filled
him with the most liberal sentiments, and given him a strong
taste for the beautiful in art ard nature. In temperament he
was enthusiastic and cnergetic, incapable of giving up a pur-
pose until it was fully accomplished—with a tenac:ty of will
which carried him through the greatest discouragements, and
brought success at last. In private life he was gencrous and
affectionate, with all those qualities which make a man dear
to hig friends and kindred. And so it was that with a char.
acter like this he was able to found a new church, and not
only inspire respect, but also win affection on the part of those
who were under him. Under all his qualities of mind, and
taste, and feeling, he preserved the truest christicn seatiment,
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and those who were nearest to him best knew how profound
was his sincerity, how earnest his zcal, how true and steadfas'
his faith in God. As a preacher he was eminently qualified
to impart instruztion, and those who cat under his minisiry
alone can estimate the worth of his teachings. IHis enuncia-
tion of truth wus clear and forcible, comurending itselt to the
consciences of men in the sight of God. His illustrations
never latled to fix the truth upon the memory, and his stirring
appeals were calenlated to touch the heart and lead to Jesus,
He was thoroughly devoted to his work, and as a pastor
evineced qualitics rarely fouud, never excelled, His visits to
e members and attendants of the chureh were constant as
long as he possessed strength. e was especially mindful of
the poor from his first engagemcnt as a lllif-riml:ll“\', o L’ki”ié
them out and miuistering to their temporal necessities, whilst
he labored that they might receive spiritual supplies. And
ut the close, when he could visit but little, Le almost entirely
confined his calls to the needy and suffering,”

Such was our brother who has gone to his rest, Large is
the vacan:'y he has left, tender are the memories that hany
around his name. Let us take comfort in the thought that his
remov:l from usefulness here has been ordered by Him who
loved the Church and gave himselt for it !

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CONSTITUTION OF THE BAPTIST CONVENTION

Oo¥F

Nova Scoria, NEw Bruxswick Axp P. E. IsLaxbp.

I. That the Convention be called ¢ The Bnptisl Convention of
Nova \'mti;n, New Brunswick., and Prince Edward Island,” and
shall consist of the Members and Delegates hereinafter “ht(lht‘d

[I. That the objects of the Convention shall be to maintain the
following Institutions, namely, Acadia College, and Foreign Mis-
g10nS | :uul to advance the interes's of the lmptwt d 'nnmlnmmn
cenerally, by devising and carrying out, as far as poss ible, such
means as may, by llu Divine L lvwnm tend to promote its wallare.

It is earnestly recommended that at the Annua! ¢ meetings of
the Associations, brethren be appointed to furnish reports to the
Convention on the State of Religion and the progress of the cause
of God, within the hmits of those Associations, respectively.

[II. That the business of the Convention shall be conducted by
a President, one or more Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, two Sec-
retaries, (one residing in Nova Scotia, and the other in New
Brunswick), and a Board of Directors, consisting of twenty-five
members, all of whom shall be members of Baptist Chuches, in
gcod standing, (in addition to Life Directors) to be chosen annu-
ally by the Convention. The Board to have the power to fill up

any vacanc 1es that nu ay occur p: evious to the next mee! Ing of the
Convention.

[V. That every member cf a Baptist Chuoreh, in good standing,
who shall pay annually ten shillings or upwards, towards any of
the objects embraced in the Union “Socie ties, or into the funds of
the Convention, and also every ordained Baptist minister in the
three Provinces, in good srantlmw shall be a member of the Con-
vention ; any person raying hw pounds, or upwards, shall be a
life member ; and the payment of twenty pounds, or upwarde, at
one time, shall corstitute a Life Director. Every Church con-
nected with an Association, and contributing ten shillings towards
any of the objects ¢embraced in the Union Societies, shall be a
member of this Convention, and be at liberty to send one Dele-
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two Declegates. Every local Union Society collecting annually
five pounds, or upwards, shall be a mem!er of this Convention,
and shall be at liberty to send two Delegates to represent them
therein, and one Delegate for every additional five pounds col-
lected ; so as no Church or Union Society be at liberty to send
more than five Delegates; and that each Association connected
with tha Convention be allowed to send five Delegates. The
Missionary and Educational Board shall also be at liberty to send
one Delegate ecach.

V. That all monies contributed by individuals for nwmhmﬂnp.
or for the general purposes of the Convention, shall be appropri-
ated, after the payment of incidental expenses, as the Convention
shall direct, unless otherwise ordered by the donors.

V1. That the Doard ot Directors shall be empowered to meet
quarterly or ofterer for the despatch of business, at such places as
the Convention shall from time to time appoint; nine members
shall form a quoium. The Board shall also be empowered to
convene special meetings of the Convention, whenever the same
may be judged necessary by a majority of its members.

VII. That the Convention shall meet on the first Saturday after
the 18th day of August, annually, at such place as shall be agreed
on by the lml\ when, in addition to the appcintment of the
Office-bearers and Board of Directors, and the transaction of such
business as may be brought before the meeting in accordance with
Article 2 of this Constitution, a Missionary Board or Boards shall
be chosen, each consisting of fifteen members of the Convention,
all of whom shall be members of Baptist Churches, in regular
standing. 'These Boards shall hold their meetings at such places
as the Convention shall annually appoint; at least one-third of
the members of each Board shall reside in the p'ace of meeting,
or in its vicinity; and five shall constitute a quorum.

Toe Convention shall also appoint, once i1n three years, six
Governors of Acadia College, in place of six who will then go
out in rotation, in accordance with the resolution passed by this
Convention at its annual meeting in September, 1850, and m
accordance with the Act 14 Viec. of the Lt'glalaturu of Nova

Scotia ; (,!np. 37.

VIII. That this Constitution may be aitered or amended at any
Annual Meeting of the Convention, by two-thirds of the members
present.
