We cannot prove it, but we beiieve it is
true.  The physician is not content 1o deal with
the all normal coudition of the body; he re ks
for the cause. But i ow does hie know the itltess
has a cause? He . s.nnes it has, and bends all
of his energy to discover it.

One of the most remarkabl: instances of fuith
in this assumpti m is given to us in the discovery
of Neptune. Two men, one in Frinee and the
other in England, in study.ng the movements of
the heavenly bodics, noticed a movem:ant of the
planet Uranus for which they conld not acconnt
by any known data.  That peculiar deflection
must have some cause. Tae attraction of the
kuown bodies were not sufficient.  Each of these
wen, by careful computation, figured out tnat
this pecaliar movement of Uranus could be
accunted for only by the existence of a great
planet, bearing such aud sach relutions to this
vne.  Each sent their computations to astronom-
ers having more poweriul glasses than they
possessed and directed tuem 10 search in such a
lucality for the urknown planet, The result is

well known—buth astronomers lovk.d, and thére

was the planet, exactly where it had bec ng .
dicated n

. Butnol always can it be proved that
every effect has a cause, yet we are convinced
that the cause exists.

Another well-known assumption is the prin-
ciple of the conservation of evergy. In Lurning
a piece of w.od, we do not destroy the matcrial
of the wocd: we siuply change its form  Eilec-
tricians tell us that vnly about 5 per cent. of the
electric current speak of it as lost, but 1t is not
lost; it has been released again into the atmos-
phere.  For heat and light and electricity are all
different torms of one thing.

These two assumptions are enough to indicate
that man is a creature ot faith, He helieves that
every effect has an adequate cause, even though
be cannot always prove it; tor 1t 1s more reas n-
able to believe it tnan to reject it.  We accept
the principle of (he conservation of encrey,
though it is not always a matter of proof; We do
it because the tutegrity of our reasoning facultics
compel us todv it, In the same way wo believe
in the unity of nature—that order prevails every-
where; that all worlds and all objects are under
one t systemn all bound together by the in-
visible tie of attraction. We can demonsirate
that this is true of some things; we affirw it as a
uecessary conviction that the same thing is true
of all things and all worlds; for it is more reason-
able to affirm it than to offer a denial.

When we clisely observe our fellow-man, what
commands our deepest intcrest? His tody or
his spirit 2 I in the realm of material things we
find 1t wore ressonable to hold that nothing can
be really destroyed, how much more can we say
the same thing of man's spirit.  From any
estimate, the body is unly the house in which
the spirit lives; aud if the substanc: of this can
never be really destioyed, is the position of
Christian faith incrediule when theie isc.ufidence
in the continual existence of the spirit?  Nay, it
is not ucredible, but highly reasonable that the
life of maw continues in personal existence after
it has been released from the body. In view of
all that we know, it is more rational to believe
this thau to deny it, *

Eis ouly imrortality was
the perpetuation of his fanuly name through s
children. In what may be called the middle
period of Jewish thought, this ulder conception
lails to satisfy.  Man's life 15 not extinguished
at death; there is a shadow existence beyouod:
the boiv is laid away in the sepulchre;  the
SpAriL exists iu the region of the dead.  They
thought of this existence after death as some
thing joyless, and dark and depressing Good
and evil were rewarded and punished in this life,

From the exile to the time of Christ there is a
continued progress in thought on t is subject,
The rezion of the dead, where the spirits of wen
were Kept, was not the final home of the human
spirit. - Some time after the present period of
Jewish subjugation, Israel was yet to trinmph,
Those who had not lived to see it would arise
out of their graves, and their spirits would re-
turn to them.  This was the idea of resurrection
which was in the mind of Martha as she replied
to the consoling words of Christ.  Her coneep-
tion of resurrection was an cvent waich would
take place at the last day of the present order of
things. The spirit had gone to the dread and

dismal waiting place, there to remain until the
ushering in of the trivmph of the Jewish king
dom, when God should restore Israel: then the
body would be raised up and rejoined by the
spirit. I know He shall rise again in the resur-

