before recelving the aid of public fire departments.
Promptness in checking these fires kept the average
loss on each down to $43, although' the property
directly endangered was worth $9,616,434. Organized
fire brigades among the ployes last yvear
34 fires and saved $1,624,076 worth of property, at a
loss of $706. Other employes, by the use of chemical
év.\(lnguiahrrs, put out 71 fires, saving property to the
value of $3,713,228, with a loss of only $2,684; and vy
the use of company's fire hose protected property
wth a value of §$1,779,022, through extingulshing 42
fires with a loss of $2,262. The total fire loss on the
Penusylvania system during the year 1914, including
fires where the assistance of city fire departments
was recelved, was $658,483, while the value of the en-
tire property was nearly $400,000,000.

London, Febriary 4.— The Treasury has issuéq the
following announcément: .

“In cornection with the ré-opening of stock ex~
changes the Treasury has had under consideration
the general conditions under which new igsués of capi- |
tal in the United Kingdom can be permittéd during |
the continuance of the war. It dppears to the Trea-
sury that In the present érisls all other considérations
must be subordinated to the paramount necessity of
husbanding the financial résources of the éountry with
4 view to the succésstul présecution of the war, |
“Accordingly, they wish {t to be understood that un-
til further notice they . feel it imperative i the ha-
tional interest that frésh issues of capital shall be
approved by the Treéasury bBefore they are made. The
Treasury approval will be governed by the following
general conditiohs:

“(1) Issues for undértakings carried on or to
be cartied on in the United Kingdom shali only
be allowed where it fs shéwn to the satisfaction
of the Treasuty that they are advisable i the fa-
tional interest.

“(2) Tasnes or partieipations 1n issues for undes-
takings éarvied on or to bé cartied on in the Brit-
Ish Empire Overdeas shall only be allowed whess it
Is shown to the satisfaction of the Treasury that
urgent necessity and specidl circumstances exist,

“(8) Issues or parilolpations in lsses for uf-
dertakings carried on or to be catried on outside
the British Empire shall not be allowed.

PALM OIL MARKET 15 T0 BE
TAKEN AWAY FAOM GERMANY

' London, February 4.—It seems probable that the
| conditions goveérning the production and marketing
‘or palm oil will undergo important changes. Hither-
| to, Germany fms practically monopolised the trade
|in palm kernel products, but efforts are now being
made to divert the business to this country, and, to
that end, some of the cotton-seed oil mills are be-
ing adapted to palm kernel pressing and extraction.
In addition, efforts are being made to popularise
the cake and meal among stockbreeders as a cattle
{food. We hold an inftial advantage, inasmuch as
ithree-quarters of the supply of palm kernels are
fproduced within the Empire, though Germany is, as
! usual, ahead of us in respect of the method of ex-

| traction and of market control, whilst the consump-

ceeds our own.

Apparently the success of our efforts will depend
largely upon the latter factor—that is, the extent to
which we can find a home market for the products
of the kernel other than oil.

As to the oil, the campaign in favor of vegetable
or nut butter, as opposed to animal fats, is expected
to achieve much.
