The Preciousness of Redemption.

There is one of the Psalms which opens with
an exordium calculated to raise our expectations
to the utmost. Its introduction, indeed, is one
of the loftiest flights of divine oratory, mot
yielding in sublimity to the exclamation of one
prophet : —* Hear, O haavens, and be astonished
O earth !” or the address of another :—earth !
earth! earth ! hear the word of the Lord !” As
if he stood not in a common pulpit, or on that
rock from which the Baptist, firm though rugged
as it was, hu;nched his thunders on the crowds
below, breaking the beads of hypocrites and the
hearts of sinners ; but as if he stood like the
angel of the Apocalypse, in the sun, with the
world below for his hearers, the speaker there
claims universal attention, crying, ** Hear this,
sll ye people ; give ear all inhabitants of the
world ; both low and high, rich and poor toge-
ther.” * Itis the voice of s god ! ” exclaimed
the flatterers of Herod. There can be no doubt

. this vuice is 92 ; and when stilled by it, the din

_f the world is hushed, and every mouth is shut,

Mod every ear is open, and withdrawn from all

sublunary objects every eye is turned upwards,
and expectation, raised to the highest pitch,
waits in breathless suspense, the speaker an-
nounces a truth worthy of such a sublime intro-
duction—this great momentous trath :—** The
redemption of the soul is precious.”

L. Because ils gain or loss, its happiness or
misery is eternal.—A man has & house to build,
and has & choice of sites—the sand-bank which
the river, when last in fiood, cast up at the foot
of a rock, or the rock itself. He cannot build
on the last but at the coat of great trouble and
expense, Yet, neither deterred by these, nor
caring bow this house will stand exposed to évery
storm that sweeps down the glen, ke perches it,
like an eagle’s nest, on the summit of the rock.
And why P Ah, he knows that ere many years,
or months, perhaps, are passed, thunders will
shake the surrounding hills, and a hundred new-
born streams, rushing from their riven sides,
and miugling their voices with the boarse roar
of the tempest, will swell the river. And where
is the sand-bank then ? Gone—and where it
stood nothing seen now, but a red, rearing flood,
that sweeps sand, and banks, and trees, and
flcks away ; but not the rock that sustains his
house, against which the waters boil, and foam,
and bresk in fierce but harmless rage. Wise
and bappy man ! ¢ They that trust in the Lord
shall never be moved.”

In comse-
quence of the discoveries of modern science, our
globe has now shrunk into comparatively small
dimensions—dwindled to such a epeck in the
boundless realms of creation as to be no more
missed, perhaps, were it annihilated, than a drop
fiom the ocean, or a leaf outof the forest. Yet
as far as science has sunk our world in physical,
revelation Las raised it in moral, importance.—
It has been the scene of events of unparalleled
megnitude and unpsralleled majesty. Here
God appeared in the human form ; here the
divine glory, revealed in the facc of Jesus, pre-
sented itselt in a new, most sstonishing, and
most attractive aspect ; here dust and divinity,
time and eternity, the Creator and the created,
met in one ; here events happened to whose
scenes, were they revesled to otber worlds, and
& means of communication epened up, travelers
would appear from the most distant stars—to
see the race for whom God became incarnate,
the fields he trod, and the sea he walked on, the
skies that sung at his birth, and the rocks that
were rent at his death, the town where he was
born, and the city that saw him die.
But the importance and preciousness of re-
demption may be measured, not by what might
be, but by what certainly bas been. It was
settled in the counsels of the Gochead and of
eternity ; it was accomplished on the cross where
Jesus hung dying, the just for the upjust, that
we might be saved ; it was crowned by the re-
surrection which declared Him to be the Son of
God with power ; snd now it forms the grandest
interest in heaven—engsging the sympathies
and employing the wings of angels. Are they
not ministering spirits sent forth to minister to
them who are heirs of salvation ? They crowd
the chamber where a good man dies. They
come to bear his spirit away in their loving arms
to the realms of glory and the presence of his
Lord ; and to their presence, discovered by eyes
that death is purging, may be due the heavenly
expression that has irradiated the dying face,
as the curtain was falling on time and rising on
eternity. What joy there is among them over
one sinner that repenteth ! Careless of events
that sgitate society and shake the worid—how
political parties triumph or are defeated—how
great battles are lost or won—how ancient mo-
narchies rise or fall,—intent on other battles and
a nobler strife, and the interests of a kingdom
that shall endure for ever, they rejoice in every
accession which it receives—in the lowest, poor-
eat, vilest wretch who casts himself at the feet
of Jesus, and cries, * Lord, save me, I perish !”
Would to God that what interests them, in-
terested us as deeply ! Alas, that it is other-
wis2 ; and that so many for whose conversion
they are watching, and preachers are laboring,
and anxious friends aie praying, and the Holy
Spirit is moving, are like that body, plucked
from ' a watery grave, which kind friends are
using every effort to re-animate. They hang
over him ; they clasp the cold form in their
warm embraces ; they pray ; seeking pity and
belp of heaven ; they ply every means to recall
heat to the icy limbs aand color to the pallid
cheeks, and the only one there whose lips breathe
no prayer, and whose face wears no expression
of anxiety, is the person most interested in the
result. How precious his recovery to the father,
mother, brothers, sisters, who, agitated between
hopes and fears, crowd the room, and haog
about his couch ! But more precious still our
redemption, not only to the Father of our spi-
rits and the Saviour of the lost, but to the good
angels that leave their native skies to hover over
the house of God. With what eagerness they
watch the issue of Sabbath sermons and Sab-
bath services ! Would that we never met within
the walls of a house of God, but that they had
to bear to heaven the glad news that some poor
sinners, counting the redemption of their souls
to be precious, had closed with cffered mercy—

Extract of a Letter from the Rev. John Great-
head.

