The Potato Growing Industry in Ashcroft, B.C.

Written Specially for THE CANADIAN GROCER by H. L.

Roberts.

NLY a small percentage of the
tourists who visit British
(‘olumbia think it  worth
while to stop off there a day or

two at Ashcroft, not knowing
that it is one of the most interesting
towns along the route of the Canadian
Pacitic Railway. Some of the largest
sheep ranches in America are located
thereabouts, the outstanding feature,
however, is the Ashcroit potato grow-
ing industry, which is assuming very
large proportions in territory that unti
recently was thought unproductive ow-
ing lo the comparative absence ol moist
ure.  This difficulty has been efectually
overcome by- irrigation, and to-day the
visitor to Ashcroft may enjoy the novel
sight of hundreds of actes of luxuriant
patato crops surrounded by areas utter-
Iy devoid of vegetation.

“ .Ashcroft 'is a small town on the main

line of the Canadian. Pacific Railway,

.about 204 miles east of Vancouver,

situated in the midst of what is known
in British Columbia as the ‘‘Dry Belt.”
The town owes its importance to the
fact of its “being the forwarding point
ior the whole of the Cariboo and
Lillooet districts) all freight and pass-
cugers destined for points in these dis-
iricts leave the railway at Ashcroft and
reach their destination either by stage
coach - or freight wagon via the well
known Cariboo road, which terminates
a1 Barkerville, 285 miles from Ashceroft.

Ten tons of marketable potatoes to
the acre is not considered a very large
return, and occasionally this yield is
doubled. Three years ago a crop of
SLOOO  Ibs. “was taken ofi 2} acres of
land.

Throughout the “‘Dry Belt!’ irrigation
has to be resorted to in all agricultural
operations, and it is this whigch is prob-
ably the main reason for the extra-
ordinary, keeping quality - of the Asherolt
potato. The crops are only given sufii-
cient wzter to enable them to grow, and
there is no possibility of a wet Summer
keeping the ground and crop constantly
soaked, thus producing a watery and
soggy potato

The potato grown is a large, white,
smooth  variety, somewhat kidney
shaped, and is in great demand through-
out British Columbia. Occasionally it
is shipped to the Northwest, and egven
as far e st as Winnipeg.

The )riéc varies, of course, with the
season from $10 to $25 a ton, sacked
and on hoard cars at Ashcroft, the aver-
age for Fall delivery being about $12.
This ycar the price is very good, viz.,
$18 a ton, owing to short crops through-
out the west:

Fish Guano Works Stopped.

S a  result  of strong representa
A tions made to Ottawa, B. C.
> Kisheries  Inspector Sword has
ordered the Japanese ‘‘fish guano” in-
dustry at Nanaimo to cease operations

For a long time the white fishermen
have been making eflorts to drive the
Japanese out of the business on the
grounds that they were doing perman-
ent injury to the British Columbia fish-
eries and that they were conducting an
illegal industry.

The law distinctly states that edible
fish may no’ be caught for the manufac-
ture of fertilizers. The fish used by the
Japanese arc herring—not only edible hy
mankind, but the main source of food

i T N,
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supply for the larger fish which make
the waters of British Columbia’s coast
so valuable to the province. The sal-
mon, cod and halibut depend to a great
extent upon the herring for their food.

. When the Japanese first started opei-
ations, representations were made to the
department. but as the Japanese claimed
that thev were manufacturing oil and
that the guano or fertilizer was only «
by product, no orders were issued to
have-their factories closed. - The venture
was a very protitable one, but it caan
be plainly seen that as the guano sold
at nearly eighteen dollars a ton while
the oil brought only some fifteen cents a
gallon. " the chief revenue was derived
from the former.

To BEstablish Dairy Exchange.

J. X. Perrault at the Chambie de¢
Commerce has raised the question ol
the establishment of a dairy produce ex-
change in Montreal: . He recommends its
establishment. -on  the ground that,
merely for lack of ‘market facilities,
cheesemakers in the Province ol -Quebed
are not obtaining a fair price for their
commodities, the loss being as much as
one-fourth ~ of a cent per pound. One
result of the present system, he says, is
that ~dairymen sell their produce at
points in Ontario and at- ANlexandria
Bay, N. Y., at a higher rate than they
can obtain in Montreal. e argues that
the husiness might be kept in Montreal
if ‘the chambre would provide facilities
to enable them to make profitable sales
here.

