Rates. — The rates on first atnl second class 
brick dwelling bouse* were minced early last 
▼ear to 50 eta and 70 cts. respectively jier #100. 
The rate on isolated wooden buildings and con­
tents was reduced to one per cent for a three year’s 
risk, no premium note being required, so that a 
member knows exactly what lie has to j»y, and 
incurs no further liability. The premium note 
being abolished, and there Wing consequently no 
further security to members than that afforded by 
the rates imposed, prudence requires that those 
rates should be maintained sufficiently high not 
only to provide for the ordinary annual average 
loss, but likewise for the contingency of increased 
losses in casual rears, a contingency which past 
experience particularly that of the unusually 
heavy losses sustained by more than one comjmny 
in the years 1864 snd 1865, reaching in the case 
of this Company in the veer 1865 to nearly double 
the ordinary average has shown will most cer­
tainly arise. The Directors are satisfied that the 
rates now imposed will, with prudent man­
agement and a careful selection of risks on the 
part of their Agents, be sufficient to accomplish 
both these ends.

Much pressure has been brought to liear on the 
Directors to induce them to make a still further 
reduction in the rates, the argument living that 
other companies did so, and have so far succeeded 
in meeting their losses. This may be true, but it 
must be borne in mind that, while a company is 
doing a large business at the low rate of 75 <-ents 
on tne $100; the cash accumulating from the pre­
miums being paid in advance, in antiri|«tiou of 
losses that will occur only in the future, will en­
able it to pay all present claims with ease, it by 
no means follows, should the business of such a 
company fail off, that it would he sufficient ulti­
mately to pay all the losses in full. In view of 
these ‘fact*, your Directors an- not prepared at pre­
sent to advise a further reduction, deeming at het- 
ter. for the interests of the members, as well as for 
th-lr own credit, to maintain such rates as w ill 
provide undoubted protection to the insureil, feel­
ing convinced that such a cours» will tend to still 
further secure that confidence in the stability of 
the Company which the public have ever enter­
tained, and which it is the earnest desire of till- 1H- 
rectois to jwrjvtuaW.

ONTARIO MUTUAL INSURANCE VO.

The first annual meeting of the polity holders 
in the Ontario Mutual Eire Insurance _ Company 
was held in the com jinny's rooms, Richmond 
Street, Ivoudoii. AhL S. McBride, President, 
occupied the chair. The Secretary, Jsmes Joliu- 
stou. Esq., read the annual report and submitted 
the financial statement as follows :

Annual Report.
Your Directors, in pn-senting their first rejsirt, 

lieg to congratulate the membership at large iijwii 
the great and flattering su.ieas which has at­
tended the organization of Hie company. Its jiro- 
motion was instigated by a local neceheity, and 
time lias shown that the founder* were correct in 
their supposition that this necessity was generally 
extended. The fact that the special class of risks 
which are lwtroniled by us having mostly pro­
vided the dividends which accrue to insurance 
com («nies who accept mixed risks, has made our 
efforts to mince their cost appreciated. Your 
Directors, in striking the tariff of rates, deemed 
it advisable that it should lie liased u|*in an aver­
age of the rates of res|ieetable and paying com­
bines. And while a premium note is taken for 
the full amount, it in no wise follows that the 
whole will be collected. All that is required is a 
sufficiency for working expenses and looses; the 
the unpaid balance, if any, i\ pocketed by the 
menrWr, inasmuch as he docs Mot [«ay it. In­
surance Wing effected for a jvriod of three years, 
the expenses in annually issuing |iolieie.s are re­
duced at least one half. Strjw, under tGeneral 
Insurance Ai-t, were taken in March, 1867, for 
organization, and in Septemlier following the first 
1 mtvli of |*>ticiea were isstusL III this, ns well as 
in any new undertaking, there hâve been preju­
dices lo overcome and difficulties to surmount, 
vet still those assist ill the end fo make the success 
greater. Zeal, in an honest ]«nuise, is only made 
the more determined bv opjmaitloh. Your Boanl 
now feel that thé pith for their sueeessors is 
favorably oiiem-d.

During the time the company has lieeu in exist- 
eni-e, there have lieeu received 1,059 applications 
for insurance, 33 of wliirli were rejected; 17 have 
been cancelled, mostly on an-ouht of alienation 
of jinqiertv, leaving the number in force 1,009, 
with an average risk of 8514.

The expenses for the first year, compared with 
the business done, may apjiear large. They are, 
however, inseparable from a commeneement in 
business and should rather lie spread over two 
wars —as, for instance, in the ease of. furniture, 
books, Ac., necessary for starting, which will 
probably serve for the next year. Even in this 
we I'oiiijmrv favorably with other Com|aniies.

Your Directors have uuainmotlsly declined re­
ceiving any pay for their past services.

