Mr. White. I believe he did his best
at the time. But as I say, had he
been a younger man, the accident
might not have happened.

M. Jennings—I am very pleased to
hear that it was not due to any care-
lessnéss on the part of the Depart-
ment or the light keeper, and possibly
the report was incorrect. I was only
speaking of what I had heard.

I am quite willing te admit that in
time of need a younger man would
probably be more active, but this
matter of boats is one needing con-
sideration.

And where there are boats
keepers should see that they are in
repair, A boat may get dried up with
lying up for the season, and it is
necessary that certain rules should be
observed in regard to these boats.

Lifesaving Appliances

Another thing I notice is that there
si no provision of material for pre-
serving life. I do not lay any par-
ticular blame to the doors of the
present Government on this account.
I have seen lighthousts that have
been open for thirty years with not
an inch of Government rope and no
life buoy of any kind. I have seen
some rope sent out by the Depart-
ment for this purpose, but it was too
large.
