F YOU have.any doubts as to the
story that one's hands tell . the
casual observer, yvou have but to

recall the case of Mary Queen of

Scots, who, when trying :o flee from her
own people in the disguise of a washer-
woman, was captured because one of
the guards caught sight of her well=
kept hands.

1t is- not meant that some of us
should refrain from hard work, which
does make the hands coarse, but we
showld make a great . effort to protect
our hands as muech as possible and to
care for them daily. It is quite un-
necegsary for our hands to reveal the
nature of our work. _A little attention
given to them every day will keep the
skin smooth and.white and the nails in
an attractive condition.

For hands that are bony, cold creanl
is prescribed. This should be rubbed
into the skin witlta gentle rotary mo-
tion of the fnger tipsf Ii is quite im->
portant that a good cream be used for
the purpose, so L am publishing the
rocipe for an.exeelient one:

Skin Food for the Hands
Cocoa butter 1 ounce
of sw 1 ounce
1 dram

Borax .. S | dram
Qil of huz,dmot

Heat the cocoa butter and oil of almonds
in a double boiler and when thoroughly

blended add the  zin¢ 'and borax, stir as
it cools, and add the oil of bergamot Jast.

When the hands are of an unsight-
ly redness, they should be covered with
almond  meal or oatmeal after they
have been washed and dried. A little
of the meal may be kept in & small
bag, which in turn should be rubbed on
the hands after the soap has been

rinsed oOff.
Buttermilk  is another excellent
bleach. It is a safe one to use on

the hands, face and neck.

Lemon Juioe can be used vto bleach the
skin -if there are no abrasions. There
are some women who keep a supply of
lemons in the house for the purpose Of
bleaching the skin. When the lemon
juice alone smarts ‘the skin, it should
be diluted with an equal part of water.”

When cucumbers are plentiful, they
are often used on the skin. They 'may
be cut lengithwise and rubbed on_ the
hands or the juice may be squeezed
from therfy and bottled. Following are
the qirections for making a cucum-~
ber wash which 1s splentid for soften-
ing and whitening the skin:

Cucumber Wash

chunks without "peeling. - Put 'thése into a
mortar and pound Wwith a pestle (or*use a
heavy potato masher and a heavy earthen-
ware bowl) until' the .rhass®is pulplike in
consistencys s ‘Noiy filter this ‘through a
piece of Lheesedoth Oor Very g¢oarse m’
squeezing' out as munh of the jiice as® ou
can.

Whenever you are embarrassed by
having red -hands, be surb that'the
redness is not Gue to the wearing of
tight gloves, sleeves,  collars, corsets,
ete. No amount of lotions or creams
will do any good if this is the cailse.
The circulation of the blood miust mat
be impeded.

1t is a good plan to wear gloves at
night after applying cold ‘eream to the
hdnds. . To give ventilation, the tips of
the glove fingers should@ be ripped and
a ‘diamond-shaped piece should be cut
from the palms of the gloves. These
will “protect the bed covers and will
give the cream a better chance to get
in its good work.

Do you know one reason why $0 many
péople have chapped hands? It is be-
cause they de not dry them thoroughly.
The back of the hands near the Wwrist
seems. io be most neglected. A very good
cream for chapped hands is made,0f the
following ingredients:

White petrolatunn
Paraffin wax .. 1 oumeé
Lanolin ...1  ounce
Water 115 ounces
0Oil of rose 3 - drops
Alcohol .... . 15 dram |

Melt the paramn wax, - add the petro-
latum and lanolin. -Stir constantly, beat-
ing tHe water in durir the process. Add
the oil. and alcohol when nearly cold.

This may be applied before the gloves
are put on at night.

When doing your housework, wear
gloves whenever you can. While sweep-
ing, ‘dusting or hanging up the clothes
they may conveniently 'be worn,

There are many vegetables and fruits
which stain the hands, so that I think
it 'will not come amiss for-me o tell of
some methods for removing the  ugly
marks.

A fresh temato will remove ink stains.

Orange or lemon skins will remove'
far stains. The hands should he wiped
immediately after using either.

Do not start to pcel Irish potatoes
while the hands are wet and do not

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In this story, owe of the many famous tales in
the tale-cycle “The Caravan;™ Haufl shows his
mastery of the art of simplicity in litérature—
the unconscious art of the Qrient that Western
writers must ever kark back to coneciously.

Although Germans love long - novels, and al-
though their favorite wodern authors write little
else, the best things in German prose remain the
short stories of such men as Heine, Hoffmann,
Grimm, Chamisso and Auerbach. No student’s
knowledge of literature is complt‘le without a
knowledge of these forms of literature. They are
quite different - in idea, construction and type
from the short stories ol other races and nations.

N Nicea there once lived a man whom
I everybody called “Little Muk.” He

was a most wonderful figure. His |

stature was only four feet. His body was
tiny and graceful, but it had to support
a head tha: was far larger and wider
than the heads of ordinary human beings.
