“In Belgium there was violent artillery fighting in the region of North of Bixschoote.
“In the Champagne our batteries effectively bombarded German defenses. We made several raids and 

brought ba6k prisoners from the enemy lines.
“On both banks of the Meuse this morning our troops attacked the German positions with magnificent 

spirit. According to early information the new battle of Verdun is developing to our advantage on a front 
of eighteen kilometres from Avocourt wood to the regiin north of Bezonvaux. Numerous prisoners are being 
taken to the rear. The bravery of our troops is beyond all praise.

“In the region of Badonviller we easily repulsed an enepiy attack. There was rather spirited artillery 
fighting in upper Alsace.”

G. MacRobbie, 209 Yorke street, a 
young but well known Hamilton 
physician, was found dead in a room 
over the offices of the Crescent Oil 
Company on Cannon street, west, at 
1-0.30 last night under circumstances 
which Coroner McNichol decided 
justified an inquest.

The gruesome discovery was made 
by the caretaker, who, finding the 
side-door open, something unusual, 
investigated and found MacRobbie, 
his head crushed in, resting in a 
pool of blood. The head was lying 
across a pile of iron bars.

No report of the affair was made 
to the police until early this 
ing. When Coroner McNichol arriv­
ed, three other men im another part 
of the' tjuilding. could offer no 
explanation of MacRobbie’s death . 
Later the police took the trio 
custody as material witnesses.

“It may have been accident, or the 
man have been murdered.

Montreal, Aug. 19—One man dead 
and six more or less seriously in­
jured is the known human toll taken 
in a terrific explosion or series or 
fifty-two explosions Saturday morn­
ing at the powder plant of Curtis 
and Harvey Company, Limited, at 
Dragon Que., that liberally smashed 
most of the houses in the village and 
broke windows and shook 
miles away, 
by Mr. T. H. Curtis, vice-president 
and managing director of the Curtis 
and Harvey Company, but there are 
fears that more may have been kill­
ed or injured, as It has been prac­
tically impossible to ascertain de­
finitely the full extent of the loss 
owing to the condition of the de­
stroyed buildings and the fact that 
the employes got as far away as pos­
sible from the scene of the disaster 
and have been difficult to locate. Two 
hundred and fifty men were in the 
plant when the first explosions oc­
curred. The dead man was Gordon 
Shortrede, an English, an expert who 
was employed as foreman, at the 
plant.

The monetary loss is placed at 
$2,000,000 by Vice-President Curtis. 
It was an accident, pure and simple, 
according to Mr. Curtis, due to a 
chemical reaction in the flaking sec­
tion of the plant, and was not dvie to 
neglect or any defect, 
which happened,” he 
happen in any plant at any time.”

In view of the fact that the village 
of Dragon in the vicinity of the plant, 
was almost wiped out by fire, and 
that tons of metal were distributed 
around the country for nearly a mile, 
the ground being dotted with twisted 
fragments of iron pipe, boiler plate 
etc., a portion of a boiler weighing 
over a ton flying half a mile away, it 
is marvelous that there was not a 
heavy loss of life. The first explosion 
occurred at 8:50. There will be an 
inquest.

: iVienna. Aug. 19—The Italians 
have begun another big offensive 
against the Austrians in the Isonzo 
region of the Austro-Italian theatre, 
where fighting is in progress over a 
thirty-seven mile front, running from 
the region of Tolmino to near the 
head of the Adriatic Sea on the Car­
so plateau. This information is con­
tained in the War Office communica­
tion issued to-day the text of which 
follows:

“Eastern theatre: There is nothing 
of importance to report.

“Italian theatre: 
have attacked the coastal territory 
on the Isonzo, which has belonged to 
Austria for centuries past.

“In war material there were cap­
tured large masses of munitions, 25,- 
000 gas masks, 14 armored cars, 15 
motor lorries, 2 armed trains, 6 load­
ed railway trains, 26 locomotives, 
218 railroad cars, several aeroplan­
es, a large number of vehicles and 
considerable supplies of provisions.

