How to Make It for the Finest
Results,

Eplcurcs. in love with treuble, and
counting a palate-thrill worth any
amount of pains, are advised that
absolutely perfect coflee demands
that there shail be no pause betwixt
the roasting and the drinking.

That is to say, writes Martha Mec-
Cullost-Willlamg Jn S8outhern Woman's
Magazine the béan, roasted a warm,
delicious deep brown, and crackly-
crisp all through, must be ground
while piping holt, put into clean, new-
ly-scalded pot, covered Instantly with
freshly bolling water, permitted to
boll up once—say for half a minute
then set aside to keep Lot and setile
for the space of 10,

The pot lid must be down tight, the
spout closed with a wisp of soft pap:r
or cotton. Pour into cups that have
been filled with bolling water and let
stand five minutes, There should, be
either Domino sugar or rock-candy
crystals at the bottom of the cups.
It sounds incred!ble, but s none 'the
less a fact, that coffe poured upon the
sugar has a finer flavor cad aroma
than it the sugar is dropped in after-

ardent coffee drinking. And though
I have not gone to the trouble of
roasting coffee, grinding it hot each

But
fthat which is ve'y weak, or over-
bolled, or not bolled at all, can by
no doctoring ever be made into a
drink fit for right human beings

It is a crime against one of Gol's
best mercies to clear coffee with
€eggs. e33 shells, isinglass and o forth
It will clear itself beautifully, given
Ralf a chance. Use cold water, and
after measuring set ‘the pot where it
wiil be 15 minutes in coming to the
boil. Take care iL does not boil over
—nor longer than two minutes. After
$hat, set it where it will keep boiling
hot, but without simmering, for 10
minutes. The grounds will settle of
their own motion, and the resultait
liquid be jgwel-clear, of a pure amber-
brown. Any gort of coffee is better
if poured into the cups from the pot
it was made In—because 2t each de-
canting something of flavor escapes

build up the reputation of the seller.
The merchant's {dea of"'large sales and
small profits”” is not a bad motto.

CARE OF HORSES
WEATHER,

A greal many horses are annually
lald up In summer with sore should-
ers. By the use of good common
sense and care much of this can be
remedied. A good horse collar s the
main part of the harness, and it
should be of the very best kind and fit
the animal's neck perfectly The col-
lar should be kept clean et all times
and the horse's snoulders well washed
and brushed daily.

Much dust and dirt arise in the
higher price. 1t other vegetables are
to be sold that are abundant and like-
table is very scarce and would bear a
fields and on the roads at this season,
snd these are caught and held on the
moist and sweaty shoulders and collar,
thore to form hard lumps and ridges.
Every time the ccllar 1s put on the
horse it should be examined for these
lumps and ridges. If any are found
they should be brushed and rubbed
AWAY.

After each day's work, especlally if

IN HOT

the weather is hot, the shoulders
should be bathed and cl ed with a
mixture of warm wate t and soda.
A little alum and tannic acid, the

juice from the bark or leaves of oak
or willow trees will heal and toughen
the skin, and sbould be applied with
warm water Hot water is one of
the best-known natural agents for re-
lleving soreness, due to sprains,
bruises and excessive pressure of the
animal body. Salt and soda are heal-
ing and disinfecting agents.

In nothing does regularity of work

count more than In the handling ot
animals. When a horse is worked
regularly he acquires strong muscles

and tough shoulders, It is cruel to
allow horses to remain idle for several
days or even weeks at a time, and
then immediately put into nard ser-
| vice.  Much hard is done in this, A
| horse that has been idle for several
days should be given very light and
| moderate work for the first day or
two, 80 that the muscles and skin wi]]
regain their strength and toughness
It is a better plan to arrange some
{ work for the horse daily. In this way
their bodles never become weak, hence
| they seldom become {1l or injured and
are always in tralning for efficient
service,

a little hay to nibble at and allowed

to rest fcr an hour or (wo Dbafore
glven any grain.
