A Young Girl Near Listowel Outraged
and Brutally Killed.

LISTOWEL, Ont., Oct. 20.—A girl named
Jessie Keith, aged 14 years, daughter of
Mr. Wm. Keith, a farmer about oneand a
half miles from this town, was foully out-
raged and murdered yesterday. The unfor-
tunate girl was met on the railway track,
by a tramp it is supposed, asshe was re-
turning from town where she had been to
the post-office, when the heinous crime
was committed,

The railroad sectionmen, returning
down the track after dinner, saw some
newspapers and spilled rice cn the track.
Upon further investigating they discover-
They went to
Mr. Keith’s, about half a mile distant, and
upon returning and following the tracks
across a plowed field and about eighty
yards into a swamp, discovered the body
of the girl covered over with moss and rot-
ten wood, the clothing having been remov-
ed and taken away. The body bore evi-
dence of the foulest of crimes.

The perpetrator of this brutal crime no
doubt came up the railroad tra-k, met his
victim and disposed of the body as stated,
leaving the swamp, crossed over a portion
of Mr. Rolls’ farm, directly abutting Mr
Keith’s on the town line cast of Listowel
and across to the third concession of Wal
lace, where he was seen about 4 o’clock in
the afternoon.

A search party is scouring the county in
all directions and it is hoped they will suc-
ceed in discovering and bringing to jus-
tice this fiend in human shape.

County Crown  Attorney Idington,
Sheriff Hossic and the coroner from Strat-
ford arrived at the scene of the murder on
the 8.15 p.m. train, stopping at the swamp
where, after reviewing the body and sur-
roundings, had it removed to her late
home.

THE PARKDALE MYSTERY.

Further Evidence at the Inquest on the
Shooting of Westwood.

TORONTO, Oct. 16.—The inquest into the
cause of the death of Frank B. Westwood,
who was shot down by an assassin at his
father’s door one week ago last Saturday
was resumed at No. 6 police station last
evening. The hall was again crowded and
a curious crowd, unable to gain admission,
assembled outside the building. Jurors,
witnesses and reporters took up half the
room, and detectives and police officers
were everywhere,

Excitement over the murder hasnow
200led down a little from the fever heat of
last week and the tragedy has become but
a bit of current history in the daily life of
a big city; still there was a look of expec-
tation in the faces of most people present
last evening, for some interesting dis-
closures were expected and sensational
devel ts were whispered of.

Dr. Lynd was first called. Frank had
told him that the man who shot him down
did not speak a word. He described his
murder as a short young man dressed in
dark clothes and wearing a dark hat and
light moustache. He believed the boy had
told the whole truth regarding the matter.
It was possible that Frank Westwood had
committed suicide but not probable.

Mrs. Card was re-called. She had re-
mained at the Grand Opera House till the
play was over. This means that she could
not possibly have reached Jameson
ave. before the shooking, for the opera was
not out till 11.05. At least so swore C. B.

Atleastseven minutes
intervened between the two shots, He saw
no person on Jameson avenue, Heentered
his own honse not a minute after the
second shot and it was just 11.14 then.
Some importance is attached to this man’s
evidence, as it supports a possible theory
of the shooting having taken place inside
the houise,

A CANADIAN COPYRIGHT.

Frederick Daldys KReplies to Mr. Lance-
field of Hamilton,

LoXNDON, Oct. 18.—The Times of the 11th
nst. printed a long letter from Richard
Lancefield, dated at the public library in
Hamilton, Canada, attacking Frederick
Daldys’ statements as to the Canadian
copyright. The statements were contain-
ed in a letter to the Times of last May 8.
Daldys now replies at length, contending
that the copyright Canada offers is a
mockery.

Lancefleld complained that Canadian
publishers cannot require the copyright of
British authors, because the United States
publishers buy the Canadian market with”
the American.

Daldys retorts: ‘“Why does not the Can-
adian publisher come forward first and
buy both markets? It isall a matter of
commercial competition. I regret that
American copyright of British authors is
jeopardized by the apprehension of our al-
lowing Canadian printers to re-print copy-
righted books with the authoys’ sanction.”

