During our beautiful Acadian sum-
mer, with comparatively little trouble
and expense, many delightful excur-
sions may be enjoyed in this our fair
couoty of King's. One bas not far to
go to find primacval nature with every
combination of water, hill and forest to
pleaseé the most exacting. One of the
most delightful of pature’s retreats is
the head-watcrs of the Gaspereau river
and with your permission, Mr Kditor,
I will attempt a descriftion of a recent
trip up these charming lakes.

It was my very good fortune ot
long since to find myself in company
with the genial ornithologist of Kent-
ville and two youths of 13 en route for
Lane’s mills, having of course with us
the neccssary impedimenia, to wit,
rifies, shot-gune, fishing-tackle, tent,
axe (newly sharpencd), and divers and
sundry parcels and packages of solids
and fluids-iniepded tor minister to otr
physieal well-being.

The day was fine, and nothing mar-
red our ¢njoyment as we trotted merrily
along the high range known a8 Alton,
passed the Noith river road and the
abandoucd lime-kiln, and gradually
descended to the head-waters of the
Gasperean,

At “Iudian landing” we found a
boat which we brought to a more con-
venicnt landing near the New Ross
road avd here we embarked with all
wur aforesaid loggage. Just before
Jeaviug we were carnertly advised by
two apparently disinterested men DO
to take that boat, but as their advice
did not harmonize with our desires we
did not take it, but took the boat in-
stead, Possession in this case was ten
points in cur favor, so we pushed out
leaving our advisers looking gomewhat
disgusted. They had ouly to go a few
miles however to find another boat.

To thcse unacquainted with the
topography of this region, I way say
that no one should attempt to go wp
these lakes without a guide. The
itlands are so numerous, the shoals so
dangerous, the chaunels between the
lakes 80 concealed, that it requires
considerable ekill to pilot your #kiff
safely through its mazes. Fortunately
Mr B. was thoroughly familiar not
only with the islands, channels and
rocks, but evep with the very moods
and tenses of this capricious water 80
that he was able to conduct our expedi-
tion to a most sucoessful issue.

We first cross the little lake and
enter the large lake or Seven-mile lake
through the narrows, wherels)‘bim"
of logs must be" pushed aside to ive
us a passage. The course islaid for the
dry tree, a somewhat conspicuous cb-
ject on an island in the distance,
After passing this we steer for Schoon-
er Island, which bas two trees somc-
what resembling masts, then for Green
Tsland, and Hawk’s nest. After pass-
ing these we turn southerly, and leav-
ing Meadow brook on the left, make
for South channel leading into Two-
mile lake. ©On our way up, weat-
tempted to bag some loons, Colymbus
Glacialis or Great Northern Diver.
The loon, so well known by his loud
and  sonorous voice, is an extremely
wary bird. Their dexterity in diving
and swimming under water is aston-
ishing. They can remain under water
from five to eight minutes and overtake
and captare fish in their arrow-like
speed, It is almost impoesible for the
sportsman to capture one unless he finds
him on land, where he is nearly helpless,

Deing unable to risein flight when out of

the water, We saw & group of three about
& quarter of a mile distant craning
their necks and sereaming in their
usual reckless manner, and Mr B. sent
a rifle-ball epinning over the lake in
dangerous proximity to the divers:
There was an immediate.disappearance,
but shortly after onejfof them in an
apparently helpless condition flonndered
towards an iulu‘;dk We .pulled cau-
tiously to she spot, hoping to make a
more intimate acquaintance with his
loonship, and our sportsman landing,
orept poiselessly around the island,
expecting to see Colymbus on the
farther side. No Colymbus appeared
however, but about three-quarters of a
mile away we saw the three birds sit-
ting gracefully on the water and giving
forth their notcs of triumph. The old
bird bad evidently with malice pre-
pense lured us to this island while the
others took an opposite direction tosbe
followed by Colymbus Glacialis him-
self after his cfioctive ruse. We kept
on our way with an inoreased respcot
for the intelligence of the Great North-
ern Diver,

