Organization Completed at a Pub­
lic Meeting Yesterday.

“The Children’s Playground Associa­
tion." Such was the title decided upon 
yesterday afternoon at a representive 
meeting called by Mrs. (Dr.) Woolvcr- 
toii and ladies of the Woman's Council 
in the Board of Trade rooms. Mr. Adam 
Brown was elected chairman of the 
meeting and called upon Mrs. Woolver- 
ton to give a short synopsis of wl)at had 
been accomplished. She stated that the 
work began about a year ago and while 
it was impossible to do anything during 
the past year, this meeting was simply 
a continuation of what had been begun. 
She, together with other ladies interest­
ed, had met with great encouragement 
among the business men in the promo­
tion of the idea.

Mr. Adam Brown said that the play­
grounds had been very much neglected 
in the various cities, and now there 
were few spots available. He held that 
play for children developed sound minds 
and bodies. The subject, was being tak­
en up enthusiastically in all the large 
cities, and the children were given ev­
ery advantage possible. Mr. Brown 
thought it would be better to have two 
or three playgrounds rather than a cen­
tral large one. He hoped to see the 
wealthy men and women of the city give 
the proper attention to this important 
work.

Ho considered that the Association 
should appeal to the mass of citizens 
for ^ their hearty co-operation and syra-

Mr. Alex. McKenzie was then appoint­
ed secretary of the meeting .

Mr. W. A. Robinson moved that the 
Association be formed to be known as 
“The Children's Playground Association 
of Hamilton." In moving this resolu­
tion, he thought the Association would 
prove of great value to the city. Sup­
ervisors would be needed to sec that 
the children were taught to behave well 
and use good language.

Dr. Lyle seconded the motion and said 
that the city should have had a play­
ground long before this. When the 
grounds were procured it should be seen 
to that they are rightly used. Money 
w-as not everything in ti^e carrying out 
of fiiis idea. Brains were needed to work 
out the problem of enjoyment and 
healthfulness Hamilton was blessed 
with ladies who had proved themselves 
earnest, workers in any cause they af­
filiated themselves with. They must be 
in every enterprise for the city's wel­
fare. He made the emphatic statement 
that he thought too many hours of the 
day were spent in the school room by the 
younger class of pupils. Every child up 
to the age of ten years should live in 
Cod's sunshine and breath the open air. 
The boys who arc surrounded by healthy 
conditions will grow up to be splendid 
and sturdy types of manhood and will 
make the work of the pulpit easier. The 
following officers were elected :

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SHORT CAMPAIGN 
TO RAISE $50,000.

Y.M.C.A. to Secure That Amount by July I 
For New Boys’ Building.

To raise $.10,000 in five weeks is the 
aim of the Y. M. 0. A., and the direc­
tors, with the co-operation of a large 
committee of business men, have set 
themselves resolutely to achieve that 
end. The Board invited a number of 
interested citizens to meet with them at 
the Association building last evening, 
and, after partaking of supper, discuss­
ed the proposition for an hour and then 
organized the campaign.

Mr. Alfred Powis, President of the Y. 
M. C. A., was in the chair and Mr. W. 
J. Waugh in the vice-chair, and after the 
supper the former took charge of the 
proceedings. In a concise address Mr. 
Powis outlined what the Association is 
doing and what its plans for the imme­
diate future are. It has the. land and a 
donation of $5,000 or ten per cent, of 
the whole amount required for the new 
building for the boys' department, and 
he intimated that the directors had, in­
cluding that $5,000, promise of subscrip­
tion?» to the amount of $11,000.

•Mr. T. F. Best, the general secretary, 
told of the growth o* the association 
and its various branches of work. 'Hie 
membership fees were a fair indication 
of the way the institution is growing. 
Only a few years ago they amounted to 
$1,000 a year; now they have reached 
almost $5,000. He described the various 
brunches of the parent stem, the rail­
road Y. M. C. A., the college or student 
Y. M. C. A., and the military Y. M. C. 
A. being especially referred to. The As­
sociation in Hamilton, he said, had 
reached that stage when it must either 
move forward or go backwards. He saw 
no way to go forward without providing 
the new uuilding for the hoys’ depart-

Mr. D. M. Barton gave a short, inter­
esting talk on the physical work. It 
went hand in hand with the spiritual, ft 
must, not be supposed that he meant 
athletics by “physical work.” Athletics

were the least important part of the j 
work. The building up of strong bodies ‘ 
to acompuny strong Christian character 
was the object of the physical depart­
ment, and while they were proud of 
Bobby Kerr • and their other splendid 
athletes, there were scores taking phy­
sical work iu the gymnasium who were 
in no sense in athletics.

Mr. W. J. Robinson, boys’ secretary, 
devoted five minutes to the work of his 
department. He'"mentioned incidentally 
that 133 boys recently wrote on the Bi­
ble examination and 1W of them had 
passed the local examiners and their pa­
pers had been sent on to New York. 
There was nothing compulsory about 
this work, and that so many should take 
it up showed that the spiritual side of 
the boys was not being neglected. He 
told oi the great handicap the lack of 
room and, facilities placed upon the de­
partment and strongly urged immediate 
steps to erect the new building.

Messrs. J. J. Greene and Geo. Ruther­
ford followed with brief addresses.

Then the gathering settled down to 
discuss the plan of campaign. It was 
first decided to elect a set of officers 
for the building fund committee and this 
resulted as follows:

It is figured that the retrenchment pol­
icy followed by this year’s Council will 
save the city anywhere from $15,000 to 
$20,000 before the end of December and 
the aldermen who led in the movement 
to engage a new city engineer believe 
that the plan which Mr. Macallum is 
devoting his attention to now will re­
sult in such a big saving that over­
drafts will be things of the past.

fhe waterworks department is being 
sharply criticized for extravagance aAd 
poor management. “I don’t know who 
is to blame,’’ said a Board of Works 
alderman, this morning, “but there 
has been a lot of bungling by the Wat­
erworks Department in connection with 
roadwork. Five wooks ago the depart­
ment was notified to get in all water

connections so that we could go ahead 
with the roadwork. On James street 
Bouth where we are laying asphalt the 
Waterworks men have the roadway 
opened up in several places and we have 
to go first to one side of the road and 
then the other, with the result that a 
new asphalt pavement will be a series 
of patchwork in spots. On Barton street 
east the streets are torn up right clean 
across by the Waterworks Department, 
which should have had this work done 
long ago. We put a lot of new stone 
on Duudurn street and sent a roller up 
there this morning, to find that the 
Waterworks Department had dug the 
stoue up in several places to make con­
nections. This all costs money.”

