It is 
rumoured that the woman has already been 
secretly hangi d.

A Berlin despatch says it transpires that 
the real difficulty between Prince Frederick 
Charles and his wife was his cruel and in­
human treatment. It is said the Prince had 
been drinking heavily, and beat his wife 
brutally. It is rumoured that the Princess 
is not satisfied with a separation and will 
demand a divorce.

At the trial of torpedoes recently on the 
Bosphorus, Daoud Bey, a Turk, produced a 
torpedo invented by himself, the motive 
power of which is obtained by means of 
rocket tubes.

loss will be nearly one hundred million francs, 
for the protection * of a monopolist ring of 
pork-packers at Nantes.

American Pork.

The Royalist journal, the Clairon, of 
Paris, devotes to the American bog a spirited 
leader of three columns. It declares that at 
the present moment the American hog is of 
greater importance to the great masses of the 
French people than the revision of the Con­
stitution. Frenchmen every year eat 40 mil­
lion francs’ worth of American pork, for 
which they pay the moderate price of sixty 
centimes per kilogramme. The Clairon refers 
to the reports of Drs. Brouardel and Grancher, 
who were sent by the Minister of «Commerce 
to investigate the trichinosis in Germany, 
and who came to the conclusion that there 
was no reason to prohibit American pork. 
The Clairon concludes by earnestly urging the 
French Government to revoke the prohibition 
before the 20th of January, when the Ameri­
cans, who are furious, propose to retaliate by 
a terrible blow at French industry. The 
Clairon states that this is also the advice of 
the French Academy of Medicine.

Our Berlin correspondent had an interview 
with Professor Virchow. He condemns as 
utterly illogical, unnecessary, and unjusti­
fiable from sanitary reasons the present pro­
hibition against American pork m Germany 
and France. He thinks that local control by 
microscopic examination would be an ample 
safeguard. No cases of trichinæ in American 
hog meat have been proved to exist in Ger­
many fç>r ten years. He was asked by the 
French Chamber of Deputies to give his opin­
ion of the necessity of the prohibition. His 
answer will be based on the above statement. 
He will publish a pamphlet embodying his 
views within ten cyiys.

The authorities of the province of Kwang- 
tung, of which Cautou is the capital, are 
vigorously preparing for war, and are building 
a telegraph line between Canton and the 
Tonquin frontier. The Viceroy of Canton 
has issued a proclamation summoning the 
people to prepare to repel the French in­
vaders, at the same time expressing friend­
ship toward other nations,

A Dresden despatch says :—The Marquis 
Tseng, in a letter received here, declares the 
capture oL Svnt^y by the French had

A Hong Kong despatch says :—Pirates at­
tacked Nam Dinh on all sides on the night of 
the 1st and 2nd.

All communication with Sennaar 
has been stopped, and the steamers sent to 
convey troops aod despatches there have re­
turned. Thirty thousand rebels hold Halifeh 
on the line of the telegraph along the \yhite 
Nile. „• ,

Baker Pasha has been ordered to relieve 
Tocar and Smkat, near Snakim, and to with­
draw the garrison, but to undertake no opera­
tions west oi Sinkat. The Government is 
considering the best means of evacuating the 
Soudan, a task which will be difficult owing 
to the guns and large stores of ammunition 
to be removed.

A Cairo despatch says the Government ha* 
received advices from Snakim that an agree­
ment has been effected with several hitherto 
hostile chiefs on the Snakim and Berber route 
to Khartoum by wbichitishopod theevacnation 
of the Soudan will be' facilitated. It is in­
tended to despatch Abd-el-Kader, the Minis­
ter of War, to Khartoum to supervisa the 
evacuation.

“Chinese” Gordon declares that Egypt 
must abandon Darfour and Kordofan, but 
should retain the Eastern Soudan. If 
El Mehdi is allowed to establish 
himself there the effect will be 
disastrous. The Arabs on both sides of the 
Red Sea will be likely to catcii the infection 
of rebellion, and the whole “ Eastern ques­
tion” will be re-opened.

The troops from Berber have succeeded in 
relieving the garrison at Gesireh with a loss 
of 64 men Col. Coetlogan telegraphs from 
Khartoum imploring orders for a retreat, as 
a third of his troops are disaffected and the 
inhabitants are ^hostile. The Govern­
ment has telegraphed the Governor of Khar­
toum to prepare to .quit the town at a 
moment’s notice.

The rebels made a night attack on Tokar 
on December 20th, but were reuulsed. They 
looted the house of one of the principle mer­
chants of the town, carrying off hia wife 
and daughter. The garrison lost five 
killed and seven wounded. The rebels are 
entrenched six hundred yards from the town. 
Letters from Sincat state that the town can­
not hold out beyond the 30th. The garrison 
is suffering severely from cold.

Difficulty of Evacuating the Soudan,

A Cairo despatch says The Ministry of 
War. in a statement regarding the proposed 
evaluation of the Soudan, shows that there 
are 21,000 men and 84 guns there. The re­
moval to Khartoum of the ammunition stored 
at Kass&la would 1 -leqnire four thousand 
camels, or six thousand if the material on 
the Abyssinianfrontier should Slso be removed. 
To march from Berber to Wadyhalfa through 
the desert would be impossible ; it would be 
necessary to make the journey by river, 
which would take three months and require 
1,300 boats. Several Bedouin tribes along 
the Nile between Khartoum and Berber have 
declared for Ei Mehdi,

Orders have been sent to Khartoum for the 
civil population to quit the town immedi­
ately.

Detroit, Jan. 14.—The immense seed 
store of D. M. Ferry & Co. was the scene 
this morning of a panic. A boy employed in 
the finishing room on the fourth floor drop­
ped a lighted piece of paper in a pot of shel­
lac, yvhich instantly ignited. The blaze 
Created a stampede among fifty girls em­
ployed there, aq^ they rushed down stairs in 
great confusion shooting “Fire !” This 
caused alarm among fifty girls working in the 
bean room on the first floor, who rushed to 
and fro screaming frantically for help. Be­
fore they oould be quieted down three girls 
jumped through one of the windows, break­
ing the glass, and precipitating themselves 
into the street, where they fell unhurt by al­
most a miracle. The fire was quickly extin­
guished.
A Whole Family Htimed to Death with 

their Dwelling.

Raleigh, N.C., Jan. 9.—Saturday night, 
on the plantation of \V. G. Taylor, Lenoir 
county, ah entire family of negroes, William 
Groom, hit wife, and six children, were burned 
to death. That bight the weather was the 
coldest for twenty years, and it is supposed a 
large fire was made before retiring, and 
the house caught tire from blazing brands 
rolling on the floor. No news of the event 
reached the neighbours until noon on Sunday ; 
tbep a neighbour visiting the family found 
nothing but tbe ashes of the house and the 
remains of eight human beings. The father 
and mother were found near together, and an 
infant between them, where the bed stood. 
The skeleton of one child was between this 
spot and the door. The others were in their 
usual places oi rest. It is supposed nearly all 
died of suffocation.

fession of Murder and Arson.
Washington, Jan. 9.—W. L. Benjamin, a 

(coloured man, appeared in court with his 
nephew, Elphonso Kell, a 15-year-old iad, 
and asked that he be committed fur incorrigi­
bility. He told the court tne boy had made 
several attempts to poison members of the 
family by placing vermin poison in milk and 
in water which they drank ; that he had poison­
ed cattle belonging to him and had attempt­
ed to set the house on fire ; also that 
just before Christmas he had attempted to 
cut the throat of one of the children in the 
house while she slept. The boy acknowledged 
his.uncle’s story was true, and confessed that 
while living in Baltimore he had administered 
poison to his mother and aunt, who both died 
irom the effects ; that he had attempted to 
poison other people and cattle while in Balti­
more, and had set his mother’s house on fire. 
He was committed for examination as to his 
mental condition.

Michael F. O’Crowley addressed the meet­
ing of the Fenian Brotherhood in Columbia 
hall, Brooklyn, last night, on “Scientific 
Warfare ; " or the Quickest Way to Drive 
the Redcoat Robbers out of Ireland. - He 
said :—“ I am a peaceable man, and would 
hope to gain my ends in life by peaceful arts. 
But in Ireland all peaceful arts are at an end. 
Its freedom is to be gained only by the use of 
dynamite. We cannot fightEngland with guns 
in the open*6cld. No implement of war is to 
be found in aq Irishman’s house. Even the 
tines of his pitchfork must not be above the 
size regulated by English law. Has not Eng­
land applied all the hateful practices that 
Governments employ in accomplishing their 
purposes ? Has she not employed in Ireland 
more cruel methods of destruction than we 
ver have or will employ ?”

A tall, dark-haired young man, who made 
copions notes of O’Crowley’s remarks, said 
he w as J. Knight, and was six months ont 
from Ireland.

“ I am sorry to hear,” he said. “ a handful 
of Irishmen talk of dynamite and the des­
truction of England, as it has been talked of 
here to-night. The worst of it is that the 
press in London will give it all the importance 
which the speakers intend shall be given to 
it. Every time there is an accident in anv 
of the public buildings in England you rusB 
to lay claim to it. This makes the English 
man detest the Irishman the more. The doc­
trines of Parnell, and of the Land League, and 
of Isaac Butt, and of Home Rule gained more 
respect than the claptrap of Fenianism. You 
are forging chains for Irishmen."

Many indications of dissent were exhibited 
by the audience daring this speech, but the 
chairman insisted that Mr. Knight should be 
allowed to finish.

