ALL ABOUT THE HOUSE

A Few Important Things the Lady of
the Home Ought to Know.

Milk is liable to be affected: by the
health and food of the animals supplying
it. Frequently it happens that animals
can eat certain herbs which apparently
do not injure them, yet, which poison the

milk will be.contaminated, although the
animal may not seem to be affected.
Under certain conditions, bacteria de-
velop very rapidly in milk. If vessels
in which the milk is kept be not perfectly
clean, or if the room or refrigerator con-

quickly be affected. For example, at a

Cool' again, and let
them stand for one day’; then boil for the
third time. This milk should keep in-
definifely.

The reason for the cooling and boxlmg
again is this: At the first boiling all the
bacteria are killed, but ¢here are germs.in
the milk which will develop in: a’ day or
two, and the second boiling 48 to "kill
these. The third boiling “is to_insure
completely against danger from any-of
these germs that may not have sproated
after the first boiling.

SUGGESTIONS ABOUT BEDS.

The simpler all the arrangements of the
bed are the better. While'the bedstead
should be substantially made, it should be
put together so simply that it can be
taken apart at ease. It should never be
made shorter than six feet-and a half (in-

comfortably. The springs should be-ag
simple and strong as possible, and so con-
structed that they can be removed from
the béd ‘and brushed with ease. Those
made wholy of steel are the best, on the
scare of cleanlmem

If one can afford it there is nothing bet-
ter than hair mattresses. Thereare, how-
ever, several materials which the uphol-
gterer makes up into matresses that are
cheap and quite: comfdrtable. Home-
made matresses are rarely easy. Anyip
regularity in the matter interferes with
the comfort of the sleeper, and the home
product is apt to suggest anything but a
bed of roses, unless you think of it with
thorns thrown in. Nothmg in-the form
of a tick filled with loe materials, such as
feathers; husks, etc., should be used for a
bed. Perfect rest can only be obtained
by lying on a mattress that supports every
part of the body equally.

When a mattress has been used so long
that.the spots where the heayiest part of
the body rests have become depressed,
send it to the upholsterer to have it made
over, Be sure that you employ a trusts
worthy house for this work, because it is

REMARKABLE REVIVAL IN OMAHA.

A remarkable religious movement ig in
progress in Omaha. At 9 o'clock a reli-
gious mass meeting, in which nearly 10,-
000 persons took part, convened at Expo-
sition hall. It was composed largely of
business men and their employees.

Stores -were closed, doors of saloons
were nailed ‘up, and even freight trains
were temporarily abandoned in the heat
of the religious enthusiasm. It is the re-
sult of a non-denominational movement
conducted by evangelist Fay Mills under
the auspices of all the Protestant churches
in Omaha. Mr. Mills ‘came here two
.weeks ago. His manner wag unostenta-
tious and his words of the gimplest. Daily
his influence has spread.

At 9.30 o’clock this morning it seemed
ilike Sunday. Itis in the midst of the
holiday trade, but merchants closed their
doors’ and turned the keys in the locks,
marshalled their clerks, and went out
with them to Exposition hall to listen to
‘the Words of  the rivaviliet;, Lawyers left
thefr ‘offices and bankem turned their
idesks.

Even saloon keepers cnught the infec-
ition, and many of them closed their doors
tighter than they do even when the law
says they must, and took their way to
church. This morning every dry goods

|store and every great department store

was closed until noon. The banks, too,
closed their doors.

The shoe stores and the drug stores and
every other kind of stores pulled down
their curtains and did no business, and
the railroad offices shut up.

‘hairpin joy from the bureau, nay, from

the very locks of some friend who had

-abetracted it.

There are a great many points of resem-
blance between a hairpin ‘and a man. A
bairpin, for instance, is a sort of biped.
So is a man — sometimes a very bad sort.
Some hairpins are straight, some crooked
—a resemblance to men which need not
bé pointed out. Extreme sharpness and
extreme bluntness are equally as disagree-
able in hairpins as in masculine manners.
Both are very unreliable —not likely to
stay were they are put. And last, but by
no means least, both aré made for women.
It is the reason for their existence, and
but for her they would languish on the
top shelves of utter neglect.

TEMPLES FROM SOLID STONE.

Mayalipuram, India, is graced with
seven of the most remarkable temples in
the world, each of these unique places of
worship having been chiseled from solid
granite boulders. Some idea of their size
may be gleaned from the fact that the
smallest of the seven is twenty-four feet
high, seventeen feet long, and twelve feet
wide, and is divided into upper and lower
stories.

The “Hevasa-Goda-Cla,” the largest of
the seven, is three and a half storys high,
its outlines resembling those of an Atlan-
tic steamship. The inside of the boulder
has been chiseled away until the walls do
not exceed eight inches in thickness. The
two floors above that of the foundation
are each about a foot in thickness, and
seem as solid as the rock of ages. The
upper stories are reached by a spiral stair-
way carved from the same piece of granite.

