\owd Aviater Atuampts Splral Glide,
and Falls 500 Feet.—Men and Wo-
men Fight for.. Souvenirs .of the]
“’reekage.

Denver, Col; l\qv 17 —Ralph John-
stone the young aviator, holder of the
world's altitude record of 9,714 ft,,
dropped to-day from a height of 500
feet into the inclosure at Overlani
Park aviation field and was instantly
killed.

Johastone attempted to give the
thousands of spectators an extra
thrill' with his most daring feat, the
spiral glide. It was his record flignt
of the afternoon. When he reached
the north end of the enclosure he
started his spiral glide. He was then
at an altitude of about 800 feet. With
planes tilted at an angle of almast
ninety degrees, he swooped down in a
narrow circle, the aeroplane seeming
to turn almost in its own length.

As. he started the second circle, the
middle spur which braces the leit
gside of the lower plane gave way and
the wing tips of both upper and lower
planes doubled up as though they hail
been hinged. For a second Johnstone
attempted to right the plane by warp-
ing the other wing tip, then the hor-
rified spectators saw the plane swerve
and plunge straight toward the earth.
Johnstone was ‘thrown from his ‘seat
as the nose of the plane swung down-
ward. He caught one of the wire
stays between the planes and grasped
one of the wood braces of the upper
plane with both hands. Then, work-
ing with hands and feet, he tried by
main strength to warp the planes so
that their surfaces might' catch the
air and check his -descent. For a
second it seemed he might succe2d.
for the football helmet he wore blew
off and fell much more rapidly than
the plane.

The hope was momentary, howeve~,
for. when about three hundred feet
from the ground the machine turned
completely over and the spectators
fled wildly as the broken plane with
the aviator still struggling bravely in
its. mesh of wires -and stays plunged
among them with a crash. Scarcely
had Johnstone hit the ground before
morbid men and women swarmed over
the wreckage fighting with each other
for souvenirs. One of the broken
wooden stays had gone almost through
Johnstone’s 'bedy. DBefore ‘doctor’s or
police could reach the Scene one mai
tore this splinter from the body and
ran away, carrying his trophy with
the aviator’'s blood still dripping from
its end. The crowd tore away the
canvas from over the body and even
fought for the gloves that had pro-
tected Johnstone’s hands from the
cold.

The machine fell on the opposite
side of the field from the grand stand,
and there were but a few hundred near
the spot, but physicians and police
rushed across as soon ' as possible.
Physicians declare death must have
been instantaneous, for Johnstone's
back, neck, and legs were broken, the
bones of his thigh being forced through
the flesh and the leather garment he
wore.

Hoxsey was in the air when the ac-
cident took place. He saw that John-
stone. had fallen, ‘and descended as
soon as he could, and rushed to the
wreckage. Many of the spectators
were watching Hoxsey’s flight and did
not see Johnstone’s machine collaps?,
but a woman’s shriek, “My God, he's
gone!” drew every eye in time to see
him dashed to death. The band in the
grand stand, blazing away under con-
tract, never ceased to play, and John-
stone’s body was taken out of the en-
closure with the strains of a rag-time
melody for a funeral march.

Many incidents happened during the
met toward the ill-fated aviator. Yes:
terday in alighting Johnstone -broke a
left wing tip of his machine against a
fence. It was the same tip which
gave way to-day and caused his death.
To-day when he started on his flight
one of the wheels on which the aero-
plane runs along the ‘ground gave
way and had to be replaced.

In ‘discussing the flights in the
rare atmosphere yesterday, Johnstone
said, he would attempt “no tricks”
here for he considered it too danger-
ous. BEvidently, however, he believad
he had solved the problems of this
altitude . when  he departed from his
determipation. Hoxsey's daring flight
far over the foot hills seemed to fire
him with a determination to outdo his
team mate for the first spiral which
ke’ made safely was by far the most
daring -any- of the. aviators bhad at-
tempted: at this meet.

