Sir Arthur Conan Doyle Tells How
Great Men’s Ailments Have Chang­
ed History- i
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, speaking 

to some London medical students, 
told several stories illustrating what 
he called "the romance of medicine.’

The fashion of wearing wigs, foi 
instance, was due to a skih disease 
which produced bald patches on the 
august head of Francis Y. of France. 
He got a wig, and his courtiers fol­
lowed suit, just as they all whispered 
when he had an attack of laryngitis.

“One can trace jtor many years," 
says the same authority, "certainly 
from 1802, the inception of that dis­
ease which killed Napolepn at St. 
Helena in 1821. In 1802 Bourrienne 
said: ‘I have often seen him at Mal- 
maison lean against the right arm 
of his chair and, unbuttoning his 
waistcoat, exclaim, “What a pain I 
feel!”

"That was perhaps the first allus­
ion to his stomachic and hepatic 
trouble, but from then onward it con­
tinually appeared, like Banquo at the 
banquet. ' He could scatter the hosts 
of Europe and alter its kingdoms, bui 
he was powerless against the mutin­
ous cells of his own mucous mem­
brane.

“Again and again he had attacks pi 
lethargy, amounting almost to col­
lapse, at moments when all his en­
ergy was most required. At the crisis 
of Waterloo he had such an attack, 
and he sat on his horse like a man 
dazed for hours of the action. Final­
ly the six years at St. Helena furnish 
a clinical study of gaptric disease 
which was all explained in the his­
torical post-mortem examinations, 
which disclosed cancer covering the 
whole wall of the stomach and ac­
tually perforating it at the hepatic 
border.

“Napoleon's whole career was pro­
foundly modified by his complaint. 
There have been many criticisms — 
not unnatural ones—of his petty, 
querulous and undignified attitude 
during his captivity; but if his crit­
ics knew what it was to digest their 
food with an organ which had hardly 
a square inch of healthy tissue upon 
it, they would perhaps take a more 
generous view of the conduct of Na­
poleon. For my own part, I think 
that his fortiture was never more 
shown than during those years — the 
best proof of which was that his 
guardians had no notion how ill he 
was until within a few hours of his 
actual death.

when Charlotte Corday cut him off? 
vVas the incorruptible but bilious 
Robespierre the victim of his own 
liver? Was Couthon’s heart embit- 
ered by his disfigured limbs?

"These are the problems where me- 
licine infringes upon history, and 
hese are the illustartions of the phil- 
>sophy which is only open to the me­
dical thinker. How many times do 
the most important historical devel­
opments appear to depend upon small 
ihysical causes? There is. for ex- 
mpie, the case of the revocation of 

rhe edict- of Nantes. B,y this measure 
he whole history of France has been 

profoundly modified because by that 
action there was given forth the 
Hugetiots.

“Now, how came Louis XIV., who 
had always held out upon this point, 
to give away at last to the pressure 
jf Mme. de Maintenon and his clerical 
advisers? The answer lay in one of 
his molar teeth. It is historical that 
he had for some nionths had tooth­
ache, caries, abscess of the jaw, and 
finally a sinus which required oper­
ation, and it was at this time, when 
le was pathologically abnormal and 
heritable. that he took the step which 
has modified history. Great results 
may depend upon a king’s jaw or a 
stateman’s digestion."

The Reciprocity Bill.
The cable news from Washington 

points to the passage of the Reci­
procity Bill by the Senate. For some 
time past there has been talk of re­
volt among the Republican Senators 
and the jeopardizing of the chances 
of the passage of the bill unless con­
cessions were made to the paper 
makers, wool factories, &c. As to 
the demands of the paper manufac­
turers, these will be brought to an 
issue by an amendment of which 
Senator Root gave notice some weeks 
ago, and which has attracted much at­
tention since that time. The hopes 
however of the paper makers have 
been dashed to the ground. Great 
as may have been the influence of 
Senator Root, his amendment was de­
feated yesterday by an overwhelming 
majority. As this obstacle was be­
lieved to be the most formidable 
which President Taft had to sur­
mount, and it has now been overcome, 
it would appear that the passage of 
the Reciprocity Bill between Canada 
and the States, so far as Congress is 
concerned, is now a practical cer­
tainty.

VIENNA, June 26.

Advices from Albania say that the 
situation there is extremely critical. 
Turkey has massed 50.000 troops with­
in a day's march of the Montenegrin 
frontier. Charles Crane, of Chicago, 
has just arrived at Vienna from Cet- 
tinje, after traversing Albania, and de 
scribes the conditions there as ab 
solutely intolerable. The Turks are 
devastating whole districts, killing 
prisoners, refuges, women and child­
ren, burning their homes and crops 
and blowing up churches. A large 
body of Albanian women and children 
is now caught between the two wings 
of the Turkish army, and escape seems 
impossible. Crane adds that 25,000 
women and children fled to Montene­
gro and are starving there.
