We were talk­
ing the other 
day about a 
young mother 
who takes life 
unusually hard, 
and someone 
cited another 
woman who cer­
tainly takes life 
easy, if anyone 
ever did.

“What we need 
in these strenu­
ous days,’’ said 

this man, “is more easy going people 
like Mrs. R., who who’ll take things 
as they come and not be all the time 
planning and fretting and worry­
ing."

This man who places such a high 
premium on easy going people is, 
needless to say, easy going himself. 
For instance, lie does not believe in 
allowing family cares to make life 
miserable “the way some people do.” 
He can't see why he should die tied to 
a furnace as some people are. He 
isn't. He attends to his furnace 
when he happens to remember it and 
It gets along just as well that way, as j 
other people's furnaces do. That’s j 
liis story. Of course, that furnace 
gets along all right. Why shouldn't 
it when his wife, who, needless to say. 
takes life very hard, attends to it if 
he fails to? That’s the other side of ”] 
the story. He doesn't tell that. Al­
though he docs occassionally hold up 
his wife—a thin, tired little person— 
as an example of people who take life 
too hard.

Strangely enough, Mrs. R., whom he 
applauded as a woman who knows 
how to take things easily, has a hus­
band of the opposite temperament. 
When she refused to be disturbed or 
worried because the baby had a bad

cold, It was be who worried about It, 
and who finally insisted they have a 
doctor, Of course, Mrs. R. did not be­
lieve the doctor knew what he was 
talking about when he said the baby 
barely escaped pneumonia. "He is 
just one of those doctors who like to 
exaggerate things so that they can 
have more credit for curing them," 
she explained.

Mr. A. Is another of these easy go­
ing folks. He could make g good liv­
ing as a bookkeeper, but he doesn’t 
like the work and has taken up news­
paper work Instead, at which he is 
most emphatically not a financial suc­
cess. '"But what of that?" he sa; 
airily. “I enjoy it and 1 am willing to 
receive less remuneration than for 
work I dislike. We get along very 
comfortably at home, and I am not 
ambitious for wealth. Happiness is 
more important I think.

Of course, they get along very com­
fortably at home.

But we 
need the other kind to remember the' 
things they forgeL and do the things 
they neglect, and in general, counter­
balance them. And it doesn’t seem to 
me that it behooves easy going folks 
to depreciate those who are so un­
fortunate as to be born with a sense 
of responsibility.

protection against moths when put­
ting winter clothing away. It should 
be scattered lavishly between the folds 
and each article wrapped seimrately 
in a newspaper before packing.

A kitchen hoquet for flavoring soups 
can be easily made. Take a few 
sprigs of parsley and wrap them 
around peppercorns, whole cloves, a 
bay leaf and other herbs that are at 
hand. Tie (ip Lightly. This can be 
removed from the soup without trou­
ble.

A wire basket, known as a salad 
shaker or drainer, should be used to 
dry greens after they have been thor­
oughly washed. Leaves of lettuce 
often hold water after they have been 
thoroughly shaken. If they are not 
fully dry, they will not hold dressing 
well.

To remove wail paper take warm 
water that is softened with borax or 
ammonia and apply with a sponge. 
The paper will soon become soaked 
and blistered and may be easily strip­
ped off. It is well to do this a day 
or so before the new palter is put on.

Stoves of Iron.
They Superseded tile "Ronian Stubu in 

the Eighteenth Century.
A heating apparatus called a “stu- 

ba" (stove) was widely used among 
the higher classes of Romans before 
the beginning of the Christian era. 
This class of heaters was fixed and 
unmovable, besides being in several 
other respects wholly different from 
the modern stove. In Germany and 
Scandinavia they were used in bath­
rooms and hothouses during the mid­
dle ages. They were usually con­
structed of brick, stone or tile, and 
were of immense size. They some­
times covered the whole side of 
twenty or thirty foot room, and often 
extended out into the room as much 
as ten feet, in which case the smooth, 
flat top was used for a bedstead, 
the heated surface imparting an 
agreeable feeling of warmth during 
those cold nights of long ago when 
such things as covers were quite rare.

