BELGIAN GOVT. WILL LODGE 
PROTEST.

PARIS, Jan. 12.
The Havre correspondent of the 

Petit Journal, telegraphs that the 
Belgian Government is about to lodge 
a protest with the neutral govern­
ments against the new German war 
levy of one forty million francs 
monthly in addition to last year’s tax 
of four hundred and eighty million 
francs. The Belgian protest, the cor­
respondent says, will point out that 
under the provisions of the Hague 
conference, war "Taxes levied in occu­
pied territory are limited to amounts 
necessary to meet the needs of the 
army of occupation, or to pay for the 
administration of the territory in 
question.

after the sitting opened he gave them 
assurances that tile Government was 
hiding no ulterior motives beside the 
Bill. Ellis Griffiths, member from 
Anglisey, attacked his fellow-Liberals 
who are opposing ' military service, 
“but I care nothing for the traditions 
of my party when the interests of my 
country are at stake," he -said. “Do 
opponents of the Bill réalité that offi­
cial figures of wastage at the front 
s(iow that the life of a battalion out 
there is only seven months, that men 
are being wounded, sent home and arc 
sent back again to the front repeat* 
edly, instead of everyone being sent 
once, before others are sent twice?” 
Mr. Griffiths spoke of Irish boycotts, 
and Trade Union strikes to compel 
men to join their organizations, as 
forms of compulsion. When, however, 
we want to compel men to join the 
Army, it is treaSon, he declared amid 
loud cheers. These men are necessary 
in order to free Europe from thé 
menace of German tyranny and do­
minion.

Opponents of the bill received an­
other blow when John Dillon, one ot 
the leading members of the Irish Par­
ty, accepted the decision of John Red­
mond against further opposition to 
the measure. Dillon said, however, 
he would have continued resistance 
to the bill if half of the Liberal Party, 
and all the Labor members had stood 
with him. Conscription has laid like 
a wet blanket over recruiting in Ire­
land, he continued, but the advice of 
the Irish party is taken. I can assure 
you that Ireland after the war will 
have no cause to be ashamed of the 
part she has played. Ireland, as Brit­
ain, desires to maintain adequate 
numbers for the Army.

LOSSES ON ALL FRONTS.
NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

A News Agency cable from London 
says: Infantry losses, on all fronts 
now average 15 per cent, monthly, 
Under Secretary for War, Tennant, 
informed the Commons this afternoon, 
in explaining why the Government 
found it necessary to adopt conscrip­
tion. These figures take into account 
the soldiers relieved from duty be­
cause of_wounds, but'who afterwards 
recover and return to th^ front.

WITHDRAW THEIR RESIGNATIONS
LONDON, Jan. 12.

The resignations from the Ministry 
of Labor members, Arthur Hender­
son, President of the Board of Educa­
tion, William Brace and 'Geo. H. Rob­
erts, respectively Parliamentary Un­
der Secretary for Home Affairs, and 
Lord Commissioner of the Treasury, 
have been withdrawn. The Labor 
members had a long conference with 
Premier Asquith at his invitation, 
when he gave them assurances that 
the Government -was hiding no ulterior 
motives behind the Military Service 
Bill. It was later officially announc­
ed that in view of this fact, the whole 
matter will be considered at the Par­
ty's annual conference at Bristol, at 
the end of January, and it had been 
decided to withhold the resignations 
of Messrs. Henderson,1 Brace and Rob­
erts for the time being.

SUMMONED TO BERLIN.
PARIS, Jan. 12.

A Rome despatch to the Journal, 
says it has been learned from the 
Duke of Adriagna, brother of the wife 
of Prince Von Puelo, the German 
Chancellor, that on account of Em­
peror William's illness, the Prince has 
been summoned suddenly to Berlin 
from Switzerland, where he has been 
staying for several months.

ZEPPELIN RAIDS ON LONDON RE­
PULSED.

\
NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

Twelve attempted raids on London 
by Zeppelins during December were 
repulsed by the British, chiefly 
through large fleets of aeroplanes, 
and three of the German aircraft 
were destroyed or captured, accord­
ing to Dr. W. H. Vincent, of the Col­
onial Medical Corps, who arrived to­
day on the American Liner Philadel­
phia. The real reason why Zeppelins 
have not been able to bombard Lon­
don or its suburbs since October 14th 
last, said Dr. Vincent, is because the 
British have established an elaborate 
and efficient defence against the Ger-’ 
man raiders. During the month of 
December, there were 12 Zeppelin 
attempts to reach London, from two 
to four Zeppelins participated in 
each attempt, but in no case were 
these German dirigibles able to reach 
even the outskirts of London. Three 
Zeppelins, to my knowledge, were 
destroyed by the British defence. 
One of the big dirigibles Was brought 
down by shots from a warship anchor­
ed in an English harbor, the other two 
were destroyed by a British aero­
plane. The general opinion among 
military men in England is that Lon­
don is now virtually safe from further 
Zeppelin raids. Dr. Vincent declined 
to give details of the * aeroplane de­
fence of London, saying that this was 
an important military phase, and his 
connection with the British Medical 
Corps forbids him disclosing - such 
matters. He decided, however, that 
it was most complete and efficient.

