This loss 
has been brought abqut t>y people who 
have left the district'for other parts 
of the island, and for Canada, to­
gether, of course, with those who, 
died, and a low birth rate. British 
Harbor has suffered moet In this re­
spect, and whilst it still has some 
“loyal seule and true" In its midst,— 
to those of ue who knew it fifty years 
ago, there le a sense of desolation 
about it, and other little places that 
have suffered in the same way.

Will Carroll 
served his apprenticeship In the Anglo- , 
American Telegraph office in St, ' 
John’s—his native dty—and it was 
easy to recognize that he would be­
come a first-class operator. He Joined 
the Afcglo a short time after I left lt-J 
Of all the operators who worked with 
me in my young days in the Anglo- 
American Telegraph Company on the 
old West Line and elsewhere, and who 
emigrated to the United States and 
Canada, I can only think of one now 
alive, viz., Peter Glendenning of St. 
John’s, whe resides in Kansas, U.S.A., 
and retired some years ago. All the 
rest, such as E. F, Howell, Jack 
Mitchell, Mike and Jack Kavanagh, , 
Batty Doubtney, Mart and Red Brien, j

02,000)000 STAMP SHE.
Commandeered OBeeton Bequeathed 

to Germa»y 'Sold by French 
Am- Huge Sums.

The largest postage 'stamp collec­
tion ever gathered together in the 
world, and the greatest in respect to 
value that stamp experts believe ever 
will-be made, is now being sold at auc­
tion in Paris. It is predicted that on 
Its final dispersal, a sum equivalent to 
$2,006,000 will be realized. The French 
Government is conducting the sale and 
the money will go into the French 
Treasury. It Is the first time, that a 
nation has ever embarked in the busi­
ness of conducting stamp auction sale.

It is the Ferrary collection, which 
has been famous for years in philatelic 
circles. It represent? the work of more 
than fifty years by Philip in Renottere 
von Ferrary. It is estimated that he 
spent during that time at least $1,000,- 
000, and no price was too high for hijn 
to pay for an exceptional rarity. , The 
first portion of this unusual collection 
was sold in June. It consisted of only 
172 lots, and brought a total of 1,000,- 
245 francs.

As the French Government’s levies 
a tax of 17«4 per cent, on all auction 
sales, the bidders, therefore, were re- 

"quired to pay 1,201,012 francs. The 
French francs at that time was worth 
a trifle more than seven-tenths of a 
cent in United States money, so that 
tlye auction value of this first portion 
represented $99,713.45 in American 
money.

The second portion of the collection 
will be sold this week in Paris. It 
comprises 600 lots with some excep­
tional varieties, and it is expected to 
realize fully 2,000,000 francs, or prac­
tically twice as much as the first sale. 
Had it not been for the war, this great 
collection, which contained many 
stamps of which only single speci­
men is known, would have been in 
Berlin.

Ferrary died at Lausanne, Switzer­
land, on May 20, 1917, at the age of 67 
years, and when his will was opened 
it was found that his collection had 
been bequeathed to the Berlin Postal 
Museum. The stamps, however, were 
in Paris, the greater portion being in 
the mansion formerly occupied by the 
Austrian Embassy, which had been 
presented to Austria by Ferrary’s

mud
