Rulers of Prussia.

William I, King of Prussia, and
first Emperor of Germany, was the
second son of Frederick William III
At an early age he entered the milit-
ary service ,and assisted in the cam-
paign of 1813 and 1815 against France.
On the accession of his brother to the
throne in 1840, he became Governor
of Pomerania and comimander of sev-
eral native and foreign regiments.
This position he held till the breaking
out of the revolution of 1845 when the
fury of Absolution, of which he was
regarded the principal upholder in
Prussia, compelled him to fiy from his
country and take refuge in England.
Returning later, however, he took
command of the Prussian Army and
, acted against the revolutionary forces
of Baden. In 1858 he was created
! Regent, in consequence of the growing
! infirmities. of Bis brothér“and: he at
once inaugurated a liberal policy, and
on the death of the King in 1861, he
ascénded the throne of Prussia. The
coronation was celebrated with extra-
ordinary pomp at Berlin in 1861, when,
placing the crown upon his head, he
declared that he held it from God on-
ly, emphatically asserting the divine
right of Kings. This doctrine he again
asserted when he opened the Cham-
bers in 1869, and in the course he

adopted it was evident that he deter-

mined upon making it the fundament-
al principle of his

ber which threatened, before he had

’been seated twelve months on

sovereignty. He
commenced a contest with the Cham- '

(

throne, to end in civil war; but the
war of aggression against Denmark
by Prussia and Austria diverted the

' attention of the people, and gave fresh

directions to their thoughts. The war-
like preparations that for several
years had been progressing placed
Prussia in a position to declare its
supremacy to Germany by force of
arms, and in June, 1866, war was de- |
clared against Austria, which after a
campaign of only a few weeks, ended
in the decisive battle of Sadowa. Peace
was dictated by Prussia at the point
.of the sword, by the terms of which
Austria was excluded from the Ger
man Confederation, and the great bods
iof the German States and Principali-
ties were placed at the discretion of
Prussia. This splendid triumph only
prompted the ambitious Emperor to
pursue his aggressive policy, and the
war of 1870-71, so disastrous to
France, added Alsace and Lorraine to
Prussian territory, and placed the Im-~
perial crown of Germany on the head
of the Prussian monarch William L
of Prussia was proclaimed Emperor of
Germany in 1871. He died on March 9,
1888. What he gained, his grandson,
William II. threw away between 1914-
18 in the Great War.

Sir Marmaduke is a member of the commercial body, and does one
of the largest businesses in Newfoundland. Moreover he is Pre-
sident of a number of manufacturing concerns, the o6utput of
which is all, more or less, used in the fisheries of the Colony.

The reporf of the Montreal General
Hospital just issued shows what it
costs - to “felieve suffering humanity
from their miny ills. While the Gen-
era[ is_ome of the four big hospitals
in the city, it probably handles the
most . cases. The financial report of
Mr. J. T. McCall, treasurer showed
that ordinary revenue for the year had
been $486,482,: with® expenditure of
$608,092 or $121;610 in excess of re-

J venue, the deficit being made up from

the hospital’s  reserve funds. The
loss was slightly larger for the year,
although total expenses had been re-
duced by $3,677, with a larger num-
ber of patients treated. Yearly sub-
scriptions had shown a decrease of
$8,109. Legacies received during the
year amounted to $54,962, which were
specially invested. The hospital had
been allotted $325,000 from the hos-
pitals’ campaign fund, of which $277,-
820 had been received. Of this, $86,-
000 had been temporarily invested,
which, with the balance yet to be re-
ceived, it was hoped would cover the
present year’'s deficit.

In the indoor department there had
been 6,562 admissions during the
year, 3,602 adult males and 2499
females, of whom 4,760 were citizens
and 1,802 strangers. Canadians led in
nationalities with 2,792 English Can-
adians and 1,122 French-Canadians,
the British Isles following with 1,363.
'Th_e average admissions per day
were 18, There had been a total of
363 deaths. The outdoor department
including dental work, reported 153,-
216 cases. . The Nurses’ Training
School showed 48  probationers ac-
cepted and 39 nurses graduated. The
ambulances had responded to 2,031

. calls, an increase of 39.

The superintendent, Dr. A. K. Hay-
wood, reported that while Jast year
they thought their accommodations
had been taxed to the limit, this year
they had admitted 516 more patients
to wards and had 23,581 more con-
sultations in the outdoor department.
This was made possible by the fact
that the average stay per patient had
been reduced from 17.9 to 16.22 days.
This could be further improved . if
the city provided for care of con-
valescents, incurables and tuberculo-

The
schools are having the same difficulty
The Montreal Herald, under the cap-
tion of “Our Wasted White Coal,”
strikes a warning note about future
difficulties of the fuel problem.

The United States Government has
abandoned the proposal for an em-
bargo on the export of anthracite
coal to Canada, and thus this coun-
try is assured of a continmation of
the attenuated supply of fuel which
we are getting at a high price from
American coal fields. The dropping
of the embargo proposal is only a
temporary assurance, however. This
coal situation will crop up every
year, and our fuel shortage will get
more and more acute. On this ques-
tion of- a fuel supply the future of
this country depends. If the people
are deprived of a reasonably cheap
and readily available means of heat-
ing, they thereby receive sentence of
deportation or of death. We .cannot
live in this country without cheap
heating. Nature has provided the
means to get it. Take Montreal, for
instance, within a few miles of this
city there are millions of horse-
power going to waste—the “white
coal” of our great rivers. There is
a source of heat that is inexhaustible,
and that would make Montreal and a
large district around it absolutely
independent of coal for ever. And
why is this source of heat not utili-
zed for genoral heating purposes?
Because we have no men big enough |
to tackle the job. The pessimist
says “You cannot manufacture elec-
tric heat from water power at a com-
mercial rate, because the plapt would
