Britain that 
when Jesus said to his disciples after 
he had risen from the dead, “Go ye 
into all the world- and preach the Gos­
pel to every creature” had a special 
application for them, that it was an 
order not to be lightly set aside, and 
the immediate outcome was the for­
mation of a Missionary Society.

Their object was simple and noble, 
apd. to use their own words, was as 
follows:—“To deliver mankind from 
the greatest possible portion of mis­
ery which besets them, and to confer 
upon them the most abundant meas­
ure of felicity which our nature Is 
capable of enjoying."

And then again, “after a long and 
serious consideration of the subject, 
we determined to commence with the 
islands of the Southern Ocean. The 
mental Ignorance and moral depravity 
of the Inhabitants strongly Impressed 
on our minds the obligation we lay 
under to endeavour to call them from 
darkness ipto marvellous light Above

all we longed to eend to them the 
everlasting Gospel, the first and most 
distinguished of blessings which 
Jehovah, has bestowed on the children 
Of men.”

The outcome of the above was the 
formation of the Missionary Society 
of London in 1796, afterwards known 
as the Jjondon Missionary Society, 
and the fitting out of the ship "Duff" 
which made a Missionary voyage to 
the Southern Pacific ocean In the years 
1798, 1797, and 1798 under the com­
mand of Captain James Wilson.

One may reasonably enquire, “Who 
was this Captain Wilson to whom this 
important command was given? He 
was a merchant Captain of varied ex­
perience in the Beat Indies who dur­
ing our war -with Hyder Ally was' 
captured, escaped, and after enduring 
incredible hardships was recaptured, 
and /brown into a dungeon, and 
chained to a soldier, and afterwards 
made to march In terrible heat to 
Serlngpatam, 600 miles distant, where 
he was again thrown into prison and 
loaded with Irons. Here he remained 
for 22 months before he was liberated 
along with the rest of the British 
captives when only 32 remained out 
of 163 to relate the terrible tale of 
their sufferings. These trials, in con­
junction with, a book on the subject 
of religion, deeply impressed his mind 
and produced a desire on his part to 
endeavour to promote the happiness 
of mankind.

Tonight I invite you to accompany 
me to the Pacific Ocean in that vessel 
with Captain Wilson, to that great ex­
panse of water stretching between the 
continents of North and South Am­
erica on the one hand/ and the great 
Commonwealth of Australia on the 
other, studded with innumerable is­
lands and hundreds of thousands of 
natives, in order thât we may visit 
the scene of the labours of some of the 
earliest Missionaries to these benight­
ed peoples, and have brought home to 
us a few of the extraordinary trials 
and difficulties and unique experiences 
which those heroic men and women 
had to contend with when conveying 
the ‘glad tidings’ to these remote 
Archipelagoes.

On the 10th of August, 1796, the ship 
‘Duff’ sailed from London, having on 
board thirty Missionaries, six of whom 
were married, making a total of thirty 
nine souls. These men were previous­
ly by profession tradesmen, carpen­
ters, and machanlcs. The spirit which 
animated the brethren will be best un­
derstood by the following extract from 
the Journal of one of them which ran 
as follows :—"I felt deeply when leav­
ing my native country and deafTriends, 
whom I loved as my life; but loving 
tire' Giver of life, I trust, more than 
all, I went With tears of joy."

Owing to the war with France a 
naval convoy was necessary while in 
European waters, and the ‘Duff* pro­
ceeded to Portsmouth and was. there 
delayed for a couple of weeks. While 
there a clergyman gave one of the 
Missionaries a manuscript vocabulary 
of the Tahitian * language which had 
been taken from one of the mutineers 
of the ‘Bounty’ when seized ' by the 
‘Pandora.’ This manuscript was ex­
tremely useful on the voyage for those 
whose destination was Tahiti. Rio was 
reached towards the middle of Novem­
ber, and early in December heavy 
gales were experienced off the Horn. 
To quote the Commander’s words. 
"Not only the greater part of the Mis­
sionaries were sea sick, but some of 
the seamen also.” After much buffet­
ing and no progress, Captain Wilson 
finally decided to go to the eastern but 
much longer passage round the Cafoe 
of ■ Good Hope. He therefore squared 
away, and after a voyage of 14,000 
more miles, which occupied 98 days, 
finally sighted Toobouii, one of the 
outfyiHg islands of the Tahiti Group, 
on 25 February, 1797, but it wqs not 
•util Sunday the 6th of March, 1797 

tl the island of Otaheite was reach­
ed -host seven months from the time 
they had embarked at London. On en­
tering the Pacific the Missionaries had 
frequently discussed the question of 
their separation among the different 
Groups of Islands, and their final de­
cision was to divide themselves among 
the Society, t.e., the Tahiti ; the Mar­
quesas ; and the Friendly or Tongan 
Islands.

