of the Canadian parliament and of the
Canadian people.”

Defence Begins At Home.

It was on this policy, he said, that
both parties had agreed in 1909, and
there was no reason for changing it
today.

“It-seems -to me that defence, like
charity ,should begin &t home. But
before I can close, let me just go one
step further. If it has been said that
there was obstruction in the house of
commons, let me tell you that no
party could obstruct the business of
the house unless it held the strong
support of public opinion, I will re-
peat here that there have been occa-
sions of obstruction since confedera-
tion, more particularly in 188, and
1896, . and I want to ask what would
be the conditions in Canada today if
the closure had bheen applied in 1896?”

by police officers in order that the iden-
tification may be made complete.

Was Smooth Operator

The maner in which the check-raiser
operated and is still operating, is a
smooth one. Reaching town on Tues-
day or Wednesday he immediately opens
an account dn all the banks, placing
about $10 in each account. After stop-
ping around the town untill SBaturday

and getting more or less acquainted, the
man goes 40 the banks on Saturday
morning and makes out checks for $8, $7
and $8. These checks he has certified
just before the banks close at noon, and
sometime during the afternoon, usually
an hour or two before a train is leaving,
heé cleverly raises the amounts of the
checks to $60, $70 and $80 by the addition
of the letters ‘‘ty” an gthe extra cipher
needed to make the amount correct, room
for both of which he has left beforehand
on the checks. The checks being certified
are readily cashed by the merchants
when the man makes a small purchase,
and the trick is not discovered until some
time after the banks opem on Monday
morning, by which time the crook is
hundreds of miles away.

* Smith's unfortunate resemblance to the
check-raiSer has already led him to be
taken into custody and taken to Nelson,
B.C., Lethbridge and Edmonton, at all
of which places the real thief operated.
However he has been able to prove com-
pletely that he is mot the man wanted
in those cases, and is now in Edmonton
fighting another charge there. In the
meantime the photograph of him which
has been sent out is still doing its work,
as the Edmonton police have received a
wire from Vancouver to hold Smith until
on officer can be sent for him from there,

IN TROUBLE BECAUSE

“TRUTH” EXPOSES THE

PANKHURSTS

London, May 6.—Truth has devoted
one of its series of articles on “Minor
Steftesmen” this week to 'Mrs. Emme-
line  Pankhurst and her daughters,
Christabel and Sylvia. It suggests
that these three are more influenced
by love of notoriety and money than
by a belief in the ‘“cause.”

d hings =aid ebout the West' of |- Truth recallgthe fact that v\'hey Dr.

Pankhurst died the family was lnfpoor
circumstances. Mrs. Pankhurst af first
obtained a position in the office of

the registrar of births and deaths.
Later on she became a professional

sgitator, acoording to Truth, and after |

this she “gradually emerged from the
obscurity of Manchester and blossom-
ed forth in Trafalgar Square as a
dowager, She was arrayed like a
duchéss and her daughters were dress-
ed llke debutantes.”

After the Cash.

Then, acording to Truth, there fol-
lowed her alllance with Mr .and Mrs.
Pethick Lawrence, who at that time
were wealthy. This agreement was
made for the purpose of placing the
“votes for women” crusade on a busi-
ness footing. The only problem whiech
remained was as to how to keep the
comedy going.

Truth then develops a metaphor
from stock exchange slang. It points
out that the trouble with the Pank-
hurgts at that time was ‘“the exist-
ence of old standing, respectabls firms
of jobbers and dealers like Mrs. Faw-
cett, Lady Bamford BSlack and Lady
Betty Balfour, The fear of the Pank-
hursts was that a susceptible cabinet
would be wheedled Into taking up the
options so as to close the market and
drive the new firm to the pavement.
The Pankhurst group therefore pro-
ceeded to bear the stock with an in-
genuity whiceh it is imposible not to
admire.”

Don’t Want the Vote

The writer then shows how, the
Pankhurst party killed one dfter ah«
other every chance the suffragdttes
had since 1906 of attaining their ob-
ject, for ‘once their goal was attained
their occupation and fame would be
gone.

8ir Edward Grey, “the most honest
suffragist” in the cabinet, was attack-
ed first. Then Premier Campbell-
Bannerman wanted to give the women
the vote and he was attacked. When
he died he wag succeeded by Premier
Asguith, an anti-suffragist, but he
followed the principles of Campbell-
Banhnerman and the house of commons
was on the point of giving an over-
Whelming division in favor of suffrage
when the militants in the ladies’ gal-
lery broke into an unroar and the
speaker in disgust refused to order
tlosure, and so the measure was talked
to death.

Then, according to Truth, Winston
Churchill, the first lord of the ad-
miralty, “who had been wooed to the
cause by his charming wife, was
promptly pursued to Dundee.” It may
be recalled that on this occasion Mr.
Churehill’'s meéetings were not only in-
terrupted but that he was personally
assaultéd by a woman: with a dog
whip.

Then Lloyd George, the chancéllor

of the exchequer, took up the crusade
in behalf of the women. It is needless
to recount, says Truth, how the Pank-
hurstites treated him, going from a
physical assault to blowing up a house
which they thought he owned.