RESURRECTION DEFINED,

But Christ gives us a far more spiritual con-
ception of resurrection, upon which we do well
to meditate.  What does He mean when He
says, I 'Myself am the Resurrection and the
Life?"  We comprehend somewhat the meaning
of *“ I am the Life.” Christ is the Life, and we
His followers, have enduring life only as we,
have the Christ spirit. “In conversion we place
our weak and empty selves by the side of Christ,
to[ be filled with the richness and powerof His
life.

We are accustomed to dwell upon this thought.
But when we meditate on "I am the Resarrec-
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tion, ™ we find that our minds are filled with
ideas which make it hard to let this truth Posesss
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us The Jewish conception of a resurrection of
the body persists i oar thonglits: but Christ
does not taach o resurrection of the hody.

Resurrection is the rising up of the spirit into the
presence of God. The body, having served its
purpose, is laid away and returns to its natural
elements: thic spirit rises into the presence of
God, passes into the other realm,

“Lam the Resurrection.” What joy these
words coitin! As Chrit is our Life, so He is
our Resurrection. By union with Him we rise
out ot the low into that which is hivher: out of
that which s fleshly - into that which is more and
more spiritual and heavenly.  Day by day we
are building our spiritual body, which shall he
released at death. There is a natural body,
there is also a spiritual body.  As our physical
body grows, and we may help or hinder its
growth, so with the spiritual life within; we may
grow dwarted, or attain to what God intended
we should be. We may live unworthily of our
relation to God, and even sink to the lowest
depths of degradation and sin.  But God loves
us, and has given His Son Jesus Christ, to us
that we should rise to newness of life, and seek
the things which are above

My friends, let Christ's conception of resurrec-
tion possess vou, and hecome vour daily inspira-
tion We are rising through the power of
Christ’s Iife working in us, if so we have placed
our lives by the side of His.  Electricians tell us
if we place two wires side by side and pass a
current through one, the other will also be elec
trified.  Christ is the Life of God manifested in
the world, and to show us that pnysical death
has no power over life, He appeared time after
timie to His Disciples and friends.  This was to
onfirm their faith in Him, and in the continu-
ance.of 1% heyond the grave.  Buot it was: more
than this.  Spiritually Christ becomes the power
of our redenmiption from sin.  Personality is *he
greatest power of which we have any knowledge.
Chrst, as God, in humanity is the dynamic
power of the Christian religion, Truth about
God has power: but God made known in terms
of humanity as a person transcends infiaitely the
power of abstract truth in the emancipation of
the soul from tie bondage of sin.  There is no
motive power comparable to personal affection
Mim cannot have a personal affection for a power
or a law, or for abstract truth.  T'he need of the
world is to see Tife's ideal embodied in a person.
Christ hecomes in very truth the resurrcetion
into a higher type of life, just in proportion as
we place our lives by the side of His life.

We need to keep in mind two tendencies:  The
one which would give all attention to the exist-
ence bevond the grave: the other, which would
give all attention anl thougit to the life that
now is, as though the grave ended all, We
have faith in the assumption that the universe is
a unity with law and order evervwhere. We
cairlot prove it, yet the assumption underlies all
scientific education. A careful survey of the
centuries warrants the statement that it is safe to
assume this life does not end all for the in-
dividual; for those in whom the hope of immor-
tality has been strongest have been the torch-
bearers of the race.  Tennyson speaks of the
death of Arthur Hallam as lighting up the dark-
ness of the region beyond  And is not this true
of usall? Is not the great unknown region
made almost luminous by the going of our loved
ones, who give to us the feeling of living in two
realms at once—both here and there? While
our hands are busy with our daily tasks our
thoughts sometimes wander, and we are in the
other realm, and can almost see the one who had
only yesterday been by our side The mother