Enclosed I forward you the income of class
and ticket money for the March quarter, 1868.
We have increased at every place, on some sta-
tions more than double. This improvement in
finance is not the result of any sudden or spas-
modic effort ; but it arises from the blessing of
God attending our diligent labours during the
whole of last year. We have had gradual in-
crease every qusrter, and during this present
quarter we expect further increase arising from
the labours of Mr, Taylor. We have upwards
of five hundred candidates on trial for member-
ship, and the Lord is earrying on His work:
Eaclosed I forward you the Circuit plan and the
Home Mission plan. We have eighteen open-
air services in the city every Sabbath afternoon,
at four o’clock. Sinners are invited to Trinity
and Kiogston for the night services; and we
presch to crowds. I therefore thank God and
take courage. Thisis a most important crisis in
the history of our church in this colony ; and I
earnestly solicit an interest in your prayers.

Letter from the same.

We are going on most satisfactoilry. Efforts
are being made for our chapels on every station
in this circuit, and I shall raise £1000 this year
for these purpocer. As I have said before, we
bave ample resources, and by right management
we can get money for every purpose we want. I
bave always done it. In every Circuit I have
made large sums, and iacreased the class and
ticket money. I have adopted the plan of con-
sultation with thc Leaders, holding Society
Meetings, and going into particulars ; and when
once the people are convinced that a thing is
right, they will help, and they have the means to
belp with. I often wish we could have a depu-
tation to visit this colony. It camnot be classed
with the islands in the West Indies. We have
pone of the poverty they have in Barbadoes.
The whole mstter is in the hands of the Mission-
ary ; and if the Missionary can only combine the
spiritual with the temporal, a good revival
prayer meeting, and then a thorough examina-
tion of the class papers, and Society Mestings,
by the blessiug of God the work will go on. I
cannot tell you how much I love this great coun-
try and the people ; aud Methodism is just the
thing to bless them and make them happy. My
bealth is as good, and I am as strong to'labour
as the day I left Eogland. During the last year,
as ] saw the increasing congregation and the
gradual improvement of all a}“tzn, I felt my
spirits rise, and my phyical strength increase.

Whilst we rejoice over the great work, we re-
joice with trembling, becanse we feel how much
care and pastoral oversight these new converts
will require. We are, specially anxious for our
youag men; and we have endeavoured to find
employment for them in the vineyard of the
Lord by establishing open sir services, on the
Sunday afternoon, in the yards and afreets of
the city, and by cottsge prayer-meetirgs: thus
we seek to carry out the Home Mission move-
megt on a foreign missionary station. Last
Sunday we had nineteen open air services, con-
ducted principally by these young. men, sccom-
panied bowever by a responsible Local Preach-
er or Claes Leader ; and there have been several
additions to the Church already, as the clear re-
sult of these servicee.

MAHAICA.

Exiract of a Letter from the Rev. George F.
Swimnerion, Mahaica, British Guiana.

Mr. Taylor’s visit to this circuit has been made
8 great bletsing both to myself and Mrs. Swim-
nerton,and to the Societies and people around
us. He arrived here from Berbice on the 28th
of March. - His time, from the 28th of March
until the 1st of April, was well filled up.

In every chapel where he preached congrega-
gations were large, and sometimes excessively
80. As far as we are able to judge of results, his
labours were the least ful at Mabai
Four services were held here, and about twenty
persoms professed to find peace with God. Baut
when it is remembered that forty or fifty persons
had been brought in before Mr. Taylor’s arrival,
that the opposing forces of immorality are
stronger here than in any other part of the Cir-
cuit, that the weather was unfavorable, and that
the mosquitoes, in number like the flies in Egypt,
nightly besieged us, it will be considered a mat-
ter for great thankfuloess that so large a nnmber
was brought to God, while many others were
awakened, and believers revived and sacctified.

At other places in the Circuit we have had
such signal displays of the converting power of
the Spirit as it is seldom our privilege to witness.
In the prayer-meeting in Virginia nearly the
whole congregation were in tears, while about
thirty persons simultaneously came forward,
bent their knees in penitential grief before God,
and afterwards openly professed to have obtain-
ed pardon through believing in Jesus,

At Stanleyville, after a calm and cogent ap-
plication of the principles and truths of a lucid,
simple and beautifully illustrated discourse on
the Law, the Spirit of God moved upon'the con-
gregation, numbers were pricked to the heart,
and came weeping to the communion rail, and
crying for mercy. Just at tnis moment a wick-
ed woman, as the instrument of the devil, began
to shriek and bark like a dog, snd would have
caused the name of Jesus to be blasphemeed,
but Mr. Taylor checked and rebuked her. She
was carried out, and we rejoiced over about thir-
teen persons being converted to God.

In the afternoon of April 1 st, Mr. Taylor gave
an address to believers at Mahaicony. At night
he preached to a crowded congregation. When
the invitation to come to Christ was given, it
soon became evident that, like the disciples, we
had cast the net on the right side of the ship,
for every part of the chapel near the communion
rail was crowded with men snd women under
comviction of sin, Before this great work be-
gean, a woman, smitten by the Spirit of God,
cried at the top of her voice :—** O wy sins ! my
sins! belp! help! O Jesus help me!” Scoffers
laughed, but they did it tremblingly, and soon
made their exit. And the work went on glori-
ously, and about forty persons stood up as wit-
nesses of the saving power of Christ.

Mzr. Taylor visited the Leper Asylum in this
aeighborbood in the afierncon of the 2ad of
April, and delivered a lecture in Mabaics chap-
el, in the evening, to a large and respectable au-
dience. The prayers and good wishes of many
ia this Circuit will follow him to the end of life.
Since his departure the good work has been go-
ing on steadily, and much of my time has been
spent in selecting proper persons to take charge
of the new converts.

Death of Missionaries.

On no former occasion have we had the duty
of recording in one Number the removal of so
many of the Miesionaries who were among the
early pioneers of the work. The late Rev. T,
H. Squance embarked for India in the year 1813
The late Rev. Edward Edwards was appointed to
Nameaqualand, in South Africa, in 1817. Thejlate
Rev. Thomas Jenkins was one of the settlers of
the Albany District in 1820 ; and had therefore
resided in South Africs, the scene of his labours
and success for more than forty-seven years. At
the same time it is most remarkable that we
bave to report the lamented desath of a Mission-
ary within a few weeks from the time of his sp-
pointment, and before he had reached the end
of the voyage to his station.