The proposal is favorably regarded by
the chambre and a special committee
has bheen appointed to look into the
matter and report at the next meeting.

A MUSHROOM FACTORY.

seeins to bhe little doubt

HERE
that Middle Sackville, N.B., has

the uniqu: distinction of possess-
ing the onlv mushroom factory in Amer-
ica. Factories for canning mushrooms

22
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are found in France, but, so far as can- :
be learned, mno simiar< factories. are
found on this side ofythe Atlantic. .J.
R.-7Ayer, propriotq'rLf the  Sackville
cannery, has for years been making ex-
periments in the putting up of mush-
rooms, but until recently he has not
heen able to can them to his satisfac-
tion.

This is the third year that Mr. Ayer
has been canning the mushrooms : The
first year he put up only about twenty
cases, as he had no facilities for canning
them, and the work was largely experi-
mental. Last year the mushroom sea-
son opened earlier than was expected,
and was over almost hefore the factory
was in _operation. In consequence of
this, only about half a dozen cases were
put up. This year, however, things are
running smoothly, and over sixty cases,
each containing ninety-six hali-pound
cans, have already been made ready for
market. ; :

Pickers scour the marshes every day
for the delicious- fungus, and at proéent
about ten cases of 480 pounds are being
canned each .week. Upon being brought
to the factory the mushrooms are first
carefully assorted and eleaned. The
highest  grade -.are canned, the second
grade made2into catsup, while the poor
ones are thrown away. About fifteén
persons are at present employed at ‘the
work of picking, assorting, canning, ete:

Uniortunately an it
port duty of twenty-five cents per bush-
el prevents  this, and encourages the
building up of manufacturing and trans
portation in Canada instead of the Unit
ed States, and that, too, by an expa-
triation of capital and labor.

It cannot be gainsaid that American
millers  have  become  ‘“‘wise” to  the
exigencies of the wheat situation in the
United States, where the surplus  of
wheat and  flour for export is getling
smaller every year, and that they are
casting  longing glances on the wheat
fields of Canada as the only available
source of supply for raw material in a

time ol need.

They are hn-ginning to appreciate the
vast possibilities of the miliing industry
in relation to foreign trade, and are de-
termined to have a share in supplying

s

the non-producing cereal countries . of
the world with manufactured bread-
stuffs.

Clearly it is in the interest of
the American miller that if American
industries can use more raw material
than is available at home they should
be permitted to import it free of all
tax. At the same time, however, Can-
adian ‘piillers have not been blind as to
the possibilities of the export flour
irade, -and Judging from-the rapidly in-
creasing number  of milling .industries
springing up in the Canadian West, Can-
ada will have less and less wheat to ex-
port as raw material, but will require
the bulk at home to feed domestic mitls.
When it comes to an-aspect’ of trade so
important as the flour milling industry
Canada s not likely to bhe as “un-
selfish as the New York Journal of
Commerce -supposes. She certainly
would not be confent to 'sit with arms
folded ;while Canadian wheat was being
milled  for export - by her next door
ueighhor:  So  far from this:being the
case- Canada is sparing no pains in de-
veloping the milling ind‘usiry within_ Ler,
houndaries, and we maysexpect 1o see

as a direct -result gn impetus given to-

the live stock and kindred agricultuial
industries such as this country. has mnot
yvet experienced.

CANADA AN EXAMPLE.

C ANADA has a -new -role to play,

namely, that of preceptress Lo the
nations of the east ‘in the science of
agriculture.

HIDES AND WOOL SITUATION.

'l Y iE Canadian market for wool, hides

and skins at the present time m:l,v
be said to have reached the highwater
mark. In wool the tendeney has been
steadily upward during the past three
vears, présent prices heing -the highest
sigee 1898. “Many factors have ‘heen
influential in bringing about this state
of affairs, among them the absence of a
surplus of wool in the world’s markets
ilie wai hetween Russia and Japan which
has inereased. the demand for military
supplies, and the ecomparatively small
and ‘steadily deereasing erop of Canadian
flecce wool. : -

The hide situation is similar.  Sup-
plies are heing reddily taken up at home
and abroad and prices ruling to-day are
higher than they have heen at any time
sinee 1900. The outlook is for a fairly
steady miarket since tanners will eon-
sume the output as fast as it arrives on
the-market. A4 the same time there is
the possibility that if the price of leather
does not advanee a large percentage of
tanners will be obliged to eurtail oper-
ations or perhaps shut down, thus throw-
ereat many hides on the market.

g a
These remarks are equalty applicable to
calfskins.