Your Directs ira regret that several lctfera and 
policies have miacarrieil. Every rare is taken by 
the office in,pistiug, yet they go Astray. Several 
duplicate, as well as triplicate" jiolicics liave lieeu 
mailed.

Your Directors liojicd that they would pass the 
first year without levying an assessment, but, un 
fortunately, a large loss oecnrml which could not 
lie met in any other way.. This call made it 
rather severe on the older inemliers of the com­
pany: but still a further hope is expressed, liased 
on months of exemption from losses, that no fur­
ther assessment will he made on the same notes.

The losses have been six in nu in lier, and to the 
extent of $2630 50: of these four have lieen paid, 
and appear >'■ the account, amounting,to $2620 50; 
the remainder are only awaiting the vouchers to 
lie settled.

The cash statement and capital account arc 
annexed, which liave lie-n duly audited.

Under the general act your directors retire, but

are eligible for re election. Several Coemnat 
have applied to and received from the Ledjates 
a sjieeial Act, amending this clause, u well „ 
others, so that two or three Directors only min 
annually, leaving (should they not be ir-elseMi 
a sufficiency to induct the incomer* into their 
duties and responsibilities. We have deferred my 
action in the matter this year, preferring to 
agitate the question in proper quarters for its «*. 
bodimelit in the general Act. All of which a 
rreqirctfally submitted.

among those whose olwrvation* do not extend 
beyond our great trunk lines, that the per ccutagr 
of rail» worn out each year is much greater than 
that given shore ; hut this cannot lie the case un­
ie»* all the estimates that have lieen made of the 
number ol miles of railroad in the country have 
been greatly exaggerated. It must be remember­
ed that, whilst many of the rails on main lines 
near our great railroad centres are wont out Ui a 
single year, there are thousands of miles of track 
in the Southern States and in the thinly settled 
portions of other sections that last over twenty 
years.

In England the actual waste of iron rails by 
grinding, oxidation, and loss is said to amount to 
20,000 tons a year, whilst alniut 25U,00n ton* re­
luire to be taken up and re-rolled. A* the num­
ber of miles of road there, ineluding a second 
track and sidings, may be safely put down at 
12,000, it follow* that the average wear and tear 
of track amounts to 10.36 per cent per annum. 
Even in (that country, where the destruction of 
track 1» so much greater than here, we are told 
that on sonic lines of light traffic, rails frequently 
last 20 years, while on lines near London, wlih ii 
are under constant and heavy work, many miles 
"f track require relaying in less than twelve 
months.—t. S. Railu-»y Journal.

NORTHERN RAILWAY.

The traffic Receipts of this railway indicate 
in their rise aw fall, the increase or diminu­
tion of certain branches of Toronto trade. 
The gross traffic receipts for the year 1868, 
$550,070, wep less by $11,300 than three of 
the year prtbiooa, the falling off being ac­
counted for fey the decline in the supply of 
square timbeg. On the other hand, the pas­
senger traffic and the article of sawed lumber 
have been the sources of increased receipts. 
The working expenses give a rata of 61.06 
per cent, for 1868, about 1.77 per cent.higher 
than in 1867., This increase is attributable 
to the high price of fuel wood, and two disas­
ters which inirolved injury to the permanent 
way,as well a# the destruction of a considerable 
amount of ji^operty. Great credit is due to 
Mr. Vumbvripnd for hie admirable 
ment of this lie of railway and his 
effort* to exmnd its usefulnei 
it* efficiency, jit is contemplated to < 
a new elevator and wharf at Toronto, at a coot 
of $140,000, and one of large capacity at 
CoUingwood.

The 
hemlock is a native of Canada and if a cheap
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mode of extracting from its bark a tannic 
acid superior to the agencies now used in 
tanning is available, we may naturally urge 
its utilisation.

Tanners employ different ingredients, all 
more or less efficacious, in converting the 
raw hide into leather. We will enumerate 
the leading ones, viz. —the bark of the larch, 
oak, cork-tree, birch, willow, mimosa, valo- 
nia, uiyrabolanis, and divi-divi. The ques­
tion now arises, can the extract of hemlock 
liark be made so cheap as to coine into com­
petition with the above enumerated articles, 
nearly all of which have to be imported at 
considerable cost. We will try to arrive the 
question. We quote from Powell Jk Sing's 
Liverpool Circular the prices, and also the 
amount of tannic acid contained in the dif­
ferent articles used by tanners :

We can place on the Eunqiean market 400 
pounds of extract of hemlock hark of the 
first quality, which will contain about .‘100 
per cent of tannic acid, for £4 sterling. One 
ton prejsured oak bark, at 10 per cent, yields 
only 224 of tannic acid, and at 20 per cent, 
448 of tannic extract. The mean of this will 
be 360, or 24 degrees less than is contained 
n 400 J « >un<ls hemlock acid. For oak bark, 
he price is £7 to £8 10, unground and un­

leached. These figures apj-arently show that 
it only requires enterprise, capital and ability 
to secure for the sale of the hemlock extract 
a market superior to any attainable for most 
other products need in tanning.