The Liberals out West do not pro­

pose to submit to the manipulation of 
the Winnipeg convention, whereby 
nothing definite in the matter of con­
scription was adopted and Laurier 
was endorsed for continued leader­
ship.

On Friday riight in Winnipeg twen­
ty-five members of the Manitoba 
Provincial Legislature held 
and messages were received from sev­
eral of the absent ones. Premier Nor­
ris presided, and all the members of 
the Cabinet were present except Hon. 
Messrs. Thos. Johnson and J. W. 
Armstrong. Their attitude towards 
the outcome of the convention was 
left behind in the form of letters 
pressing their views and these corres­
ponded with that held by the majority 
of those present at the caucus. It was 
a friendly conference, a free and open 
expression of opinion, sometimes tak­
ing on the form of a heart-to-heart 
talk as among men all having the 
same principles to “carry on,” and 
looking for the best means to do so.

It developed that two-thirds of Man­
itoba is against Laurier and in favor 
of conscription. All members present 
held that view and held it strongly. 
All were unanimous in stating that 
the recent convention did not express 
the true views of the Liberals of Man­
itoba and a large part of Saskatche­
wan—fully a half—and of portions of 
Alberta. The feeling favored calling 
another convention and to make it a 
Manitoba gathering, but invitations 
would be sent to the other provinces, 
and the presence would be welcomed 
of all those who favored conscription.

In like regard the following des­
patch comes from Calgary, Alberta:

“Unrest in the ranks of the Liberal 
party of the West has spread to Cal­
gary. Ever since the delegates return­
ed from the Winnipeg convention 
murmurings of dissent have been 
heard among the rank and file of the 
party. Official Liberal candidates 
have been nominated in Federal rid­
ings east and west of Calgary for 
many months, and both these were 
delegates to the Liberal convention 
and supported the views of the maj­
ority. It is now suddenly announced 
that the party executive is calling 
new conventions to affirm the nomin­
ations of these or to select new ones.”

THE SITUATION
Reports from Petrograd have a 

better tone. In the direction of Ocna, 
after all day fighting, it is announced 
that enemy attacks were repuls­
ed by evening the foe having suc­
ceeded "only in occupying a few 
trenches.” General Korniloff, tele­
graphing Field Marshal Haig, expres­
ses the conviction that on the re-est­
ablishment of discipline the Musco­
vite forces will be aggressively in the 
fray once more.

On the Western front the British 
have made a slight further advance 
in the Ypres region inflicting severe 
losses on the toe. On Saturday the 
Huns made two more counter-attacks 
in the Lens region but without suc­
cess in either instance. They have 
for the present abandoned their de­
sperate efforts to re-take Hill 70. 
The French have also repelled many 
attacks. It is the belief that the 
Allies will shortly inaugurate an 
even greater drive than has yet been.

Many strikes are reported in Ger­
many including one at Krupps Mag­
deburg plant. Revolts have also oc­
curred in the leading towns of Fin­
land and stores of foodstuffs have 
been plundered. It has been neces­
sary to call out troops in order to 
check the demonstrations.

The Italians have commenced an­
other big offensive against the Aus­
trians in the Isonzo region and fight­
ing is in progress over a 37 mile 
fornt.

A great deal of interest has been 
taken in the Old Land with regard 
to the proceedings of the internation­
al Conference of Seafarers. Revolt­
ing stories have been told by sur­
vivors with regard to the butchery 
of men escaping from torpedoed ves­
sels. Captain Grace of the Imperial 
Merchant Serive was heartily cheer­
ed when he pointed out that German 
seamen had broken every written and 
unwritten international law and 
should “be debarred from sailing in 
British ships fdrWer:”- '

Between $7,000 and $8,000 worth 
of raw hemp, consigned to the Brant­
ford Cordage Company, was destroy­
ed by fire and water to-day at noon 
when a freight car in which the raw 
product was 
caught Are on the Lake Erie and 
Northern Railway tracks at 
Brantford depot.