Daldys finally appeals to Lancefield, who
is proud of imperial unity, to advocate
copyright unity.

Value of Knowledge.

If any instance of the value of know-
ledgein the dairy were needed, no more
striking proof could be given than that
furnished by the experience of Hoard’s
Dairyman in the vicinity of its location,
In 1885 the township of Koshkonong,
where it had an established circulation,
produced 154,081 pounds of butter,
which, we are told sold for an average of
21.08 cents. In the township of Water-
town, where it had no subscribers at the
time in question, there were produced
only 83,445 pounds, which sold for the
average price of 12.08 cents per pound,
or 9 cents per pound less than the price
obtained in Koshkonong township. This
amounted to $7,710.10 or $3.71 for each
man, woman and child in the township.
The farmers of one township posted
themselves and the others did not. These
two townships were only sixteen miles
apart and had the same characteristics
and the same markets.

A PICTUREBQUE REGION
' MARITIME PROVINCES.

The North Shore of New Brunswiok—A
Glimpse at the Prosperous Oity of St
Juhn—Notes of & Outing in a
Delightfal Country, £

Every city and hamlet in Ontario has its
particular north shore, but the one spoken
of in this article is the north shore of New
Brunswick, and it is washed by the waters
of the Gulf of 8t. Lawrence, with ite gigan-
tic bays and inlets. There are no speckled
trout to be caught from the rocks, though
there are millions of them far up the rivers
and streams which flow into the gulf; but
the salmon, that king of fish, abounds, as
do muckerel and bass and an almost in-
finite variety of fcod fishes, including in
its season the princely—and bony—shad.
The oyster, too, is a denizen of the coast,
and epicures declare that the world re-
nowned bivalve only reaches complete per-
fection in the native beds around Prince
Edward’s Island, Point du Chene and the
vieinity. Without pretending to be an
epicure, Igive them my modest but sincere
approval. To tagte them for the first time
is to experience wholly new sensation in
oyster eating, and if one does not feel as
Thackeray did when he first essayed a
Saddle Rock, as if he had ‘‘swallowed a
small baby”—the north shore oyster is not
large—one certainly does emulate the great
hnmorist in feeling profoundly grateful.

The north shore of New Brunswick
seems at first blush a great way off from
Ontario cities and towns, but railways in
these times have almost annihilated dis-
tance. One steps on board a palace car on
the Canadian Pacific Railway in Windsor,
say, and in thirty-six hours by the watch
steps ont again at St. John, the metropolis
of the province of New Brunswick. It is
a trip that is well worth one’s while even
if one has no interest in the objective point.

The scenery, though less rugged and start-

ling than that on the western portion of
the Canadian Pacific—which is unsur-
passed anywhere—is varied and pleasing.
After leaving Montreal, where the St.
Lawrence is crossed on a splendid speci-
men of the cantilever bridge, the road runs
to the southeast and presents the traveler
with a panorama which includes the Green
Mountains of Vermont, the White Hills of
New Hampshire and what is left of the
once magnificent pineries of Maine. There
are glimpges, too, of Katahdin and Moose-
head Lake, most charming of inland
waters; and after the frontier is again
crossed the wooded shores of the St. John
and the Kennebecasis furnish pictures
which will linger long in memory’s gallery.

St. John is rather a solemn city and
conveys the impression rather of staid re-

spectability and solidity than of thrift and
enterprise. It has suffered like all the
rest of us from the hard times and has
had the additional burden of trying to re-
cover from the fire which devastated it in
1877. It exhibits, however, less appear-
ance of poverty or idleness than any city
with which I am acquainted of 45,000 in-
habitants, and it has the proud record of
haVing no “‘poor fund” or any beneficiaries
for one. It is a sightly city ‘‘set upon a
hill,” and was settled by the loyalists who
leit New York in 1783.