The entrance into Two-mile lake is
called South channel. This has in the
dry season an alarming preponderance
of rocks over water and it requires
muecle as well as scamanship to get a
boat through it. We had a portage
here of about two rods. The ornitho-
logist at this place bagged two ducks.
This is the species known as the.dusky
duck (Anas Obscura). This as all
sportsmen know is a very wary bird and
very difficalt of capture. Itis quite
abuudant in some parts of these lakes.
We saw the young on the beech later
but were unable toget them. We took
dinner here and then pulled across the
Two-mile lake, wormed through am-
other channel and found ourselves in
the last and most beautiful of the lakes,
called the Four-mile lale.  In this
Jake there are no dry uusightly trecs
and very few rocks, The islands and
banks are wooded down to the water’s
edge, and whichever way you may
look the view is picturesque in the
extreme,

On the left of the lake as we ascend,
West river enters, This is sumetimes
good fishing ground, but we did not
visit it, At the head of the lake is
white sand beach. Here we landed
and had a very eujoyable swim, We
then passed Entry Island and entered
“8till Water,” a deep sluggish current
running into the lake, 1 was inform-
ed that trout might be caught here, so
we sct up our rods, baited our hooks
with the temptirg Lumbricus Terres-
tris, and cast into the placid stream.
The two thirteen-year-old boys pro-
pelled us slowly forward, and presently
Mr B. felt a decided pull on his rod.
The vext moment my line was running
out with a vigor that promised good
piscatorial sport. All listlessness was
now gone, One of the boys scized a
landing-net, and in a few minutes a
fine twelve-inch beauty was lying in
the boat. Others followed in guick
succession, and in the course of an hour
or g0 we had about twenty fish ranging
with a few exceptions from 12 to 14
inches in length,

A short distance above this we
camped near a fine spring of water,
The sharp axc now came into play,
procuring fir-boughs for our tent and a
generous supply of fire-wood for the
night. The frying-pan (borrowed at
Walton's) was ordered to duty, and a
choice dish of trout With “rein-deer’’
coffee, made a welcome addition to our
other delicacies. A beautifal star-lit
night succceded. Pegasus was chasing
Andromeda in the east, further up was
Oygous with extended wings and out-
stretched beak, in the zenith rested
the Harp; while in the west Arcturus
kept watoh and ward over the Northern
Bear. In the north, Capella was just
rising from the mists of the horizon
while far to the south, shone the fiery-
«eyed Antares in the tortuous Scorpion.
The stillocss of this far far-away camp
was broken only by the occasional hoot
of the owl. Bruin did not put in an
appearance much to his advantage, for
our hunter slept with two loaded guns
at his side.

The morning woke bright and beau-
tifu), and so woke also the sleepers in
the tent. Phe ear of the ornithologist
wae on the alert for the first notes of
his favorites, and he was able to iden-

tify several species of warblers and
fiy-oatchers, the Rusty black-bird, the

Nut-hatoh (Sitta Carolinensis), Black
snow-bird, Rolin winter wren (T'roglo-
dytes Hyemalis), Black and White
creeper (Mniotilla Varia), a very use-
ful bird, the Black cap chickadee
(Parus Atricapillus), and others, On
inquiry, I was informed that the Mer-
ganser or Goosander (Mergus Mergan-
ser) is found on these lakes. This
bird when in full plumage is one of the
most beautiful of the swimming birds,
his brilliant red beak and eyes contrast-
ing finely with the deep black of his
bead and back and the soft white of
his breast. He dives and swims under
water as easily as the loon, but re
maing under only from ome to two
minutes, in which time he makes
zig-zage in many dircctions after fish,
oftcn rising 300 feet from his place of
diviog. Another bird common in these
waters is the great Black-back gull
(Larus Marinus), much larger than
the common’ Herring gull of Minas
Basin, He nests in the unfrequented
parts of the lake. We often raw them
soaring above us with their majestic
sweep. In the spring the Summer
yellow-bird ( Dendroica Aestiva) is very
common in this region, pesting upon
almost everyone of the ielands so abun-
dant here. The owls of this district
are the Barred owl (Syrnium Nebu-
losum) and the Great horned owl (Bubo
Virginianus), good specimens of which
may be secen in the Kentville col-
lection,