It is believed that under the re-organi­
zation scheme being planned now, the 
Waterworks, Sewers and Board of 
Works Departments will be amalgamat­
ed and that provision will be made for 
the Board of Works taking over the col­
lection of garbage which is now handled 
by the Board of Health.

The amalgamation scheme if it goes 
into effect will result in a cutting down 
of the staffs of some of the departments.

EVIDENCES OF AN 
INDUSTRIAL BOOM.

Many New Factory and Business Buildings 
In Various Parts of the City.

The Greater Hamilton movement lias 
apparently got off to a rattling good 
start. Following closely on the an­
nouncement of the new industries se­
cured for this city comes the news of 
several large contracts that will swell 
the value of the building permits for 
1909 far beyond what the city officials 
looked for early in the year, ami give 
employment to hundreds of men. Two 
of the biggest of these jobs will be the 
additions and alterations to be made to 
the Ohipman Holton Company’s knitting 
mills at the corner of Kelly and Mary 
streets and the new buildings to be 
erected by the Otis-Fen soin Elevator 
Company on the new site it has secured 
along the water front. The Uhipman- 
Holton people are cleaning up, prepar- 
ing to tear down a large portion of the 
old building now occupied and complete­
ly remodel it. Just what the price of 
the contract will be is not known, but 
it will run up high in the five figures. 
The work on the Otis-Fensom ware­
house is to l»e proceeded with at once, 
to be followed by the new foundry busi­
ness. Donaldson & Patterson arc ar­
ranging for the removal of the store 
and frame house at the northeast cor­
ner of Barton street and Victoria av­
enue, where, it is understood, the Bank 
of Montreal intends erecting a fine 
building. The Hardware Office Special­
ty Company of Grand Rapids will re­
ceive tenders next week for its new 
buildings on Sherman avenue. Work 
will bi> begun shortly on the Mills hard­
ware building on Barton street east, and 
n new $15,000 factory for Tallman Bros., 
brass manufacturers, on Wilson street, 
near Sanford avenue. It is said that 

‘ the Mills building will be the finest 
structure on Barton street when com- 
pleted. Thé Dowswell Manufacturing 
Company will shortly begin the erection 
of a large addition. Work on the peo­
ple’s Brewery is progressing nicely. The 
first storey and iron work are complet­
ed, and the brick work on the second 
storey is now under way. There is a 
lot of house building going on all over 
the city, and for the first time in many 
months all the builders appear to have 
enough work to keep them busy.

Last night the special committee from 
the Council, appointed to fix terms for 

j the annexation of a portion of Barton 
I township, had a private session and in­
structed the city solicitor to prepare a 

I resolution for the Council on Monday 
night, declaring that it is deemed ex- 

’ pedient to take in the district east of 
I Sherman avenue, from the mountain to 
! the bay, providing satisfactory terms 

can be arranged. The Council will likc- 
I ly pass this resolution and tile matter 

will be ^ealt with by the Ontario Mun­
icipal Board next week.

The Street Railway Company has com­
pleted its part of the James street 
work and moved all its men to Barton 
street. Several gangs are tearing up the 
trucks from Sherman avenue westerly. 
The city has twenty-five teams at work 
hauling material for the asphalt work. 
It also has two gangs working on James 
street to-day, laying the creosote blocks. 
The company was using both tracks on 

I James street south this morning and lie- 
fore to-morrow night James street will

The work on Barton street cannot be 
rushed too fast to suit, the city. It has 
so much paving brick stored away in the 
vicinity of the asphalt plant and the 
city yard that the men can hardly find 
room to turn around.

Mayor McLaren says the members of 
the annexation committee are a unit in 
the opinion that annexing the district 
east of Sherman avenue, even the part 
that pays full taxes, will prove costly 
for the city. The only reason they deem 
it expedient to act now is to secure a 
thorough system of sewers and water 
mains, to provide for the future.

Chairman Allan announced this morn­
ing that the work of fixing up Lottridge 
street, at a coat of about $1,000, will he 
proceeded with at once, the manufactur­
ers sharing part of the cost. The Hen­
drie Company will supply teams free, if 
the city acts at once, but it cannot spare 
them later on.

A permit was issued to-day to Tail- 
man Bros., metal manufacturers, for a 
brick factory building on Wilson street, 
near Sanford avenue, to cost $10,000.

FROM WEDDING
TO THE PRISON.

Bridegroom Thrust Into Jail on Suspicion of 
Having Killed His Grandmother.

Bay City, Mich., May 28.— Upon a 
suit of clothes, a wedding ring and 
$100 in currency rest the possible solu­
tion of the death of Mrs. Christine 
Cory eon, a wealthy and aged widow, 
for whose murder her favorite grand­
son, Roland Rich, was torn from his 
wedding breakfast and arraigned.

Counsel advised the young bride­
groom to stand mute and he was 
thrust into jail despite the hysterical 
protestations of , his bride. An early 
trial will be sought.

The clothing, ring and money which 
the bridegroom alleges ho had hung in 
his grandmother’e room, for conven­
ience sake, just before the ceremony, 
are missing. Police and detectives have 
been unable to find any trace of them 
in the room where the aged woman was 
struck down.

Though the bedclothing and wearing 
apparel hanging on the wall were set 
on fire, it is held that Rich's property 
could not have been entirely consumed.