The Quaker Body.
Judgment was given in Osgoode hall laat 

week in a case affecting the ownership of 
nearly all the property held by the Quaker 
denomination in Canada, arising ont of a anit 
tried at Belleville last fall. Down to 1880 
all member* of the denomination adhered to 
one discipline, but in that year a division 
took place in the Westlake Society. Changes 
were made in the discipline, and aa the ma­
jority favoured the change they took posses­
sion of the church property. The minority, 
however, again secured the property, and 
then followed a suit to restrain the defen­
dants from using the church. The defen­
dants, or the minor party; held that they 
were the only true Quakers, and as the plain­
tiffs were eeoeders they had no claim to the 
church property. They further contended 
that the new discipline was not binding, not 
having been sanctioned by the unanimous 
voice of the society. Mr. Justice Prondfoot, 
in giving judgment, held that the new 
party had no claim to the property, 
ae their diecipiiee do not correspond with the 
description of service to be observed in meet­
ings, as adopted in 1859, and consequently 
the plaintiffs could not held the property as 
trustees. The defendant» by this judgment 
are declared the legal trueteee of the pro­
perty, and an injnnction was granted to re­
strain the plaintiffs from controlling the
trusts they assumed.

Bothwell Election Case.
Judgment was given in the Bothwell Do­

minion election case by Mr. Justice Galt at 
Osgoode hall on Saturday morning. His 
Lordship declared that Mr. J. J. Hawkins 
was not duly elected, but that the Hon. 
David Mills was dnly elected. He dismissed 
the petition against James Stephens, the re­
turning officer, with casts, to be paid by the 
petitioners, and gave judgment in favour of 
the petitioners, with costs to be paid by Mr. 
Hawkins, other than the costs to James 
Stephens. At the close of his judgment hi* 
Lordship animadverted on the conduct of 
Jeffs, the deputy returning officer at polling 
subdivision No. 1, Camden, and stated he 
was not satisfied that it was not bis duty to 
report him to the Speaker.

Mr. J. J. Hawkins, intends to appeal to 
the Supreme Court against the decision of 
Mr. Justice Galt electing Hon. D. Mills as 
member.

A Brakesman's Miraculous Escape.
Richd. Benson, a young man employed as 

brakesman on the Grand Trunk railway, had 
a miraculous escape from death on Wednes­
day morning. Between one and two o’clock 
he was on a freight train passing Cobourg, 
and was clambering down the ladder at the 
end of one of the cars when he was struck by 
the projecting arm of a water tank and thrown 
between the rails. He had presence of mind 
to pull.bis legs as close to his bony as pos-' 
sible, and thus kept them clear of the wheels, 
although every moment he expected to have 
them ent in two. He was blinded by the 
snow into which he had fallen, and conse­
quently could not see how close or distant he 
was from the wheels. Several times be was 
struck by the brake-beams and turned over 
and over in the snow, but when the last car 
roiled by he found that he bad escaped with 
a few severe bruises. The accident had been 
observed and the train was stopped, but the 
train hands never expected to find Benson 
alive. He was taken to Belleville, and re­
turned to Toronto with the express. On Fri­
day he returned to duty.

The Humber Catastrophe Almost Repeated
A panic occurred on the suburban train on 

Friday shortly after five o’clock on almost 
the same spot where the recent Humber dis­
aster took place. The train was coming into 
the city, and contained a large number of 
passengers. Just after leaving the Humber a 
freight tram was noticed coming down the 
grade at a rapid rate. Several of those 
Aboard became greatly alarmed, Tearing that 
a- collision was about to take place. In the 
panic which ensued three passengers jumped 
off the train ami theothers were restrained from 
doing so by the assurance of thu conductor 
that there was no danger. The suburban 
whistled several times, and both trains were 
stopped. It was found that a lady, one of 
the three passengers who had jumped, ap-

Seared to be seriously injured bv her fall, 
he waa earned aboard the train and the

Journey to the city resumed. On arriving 
icre [)r.

Sensation Over a Salvation Army Funeral.
Kivcston, Jan. 14.—A sensation was 

caused in the city yesterday by an occurrence 
which took place prior to a Salvation Army 
funeral. Mr. Ronan was engaged to bury 
the remains of Miss Tetiock,-who belonged 
to the Salvation Army. He laid the corpse 
out in the coffin and made ail preparations 
for the funeral, which was to take place on 
Sunday. On Saturday R. Newman went to 
Ronan, who is a Roman Catholic, and told 
him that he heard it said if he drove his 
hearse to the barracks it would get smashed. 
Ronan late on Saturday night withdrew from 
,the contract, requesting that another hearse 
[be secured in ordey-to save any trouble. 
ATterwards Hi "Btame, another undertaker, 
‘was called in, Who 'transferred the remains 
into a coffin furnished by himself, and that 
supplied by Ronan was laid out in the wood­
shed. The affair created a great sensation, 
and several rumours are circulating. One is 
to the effect that a priest of the Roman 
Catholic Church ordered Ronan not to con­
duct the burial, but this statement is denied 
by the latter, who says that the priest pot 
only did not give him advice in the matter, 1 
but postponed the hour of a Gptholio funeral 
in order that Ronan might be able to attend 
to both in one afternoon. While some blame 
Ronan for refusing to oonduot the funeral, 
others censure Brame for removing the corpse, 
as the former intended to allow the coffin be 
supplied to be used, but desired another 
hearse in order tP save disturbance. The 
Salvationists say they made no each threat aa 
announced, and that all that was desired was 
that the cross should be removed off the 
hearse, which is always done when it is in 
use at a Protestant funeral.

In the evening Lord Lans- 
downe was "entertained by the members of 
the Toronto Club, and in reply to the toast of 
the evening made a brilliant speech, which 
was frequently applauded. Lord Lansdowne 
is a pleasing speaker, the only defect being 
an inclination to hesitate or pause in the early 
part oi his addresses, which, however, van­
ishes as he proceeds and allows his enthusiasm 
to break forth.

On Friday their Exoellenciee, attended by 
the Lieutenant-Governor and suite, visited 
the general hospital, and later in the day 
were presented with an address by Mayor 
Boswell! on behalf of the Corporation of To­
ronto.

The mines now being operated in the 
vicinity of the Lake of the Wood* give great 
promiee. The Winnipeg Consolidated Gold 
Mining Company are energetically pushing 
their works, and are making thorough tests 
of the locations bought by them. Ou one 
they have sunk a shaft over 100 feet deep, at 
tire foot of which are two drifts of 30 and 22 
feet in length, and another of 70 feet, in 
which have been found largo veins of the 
highest /grade of ore. A mining expert en­
gaged in the interests ot an English syndicate 
is now on his way to this mine to inspect it, 
and should his report be favourable, as no 
doubt it will be, there will be no isclt of capi­
tal to prosecute the work on the largest scale.

The summer frost scare in the North-West 
is being made much of for political purposes. 
A prominent farmer, who has been inter­
viewed by the Regina Ltader, says that if 
farmers wi 1 only sow early, and not wait till 
the latter part of May, they will raise good 
crops without fear of frost. O11 the Bell 
farm 1,200 acres were sown with wheat, 
from which a crop ot 23,020 bushels wss 
raised. Of this 21,720 bushels were of the 
best quality, weighing above the average, and 
the remaining 1,300 were slightly frost bit­
ten. The 1,300 bushes were raised from 
seed sown on May 1st, too late to obtain a 
wet start, and to this fact alone is attributed 
the damage by frost. The cost of production 
is estimated at 42c. per bushel, and 10,000 
bushels were sold for 89c., f.o.b., while a 
large quantity was taken for seed by neigh­
bouring farmers at $1.25.

Opening Lands to Settlement.
The reservation .of the mile belt and of the 

Southern Manitoba lands having effected its 
purpose, viz,, prevented speculators in whom 
tbe furore of speculation in the lands of 
Manitoba and the North-West had destroyed 
their level-headednees, the Minister of the 
Interior belieVed that the time had come 
wh n the reserved lands could be thrown 
open with safety and with benefit to tbe 
actual settlers. The result since January 1st 
has been most gratifying, a large number of 
entries Having been made. Our local Grit con- 
temporary takes the ciedit for having forced 
the Government to throw open these reserve». 
That is nonsense. The policy has always 
been to give these ianda to the settler 
and to preserve them from the grasp of tbe 
speculator. Had the Globe’s advice been 
followed, the iahds would have been thrown 
open at the very time when the specnlating 
sharks were most voracious. In the choice 
of the time for throwing open the reserves the 
Government have been well advised.

A case in which the prerogative of the Gov­
ernment is concerned has Been decided by 
Mr. J nitice Mslffiieti,” and as the judgment 
is alleged to be ctmtriry to all precedent it 
is exciting considerable comment in legal 
circles. The following are the facts of the 
caee :—Some yea's ago the late Mr. Henry 
J udah purchased from the Dominion Govern­
ment the old post-bffice building on St. 
James street. The purchase price was $!o<),- 
000, which, with the exception of some 
$19,000, was left£in abeyance, inasmuch as 
Mr. Judah claimed that he bad a counter 
account against the Government for his fees 
as one of the Stignorial commission dating 
back from 1854, and which remained unpaid, 
the Government refusing to acknowledge this 
claim. Action was instituted by Messrs. 
Davidson & Cross on behalf of the 
Minister of Justice. Counsel on behalf of 
Mr. Judah pleaied the compensation above 
alluded to, which was met by an answer in 
law to the effect that compensation could not 
be claimed against the Crown. Mr. Justice 
Mathieu, however, rendered a carefully- 
prepared judgment on this important issue, 
bolding that m the present ease the compen­
sation claimed did not affect the Royal prero­
gative, and that when the Crown acted as an 
ordinary subject in buying and selling com­
pensation could be set up. Tbe Government, 
through Mr. Davidson, Q.C., will appeal the 
case to the Privy Council.

Resignation of Mr, Monssean.
Mr. Mousseau, Premier of the Province of 

Quebec, tendered his resignation on Friday to 
Lieutenant-Governor Robitaille, who accept­
ed it and sent for Dr. Ross. The latter 
gentleman has undertaken to form a new 
Government. All statements about tbe Fed­
eral Government having offered Mr. Mous­
seau a seat in the Judiciary of Quebec are 
premature. The selection of Hon. Dr.z 
Ross as Premier is considered a judicious 
one on the part of the Lieutenant-Governor, 
although it will not be as popular by any 
means aa that of the gentleman who has de­
clined tbe honour. Dr. Ross’ character as an 
upright, honourable, and able public man is 
universally recognized and acknowledged, in 
fact he has proved by his public record 
that -Le bolds tiie interests ,of his 
province above all other considerations. 
The complexion of his Cabinet is not even to 
suggest, nut it is said that the beat members 
of tne divided Conservative party will will­
ingly listen to bis overtures to accept port­
folios, Everyone it looking 'forward to a new 
régime with a confident hope that it will re­
lieve the province from the financial and 
other embarrassments it has been allowed to 
drift into. There is sin abundance oi re­
sources in this part of Canada if providently 
managed and strict economy is observed to 
raise the province to a foremost place in the 
Confederation.