The second largest of these single stone
temples has "a portico_eleven feet wide
and seventeen feet long, ornamented with
four crouching lions and two elephants,
all carved from the same bowlder which
goes'to make up the main building.

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THE FINANCIAL SITUATION.

The statement of the dominion finances
for the past fiscal year,is at hand. It
does not on the face of it show the sur-
plas which was promised by Mr. Foster
during the year. On the contrary, the
public debt has increased over three mil-
lion of dollars, and that too,largely in items
which should be controllable. The pro-
tection system of taxation realized about
twenty and a half millions of dollars.
Over half of this went to pay the interest
on the debt, and the balance was about all
consumed in collecting the tax. Thegross
debt is now $295,333,000, and it requires
about $12,000,000 a year to keep this debt
in hand. Our total revenue is something
under $37,000,000, which is less than last
year. It will be easily seen that if the
revenue decreases while the debt increases,
it will soon require all the revenue to pay
the interest on the debt. The worst
feature of the business is that while the
burdens are rapidly increasing, the ability
of the Dominion to carry them is yearly
growing less. There is rather a falling
off than an increase in business, and the
people are leaving the country in car-
loads. It certainly does look as if there
will have to be a change inthe fiscal
policy of the country pretty soon. One
thing is sure, in order to maintain any
kind of an equilibrium between revenue
and expenditure, the tariff has got to go
np another notch, or it must come down.
In view of past experience, which shall
it be?

SAINT MARYS.

Across in St. Marys the people of that
enterprising village are considering the
question of their future status. Shall
they remain a plain ordinary parish,
shall they become incorporated into a
town, with the prospects of becoming a
Brooklyn in the near future, or shall they
unite themselves with Fredericton and at
once become a part of the capital of the
province? Such are the conflicting ques-
tions which are agitating the minds of
the villagers just now. The cause of all
this purturbation of mind is the total lack
of fire protection, and certain other ac-
commodations in the way of sidewalks,
etc., to which the people feel they are en-
titled, but which under the existing
municipal conditions they cannot get.
The necessity of protection against fire
has been painfully demonstrated in the
history of St. Marys several times, and
that something should be done to secure
the necessary protection is unquestioned.
The idea which seems to meet with the
most general approval is to have the vil-
lage incorporated, and then issue deben-
tures and buy a fire engine. The main
objection to this plan is that it means to
saddle upon a comparitively small num-
ber of the people a large debt at the
outset, besides all the incidental expen-
ses necessary to maintaining the dignity
of atown or city. To amalgamate with
Fredericton on the other hand, while it
would bring at once to the village of St.
Marys everything it could desire in this
world, would be a luxury for which the
people would have to pay the highest
price in the markets of the known world.
The streets of Fredericton are beautiful,
its sidewalks splendid, its water system
perfect, its sewerage all that can be de-
sired, its fire department unsurpassed,
and its tax bills immense. We would like
“to take in” St. Marys first rate.
Of course the question of the Indian
village complicates matters some. The
natives of that independent borrough
might kick at the idea of being
made citizens of Fredericton, -body and
breeches, and having their sagamore play
second fiddle to our mayor. We might
give them a separate alderman, however,
to even matters up. On the whole, we
think it would be best for St. Marys to go
it alone; either become incorporated .or
do the next best thing —mortgage the
parish to the richest man in the place
and let him do the financing.

MicHAEL Davrrr, one of the ablest men
in the Irish party, has lost his seat in the
British house of commons, because of
“ clerical intimidation ” said to have been
exerted in his behalf during the election.

" Should Mr. Davitt permanently retire
from political life on account of the find-
ing of the courts against him, the Irish
national party will lose an able lieuten-
ant. As to how far the result of the
election contest was affected by the undue
influence, said to have been exerted by
the clergy to secure Mr. Davitt’s return,
we do not know. If the spiritual advisors
of the people of th& ( untry intimidated
the electors into voting for any candidate
against their will, it is only right that the
law should provide a remedy for the
injured candidate. According to the rev.
Dr. Douglas, if such a law exists in Can-
ada, the opponents of Sir John Thompson
failed to take advantage of it.

Tae danger to the French: republic
seems to be averted at this moment, and
an effort isapparently being made to ferrét
out the wrong doers in connection with
the Panama canal scheme, and to bring
them to justice. A Paris despatch hints
that the prosecutions in connection with
the Panama scandal are likely:to be fol-
lowed by disclosures of rottenmess and
colossal corruption in the French repub-
lic’s departmuent of public works, as * that
department has long been controlled by
men lacking in character and technical
knowledge for the benefit of influential
contractors who give a commisgion on
their profits to the deputies.” This state
of affairs seems to pretty accurately dis-
cribe the public works department of
Canada, as recently controlled at any rate,
and yet we do not hear any sound ofa
revolution in the land. The white-wash
brush makes very little noise.