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Brazilian
~ Tars Mutiny.

Special Evening Telegram.
' RIO JANEIRO, Nov, 24,

The crews of two battleships of the
Brazilian navy mutinied yesterday,
turning their guns upon the loyal ves-
sels. They also threw a few shells
into the city. During the outbreak
several officers were Kkilled. The
fighting ceased at night, but the revo-
Jutionists remained in possession of
the two.vessels, To-day the battle-
ships with their mutinous’ crews an-
chored outside the bar, awaiting ac-
tion by the Government. Congress
was summoned this afternoon to dea!
with the situation. Press censorship
ig strict, and details of the trouble
cannot be cabled at this time. It is
officially stated that the trouble is
not of a political character. It is de-
scribed £8 a mutiny among the sail-
ors to enforce certain concessions
{rom their officers, rather than a re-
volt against the administration. Pre-
sident Fonseca states that for some
time the men have been agitating for
more pay; they also objected to the
practice in the navy of inflicting cor-
poral punishment upon insubordinate
or otherwise offending sailors. The
matter came to a head yesterday.
Following the fighting the mutineers
made a formal demand for increased
pay and for the abolition of corpor-
al punishment. Then the withdraw
to the outer harbor. The mutineers
expect that Congress will finalize a
measure this afternoon, granting them
smnesty. It is believed that if this is
done the trouble will be at an end.
Should Congress refuse amuesty to
the mutineers, the subsequent atti-
tude of the latter is in doubt. The
gituation is tense, and considerable
anxiety exists among the people ot
the city.

LONDON, Nov. 24.

A private cable despatch from Rio
Janeiro received here shortly before
noon to-day says the captain of the
Brazilian battleship Minas Gecro was
killed during the naval disturbances
last night. Earlier despatches convey-
ed the news that the crews of several
warships had mutinied. A rigorous
censorship has withheld further de
tails. A cablegram also received herc
to-day from Rio Janeiro sayvs  thal
firing is in progress between the war
ships in the harbor there. If is re-
ported in London that Admiral far-
quhar, commanding the fourth Britist
cruiser squadron, now at Buenos
Ayres, has been ordered to Rin Jane-
irp. The Admiralty confirmed the re-
port that the fourth squadron was go-
ing to Rio Janeiro, but asserted that
this was only in pursuance of the
original itinerary of the squadron and
not connected with the outbreak.

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BOVRIL.

Report of the F(ulm‘ Experiments
Made in the Sehool of Physiology,
Trinity College, Publin:—

The preliminary announcement of
the resulis of the experiments ccn-
ducted at the request of the Loeal
Government Board for Ireland during
the past year, in the School of Dhy-
siology, Trinity College, Dublin, as to
the nutritive value of Bovril, and coin-
municated to the British Assodéiation
at Sheffield (“Times” report, Sepieni-
ber 3), has created considerable in-
terest amongst the Medical Profes-
sion.

In order to secure a decisive test
dogs were first brought to a constant
weight on dried dog biscuit mixed
with known quantities of water. Bov-
ril—from 215 to Tl grammes—was
then added to the food, with the re-
uls
went up as much as 50 to 100 gram-
mes, or, in round numbers, 10 to 20
times the weight of the Bovril given.

Afterwards Bovril was discontinued
and the animals fell back to the orvi-
ginal weight. Compared with the ef-
fect of hard-boiled white of egg it
was found that from 8 to 10 times as
wuch by weight of the latter had to
be given to obtain the same increase
in weight, or, taking the dried organic
solids in the two foods, from 2% to
{ times as much egg white had to be
given to obtain .the Bovril effect.

In several of the experiments there
was a retention of reserve nitrogen,
and in all an increased utilisation of
other foods.

It was therefore concluded that
Bovril had both a direct and an in-
direct nutritive value, the latter by
causing - & more complete digestion
and absorption of the other food gien.