Cardinal Polignac of France was 
perhaps the first to attempt the con­
struction of a stove wholly of iron, 
this at about the beginning of the 
eighteenth century. The first real 
improvement over the old Roman 
“stuba” was brought about by Frank­
lin in the year 1745. One of his ef­
forts produced a typical base .burner, 
almost perfect and a model of work­
manship. Stoves were not used in 
private houses to any great extent 
prior to the year 1830.—London 
Standard._______ ___________

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Increased Cost
Of Living.

The Vote and Supplementary Sup­
ply for the Lunatic Asylum for the 
year ending June 30th, 1911, was $21,- 
000. The Auditor General’s Report 
shows that $26,993.52 was actually ex­
pended. In other words, there was an 
Overdraft under this Sub-head of $5,- 
993. In this feature, by the way, this 
Sub-head was by no means unique, 
for the Auditor General shows that 
every one of the forty other accounts 
was also over-drawn. But it is one 
part of the explanation of the Over­
draft of the Maintenance Account of 
the Lunatic Asylum, to which we wish 
to direct attention.

The explanation is contained in a 
letter from the Superintendent of the 
Asylum to Mr. Harris of the Board of 
Works. The letter is given in exten­
so in the Auditor General's Report. 
The part, however, which gives point 
to our story is contained in this 
paragraph :—

“The increase in the price of most 
of the leading articles Is also most 
marked; meat, two cents per lb.: 
bread, one cent; pork, three dollars 
per brL; and suits of clothes which 
we used to get for four dollars are 
now live dollars and fifty and six 
dollars.”

If a large public institution which 
buys on a wholesale scale, which can 
seek competitive tenders, has had to 
spend 23 per cent, more on up-keep, 
largely on account of the increased 
cost of food and clothing, how much 
more must the increased cost of living 
have affected the ordinary man, de­
pendant on a fixed salary, or on c 
fixed weekly wages, and on broken 
work at that?

The increased cost of living is being 
felt by everybody, and is affecting 
every institution, and the example we 
have quoted from these Government 
Returns is a concrete illustration of 
what is taking place everywhere. 
But what a difference! A Public In­
stitution may over-spend itself and go 
to the Legislature and get its over­
draft paid off. The private man can­
not do that. He must curtail his ex­
penditure or face insolvency. His 
home has to feel the pinch of high 
prices and heavy taxation.

No wonder then that everybody is 
blaming Sir Edward Morris for failing 
to carry out his promise to Reduce 
Taxation as he promised in his Mani­
festo. Everybody, but the Morris 
heelers are in favor of the motions 
made in the House of Assembly this 
session expressing the urgent need of 
a Reduction of Taxation, in order that 
people generally may find it easier 
to live.

No Vaccination 
Certificates.

All the owners of sealing setamers 
have repeatedly published notices to 
the effect that no berths will be giv­
en to men who do not produce certi­
ficates that they have been vaccinat­
ed. Quite a number have come from 
different outports without these docu­
ments and trouble has occurred as a 
result when crews are being signed. 
Berths have been refused those who 
have not been vaccinated and most of 
the men will be given the treatment 
here in the city and will have ample 
time before starting on the voyage to 
nurse their sore arms.

Hockeyist Hurt.
Last night while teams from the 

Bishop Feild and Methodist Colleges 
were playing a hockey match, one of 
the players named Bastow was put out 
of commission by receiving a blow of 
an opponent's stick in the stomach ; 
after a brief rest he was able to con­
tinue .the game.

SEALS TAKEN NORTH. — Yester­
day a number of seals were taken at 
Seal Cove and neighborhood but none 
were taken elsewhere north.

Who Cares a 
Brass Farthing ?