DILLON AND REDMOND.
LONDON, Jan. 12.

Whether the second reading of-the 
Military " Service Bill will be carried 
by general assent, or a handful of 
members, still standing by the anti­
compulsion cause, insist upon forcing 
a division, was the only point left un­
settled when the House of Commons 
assembled this afternoon to conclude 
the debate on the measure. With the 
object of obtaining something like a 
general assent to the Bill’s progress, 
Premier Asquith invited the Labour 
members to confer with him. Boon

ANDERSON’S MOTION DEFEATED.
LONDON, Jan. -12. 

The House defeated William C. An­
derson’s motion to reject the Military 
Service Bill, by a vote of 431 to 3». 
The second reading was agreed to 
without •division.

WILL SAFEGUARD EMPLOYEES.
LONDON, Jan. 12.

As a concession to the Labor op­
position to compulsion, Premier As­
quith announced in the Commons to­
day the Government will introduce an 
amendment preventing employers from 
using the measure as a weapon against 
employees.

STEAMER SUNK.
NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

A News Agency despatch from Leith 
Scotland, to-day, says the steamer 
Yaquir has been sunk by a submar 
ine. The çrew was saved.

CANADIAN MAILS.
LONDON, Jan. 12.

Replying to a question in the Com­
mons, the Postmaster General stated 
that mails brought by Canadian pack­
ets are, whenever possible, landed at 
the first port of call. In a few instan­
ces it has been necessary, owing to 
Admiralty requirements, to carry 
them on to the port of destination.

RELATIONS ARE .GOOD!
BERLIN, Jan. 12.

Despatches from Sofia, says the 
Overseas News Agency, report that 
the Greek Government has asked the 
Entente Powers to withdraw restric­
tions Upon trade with Greek ports. 
M. Toncheff, the Bulgarian Minister 
of Finance, states that the relations 
between Greece and Bulgaria are ex­
cellent, and that relations with Rou- 
mania likewise are good.

HEAVY CANNONADING HEARD.
PARIS, Jan. 12.

Heavy cannonading was heard dur­
ing the day from the direction of 
Doiran across the northern Greek 
border, says a Havas despatch from 
Athens, under Tuesday’s date. Ap­
parently an artillery duel was in pro­
gress, says the correspondent, but no 
official communication that this was 
the case, was received.

BRITISH STEAMER ESCAPES SUB­
MARINE.
NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

A News Agency despatch from 
Barcelona to-day, says that the Brit­
ish steamer Tafna eluded a German 
submarine that pursued her several 
miles in the Mediterranean, and ar­
rived here to-day. The Tafna is the 
largest of fifteen ships -owned by the 
English and American Shipping Co., 
of London. She displaces 4,393 tons.

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Help the Committee.
Judging by the extent of 
the orders for coal which 
have been endorsed by 
the Committee of citizens, 
there is ample need of the 

warning we have " given previously 
that those who have a supply of coal 
in their cellars should exercise re­
straint in their demands, and co­
operate with this committee in tiding 
over the coal shortage which at pre­
sent exists. We cannot emphasize 
too strongly that the immediate prob­
lem facing the committee is to keep 
the household fires burning, the stores 
warm and the factories running for 
the next three weeks, until the short­
age can be relieved by the arrival of 
new stocks of coal. It is highly re­
prehensible for any persons to at­
tempt to obtain from the stock, which 
is being handled by the committee, 
supplies of coal which they will need 
for burning in February and March. 
The members of the committee will 
do their best to prevent such orders 
being supplied, and citizens should 
co-operate with them in these efforts. 
The problem is a difficult one to han­
dle, and it is the plain duty of a good 
citizen to back up those who are en­
deavoring to work out the problem 
without entailing suffering on any­
one.