It is here noteworthy of mention as 
shewing thé vjolence of tropical rain 
that a tew days prior to the arrival of 
the 'Duff’ at Otaheite there was a 
heavy downpour one afternoon from 
2 o’clock till 4 o’clock, and that dur­
ing these two hours according to Cap­
tain Wilson, "more than a tun of water 
was. caught which gave the Mission­
aries afterwards an opportunity of 
washing their linen and putting It in 
ordep previous to their landing.”

Before the ’Duff' had anchored she 
was surrounded by native canoes both 
single and double, and boarded by 
hundreds of natives. Seventy four 
canpee were counted, and the larger 
ones contained over twenty persons. 
When their surprise at all they saw 
had been In part overcome, and when 
order was in a way restored amongst 
so many strange visitors, divine ser­
vice yas held on deck. The following 
Is taken from the report 
age, and shews exactly 
place:—“Mr. Cover officiated 
hape was the first that ever 
ed with reverence the Saviour’i 
to these poor heathen. Such 
were selected as had the . most

‘Praise God from all 1

and a quarter. During sermon and 
prayer the natives were quiet and 
thoughtful; but when the singing 
struck up they seemed charmed and 
filled with amazement. Sometimes they 
would talk and laugh, but a nod of the 
head brought teem to order. Upon the 
whole their unweariedness and quiet­
ness were astonishing, and indeed all 
who heard observed a peculiar solemn­
ity, and excellent In Mr. Cover’s ad­
dress on that day.”

Later to the day two Swedes Who 
had been wrecked there and dressed 
and lived like the natives came 
aboard. Both had a fair knowledge 
at tee Tahitian language, and proved 
extremely useful in this respect In 
the coarse of the next few days visits 
were received from the native King 
and Queen, P amarre and Iddeah.

The negotiations opened with the 
natives resulted In the Mlsslonarlee 
being granted by the King a large 
tract of land, in Mataval Bay includ­
ing toe site where the transit of 
Venus had been observed previously 
by the British. There was a house 
there called “Ewhare no Prltane,” l.e., 
the British House, said to have been 
built for Captain Bligh. This was 
some considerable distance from 
where tfiey had first landed.. The 
Chief of the district likewise wel­
comed them, said that the house 
should be theirs, and should.be clean­
ed up for their reception. He then 
showed them the picture of Captain 
Cook upon the back of which were 
written the names of His Majesty's 
ships and their Commanders who had 
visited Mdtavai since that great navi­
gator’s time.

Pomarre, the King, having thus ar­
ranged for the settlement of his new 
subjects, was Janxlous that they 
should entertain him and his Queen, 
and he asked for a display of sky 
rockets, then for violin and dânclng, 
and finally for the bagpipes, which he 
humorously described by putting a 
bundle of cloth under- his arm and 
twisting his body like a Highland 
piper. When told that the Missionar­
ies had none of these he became dis­
jected, but on a few tunes being 
playd by one of the seamen on a flute 
he revived, hut led them to under­
stand that more lively music would 
have pleased him better. The King re­
mained on board the “Duff" that even­
ing to supper, and it Is recorded' that 
he devoured a whole fowl, also about 
two pounds of pork, and drank pro­
portionately. His manner of drink­
ing tea was unique. One of his at­
tendants poured it from the cup into 
a saucer, then held it to hi» month as 
his dignity would not permit him to 
feed himself. The Missionaries were 
astonished to see so stout a man, pos­
sibly the largest in the whole island, 
fed like a cuckoo.

The natives on shore seemed trans­
ported with the idea of men coming 
purposely from Britain to settle among 
them, and this greatly encouraged the 
Missionaries who * were to remain 
there. Here then eighteen of the Mis­
sionaries landed with five women and 
two children,. making twenty-five in 
all. We have not time to-night to fol­
low in detail the work of these de­
voted people who had come to reside 
in a land of savagery and sin, where 
wars and infanticide, devil-worship 
and thieving, were rampant, hut it is 
satisfactory to know that by slow de­
grees they stretched themselves and 
their influence over the different is­
lands of the Tahiti Group, and not­
withstanding many. set-hacks, priva­
tions, disappointments, and much that 
was terribly disheartening, achieved 
a certain measure of success.