The Committee’s Minute on the death of Mr.
Squance is subjoined.

THE REV. THOMAS H. SQUANCE.

To the record of the dead the Committee have
to add another beloved aad venerable name,
that of the Rev. Thomas Hall Squance. Mr,
Squance was the last survivor of the honoured
men who, in 1813, accompanied Dr. Coke to
India. For ten years he fulfilled the arduous

and responsibie duties of a Methcdist Mission-
ary in Ceylon and Conticental India, with a zes!,
fidelity, perseverance, and cheerfulness which se-

THE REV. EDWARD EDWARDS.

The Jubilee Service of the crrival of this de-
voted Missionary in Africa was observed a: Ste!-
lenboech, on the 14th of December, 1867, when
bis fitieth anniversary was duly celebrated. It|
was remembered that his ficst appointment wes|
with the late Rev. B. Shaw, in Namequsland. |
In 1820 and subsequent years he laboured in|
Cape Town, visiting the Korannas of the Vasl|
River in 1824, For ten years he laboured in |
Namaqualand. In 1848 he returned to Stellen- |
bosch, after three years service as Colonisl|
Chaplain st Cradock’s Kloof. At Stellenboech |
be dwelt among his own beloved people; but
Mowbray, while on a visit to his son-in-law ;l
dying with a calm reliance on the atonement of
Christ, deeply regretted by a large circle of per-
sons of various tribes and nations, who had pro-
fitted by hie ministry.

THE REV. THOMAS JENKINS,

The useful career of this veteran Missionary
closed on the 2ad of March, 1868, at Emfund-
disweni, in Pondo-land, South Africa. His
mortal remains are deposited in the common
burying-place of the Station, among those of his
flock’ who had gone hemce before him. The
Burial Service—by his own previously express-
ed desire—was read in the Kaffir tongue. By
his family and eolleagues, and by the whole Pon-
do tribe, Chiefs and people, he will long be re-
membered as a faithfal, laborious, humble and
devoted follower of the Cross.

THE REV. JOSIAH CART.

This promising young sexrvant of Christ em-
barked for his first appointment in February,
1868. The vessel on which he '-? on his way
to Belize received some injury on the voyage,
and put into St. Thomas for repairs, in a leaky
state. Mr. Cart resumed his voyage by the
Mail, and arrived in Jamaica on the 21st of
April, hoping to get a passage from thence to his
destination. At this time he was apparently in
good health ; but was subsequently seized with
fever, and expired on the 8th of May, deeply
lamented. ‘
- A correspondent of one of the Jamnica papers
thus notices & sermon preached by Mr. Cart,
probably the last sermon he delivered.
“1 had the pleasure of hearing at Wesley
Chapel, on Sunday evening last, an excellent
discourse. The preacher—to me a stranger,
and a very youngj man—dealt with his subject
in a logical and masterly manner, and there are |
not many who were there present who will soon
forget the grand and striking description he
gave of the immortal soul of mac., His lan-
guage was appropriate and chaste ; his manner
composed and serious; and his entire bearing
marked by the most admirable modesty. Though
it was evident that praise-worthy attention had
been given to the preparation of the sermon,
there was not a shade of vanity discoverable
in the delivery ; and the solemn and impressive
character of the prayers, and the correet and

A Look at the Queen of England.

1 bave given myself a whole holiday—which
is not often the case. Hearing the Queen was ex-
pected to review the troops at Aldershot, I left my
home at Hampstead at 8,and at 11 was marching
beside a column of infantry to the inspiring music
of bugles and drums. The long line of red-coats
sweeping scross the moors, golden with their
blossoms of the yellow gorse, had a charming
effect, which was increased by s brilliant sun, in
whiose rays helmets, swords, and bayonets flashed
like brilliant stars. And a walk of four miles
brought me to the top of & hi!l called Ceesar’s
Csmp—an old Roman, post which still bears trs-
ces of their military skill. Beyond this, troops
were drawn up, and during the interval before
the Queen’s srrival lay stretched on the heather,
reposing after a long tramp in heavy marching or-
der under a hot sun. I took up my post on s hil-
lock ccmmanding a wide prospect, so that I might
see the direétion of the Queen’s approach. By
and by a salute of guns annoumced her arrival
from Windsor Castle. Far away I see the flash-
ing of helmets. Now the royal cavalcade is clear-
ly distinguished It is coming my way. I have
but to stand upon the top of a bank overlooking
the road. First a few dragoon guards, with
scarlet jackets and burnished black Grecian bel-
mets, then an open carrisge drawn by four white
borses. In it is a middle aged lady, very plain-
ly attired in deep mourning. What stranger
would take her to be the Queen of Great Brit-
ain, Canada and Australis, and Empress of
India. Sbe lecked very well, and cheerful too,
though ber countedance showed evidently the
record of deep sorrow. At her side was the
Princess Louise, dressed in thoroughly English
prettiness. The little boy in Highland costume
is Prince Leopold. On the * dicky” behind is
the famous * Jobn Brown,” the Queen’s favorite
Highland gillie, ber constant attendsnt. Very
atrocious have been the things said in connection
with him in some low vulgar quarters ; but no one
whose opinion is worth a straw regards such talk
with any feeling but disgust.

Fanny Fern has strong opinions—we should
say, feelings—in regard to tobacce. It is doubt-
ful whether any refined woman ever felt other-
wise concerning it until she had * got used te
it,” and it may be questioned whether, in getting
used to it, she doesn’t unconsciously lose a por-
tien of her refinement. We can conceive of
scarcely any greater incongruity than exists be-
tween the pure instincts of a cuitivated woman
and the *“ bar-room ador” of stale tobacco.—
Tobacco is bad enough every way, but its use
ought to be restricted to bachelors, who don’t
live at home with their mothers or sisters.

Clerical Costumes in Scotland.