The price of sheepskins is influenced
direetly by the wool market. Owing to
high priees and secareity ruling in the
latter there has lately been an aetive
inquiry for sheepskins. In faet quota-
tions on this article have become some-
what exaggerated and workinz margins
for both dealer and puller reduced to a
minimum.

Until three months ago the priee“of
tallow was below the normal. During
the interval, however, there has been
a decided improvement and two weeks
ago prices reached a record mark. Sinee
then there has been a slight decline with
the market at the elose so uncertain that
it is impossible to forecast prices.

Hope - & Co., of
Montreal, were then, and are, I believe
yet, the Canadian agents for John De
Kuyper, of Rotterdam, of Holland gin
fame. Kyle went over to Rotterdam and
got acquainted with De Kuyper and
shortly got upon very intimate terms.
Later he invited him and his daughter
to the Charing Cross Hotel in London,
England, where they were his (Kyle’s)
cuests for some time.

While they were there visiting Kyle
or shortly after their return to Rotter-
dam. he suecceeded in securing for his
firm an ageney for ‘‘The United States’’
except the state of New York, with a
proviso in the agreement that he might
from time to time bring so much of the
gin here to Toronto to his own order as
lie (Kyle) might require for the use of
hig customers. This gave him a sole

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ageney in every state of the Union ex-
cept “‘NewrYork State’’ and so far as
Toronto was eoneerned gave him and his
firm what was tantamount to an ageney
here, for while he could not bring ‘‘De
Kuyper’’ Holland gin to Toronto  to
the order of his customers as Hope &
Co., the agents for Canada ecould, yet
still he eould bring it to his own order
and compete with them in priee.

Tn short he was in a position if he saw
fit to sell Holland gin of ‘‘De Kuyper’’
brand to the retail trade at as low a
price as other Toronto wholesale houses
got it from De Kuyper via John Hope
& Co. The only proviso made by De
Kuyper in the agreement that enabled
him to nullify it was in ease the said
William Kyle & Co. heecame bankrupt
or insolvent then said agreement was to
be null and void.

This to my notion was the best stroke
of business ever done, and it was elever-
ly done too, obtained largely by showing
a combination map of United States and
Canada and a skeleton eombination map
showing the State of New York, island
of Montreal and ecity of Toronto.

As the bulk of
orders were bhooked at opening prices,
very little of these goods will remain
after requirements have been fully met.
For such, however, high prices will ruie.
Sugar is quiet and easier; since the drop
of 10c in Canadian refined there has neen
a partial recovery of 5c in American re-
fined, although there is no further
change as far as Canadian is concerned.
Tea is quiet at prices favorabfe to buy-
ers. Supplies of coffee on spot are ve-
ported low and there has heen some
buying in Rios, notwithstanding the fact
that the tendency of Rios is still up-
ward. First direct shipments of Medi-
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terranean dried fruits have arrived on
the market, and orders for the holiday
season are now being attended to. New
crop beans are on the market at prices
slightly stiffer than last year’s, owing
to shortage in crop. KEvaporated apples
are moving slowly and prices quoted aic
ic easier than those ruling last week.

' CANNED GOODS.

The corn and tomato packs are prac-
tically over, the former being about 75
per cent. of its usual volume, while the
latter is estimated at 55 per cent. Ow-
ing to the scarcity opening prices of to-
matoes have been advanced from $1.15
to $1.20 and $1.25, and corn from $1.19
to $1.15 and $1.20. As compared with
even dales last year the shortage is
greater. It transpires that both these
articles were pretty well sold out &t
opening prices. For the little that is
left, however, high prices are expected
to prevail. The season of congestion
with the canners is now over and sup-
plies are now coming more readily.

A fair trade is reported in canned
fruits, particularly strawberries, peaches
and plums. Apples, standard 3’s, are
quoted this week from 5 to 10c lower
than last week. Standard gallon apples
are also cheaper. The situation in sal-
mon remains firm. ‘‘Clover Leaf’’ brand
sockeyes, 1-lb. talls, have advanced 7ic.

SUGAR.