The method at present generally used for 
extracting the tannic acid from hemlock is 
as follows : The bark is ground w hen dry, 
and by the necessary friction it becomes so 
heated as to give out a Luge amount of hydro­
gen, thus rendering it less soluble, and con­
sequently requiring a great amount of heat 
to eliminate the tannic from the pulverised 
mas*. This is done by submitting it to 
heated baths or leaches, and afterwards in­
spissated or vacuum pana, which to a greater 
or lesser extent decsmq*«es the tannic acid, 
but heightens the color of the extract, a pro­
perty very objectionable to the tanner. The 
amount of heat thus produced also causes 
the resin and other residuum to become so 
incorporated with the extract as to produce 
fermentation, which seriously damages its 
quality for both tanner ami dyer.

Various methods have been patented, each 
of them 1 laving for its object the elimina­
tion and the condensing of the extract in the

cheajiest and best manner. Among the 
many, we notice a process patented by Mr. 
Win. Maynard, of Montreal, in which the 
{latcntee sets forth or claims—1st. The ale 
sencc of dry heat in disintegrating the fibre, 
since he crushes instead of grinding, as is 
done by other methods ; this saves the extra 
expense of storing in order to dry the liark. 
2nd. The fibre lieirtg so thoroughly pulver­
ized, the extract is given out without the 
exjieiisc of leaching, being merely filtered 
from the organic and gummy matter or resi­
duum. 3rd. Evaporation is produced hy a 
method altogether novel, and doing away 
with explosive or ladling heat, and by mean* 
of mechanical appliances in Conjunction with 
cneuiical action, all foreign particles tending 
to fermentation are thoroughly separated. 
Besides this being a cheajier method of ob­
taining the tannic, there is a great[savii.g in 
manual labor, the process not requiring more 
than half the number of hands usually em­
ployed by other manufacturers.

Of the value of the different patents, tan­
ners must judge for themselves ; but the sub­
ject generally is one of considerable inqior- 
tanoè, and may open up a large new branch 
of local manufacture, if taken up with skill 
and energy.

The failure of Messrs. W. R. Brown, & Co., 
brokers, is attributable to heavy losses on 
gold simulations in New York. They have 
been holding a large quantity of gold since 
September, at heavy margins, in expectation 
of a rise. It is said that they had to sell 
#200,000 and realized a loss on the whole 
transaction of at least #00,000. Keepingupthe 
margins was a heavy drain on themselves anti 
their backers. Speculation in Erie Stocks 
finished them. Their largest creditor is the 
Royal Canadian Bank, but it is said that it
holds sufficient securities to protect itself._
lkq-osit* to the extent of six or seven thous­
and dollars are gone. It is not probable that 
anything will lie realized by creditors not 
directly secured.

MERCANTILE AGENCIES.

To the Editor at the Monetary Times.

Sin, —1 have heard the question del .a ted whether 
Mercantile Agencies are a liencfit or otherwise to 
the trading community. Some affirm that they 
make the merchant rely less on his own judgment, 
that they help to rxjwuid credit, Jte., lnit my own 
opinion is that the tou-lency is ou the whole for 
good. Still, I think, 1 see what is a glaring in­
justice in their management. Most of your readers 
are aware of the method used in procuring the 
“ Ratings. " The objection 1 sec is that the mer­
chant rated has no opjwrtunitv of judging of the 
correctness of his character amt means a* set forth 
in their books, unless he is * meralwr of the in­
stitution and even then it is questionable if he 
could, with a good grace, get the minntitr on 
which they base their judgment. The vlan, I 
think, that should be adojited is this: la-t the 
Agencies mail every merchant amt tradesman a 
statement of his character, .Jte., as entered by 
them. If it is incorrect, the injured party can 
then claim the right to show wherein it is wrong. 
Should it he urged that the Agencies by this 
course would leave themselves ojs-n to action for 
libel, let them bo protected by legislative enact­
ment. By the present system, many men are 
suffering unknown to themselves, through the 
accidental errors of the Mercantile reporters ; and 
doubtless the insertion of malicious mis-statements 
is not unknown to the offices in Canada anymore 
than in the United States. I could give instances, 
if required, of great injustice having been done, 
adduced from my own mercantile exjierience. An 
provement, such as 1 have above suggested would 
remove the strongest objections to these organiza­
tions l ommeinTing the matter to the attention 
of yourself and of your readers.