The exact cause of the conflagra­
tion is unknown, but it is thought

frid Laurier on the question of 
pulsory military service, will meet in 
the capital tomorrow, and it is said 
their attitude may determine whether 
or not Canada shall have a National 
War Government in which both 
great parties in the country will be 
represented. Should they decide not 
to cast in their lot with the Conser­
vatives in the formation of such a 
Government, Sir Robert Borden, it 
is stated, will reorganize hig Gov­
ernment, and, with the support of 
many Liberals throughout the coun­
try, seek a renewal of power to carry 
out a vigorous war policy.

British Headquarters in France, 

Aug. 19—In the battle about Lange- 
marck on the opening of the latest 
offensive a young officer and 20 So­
merset men had got through Lange- 
marck and were forging ahead along 
the road to the north when they en­
countered two strong concrete re­
doubts, one behind the other, which 
were still firing into the town. The 
Somersets surrounded the first re­
doubt and. although under a cruel 
fire, assaultedit with bombs and 
machine g tins and forced the garri­
son of 30 Germans to surrender. 
They then started for the second re­
doubt. One by one they fell, and 
when finally the stronghold was 
reached there remained only six men 
and the youthful leader.

The officer hurled two bombs 
through a narrow opening into the 
redoubt and threw two more against 
thé steel door, but without effect 
Rushing up to the door he hammered 
with his fist and called out fiercely 
for the Germans to surrender. 
Thereupon followed " a remarkable 
scehe, the door being thrown open 
and 42 Germans filing out with 
hands raised. With them was a 
Yorkshire man, who was wounded 
and taken prisoner two or three 
days before.

The remnant of the little British 
band collected its 72 prisoners and 
returned .o its own lines.

London, Aug. 20—More than 

half the walled city of Saloniki 
in Greek Macedonia, which is 
under occupation by the entente 
allied troops, was destroyed by 
fire on Saturday.

Troops Are Optimistic 
^ The correspondent of the Associ­

ated Press yesterday found 
greatest spirit of optimism prevail­
ing among the French troops. They 
are feeling exceedingly good over 
their successes and their morale is 
at the highest pitch.

The work of the French engineers 
in this difficult terrain, which as It 
approaches the river is a veritable 
morass, had been thrust forward 
swiftly, and when it came to bridg­
ing the flooded Steenbeke for cross­
ing at dawn Thursday there was not 
the slightest delay in getting the 
numerous bridges over.

The French air service played an 
important part in the advance going 
ahead of the infantry all along the 
line and keeping up the contact of 
the patrols at the height of 200 and 
300 metres. The German airmen 
who ventured in the direction of the 
French were driven back, and the 
air was cleared of enemy machines. 
In addition to patrol work, the 
French airmen did good execution 
with machine guns and bombs on 
enemy redoubts.

On the Verdun Front 
On the Verdun front the French 

in a brilliant attack recaptured posi­
tions taken by the Germans on Aug. 
16 and 17, completely re-establish­
ing their line. Heavy artillery fight­
ing continues in that sector.

North bf the Aisne several Ger­
man attacks, especially east of the 
Froidmont Farm, were repulsed. In 
the Champagne artillery fire .pre­
vented an attack which the enemy 
was preparing in the sector of Mas- 
siges. At the eastern end of the line 
in Alsace a German attack near 
Steinbach was beaten back.

After violently bombarding the 
French positions, German troops last 
night made consecutive attacks on 
the French trenches in the Priest 
Wood. West of Muerthe and Moselle 
river aiyl in the Vosges mountains to 
the east of Badonviller and north of 
Celles sur Plaine. The French offi­
cial report issued to-day says all the 
German assaults were repulsed and 
that the Teutons suffered heavy cas­
ualties.