Attractive features of this provincial
city are the high tides, the water rising
and falling in the spring and autumn from
thirty to thirty-five feet. Thistremendous
change in the harbor level has a remark-
able effect upon the outflow from the River
St. John, which takes its rise in Maine,
and after flowing 450 miles through that
state and the province of New Brunswick
empties into the harbor through a rocky
chasm not much more than 500 feetin
width, At low tide there is a fall at this
point of some fifteen feet; and at high
tide the fall is reversed, and pours the sea
resistless force, At

half-tide the fall can be passed with safety

by the wary navigator; but if the latter
fails to be exact in taking fortune at the
flood—or ebb as the case may be—he finds
himself drawn back on his course, and
compelled to wait another tide. It is an
interesting sight to stand on the suspension
bridge which overlooks the fall—or on the
cantelever just above—and note the ‘‘daily

From St. John to the north shore the
route is by the Intercolonial Railway, one
of the finest and best-equipped railroads
in the country, the connecting link be-
tween Quebeec and the maritime provinces,
with the ierminals not only at St. John,
but at Halifax, N. S., and at Sydney, Cape
Breton Island. Upon the route the tra-
veler strikes for the first time the logical
method of dividing the day into hours,
treating it as a whole day instead of two
balves.

The twenty-four hour system is not,
however, the only distinguishing feature
of the Intercolonial. - Although it runs,
very largely, through a new and compara-
tively little settled country, it has one of
the best roadbeds and finest equipments to
be found anywhere. There are few of the best
roads anywhere where one finds the ordinary
day car lighted at night with incandescent
electricity, but that is what we found on
the Intercolonial, and the contrast with
the oil lamps which are such a vexation—
and in hot weather such a discomfort—
was very pleasing.

The ceutre of the fishing district—or as
good a centre as any—is at Neweastle, on
the Miramichi river, about forty miles from
the month, where this #aguificent stream
is seven miles wide. Salmon, not very
large, but exoeptionally fine, are taken in
the river, and mackerel, bass and cod in
the bay; while trout abound in the streams
that find their way into the river as well

as in the numberless brooks and lakes of

the surrounding country. In the winter
smelts are taken in enormous quantities
and shipped all over the country, as the
curious can satisfy themselves if they will
look at the brands on the packages this
winter in the fish marketa, Partridge,
plover and snipe abound and English
wood-cock are still found, though not as
plentiful as they once were. In thespring
and fall there are ducks, geese and brant
in myriads. - In a word, it is the paradise
of the sportsman; and as the game laws
are being carefully and wisely enforced, it
is likely to continne such. Newcastleitself
is not a very imposing place, except as a
point of departure for the sportsmen. In

Another historio incident was on one
of the greatest forest fires in history. It
occufred in October, 1825, and swept over
the entire Miramichi country from the
head waters of the river, in a sheet of flame
100 miles broad, and devastated an area of
more than 4,000 square miles, 400 of which
were pretty well settled country. Ascord
ing to the accounts.of the early historians,
the loss, aside from that of the forests,
which was incalculable, was over $1,000,-
000 in property, including 600 houses and
900 head of cattle. In addition there were
at least 160 lives lost and probably many
more. The light of the fire was seen as
far as the Magdalen Islands and the cinders
rained all over the streets of Halifax, hun
dreds of miles away.

One That Will Oftentimes Get Men Out of
Bothersome Scrapes.

The queen is one of
tant considerations in the apiary. Not
only upon her largely depends the nu-
merical strength of the hive, but the
disposition of the colony as to vitality,
energy, and other traits deépend upon
the queen and the drone with which
she mates.

Careful and dispassionate considera-
tion of all that may influence the queen
and her progeny for good or ill may at
the present time be of value. The
fact that many are ready upon the re-
ceipt of a good looking queen to send a
letter praising her to the skies is cer-
tainly no indication that those individ-
uals have given this matter careful
comsideration and are open to judge a
queen according to true merits, What
should the queen breeder consider be-
fore undertaking to supply the public
with queens ¥ He should by personal
observation or through that of another
party, absolutely reliable, have made a
selection of a breeding queen. . This
selection should not be made without
having had the queen for at least one
year, and still longer is even better.
The progeny of that queen should have
as far as possible the following com-
bined raits :—good honey producing
qualities, finish of comb honey, non-
swarming propensity, good handling
qualities, transmit this characteristic to
her daughter queens, and beauty. It
will be seen I have not said anything
about wintering and building up in the
spring prologic qualities, and longevity.
The reason is that the proof of these
lies in the power to produce honey and
simplifies the question very much.