After breakfast, which caused a fur-
ther disappearance of trout, Ay re-
embarked and spent the morning in
fishing, hunting and exploring. In the
afternoon we visited Round Pond, two
miles distant. Thie has an exit into
Four-mile lnke and an inlet, along slug-
gish stream, “Still-water,” connecting
with upper Round Pond. This Still-
water is a famous fishing“place, and
bins yielded mauy targe “catches. The
pond is nearly covered with lily-pads
and is a favorite resort for the Anas
Obscura. These birds feed on the
seeds of the yellow lily., A trout from
thig Still-water had in its stomasoh the
sawe secds, showing that this fish is a
vegetarian when animal, food fails.
Near this water the Indian pitcher
plant (Sarracenia Purpurea) ubounds
beyond anything 1 had ever noticed
before.

The threatening appearance of the
weather determined us to hasten back
¢0 our eamp, On our return our at-
tention was attraoted to the curious
appearance of the granite in many of
the boulders so common here. The
minerals 1n the rock were in many
instanecs very imperfectly mixed, the
quartz, feldspar and mica standing out
distinctly in large particles, the latter
especially showing its foliation beauti-
fully. The ornithologist propesed to
carry abaut & hundred weight of this
to the boat for a sample, but we after-
wards contented ourselves with smaller

We then laid our course for the out-
let of the lake. Tho distance, four
wiles, we made in thirty minutes, the
wind being favorable,  After lifting
the boat through this channel, we
crossed the Two mile lake and halted
at South channel for the night. This
was our first stoppisg-place on the way
ap and @ very good esmping-ground
except that there isno water other than
the lake-water, We eoon had our
tent pitched and a pleasant fire kindled.
An obliging conifer gave us of his
foliage for a bed, yielding up his life
to the persuasive axe with scarcely &
murmur, The hardy trunk of a de-
ceased Acer was made into convenient
lengths for fire-wood. Everything was
made spug for a possible rain and then,
a8 the darkness gradually closed around
us, wesat down before our cheerful
blaze, prepared our evening meal and
ate it with a relish and contentment
that ean be enjoyed only uunder like
conditions. We had a refreshiog
sleep that night and a no less refreshing
breakfast in the morning. Bruin kept
prudently away and our hunter had no
opportunity of presenting his compli-
ments t6 him.

On our way down the big lake we
visited Mcadow brock and North river.
At the former place we took a few
trout and pulled a large number of
lilies—the delicate fragrant water-lily
(Nymphea Adorata). Near by and
mixed indiscriminately with its aristo-
eratic ocousin, was the plebeian yellow
pond-lily (Nuphar Odvena), Thesé
difforeot spesies uspally grow in differ-
ent waters, They differ in other re-
spects than color and odor, for in the
former the fruit ripens under water
while in the Nuphar Advena it ripens
above water. Mixed ap with these
was another cousin, thc Water-shield
(Brasenia Peltata), bearing its peculiar
oval centrally-peltate lcaf floating on
the water, the small purple flower rath-
er obgcure, and its stem and underside
of leaf coated with a clear jelly that
was sufficiently manifest in handling.
These fhree plants belong to the same
family, the Nymphaacee: or Water-lily
Family, and represent all the northern
genera of this family except one.

On our way down the lake we land-
ed on a small island and obtained a
collection of the shells of the fiesh-
water clam (Unio —(?)) The
wind wag pretty fresh on our home-
ward trip, and the lake got up & very,
respectable sea. We found our boat
none too large to ride the waven safely,
and we had to cxercise great care to
keep oft the many rocks lying just
beneath the surface. We arrived at
our landing without aceideut or fur-
ther incident, and were foon en route
for Kentville, finishiog the last stage of
a very pleasant and successful excur-
sion. Nothing had occurred to mar
the enjoyment of the trip except the
readiness with which the despicable
yellow perch (Perca Flavescens) would
take the bait intended for his more
respectable neighbor, His persistence
in this difection was really remarkable.
Qur Kentyille scientist calls this un-
welcome fish “smoked herring,” - not
I suppose from any inborn antipathy
to that unpoctical but ugeful product of
our inshore fisheries, but from a general
rescmblance between the two in color
and form. Each re-appearance of
Ferca Flavescens would elicit the sal-
ute, “Here comcs another smoked
herring.” We were especially favored
by the entire ahsence, during our tiip,
of those blood-thirsty diptera which arc
such an amnoyanee to anglers during
the last days of May. Then appears
in force the insinuating black-fly (Sim-
ulium Molestum), well named, to be
followed by the different species of
gnats or mosquitoes of which the
Culex Pipiens is a good example.
There are about thirty specics of the
Culex, each worse than the others, or
as it has been wcll said, they mutually
¢xcel one another in thefine art of blood-
letting,