Rich declares he had decided to dress 
for the wedding at his grandmother’s 
home in order to avoid several prac­
tical jokers who contemplated a raid 
on the wedding party. When he went 
to the house he says he was attracted 
by the sound of a falling body and 
found his grandmother upon a burning

ROY GUILTY.
THE WRECKING OF THE BANK 

OF ST. JOHN’S, QUEBEC.

Making False Returns—Us*'4 tne 
Funds to Bolster Up HI Own 
Enterprises—Include-* Worthless
Notes and Other Paper in the Re­
turns to the Government as As­
sets.

Montreal, May 27.—Hon. P. H. Roy, 
ex-Speaker of the Quebec Legislature 
and ex-President of the Bank of St. 
John’s, was found guilty to-day of wil­
fully making false returns to the Gov­
ernment.

This verdict is the result of one of 
the most sensational trials in the his­
tory of this province. During the three 
weeks the trial has been in progress 
some remarkable evidence was submitted 
in reference to Mr. Roy’s action. It was 
shown that he had made false returns 
to the Government involving some $500,- 
000. This consisted of worthless notes, 
past due bills and bills payable, which 
Mr. Roy, his brother and their friends 
had discounted, pocketing the cash. In 
their reports to the Government all this 
worthless paper was set down as assets. 
In the list of current loans was in­
cluded an item of $5,000 represented by 
a note of the bank itself, which was 
made to cover money stolen from it.

At to-day trial Mr. Girard, counsel 
for Mr. Roy, made a plea for the ac­
cused, and in the face of the damaging 
evidence it was a remarkably able plea. 
He was followed by Mr. Demers, for the 
Grown, who dwdt particularly upon the 
false returns made to the Government.

At the conclusion Judge Monet smn- 
nied up the evidence and addressed the 
jury, who then retired, and in twenty 
guilty* rCtUrDCd with a verdict of

Sir Robert ”W. Perks talked to the 
Empire Club yesterday in a manner to 
which it has not become accustomed. 
His plain language may serve to dispel 
some apprehensions which have existed in 
many of the foggy-minded politicians of 
Toronto. One one question Sir Robert 
spoke with clearness and emphasis. Bri­
tain is no dying or decadent nation. 
Such fallacies were put forward for poli­
tical effect by the hereditary opponents 
of the Government * now in power in 
Great Britain. The statement would 
not bear examination. He directed at 
tention to many evidences of British 
solidity and progress; and pointed out 
that the remedy proposed for the alleg­
ed national deterioration was “Turn the 
Government out and put us in.” The 
British nation, Sir Robert averred, 
would show in time of trial the same 
pluck and stamina as in the days of 
the Commonwealth.

He shed a significant sidelight upon 
the newspaper despatches served up to 
Canadians by pointing out that most of 
the leading newspapers and press agen­
cies of Great Britain were owned and 
controlled by the Tory party. Much 
of the alleged ‘■news*’ and press opinions 
are thus mere partisan pleas for the 
party out of power. Observant Cana­
dians cannot but have noticed how 
time—sometimes a matter of a week or 
so— gives the lie to many of these 
cabled sensations. There can be no such 
thing as a free press when its soul re­
sides in the pocket of a political party.

Sir Robert asked his hearers if he 
might go home and say that we are all 
in favor of unrestricted free trade with­
in the Empire. Hon. George E. Foster 
interpolated: "You will have to be your 
own guarantor,” a remark which Sir 
Robert accepted as indicating his hostil­
ity to such an arrangement. He declar­
ed. however, that he looked forward to a 
time when the Empire will be federate 
for defence and trade purposes. Possibly 
that time may be still distant, and the 
conditions of such a pact may be 
brought about, gradually; but that it is 
coming, and that it will form the basis 
of a greater Empire bund, is the feeling 
of intelligent men of broad view in all 
parts of the British dominions.

It is a great deal better to raise boys 
under conditions which produce healthy, 
order-loving men than to reclaim the 
dissolute and criminal, Supervised play­
grounds have beeu proved to be an 
important factor in the education of the 
city youth. They cost money; biit on 
the principle that prevention is bettor 
than cure, dimes spent in this way may 
save dollars later on.

OUR EXCHANGES

The Times to-day prints the annual 
report of the Imperial Bank. The state­
ment is a most gratifying one. It shows 
that since the end of April, 1908, the 
bank's aggregate deposits have increas­
ed from §30,150,000 to $36,000,000, a 
gain of about 20 per cent., and the cir­
culation has increased over $200,000. Or­
dinary discount loans have increased 
from $23,862,813 to $26,571,958, a gain 
of close on 12 per cent. The net profits 
for the year, after allowing for all bad 
and doubtful debts and the expenses at­
tendant on opening new branches, am­
ounted to $743,524, which provided the 
dividend of 11 per cent., $549,539, a cre­
dit of $69,921 to bank premises account, 
and an increase of $124,036 to profit and 
loss, making the total to that account 
$599,978. The premium of $34,242 on 
the new capital stock has been added to 
the rest account, making a total of $5,- 
000,000, equalling the paid-up capital 
of the bank. The increase of two and 
a half millions in the savings bank de­
posits is a testimony to tlie general 
prosperity which prevails. The success 
and advancement shown by the report 
submitted to-the shareholders are broad­
ly repeated in the aggregates of the last 
monthly statement compiled from re­
turns by the Dominion Government. The 
total note circulation of the chartered 
banks in April last was $67,266,664, as 
compared with $66.713.000 a year ago, 
and the total bank capital was $97,149,- 
Ô28, as compared with $96,253,658. The 
same comparison shows that during the 
year deposits increased from $551,871 
116 to $657,489.753.

Mr. 1). R. Wilkie, President and Gen­
eral Manager, in dealing with the state­
ment, attributed the results in part to 
a fairly good crop in the Northwest, 
valued at $126.000,000, as compared 
with only $96.000.000 in 1907; to large 
expenditures on public works, and to ex­
tensive borrowings abroad by the Dom­
inion, Provincial, and municipal Gov­
ernments, as well as bv railway and 
other corporations. The President gave

MOURNERS WERE HER VICTIMS.