Statement by Dr. Lennox, of the 
Throat and Lung Institute.

This suit received a 
partial hearing at the York assizes on Wed­
nesday, and was sent to Osgoode hall for 
further argument Dr. Lenaox was found in

’ members oi his stall", and expressed his will­
ingness to have a snort conversation. In 
reply to the reporter’s first query, he said 
that he certainly intended to push his case 
on as soon as the question of privilege was 
settled.

‘‘Is this y onr first case in court ?” wss then 
asked.

“Yes,” was the reply.
“How do yon like the witness box?" The 

doctor smiled at the question, as he replied, 
“I must say that I was somewhat surprised 
at some of the questions put in cross-exam­
ination, as I consider they were quite irre­
levant to the case, especially those m connec­
tion with the financial standing oi the insti­
tute. Not having expected to be interro­
gated in this particular. I had not prepared 
a stateme ,t of the amount invested, and could 
■oc at the moment go into detai a This 
point has been greatly magnified in your paper 
to my disadvantage, as has also the reference 
tothè number employed in the institution. 
If our advertisement was Worded to convey 
the meaning that twentyoigut were employed 
in this city and Montreal an error of want of 
clearness was unconsciously committed. The 
advertisement was intended to convey the 
idea that twenty-eight were employed in this 
country and m Europe, either in travelling 
or in doing regular institute work. You 
also say in your report that 5100,000 are 
annually made from the sale of the spiro­
meter. ”

i “ Is not that correct ?”
“Bv no means. I emphatically stated 

that we do not sell the spirometers, but that 
we use them ai an aid in our method of treat­
ment Onr chargea are not wholly for the 
soirometer and medicines used with it but 
aiso largely

FOB CONSTITUTIONAL TREATMENT, 
which is an important consideration. Then, 
too, your reference to the advertisement lay­
ing that the spirometer is gaining * the re­
spect and confidence oi the majority of the 
most respectable physicians of to-day.’ I be­
lieve that advertisement to be true, but yon 
have added * and they have expressed them­
selves inks favour,’ which finds no place in the 
advertisement to which reference was made. 
In this connection I may aay that any one of 
the physicians regularly engaged in travelling 
conld have named a great many. I could 
not, as 1 am constantly engaged with the 
business of the institute and office work, and 
have not the same opportunities of learning 
the views of the profession throughout the 
country as my staff. ”

“ Have you any further cause of com­
plaint ?”

“ Yes. This case being exclusively mine,
I do not consider that I should answer for the 
acts of Dr. Sonvielle, which no doubt he 
could satisfactorily explain, but which I 
through having been associated with him for 
a limited time have no means of knowing. 
Even after I became manager of the Toronto 
branch of the Institute, Dr. Sonvielle reserved 
the privilege of preparing the advertisements 
when he had time. Then, in your report 
yon represent me as saying that I claimed to 
have been the proprietor of the institute 
since last Jane, This is absolutely false. 
What I said is that I was manager then and 
have been proprietor for about one month.”

Do you consider you are contravening!* 
the custom of physicians in advertising-?"!!*'

“ We are certainly breaking a very old 
custom, but we do so under the belief that 
custom constitutes no absolute rule of action. 
Fifty years ago it was the custom to hang a 
man in this country for horse-stealing, but 
with tne advancement of civilization it was 
found that this custom was a barbarous one, 
and waa therefore discarded.

As the reporter was leaving, Dr. Washing­
ton pointed out that while the spirometer 
was used by him and hi* colleagues as a 
means of carrying medicated vapour to the 
air passages, they were not bound by any 
cast-iron rules in Westing cases. Every mem­
ber of the staff used bis own judgment in 
constitutional treatment, prescribing as he 
thought best.

EAST HORTBCanERLASD ELECTION.

An Important Letter Found ln a Maaonle 
Lodge tooom.

Some important documents in connection 
with the East Northnmberlaad election case 
were filed at Osgoode hall a few days ago. 
Before explaining their nature, however, a 
short account of the ejection case may 
not be out of place. On the third of 
July the trial of the petition, Stanley v. 
Ferris was commenced at Cobourg, Ferris 
being the" Grit member-elect, the peti­
tioner charging him with bribery and 
corruption, and asking that the election be 
declared void. An adjournment took place 
until the 2nd of An gust, and on that day 
petitioner’s counsel applied for a further ad­
journment of three months in order that 
th-.ee important witnesses, named Peterson, 
Wait, and Bennett, who were missing, might 
be produced. Thi* application was strongly 
apposed by the respondent’s counsel, aud tne 
judges held that at that s’tage it would not be 
prise to order a further postponement of the 
trial, as it had already been adjourned for the 
purpose ot" serving these witnesses, and they 
there,’ore directed that the trial shou.d pro­
ved. It will be remembered that judgment, 
is given by Mr. Justice Cameron was that 
thi election was avoided and the"respondent 
unseated, directing h m to pay the costs. 
Mr. ChanceLor Boyd took the op. 
posite view, holding that the peti­
tion shoojd be dismissed, and Ferris re­
tain his seat. Under the ststhte petitioner's

Ottawa, Jan. 13.-j-Apropos of Sir John 
Macdonald’s birthday, a few facts of interest 
may be given. The Premier has been in 
Parliament continuously for thirty-nine yeara 
last November, having been first elected in 
November, 1844. During twenty-three years 
and five months he has been in the Govern­
ment of the country. For thirty-four years 
he has represented tbe same constituency.

SIR LEOHABD TILLEY* RECORD.
Sir Leonard Tilley comes next in point of 

early entrance into Parliament, having been 
first elected in 1854—for the constituency he 
now represents. He has been continuously 
in Parliament during that time, with 
the exception of the period from No­
vember, 1873, to October, 1878. Out of 
an active parliamentary career of twenty- 
four years, he 4ias had the singular good for­
tune of Laving been in tha Government of 
the country nearly twenty-three years.

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS.
Sir Charles Tapper is the third oldest par­

liamentarian in the Government in point of 
entrance into Parliament, being a year 
younger than Sir Leonard, having entered in 
1855. He has had the remarkable good for­
tune of having been the representative of bis 
native county for nearly twenty-nine years, 
having been elected twelve times. His ser­
vice as a representative comes next to Sir 
John’s in length, but he has been a member 
of the Cabinet only sixteen years in alL

Mr. Macpherson, 1864 ; by Hon. Mr. Bowell, 
1867 ; by Hon. Mr. Chapleau, who entered 
parliamentary lif, in th ■ Quebec Legislature 
in 3867, and by Hon. Mr. Caron, 1873, who 
is the young man of the Cabinet, being in 
the 41st year of his age, and havings parlia­
mentary record of eleven years.

THE HABB0UB GRACE AFFRAY.
Evidence of the Marshal of the Procession 

—No Guns Carried bj the Grange Fartj.
St. John’s. Nfid., .Tan. 10.—Before Judge 

Bennett to-day, Hugh XYm. Hawkins being 
sworn, deposed—I was the marshal of the 
Orange society on the 26th" of December last. 
The society was not armed on previous occa­
sions and was not armed on this occasion. 
Two men in front carried imitation swords.
I was not aware of any intended interference 
on tit. Stephen’s day. I made no prepara­
tion for opposition. As the proceseipn moved 
west some powder guns were fired by sym­
pathizers, which is always the case. XX'lien 
the procession got within a quarter oftt 
mile ea t o! pipe-track road, I saw a crowd 
standing weet of said road. Head Constable 
Doyle came up from XX’ater street and walked 
along about six yards in front of the proces­
sion along the street. Doyle walked along 
until he met the crowd. The procesdon pro­
ceeded until they got up to them. This was 
near pipe-track road. Doyle laid hands on 
the two marshals.

ORDERING us to halt 
the procession. We did so. Doyle stood in 
front talking to four men of the River Head 
party. These four men, whom I knew, were 
a little east of the crowd. Witness here 
pointed out one of tha accused, whom ho 
call d Shanahan, bat whose real name is John 
Walsh. Pointing to the prisoner, witness 
said—I also knew Coppel, Quirk, Duggan, 
and Coady. I swear that the man I called 
Shanahan had a gun ; also Duggan and Coadv 
had guns. Anotner man named Harper bad 
a gun. He was standing more in the crowd. 
All whom I could see in front had sticks 
when the propeseion first came up. I 
only saw these with guns whom I 
have named.

The Brace Telescope says :—“ It is really 
time that teachers should also establish a 
trade union. At present they are entirely at 
the mercy of their employers, the school 
trustees. The wages of teachers are coming 
down. They will come down still lower un­
less steps are instantly taken to arrest tbe 
dowh slide. The seventy-five mills that are 
manufacturing teachers since 1874 have pro­
duced a plethora. The supply should be 
checked in some way. The engagement of 
teachers for schools should, be regulated uuon 
a different system from that at present adopt­
ed. It is unseemly and disgraceful to see 
the way teachers will degrade themselves by 
applying for schools advertised in the news­
papers. There is no country, at present, in 
the world in which such a system is adopt­
ed. Take up the American newspapers. 
Will any one see teachers advertised for 
in the same shameless-manner as it is done in 
Canada"? A council employed by a union of 
teachers would correct this and other abuses. 
The modest and friendless teacher would get 
a chance. The pushing, the turbulent, the 
pretentious, and the scheming, would not 
have it all their own way. It behoves teach­
ers who intend to make teaching a business 
for life to unite for the protection of a noble 
profession. It is now very low. Thirty-one 
thousand men and women" have certificates— 
only about eight thousand can get employ­
ment. Five-sixths of the public schools of 
the country are conducted by boys and girls 
without experience. The result is that 
eighty per cent, of the school-going popula­
tion leave school without aspiring even to go 
as far as the Fourth Book. Tne iast report of 
the Minister of Education shows these résulte. 
Teachers, raise the standard of education— 
raise your status by uniting' into a trade 
union.”