Inan address which he made a few
evenings ago in Toronto, Dalton McCarthy
isreported to have made a speech in which
he declared that he could not follow the
Thompeon government, but would strike
out upon independent lines. Mr. Mec-
Carthy is preparing an address to his con-
stituents in which he will’ explain where
he stands politically. It appears that all
the efforts made by Sir John Thompson
to conciliate Mr. McCarthy and win his
love have failed.

LuMBERING.— Reports from the lumber
woods are to the effect that the yarding has
been so excellent that it has been completed
garlier than usual and now several crews
areidle on account of no snow. On the
Upper Nashgaak and Miramichi there is
from four to ten inches hut not enough to
make good rads. ‘Fhempper St. John lum-
bermen make similar reports,

The latest demonstration of ingenuity
by G. A. Haggarty, mechanical superin-
tendent of the C.P.R.at McAdam, is a
nickel plated mantle clock. All of the
work on case and movement, except the
hands, main and hair springs was done
by Mr. Haggarty. 4

The authorities appear so strongly con-
vinced that the Dublin explosion was
part of the work of a band of conspirators
that they have sent a detective to Biarritz
to keep a guard over Mr. Gladstone and
protect him from outrage. Home secre-
tary Asquith is‘also protected.

The investigation against section fore-
man James Crystal, of the I. C. R, as in-
stigated by a disappointed tory: heeler,
commenced Tuesday in the ladigs waiting
room at Harcourt and was continued in
the Central hotel parlor. The: evidence,
as yet, has failed to materialize.

Further complications, arising out of
the late strike among the miners at
Springhill, are reported. A deputation of
miners waited upon Mr. Cowans in order
to get him to ratify the agreement entered
into between the men and manager Mc-
Innis, but this he positively refused to do.

The Dreibund nations, Germany, Italy
and Austria, regard the situation in
France as menacing the peace of Europe,
and are exchanging frequent notes on the
subject. They have decided to hold
themselves in readiness to act. promptly
from a mulitary point of view in the
event of a revolution in France.

G. W. Roberts, who travelled through
Canada as a “cowboy evangelist,” and
who was arrested last October while
holding revival services in a prominent
church in Toronto for gross indecency,
was Saturday sentenced to three months
at hard labor and to receive ten lashes
after one month’s imprisonment.

Lawlor & Connor, the contractors ‘con-
structing the Tobique valley railroad,
have ceased operations, to resume again
in the spring. Ten miles of their con-
tract has been completed, and the ob-
jective point, Plaster Rock, will be reached
with six weeks’ work in the spring.
Twenty-four miles of the road is now
ready for traffic.

J. D. Edgar, in a speech at North Hast-
ings nomination, referred to the Caron
charges, saying that on the platform he
stood not protected by the privileges: of
parliament.

Everything tends to show that there
was an explosion Christmas night outside
of the detective office, Exchange street,
Dublin, by which detective Synott was
killed. It was adeliberate planned dyna-
mite outrage. The report that the ex-
plosion was a political outrage is depre-
cated by the police. The general opinion
is that the bomb or infernal machine was
placed by a person with personal spite
against the detective force.

A courier from a San Juan mining camp,
Colorado, reports a terrible battle there
on Tuesday in which eleven men were
killed and a large number wounded. The
direct cause of the trouble was the dis-
covery of large nuggets of gold at the
bottom of a small stream. Each man
claimed he had first located the ground,
and to settle the dispute guns were
brought into play. Over forty men en-
gaged in the fight. Few, if any, escaped
unhurt.

A Scheme on Foot to Unite with Gibson

It appears to be the opinion of several of
the city fathers that the inhabitants of the
other side of the river should take some
steps to put themselves in a safe condition
respecting fire as they do not consider it ad-
visable to allow the steam fire engines to be
taken out of the city. Ithas been proposed
by some that 8t. Marys and Gibson should
be annexed fo this city and constitute one
of the city wards having one alderman or
more accoMling to population. - In that case
the city would be bound to furnish a fair
share of fire protection and the residents of
the annexed district would carry a fair share
of taxes. There is much to be said on both
sides of the question, and it is difficult to
see where an objection sufficient to prevent
union can be raised.

The opposite side would be compelled to
pay perhaps one third higher taxes but
would have the benefits not only of fire pro-
tection, but of the schools and the police.
There would be far better streets in the new
district and a more economical administra-
tion of affairs. As St. Marys isendeavoring
to secure corporation so that debentures
may be issued for fire purposes perhaps it
would be as well to bring up this question
‘ ion and have a vote taken at a meet-
i led for that purpose. The matter
will be brought before the ‘city council to
see what the feeling is towards extending
the present limits of the city. Should that
feeling be favorable then the matter will be
brought squarely before the people of St.