Who cares a brass farthing what 
Sir William Mcgregor's opinion on 
Sanitoria were? Our reference to the 
matter was only designed to show 
that there could be no “misunder­
standing" as to his wabbling attitude 
and that when Sir EM ward Morris 
quoted him as a great authority on 
tuberculosis and sanitoria” he was 
quoting a man who changed his opin­
ion in the short space of twelve mon­
ths. The assertion in the Daily News 
of this morning that Sir Robert Bond 
objected to include in bis amendment 
the whole sentence "I warn you 
against the idea of Sanitoria they are 
beyond our means," is absolutely 
false. We were present during the 
whole debate, and are therefore in a 
position to affirm that when Sir Rob­
ert was as.ked if he had any objection 
to insert the words “they are beyond 
our means" he promptly replied 
“I have no objection whatever. I will 
insert the whole speech if you are 
going to support the amendment, but 
as I am responsible for this amend­
ment, if the government are not going 
to support it then it is entirely out of 
place for them to suggest any alter­
ation in my amendment. The clerk 
will please add the words "they are 
beyond our means." They only add 
force to my contention." Sir Edward 
Morris seeing that he had blundered 
in his suggestion to have these words 
added to the amendment, pleaded to 
have the whole lengthy paragraph in 
which Sir Wm. MacGregor concluded 
his speech inserted, and this it was 
that Sir Robert Bond very properly- 
refused to accede to. When the Min­
ister of Finance commenced his 
tirade of abuse he taunted Sir Rob­
ert Bond with being compelled by the 
Government to alter his amendment 
to their views. Then it was that Sir 
Robert Bond replied, “I have not con­
sented to an alteration of the amend­
ment to meet the views of the Govern­
ment. The Clerk will please let me 
see what he has inserted.” The am­
endment being handed to Sir Robert 
Bond with only the words "they are 
beyond our means" appearing there­
in, he said, “That is all right, but it is 
not the amendmnet suggested by the 
leader of the Government.” And so 
the incident, which has brought down 
upon the pair the contempt of the 
whole community, closed in the House.

WORKING
FOR LOVE!

On Tuesday last the Detailed State­
ments of Expenditure for the twelve 
months ending June 30th, 1911, were 
tabled. A perusal of some of the 
statements reveals that the Leader of 
the Picnic Party seems to do well out 
of working for love. A reference to 
the Contingency Expenditure and the 
Hague Arbitration Expenditure re­
veals the fact that Twelve Thousand 
Dollars were paid to Sir Edward Mor­
ris during the currency of that year 
on account of his visit to Washing­
ton London, and the Hague.

Part of this amount was on account 
of professional fees in the Hague Ar­
bitration and was a payment on ac­
count and not in full, as the Colonial 
Secretary stated that the bills of the 
counsel engaged had not been receiv­
ed. that he did not know how much 
they would amount to, and the 
amounts paid had been payments on 
account and not in full. It would ap­
pear from the payments of $12,000 
during the year to one man, conclu­
sively proves that a Prime Minister,

ho is an old Parliamentary hand, 
and who wishes -to do so. can have a 
good time and do well out of Picnics 
and Fees although his Finance Minis­
ter may not have asked the legisla­
ture to vote him a salary of $2,000 a 
year.

The supporters of the Picnic Party 
have boasted much of the Premier's 
work for love, but the taxpayer’s are 
finding Sir Edward Morris's occu­
pancy of the Leadership of the Gov­
ernment an expensive experiment.

Portia Back
From West.

The S. S. Portia, Capt Fitzpatrick, 
arrived from western ports last mid­
night but was unable to steam to the 
pier until 10 o'clock to-day owing to 
the Ice blockade in the harbor. She 
left here on the 27th ult„ experiencing 
favorable weather, which was contin­
uous for the round trip. Reaching the 
terminus, Chanhel, the following Sun­
day, at 9 a.m. She left again at 3 p.m. 
Remarkably fine weather was met on 
the return except coming across Pla­
centia Bay, the Portia got jammed in 
the ice for two hours. To get clear the 
captain had to shape his course 
around Cape St. Mary's. A11 day yes­
terday the ship was steaming through 
ice- which extend from Cape Pine to 
the Narrows.