The Military Bill.
The forecast that opposi­
tion in the House of 
Commons to the Military
Service Bill, bringing in
unmarried men who were 

waiting to be fetched, was diminish­
ing, has not been falsified. A test 
motion to reject the bill was voted
down by 431 to 39 last night, and
afterwards thé second reading of the 
bill was carried without a division. 
This result is a tribute to the com­
mon sense of the members of the 
House of Commons, and incidentally 
it shows that the mantle of Mr. Glad­
stone as a great Parliamentary Hand 
has fallen on the present leader of 
the Government. In view of circum­
stances, alluded to by Mr. Birrell, the 
Irish Secretary, the Irish Nationalists 
under the wise guidance of Mr. John 
Redmond, have exercised wonderful 
restraint, and the conference between 
Mr. Asquith and the Labor members, 
and the accommodating spirit in 
which Mr. Asquith met distrust and 
suspicion contributed largely to this 
commendable ending of the debate on 
the second reading. After the state­
ment of Lord Kitchener as to the need 
of the measure t;o supply soldiers ab­
solutely needed, it is unlikely that 
the country would support members 
who opposed it. Lord Kitchener has 
never allied himself with those who 
have been advocating conscription on 
principle. His declaration is based 
on military needs and not on senti­
ment. He has stated the need and the 
country will asquiesce in the bill, just 
as the members of the Commons have 
done.

Good News
From the Tigris.

The news from General 
Aylmer’s forces which 
are advancing along the 
Tigris to the relief of 
General Townshend’s for­

ces at Kut el Amara, continues to be 
most satisfactory. We learn first that 
General Aylmer had succeeded in for­
cing an advance from All Gherba, 50 
miles from the Kut, and that on^the 
seventh instant, that he had fought I 
three divisions of Turks near Sheikh 
Sa ad in the Tigris, that he had car­
ried the position and that he was pur­
suing the Turks in retreat, but that 
the pursuit was hindered by heavy 
rains. This gave rise to some appre­
hension as Sheikh Saad is about 25 
miles from the Kut. These anxieties 
has been allayed by the good news 
sent last night by the Secretary for 
the Colonies. Mr. Bonar Law reports 
that the Turks were beaten at a posi­
tion six miles east of the Kut el Am­
ara, whither they had fled precipately 
from the Sheikh Saad battlefield. This 
shows a further advance of 19 miles, 
and a Turkish defeat at that point. It 
is clear then that the Aylmer forces 
and Townshend’s forces are but a 
few miles apart, and the juncture will 
now depend on the strength of the 
Turkish forces and positions between 
them. With good luck, the next news 
may be that Aylmer has succeeded in 
his task of relieving Townshend’s 
forces, which retreated from the 
neighborhood of Bagdad.

(From the Westminster Gazette.)
The book with the above title, 

which the Rev. Douglas P. Wlnnlfrith, 
M.A., chaplain to the forces, has writ­
ten is full of interest. The Bishop 
of London, in a foreword, speaks of 
it as containing “a tale of simple 
heroism not often surpassed in his­
tory,” and General Smlth-Dorrien, 
who contributes a preface, strongly 
recommends the public to read the 
book. Its author was with the 14th 
Infantry Brigade Field Ambulance 
from the commencement of the war, 
and was with it at the battles of Le 
Gateau, Mons, the Marne, the Aisne, 
la Bassee, Ypres and Armentiers — 
covering a period of eight months’ 
continuous fighting—and he therefore I 
speaks with authority.

To the friendly character of the I 
French priests and villagers in con­
nection with the burial of our dead, 
Mr. Winnifrith makes frequent allu-1 
sion:— . I

“I myself on many occasions h%ve j 
witnessed the general grief and lov­
ing sympathy displayed by the peas- I 
ants when they stood with me beside 
the grave of our comrades. They 
would cast flowers into the grave, 
plant others upon the mound, and 
promise to faithfully tend it, as, with 
eyes dimmed by tears, they expressed I 
their thanks to those who had cross- I 
ed the sea to fight and die for La belle 
France.”

Of course, the British soldiers could 
not in every case, be buried by their 1 
oWn chaplains, but the French priests I 
have always been very glad to lend j 
whatever assistance they could. j

Amusing incidents occasionally J 
light up the tragic occurrences of the 
battlefield. In the darkness one of | ] 
the officers fell into a moat, and as he i 
was dragged out covered with green j 
slime, and wet to the skin, he remark- IJ 
ed: “Well, that's an experience.” ] 
Someone described the mildness of 1 
his language as nothing less than “a j 
miracle of grace." But all were sor- i 
ry for the officer, and they hung him i 
up to dry in front of the camp fire. { 
The Transport Sergeant whose duty j 
it was to superintend the care of j 
horses, hearing the splash in the wa- j 
ter, ran to the moat and exclaimed: f 
“Oh, It’s only a man; I thought it > 
might be a ’orse!" 1

Again and again . Mr. Winnifrith 1 
Lears testimony to the great bravery I 
of our men. He tells of the stretcher j 
hearers depositing their bleeding I 
burdens, wiping the sweat from their i 
brows, and then willingly and eagerly I 
returning to pursue their work of I 
mercy "where the bullets were fall- I 
ing like rain." The fortitude of the Ï 
wounded is magnificent. One doctor 1 
said : j

“Believe me, the Victoria Cross is i 
won over and over again in a single i 
day. The men are brave! What if f 
you were to see how the wounded act 1 
after the excitement of battle! They ] 
suffer their wounds, great and small, j 
without a murmur; they get their j 
wounds dressed; take chloroform, i 
give consent to have their limbs am- ! 
putated just as if they were going 1 
to have their hair cut. They are ] 
gloriously brave.”