As an instance of thieving by the 
natives • the following story may not 
be out of place. When at dinner one 
day a canoe came close under the stern 
of the "Duff,” and a native reached up 
his hand and snatched a book that lay 
within tee cabin window. He then Im­
mediately fell back and made a plunge 
Into the water. The Missionaries 
Jumped up at once and persisted In 
having the canoe brought alongside, 
this was refused and all the natives 
set off for the shore. Two of the sea­
men in the Jolly-boat tried in vain to 
catch the offender, for he, with the 
dexterity of a wild due* In the water, 
eluded all their attempts to, lay hold 
of him, and it was only by frightening 
him with a musket that he was caught 
at last. When alongside he trembled 
through fear of being put to death. He 
was then brought on hoard and pub­
licly warned that he would be sever­
ely punished If he did the like again.

On Sunday the 19th March the 
brethren intended for Tonga or the 
Friendly Islands took communion 
with those remaining behind in Tahiti. 
A number of natives attended the ser­
vice including the King and Queen. 
Mr. Cover preached and one of the 
Swedes, by name Peter, interpreted 
sentence by sentence as he 
is noticeable that this was 
time that the breadfruit 
the symbol of the broken

Notwithstanding the disagreeable 
weather the church was filled to its 
utmost capacity. A very keen interest 
was manifested, and many expressions 
of appreciation were heard as the 
congregation was leaving the meet­
ing. It Is quite clear that notwith­
standing all that has been said by 
man about "tee soul being Immortal” 
and "people going to Heaven when 
they die.” The Bible teaches no such 
doctrine, and there are hundreds of 
good people In this city who still ac­
cept the plain teaching of tea scrip­
tures that “God only hath immortal­
ity,” and the righteous will receive It 
as a gift from God In the last day.

Taking for his opening text 1 Thes. 
4:13, Mr. Manuel said :_-“God desires 
that we might understand concerning 
those who are dead. Such knowledge 
is absolutely essential in these days 
"spiritism” Is filling the world and 
multitudes are being taken captive.

The fundamental principal of that 
hellish deception is that the soul is 
immortal and continues to live after 
death. The next follows quite na­
turally that the dead are not only 
alive, but that they have the power 
to come back and communicate with 
us. Such teaching is both'contrary to 
the word and to reason.”

The following texts were given to 
show that death is often spoken of as 
an unconscious sleep from which 
there will be a grand awakening 
whin Jesus comes : 1 Thes.

A Two-Stage Amplifier
iAYTON.EDITED BT JO:

Iu the articles which appeared in 
the February 3 and 4 issues of this 
paper, two sets were described—a 
simple single-tube receiver. In the 
February 6th issue was described a 
single-stage audio amplifier which 
could be added to either of the two 
sets.

In to-day’s article -yp will show 
the hook-up for a twoVptage audio 
amplifier which can be adapted to 
cither the crystal or the one-tube re­
ceiver. 4

The hook-up is shown in the diag­
ram at the head of the column. Yon 
will need the following instruments: 
Two audio transformers, two sockets, 
two rheostats, two tubes, and a dozen 
binding posts. These latter may be 
Fahnestock clips, if desired.

The audio transformers need not 
both be the same range, but it is 
important the ratio of neither ex­
ceeds 6:1. Higher ratios will work, 
but there is a very good chance for 
distortion to creep in, whereas with 
a low ratio the chances of getting 
near-perfeot amplification are increas­
ed about 100 per cent.

1923- 24 ............................... 3,781,194.65

From the above it will be seen
that the revenue collected dur­
ing the current period exceeded 
that of 1922-23 by $413,319.86, 
and was greater than the 
amount collected in 1923-24 by 
$409,411.10.

There are some 
sets In St. John’s which emit a note 
that would shame the compressed-air 
whistle at the dock for pitch and vol­
ume. It is fortunately difficult to iden­
tify the offenders, or the victims might 
be tempted to apply drastic remedies!

Now that the Legislature is in ses­
sion, would it not be well for it to deal 
with this question?