A Secottish correpondent of an American pa-
per thus writes respecting the marked differen-
ces between clerical costume in the two coun-
tries :—

Perhaps you are not aware that every mam
who writes reverend before his name is expec-
ted to dress in black, with a white neckerchief.
During the week a little license is given, and
one who is less ocareful of punctilio may tie a
strip of black silk beneath his chin ; but he must
doff it when he officiates. BSo universal is this
that I never saw a preacher in the pulpit other-
wise dressed. The ordsined ministers have the
Geneva gown, which is made of black silk and
is tolerably cspacious, and on the whole comfor-
table, especially, when undereath it there is
the cassock—a close fitting jacket of the same
material, which allows the preacher to throw as-
ide his coat, and leaves him more at ease.

But what is still more peculiar, and seems to
have struck two Americans whom I met lately
with astonishment, is the bands, which are only
worn by ministers who sre settled, and are ne-
ver, in any circumstances, put around the meck
of sn ordsined man. They are two stripfeof
fine muslin, about a couple of inches broad, tied
around the peck and lying on the chest, some
being six inches long, some more so, snd di-
verging more from each other as they get near-
er their lower extremity. My American friends
fancied they were a part of the preacher’s nec-
kerchief. Gowns and bands are never worn
by Independents or Baptists, but they are uni-
versally worn among Presbyterians and Episco-
palisns. If I have been retailing what we call
piper's news in this country—that is, news
known to every one, I have been led into it by
the wonder of your countrymen.

Itis
a sweet spot, surely, “If there be an elysium
on earth it is this,” with its days of happy toil
and its nights of earned repose. 'lhere are
meany such homes om sarth, brethren, where
there seems sodittle of the palpable curse, and
so much of the lingering blessing, that we are
fain sometimes to cling to them too closely, snd
our hearts would build their tabernacles on these
Tabors or Hermons ot their love. But who may
say that any of them is happy ? that there is any
house without an apparition on its landiog ?
that there are not secret griefs which gnaw the
heart of wealth, and blanch the cheek of beauty};
anxieties kept barred in each spirit; where the
world may not intrude, and where even friends
adventure not, but which are sapping the com-
fort and shortening the days? Take the case
before us. Sure there can be no interruption to
the bappiness here. Competence, consideration,
faithful servants, a well-regulated household, a
dutiful son, all that the eye can covet or the
heart can wish—is there a skelston in this
house too? s there here some restless mem-
ory, interred 'in the grave of the long ago,
but which will walk the earth notwithstanding ?
Ab! why those anxious glances when wind makes
the cediirs groan, and sgainst the lattice beats the
frightened rain ? why that sudden shade, fitful,
pensive, almost moody, which gathers so often
upon the lord of the mansion’s brow P why that
gaze across the stretching fields when the brief
twilight sombers up the sky?

He

did not wait until the prodigal bad knocked at

the door, and been subjected to toe servants,

wonder ; he did not wait for the low grostration,
and for the abject and servile sorrow ; there was
no standing upon s sort of etiquette of morals,
no drawing of the cloak of dignity round until
every punctilious requirement of orthodox peni-

tence had been fulfilied, snd then relaxing to
grant the seif-abased request, and to speak cold
words of pardon. All this would have been just,
inflexibly just ; and the prodigsl wko had been
thus treated would bave had no cause of com-
plaint, but ratber much ground of thankfuloess.
We must take care that we are not spoiled by
God’s mercy, and tempted by his unparalleled

compassion to think lightly snd superfloially of
sin. Sin is a foul evil, and * when it is finished
it bringeth forth death.” Just as there ensues
spontaneous combustion from the decomposition
of certain vegetable substances, so the very foul-
ness of sin bursteth, ss by natural sequecce, in-
to fire. But the very sense we bave of the enor-
mous impiety of sin will only enchance our esti-
mate of the bounlllessness of grace in its forgive-
ness.

As in all other illustrations by which things
divine are intended to be made known to us,
the analogy halts for want of compass and
power. To urderstand aright the early moving
of God towards the sinner, we must remember
His omniscience, an attribute which of course
is wantingin the human fatber. The Divine eye
can track the prodigsl through every brake and
scaur of the far country into which he has wan-
dered ; no debauchery ofhis excess of riot is hid-

ing and the softening of his'soul, are alike open
to the glances from which nothing is concealed.
He knows, O sinner, that secret deed of dark-
pess, covered up so carefully from humen sight,
that habit of impurity or fraud, that stern and
haughty resistance to bis will, which thy soul
has indulged through so many rebellious years.
He knows, O penitent, thy soul’s first yearnings
after Him, thy struggles agsinst the corruption
which yet mastered thee, thy brave upapringing
with a new purpose of right, even after mortify-
ing failure, thy secret loathing of thy sin, the
uneasy clanking of the chain which thou hadst
yet no key to open and no strength to snap in
sunder. The Father sees thee, though thou art
yet a long way off. His compassion goes out
to meet thee from the first moment wher thy
bomeward march begins ; thy prayers and thine
alms come up before Him, like those of Corne-
lius, ¢ for a memorial,” though not for a merit ;
in token of thy sincerity, though not in pur-
chase of thy pardon. Ob, what unspeskable
comfort couches in this thought for every con-
trite heart! Thy pilgrimege need not be with
bleeding feet and long endurance to a far-off