Dullness has been the prevailing note
during the week under review, and tran-
sactions in raws have been limited to a
few spot or nearby parcels with the ex-
ception of a lot of Java of 5,300 tons
for September shipment at 11s 9d c.i.f.
New York, equal to 4}c duty paid for
96 test, thus confirming the market on
that basis. Other sales made embrace a
small lot of 300 tons British West In-
dian centrifugals in port at "4}c_ basis
96; 2,500 tons Iloilos ex store on private
terms and 5,000 bags Cuban centrifugals
in port at a price equivalent to 4}c for
basis 96. There is no further business
to report in new crop Demerara,- which
is still held firm for shipment at 23c c.
and f., equal to 4.31c duty paid; but
buyers will not pay over 2 9-16c c. and
f. Offerings are light, however, and
holders show no disposition to recede
from their position. A cargo of Java
nearly due is held for 11s 10id c.i.f.,
equivalent tq 4 5-16c duty paid, hut
holders are indifferent sellers.

FEuropean markets have heen dull with
slight fluctuations. In last week's issue
of The Grocer, page 156, appeared a
slight error in English quotations. The
item should have read ‘‘the European
markets jumped 33d per hundredweight
after declining to 10s 93d,”” instead of
‘“‘declining to 9s 33d.”

From the close of last week prices aid-
vanced 3d per hundredweight to basis
11s §d; they have since reacted to the
extent of 1}d per hundredweight, ani

.are now quoted at 10s 11}d for 88 test.

Latest cable advices indicate no
change in the situation for the growing
crops, and as the weather has been mote
favorable of late it is believed by some
that the crops may have derived some
benefit. While there will be a heavy de-
ficiency in the yield, the quality of root,
it is believed, will partly compensate
for the deficiency, There has heen a

-
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large home trade doing in Germany,
particularly during September, as the
fruit crop there was exceptionally good,
and it is hoped that the improved con-
sumption will continue.

Stocks at U. S. Atlantic ports for the
week ending Oct. 19 were 152,105 tons,
a decrease of 3,503 tons for the week.
Meltings remained unchanged at the
former figure, say 46,000 tons, while re-
ceipts were only 42,497 tons. The ve-
duction i[L;‘uban stocks still continues
and for the week figures have declined to
5,600 tons as compared with 133,000
tons at the same time last year. Com-
bined U. S. and Cuban stocks show a
reduction of 114,000 tons compared with
the corresponding figures of 1903. Totual
stocks of Europe and America at latest
uneven dates were down to the abnorm-
ally low figure of 798,605 tons, the de-
crease being 438,652 tons.

Preliminary estimates of the growing
cane crops have been made by Willett &
Gray, who figure the total for -the sea-
son 1904-05 at 4,591,000 toms, a net
increase of 278,426 tons as compared
with last year’s actual results of 1,-
312,574 tons. Against this increase in
cane production we have to figuré on a
detrease in European beet production of
732,043 fons. It is also interesting to
note that Willett & Gray’s preliminary
estimate of the American beet sugar
crops shows a deficiency of over 17,000
tons, being 191,000 tons against last
year’s actual production of 208,135 tons.
It must be understood, too, that the
estimate of growing' crops is presumed
upon fair conditions continuing uniil
after harvesting. Taking all figures to-
gether the net decrease in new beet and
cane crops is estimated at 470,752 tons,
while during last season the world’s
crops were 480,669 tons in excess of the
previous year’'s production. This, how-
ever, was more than absorbed by the
enormous increase in consumption. It
may be that we shall see a falling off in
the consumption owing to the higher
level of values which must almost cer-
tainly prevail, otherwise there will be
no surplus stock to carry over at the
end of the campaign.

The U. S. refined situation has been
unsettled for the week. Two refiners ad-
vanced the price 5¢ on sugar in 100 Ib.
bags, bringing quotations for sugar in
that package to the same level as sugar
in~ barrels and having the effect of
stimulating the demand as stocks were
running low. —Since then the entire list
has been -advanced -5¢ per 100 lbs., mak-
ing the New York net price 4.85¢c and
leaving the margin between raw and re-
fined at the abnormally low figure of
60c per 100 lbs.

The local market has not been affected
by these changes, and we understand
there has been no exceptiqgal demand,
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the consumption beinz ordinarily light
at this season.

TEAS.