Then as to drones in the apiary, as
careful a selection should be made and
the drones from all inferior strains
kept well under. Difficalt as it is to
select properly the queen, it is yet
more difficult to select the drone, and
perhaps here is the reason that careful
level-headed stock men do not pay
greater attention to selection for desira-
ble traits in queens. But because we
must run a certain amount of - chance
on the second half of the loaf is sure
ly wo reason why we should spurn
that half, and again if we succeed in
getting a fairly fixed strain in the
queen if she does gel mixed with a
drone with all kinds of blood in its
veins the fiixed strain will very much
overshadow the inferior.

The work thus far has been difficult
and can only be done by an exceeding-
ly careful and painstaking apiarist, yet
the difliculties connected with getting
a desirable mother “or our worker bees
has by no means ended

There are many ways of securing
queen cells and T am really not prepar-
ed to sny what is the best way of start-
ing queen cells, although I could easily
point out some of the worst methods.
I have not made a success of starting
queen cells in colonies -with queens.
My method has often been described.
Put a comb in the colony you desire to
rear queens from and have eggs just
hatched ready when the colony which
has been maile queenless for the pur-
pose of starting cells is ready.

To get a colony which is to rear cells,
I take a strong stock of bees and re-
move the queen and as soon after they
begin the queenless hum T give them
the brood. I first remove all brood
sealed or unsealed leaving only two or
three combs of hor and _ pollen.
Then T cut out strips of comb with
arvae just from the egg and all of the
same age and shave the cell wall within
about I of an inch from the septum
and with the phosphorus end of a
match destroy two cells leaving the
third. This prevents queen cells from
being built together., These strips are
fastened by means of melted wax and
resin to the under side of strips of
wood fustened in an ordinary frame
averaging about 15 cells to the bateh,
more can often be secured, but after
10 days the cells are carefully removed
and without chilling or jarving separa-
ted and pat with nuclei. These nuclei
consist of 2 TLangstrath frames with
brood and bees enough to keep all
warm, I slip a cell protector over the
cells to prevent tearing down by the
bees should their inclination run in that
direction.

If the above precantions are taken to
get good queens, it means a good deal
of careful work and queens so rearved
cannot. be sold at (he same price as
some inferior. T believe and know a
nice lookingyqueen can be reared but I
am by no means certain  that the
(']l“i('('ﬁt (I‘l",l‘“fﬁ' are ('I()S(' \\'hi(,‘ll are t]lU
brightest and those which throw the
yellowest workers. [t is a compara-
tively e matter to breed for external
appearance, but the troo friend of bee-
keeping will not he satisfied with so
superficial selection.

Of course, [ Jdonot claim that by the
above method queens can be reared
superior to a queen from the same
mother under the swarming impulse,
but T think the are quite as
good, and it is impracticable to rear
many under the swarming impulse.
My paper is longer than I intended it
should be but it has even now been
treated in only a very general way.
The balance is left for discussion,

His first literary
effort that attracted notice was a novel
entitled the {*Shadows of the Clouds,”
which appeared in 1847, Two years later
the **Nemesis of Fate,” was published.
This work made a great stir in orthodox
circles in England and the result was that
Froude lost his fellowship.

Other works that have appeared from
his pen ** Short studies on great subjects,”
“The English in Ireland inthe 1Sth cent-
ury, ’ “Cwmsar Asketh,” and two books
about Carl rly life and Carlyle's life
in London. Mr, Froude also edited Carly-
le’s “Reminiscences” and the “Final Mem

o f Tean Welsh Carlle.” The cynical
frankness which he exhibited in those two
works provoked a great deal of savage
criticism.