So, gentle roader, if you wish to
(njoy the scenery of these lakes with-
out molestation, to capture trout with-
out offering an oblation to the dagger-
like labrum of the Simulium Molestum,
to rest your wearied limbs at night
undisturbed by the notes of the Culex
Pipiens, make your trip at mid
summer,

A wost interesting article appears
on our first page entitled ‘“Up the
Lakes,” by A, K. C. To the natural
i-t and sportsman there is, probably,
no place in this county that would offer
miere real pleasure than a trip to the
head-waters of the Gaspereau, a beau-
tiful group of lakes of some miles in
extent, dotted with innumerable islands,
covered with the native spruces and
pines, which give it a very picturesque
appearance, Those who have visited
the lecality will note the accuracy of
the description given by A. E, C,, and
those who have mnot, cannot fail to be
int- rested by a perusal of bis article.

Our Apples.

Quwing to our being abscnt when Mr
Lowe called upon us last week, we were
compelled to get our information as to
what he thought of the prospects of a
good sale in England for our apples
from a gentleman who was in conversa-
tion with bim. Tt seems that some
misunderstanding has occurred. The
following letter we received from Mr
Lowe on Monday and give it to our
readers in full. Tt speaks for itsclf.

The Shakers.

One hundred years ago the sceiety
known as the Shakers first gathered
together at New Lebanon and organ-
ized themselves into a socicty. The
pioneer of the sect was Mother Ann
Lee, who was born in Manchester in
1736, emigrated to America in 1774,
and dicd in Watervliet in 1784, She
is rememYered by this society as one of
the most noteworthy women of the 19th
eentury, and it is thought fitting to
houor her memory by celebrating this
year as the centennial year of the his-
tery of this society. One of the most
prominent members of this socicty has
recently rcturned from a preaching
tour through Scotland and the north of
England, and reports that he was in-
strumcntal in converting many spiritu-
alists to veg tarianism, some of whom
will emigrate to the United States to
reinforce the community at New Leb-
anon. It has been forty years since he
last partock of fish or flesh, and is now
in robust health at the advanced age
of 80 years. He cannot see how any
person can doubt that grain and fruits
growing in the sunshine are a eleaner,
healthier and higher type of food than
the bodies (and often diseased bodies)
of animals.

A short time ago a gentleman from
this neighborhood had oceasion to go
to the United States to trace the history
of a family supposed to have left Hor
ton upwards of a hundred years ago,
Difficult as would be the task for any
person coming from abroad to make
investigations here as to the birth,
marriage or death of an individual
which happeoed one hundred or even
twenty years ago, it was quite easy for
him to trace the family records of any
person for whom he might wish to seek
as far back as necessary—to the birth
of its youngest representative— because
a-record had been kept under the di-

rection and by the aathority of the |,

government of the country, of every
birth, marriage and interment. We
believe that a similar record is kept
in almost every civilized eountiy in the
world, except Nova Scotia, and perhaps
some of the othcr provinces of this
Dominion, We distinctly rcmember

- that -such a regulation ouce obtained

in Nova Scotia, even in Wolfville, and
it was déemed: compulsory on the part
of householders and others, under a
peoalty, to report the birth or death of
any person residing or domiclled with

. them. These obligations were contin-

ued for“a short time only, then entirely
abandoned, for what reason it is diffi-
cult to comprehend. Whether our
law-makers deemed so important a
record a useless expense, or whether
the small annual sum needed for this
service could not be longer afforded,
we cannot say. If from the latter
eause, surely the time has come when
this small amount could be afforded
for what appears to us to be not only
a desirable, but a npecessary matter,
and we believe that money expended in
this way would be quite as advan-
tigeous to the public weal as was that
voted last- winter for the increase of
salary of membere of government, and
quite as satigfactory to the people,