In Garb of Woe She Attended Fun­
erals and Robbed the Sorrowing.

Originally arrested on a charge of 
drunkenness, a woman who says she is 
Annie Allen, sometimes of Camden, Glou­
cester and Philadelphia, was arraigned 
before Magistrate Gallagher in the Twen­
tieth district police station yesterday 
on suspicion of being a “funeral thief” 
who lias been much sought by the au­
thorities. When taken into custody at

the Broad street station the woman dar- 
ried a small handbag, which on being 
searched was found to contain more than 
seventy pawn tickets, together with 
black veils and other mourning apparel, 
which the police say she used in attend­
ing funerals as a professional “mourner.”

say the woman now in custody admits 
that she lmd put on her black veil and 
mourning raiment and attended funerals 
for the purpose of robbery. Pending 
further investgation of her career ami 
to give the police time to find out the 
owners of some of the articles called, 
for on the pawn tickets found in her 
possession, the accused was held in. $500

City (Jets Almost Par on Issue of
$377,000.

Grant to Tiger Football Ground 
Fund to be Paid.

Other Matters Before the Finance 
Committee Yesterday.

The Finance Committee yesterday af­
ternoon accepted the tender of the Do­
minion Securities Company of Toronto 
for $377,000 worth of civic debentures, 
bearing interest at the rate of 4 per­
cent. The Dominion Company’s price 
was 99.11, which means that if the city 
paid interest at the rate of 4.00 per cent, 
it would have disposed of the debentures 
ai par. Nine tenders were received, and 
the Dominion Company's was the high­
est. The best the city could get for 
debentures last year was 90.45. It re­
vives $373,040 for the $377,000, made 
up as follows: Waterworks, $50,000; 
*• werage and sewage, $05,000; special 
drhenture.s covering last year’» over­
draft, $112,000; permanent pavements, 
$125,000, and Public Library, $25,000.

With the exception of the library 
debentures, which extend over seven 
yar-, only, they are ail twenty-year 
debentures. The representatives of other 
financial firms bidding on the debentures 
informed the aldermen that they had 
nason to congratulate themselves on 
the price they had received.

A Double Totality in Skeena

Third Member of Robbins Family 
Loses His Life.

“GET A ROPE.”
Calgary Maa Mobbed ia a Mermoa 

Town.

Church WR! Not Allow Wife to Re- 
turn to Her “Gentile” Hatband.

Winnipeg, May 27.— The following 
despatch has been received from Leth­
bridge: “A mob of thirty or forty Mor­
mons yesterday mobbed, threatened to 
hang, and severely handled two men 
and a woman at Magrath, a Mormon 
settlement about 22 miles southeast of 
acre. The matter arose over the mar­
riage a year or more ago of a Mormon 
girl to a ‘Gentile’ as the Mormons call 
all non-members of their church.

“H. Barclay and his wife, the. couple 
concerned, after their marriage lived in 
Calgary. Mrs. Barclay about five months 
ago returned to her mother’s home at 
Magrath, and intended to return to her 
own home in the course of a week or 
two. Once back in Magrath, however, 
her parents and the Church determined 
to keep her, and in spite of her hus­
band’s entreaties she refused to return 
to him. Barclay, accompanied by his 
sister, Mrs. Bolderson, of this city, went 
to Magrath to urge his wife once again 
to come back to him. She refused. He 
finally declared that if she would not 
come back he would have, his child, which 
he did. A mob got together and Barclay 
was shackled by a man who called him­
self ‘sheriff.’ He, his sister and Har­
rison were hauled before a Mormon 
magistrate, who gave orders that the 
child was to be returned to its mother 
and that the three ‘Gentiles’ leave the 
place on the first train. The three were 
taken, handcuffed, to the depot by the 
sheriff, who meanwhile had sworn in 
deputy ‘sheriffs.’ They had been in the 
waiting room some time when the mob 
appeared.

“ ‘We will hang you,’ called out some 
of the. mob. ‘Get a rope.’ The mob 
rushed the three ‘Gentiles,’ knocked 
them down, kicked and beat them, 
‘soaked’ them with eggs and threw Har­
rison through a window. The top of one 
of his fingers was severed.”

Good Turnout to Use the New 

Guns Last Night.

The Fourth Field Battery paraded 
last evening iu the old armory, 3nd tie 
attendance was very satisfactory to the 
officers.

CALGARY 'SCANDAL.
Suspicious Work ia Regard to City 

Hall Contracts.

Calgary,, May 27.—A bad scandal is 
be*ug unearthed in connection with 
the erection of the $300,000 City Hall 
here. The Council met in secret session 
last evening to discuss the situation, 
and reporters of all the city papers 
managed to secrete themselves where 
they could get verbatim reports of 
the proceedings, and created a sensa­
tion to-day by publishing the incrim­
inât ing details. Many people who 
wrrf! not suspected have, been shown 
to have profited by the crooked work, 
which, according to the engineer, be­
gan with "the letting of the contracts 
"hen, it is alleged, Contractor Davev 
had been permitted to alter his tender 
for his share of the work from $142,000 
to $147,000, after inside information had 
been secured. It is alleged that he 
and the architect packed the estimate» 
to the extent of several thousand dol­
lars. The city has taken over the work, 
and will not allow Parry to even take 
away any of his tools.

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LIBERALS AND 
THE EMPIRE.

Minppreheasiom Dispelled by Sir 
R. W. Perk,.

Hon. Mr. Foster and a Query a, to 
Free Trade.

Britain Not a Decadent Nation— 
Lies of Tory Pres,.

Toronto, May 28.—“May I g„ hüme 
and say you are all in favor of unre- 
sirict£d free trade within the Empire?” 
asked Sir Robert W. Perks, in the 
course of au able address ‘before the 
Empire Club yesterday.