EDUCATIONAL LEGISLATION.

The Legislative Committee of the Ontario 
Teachers’ Association had a conference with 
the Minister of Education on Friday last. 
The following members of the committee 
were present Messrs. James L. Hughes, 
chairman ; Win. Carlyle and Wm. McIntosh, 
inspectors ; H. B. Sp'otton, M.A., L. E. Em- 
bro, M.A., and A. McMurchy, M.A., High 
School masters, and S. McAllister and R. W. 
Doan, Public school masters. Among the 
questions discussed were 1. Improvement 
in Model schools. 2. Third-class teachers’ 
certificates and permits. 3. Remuneration 
of examiners at High school entrance examin­
ations. 4. Propriety of High sshool masters 
presiding, at High school examinations.

Propriety of the same examiner preparing the 
papers on the same subject for all tbe depart­
mental examinations daring the current year. 
6. Public school inspectors’ certificates 7. 
Success in teaching an element-in awarding 
tbe grade of certificates. 8. A knowledge of 
tcience imperative in case of second-class 
certificates. 9. Foes for candidates at Pub­
lic school teachers’ examinations. 10. In­
creased efficiency in tnwing of Normal 
scnools, IL New programme, 1882. 12.
Teachers’ associations. 13, One year’s notice 
to begivenofchangesintbesohoolprogramme. 
14. High School fees. 15. English history 
text-books. 16. Bible-reading in schools. 
17. One series of readers. 18. Suggestions 
regarding entrance examinations. 19. Pro­
fessional training for High School teachers.
20. Superannuation of teachers. 21. Tbe 
advisability of abolishing the intermediate 
examination.

Education without religion is at least a 
questionable gift to society ; for education is 
power, and power is good or bad, according 
to the elements of which it is composed, the 
objects to which it is directed, and the hand» 
by which it is administered.

An association of women teachers is in 
course of formation in London, England, 
having for its objects First, the discussion 
of educational questions ; secondly, to afford 
an opportunity to assistant mistresses to 
meet; and, thirdly and chiefly, to improve 
the position of those engaged in teaching, 
with respect to salaries, hoars of work, Ac. 
Up to now assistant mistresses of schools 
hive been among the most hard-worked and 
ill-paid of the community.

It ia proposed to hold in London next year 
an International Health Exhibition, which 
shall also illustrate certain branches of educa­
tion. It will Occupy the buildings erected 
for the International Fisheries Exhibition. 
The object of the exhibition will be to illus­
trate, as vividly and in as practical a manner 
as possible, food, dress, the dwelling, the 
school, and the workshop, as affecting the 
conditions of heslthtnl life, and also to bring 
into public notice the most recent appliances 
for elementary school teaching and instruc­
tion in applied science, srt, and handicrafts.

M. Jules Ferry, Minister of Public Instrnc- 
tioh in France, in a circular issued to the 
teachers, uses these words, “ Religions in­
struction belongs to the family end to tbe 
Church, moral instruction to the school.”
Further on in the same circular he says :_
“ Its (the Legislature’s) primary object is to 
separate the school from the Church, to assure 
liberty of conscience to teachers and pupils, 
and finally to distinguish two domains hither­
to too much confounded xvith each other—• 
that of Belief, which is personal and free ; and 
that of knowledge, which is common and in­
dispensable to all, by the consent of all. ”

The English Journal of Education offered a 
prize of two guineas for the best list of the 
"ten greatest Jiving Englishmen of letters.”

TMJt LICE N SX ACT.
The Ottawa Government have establish­

ed license districts under the McCarthy 
Act The Act came into force on the first 
of January, bat licenses will not be issued 
under the new arrangements until the first 
of May. The Dominion Government, In 
acting in this manner, are taking only due 
and proper cm» of the interesta of temper­
ance, order, and law.

The authority which the Dominion Gov­
ernment possesses for putting the Act in 
force *s against-all provincial legislation on 
the question may be very specifically 
stated.

L There is the authority of Mr. Beth- 
unk, a Liberal, who in 1876 contended 
that the Crooks Act was unconstitutional, 
and asserted that the sole authority was 
h> the hand» of the Dominion Parliament. 
We have twice or thrice of late given Mr. 
Bethvne’s speech, but the Globs has 
avoided answering. We also understand 
that Mr. Bbthune gave a written opinion 
to the same effect If so, the holding of a 
brief on the other side becomsej È ÿtïsre 
questionable act for a public maeti i «<

2. There is the authority of Ms Mflc- 
kenzie, who, in 1878, while doybts were 
openly expressed as to the source and seat 
of authority in regard to the control of the 
liquor traffic, passed the Scott Act as an 
assertion of the right of the Dominion to 
control it.

3. There is the decision of the Supreme 
Court of New Brunswick ; the deyston of 
the Supreme Court or Canada ; the de­
cision of the Queen’s Bench'and Court of 
Appeal of Ontario, and two decisions of 
the Privy Council of England—all recog­
nizing m the plainest possible way the 
sole and supreme right of the Dominion 
Government to control the liquor traffic ee 
a matter of trade end commerce.

Such a mass of authority probably never 
before supported a Minister in putting an 
Act in force in the interest of law and 
order and morality. The sole element of 
uncertainty is the decision that the 
Local Legislatures may make a revenue 
out of, and make police regulations 
concerning the liquor traffic. But this 
hardly complicates the question seri­
ously. We do not 'believe that Mr. 
Mowat will inflict on Ontario fhe trouble, 
expense, and agitation incident to the 
assertion of his right to have a continued 
control of a traffic which he has iniquitous- 
ly used for political purposes. He will 
remember the scandalously hypocritical 
agitation he made over the boundary 
question ; and will recall his recent back­
down. He cannot afford another outcry, 
to be followed by (mother fit of “ whisper- 
“ ing ’umbieness. "

A SCANDALOUS MINISTER. 
While Mr. G. W. Ross was a school 

inspector, with duties and powers that 
gave him influence over trustees and 
teachers, he illegally and therefore cor­
ruptly accepted the money of Gage A Co. 
for the purpose, as the Globe confessed, of 
aiding the circulation of their School Jour­
nal "and other publications.’’

------The next occasion of contest be­
tween these t*o gentleman on legal 
grounds was on the occasion of the pior 
rogation in August, 1873. Mr. Blake on 
that occasion in common with the rest 
of his party, condemned strongly the pro­
rogation which Sir John Macdonald had' 
advised ; though Mr. Blake did not go that 
lengthen insulting Lord Dufferin which 
some of his friends went with a rush. The 
.whole subject was referred to England by 
Lord Dufferin ; and in reply Lord Kim­
berley said that the British Government 
“ fully approved Lord Duffbrin’s having 

acted on these matters in accordance 
“ with constitutional usage. ’’ This may 
be called knock-down number three for 
Mr. Blake in a • contest with Sir Jo* 
Macdonald.

----- The next question on which Sir
John Macdonald and Mr. Blake had a 
difference of opinion was on the question 
of the power of appointing Queen’s coun­
sel Mr. Blake contended that the Lieu­
tenant-Governors had power to appoint 
Queen’s counsel Sir John Macdonald 
contended they had not. The law officers 
of the Crown decided that Mr. Blake was 
wrong, and Sir John Macdonald .was 
right. Mr. Blake contended ■ that the 
Local Legislatures had power to give the 
Lieutenant-Governors the power to appoint 
Queen’s counsel. Sir John Macdonald 
differed from him. The Supreme Court of 
Canada decided that Sir John Macdonald 
was right and Mr. Blake was wrong. And 
action has been taken accordingly. This 
may be called knock-down number four 
for Mr. Blake.

----- The Streams bill case was another
case in jjpint. Sir John1 Macdonald, in 
regard to that bill, took verystrong ground, 
legal as well as political. The people sus­
tained Sir John SbtoooNALD’s political 
View. The Supreme OourfoFCddàda sus­
tained his legal view in a decision which 
contains a number of exceedingly sharp 
phrases of condemnation of the arbitrary 
pwd Segal action of the Mowat Govern­
ment which was upheld by Mr. Blake.

----- Siy John Macdonald also contend­
ed that the Crooks Act was unconstitu­
tional inasmuch as it interfered with a 
matter pertaining to trade and commerce.

Queen v. Burrell, which bore out Sir John 
Macdonald’s views as to the supreme 
power of the Dominion in the direction re­
ferred ta The decision in the case of The 
Queen e.

THE INSIDE OF IT.
In previous issues we have made the in­

iquity of the school book jobbery quite 
plein to every man who is intelligent enough 
to care to understand it It is almost im­
possible to give the public a thorough un­
derstanding of the corruption that under­
lies the whole of this business. But it is 
our duty to try.

Before January, 1882, the date at which 
Mr. Crooks made his announcement that 
a change was to take place, two sets of 
books were being prepared, the Gaor 
books and the Royal Canadian senes. It 
was the knowledge of this fact that spur­
red the Globe-Nelson clique into getting 
up their Canadian edition- And the way 
in which this was done is very character­
istic.

Mr. Kelson interviewed Prof. Young, 
who was the chairman of the committee 
which afterwards authorized the Kelson 
books. Prof. Young, as we understand, 
referred Mr. Kelson to Mr. Hughes, the 
inspector, as a fit editor for the Canadian 
senes. Mr. Hughes, of course, waa 
“ otherwise engaged" with the Gage 
books. So at length another editor was 
found in the person of a Mr. Hunter,

_ who is a friend-ef-tbe family in the Grit 
. organization. When tins was accomplished, 
tbeée were toréé sett Of Readers all in 
course of preparation at once.