HOW ROAD 
MONEY IS 

WASTED
Obserrations of the Auditor General 

in His Annual Report, Just Tab­
led.

Before closing this report, I desire 
to ask the attention of the Legisla­
ture to the incompetency of the large 
majority of individuals charged with 
the expenditure of road and marine 
works* moneys and the great careless­
ness exhibited in the making up of 
their returns. In many instances 
names of persons who did not work 
at all are substituted for those who 
worked. In other cases allocations 
are split up per capita between resi­
dents, regardless of the capacity or 
otherwise for work of the recipients, 
part of the money being worked out 
in a bona-fide manner by the benefi­
ciaries, while others, who, though un­
fit for and unwilling to work, were 
considered entitled to their share, got 
boys and persons who had already 
worked to labor for them. All of 
which goes to show that in most of 
the outports people consider that all 
road and marine work money is theirs, 
to be equally divided between the in­
habitants and to be really worked out 
or otherwise as honest or dishonest 
intention dictates.

With regard to Ix>cal Road Boards, 
this cannot well be remedied except 
by the appointment thereto of men 
who are capable and intelligent. With 
regard to Special Commissioners, the 
remedy is in the hands of each indi­
vidual member of the Legislature, 
who should recommend for appoint­
ment only such persons as he know’s 
to be fitted for the position.

Fishery News.

From Capt. Fitzpatrick of the Portia 
we learn that there is plenty of fish 
around Rose Blanche and vicinity and 
good fares are got by the residents 
when the weather permits them get­
ting on the grounds.

The trawlers and hand liners are 
constantly engaged puttifig their fish 
in salt bulk to dispose of to the Gor­
don Pew Co. later on in the spring.

There are also a large number of 
bankers operating around Ramea. 
Burgeo. and that neighborhood. All 
of which are doing exceptionally well, 
having to date for their first trip from 
200 to 400 qtls. stowed below.

The halibut fishery this year so far 
is an absolute failure compared with 
the catches of other seasons. The 
liviers report those fish very scarce 
even on the Burgeo grounds where 
they always found them plentiful.

Railway News.
The special train for Avondale got 

there at 2 a.m. yesterday and left for 
here at noon, but became stuck in 4 
feet of snow a half mile east of that 
place. Yesterday all along the line 
there were heavy ground drifts which 
filled the cuts, and intense frost 
There are 165 sealers on this train and 
some of these have been engaged to 
help clear it and have been shovelling 
ahead. The train went bac.k to Avon­
dale again and a special with a sup­
ply of coal left here at 1 p.m. to ren­
der assistance.

So In­
tense was the frost yesterday that 
several became frostbitten and all 
had to quit work and take shelter In 
the cars.

Brigus Junction at noon to-day.

Connors’ men expect to get to 
Brigus Junction to-night.

DIED ABROAD.—Miss Annie Bar­
rett. who Is a domestic with Hon. Jas. 
Baird, had a telegram a few days ago 
saying that her sister had died in 
Montreal, where she had gone for 
treatment on Thursday last. The de­
ceased had been under treatment at 
the General Hospital here for a 
month. The remains were Interred 
at Montreal.

More Poisoning.
Yesterday afternoon shortly after, 

partaking of dinner of which tinned 
salmon was a constituent, Mrs. J. F. 
Rose of Military Road, was taken 
suddenly and seriously ill. A doctor 
was sent for and found that the wo­
man like Mrs. and Miss McCourt re­
cently had been poisoned by eating of 
salmon. Heroic measures had to be 
taken to revive her and she is still 
unwell from the effects of the poison­
ous fish. A few more instances of this 
kind and people will fight shy of tin­
ned goods altogether.