One man, with his jaw blown away, j 
could not speak, and made signs that i 
he wished to write. When paper and ! 
pencil were brought, it was no selfish 1 
request he had to make, no message 1 
even for loved ones at home he had to j 
send : he simply wrote : “My captain ] 
is a brave man and deserves the V.' \

Moving Story of Her Work and Char« 
aetcr by a Fellow Worker, Mary 
Boyle O’Reilly.
To a small Irish magazine entitled 

“The Missionary Record,” Miss Mary 
Boyle O’Reilly contributes a moving 
account of the work and character ol 
Miss Cavell, with whom she was in­
timately associated at Brussels. We 
reproduce the following passages:

During the short, stern year Miss 
Cavell called me “Friend,” as I called, 
her “Sister." Brussels was her sec­
ond home. In August, 1914, L’Ecole 
Infirmière Belge, which she had start­
ed in one small room with four pro­
bationers had grown to bç a vast 
building, with a large staff of nurses. 
She was in her English home when 
war was declared. “My duty is over 
there,” she said simply.

“The bravest Woman in Brussels” 
reached the threatened city none too 
soon. . . One sunset the terrible men 
in grey were at the gate. ... By the 
barricade, beneath a Belgian army 
flare, stood Sister Cavell in her prim, 
crisp gown, calmly selecting those re­
fugees who must have emergency re­
lief.

Only one hour of each arduous day 
was reserved—that evening hour when 
she and her Flemish sheep dogs, Jack 
and Don (scrubbed and sterilized), 
romped with the night-gowned kiddies 
in the children's ward until the sand­
man came. . . .

She was amused when the Germans 
threw me out of Brussels as a dis­
turber of the peace. When, as a free­
born American citizen, I motored back 
“to see my Minister, Briand Whit­
lock,” I carried with me my maid’s 
passport. Hugh Gibson, Secretary of 
the Embassy, told me with grave fore­
boding about the young nurses at the 
British Hospital. I hurried to Sister 
Edith. Gravely and insistently I beg­
ged her to come with me to Holland 
and safety. She listened patiently, as 
one listens to a well-meaning child, 
and then said, smiling, “Impossible, 
friend ; my duty is here.” We never 
saw her again. When the end came 
she was alone. But I knov. she \Vas

Military Hospital, 
Tigne, Dec. 10, To.

Dear Friend,—Just a few lines to 
say that I am much better now and 
hope to be discharged from - hospital 
soon, but I don’t know what time I 
will be goirig back to the front again. 
When I am discharged from hospital 
I shall be sent to a convalescent 
camp for a while. I may be there 
for a month and I may be there for 3 
months, so you can see that I won't 
be going back for a while yet I sup­
pose you have seen by the paper that 
I was wounded on Nov. 6th, and the 
doctors tell me it was a wonder how 
I escaped from being killed on the 
spot, but thank God I was not, and I 
am very thankful of being alive and 
able to write these few lines. When I 
was hit first I thought it was all up 
with me, but I am still alive and 
kicking. Well, to think this time last 
year I used to be going up to Mrs.
--------- for lunch every night. Well
if only I had some of the ham and 
eggs which I used to get, it would be 
quite a treat, and to think that this 
year I am laying in hospital in Malta 
with a bullet wound in rilp left shoul­
der. Well I would like to be in St. 
John’s for to spend my Christmas, 
and supposing I was in hospital I 
would have some one down to see me, 
but where I am here, I see nobody 
from week’s end to week’s end. The 
only person that I see clear of the 
hospital nurses is the minister, and 
he calls to see me once a week. Well 
I was wounded on the 6th of Novem­
ber, and I was put on board of a hos­
pital ship on the 7th, and I was a 
week on her. Then l arrived at Mal­
ta and was put in hospital and I can 
tell you I was not sorry when I 
cohld lay in a nice soft bed once 
again, and this is my first day that l 
can sit Up since I arrived on the 12th, 
and I am now propped up with pil­
lows. I am not able to , lay on my 
back; I have to lay on my right side, 
-but I hope to be able to get up soon. 
Just fancy I didn’t see a bed for near­
ly three months and never had a boot 
off my foot in that time and now I 
have to lay in bed for about six 
weeks before I can get up.