it; in Christ it is ready for your faith. The
atonement has purchased not only del iverance
but adoption for the world ; and you, the vilest
ard the farthest prodigal, may. lift your eyer,
red with the contrite tears, aud call God Father
by thg Holy Ghost. The love ot God to man
is pever displayed more illustriously tban in his
reception of the returming sioner. Take tbe
tenderest-hearted father that you know, ore of
thoss who are weakly indulgent to a degree
incompatible with the proper maintenance of
authority, snd ask yourselves what his reception
would be of a child who bad outraged his ten-
derness, wasted his property, and brought dis-
grace and scandal upon a name which a long
ancestry of integrity had honoured. Alas!such
are the strange contradictions of the nature we
inherit, that the most blindly indulgent would
become the most bitterly implacable, and even
in the case of the most forgiving, there would
be a struggle with pride, ard a distant waiting
for the full tale of confession, and a reserve,
and a hesitancy, and a long probation before
full re-installment into former privilege ; and
even them, a lurking suspicion and a jealous
watchfulness, and now acd then the sharp ar-
rows of a keen upbraiding, which would show
that the lip's forgiveress of the sinner is far
easier than the beart’s cblivion of the sin. But
not so does God measure his graciousness to-
wards the penitents whom, for Jesus’ sake, He
accepts and welcomes to his favour. Not the
stern silence, but the warm embrace ; not the
abhorrent recoil from pollution, but the large
charity which at once exalts the abased, and
clothes and cleanses the vile ; not the ear strain-
ed for the listening to the confession ; but the
kiss which heals the*wound and stops the words ;
not the yoke of servitude, but the ring of affec-
tion ; not the measured tones and solemn cau-
tions of a judicial acquittal, but the festal feast
and the diffusive gladmess, as when an beir of
broad lands is born. Surely this is unexampled
grace, and yet this is the golden sceptre which
is stretched out by the monarch to you. A ser-
vant! No, but a robe, and shoes,and a ring—and
these are not the appsrel of slaves ; they have
serge for garment,and a badge for decoration,
and tread with nsked feet—but a robe, and
shoes, and a ring for the returning prodigal ;
aod thus the Father owns the son.

Since the Canada Conference, we have had
such a season of hot weather, as that singular
personage, the ' oldest inbabitant does not re-
member to have witnessed. The Mercury was
ever and anon, more than 100° and seldom,
indeed, never below 90 © so that the heat was
intense, To study, seemed to be out of the
question ; if you made the attempt, sleep

shrine, a shrine at which the idol abides sense-
lessly, with nor heart to feel, nor strength to
succor. The word of grace is nigh thee, even
in thy heart and in thy mouth. Bwift as the
hart upon the mountsins runs the Father’s love
to meet and welcome thee. Thou hast been
long expected ; the home has hardly seemed
complete without the erring but unforgotten
child. Bruised and hungering as thou art,
start thee on the journey ; thou shalt not tra-
vel all the way alone; the first part of thy
travel may be with sorrowful heart and burden-
ed back, but hie to the cross of Jesus. So sure
a8 God’s word is true, He will meet thee there,
and thy burden shall fall from thy shoulders,
and the sadness from thy beart, and thou shalt
bound along thy joyous pilgrimage a light-heart-
ed, b forgiven, sinner.

Your impression of God's loving kindness
will be deepened—and that is surely the inten-
tion of this pearl of parables—if you pass from
the haste with,which the prodigal was met to con-
sider the welcome;with which the prodigal was
greeted. We last saw bim wending his way to hs
tather, agitated with a thousand apprehensions,
but brave in the doing of what be bad recently
discovered to be right. He bhad not only thought
upon return, but be bad let purpose ripen into
deed. There multitudes who think upon repen-
ance and faith as duties to be some time per-
formed, but who dream sbout them through
the kindly summer time, and then, when
the winter comes are in the far country, ragged
and famine-stricken still ; but in the case before
us, the action waited promptly on the will. He
not only came to himself, but he came to his
father. And now they have met—the yearning
father and his humbled child. The father saw
him first, for his love looked out and his com-
passion ran ; the son came slowly,with downcast
eyes, that dreaded the first glimpse of the home
which they yet longed unutterably to see, If
he sighted the rumning’figure in the distance

and saw as it came near that the form was the
venerable one of his father ; still more, if bis
tumult of emotion allowed bim, with a strange
thrill of hope, to note the outstretched arms and
kindling eye, how must his heart have palpita-
ted with the rushing blood, and the wave of his
penitence swelled into a swifter tide! But,
perbaps, he knew not of this ; perhaps, over-
whelmed with the feelings or oppressed by the
fears which mastered him, he saddened on
unheeding, until be was roused from his stupor
of sorrow by the clasp of his father’s arms,
Oh, the delight of that first moment of covscious
favor! Think of all the raptures of deliverance
first realized after imminent peril—the drown-
ing, when the strong swimmer grasps him ; the
fire-girdled, when from the topmost window the
fireman receives the fainting on his safe but
slender ladder; ‘the slave, when from the lash,
and the swamp, and the branding iron, he leaps
on to the frontiers of freedom ; the child, when
the agonized mother presses him to her bosom
unbarmed from the eagle’s talons—what are
they all to the first gush of rapturous glad-
ness which thrills in the moment of recon-
ciliation, through the breast of the iorgiven
sinner 7 The transition is so marvellous, so
startling, that it is all too deep tor language.
Condemned before ! now leoking into eyes that
glisten with tenderness, and lips that quiver
with pardoms. Polluted before ! now sensible
of an iomer cleansing. Aimless ard without a
hope before ! now furnished, so to speak, with
the principal of a new existence, and strong to
work it out with a will. Orphaned in the vast
universe before ! now conscious of encircling
arms and of a living Father. Have you felt it ?
The rare blessedness, the indefinable thrill, al-
most startling you, uatil, by lapse of time, it
became familiar happiness, and you were taught
of God to call it by its proper name,

“ That—1I a child of th and hell—
1 should be called a child of God.”

Ob, if you have not, God waits to confer

would oome to your rescue, from which you
would soon be aroused, by an srmy of black
flies, while at night, the mosquitoes would keep
up a perpetual buzz, or else,infuse their fangs

into some part of your body, and produce the

most biting sensation, so that there was no rest
for you either by night or by day. I bave been
18 years a resident in Ontario and Quebec,
and such heat I never felt before.

The daily papers from every part of the Pro-
vinces contain shocking accounts of death aris-
ing from sunstroke. In some instances business
was suspended. Hundreds have died both in
the United States and in Canada. Farmers
bave died in the fields, mechanics in their shops,
and private persons in their houses, while vast
numbers have fallen dead in the streets, so
many deaths have never occurred in Montreal,
except during the season of Asiatic cholera.