Locally the tea market is quiet; some
business is doing with prices exception-
ally low. The trade, however, is prone
to hang back waiting for a market still
more favorable to buyers. The question
of chief interest in ‘he tea trade gener-
ally is whether Ceylons or Japans vill
ultimately capture this market. Ior
some time Ceylons have apparently had
the better end of the trade. This year,
however, the low price ruling for Japans
has had a tendency to improve the
Japan situation. 7The Canadian trade,
moreover, ‘likes a s‘raight rolled leaf.
Iattorlv Indian teas have been giving
groat satisfaction.

The chief feature inn Ceylon blacks is a
widening of the range of prices between
common and fine tea, the latter being
exceedingly scarce, all parcels of stand
out quality selling readily at about 1d
advance. On the other hand, long me-
dium to common teas might be quoted
id lower. Samples of Indians coming
forward seem to point to an early clos-
ing of the season. Some lots are al-
ready showing traces of red leaf. This
would have the effect of shortening the
crop estimate accordng to reliable Lon-
don opinion by about 12,000,000 Ilbs ,
which would necessarily bring about an
advance in price of lower grade teas,

which advance might easily be accentu-.

ated if reports which have gone to many
gardens are actually carried out, name-
ly, to pluck finer anc avoid the rougher

COEFEES.

There have - been more inquiries for
Rios during the week under review, and
some transactions are reported, notwith-
standing the high prices ruling.

We are indebted: to Geo. Mus:on «&
Co., agents for F. J. West, New York,
for the following report on the New
York markets. The last week has seen
a livelier coffee market. Prices ad-
vanced 35 to 40 points, and -the situa-
tion is favorable to a further advance.
The two largest interests in the cofice
business in the United States are the
heaviest holders and are increasing their
holdings on every hreak in the market.
What is good policy for these interests
might be considered good policy gener-

ally, namely, to buy on every break and
carry full stocks.
It is generally conceded by all cofice

interests that stocks in the interior of
Furope and the States are abnormally

small, that consumption was never
greater, and that it is only a question
of a short time wuntil these interes's

must come into the market as buye.s
Brazil has remained firm with exchance
about 1-16 higher. - Receipts contin‘e
smaller than at eveo dates last year and
the bhest authorities in Brazil cable that
these receipts will fall off rapidly. The
situation at Rio is particularly stronz,
stocks there being only about 5,000,600
bags. Although it is cabled that San-
tos has received 65 per cent. of the
crop of 1904-05, its stocks show an in-
crease of only 2,000 bags for the week.
With the expected early decrease in re-
ceipts, and the demand which 1hust
naturally come from the interior of the
United States and Europe, these stocks
must decrease rapidly before the end of
this year.

Green Fruits.

Reports to date state that the supply
ofNlocal fruit during the week has been
of first-class quality. Trade in general is
brisl\}\/brighle-ning up to an appreeiable
extent at the - beginning of the week.
Of domestic¢ fruits, grapes are arriving
i large quantities; on aecount of the
heavy frosts early this Fall the quality
may be classed as medium. Canadian
pears are -also arriving in fair volume,
and fine quality. - The eool weather of
the past Summer is hindering to a cer-
tain extent the sale of Canadian eran-
berries which have not colored well. As
a result Cape Cod cranberries are sell-
ing much more vreadily. Apples are
moving freely owing to the faet that a
g¢reat number have been blown down by
recent windstorms and growers are ship-
ping those already picked. The season
for erabapples is practieally over, during
the week we have struck off our list
bananas in the loose state, tomatoes and
California Tokay grapes.

Jamaica oranges are arriving more
freely than in previous years. As . a
result of improved shipping eonditions
cars can now be unloaded with loss of
less than one per cent. from waste, where
as before the improvements were made
dealers had to eount on from ten to
fifteen per cent. loss. Heavy storms
are. reported in Honduras, affeeting the
banana erop to an appreciable extent,
Owing to these unfavorable weather re-
ports the price of bananas has advanced.
New Messina lemons are expected on the
market next week to sell at from $3.50
to $4 per box. The supply of Almeria
grapes is expected to be larger this year
than formerly, but owing to the ruined
(‘alifornia crop the market will be firm.
Second shipments of figs (Smyrna) are
arriving in good eondition, also a small
consignment of naturals.

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A CANADIAN CAPTAIN OF INDUSTRY.