Open-air Coneert.
To the Editors of the A0ABIAN :

Wolfville had a new and pleasant ex-
perience last Saturday afternoon in an
open-air sacred concert on the college
grounds. The college grounds are in
great request of late for purponses of
Tational social enjoyment —and well they
may be, for they are retired and shaded
with ornamental trees, and command a
beautiful prospect and are carpeted over
many broad acres by nature’s skilful,
graceful hand—and what in the circum-
stances is of equal moment, the college
authorities are not at all disposed to
place any obstacles in the way of plea-
sure 0 sensible and productive of good.

The concert was a unique musical
entertainment, quite informal, with
scarcely any machinery and seemingly
almost without any central motive pow-
er. Its success proved that lp_achinery
and labored management are not at all
indispensable in such matters, The
singers came together from all parts of
the county ou the sumple mvitation of
a few Jeading musicians in two or three
central localities, A much larger num-
ber would have been present from abroad,
but an unfortunate misapprehension in-
turfered, By a still more unfortunate
misapprehension Wolfville did not fully
take the part which was expected of her,
aud consequentiy the performers were
not so numerous as was desirable. The
audience room was so spacious,—being
all “out of doors’ and as lofty as the
sky,—that the volume of sound was
gsearcely sufficient to make the entertain-
ment a complete success, but the music
was very good—a great deal better than
might have been expected from the cir-
cumstances that the performers had nct
Practised together, and some had not
even sung together before.

This particular kind of concert is, I
believe, rather rare, but one which I
am persuaded js deserving of counten-
ance and support and I hope that future
ones will not only be held annually, as
at present, but be of much more fre-
quent occurrente. We cannot have too
much good mnsic. Its influence is good
and only good.

One thing I was old fashioned enough
to be particularly pleased with on the late
occasion ; the singers sang naturally and
without any foolish attempt at the artist-
'c, theatrical, classical (!) style ; and they
did not spoil the symmetry and beauty
of their featured by the grimaces with
which some fashionable singers distort
lips, cheeks, noses, eyes and foreheads,
under the strange and mistaken notion
that they must make themselves ugly in
order to render their ginging harmonious
and attiactive, It{s doubly calamitous
when a beautiful woman makes of her-
Self such a fright thay you either wish
she was “in Jericho” or that you were
there yourself—so as not to see her.
When will eensible people learn to be
wise 7 If God had designed singers to
be ugly and hideous, He would have
made them 8o ; in which case they would
not have been expected to take part in
open:air concerts, but to sing in darken-
ed rooms where no’liviug being could
see them,

May I offer a suggestion to the pro-
viders of the late musical treat? It
seemed to me that there was not quite
enough of management and authority in
the coneert referred to, to render such
an entertainment a perfect success.
There must, in all such attempts, bea
reeognized head and acknowledged man-
ager, an authority not afraid, as seemed
a little to be the case last Saturday, to
exert a legitimate and proper control.
All the best singers would be his willing
#nd cheerfully obedient subjects ; the
others could bespared to get up little

private emtertainments on their own
accounts, Vox.

Mulching Fruit Trecs.
The following 4ood suggestions, now
in season, are from the London Garden:
A diy or wet season will modify the
need, and a fine, mellow soil will some-
times be the substitute of mulching :
‘Ehe best time for mulching is of conid-
erable importanee, for, as a rule, it is too
late in being put on. Many never think
of awsisting the development of the wood
and fruit of their plants by mulching or
top dressing until it bas attained a large
wize, and is nearly matured ; then it is
applied unstintingly, with the object of
finishing off the crop; but mulchings
and surfacings at this late period are uce.
less, and if they are to be heneficial they
must be put on at the time the fruit is
beginning to swell, No trees pny‘ more
haudsomely for mulching than peaches,
plumbs, apricots, ete,, and, as these crops
are now forming, 1 would strongly ad-
vise their owners or cultivators to mulch
at once with good manure, and both the
trees and the fruit will soon show ite ap-
plication, T bave generally noticod that
mulched trees suffer less from insects and,
blight than unmulehed ones, and the plan
of mulching onught to ba reduced to a
system everywhere,