“1 ou will have to be your own 
guarantor,” interpolated Mr. George E. 
Poster, who was present.

“Well, 1 don’t think I should go 
bail on myself,” replied Sir Robert 
amid laughter, noting the admission 
implied in Mr. Foster’s remark.

The subject of Sir Robert's address 
was “The Attitude of British Liberalism 
to the Empire,” and he was alluding to 
the possibility of a change of fiscal 
policy after the next election in Great 
Britain, when the interlude above refer­
red t-o occurred.

That the attitude of British Liber­
alism towards the Empire has not 
always been understood or fairly re­
presented was the truth firmly insisted 
upon in Sir Robert’s address.

BRITAIN NOT A DYING NATION.
“The first thing I want to say,” be-, 

gan Sir Robert, “is that Britain is not a 
decadent or dying nation."’ If they took 
up a financial paper sometimes they were 
told that Britain was living on its cap­
ital and was daily getting poorer. Med­
ical journals and neurotic humanitarian 
journals told them that the race was de­
teriorating. Again it was represented 
that Socialism was triumphant and 
had captured the old Liberal party, 
or that the nation was suffering from 
luxury, idleness, irréligion and God­
lessness. Political journals told them 
t hat Parliament was helpless, that 
government had passed from the hands 
of the people into t-he clutches of a little 
band of administrators, that the mother 
of Parliaments was in a condition of 
senile decay. These opinions, explained 
Sir Robert, were those of the hereditary 
opponents of Liberalism across the wat­
er. The fact was that the Liberal party 
had no powerful exponent of its opinions 
in the British press.

PARTY WITHOUT A PRESS. 
Nearly all the leading newspapers 

were in the hands of the Conserva­
tive party, and heme it was that the 
case for British Liberalism was not 
presented fairly in the extracts cab­
led from the * British press. More 
than that, he was convinced that the 
press agencies who supplied the col­
onies with news were almost entirely 
controlled by one section in the old land. 
Those who declared that Britain had 
seen her best days shut their eves to 
some of the most striking features of 
British life to-day, in proof of which he 
pointed to the tremendous improvements 
which had l»een effected in the larger 
cities and towns, and to the improved 
condition of the working classes. ••Per­
haps if you ask for the remedy for 
the deterioration which is said to be 
going on,” remarked Sir Robert with 
a touch of irony, "you will find it in 
the phrase, "Turn tile Government out 
and put us in.’” If Britain was ever 
faced with some of the military or 
naval problems which their forefath­
ers 100 years ago had to face, it 
would he found that the Britisli peo­
ple today would show the same reso­
lution. tlie same stamina, the same 
love of country as were displayed in 
i lie days of the Commonwealth. He 
claimed that no political party had 
striven more to enable the King’s 
dominions over the seas to acquire the 
arts of self-government than the Liberal 
party.

NOT YET READY.
He believed that the power of 

nation depended upon its possession 
oi a manufacturing power of its own; 
am despite all that had been said 
about the possibilities of protection 
and preference, lie did not think the 
Canadian people weer quite prepared 
for free trade right through the Em­
pire. and Britain was not ready to 
lv taxed upon her grain or upon her 
raw materials. At the same time, 
In tween these two conditions there 
un- a wide field for making preferen­
tial arrangements between the mother 
country and the over seas dominions. 
It was sometimes said that the mother 
country had not given enough pre­
ference to Canada, but he pointed out 
tlie importance of the step which had 
been taken by the British Govern­
ment in throwing open to Canada a 
very wide field of investment which 
formerly was closed. Of the 375 
million dollars which represented the 
•<rbt of Canada, a very large percent­
age, he thought probably five-sixths 
was held by British investors, and 
that money which Canada had bor­
rowed at such absurdly low rates 
would never have been placed in the 
mother country, certainly not at the 
samp rates, but for the preferential 
facilities thus given. “I look forward 
to the time when our Empire will 
he federated for defensive and trade 
purposes,” declared Sir Robert, Tn 
conclusion, “and no hands will he clasp­
ed more firmly by the sons of England 
than the hands of their brothers in 
Canada.”

“Gentlemen, go to England to-day. 
You will find that London has been 
practically rebuilt in the last genera­
tion. In the other cities you will find 
miles upon miles of well-kept streets 
whereon are the homes of thousands of 
healthy, happy workingmen. Statisti­
cians point to the cçmparatively small 
savings of our working people. They 
forget the investment that these same 
people have made in home, in co-oper­
ative and in friendly societies. They 
forget also that great joint stock 
hanks now welcome business from 
these people that they would have paid 
no attention to 20 years ago.

“Sir, the homes of our people, the 
higher standard of living, the millions 
of children that are now educated, but 
that would have wandered the streets 
30 years ago, are something that these 
hurried judges forget. They forget the 
increase in our home and foreign trade, 
and they forget that, the income from 
the penny in the pound income tax has 
doubled in the last 30 years, and that 
that means twice the assessable income 
to the people.*’

Mr. Foster, in expressing his ap­
preciation of the sane and moderate 
speech of Sir Robert, declared that Great 
Britain had been a great, generous, liv­
ing mother to her colonics.

DEAKIN’S SUCCESS.
Anitralia’i Laber Government Was 

Defeated.

Free Traders, Protectionists, and 
Anti-Socialists Against It.

Melbourne, Australia, May 27.—The 
Fisher Government was defeated in 
the House of Représentatives to-day 
on a motion to adjourn. The vote was 
39 to 30. The Free Trade, Protection­
ist and anti-socialist parties of the 
Commonwealth joined forces under Mr. 
Alfred Deakin, the former Premier, to 
biing about the Government*# downfall.

Mr. Deakin and others avow that 
their votes wçrc given with the ob­
ject of preventing Mr. G. F. Pearce, 
Minister of Defence, from going as a 
delegate to the Imperial Defence Con­
ference, which the fusionists believe 
will probably develop into a confidential 
discussion and settlement of the strate­
gy of Imperial defence.