The next step was the getting of them 
before the committee. The committee, as 
we have said, had only three men of ex­
perience in such things, fitted'to judge., ot 
the merits of school hooka. But this was 
no matter, as merit was not in question. 
The two first-named series, “ Gage v and 
“ Royal Canadian a had been pretty freely 
exhibited to and examined by the teach­
ing profession ; and each senes had its 
own circle of admirers. But the Kelson 
books had been kept away trom the teach­
ers for obvious reasons, and were sent to 
the Central Committee under seal.

Then the game began. Mr. Mowat 
had promised Mr. Kelson that his books 
(meaning ifi effect his stock in the Globe) 
should be authorized. It was necessary to 
carry this promise out The chairman had 
already, been interviewed—we do not say 
improperly—by Mr. Kelson. All was 
known in Mr. Kelson's interest that 
needed to bè known. The Kelson books, 
however, were not complete ; the notes 
to them were only half done ; bat these 
notes were passed in the committee as 
complete. Gage’s Fourth Book was under­
going repairs. And the Fourth Book of 
the Royal Canadian Series waa deliberately 
withheld by some one from the committee 
though a dozen copies had been filed with 
Mr. Marling twenty-four hours before the 
meeting of the committed.

Kow, let the reader think for a moment 
Two imperfect seta of books were hasti­
ly authorized ; and one set wss dis­
honestly presented in an imperfect form 
to the committee. The series that was 
least perfect was named first in the report, 
and afterwards in the order-in-Oonncil ; 
and this was the G1o6c-Kel8on series. An in­
competent hnd corrupt committee had done 
the work of ah incompetent and corrupt 
Government, in subsidizing the holder of 
<200,000 stock in the Globe. These are
damaging facts that cannot be denied__
note the siience of the organs—and yet 
we have by no means got to the end of the 
corruption.________________ _

THE GOVERNOR-GBNERAL'S 
SPEECH.

The speech of the Governor-General at 
the Toronto Club waa the first public ad­
dress ip which he dwelt at any length or 
with anÿ seriousness on the questions that 
present themselves for his constant con­
sideration. The address was not long, 
but it was graceful, witty, and discreet. 
The public likes to see these things well 
done, and Lord Lansdownb has evidently 
a faculty for doing them skilfully. He 
will find it quite impossible to avoid the 
enterprise of the publishero if he con­
tinues to make speeches which invite col­
lection and republication. He will, like a 
celebrated modern French academician 
be making his book every day. He will 
also find it impossible to keep up five years 
of silence here, even for the purpose of 
storing up his experience for five years of 
speech-making in England ; for we are an 
exacting people and a vain people. We like 
to be praised and encouraged, and Lord 
Lansdownb has exhibited a faculty for 
graceful oratory on which Canada is likely 
to make liberal demands. • J

It is very obvious that the Governor- 
General understands fully the gréai èhange 
which has come over our relations with 
Great Britain within a few years, notably 
since the visit of Sir John Macdonald to 
Rug la nd in 1879. That change includes 
every Term of interest which Englishmen

ents. railway magnate», scientific men, 
fanners’ delegates, agents of benevolent 
associations, managers of land companies, 
our agents or High Commissioners, emi­
gration agents and lecturers, pamphlets 
in millions, and two ex-Governors- 
General who have been most intelli­
gently active—all these have contributed 
in a few years to rob Canada, very profit­
ably for her, of all the menaces of her 
climate, all the mysteries of her prairies, 
and all the prejudioes which had existed 
against the lit# that her people lead. Lord 
Lansdownb takes, as a species of inherit­
ance, all the accumulated knowledge of 
these five years paat ; he enters, with 
faculties all alive, on the discharge of 
duties which he confesses he finds not 
hard to disoharge. He assures us that the 
pigeon-holes of the Colonial Office, in 
which the “ ttokiish questions” are kept, 
are empty aa regards Canada We com­
mend the statement to those who think 
that out ' relations with England are 
strained, and thgt some sort of “ change” 
is inevitable. The people who de­
mie “changes" are a constant quantity 
in every population, as Arthur Helps 
says folly is in human nature. There are 
na reasons for% changes, no desire for 
changes, no call for changes, and no changes 
are, therefore, likely to be made.

In common- with all Canadians We sym­
pathize heartily with the wish of the 
Governor-General that he may be the first 
Governor-General to cross the Rocky 
Mountains on Canadian rails. He is pretty 
certain to realize his expectation. And, 
i once rea]j2e(j jje wii] j)e able on 

to offer a satisfactory answer to 
t< question': “ Whether there liais
“ already arisen à patriotic spirit strong 
M enough to bind together this vast con­
i' tineut from ocean to ocean, strong 
J enough nftt.enly tp inspire men’s tongues 
! patriotic utterances and their minds 
“ w**h vague aspirations after national 

* greatness, but strong Enough to extin- 
“ guish local jealousies, efface the rivalries 

1 twee, Of party, and of creed—strong 
“ to secure the subordination of sectional 
“ interests whenever the sacrifice is de- 
“ mended in the interest of the nation— 
“ strong enough to enable your people to 
11 "ear prosperity without intoxication and 
'* «dyersity with dignity and patience.” 
On his return trom British Columbia a 
couple of years hence he will be able to 
declare that Confederation is accomplished, 
and that the nation is one.

Lord Lansdownb refuses, very properly* 
to accept Turgot’s idea that Colonies drop 
off from the Mother Land like fruit from a 
tree, from over-ripeness. There is no in- 
stancethat we know of in which such drop­
ping has taken place. Ko nation has ever 
abandoned ite possessions without a strug­
gle, and none has ever lost them without 
disaster. Nothing, as Lord Lansdownb 
says, but " wanton carelessness or culpable 
“ perversity” can avail to break the ties 
which bind us in friendly unity with the 
Empire.

THE TWO PRIVY COUNCIL CASES.
The taints decided in the two cases that 

have been before the Judicial Committee 
of the Privy Council should be made per­
fectly familiar to the people. The attempt 
of the Grit organs to misrepresent the 
cases and construe them as having a Grit 
meaning makes it weeotial that the public 
should be madetw familiar as possible with 
the true view of tbé cases.

In 271» Queen v. Russell the point raised 
was the oonstitutionalityof the Scott Act, 
and the decision'waa that the Scott Act 
wag couestitutieaal;. that -*h» pewer of 
ACldiUgzaUtii AWetiMqtrdt^tiriltBei as>,matter 
of trade ind commerce, waa wholly within 
the potfer of the Dominion ; and that 
the power of, granting licensee is not 
assigned 6) the Provincial Legislature 
for the purpose of ‘regulating trade, but 
“ in order to the raising of a revenue for 
“ provincial, load, or municipal purposes. ” 
This decision wgs si) unfavourable to the 
Grit view of things * that Mr. Blake was 
driven to the shAbby expedient of regret­
ting the absence o( the senior counsel, 
sneering at the “ judgment of four or five 
“ men,” and denying the argument of the 
law lords in the case.

The case of the Queen a Hodge is one 
that Mr. Blake has not yet had a chance 
of struggling with. The Globe, which 
quote» Mr. Bethuhk’s speech and then 
runs away, is not in a position it appears, 
to avail itself of Mr. Blake’s valuable ad­
vice. In the meantime the case declares 
with great clearness the supreme right of 
the Dominion Parliament to deal with 
liquor as an article of trade and commerce. 
The judgment contains the following :—

“ Their lordships consider that the 
“ powers intended to be conferred by the 
“ Aot in question, token properly under- 
“ stood, are to make regulations in the na- 
“ ture of police or municipal regulations of 
“ a merely local character for the good gov- 
“ emment of taverns. Ac., licensed for 
*' the sale of liquors by retail, and such as 
“ are calculated to preserve, in the muni- 

cipaiity, peace and public decency, and 
'• repress drunkenness and disorderly and 
“ riotous conduct. As such they cannot 
“ be said to interfere with the général regu- 
“'lation of trade and commerce which be- 
“ longs to the Dominion Parliament, and 
“ do not conflict with the provisions of 
“ the Canada Temperance Act, which does 
“ not appear to have aa yet been locally 
“adopted.” ■>'

Thus in these two cases the power x>f the 
Dominion Parliament to deal with tl*s 
liquor traffic ns an article of .trade and 
commerce has been decided beyond ques­

tion. What remains for the Local Legisla­
ture is the right to regulate the traffic for 
municipal and police puruoses. Let these 
facts be kept well in mind.

THE B0TSWELL CASE
The rejoicing of thé Grit organs over 

the apparent victory of Mr. Mills over 
Mr. Hawkins is tempered by two consid­
erations The first is’ ihat Mr. Hawkins 
has appealed, and with the strongest 
hopes of having the seat at least declared 
vaqant, so that the electors shall have the 
decision in their own hands. The second is 
that Mr. Mills hasdo pay the costs of 
Mr. Stevens, the returning officer, who 
after having been triade the victim of end­
less abuse, especially by Mr. Mills, has 
been exonerated by the court frorp all the 
charges made against him.

geUed Mr. Mills to pay costs. Mr.
tevbnb comes out of the case with his 

reputation unimpaired. Mr. Mtt.ta comes 
out with his considerably damaged for 
veracity. .And Mr. Hawkins has still one 
more coutt to appeal to for a decision 
which may at least allow him the privilege 
of taking once more the opinion of the 
electors.

has made a considerable reduction in its 
rates for the transportation of wheat. The 
following table gives an idea of the char­
acter of the reductions made :

The reductions average twenty-five per 
cent They will benefit the Western 
farmers materially, and as they will en­
courage the transportation of wheat by 
the Canadian route they will be of ad­
vantage to Ontario and the other East­
ern provinces through which .he grain 
psssea Under this ne* tariff wheat will 
be carried from Manitoba City to Montreal 
at about twenty-eight centp a bushel By 
the ail rail route through the United States 
the cost is fifty cents a'bushel Thus 
Canada gets the trade and the Western 
farmer saves twenty-two cents a bushel 

When the Canadian Pacific railway con­
tract waa under discussion, some of the leg­
islators who opposed it were of the opinion 
that if Canada had contented herself 
with a line across- the prairie, and 
had left the farmers dependent upon the 
Amertcari roads for the carriage of their 
produce to the seaboard, sufficient would 
have been done to assure the prosperity 
of the Korth-West. The eastern end of 
the Canadian Pacific railway waa pooh- 
poohed as unnecessary, and it was declar­
ed that its construction was a waste of 
money. Had the policy of these gentle­
men been adopted it would cost, for some 
years to come, fifty cents a bushel to send 
wheat from Manitoba City to the East. The 
suggestions of these shortsighted statesmen 
were not listened to, and as a result the 
Korth-West farmers and the people of the 
Eastern Provinces reap the bemefit 

We shall, of course, be told by the agi­
tators and their backers in the East that 
the reduction is the result of the uproar 
they have been making, just aa we were 
told that the throwing dpen of the mile 
belt was brought about by their ravings. 
So far as the mile belt was con­
cerned the opening of that Stretch of 
country was a part of the policy of 
the Government, - ifThe beit was witheld, 
froga settlementsor-a wise purpose, name­
ly, to secure for the people of Canada the 
profite which would have gone to specula­
tors had it been opened during the period 
that the Pacific railway was being built 
through it The purpose having been ac­
complished the land "was thrown open for 
settlement, and the agitators had nothing 
to do with the course of the Government 
in that regard.