An Unusual Sight
Reminiscences of olden days were 

recalled this forenoon as hundreds of 
citizens watched with Interest from 
the waterfront three sealers who lost 
their passage, bringing their belong­
ings over the ice to the Kite which 
was jammed in the ice off Chain 
Rock. Unfortunately before they 
reached the ship she got in open water 
and went on without them.

Relief to the Poor
On Tuesday night a meeting of St. 

Vincent de Paul Society was held 
when 82 coal orders and 22 orders for 
food, besides some special relief, 
were given out. The notes for pro­
visions were placed in tl^e hands of 
the visitors last evening, and the 
people for whom they are intended 
will be seen at their homes to-day. 
The rumour about the establishment 
of a soup kitchen is a pure canard.

The Bruce
is Jammed.

The latest wire from the Bruce was 
received at 10 a.m. to-day by the Reid 
Nfld. Co. It was as follows: "8 a.m. 
—Light W.S.W. wind, jammed 5 miles 
east of Flint Island. Sydney Bight 
blocked with ice." Capt. Delaney 
thinks that if the present wind blows 
stronger it will slacken the ice and 
give the ship a chance to get to 
Louisburg, where she will likely go.

Died in Venezuela.
The family of Mr. Edward Spencer,

Government to fully test the efficiency 
of existing laws to deal with the latest 
tactics of the militant suffragettes be­
fore resorting to special legislation to 
make the funds of suffragettes soci­
eties liable for damage done by their 
members, the police last night raid­
ed the offices of the Women's Political 
Union, Clement’s Inn, and arrested 
Mr. and Mrs. Lawrence, joint editors 
of Votes for Women; police also had a 
warrant for the arrest of Miss Pank- 
hurst but didn’t find her. They took 
possession of the offices. The leaders 
of the Union are charged with being 
responsible for the latest window 
smashing campaign; they will pre­
sumably be tried under the conspiracy 
laws. Sir Haworth who sought re- 
election after appointment as Junior 
Lord of the Treasury was defeated for 
Parliament for Manchester South by 
Glazebrook, Unionist. Glazebrook's 
majority was 570. The defeat of 
Haworth gives the Unionist the sixth 
bye-election victory since the General 
Election and the greatest rebuff the 
Government has yet sustained; con­
sidered to be largely due to the dis­
satisfaction with the Insurance Bill 
and Ministerial handling of the coal 
crisis, the Radical majority of 2,452 
was turned into a Unionist majority 
of 570.

GEORGE MILLET, A “FORTUNE 
TELLER," TAKEN YESTERDAY 
BY DETECTIVE BYRNE.

Yésterday afternoon Detective Ser­
geant Byrne arrested a man named 
George Millet at his office, Renouf 
Building, who professes to be a for­
tune teller and who has been in the 
habit of giving his clients, and they 
were numerous, glhnpess into the fu­
ture at rates varying from $1 to $4. 
When Byrne entered the office he 
found there a large lot of correspond­
ence dealing with Millet's profession, 
with a hand press and many letters 
in answer to correspondents who 
wrote him on the strength of an ad­
vertisement which has been appear­
ing in the American and Canadian 
press for some time past, and which 
reads as follows: —

"FORTUNE TOLD.—Past and 
future, love, marriage, business 
and all affairs of life carefully 
treated. Send birth, date and 6 
cents in stamps. George Millet, 
Box 725. St. John’s. Nfld."
Letters were seized which had been 

written from New York. Boston, Phil­
adelphia, Montreal, Quebec and other 
places, and the correspondence and 
everything relating to the trade of the 
man was transferred to the office of 
Inspector General Sullivan at the | 
police station. The man did a good 
business in this line and sometimes 
hundreds of letters reached him daily. 
He made good money, but as far as 
can be learned no Newfoundlanders 
were amongst his clientile of custom­
ers. Some of the letters seized were 
answers to correspondents abroad, 
and some of them were sealed and 
addressed end others were open on 
bis desk when the detective entered 
his office yesterday. The man is pps- 
sessed of considerable money in bank, 
and will be prosecuted within the 
Rogues and Vagabonds Act to-day. 
The arrest of the man was effected j 
quietly and created quite a ripple in 
police circles.