! Lisbon Falls, who recently was con- 
: victed of using mails to defraud wo­
men who made silk ties on commis­
sion. Besides Sir Cecil Spring-Rice, 
British Ambassador, Lord Bryce, his 
predecessor, John Keating, British 
Consul here, are named in the suit. 
Marshall explained his action Is due 
to the alleged failure of the British 
officials to protect him as a subject of 
Britain against the seizure of Ills 
mail since 1899, when he began the 
mail order business. He came to 
Maine 35 years ago from Annapolis. 
In the recent trial he acted as his 
own counsel. His sentence was de­
ferred pending appeal.

AMERICA WILL TAKE NO FURTHER 
ACTION.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

hension and punishment of outlaws 
or at most to hold General Carranza 
responsible for the murders if it is 
shown his officials were negligent.

SIMON AND ASQUITH ON COMPUL­
SION BILL.

LONDON, To-day!
Sir John Simon, who recently re­

signed from the, Cabinet on the com­
pulsion issue, summed up his argu­
ments against the Bills. His oppon­
ents he declared, in enacting the meas­
ure in the House would throw away 
one great national possession." The 
country had entered upon war to de­
fend the' dbetrine that the supreme 
consideration ought to be national 
unity, he said, and in view of the at­
titude of labor it is in the highest 
degree unfortunate this Bill is intro­
duced. “I hope it is not too late to 
take a practical step to avoid com­
pulsion. I urge the Government to go 
over the results of Earl Derby’s can­
vass and make another appeal to 
men who do not come forward. Aspto 
the labor attitude it is evident as long 
as you can take an unwilling individu­
al and put him in the army, there will 
be the greatest difficulty in maintain­
ing industrial .fredom in which I am 
sure every Commoner desired to leave 
untouched. Premier Asquith, himself, 
rose for the final plea in favor of the 

’ Bill, after Sir John Simon had con­
cluded. The Premier referred once to 
the fears of Labor, that the Bill 
would lead to industrial compulsion 
and that employers would be able to 
dismiss obnoxious employees and com­
pel them to become soldiers, he ex­
plained the ' Government would intro­
duce an amendment which would 
safeguard this point. “I believe,” he 
added, “when the provisions of the 
Bill are fully realized and the people 
understand that every suggestion and 
complaint will be carefully listened 
to, we shall have something like a 
general assent. I hope the Bill will 
pass without dissent. Certainly no 
more effective blow could be struck 
for the success of our arms.” The an­
nouncement that the Government 
were prepared to meet labor objec­
tions with an amendment preventing 
employers using it to their advantage 
was greeted with cheers and was re­
garded as especially significant,, in­
asmuch as the Premier had just 
come from a Conference with Labor 

1 Leaders. "There had been an im- 
* mense amount of misconception, mis­

understanding. Some sections and 
classes regarding it as a step toward 

;/ Universal Conscription or as a form of 
instrument for industrial compulsion. 

. I assure you there is nothing further 
from the intention of the framers of 
the Bill than that it should be used 
for any such purposes. The Govern­
ment certainly has no intention of 
furnishing even indirectly either em­
ployers or employees with new am, 
munition to be expended not in de- 

. fence of the country, but in the pursuit 
ot internecine industrial struggles. 
The Government is now engaged in de­
vising means whereby any such 
thing will be rendered impossible.”

DIED OF HEART FAILURE.
NEW YORK, To-day.

M. Stuart, Editor of the Scottish 
American, widely known among 
Scotchmen throughout the States and 
Canada, died suddenly yesterday ot 
heart disease.

TWO ITALIAN SHIPS SUNK BY 
MINES.

' ROME, To-day.
Two Italian steamers, the Brindisi 

and Citta Di Palerno were sunk by 
mines in the Adriatic. .Half the pas­
sengers aboard the Brindisi were lost. 
The crew were saved. Nearly all on 
board the Citta Di Palermo, which 
was an armed vessel, were saved. The 
Brindisi was sunk on January 6th and 
thé Citta Di Palermo on January 8th. 
The Brindisi is a vessel of 863 tons 
and was owned at Bari. The Citta Di 
Palermo was built in 1910 and was 
3.415 tons. -------- f----