It has been remarked, by some medical gen-
tlemen, that with the exception of sudden death
from sunstroke, they have seldom known a more
healthy season at this time of the year. Per-
sons should be very careful respecting their diet,
and especially refrain from intoxicating drinks,
as the use of liquors greatly predisposes to sun-
stroke, so it is said on good authority,

We have bad the usual number of accidents
and deaths by drowning, which are so common
at this season of the year. Fires in the woods
have also been. numerous, filling the air with
a constant hazy appearance. The city of To-
ronto has been visited with a tremendous catas-
trophe occasioned by the devouring element.
Some valuable buildings have been destroyed,
and many poor people have been left houseless,
It is thought that $50,000 or $60,000 will not
cover the entire loss. And all this, it is thought,
was brought about, by some children playing
with some lucifer matches, near a stable. No
human beings were killed, but some valuable
horses were destroyed by the flames,

We have had many rumours of Fenian inva-
sion, but so far, the miscreants have kept away.
Some are of opinion, that certain parties were
interested in getting up an excitement, hence
the rumours, but, we are thankful, that the tor-
mentors have kept away,and we pray that the
whole thing may soon be played out, One of
our papers contained a good thing a day or two
ago. It said, that the United States Govern-
ment should forbid the enlistment into the Fe-
nian army, and the Dominion Government should
forbid all Canadians enlisting into the Papal
army. We should like to know what the Gev-
ernment organs will say to this, Surely, if the
one is reprehensible, the other cannot be defen-
sible.

While I am writing you this letter, the Hon.
W. P. Howland, C. B,, is being inaugurated
to the office of Lieutenant Governor of Qntario.
There has been a great hue and cry against the
appointment. Some have said hard things re-
specting his Excellency, and have denounced
him as a traitor from his political party. Be
this as it may, he has now obtained the highest
post-which can be awarded by the Canada Gov-
ernment. We hope, he will be a pattern to all
around him, and set an example of virtue, such
as will discountenance balls, races, and every-
thing else, whichdemoralizes mankind. At the
present day, we need men of integrity and vir.
tue to fill the high places of the land.

The farming community are everywhere very
busy reaping an abundant harvest. Help is so
scarce, that a man is not to be found, while as
a matter of course, wages are very high. But
for the reapers and other machines, which the
farmers in Ontalio use extensively, we do not
see, how the crops would this year be reaped.
Hay, barley and wheat, appear to be far more
than an average crop ; but, there is a great want
of rain among the root crops, such as potatoes,
&c, We are glad that the Father of mercies
has seen good to favour the country this year.

as many of our agriculturalists werein a very

bad state. If we could receive a litile nin,'
great good wou'd follow. In many pulpits h,t
Sabbath, prayers were offered for rain, but, it
bas not yet come.

Excursions, pic nics, &c., of all descriptions
bave been very numercus this season. Sach

scenes of joyous excitewent are very pleasing |
for the time, but, they bave now become so nu- |
merous, that we do not see, how in the nature |
of things, they can be otberwise than demoral- |
izing, while to several ofgour acquaintance, they E
must be a source of great expense as conduct-|
ed in this part of Canada, we regard them, with i
some few exceptions, as unmitigated evils. The |
bar on the boat is kept open, and we have been
told, that at some excursions more liquor is con"

sumed, in a single day, than will be consumed
in a whole week of ordinary trips. Our tem-

perance friends, should, we think cease their ex-
cursions, when they cannot be beld without
encouraging drunkenness.

ish Columbian Mission field. The formeris in-

tended to supply the place of your old friend,

the venerable Dr. Evans, and the latter goes to
Carriboo, to preach to the miners, of whom

there are some hundreds, for whom, no one has

seemed to care. These bonored brethren, have

earned a good reputation in the churches in
Canada, and our prayer is that the God of their
fathers may prosper them, and make them
abundantly useful. You will be glad to hear
that a distinquished layman in British Colum-

bis, —— Cunningham, Esq , bas offered to give
$500 towards the support of a Missionary in
Cariboo, should one be sent, so that you see, this
increase of missionaries in that distant land, will
not be a heavy burden on the funds. We hope
soon to hear from our indefatigable Missionary
Secretary, who will be sending out the Annual
Report, from which we hope to hear the gratify-
ing intelligence, that the income * is larger than
any previous year.” So mote it be.

You will sec by the Christiann Guardian,” thag
our very successful and laborious Book Stew-
ard has brought out a nice little volume, ** The
Prodigal son,” being sermons by the President
of the Conferences of Canada and Kastern
America. We bave not had the pleasure of
seeing the little book yet, but, we all know what
to expect.

An Excuse for Stinginess.

We fear there is too much truth in the fol-
lowing article which we clip from the, Episcopal
Methodist, of Baltimore. With many profess-
ing Christians the claims of the Church and re-
ligion sppear to be least and last. The very re-
verse of this should be the case. The editor
says :

‘ When people find it necessary to curtail
their expenses, they begin with their religious
contributions and expenses.  They then stop
their church paper. They refuse, or st least do
but little towards the saupport of missions, poor
students, orpbans, etc. They dress as richly,
furnish their tables the same, get all the politi-
oal papers, and spend for unnecessary luxuries
now as ever. This is not right. God and his
kingdom come first, not last. If ¢ charity begins
at bome,’ remember we call ourssives—God’s
children, and his churches our home.

The Jews lived under s darker dispensation
than we ; yet how much brighter their liberal-
ity! They gave the Lord the fattest and most
beautiful lamb in the flock. Soms of our peo-
ple give the dirtiest and ugliest bill in their
pockets to the church, and especially to editors.
The Jews gave the first ripe fruits of the bar-
vest to the Lord ; some of our people give the
worst and last sheaf of the harvest gleanings
The Jews gave a tenth of their income to support
the temple service; msny Christians of these
times do not give a bundredth part of theirs.—
* Oh, but we have a free Gospel,’ says one.—
Yes, but while ‘the water of life’ is free, the
men that carry it to you are not free to work
for nothing.

The fact is, there is more money in the coun-
try than seems to be. Distress retires into con-
cealment, and the cry of ‘ hard times’ is the
song of avarice to husb pleadings of religious
liberality. We sometimes go.to an auetion,
and survey the groups of men standing around,
and come to the conclusion that there are not
ten dollars in the crowd. Bat we are mistaken.
We see several hundred dollars’ worth of goods
bought and paid for on the spot.