HE term ‘‘Captain of Industry’
T has become hackneyed principally
because it has been used in con-
nection with cheap puffs and paid write-
ups. The ocean, however, cannot be
condemned because it sinks one ship and
floats a million. One (‘anadian business
man who thoroughly deserves the title,
and as thoroughly detestspg¢heap notori-
ety, is Mr. Robert Meigh for fourteen
years president of the Lake of the
Woods Milling Co.

Mr. Meighen is a man- of strong per-
sonality. His methods are entirely his
own. He is known for these peculiari-
tigs from the Atlantic tn\ia[m Pacific, in
fact in many parts of the Old World.
In Montreal his familiar presence on
"Change -Hall is leoked for every day.
When exciting and eritical corners turn
up in the grain and flour markets, . the
brokers stand around and frequently ex-
claim, ‘‘Where’s Meighen ? Let’s hear
what he has got to say.”” The cause for
such remarks are two-fold. First, Mr.
Meighen is keen and thoroughly posted
on the probability of the market. He
makes it his business to be well inform-
ed always and his anticipations of
- changes are based upon a judgment
ripened in the severe school of hard-
earned experience. - He has a faculty of
seeing through any scheme like a search-
light, and the slightest attempt at
“rigging”’ the market will be scented by
him in a trice. The grain brokers know
well that they need never try to put up
any job on Mr. Meighen.

Sometimes his fondness for some par-
ticular policy, political or commercial,
upon which he has very definite opinions,
causes him to be argumentative. It is
usually the custom with .those who
know him, to jokingly gloss over any
excited words with the remark, “‘You
have studied that subject too much for
me, Mr. Meighen.”” These arguments
sometimes hinge on Mr. Chamberlain’s
fiscal policy, sometimes on politics, and
sometimes on grain prices. Whatever it
may be, Mr. Meighen is usually very
positive about his information, and the
man who measures swords with him
must be sure of his fact else he will be
floored in the first round.

It is now many vears since Mr. Mei-
ghen advocated the policy of Imperial
preferential trade. His confident belief
in it has been instrumental in educating
Canadians in many parts upon this
question. His clear-cut, original ex-
pressions, his quick decisions in husiness
and withal ple(sant aggressiveness  at
all times, make “him a business man
easy to remember. He has stamped his
character on the extensive husiness of

which he is the head, and his individu-
ality runs through all their important
ramifications.

Mr. Meighen is an Irishman, being
born near Londonderry, at Dungevan,
Ireland. His father died when he was
very young and the family came to Can-
ada and settled at Perth, Ont., where
the children were educated. It was
there the = Meighen boys established
themselves in business as wholesale and
retail general merchants. The firm of
Arthur Meighen & Bros. soon became
widely known for probity and enter-
prise, in fact they were known as one of
the largest firms doing business in the old
Bathurst District. In 1882 Mr. Meighen
removed to Montreal, where he became
associated in business with Sir (ieorge
Stephen, now Lord Mount Stephen,
whom he succeeded as president of the

Mr. R. Meighen, President of Lake
of the Woeds ‘Milling Co.

New Brunswick Railway, which now.
forms part of the Canadian Pacific
Eastern line. This position Mr. Meighen
still holds. It was in the Canadian
West that he first became interested in
milling, having made some investments
in the Portage Milling Co., at Portage
La Prairie.

Shortly afterwards he participated in
the founding of the Lake of the Woods
Milling Co. = The immense growth of
this company since its inception has
been due in no small degree to the fore-
sight and judgment exercised by Mr.
Meighen, not only in his own personal
efforts, but in securing heads of depart-

49

ments capable of carrying on so exten-
sive a business with marked success.
To know such a man one would be a
first-class guarantee for investing money
in a business over which he had control
In the natural course of events he has
been chosen to fill important positions
in the world of finance. He is a direc-
tor of the Bank of Toronto (one of the
strongest financial institutions in Can-
ada), the Northwest Land Co. and the
Dominion Transport ('o. As a member
of the Montreal Board of Trade and the
Corn Exchange Association he is al-
ways active and progressive, and was a
delegate to the fifth congress of C‘ham-
bers of Commerce of the Empire.

In bhis public utterances Mr. Meighen
is famous for his common sense—one of
the rarest of gifts. @ He can translate
moods and manners of merchants, intri-
cate financial problems, and complexi-
ties of ‘all 'kinds into the simplest and
plainest of English, which tells in an in-
cisive, effective manner exactly what he
is getting at. It was such a speech as
this that he made at that congress oi
the Chambers of CCommerce of the Em-
pie. That vast audience, comprising
the master commercial minds of the
British Empire, listened attentively to
the hard sense of his expression, and so
attractive was that public address that
it was afterwards published in pam-
phlet form and widely circulated.