Parliament was opened yesterday by 
the Earl of Dudley, who announced 
the introduction of legislation pro­
viding for the progressive taxation of 
unimproved land, with the object of 
bieaking up large estates and offering 
to immigrants the inducements ue< 
snrv to attract them in large numbers. 
Proposals are to be submitted also 
amending the constitution to enable 
Parliament to protect the interests of 
the consumer, while insuring a fair 
wage to every worker, to extend the 
jurisdiction of the Legislature with re­
gard to trusts and combinations, ami to 
provide for the nationalization of mono-

Various trusts ranging in amounts 
from $10,000 to $200.000 each, and alto­
gether aggregating $550,000, are created 
for the benefit of Mr. Rogers’ collateral 
relatives. The income from these trusts 
is to.’ be paid to the various beneficiar­
ies during their lives, and upon their 
deaths the principal of the trust funds 
will revert to the residuary estate of 
the testator.

No estimate of the value of the estate 
was giveii with the filing of the will fur­
ther than a statement that the real es­
tate i# worth more than $10,000 and the 
personal estate exceeds $10,000.

GOT HIM.
OltUw, Wanted For Murders, Was 

Caught in British Columbia.

Victoria, B. C., May 27.—Twice a 
murderer and suspected of being one 
of the three hold-up men who entered 
a saloon of Charles Thomas., of Midway, 
B. C., killing the proprietor and robbing 
the cash till, Charles Phillips, alias Clias. 
Benton, has been arrested near Quesnel, 
B. C., by the provincial police for the 
Washington State authorities, and will 
be sent to Victoria pending instructions. 
Phillips murdered James Wells, a con­
stable, in Seattle in 1897, when the 
policeman was removing him from a 
patrol wagon. Phillips slipped a re­
volver from his clothing, shot and dis­
appeared. He was not heard of again 
until the midsummer of the following 
year, when the authorities of Republic, 
Wash., got on his track. They hunted 
him down, but the half-breed eluded cap­
ture, killing Deputy Sheriff Rawlsiburt 
at l^erio on Juno 27, 1898.

The outlaw pvd and his trail was 
lost until a lu» months ago. Superin­
tendent Hussey, of the British Columbia 
provincial police, hearçl that a one-armed 
half-breed answering the description of 
Phillips was in Caribou.

Strathcona Trust Competitien Open 

to Teachers and Normal Claas.

Ottawa, May 27.—A militia order has 
been issued announcing that the execu­
tive council of the Strathcona trust for 
physical and military training schools 
has decided to offer six prizes of $250, 
$150, $100, $75, $50 and $25 respectively, 
for the six best essays on the folloAving 
subject: “The best method of introduc­

TIE-UP AT MARSEILLES.

Fifty Vessels Unable to Move Owing 
to Strike.

Paris, May 27.—The strike of the 
sailors, stokers and stewards of the 
merchant marine is extending. The 
men demand a weekly day of rest and 
equalization of pay on passenger and 
freight boats. The tic up is complete 
at Marseilles, where fifty vessels are 
unable to move, and it is partial at 
Havre, Dunkirk, St. Nazaire, Toulon 
and Bordeaux. Passengers at all 
these ports are delayed. Torpedo 
boats arc being employed for the con­
veyance of the mails to Algeria and 
Corsica. The companies concerned 
have asked the Government to lend 
them crews from warships to ensure 
the movement of the mails.

Lisbon, May 27.—The newspapers 
are sévcrely criticising the Govern­
ment for giving permission to the 
Government of the Transvaal to ap­
point- a commission to investigate the 
question of beverages sold to natives of 
Mozambique, Avhere laborers to Avork in 
the mines of the Rand arc recruited, and 
the effects on them of the drink traffic.

MEDAL FOR SHACKELTON.

Italian Geographical Society Confers 
High Honors on Explorer.

Rome, May 27.—The Italian Geo­
graphical Society has conferred on Lieut.

Col. Sam Hughes, M. P., opposed the 
proposal strenuously. Political can­
didates should be dealt with, lie con­
tended, on their record. Personally, he 
objected to having any platform thrust 
upon him.

A delegate pointed out that in the 
case of Col. Hughes and Dr. Sproule 
they had established records, but it 
was desirable to bind down new men 
to some principle. '

The discussion wandered somewhat 
from the point, and a delegate attacked 
the Ontario Government for allowing 
too many Roman Catholics to hold of­
fice in one department. In the depart­
ment referred to nearly every employee 
was a Roman Catholic, while there 
should only be one to each seven Protes­
tants.

The Grand Master advised the 
Grand Lodge to reject the motion. It 
would be impossible to frame a plat­
form which would meet all the di­
versified political conditions prevailing 
in the different Provinces.

"JOY RIDING" A CRIME.

New York Statute Makes it Equivalent
to Larcenv.

Albany, N. Y., May 2i.—Governor 
Hughes to-day signed the so-called “joy­
riding” automobile bill of Senator Hill. 
It provides that “any chauffeur or other 
person Avho, without the consent of the 
owner, shall take or cause to be taken 
from a garage, stable or other building 
or placeman automobile or motor vehicle 
and operate or drive or cause the same 
to be operated or driven for his own pro­
fit, use or purpose, steals the same and 
is guilty of larceny, and shall be punish* 
able accordingly.”

PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.
In moving the adoption of the report, the President and General Man­

ager, Mr. D. R. WiHcie, said :
Gentlemen, I have much pleasure in rising to move the adoption of the 

report, but before making the motion I shall draw your attention to the op­
erations of the bank during the past year. Our deposits have increased by 
about twenty per cent, from $30,150,000 to a little over $36,000,000. There 
has been an increase in circulation of over $200,000, and our ordinary dis­
count loans during the same period have increased from $23,862,812 to 
$26,571,958.