United States, protection has benefitted 
him immensely. As the figures quoted 
above show, lie gets better prices for his 
butter and ham in 1883 than he got in 
1859 while hie coffee, cottons, iron, sugar, 
and so on, are cheaper to-dày than they 
were under free trade. The secret is 
thia. He has a home market for His pro­
duce, and he gets more money by selling 
it in the*hearest town than he can get for 
it by sending it abroad At the same 
time manufactured goods are cheap to 
him, because the output is large, besides 
which the goods have to travel but a short 
distance to reach him, and there is no 
duty upon them.

The census of Canada shows a gratify­

ing increase in wages for 1881 over' 1871. 
In the United States the increase under 
protection has been equally marked A 
table comparing the average rates of year-, 
ly wages paid in 1860, a free trade year, 
with the rates paid in 1880, when the in­
dustries of the Republic were protected, 
has just been published It is as follows :

But it appears that while wages have gone 
up, the cost of necessaries owing to the In­
creased production, has declined A Bos­
ton paper makes the following comparison 
of the prices of commodities under protec­
tion and under free trade :

These are statistics with which Free 
Traders will not deal, for they dare not. 
The figures prove that the story about 
Protection making wages low and neces­
saries high is an untrue on» In the 
United States Protection has had quite* 
contrary effect In Canada under the ex­
isting tariff coal is pot a cent dearer than 
it would have been under the old tariff, 
while cottons, woollens, sugar, manufao- 
tures of iron and steel, coffee, tea, and so 
forth, are cheaper. A return to a Free 
Trade tariff would mean .the dosing of Can­
adian industries, the lowering arid, in the 
majority of cases, the wiping oufcof wages 
altogether. It would mean the re-impdsi- 
lion of the tea and sugar duties arid the 
purchase from abroad of goods such as we 
can make at prices not a cent lower than 
those Canadian manufacturers charge, 
but with the cost of transportation and thé 
duty, ten, fifteen, or seventeen and a half 
per cent., whatever it may be, added. It 
would also mean a fall in the values, both 
of stocks and real estate, and a direct loss 
to the farmer who would be compelled to

Mr. J. S. Aikins, of Winnipeg, who has 
just returned from England, reports that the 
farmers agitation has had a prejudicial effect 
on Canadian securities.

Ti£STI>G SILOS. NOTES OF SI
Beeulte of Fuprrlmenia at the Guelph 

Agricultural College.

The second series of experiments with silos 
and ensilage has just been complgted at the 
Experimental Farm, Guelph, and nothing ha« 
been left undone in the way of enquiry so as 
to reach satisfactory conclusions from an 
economical point of view. The experiments 
began. Professor Brown says, in August last, 
when two weeks were employed in tea tic; 
the keeping properties of varions green fod" 
ders in a portable form, as it was considered 
advantageous to find ont whether live stock 
could be fed on green fodder either when 
being imported from or exported to Great 
Britain Pith in summer and winter. For 
this purpose ordinary sized oak barrels, 
others as Urge as beer casks, and lastly a 
large oak tan were procured, the last named 
having» capacity of 60 cubic feet. It waa 
found very difficult to fill a barrel so.idly 
round the edges with screw power, as the 
material tended towards the centre and left 
an empty space adjoining the circumference, 
even when the fodder was in inch lengths. 
This they had to pack with the hand and 
lever power in addition to the screw. This 
was the first trial.

The second consisted in the same size of 
barrel, bnt fitted inside with a square box, so 
as to allow of the screw pressure being equal 
on all part» This necessarily diminished the 
capacity for fodder as vacancies remained be­
tween the box and barrtL In order therefore 
to obtain an ordinary barrel capacity along 
with the inside box, a larger barrel was em­
ployed for the third example ; and, still fur­
ther to ensure success, the vacant spaces were 
packed very so.idly with earth—eurth being 
also placed beneath the box and on top of 
fodder when finished. The green fodder 
wss thus "completely enclosed—first by an 
air-tight box ; second surrounded by a six- 
inch packing of loamy soil ; and, third, 
outside, by an air-tight hardwood barrel. In 
each of these three forms were used cut and 
uncut fresh clover, rye grasse» and perman­
ent pasture—very succulent and none near 
maturity ; the plants were so tender that 
the screw abrased and discoloured them as 
well as pressed out the natural aap to a con­
siderable extent.

The fourth portable silo was the Urge tan 
referred to, wnicb was placed m a corner of 
the cattle stable for convenience. It was 
fitted inside with a seven-sided box, and 
fill d with one ton of fodder—one-third green 
oats and the remainder permanent pasture. 
Filling was done on the 3rd of October, and 
it was opened on the 29th December— 
having thus remained untouched for 86 day»
The lid was covered with one foot of earth, 
and the screw kept tant every day. This 
material gave no indication- of "beating, and 
was perfectly cool wnen opened. Tne per­
manent pasture has a green-brown colour, a 
strong sour taste and smell—a very heavy 
putrid scent difficult to describe—and yet 
the fibre is sound even in the case of delicate 
clover. The whole body of the pasture was 
so full of sap as to be easily pressed out with 
the hand when removed from the silo. The 
oat fodder, on the other band, turned out 
sound, sweet, and as palatable as from tho 
Urge silo. The pa-tare in the small barrels 
was similar in condition to that just describ­
ed in the tun.

Experiments were also made with the view 
of preserving corn fodder in a common root 
cellar, for which purpose the floor was eement- 
ed with a drainage to the doorway—not to 
the centre as in most other si oe ; the walls 
were also cemented, and in every respect made 
suitable for an air-tight covering "and easy 
access ny door to cattle, at a cost of 328. The 
severe froste of August, however, destroyed 
the corn fodder and it waa then decided to 
test oat» the product of a field of ten acres of 
a late variety being used. Most of the field 
was green, both in stalk* and leaves, bnt 
others were tinging with white and the leave 
decaying, so that the most unripe parts were 
selected. The material may be said to have 
been on the mature side for this pnrpoie, and 
yet it is better to have it so than in the im­
mature condition. Mowing, hauling, cat- s- 
ting, and packing commenced on Is» and 
was finished on fed October. In all these 
operations efficiency and economy were stu­
died, and the bill, allowing full value for 
everything, stood at $48. The actual cash 
outlay, however, Was not half that sum.

Twenty-eight tons filled the pit to ten fee»
It was at once covered with two-inch boards 
averaging nine inches in width—and loaded 
with earth that gave 1,000 lb» per square 
yard. In order to ascertain the temperature 
of the material np to the time of using, e 
perforated wooden box 4 in. x 4 in. was 
placed in the centre of the silo, which rested 
on the floor and stood ten feet six inches in 
heigh» having a hinged lid aa air-tight si 
possible. In this box three thermometers 
were attached to a sliding rod the same length 
as the box, one at the bottom, one at what 
was calculated would be the settled centre, 
and the third near the top, Thia rod with 
its thermometers was easily removed when 
required for daily observation. In addition 
to this arrangemen» and in order to cheek 
any improper effect of a clos d hqx communi­
cating with the open air, a four feet ground 
thermometer was placed into the ensilage by 
boring a hole after the mass was nearly 
settled down. This thermometer records on 
the top from the open but shielded mercury 
at the bottom, without being removed. Its 
length enabled the experimented to place the 
mercury exactly in the centre o! die mas» 
and yet to have twelve inches above the 
nettled soil surface. The immediate contact 
of this thermometer with the fodder was con­
sidered rather more efficient than the box 
arrangement. The oat fodder did not settle 
down so rapidly as corn doe» because the 
hollow stems resis» and bold out longer. It 
took twelve days to reach its final depth.

This silo was opened on December 31s» 
being 89 days after finishing, and proved a 
most gratifying mcces» With the exception 
of three inches adjoining the dcor the fodder 
is one body of sweet well-eoloured oat stalk» 
leaves and heads. The greenness is more 
prominent immediately touching the planks ; 
elsewhere the material has a brown, but not 
dark, ting» very slightly spoiled by fermen- 
tation, or other form ot <kcay, and when 
taken on» in ita ’emperature of about 70° 
Fabr., smells actually sweet and tastes 
slightly salt (no salt was used in pitting)— 
neither sour nor bitter, but exposure to the 
air very soon brings a distinct smell and 
taste. There are some spots that are not so 
sweet as other» The hollow stalks are ail 
flattened and form a dose mass with the 
leaves and heads. While it may be argued, 
Prof. Brown sqys, that we wonld have had a 
more juicy or succulent material had the 
oats been less matured, it is clearly obvious 
that the greeter thé maturity consistent with 
crisp greenness at the time' of pitting the 
greater will be the success in holding fresh­
ness and sweetness all winter.

Unfounded Statements Regarding 
Disease st tlie Guelph harm.