torial of last evening? The meeting

A. P. C. held in public, and to which 
the public were invited.

I discussed the matter at some 
length first with Sir Wm. MacGregor, 
who jvas a regular subscribing mem­
ber of the A. P. C., as well as its 
Patron, and as such he took the chair 
and gave us one of his invaluable 
papers.

At this meeting the report of the 
A. P. C. for the previous year was 
submitted, and the Committee of 
Management was re-elected. His 
lordship the Bishop of Newfoundland 
was not in the chair, though he .was 
on the platform, and proposed the re- 
election of the Committee of Manage­
ment.

The report of the meeting issued 
immediately afterwards from which 
you quote, opens as follows : “The 
second annual meeting of the Associ­
ation for the revention of Consump­
tion/' etc.

His Excellency speaking as a mem­
ber of the A. P. C. to this public 
meeting of the Society made the fol­
lowing reference to Sanatoria: “In 
the first place I warn you against the 
idea of Sanitoriums ; they are beyond 
our means.” (He then quotes some 
figures.) “A single Sanitorium would 
cost more than all the funds at the 
disposal of this Association could 
meet, and U w’ould benefit so very few 
sufferers that it could exert no per­
ceptible influence on the Colony as a
whole.............. The Sanitoriums sound
well and are tempting. I warn you 
against them till you find a philan­
thropist prepared to build aud endow 
them.*’ (The black type is mine.)

I daresay the public are beginning 
to feel that precisely what was said 
or meant on that occasion, when the 
situation was so entirely different, is 
of less importance than the bicker­
ings to which it lias given rise should 
warrant. But, sir, as an authority 
has been cited it seems a duty to sec 
that his meaning ought to be defined 
as correctly as possible.

j One of the noteworthy results of a 
I recent expedition on the government 
• steamer ‘Albatross,’ was the discovery 
| of a band of elephant seals. The ex- 
I pedition was commanded by Dr. Chas. 

H. Townsend, Director of the New 
York Aquarium, and was sent out un­
der the auspices of the New York 
Zoological Society and the Museum of 
Natural History. New York. The ani­
mals were found on the uninhabited 
island of Gaudeloupe, 250 miles off the 
coast of San Diego. The party cap­
tured alive six baby elephant seals, 
which were sent to the New York 
Aquarium, where they are attracting 
great attention. Four skins of large 
adult males were obtained, over six­
teen feet long, for a museum group 
The maximum length of the adult 
male is 22 feet. The female, which 
is smaller, lacks a proboscis. The 
short proboscis, or 'trunk’, has the 
nostril openings at the end and can 
be expanded and contracted at will. 
The male elephant seals fight desper 
ately. as the scars on their necks and 
breasts bear evidence. They have 
formidable teeth and send forth gut­
tural roars which can be heard at a 
considerable distance. Unlike the fur 
seal the elephant seal is a wonderful 
producing animal, having a deep lay­
er of blubber six or seven inches 
thick; the oil is even superior to 
whale oil.

Fifty years ago elephant seals wer. 
abundant, but owing to their whole­
sale slaughter to obtain the valuabl- 
oil for commercial purposes by the 
the sealers, the species is now ap­
proaching extinction.

NORTHERN COAST BLOCKED. —
Bonavista reported yesterday that 
heavy ice was packed close on the 
land at that place and also to the 
northward. A continuous and strong 
off-shore wind is badly needed to 
clear the floe off the land before a 
ship can get north.