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

Cettinje, the capital of Montenegro, 
now seems likely to suffer the fate of 
Belgrade, and British observers al­
ready are asking anxiously, what the 
menace of the Austrian conquest of 
Montenegro is likely to hold oter the 
Allies at Saloniki. Fighting is going 
on all round Cettinje, a small town 
which nearly a year ago, ceased to be 
the seat of the Montenegrin Govern­
ment and never before in the long 
history of the little Montenegrin king­
dom has it been compelled to bow to 
a foreign conquerer. As in the Ser­
bia’s case, the Entente press finds it 
inexplicable why Italian assistance 
was not sent long ago to Lovcen, 
which it is said could. have been 
rendered impregnable with a com­
paratively small number of men and 
a few heavy guns. The reduction, the 
Montenegrin prçss points out, will 
enable Austria not only to command 
the Adriatic but also to threaten the 
flank bf any advance from Saloniki 
and prevent any effective movement 
by the Entente force through Albania 
for Italy. The new Austrian success 
has a most serious aspect. The long 
narrow Italian peninsula is peculiarly 
vulnerable to an attack from the sea. 
Any really great Austrian naval base 
in the magnificeht harbor ot Cattaro 
would have been impossible without 
Lovcen, but under the circumstances, 
the Austrian possession of Cattaro is 
almost as great a menace to Italy as 
the German conquest ot Calais would 
have been to Britain. While attention 
is centred on the developments on the 
Adriatic coast, it is announced from 
.Rome that two Italian transports, the 
Brindisi and Citta Di Palermo, last 
week struck mines and sank. On the 
Russian front the Austrian official 
communication records that renewed 
desperate attacks everywhere were 
repulsed. The Petrograd communi­
cation is silent on the subject, but the 
Russians usually withhold mention of 
their movements until they are well 
on the road to completion. There 
have been no important developments 
on the Western front. The blowing 
up of a large German munitions depot 
near Lille is admitted in the German 
communication. According to one ac­
count this was due to a British air 
raid. The English press believes the 
cautious working of the German com- 
munciation conceals a disaster and 
there is a great spirit of optimism 
both in British and French despatches 
from the West front. A correspond­
ent expressing the firm conviction, of 
the Allied Generals that there is no 
possibility of any successful German 
offensive anywhere on the west lines. 
The correspondent of Reuter's sends 
from British headquarters an inter­
view with an unnamed prominent 
staff officer who was quoted as say­
ing: "We now have full information 
about the German forces facing us. 
We know their exact disposition and 
strength. We everywhere outnumber 
the Germans and also outnumber them 
in both field and heavy artillery and 
our weapons are better than theirs. 
We can fire five shells to their one 
without depleting our munitions. We 
can take their first line of trenches 
whenever we wish. To say that we 
have got them beaten is dangerous 
rubbish, but truth we have got them 
ready for a beating.

DEBATE IN REICHSTAG ON
• CENSORSHIP.

BERLIN, To-day.
The Debate on the censorship is be­

ing continued with unabated vigor in 
the Budget Committee of the Reich­
stag. The present .system of con­
trolling the home press news and the 
service to foreign countries is being 
energetically attacked by representa­
tives of all parties, who are virtually 
unanimous in demanding liberty to 
ÿiscuss questions of international pol­
icy. They insist that the German peo­
ple have shown itself cool headed, ma­
ture and patriotic enough to be per­
mitted to look the situation in the face 
and form its judgment of events and 
on the nation’s problems. A Socialist 
speaker expressed the belief that the 
time had come whqn discussion as to 
what the aims were could be permit­
ted with advantage both at home and 
abroad. The censorship, said the So­
cialist speaker, acted one sidedly and 
passed attacks upon the’ executive 
committee of Socialists, but suppress­
ed the committee’s rejoinders. A Na­
tional Liberal speaker lamented the 
press had been forbidden to mention 
that crowds gathered in front of the 
butter stores and other developments 
of the food situation. This gave the 
hostile press abroad an opportunity to 
circulate exaggerated accounts. Al­
leged deserters encourage the people 
of hostile nation's to continue the 
wrar. The Socialists demanded that 
newspapers be suppressed only with 
the consent of the Chancellor in each 
particular case.

A SUCCESSFUL RAID. .
LONDON, To-day.

British Official: Last' night a raid 
was carried out by our troops on hos­
tile trenches east of Armentieres. 
About 20 of the enemy and machine 
guns were disposed ot and an em­
placement in their lines was blown 
up. The party then returned to our 
trenches bringing back two prisoners. 
Artillery on both sides was active 
yesterday about Vervelles, Wielte and 
Pilkelm.