A circus comes along, and people say—*‘ No
use to come bhere—there is mo money in the
country,’ etc. But the shrewd Yankee show-
men know better than that. The great tent is
reared, the music sounds, and the lion roars;
crowds then gather around, and greenbacks roll
out thick and fast, and the circus men besr
them off by the bushel. And there are many
professors of religion, ‘too poor to pay their
preacher,’ or take their church paper, who bave
found momey to take their whols families in ¢ to
soe the wild animals ;"—s0 we have come to the
conclusion that the difculty does mot lie so
much in the lack of money, as in the lack of dis-
position to give it.

Night Blooming Cereus.
(Cereus Grandifiorus).

No deecription can do justice to this wonder-
ful flower. It is of large nize, great beauty,
plessant perfame, and most peculiar habit. Be-
longing to the cactus family, the plant is * with-
out comeliness,” and of singular formation. It
blooms asonually, but only in the night, esch
flower commencing to open about sus down,
fully expanding by 11 o’clock and closing for-
ever at the approach of day.

The flower varies in size, from nine to twelye
inches in length, and from seven to ten inches
in diameter. The outside of the calyx is brown,
the inside a bright straw color, and when fuily
expanded, has the appearance of rays of light
emanating from a brilliant centrs.

OF OXFORD AND MR.
SPURGEON.

It would be difficult to find two people more
completely the anti-types of each other l‘bln the
Bishop of Oxford and Mr. Spurgeon. The gen-
ius of the one is eminently sickly and soft. A
courtly polished man of the world ; a graceful
ecclesiastic, we!l versed in the ways of winning
hearts; s supple pleasing intellect, which has
been-trained and coaxed up to its highest point
of culture, are all found in Dr. Wilberforce.—
He can rebuke so gently as to make his sweet
censure seem like the chastening of one who
loves ; and he can denunciate, and sneer and ri-
dicule with a vigour and ferce which make up-
per-class Christians and High Church penitents
look up to him as to a champion indeed. Who
e0 gallant or chivalrous as this episcopal defen-
der of that forlorn hope, the Irish Church; who
so full of common sense and real charity as
this p te protector of Sunday-school
chiidren ; who so playful yet so dignified as this
urbane utterer of placid witticisms—who never
ceems to forget his position in the Order of the
Garter, and that deferential devotion to the fair
is a paramount duty of every true knight, be he

elerical or lay P
Mr. Spurgeon is the reverss of all this. Bal-
four of Burley is the sort of knight he resembles
most. His genius is natural and bluff ; his bu-
mour of the rough Saxon sort, and his pathos
of the broad and beasty kind which appeals to
the people of everyday life, the people who
buy and sell, who bear their share of common
everyday burdens, who bave neither time nor
inclination to sentimentalize or to * dress up "
their thoughts, or feelings, or sorrows, but who
grieve when they grieve, and rejoice when they
rejoice with a heartiness and simplicity whieh
makes plain-spesking essential to their comfort.
« Salem Chapel,” with its back parlour discus-
sions on the minister, gives a fair and tolersbly
unexaggerated notion of the class of hearers to
whom Mr. Spurgeon appeals. But the admira-
tion and liking he inspires is to the full as wide-
spread and sincere as that paid to the Bishop of
Oxford. Eachman is n‘rovor in his own realm,
and the crown who used to press round the en-
trance to the Surrey Gardens for the chance of
touching Mr. Surgeon’s hsbd as he beld it
out of his fly on leaving, were as respectful in
taeir way ss any of the fair ritualists who bang
upon Dr, Wilberforce’s honeyed words. The
letter which is published to-day assails the Bis-
hop of Oxford’s srgument, and disputes his in-
ferences in the House of Lords. e poverty
of Dissenting ministers, ssys Mr. Spurgeon, and
with reason, is no more an argument against the
voluntary system than the distressed circum-
stances of poor curates is decisive as against
the union of Church and State.—London Ez-

1s Mr. Spurgeon more subtle or more obtuse
in the use of this retort? Can he not see that
when he boasts of what hic voluntary giant will
do, he challenges inquiry as to what that Titan
is doing already ? 'l'e reply that, if Dissenting
ministers starve, 50 sometimes do curates, is en-
tirely beside the mark ; as he maintains that the
Church is & dwarf, and that Dissent is a giant,
we have a right to expect from him some proof
that there is this enormous superiority oo his
side. But be tacitly surrenders this. His giant,
like that of Mr. Dickena’s showman, turns out
to be Jamentably weak in the knees. He can
only meke the abeurd retort, that, if Dissent has
it weak points, 8o iikewise has the Church.—
Globe.

Itis not in human nature, however, not even
in ecclesiastical human nature, to be unmoved

when a man mimics your personal peculiarities ;
and, under the circumstances, we are reslly in-

clined to think that Mr. Spurgeon has displayed

a creditable amount of good taste and good

temper in his reply. ﬁu; spart from the

mimiery, it was not pleasant for him, of all

men in the world, to be accused of under-

valuing the voluntary principle, sioce he is bim-

self one of the most starling proofs of its suc-

oess. As Louis XIV. said, “ L'Etat, ¢’est moi !”

so might Mr. Spurgeon exclasim, “ Voluntary-

jsm?

The Englishman had a batchet, knife
snd yistol in his belt, and es soon as he was
asleep the American seized the former article,
with a blow on the head killed bim and threw
bim overboard, and then relessed the captain
aod second mate, who brought the vessel (called
the Fennichiana) here to her destination. The
captain ssys he owes his life to the American,
whose act was evidently a case of justifiable
bomicide.

Letter from the Hon. Jos. Howe.