Notwithstanding the excessive -calls
upon his time for business, he has found
time to become the author of anothe
pamphlet on the fiscal question, which

he has especially addressed to the far-~

mers of Canada. A strong pringiple in
Mr. Meighen’s business creed is that he
believes in -Canada, first, last,<and all
the time. Mr. Meighen has a great be-
lief ‘in - the young men of (‘anada, and
his open-handed generosity to the ener-
getic and capable young men in different
walks of life is known only to the donor
himself and those whom he helps. He
is a Presbyterian and a trustee of St
Paul’s Church. In politics he is a Con-
servative. His palatial residence at 140
Drummond sfreet is one of the finest
homes in Montreal. - His clubss are the
Mount Royal,:St. James, and Canadian
Mr. Meighen has achieved his personal
success by his adherence to the principle
of prudence, hard work, and the ‘‘neglect
of nothing.”” He has frequently been

asked to take part in public life, but he |

believes that his duties run in the lines
of business more than in the active
arena of publicity. In fact, it was diffi-
cult indeed to induce him. to allow his
photograph and character sketch to ap-
pear in the public press

According to our econception,-a trust
company exists prineipally or solely to
discharge the funetions and perform the
duties of a trustee, an exeecutor or ad-
ministrator of an estate. Such is its
legitimate and sole funetion and as such
its duties are performed with much ad-

vantage to those requiring its assistance. ;

In the United States, trust eompanies
have proceeded far beyond this eoncep-
tion. Some of them have become in
finance a departmental store, in addi-
tion to the duties' just mentioned they
reorganize and promote corporations and
underwrite their stock or act as a bank
and partieularly in the savings branch.

In 11 years from 1893 to 1903, 41
failures of tmsf\pnmpanies are reported
in the United States. This we are told
compares very favorably with the ve-
cords of national and state banks during
the same period. To us this appears a
shocking record. Mr. Heaton might
with advantage emphasize more strongly
the contrast between a properly managed
trust company on the Canadian or Eng-
lish plan and the Ameriean department-

al store.

We note the legislative provision in
Ontario against excessive competition
and the excellent record of trust com-
panies in Ontario and notably of the
pioneer, the Toronto General Trusts Cor-
poration whese careful and eonserva-
tive management has been the means of
averting mueh loss to its eclients and
patrons. We hope the author will issue
a further edition with more extended in-
formation on this important subjeet.

The Grain Situation.

CCORDING to the latest
report of the Northwest
Grain Dealers’ Association,

this year’s yield of grain in

Manitoba and the Northwest
will be a bumper one, in spite of draw-
acks of rust, frost and delayed harvest-
ing, namely, 59,857,190 bushels on an
acreage of 3,420,411 acres, an average oi
17.5 bushels. The percentage of wheat,
grading under No. 4 is figured at 39 per
cent., or 17,955,000 bushels, due largely
to the effect of the rust blight and early
frosts, while the threshing of grain this
Fall before the grain was dry is also a
reason for the lowering of the grade.

The oat.crop is estimated at 44,620,-
520 bushels on an acreage of 1,203,960
acres, an average of 37 bushels per
acre; barley 10,520,850 bushels oa an
acreage of 392,569 acres, an average of
26.8 bushels; flax 530,550 bushels on an
acreage of 46,540 acres, an average of
11.4 bushels.

The grain movement in Manitoha has
now attained maximum pmportionsﬁr the
average daily shipments from Winnipeg
for Fort William aggregating 460,000
bushels, and the railways have their
hands full tramsporting the wheat—in
fact they are now refusing to supply
cars for usés other than wheat ship-
ment. ;

Mr.,W. P. Wood, president of the Lon-
don, Eng., Corn Traide Associatioa, who
has recently gompleted a tour of the
wheat areas in the Canadian west, says
“it is merely a matier of getting set
tlers on this land until instead of a
yearly output of sixty million bushels ol
wheat the output will be raised (o six
hundred. millions. The fertile plains of
Western Canada will grow the wheat of
the world.”