I am happy to say that the increase in deposits is not confined to fluc­
tuating Current Account balances. Oui/ Savings Accounts show an increase 
of $2,500,000, indicating a very substantial improvement in the condition of 
affairs throughout the country. I have pleasure in drawing your attention 
to our conservative policy by way of maintaining at all times substantial Cash 
Reserves, the proportion of what is known as liquid assets being over fifty 
per cent, of our total liabilities to the public.

RESERVES.
The maintenance of large reserves, while affording a sense of aceuritv to 

depositors and while giving confidence to shareholders, and, I may sav," to 
Directors and to the staff, must undoubtedly curtail immediate profits, "but in 
the long run the advantages are on the side of the safer course and ulti­
mately lead to greater gains. We have, I am satisfied, reaped great benefits 
both at home and abroad from the conservative course which we adopted 
many years ago, and which we have endeavored to follow constantly.

STATISTICS.
We do not claim any pre-eminence for enterprise, nor that we have 

gained more than our share of the expansion in deposits, circulation, and 
business loans which has taken place in Canada during the year. The lat­
est monthly returns to the Government indicate a total Bank Note circula­
tion in the Dominion of $67,260,664 on 30th April, 1909, as compared with 
$0(;,713,000 on the 30th of April, 1908, with a total Bank Capital in 1909 of 
$97.140,528. as compared with $96,253,058 on the same day in 1908. Deposits 
in the banks on 30th April, 1000, were $057,489,753 as compared with $551,- 
871.716 on 30th April, 1908. This condition is in part the result of a fairly 
good crop in the Northwest in 1908, valued at $126,000.000, as compared with 
only $90,000,000 in 1907; of large expenditures on public works, of borrow­
ings abroad on the pan of the Dominion, Provincial ami Municipal Govern­
ments; and by railway and other corporations; of a considerable increase in 
the population of the Dominion and of si steady improvement in "encrai 
trade.

Our population is noxv stated to be 7,145,040, as compared with 6,803,500 in 
1907. V

The estimated acreage under crop in the three Northwest Provinces in 
1908 was 10,336,070, yielding in all 238,664.000 bushels of wheat, oats, bar­
ley and other grains. This year the estimated acreage under crop is, 11,- 
2IHH00O. Wheat seeding, although later than last year, has been finished 
under good conditions, and there arc favorable prospects of an average crop. 
When we look forward to the day when even twenty per cent, of the arable 
lands of the Northwest Provinces, which are estimated to number 253,000,000

acres, of which little more than four per cent, arc under crop, are put into Ac­
tion, can we overestimate the results which will follow therefrom, and the ef­
fect which the output will have upon the industrial progress and on the carry­
ing trade of the Dominion!

But our grain industries are not the only ones that are adding to the 
wealth and prosperity of the Dominion. Uur cattle are not only sufficient to 
meet the requirements of the ever-increasing population, but we exported during 
the year 1908, mainly to Great Britain:

T am not one of those who think that the prohibition of the importation 
into England of live stock is an unmixed evil. We are making more money,
1 believe, in feeding our young cattle than we would by their shipment and 
the exportation of the native grain and fodder which they consume. I shall 
say nothing of our lumber interests, which, owing to the depression which 
preceded and followed the crisis of 1907, have been in a somewhat depressed 
condition, but the tide has turned, and we have ^çood accounts from our saw­
mill customers from Ontario to British Columbia ; and last, but not least, let 
me draw your attention to the extraordinary increase in the output of our 
mines. Our mineral output for 1908 is valued at $87.323,849 by the Domin­
ion Government officials. From the Cobalt district alone there has l»?en an 
increase in the value of the output of silver from $136.217 in 1904 to $9.- 
284.869 in 1908, and this, mark you, is but the beginning of greater things 
to come.

.The total imports of Canada in 19 08 were valued at $298,123,792, the 
total exports at $261.512,159. It is estimated that there were borrowings 
abroad during the sMno. period of over $200,000,000, otherwise we should 
have had a very stringent money market.

NEW BRANCHES.
Under our pyatem of banking it is impossible for an institution having 

its own and the country’s Interests at heart to stand still. It is our duty not 
only to endeavor to keep pace with the development of the country, but to 
foster and encourage it by extending banking facilities to still larger radii, be­
sides affording to points in the inner circles, that have grown to importance, 
the facilities which they demand and that we are in a position to extend to 
them. Our desire to carry out such a policy accounts for the eight new 
branches which have been opened during the year, and for the ten additional 
branches which are now being established.

BANK PREMISES.
Bank Premises Account continues to grow, notwithstanding the appro­

priations which we make from year to year, but this is unavoidable. I can 
only assure you that so far as that item is concerned, it is, as it stands in our 
Balance Sheet, one of the most profitable of our investments. We expended 
during the year in the purchase of property and in the construction and fitting 
up of buildings the sum of $169.921.01, and we have, as you have been 
advised, written off from the account out of the profits of the year the sum 
of $69,921.01. Our policy has not been to purchase property or construct 
buildings improvidently, at the same time we must, in a mod%>t way at least, 
provide for our requirements, but without laying ourselves open to the charge 
of extravagance.

BORROWINGS ABROAD.
The borrowings from or through Gnat Britain by the Governments, the 

municipalities and the railways of Canada have been enormous —one won­
ders where all the money comes from—will this easy condition and confi­
dence continue? Some say not. A writer in a recent number of the Fort­
nightly Review draws a very gloomy picture of trade and finances in Great 
Britain.

There are those who say that the enormous taxes imposed by the Brit­
ish Government is driving capital out of the United Kingdom and, if so, we 
are no doubt sharing in its distribution ; it. behooves us. therefore, to invest 
that share in enterprises that will yield a substantial return to the investor. 
We must not enter upon new enterprises that depend entirely upon contin­
uous borrowings from abroad ; otherwise, sooner than we expect, perhaps in 
the not very distant future, the source of supply may dry up, and we may be 
left with unfinished enterprises on our hands.