Mr. F. C. Grenside, Professor of Veteri­
nary Science at the Ontario Agricultural Col-* 
lege, Oueiph, sends the. following in reply 
to statements made that shwp rot was de­
vastating the stock on the Experimental 
Farm ;—

and which ie beaded 'Sheep Rot—Tape 
Worm.’ The information Contained in that 
letter is manifestly so incorrect that it will 
convey a wrong impression to the public, 
hence the necessity tor my craving a portion 
of your space to rectify the errors therein 
contained.

“ The object of the letter appears to be to 
show that we were in error in attributing the 
death of some forty iambs—which occurred 
at the Agricultural College here lastspring— 
to the effect of tape worms, and to ahow that 
the disease colled rot was really the Muse.
I will just state thl facta of the case, 
so that correct inferences may be drawn. 
One morning, in the early part of the month 
of May last spring, the shepherd oo going to 
the field where tne sheep were, found some 
seven or eight "of the lambs lying dead. I 
wak sent for and found on making a post­
mortem examination thattheinteaiinesof these 
lambs contained a quantity of tage-worms, 
varying irom twenty to over One band red feeL

“ The intestines and stomachs of these 
lambs were also inflamed, the se­
verity of the infianuriation seeming in 
direct ratio to the quantity of worms present 
All the other organa were examined, but 
nothing to indicate disease of any of them 
was detected. In forty-eight hours'time aa 
many more were found de»d, and a like num­
ber showing signs of approaching death. Most 
of the former were examined, and much 
the same conditions were revealed. In those 
that were showing gigns of sickness at this 
time the symptoms varied, some evidencing 
abdominal pain, by great uneasiness, fre­
quently changing their positions, lying down, 
and kicking, the abdomen being distend­
ed with gas, and pain shown when it was 
pressed. Others displayed symptoms of brain 
disturbance, by showing dnlneas, apathy, and 
unconsciousness of surrounding objects, 
which they wonld run against when moving.

“On destroying Jsubjeots showing these 
different symptoms we' found » complete 
absence of inflammation of the bowels or 
stomach in those exhibiting cerebral disturb­
ance, but a well marked congested condition 
of the brain. A similar examination of those 
manifesting abdominal pain revealed a like 
condition to those that first died, so that 
within four or five days between twenty and 
thirty lambs were lost Some subsequent 
deaths occurred during the next couple of 
weeks, the victims becoming rapidly ema­
ciated and showing signs of death from inan­
ition, but ail that were opened contained tape­
worms. This latter mode of death is oertain- 
ly what wonld be expected from the presence 
Of the* worms ; bat wnen it is known that 
during the time of the occurrence of thie 
mortality and previous to it there was a con­
tinuance ot cold rains, which are so injurious 
to sneep, and which would be » predisposing 
cause to a number of -disnsteri. These various 
circumstances might be thought eufficiant to 
account for the different organic lésion» 
noticed.

soon as eigen instances would’’permit', 
‘"Id our attention towardslinking)

ihe expulsion ot the worms from1 
the remaining seventy or eighty lambs, which 
we suspected were alec infested, although 
they exhibited no marked signs of sickness. 
They were moved into another pasture' field, 
as a change was thought advisable, also mak­
ing it more convenient for the administration 
of medicine. An infusion of pumpkin 
seeds was first tried as a vermifuge, but did 
not prove effective, so we resorted to the oil 
of mile shield fern, and with the most happy 
result», as the worms were copiously ex­
pelled, and the subséquent condition of the 
lambs would indicate that they were entirely 
freed from them, as they present a healthy 
appearance, and gained flesh. For a more 
detailed account of tins outbreak the reader 
can refer to the report, which will be issued 
by the college for 1883 in about a 
month ; but I think I have said enough 
to convin* the veriest tyro m veterinary 
•cien* that thefie is no similarity whatever 
between the conditions prerented by the 
above mentioned lands, and an outbreak of 
rot

“ The essential element in the production 
of rot is the liver fluke, a flat worm from an 
inch to an inch and a half long, which was 
entirely absent, in the these Mses, nor did the 
liver itrelf present any morbid appearance. 
There are no recorded cares of rot in Ontario, 
that I am aware of, up to the present time,’ 
nor is there likelihood of such occurring, for 
the snail which play» each an important part 
in their life history is considered not to have 
an existen* here. The1 letter says that the 
grass fields at the college are full of the eggs of 
the disease, which, I suppose, means the eggs 
produced by the fluke," Now, if this were 
the case, no harm would result from the 
sheep consuming these eggs, aa all the flakes 
have to conform to a known rale of their ex­
istence before they can become developed 
into the flake ;,the embryo hatched from the 
egg has to enter some other form of animal 
life before it cu go through the varions 
stages of development necessary to attain 
its native form, and this interinediary bearer 
is undoubtedly the snail already mentioned.

“ The writer alluded, says he found the 
shsep showing evident symptoms of rot on 
the 11th of December. Now, this certainly 
is a mistake, for they have been for some 
months and are now perfectly healthy, show­
ing no sign» of any disease whatever," aa any­
one of ordinary observation could testify.
. 4 Professor Smith, principal of the Veter- 
inary College, Toronto, was oalled to consult 
and investigate this outbreak with me, and 
can corroborate all the statement# I heve 
made. A number of farmers in this vicinity 
suffered similar losses, one lossing all his 
lambs, while another to d me he lost sixteen 
in one night The species of worm was the 
Taenia Kxpanta, whose life-history is at pre­
sent unknown, although it has caused serions 
ravages among the lambs of the United 
States, Germany, and other European conn- 
tries; bat from the fact of itdevelopingduring 
such prolonged wet weather, it wonld seem 
that some molluse or aquatic insect plsyed 
the part of the intermediary bearer.”

MILITARY MATTERS.

The London Army and Navy Gazette re­
ports that the experimental trials with the 
new rifle have now been brought to a conclu- 
sion. The practices up to 2,000 yards have 
been very satisfactory. The new rifle is a 
splendid weapon for prize shooting and holi­
day work, .but it is a very delicate pieco of 
mechanism, and all too complicated for the 
rough-and-tumble of active servi*.

Col. George H. Detior, one of the oldest, 
inhabitants of the Napanee district, died a 
few days ago in his 90th year. He was for 
several years engaged in business, and he was 
a long time a member of Parliament, and at 
Tarions periods has filled responsible publie 
positions. CoL Detior was an officer in the

What ie described ss a most valuable in­
vention, in the shape of » washable sponge 
sole, is now being tested at Aldershot, Eng., 
by the troops, during route-marching. It is 
claimed for these soles that they arc n pre­
ventative of blistered or galled feet, and that 
to men with abnormally perspiring feet, of 
which a Urge percentage will be found in 
•very .regiment, they are aimply invaluable.

During the Frenclt Mexican expedition it 
wqs.oEerved that the troops drawn from 
Africa suffered more than any others from 
the climate ; jnst as it waa remarked in the 
terrible Moscow Mmpaign uf 1812 that the 
troops who stood the bitter cold of the re­
treat the beet were Neapolitan cavalry, Portu­
guese irom the banfe ef the Tagus, and 
Frenchmen from sunny Provence and Gas- 
copy ; they resisted snow and ice better even 
than the Russian soldiers who, much better 
fed and clothed, suffered as heavily between 
Smolensko and Warsaw as the main body of 
the Grand army.

For Russia must be 
added 768 pieces of the reserve artillery, 
which brings up the total for that power to 
8,026. Italy, after mobilising its militia and 
adding its reserve artillery, would possess 
1,680 pieoes.

Very 
slight bleeding and a slight swelling of the 
gums.are the only inconveniences experienced. 
M. Paul Bert brought this ingenious method 
before the Academie dee Sciences in Paris, 
when M. Galippe remarked that the process 
was already known, and quoted a ease in 
support of its efficacy, in which a young girl 
bad placed a ring ot India robber round her 
two iront 'incisors, and forgot the nad done 
so, the result being that she lost the teeth.

- The Ink Fiant,
There is in New Granada a plant, Goryaria 

thymitolia, which might be dangerous to onr 
ink manufacturers if it could be acclimatized 
in Europe. It is known under tbe name ef 
the ink plant. Its jni*, oalled canchi, can 
be need in writing without any previous pre­
paration. The letters traced with it are of a 
reddish colour st first, bnt turn to a deep 
black in a few hoars. This jni* also spoils 
steel pens less than coriimon ink. The quali­
ties of the plant seem to have been discover­
ed under thé Spanish administration. Some 
writings, intended for the Mother Country, 
were wet through with sea water on the 
voyage ; while the papers written with eom- 
mon ink were almost illegible, those with the 
juice of that plant were quite unscathed.

Men and Hie Wife.
Considerable excitement haa been caused in 

Rome by one of the most cold-blooded and 
carefully-planned double mnrders on record ;

as the victims, though of comparatively 
hnèible position, were well-known to almost 
everyone here.

In 1870 a man of the name of Monti and 
hie wife, neither of whom could read or write, 
nired in the Piazza £ol»nna one of tbe 
kiosques which had just been erected in the 
chin thoroughfares, in imitation of thme on 
the boulevards of Paris, for the sale of news­
papers. By diligen* and saving, the wife 
attending to the^kiosque, while Monti busied 
himself with dealings in match-box* and 
other things, they had suoceeded in putting 
by no l*s than 82,000f. In the month of 
May laat Monti was induced by a man of the 
name of Emilio Fsllaci. bnt who was passing 
under that of Adolfo Lnndnooi, to join him 
in carrying on a

MAKDPACTOÂY Of WAX MATCHES, - 
which he was about to establish at Leghorn, 
and to accompany him there. From Leghorn 
letters purporting to be dictated by Monti 
were received from time to time by his wife, 
informing her of matters connected with the 
manufactory, and requiring remittanroe, 
which were immediivtely sent. Becoming 
anxions, however, at his protracted sheen*, 
she wrote, expressing her fears ; and in reply 
received a hsiter, telling her to make a trip to 
Leghorn, * he eould not leave the works to 
come to Rome, and to bring their savings 
bank dep*it books with her.

She started with the intention of returning 
in throe or foot days, and in the meantime 
left the ki*qne in the charge of her eldest 
boy. A fortnight having passed,her children 
received » letter purporting to be ùem her, 
telling them that she waa unavoidably de- 
tamed, but that

Etiquette at Home.