COMPULSORY BILL PASSES SEC- 
OND READING WITHOUT DIVI­
SION.,

LONDON, To-day.
Amid scenes of uproar and enthu­

siasm Commons at 11 o’clock last 
night the motion to defeat the Military 
Service Bill was lost by a vote of 431 
to 39. Immediately afterward the 
House accepted the Premier’s request 
by passing the second reading of the 
Bill Without a division. The vote is 
chiefly interesting because of the 
changed attitude of many of the 105 
members, who opposed it on the first 
reading. The' debate was closed by 
Mr. Arthur Henderson, President of 
the Board of Education, in a much ap 
plaunded speech. He said it was a 
gfeat satisfaction to him because of 
the definite assurances given his 
friends and himself by the Premier 
in the name of the whole Cabinet, he 
was able to ren

the Coalition Ministry. This fact 
would be regarded at home and abroad 
as a symbol' of the nation’s unity. He 
concluded with the statement: "I 
have the authority of Earl Kitchener 
and the General Staff, that we re­
quire at once not only the unmarried ( 
men enrolled under the Derby' 
scheme, not only married men who 
are waiting to be called, but also the 
whole available part of the 65,000 men 
with whom this deals. The opposi­
tion in the Commons to the Conscrip­
tion Bill crumpled last night to a few 
conscientious objections. A fortnight 
ago anti-compulsionists claimed two 
hundred votes, but on the first read­
ing they were only able to muster 105, 
pf whom more than one half were 
Irish Nationalists. When it came to 
the second reading of the Bill to-night 
the Irish Nationalists had withdrawn 
from opposition. Premier Asquith 
had placated the majority of Labor 
members who had voted “No” on the 
first division, and only a comparative 
handful remained irreconcilable. The 
result appears to have been due part­
ly to the evidence that the country 
faVors the measure and partly to As­
quith’s often displayed ability with 
the Executive Committee, Labor Par­
ty and Labor members in the Com­
mons this afternoon, in which he in­
duced three Labor members of the 
Ministry to withdraw their resigna­
tions temporarily. He apparently 
made a strong impression on the mem­
bers of the Executive Committee of 
labor men who asked for assurance 
that the hill should not be used as^.

South Wales Miners’ Conference at 
Cardiff to-day, • decided by a vote of 
211 to 35 to protest against the Bill 
and further to ask the National Ex­
ecutive for a poll and general ballot 
on a down-tools policy, unless the 
Bill is withdrawn. The chief ground 
of the labor objection lias been that 
conscription might lead to such labor 
compulsion as the Government enfor­
ced when it mobilized striking rail­
way workers as soldiers and com­
pelled them to operate railroads.

Prussian Press
Must Be Good.

In a recent despatch received in 
Switzerland the text of a confiden­
tial circular issued by the Prussian 
minister of the interior to local au­
thorities instrupting th’em to exer­
cise effective supervision over the 
newspapers of their districts was 
quoted. Copies of other confidential 
orders given by the same minister 
which fell into the hands of German 
socialists have, also reached Switzer­
land, and their contents show how 
much pressure is exerted in Germany 
to compel the newspapers to express 
the opinions dictated to them by the 
government in Berlin.

In September, 1915, the Prussian 
minister of the interior, Herr von 
Lobell, sent new instructions to all 
local authorities, directing them to 
persuade the proprietors of provin­
cial newspapers to subscribe to the 
Central Bureau for the German Press, 
an agency founded by and conducted 
under the direct control of the min­
ister of the interior. The subscrip­
tion to this press agency is nominal 
amounting to about $10 a year, pay­
able in monthly instalments. Local 
authorities were specially requested 
in this circular to bring about the 
publication of all articles and news 
of the Central Bureau, which are 
marked with a star, the sign that the 
government attaches unusual import­
ance to their appearance in as many 
paperp as possible.

During the last three months, in 
consequence of these orders from 
Berlin, local authorities in all parts 
of Prussia have been extremely ac­
tive in "persuading" editors to print 
articles and news despatches supplied 
by the Central Bureau. A local pa­
per at Bromberg, West Prussia, re­
ceived from the district censor this 
communication:

"Herewith you are requested to 
send me in writing an unconditional 
promfte to subscribe to .the Central 
Bureau for the German Press, aftd to 
publish such articles as are recom­
mended to you by the1' Imperial or 
Prussian authorities without any cur­
tailment or alteration within twenty- 
four hours of receiving them àt your 
office. It is necessary that I should 
have this written pledge within 24 
hours from qow.”

When the proprietors appealed to 
the supreme local functionary, the 
Regierungsprasidfent, to interfere on 
their behalf and to prohibit coercive 

1 measures of this kind, all the satis­

faction they got was a warning that 
they must obey, othevwise their Jour­
nal would be suppressed for the dura­
tion of the war. The Ruekierungs- 
prasident added that instructions re­
ceived from the minister of the in­
terior justified him in adopting this 
attitude.,.

At Stettin the censorship authori­
ties wrote, to the proprietors of a 
daily newspaper issued there:

“With a view to supplying the lo­
cal press with reliable news, copies 
of everything supplied by the Central 
Bureau of the German Press will be 
seitt to all newspapers, and you are 
urgently requested to publish every­
thing emanating from this source. 
Such articles as are marked with a 
star must be printed. In consequence 
of orders received from the highest 
quarters it will' be necessary for us 
to take punitive measures against 
those papers which refuse to publish 
the articles and news of thft Central 
Bureau.”