'Tho Hon. Joseph Howe has on many occa-
sions shown himself capable of extending cour-
tesy towsrd those with whom he has differed on
public questions. The following letter from his
pen, published last week, speaks for itself : —
FAIRFIELD, 30 July, 1868.—The papers in-
forms us that Sir John A. Macdonald, and his
ludy, and perhaps Mr. Cartier, are coming down
to N_on Scotia on a visit, snd the editor of an
eveniog paper bespeaks for them, sbould they
come, discourteous treatment if mot rougher
handling. I regret to see this spirit manifested
io any quarter. Where actual war rages flags
of truce are respected, and the soldiers in the
field exchange courtesies across their lines,
which lend the grace of chivalry to the sternest
conflicts. Roderick Dhu shared his plaid and
bis heather's couch with Fitz James, though
reedy and anxious to cross swords with him in
tke morning. We have taught the public men
of Canada and of England within the pest two
years that the people of Nova Scotia are men
and not cravens. Let us show them now that
we are gentlemen and not ruffians. Oae rude
word, snd one ect of discourtesy, would dis-
grace us all, and bring such discredit on our
cause as to make it hopeless hereafter.

Nineteen Nova Scotians traversed the Ca-
nadas last fall sud sojourned for forty days in
the capital of the Dominion. Though the great
msjority of them were kuown to be hostile to
the fundamental law under which the Legisla-
ture was convened and not very friendly to the
Government—tbough | and others denouncad
the Act and the policy of the majority on a!l
suitable oceasions, with indignant freedom of
speech, jet from the lime we entered Canada
till we came out of it we received from all
classes of the people hospitable and courteous
treatment. I passed through the crowded cor-
ridors of the House of Commons with my hot
words ringing in the ears of the people I met,
but they never offered me ineult, and st three
o'clock in the morniog I often went to my lodg-
ings alone, ss little apprehersive of obstruction
or offence as [ would have been in the streets of
Halifex. Let us hesr no more, then, of differ-
ent treatment of Canadians, high or low, in sny
part of the Province. If we nave lost our con-
stitution let us preserve our manners,

The Secretary of State and the Imperial Par.
liament have thrown upon the Canadian Go-
vernwent the responsibility of sction in the
great controversy which, at the present moment,
perplexes us sll. It would appesr that its
leaders have promptly responded, and will
come here to discuss with the Nova Scotians
such remedial measures as they may have to
propose. We are bound to give them a fair
hesring and couiteous treatment. Is our case
30 bad that we are afrsid to discuss it on our
own s0il with the leading men of Canada? Are
we 80 strong that we can afford to outrage the
public sentiment 6T the whole world by reckiess
disregard of all the usages of civilized diplo-
macy ? I think not, and basten to say that I
should deeply regret if any indiscretion were to
sully s eause which has bitherto been conducted
with dignity and temper, which have challenged
the respect even of those to whom we have op-
posed. I am quite sure that, on reflection, the
writer to whose article I refer, and whose views
[ may possibly have misapprebended, will con-
cur in the opinions which I consider it a public
duty thus frankly to express.

Gathering Fruit.

The appearance snd value of fruit, says the
Horticulturist, depends very-much upon when
and how it is gathered. Strawberries, if picked
carefully, with half or quarter of an inch of the
stemn attached to each berry, and laid carefully
into the basket, will sell for a greater price and
carry better than when pulled hap-bazard, some
with hulls and stems on, and some with them
off. Again, if they are gathered when they are
perfectly dry, they will keep longer and retain
a better flavor than if gathered while wet. A
little water not only hastens decay, but it rapid-
ly destroys the flavor of many delicate, soft ve-
rieties. After being gathered, they should ne-
ver be allowed to stand out exposed to the sun,
as with many varieties it takes but a little while

The Scottish Church Moving.

At a meeting of the General Assembly of
the Free Church of Scotland, and able report of
its Temperance Committee was adopted. Dr.
Begg, who eeconded the report said : —

He thought it would be exceedingly well for
the community to consider whether it would not
be practicable to adopt, by universal consent, a
system whereby communities and neighborhoods
should have some power in regard to licensing.
It was hard that magistrates should have the
unlimited power of intruding a great nuisance
upon a neighborhood contrary to their decided
opinion.

Upon this The Alliance News comments :

This is just what the Alliance is asserting and
proclaiming thro’ the land ; and it is a pleasing
sign of progress when the same doctrine is pro-
pounded in our great Church Assemblies.

On the same day, the General Assembly of
the Established Church of Scotiand received an
able and elaborate report from its Committee
on Temperance, from which we take the follow-
ing extract : * Your Committee think it by no
means undesirable that a direct power should be

vested by law in the inhabitants of any locality to

brightness of color.

Currants should also be gathered with their
stems ; they should also be dry, and all leaves
thrown out. Gooseberries, if for sbipment,
chould be gatbered dry, and a careful expul-
sion of all leaves will cause them always to
command the best price. Like the strawberries
care should always be taken not to expose them
to a hot sun after gathering, for such exposure
scon gives them the appearance of being half
cooked.

Raspberries and blackberries are too often
seen in market and on the table balf broken
and mashed. None but whole and perfect ber-
ries should ever go into the box or basket for
market. It pays to carefully assort them before
sending to market, for the mingling of s few
bruised or mashed berries induces decsy, and
detracts from their value in the judgment of the
dealer.

Cherries should never be gathersd when
otherwise than perfectly dry. We bave known
them to decay entirely in twenty-four hours,
when gathered while wet. It pays also with
cherries for market to carefully sort them over
on a table, picking out any mashed or wormy
or imperfect fruit before sending to market. Of
course the stems are, or always should be, at-
tached, although we have occasionally seen
!thcm io market looking more like round cran-
berries than cherries.

Peaches should be left on the tree until fally
ripe, and then gathered carefully with thumb
and flager, and at once laid into the basket or
box in which they are to be marketed. If the
bloom is rubbed off the peach by rough bhand-
ling, its beauty of appearance is injured, and it
will decay much sooner thaa if untouched.—
Formerly it was supposed that the peach must
be gathered before fully ripe, in order to ship
it any distance ; but practical experience has
proven that ripe fruit, not quite eoft, will carry
just as well as upripe, and command a much
better price.

Pears sud apples should never be picked
from the tree by breaking the stems. Unless
the stem will separate freely from the tree, the
fruit is pot ripe; it will neither eat nor cook
good, and is only fit for those who want a touch
of cholera-morbus. Apples, as soon as gather-
ed, may be sent direct to market; but nearly
every variety of pear is improved in appear-
ance and quality by keeping in close, dark