The American wheat crop is estimgted
at 554,713,000 bushels, compared “Wwith
703,000,000 bushels in 1903. The Rus-
sian wheat crop is fourteen miliion
quarters less this year than last, so
that it is doubtful whether Russia will
be able to spare as much as last sea-
son unless she draws upon old stocks.
India promises a good crop unless wea-
ther conditions should interfere with
present bright prospects. France, not-
withstanding a marked falling off thix
year; would still have enough wheat for
home consumption, even if all the old
wheat were used up and the country left
bare. Cable advices from Argeniina
represent crop prospects as excelient,

with a largely increased area under
wheat cultivation this year as compared
with 1903.

Owing to the increase in the visible
wheat supply of the world usual at this
season, which has amounted to 1,236,-
000 bushels in Canada and the United
States alone during the past week, the
feeling is for the present somewhat
easier abroad, notwithstanding the fact
that the
133,556,000 bushels less than that of a

year ago. ,\ :

Canadian Wheat m' States.

An epoch in the grain trade of the
United States was reached last week
with the first importing of wheat from
Canada since the duty of 25¢ per bushel
was imposed. The shipment was com-
prised of 10,000 bushels of Manitoba No.
1 northern wheat, and went to the C'on-
solidated Elevator (Co., Duluth. In the
past wheat has been imported by Am-
erican interests for seed or other special
purposes, but this wheat will go into
the same channels as ordinary American
grain. It is thought that much more
Canadian wheat will be imported during
the crop year on account of the short-
age of good milling wheat.

To Expedite Grain Deliveries.

In order to expedite grain deliveries
the C. P. R., it is understood, is send-
ing special representatives to the out-
lying communities in the district * of
Virden, Man., to notify intending ship-
pers to order cars without delay.

Cereal Notes.

As a result of protests on the part of
Ontario grain dealers, standards of oats
for Ontario have been fixed by the
chief Dominion grain inspector. Barley
standards will be-fixed as soon as ad-
ditional samples from Western Ontario
are received. Wheat standards will he
determined about the same time.

The cleaning and drying plant recently
installed by the Canadian Northern
Railway in its Port Arthur terminal
elevators is now in working order, and
in addition to handling no-grade grain
arriving over its own rails, is receiving
damaged grain from the C. P. R. for
treatment. The C. P. R. cleaning plant
at Port Arthur has becn disabled, thus
throwing the entire work on the Can-
adian Northern. '

Leai Exports of Cuba in 1903.

OLLOWING.are the official Cuban
F statistics on imports and exports for
the calendar year of 1903 which have
reached the Canadian Grocer. The value
of exports of leaf tobacco to the United
States for 1903 is given at 9,940,406 pesos,
a considerable falling off from the export-
ations of 1902, which were valued at 10,-
554,033 pesos. The exportation to the
United States in 1902, however,
much larger than that of any other year
since 1888, and the exportation in 1903 is
the largest of the past five years, with the
exception of 1902. The next Qlargest im-
portation of local tobacco is to Germany,
valued: at 1,921,569 peéus,\ The total ex-
portation of leaf tobacco for 1903 is valued
at 13,255,146 pesos, which is larger than
that of any other year within the past five
years except that of 1900, when the export-
ation of leaf tobacco was valued at 13,793, -
783 pesos.

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of the failures. The doing of a duty,
simplicity in living, earnestness of pur-
pose, hard work, careful study of what
is to be accomplished, energy, enthu-
siasm and the will-power to surmount
obstacles mean success, and wherever
success is attained you will find that
these’/ qualities have been present in:liv-
ing force.”

The salt
pickle is a little smaller than a cuke,
then there is the ‘‘dill pickle,” a size
smaller; next is the ‘‘mediums,”” which
are a little smaller. Then comes the
‘‘gherkin,”” still smaller, and last the
‘“‘midget,”” whose size is implied by the
name. As-the size diminishes the price
is higher, for it takes more of them to
make a bushel, and besides they are
harder to pick and are more tedious to
handle in every way. They come in
bushels and halves, mostly in boxes and
barrels, and from all accounts the
growers realize good profits for the time
and labor expended in producing them.
It appears that the large pickling con-

cerns over the country contract for
what cukes they buy before they are
ever gathered. Contracts are made

with growers direct. But most of the
pickle companies have large cuke farms
in charge .of experienced growers. Hun-
dreds of employes are kept on the prem-
ises during the growing season to pick
and ship the little cukes.