AMERICAN SILVER.
The quantities of American silver in circulation throughout the Dominion, 

particularly in the western Provinces, including British Columbia, estimated by 
some at $2.006.000. is a bint upon the tiseal system. After all. silver coins are 
but tokens; the American silver dollar is worth in silver less than fifty cents, 
but it passes current in Canada for one hundred per cent, more than its value. 
If silver coins are to form a part, of our currency, let Canada have the liencfit 
of the seigniorage, and let us at the same time give our new citizens an oppor­
tunity to become familiar with our national emblems. The gold and silver coin­
age of every self-respecting nation should form an important part of its national 
outfit, and should b« jealously guarded, it is satisfactory to know that we have 
in Ottawa «me of the best up-to-date and perfect Mints in the world, under the 
management of efficient., scientific controllers ami operatives. I should like to 
s«- et lie machinery in more constant use manufacturing coins up to the legitimate 
demand for gold and silver currency. Uider our present, currency laws the sil­
ver coin of the country is not redeemable in gold or legal tender notes. This 
condition should be remedied ; moreover, the old and worn currency should be 
withdrawn from circulation and replaced by new coins as necessity demands. 
American silver coins should be shipped back to their country of origin.

SHAREHOLDERS.
Our shareholders continue to im-rease. and now* number 1.302, not a 

large increase over last year, it is true, but on the right side.

NOT A HERETIC.
PROFESSOR MATTHEWS ACQUIT­

TED OF HERESY CHARGE.

Students Have a Strong and Inspir­
ing Teacher—Professor Matthews 
Holds Firmly to Inspiration and 
Supernatural Character u. £tnp-

Toronto, May 28.-The charge laid by 
Bov. Dr. Klmore Harris against Pro- 
tcaor I. G. Matthews, of the chair of 
Hebrew a ml Old Testament exegesis of 
Me Master University, of teaching hereti­
cal views of the Old Testament, was 
found not proven by the Senate of Mc­
Master University last night, after a 
session lasting over six hours. In an 
official statement issued to the press 
by the Senate it was declared that Pro­
fessor Matthews. th.mgh accepting 
many of the results of modern critical 
scholarship, holds firmly to the inspira­
tion* ami supernatural character of the 
Old and New Testaments. It is further 
declared that "McMaster University 
•stands for freedom, for progress ami 
for investigation.”

Dr. Harris based his charges upon 
shorthand notes taken by a student in 
Professor Matthews’ case, the general 
allegation being that the professor was 
unorthodox in many of his views re­
garding the interpretations of the Old 
Testament by higher critics. In view 
of the publicity given to the charges it

quarter, and never be guilty of binding 
the spirit of free inquiry. As a Chris­
tian school of learning under Baptist 
auspices it stands for the fullest and 
freest investigation, not only in the 
scientific realm, but nl§o Lit the,realm of 
biblical scholarship. Holding fast their

•tradition and taking their stand on the 
word of God alone ns the suprenH* and 
all-sufficient rule of faith and practice, 
the Baptists have ever been ready to 
accord to , all students of the sacred 
scriptures the largest possible measure 
of freedom consistent, with loyalty to 
the fundamentals of the Christian faith.’’

was decided at a meeting of the Senate 
on May 11 to appoint a committee to 
investigate them, and to definitely settle 
the attitude of McMaster University 
towards modern scholarship. After 
careful consideration the committee pre­
pared a report exonerating Professor 
Matthews from the charges made against 
him. and expressing confidence in his 
teaching.

The report came before a special 
meeting of the Senate yesterday, and 
after considerable discussion the recom­
mendations of the committee were 
adopted, and this statement was issued :

“The Senate, after careful considera­
tion, finds the charges against the teach­
ing of Professor Matthews not proved. 
The Senate is assured that Professor 
Matthews is regarded by his students us 
a strong ami inspiring teacher; that he 
is a man of humble and devout spirit, 
sound on all the fundamentals of the 
Baptist faith, and that he is highly re­
spected as a Christian and a gentleman 
by all those who know him best. In 
matters of biblical criticism he is con­
servative.

“The chair of Old Testament exegesis 
is, in the opinion of the Senate, one of 
the most difficult in the wjjolc univer­
sity to fill, because of the critical prob­
lems that are necessarily raised in deal­
ing with the religion and literature of 
the Semitic peoples. There are different 
ways of facing these problems. One 
method is to ignore them altogether; an­
other is to recognize them, but to seek 
to deal with each imiividually as it 
arises in the ntiml of the student; ami 
a third is to state the problems frankly, 
face them, and then seek to find some 
solution that will stand the severest 
strain that may be put upon it. Pro­
fessor Matthews adopts the last of 
these methods, believing that it is 
better for the students to face the 
problems in the privacy of the class i 
room under the sympathetic guidance | 
of their teacher than to meet and solve ! 
them alone and unaided, as they are j 
bound to do in after years in the course 
of their ministry. Ami in this Professor ; 
Matthews has the hearty endovsation of j 
the Senate.

MONEY ORDERS.
Forged Ones Cashed by Merchants 

at London, Ont.

Kenova. May 27.—A couple of Ital­
ians, wanted at London.

On account of the depleted 
condition of the family coffers the chil­
dren could not always be clothed as well 
as other children, and when they went 
to school the other members of the class 
Httighed at them. Sometimes they were 
dtit of shoes, and on these occasions she 
kept the ‘"kiddies” away from school so

In the case of Mrs. Annie Lyons, 227 
Murray street, who was chargea with in­
creasing the amounts and changing the 
dates oi certain receipts given iu her by 
Cyrus Stewart, sewing machine agent,
Mr. Stewart swore that Mrs. Lyons did 
not keep up the payments on a sewing 
machine he nad sold her about two years 
ago. She was to pay *4 a month. She 
moved out of town, and left the machine 
at a friend’s place, and for a while con­
tinued the payments until there was 
only a balance of $7. Some time ago, he 
aaitl, she sent him a letter asking him 
to,secure the machine from her friends, 
crate it and ship it to her. lie gut the 
machine, he said, but refused tu send it 
to her until she paid the balance of the 
account, together with the interest, 
which made a total of about $10.