The ease and négligé of home often induce 
carelessness as to etiquette, the impression 
being that politeness and polish are only 
needed in society, and that carelessness of 
manner is appropriate to home life. All 
such views are erroneous. There is positive 
comfort in politeness, and etiquette ia as im­
portant at home as abroad. YVe distinguish 
etiquette as the outward expression of polite­
ness. It has to do with forms and atten­
tions, which are external. A lady in society 
is treated with a certain deference wnich 
manifests itself in delicate attentions. Child­
ren in society are treated with considerate 
kindness, which is always considerately ex­
pressed. There are rules of etiquette which 
relate to the many little attentions and for­
mulas. These in society are carefully graded, 
and often rigidly enforced. They may be 
made "onerous, and so oppressive. But eti­
quette is clearly defined.

YY’e do not advocate an etiquette for the 
home eo rigid as to be burdensome. Yet it 
may be the means ot teaching politeness to 
children. Those who have au instinctive 
politeness easily fall in with the rules of eti­
quette. But all have not this instinct Some 
are careless, rude, selfish, inconsiderate. 
These need discipline. To give this is not to 
lecture on the rules of good order or polite­
ness. It must be iustilled more by example 
than precept. And where the parents are 
careful to observe the forms of politeness, its 
importance is naturally impressed and its 
rules are speedily learned. Therefore, all 
deference that would be shown in the public 
society should mark intercourse "at home.

FARM PRIZES.

Bedvobd.—“I have a horse whose sheath 
is badly swollen. I think he must have hurt 
himself while going to water, for I netice a 
very hard lump under.his belly. Do you 
th nk he is raptured? Please to give me 
your opinion and a treatment.”

Impossible to state from the symptoms de­
scribed whether or not yonr horse is rup­
tured. Bsthe the parts with tepid water 
once a day, and then dry thoroughly. Give 
internally pne drachm iodide ot potassium 
every morning, and continue for tVo weeks.

POSSIBLY A FISTULA.

Alooma.—“I have a valuable young horse 
that took some kind Of a running on his 
lower jaw ; it is a clear liquid, and there is a 
pipe or vein that can be easily traced np to 
the gland. I think from the description 
given in the » Anatomy of the Horse’ that the 
saliva is pouring oak .The pipe can be easily 
traced to the parotid gland. It is over one 
year ago since he took tnis running.”

The case appears to be one at fistula of 
parotid duck and ia now difficult to cure. 
Touch the parte with a pencil of nitrate of 
silver, and afterwards paint once dailv with 
collodion.

CORNS IN HORSES’ FEET.

Rochester.—“Tell me what is best to 
kill corns m horses’ ieek We are troubled 
greatly with them here. I am a blacksmith, 
so it will be a great favour to give me anv 
information. ’’

Tbe treatment, if it is a recent bruise and 
uncomplicated, is to apply a shoe with the 
bearing surface of the affected heel rasped 
down, and tbe feet placed in water or the 
walls kept moist. with wet swabs and the 
sale with oil meal. Remove the shoe before 
it presees tbe heel. If suppuration has taken 
place pare down the heel until the matter" 
escapes, remove all horn detached from the 
quick, and pare the horn around this to a 
thin edge ; poultice until the surface is 
smooth, dry, and free from tenderness, and 
thén put on a bar shoe, a leather sole, and a 
stuffing of tow and tar. Horny tumours 
must be pared out and treated m the same 
way. The presence of corns msy be deter­
mined by lameness in the animal, with a 
tendency to “point" with the heei slightly 
raised when at reakeand a abort stumbling

Brothers.—" Can yon or some one of the 
many readers of Tbs Mail tell me the beat 
mark for marking sheep ? Some farmers have 
a piece of tin with the owner’s name stamped 
on it attached to the sheep’s ear. I should 
think it would answer the purpose very well. 
Can yon tell me where it ia mannfaotured or 
for sale, price, *6 ?”

There are different way of marking sheep 
in addition to the one you refer to, one of 
them being to stamp the initial* of the owner 
on the wool, and another to paint them on. 
The atsmping process is the best, and can be 
readily performed by the aid oi a simple de­
vice, which any i Menions farmer can easily 
make himself. Tim letters for the stamp may 
be made ont of stiff sole leather and atUched 
to a small piece of board, on which is screwed 
a handle. The paint may be made of lamp 
black and linseed soil, tbe lamp black having 
been previously mixed with turpentine. The 
stomp is dipped in or touched to the psint, 
and a single pressure on the animal’s back or 
rump just after tbe fleece is removed fixes 
tbe name until the next shearing. The tin 
labels yoa speak of are not for sale here, but 
could be made easily if yon purchased stencil 
tools, which are sold in many large hardware 
stores, and stamped your initials on small 
pieces of tin.

THE POULTHY YARD,

The business of raising chicken for the 
early spring market is yet in ite infamy. 

^There are thousands of town and city people 
willing to pay a good price for ench a fit-bit, 
whilst yet the snow ie on the ground. 

Thousand» of people have an abundance of 
eggs in the egg-laying season, hence they are 
both abundant and cheap. But the thrifty, 
enterprising and money-making breeder will 
prepare for a supply all winter, when they are 
scarce and in demand and bring a high price. 
The packed eggs bear no comparison to those 
newly laid, and the egg epicure knows ik 

The course of feeding pursued during sum­
mer will not do for wiqter. In cold weather 
we may geed a large proportion of the fat pro­
ducing grains, because a large pet1 cent of the 
food is consumed in the system, like fuel in a 
stove, to keep the animal warm. Almost 
everywhere in Canada, from December to 
April, fowls muet be for the greater part of 
the time confined within their narrow quar­
ters, and be hand and artificially fed.

This iethe season when yon should feed 
root and vegetable food in conjunction with 
grain, td yonr fowl stock, to take tbe place of 
grass and other green stuff that they were 
accustomed to in mild weather. If ponlter- 
era would believe how valuable and succulent 
potatoes, cabbage, turnips, and carrots are, 
when cooked and mixed with meal and given 
to the birds, it is certain they would make 
ample provision for them in the coming of
winter.

We must give unusual care to our fowls if 
we would have them thrive and grow, and 
come out in good oeedition for breeding in the 
coming apring. As long as fowls are per- 
mitted ilteol4 weather .to.,“rough it’all day 
long about manure heaps and dilapidated 
Ihede, without good- abettor from storms,

Open what they can pick up, when no in.-ect 
or green food can be had from the frozen 
ground, no eggs will be the result.

Cooking the food in cold weather is more 
nourishing than the old plan of feeding 
wholly upon raw grains. It tends to make 
the stock more thrifty, and assists in increas­
ing their steady growth. When improper 
and unnecessary work is forced upon the di­
gestive organs, disease in its various types, 
particularly indigestson, is sure to loliow.iand 
as it is in our power to assist nature in modi­
fying these changea, a good full breakfask 
warm and freah, ia the best way of giving the 
morning meal in oold weather to our fowls.

It is excel­
led by corn in favourable seasons ; but it can be 
grown with so much less labor than corn 
that it ie nearly or quite as economical a food 
where land ia cheap and labour dear.

LAND SUITABLE FOB LIKE.

Rochester, N. Y.—,rWhat kind of land 
is moat euitable tor lime ?”

This question ia rather vague to admit of a 
satisfactory answer. As a role low lands 
are immensely benefited by a free nee of 
lime, which brings oat the stimulating influ­
ences of the soil for the benefit of tbe crop. 
Lime is a stimulant, correcting acidity and 
quickening the action of vegetable and ani­
mal manures, bnt, like all, stimulants, should 
be used only in moderation, ae complete ex- 
hauction of the eoil will surely follow any 
excess. Heavy clay land» are often bene­
fited* by the application, as it renders the 
soil more friable and less subject to run to­
gether after rain. Upon sandy land, which 
seldom contains much vegetable matter, lime 
ha» a contrary bnt good effect, attracting 
moisture and giving more consistency to the 
sand. If the soil ia a mixture of clay and 
sand, containing animal or vegetable matter 
in a torpid state of #rcay, lime ia preferable 
to dung. When new land is broken a liberal 
app ication of qniekiiroe would increase the 
fertility of the soil, ae each lande are gener­
ally rich in vegetable matter, bat are cold, 
tlow of action, and acid. Pasture lauds are 
benefited by the nee of lime, in a 
slacked oeedition, ae quicklime would de- 
etroy the graes. Tbe plan usually adopter! 
by Canadian farmers is to apply from ten to 
thirty bushels of lime oooe every five year» 
on summer tallow before wheat, or when no 
summer fallow ia adopted by incorporation 
with the surface eoil oi the fall wheat seed-

Tbe Shorthorn Association Interviewa the 
Minister of Agriculture.

A deputation of the British American 
Shorthorn Association waited on Tuesday af­
ternoon upon the Minister of Agriculture lor 
tbe purpose of urging the claims of the asso­
ciation to a grant from the Govemmenk 
The deputation consisted of Measre. John 
Dryden, M.P.P., president ; J. C. Snell, Ed­
monton, Francis tireen, S. Davidson, A. R. 
Gordon, T. Snyder,"and R. L. Denison.

Mr. Dktden in introducing the deputa­
tion explained the object of its visit, and 
pointed ont that many of it* members had 
been the mean* of benefit-ng the country to 
a great extent by increasing the value of its 
stock. The association thonghk however, 
that not as much had been done in this di­
rection as could have been done, although 
they were doing all in .their power to educate 
tbe people to a sense of the importance of 
railing an improved class of cattle. In this 
connection the association had been formed 
with the object of holding shows of stock 
and giving prizes for cattle at exhibitions, 
and for essaya on the breeding of stock. 
Uufortnnately the association wae conducted 
by private means, and ite resources were not 
sufficient to do all the work required to 
effect the object desired. They had recently 
held their first sale of fat stock, and al­
though it had Jbn earned out in a manner 
that had given*Feat satisfaction to Hier pub­
lic they had not been able to conduct',ti to