In this case an appeal Was lodged 
with a still higher official, the Ober- 
Praisent who replied that the instruc­
tions given by the censorship au­
thorities were legally valid under 
martial law, and also reasonable, so 
that they must be obeyed without 
hesitation.

The Machine Gnn 
and its Development.

Tests against piecked shots have 
shown that one machine gun will 
make more hits than 50 marksmen. 
One may safely say that as a target 
hitter, a machine gun is equal to a 
regiment.

The development of this most ef­
fective of the weapons has been very 
interesting, and much money and 
time has been spent in perfecting it. 
Machine guns of a primitive kind 
were found in early history.

In 1382 the army of Ghent put 200 
chars de canon to the field, being a 
number of barrels mounted on two 
wheeled carriages, garnished with 
spikes and scythe blades. In 1411 
the Burgundian army is sai3 to have 
had 2,000 of thes^ weapons. Louis 
the Twelfth had a machine gun 
which fired 50 shots at one round.

The Ribaudequin Chinois captured 
from the* Chinese by the French, in 
1860, is believed the earliest type ot 
machine gun known. It is believed 
that this gun was built about the 
beginning of the fourteenth century. 
It consisted of a very heavy trurk 
reinforced with iron. On this truck 
were mounted four iron barrels nine 
feet long. They were all fired at 
once by a train of powder leading to 
each barrel.

The most important development 
was the Danish nine barrel gun, 
mounted in sets of three, on a two­
wheeled carriage. One set of barrels 
was fired at a time. Closely follow­
ing this came the American revolving 
cannon capable of firing three charg­
es in quick succession, this gun was 
very popular in the war of 1812, and 
doubtless was responsible for some 
sensational sea victories, but a really 
satisfactory machine gun was not 
found until breech loading had been 
discovered.

Then came in quick succession the 
Gatlin, Reffye, Requa, Hotchkiss, 
Gadner, Bessemer and Maxiiff, each 
similar, lighter, more compact, more 
accurate, or having greater firing 
speed than its predecessors. The 
Maxim, is the one mose widely used 
by the warring nations to-day. It 
weighs 50 to 60 pounds and fires 450 
to 600 rounds per minute.

The Colt automatic is another very 
popular type, very similar to the 
Maxim, and with about the same rate 
of fire. It weighs only about 40 
pounds. The Lewis is similar to the 
Colt gun, but about two pounds 
lighter.

The Maxim, Colt and Lends are all 
highly scientific machines of the 
deadliest kind; machine guns in the 
highest sense of the word.

A passenger train consists of an 
engine, a baggage car, a conductor, a 
peanut salesman, a brakeman with 
throat trouble and several passenger 
coaches.

three classes—limited, local and ac­
commodation trains. Limited trains 
are very fast and only stop for cross­
ings, semaphores, side tracks, cows on 
the track, hot boxes, orders and coal. 
They are very luxurious, and are sup- 
pc id to get you to your destination 
oh time, for which you pay from $5 to 
$10 extra. This explains the “limited” 
part. You have to ante before you get 
on, and there is a $10 limit.

Local trains stop at all stations 
and elsewhere, and are very careless, 
losing ten minutes here and thirty 
minutes there with the utmost un­
concern, like a messenger boy. They 
are patronized by the plain people, 
and are afflicted with prehistoric 
coaches and newsboys who prey on 
the passengers and sell them pea­
nuts, figs and Elinor Glynn’s latest 
works in a horse whisper at the end 
of the car. Local trains run from 
“Aoughwaw to Sstreech,” according 
to the brakeman, and the next station 
is “Arglouuuuu.” If a man is stub­
born about it he can reach almost any 
town in the country on a local train. 
A man once travelled from New York 
to San Francisco on a local train, but 
it took so much time that he had to 
walk back.

Accommodation trains are compos­
ed of freight cars and a caboose, in 
which passengers ride on the floor 
and the ceiling alternately. Accom­
modation trains are so named because 
they frequently wait on a side track 
while a farmer's hogs get fat enough 
for him to ship with profit. Waiting 
for an accommodation train and 
waiting for a new comet are two op­
erations requiring more misguided 
patience than anything else on record.

Passenger trains transport their 
patrons to terrestrial points for from 
two to three cents a mile, and to the 
Great beyond occasionally without 
extra charge. In the middle west 
the rate is two cents a mile, but in 
the sparsely settled east the poverty- 
stricken lines manage to get three 
cents a mile in most instances.
