On Gun Creek, about 20 miles nearer,
they find fine gold, but yet it is all through
the dirt, and it will pay $6 to $15 a day.
Everybody is going out in the spring.  Our
town would be deserted if there was a chance
to get grub out there; but as there are no
means of packing grub we must wait till
the Goverament build the trail we petitioned
for some time ago.  There is an abundance
of game out there, and the distance by the
river to Gun Creek is about 80 miles, but by
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last two days. Barnum could not furnish
a greater attraction for Lillooet. We be~
lieve these diggings to be the best yet struck
in British Columbia, the deposit seems to be
8o general in every prospect they made. The
prospectors are so reliable that you can de~
pend on what they say. There is another
discovery on the tapis. I will let you know
more anon, It is astonishing how much
shorter faces are around here since the good
news came. KEverything, even barley, ad-
vanced.

The future is bright indeed for this distriet,
and we only hope that the other prospecting
parties will be as successful. APPAH.

Knowing, as we do, the thorough reliability
of the gentleman entrusted with the expedi-
tion, and the fact that the news we publish
is well authenticated, we have no hesitation
whatever in believing it. We understand
that the official report reached the Govern-
menpt yesterday, and we hope to be able to
lay it before our readers on Wednesday. We
heartily congratulate the people of Lillooet
upon the result of this expedition, a result
attributable in no small degree to their own
enterprise, very properly seconded by the
Government.  Now that the existence of a
gold field both rich and extensive in that
region is no longer problematical, it will
behoove the Government to take the most
active steps for providing for the “rush”
morally certain to set in next season. Let
the road be made in good time, so that men
can get in easily, and so that there may be
no lack of cheap provisions when they get
there.

‘To tHE EDITOR OF THE BRITISH CoLonisT,
—Si1r,—It affords me great pleasure to re~
port the return.of the prospecting party sent
out by the Government under the command
of Mr. Jameson, who left here two months
ago to explore for gold the country 1ying be-
tween the Chileoten and Bridge rivers. The
later discoveries made by the party are highly
gratifying. A large tract of country watera
ed by the South Fork of Bridgeriver proving
to be highly auriferous—the gold on a gen~
eral average through the gravel is coarse
and not water worn; will produce from $5
to $20 per day per man on the bars; the beds
of the streams have not beea tried. On the
spot where the gold now on view at my store
was obtained, there was from three to five
‘eet of wash dirt. On several other streams
in the same locality payable coarse gold is
found and not a jot inferior to the spot on
which they ran a rough two-box sluice for
half a day, they say one man pitching in
obtained 89 of bright goid; the largest piece
weighs 37} cents.

G00D NEWS FROM BIG BEND,

Rich Surface Diggings.

[From Saturday’s Columbian.]

A party of a dozen miners from French
Creek arrived by the steamer Lillooet 'Thurs-
day. They left the creek on the 4th instant,
The weather was pleasant, and they did not
meet with any spow on their way out, that
which fell on the summit some time agg

having quite disappeared. - The gove

They met Smith and Ladner on the trail wit
their pack train, taking in provisions. It
was expected they would reach the creek in
about six days. If they did not there would
be great distress, as the small supply in the
hands of miners would be quite exhausted by
that time.

The following eompanies were at work on
French creek when our informant left :

The Discovery Co. were taking out eight
ounces a day to the hand; the Half-Breed
Co. were taking out 8 to 9 ounces to the hand
per day; Judge Perryn & Co. had just
started in, and their ground was prospecting
50 cents to the pan a foot and a half from the
surface ; Muanro & Co. had got excellent pros-
pects, and were engaged in sinking a shaft.
James Purbes & Co. had got prospects of 25
cents to $L 25 to the pan and were putting
in a wingdam. W. Anderson & Co. had got
prospects of from $3 to $4 to the pan, and
were preparing to sluice. Shipp Bailey &
Co. were sluicing, and taking out $100 a day
to the hand. St. Jermain & Co. were making
$20 to $30 a day to the hand. Texas & Co.
had got prospects of from $3 to 84 to the
pan on the bed rock, and were preparing to
sluice. Gill & Co. had got good prospects
and were digging a tail race. Jim Chatman
& Co. had got good prospects and were pre-
paring to sluice. Martin & Co. had got ex-
cellent prospects, and were engaged in cute
ting a large race to turn the creek. Redman
& Co. had got prospects of $2 to $2 50 to the
pan, and were digging a race. Twentyman
& Co. were getting very fair prospects. Sam
Neal & Co. were working ‘in the bank and
getting good prospects. John Jones & Co.
were prospecting with satisfactory results.—
Two companies were sinking shafts on the
flats below the Discovery claim. They had
not reached the bed rock, but one was passing
through a stratum of pay gravel, about 27
feet from the surface, which prospected fifty
cents to the pan. The other was not so far
down, and was getting seven to eight cents
to the pan. The top dirt almost anywhere
on French creek prospects from three to five
cents to the pan.

A man of the name of McDonald had
prospected on the head waters of the south
fork of Gold Creek, getting five Lo ten cents
to the pan on the surface. He was obliged
to come down for provisions, and would has-
ten back.

Those who have left have done so from ne~
cessity, it being impossible to get provisions.
They registered their claims at Lytton on the
way down. with thc understanding that the
Government would respect the arrangement
come to amongst the miners themselves, viz.,
that those who could not get greb could lay
their claims over till spring.

KEARN’S €REEK.,

Our informant had seen Mr. Kearns, who
stated that there were a number of companies
at work, and that the claims were averaging
from $18 to $30 a day to the hand, three feet
from the surface, but that the bed rock had
not been reached in any case. The great
scarcity of grub impeded mining operations
very much.

¥‘CULLOCH’S CREEK.

Several companies had gone in and were
getting excellent prospects. Wheeler, the
head of one company, had come to Yale for
the purpose of getting the claims registered
and taking in a supply of provisions, and
would at once return to the creek.

EUROPE.

QueeNsTtowN, October I—The Fenian pri-~
soners were brought before the police magis~
trates at Dublin yesterday, amorgst whom
was the editor and proprietor of the Irish
People newspaper. Barry, counsel for the
Crown, made a long speech. He says that
within the last fortnight-£40,000 had arrived
from America to be expended in revolution-
ising, and by to-day's mail the Government
had intercepted a letter from one of the pri-
soners, named Lapper, containing drafts for
£410 on the house gf Rotkschilds, and seve-
ral others containing bills of exchange., One.
of the prisoners bad made 200 of those mur-
derous weapons, pikes ; numerous revolvers
and breastplates were also found in the pos-
gsession of the prisoners connected with the
Irish People newspaper. He quoted an in-
cendiary paragraph, urging the employment
of force, from a number of that paper which
was about to be issued. He said that the
Fenians were powerful both in Ireland and
in America, and trusted this affair wounld end
all such hopeless conspiracies. The evidence
was thea given againss the prisoners; some
of them are identified as being connected
with the suppressed organ. The investiga-
tion was sull pending and would probably
last several days.

At the examination of six of the Fenians at
Dublin Castle yesterday evidence was put in
showing that the plot of the Fenians was of
the! most sanguinary character. It was to
put down the nobility, aristocracy and land
owners, and to assassinate them all on the
dreaking out of the rebellion. The Duke of Lein-
ster and others were ramed for assassination.
The large manufactories were to be called on -
to give material to support the cause under
threats of extermination and confiscation of
their property if they refused to do so. The
evidence of treason against the prisoners is
said to be complete.

EASTERN STATES.

NEw York, October 9—A special dispatch
says that General Rosseau had a c¢onference
with the President and Secretary Stanton to-
day, during which the Palmer trouble in
Kentucky was discussed. The result of the
interview was that the President promised
that martial law should be repealed through-
out the State, that the negro troops shall be
withdrawn, and that access to the Freedmen’s
Bureau shall be corrected so far as vigorous
probing can reach it.

It is understood that the action of General
Palmer in the administration of the Ken-
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ple are not so much displeased

of General Palmer as they are disgusted with
those of some of his officers, who have been
runeing a little darkey machine of their own
in some of the remote districts of the State.
The witbdrawal of negro troops promised by
the President, and the dethronement of the
meddlesome freedmen’s friends, will soon
bring harmony. .

The effects of the earthquake yesterday
are visible in every street, and almost every
other house outside or inside the city., Al-
though no building is entirely demolished, it
is thought the aggregate cost ot repairs will
reach many thousands. The most serious
damage to any structure is to Popper’s build«
ing, corner of Third and Mission streets.
This building is of brick, four stories high,
and about half of the front from the founda-~
tion on Third street, and rear, has fallen.
The building was slightly constructed. The
City Hall has received injuiies which may
pecessitate the re~building of the front, and
possibly the entire main building. The front
wall bas apparently been shaken free from
the building, the connections being very
slight, and not extending above the second
story. The brick block on the south-east
corner of Battery and Washington streets, is
considered unsafe by many who have ex-
amined it. The front of the block is nearly
separated from the building, and it would re«
quire but a slight shock to level it with the
ground. The old Merchants’ Exchange
structure, on the north-east corner of Battery
and Washiogton streets, is completely ruined
and unfit for use. A large gap, 4 inehes
wide, is opened and separating the wall from
the main building, and the immense structure
cracked from Battery street through to the
eastern side. It would require no very
severa shock, in the condition it now stands,
to bring the whole pile down. A portion of
the rear wall of Abel Guy’s building, on
Washington street, was thrown down, and the
wall split from the fonndation to the roof.
The house of the California Engine Co. is
declared to be unfit for use; the engine
has been removed. The chimuey in the rear
of the Lick House was shaken down, the
bricks falling through the roof into the din-
ing room, doing considerable injury. Stod-
dard’s warehouse, on Beale street, is said to
have been thrown out of place several inches
as though it had been lifted up and set
down again, while the south side of the
building has settled a good deal. The store
of Hyneman, Pike & Co., California street,

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MR, ELLIOTT AND DR. ASH.

In comparing the election addresses of
these two gentlemen, any one must be forci-
bly struck with the difference whieh exists-
between the union and tariff party and the
advocates of the free port. Although in
some respects Mr. Elliott differs from. the
former, as Dr. Ash does from the free-port-
at-any-price politicians, yet the differences
are more in phraseology than anything
else. Mr. Elliott makes the blunder in his
address which we have several times exposed
in the Coronist, of confusing duties for the
purpose of raising revenue with duties for the
protection of industry ; and our contemporary
seizes upon it yesterday as if it bad suddenly
discovered something worthy of half a col-
umn of refutation. The absurdity of the
position assumed in the address is so appar-

ent, that it did not require for its exposition
a,dozen of words. Injthe other subjects of
the address, Mr. Elliott embraces some of the
principal points in the union and tariff creed.
Our eontemporary, with a Rip Van Winkle-
ism that is rather amusing, asks what is this
creed—what is the policy the opponents of
the free port have to replace the present com=
mercial system? Well, for his information
we will reiterate it, although it has appeared
in the CoronisT almost at any time during
the last nine months. To replace that sys-
tem which the Chronicle itself only a few
days ago described as productive of mush-
rooms and grass on the public thoroughfares,
and as keeping every pursuit on the island
but farming « staggering under a load of bad
debts,” the union and tariff party present the
following :—A union with British Columbia,
and an encouragement, by a temporary tariff,
of home industry. Duties on other articles
than thosé capable of being produced in the
united colony to be levied with a discrimina~
tion that will bear as lightly as possible on
commerce. A cheaper government by one-
half, and a more efficient and more responsible
administiation of public affairs than is now
obtained ander a separate existence. A
heavy tax on all uncultivated lands held by
speculators, in order to afford the immigrant
every possible opportunity of becoming a
bona fide agriculturist. A Homestead Law,
in order that the honest settler may be pro=
tected from the invasion “and sale of his real
property by the sheriff—a law which has in
every new .country where it has been tried.
afforded one of the greatest incentives to set
tling on the soil. A Lien law to protect the
mechanic’s labor. The abolition of imprison«
ment for debt, to enable the non- fraudulent
debtor t6".devote: his energies to the well~
Deing of the coloay, instead of being obliged
to flee from incarceration. A ocpntinued
agitation until we obtain reciprocity with the
United States, in order that our raw material
may be allowed to enter into the neighboring
American territory free of duty. The im-!
petus which this would give to what would
become our prioncipal branches of trade,
would more than counterbalance in its ad-
vantages any relinquishment of protective
duties we might under the treaty be obliged
to make. - A self-sustaining system of immi~
gration, by which ‘our vacant valleys would
be speedily settled, and our “ deserted vi|.
lages ”’ rapidly re-peopled. These, with other
but minor topics, form the programme or plat«
form of the union and tariff party, With
their adoption by ‘both colonies will com
mence, for the first time in the history of the
two countries, a prosperous and stable career.
Without them there is no more hope for us
than there is for the man in the last stage of
consumption. It is no quack nostrum, no
utopian ‘policy which we propose, but one
founded on the experience of every success-
fal new country; and we cannot afford to
despise 'that experience, What has appeared
%o the Teading minds in the United States, Cas’
pada and Australia as the true policy to build
up.infant countries, must surely have some
weight with us. : ; :

So much for the union and tariff party and:
the measures tney propose for getting the’
two coloniés out of their ‘present difficulties,
Let us.now.gee what the free port party have
done, or are striving to-do. They found Vic-
toria @ free-port, and are anxious to maintain-
it as ‘sach. This is the summum bonum of
their statesmanship. They don’t want union.
They don’t want home production to flourish ;
they would in fact be only too glad if some
phenomenon were to oceur to~morrow, by
which_every part of Vancouver Island but
Victoria would be transformed.into solid
rock; so=that they might have an in-
disputable . reason for ignoring its pro~
ductive capacity. On this their whole
abominable policy binges. For, as they do
not desire agricultural settlement, they are
naturally averse to fostering it by protective
duties and extending its area by taxing spe~
culators ; the same reason leads them to op~
pose a Homestead law. The mechanic is as
dangerous a man. as the farmer, and he too
must be discouraged. No tariff, however
temporary, will be given to him; nor wiil a
Lien law be granted for his protection. Im-
migration and reciprocity they have lately
‘begun to talk about, but it is for pure bun-
kum. For without encouragement to the

ettler ‘or the mechanic they know they can

e

have no influx of population, nd withéut
duties on American produce they are very
well aware that so far as any exertion ©n
their part is concerned reciprocity is the
veriest moonshine. What have they got to
give the Americans which the latter do not at
present receive? Men talking such unpardona-
ble folly are unfit to exercise any power in the
country ; for if théy are not ignorant they
are merely trying to deceive. They have

had six years of undisputed sway in the Gov--

erhment of the colony, and what bave they
done on either the guestion of immigration
or reciprocity? Why, simply nothing. It
was left for Mr. DeCosmos to moot the latter
subject in anticipation of union with British
Columbia. What have they done also on
the questioa of abolishing imprisonment for
debt, which they now pretend to take up?
Why, during their six years—nothing. It
was left to that unflinching advocate of
union and tariff, Mr. Dennes, to bring the
measure forward and carzy it in the Assems
bly. On every other question of public ne-
eessity they have been simply the obstacles
in the way of better men. They have bad
no policy for settling up the country—they
have none now, nor will they have one if we
wait till the pext decade. The question,
therefore, which lies before the electors of
Metchosin is to elect a representative of the
do-nothing, letsthevcountry-take-care~of-itself
school, or to send to the Assembly a man
who will add strength to the union and tariff
party and support the only policy that can
ever give prosperity to the farmer and sta-
bility to the country. :

the only conclusion I have come to is the one
which every sane person would arrive at—
namely, that beyond doubt the poor unhappy
wretch would die upon their hands while
they were busily engaged in wrangling and
squabbling about the nature of the remedy to
be applied.

SUPREME COURT.

.| BEFORE CHIEF JUSTICE NEEDHAM.

FripaAy, Oct. 13.

Re August Smidt et al.—Writ of Habeas
Corpus—On the hearing of this adjourned
writ yesterday the prisomers were brought be~
fore the Court. Mr. MoCreight instructed by
Mr. Bishop for the accused, and Mr. Wood,
the Acting Attorney-General, instructed by
Mr. Jackson, on bebalf of the Gaoler, under
the warrant of commitment. The arguments
occupied the Court for five hours without in-
termission, the points being confined to those
of a strictly legal technical character. At
the close His Honor complimented the legal
gentlemen on the able manner in which the
case had been conducted on both sides, but
stated that substantially the conviction and
commitment were valid, and remanded the
prisoners. |

Mr. McCreight intimated his intention of
applying for a Writ of Certiorari, when the
facis oi ihe case and the merits or demerits
could be argued, which his lordship stated
could be taken.

At the close of -the case Mr. Woods, the
Acting Attorney General, asked the Court
not to grant Writs of Habeas, unless on pre-
vious notice and with cause shown, but the

Chief Justice intimated that he was bound to
.grant Writs of Habess in every instance

when a prisoner was in custody, as it was one
of the most-valued privileges of Eoglishmen,
and which-he would in no wise restrict.

OUR COMMERCIAL POLICY.

Our morning and evening contemporaries
are never more amusing than when they be-
come advoeates of our commercial policy.
The Chronicle finds out that it is a very im«
proper method in giving impoft statistics ?o
record only what has arrived in port. His
idea is to count the importations that have
not arrived. We must'do the writer !he
credit of having possessed himself of an in-
genious idea ; for all we have to do now to
make our bankrupt estates profitable, is to
credit the insolvent with the wealth he doesn’t
possess, We are afraid, however, after all,
this won’t mend matters, and for the infor-
mation, therefore, of our contemporary, who
is evidently at sea on statistics, we would
commend to his notice all official import re~
tarns, whether of Great Britain or of the
Sandwich Islands. He will find in’ those
documents, not the number of vessels that
start with their cargoes from the port of
shipment, but the amount of importations re-

ceived. The principal portion of the imports |

which have arrived this year from England
left London in 1864, and many of the vessels
that have left or will leave London the pre-
sent year, will not arrive in Vancouver
Island before 1866. To sit down, therefore,
and count the cargoes of the vessels that
have arrived, and of the vessels that have
started or were to start the prepent yegr, a8
the importations of 1865, is virtually to .put
the greater . portion of two years’ trade into
one. We have given nine months import re-
turns,—in Qalifornia and other places the
comparative retarns are given every half
year, in some countries indeed every quarter ;
but it is the first time we ever heard an ob-
jection made against such returns, because
they did not include the cargoes of those
vessels which had not arrived. When the
next three monthsshall have expired, we hope
to be able to give the year’s imports, and we
think we are safe in asserting that they will
show but little increase, if any, on the pro~
portion already presented. The absurdity of
our coutemporary’s position on the free port
is made even still more apparent when we come
to discuss our merchandise export trade
instead of the amount of our importations.
Here we have in the short space of -two
years, our exports of English goods to
the American territory declining from $384,~
000 to $172,000, or considerably less than
one-half. This is the real test of the free-
port. If our exportations of imported mer~
chandise are decreasing year by year, which
they are, the whole free-trade fabric has
surely collapsed. The Oariboo mines can-
not-one way or other affeet the demand f?r»
our English goods at Mexico or California
aay more than at Timbuectoo. - If these places
want our imports they will take them
whether Williams Creek is turning out tons
weight or ounces, but it is very evident they
don’t want them. Itis clear they can be

- supplied mueh cheaper than we have bsen

able to do, although during the last two
years our markets have been 80 oversto cked
with English goods that, as we have pre-
viously remarked, maoy articles have been
gold in Victoria at less than manufactured
cost. Is there a man in the community with
the most ordinary comprehension who can
shut his eyes to these facts? What earthly
use then is our free port, if it is unable from
one cause or other to'supply the wants of
sarrounding countries? Is it not simply worse
than useless ? for it takes from the. country
every inducement by which an immigratien
might be obtained and firmly planted on the

-goil, and gives us nothing in return.

To come to our evening contemporary’s
arguments. We are told reasonably eaough
that an English Commissioner in the Sand-
wich Islands is a much better judge of our
oondiﬁon and wants than we are ourselves—,
that . if we only take the advice of this Mr.
somebody Synge, we shall arrive at thal
everlasting pinnacle to which we  aspire—
the Queen of the Pacific, ' Mr. Synge “ begs
to call their Lordship’s attention to the im-
portance. to Brilish interests as well as to
those of the Sandwich Islands, of preserving,
if possible, the port of Victoria, Vancouver
Island, a perfectly free one.” Mr. Synge is
lent He does not beg
to call .their lordship’s attention to the inter-
esté‘qf‘ '.Va.hcouver Island, which might pos~
sibly lie in another direction than catering to
the Honolala taste ; nor does he for a moment
faney, unimaginative creature as he must be,
that the people of this colony have a litile
tosay in the retention of Victoria asa free
port. Waiving, however, these little peculi-,
arities we shall come to Mr, Synge’s state-
ments. The Consul General tells us that
Vistoria is goiog to take away California’s
trade with the Islands on account of the
heavy duties in San Francisco. Well, for
Mr. Syoge's information and for the informa~

tion of those astate political economists in |

Vancouver Island who believe that a tariff
port must necessarily do very little
of an export trade in imported merchan-
dise, we shall give them a few figures
from the last half~yearly commercial
statistics of California. During the first
six months of 1864 we find that the ex-
ports -of imported merchandise from San

Francisco to the Sandwich Ia}atﬁli ‘was

$277,440, while during the first six months|.

of the present year they ehowed no less a figare
than $348,633—or an increase of $71,193.
Now let us see how much our free-port has
shot ahead of the abominable tariff city. In
1864, our exports to the Sandwich Islands
amounted to $61,000. This year, if we ac~
cept the past nine months as a standard, they
will amount to about $77,000, giving an in=
crease, not as the Evening Post has
it of forty-five per cent, but of twenty-six.
The San Francisco increase on its very
large transactions has amounted to the
same figure! Verily, Mr. Synge must
be no ordinary prophet, and his wor-
shippers in Vancouver Island must draw con-
siderable comfort from the fact that San
Franoisco, in the only market which we have
made a pretence of maintaining, sends more
than nine dollars of English merchandise #o
our one.

There is only one conclusion after all this
to draw, and that is—if Victoria is ever to
become a city of importance it will be
through her domestic trade. For every dol=
lar’s worth of imported merchandise she now
sends abroad she forwards eight to British
Columbia. The interest we, therefore, have
in the neighboring -colony on commercial
grounds alone is eight times that which we
bave in our export trade. To talk then
of putting the advantages of the free port
against union is the old figure of catching
the shadow and losing the substance. Our
trade with British Columbia is, moreover,
mach more in jeopardy by continued separa-
tion than would be our paltry export trade
by import duties ; for all it really requires to
deprive us of the commeree of British Col-
umbia is a certain line of policy to be adopt~
ed at New Westminster. We do not say that
that line of policy is exactly the one
which has been followed, although the
Customs ordinance has not yet been suffi~
ciently long in being to produce a palpable
effect on English merchants ; but we do say
that the New Westminster element which is
all powerful with the British Columbian
Government need not be very slow in de~
vising means to work us an irreparable in-
jury. To keep up the babble about a useless
free-port, while the great interests of the
country are hanging in the balance, is just
sach wisdom we might expect from flippant
sehoolboys, but not from experienced men
who have an interest in the country’s welfare.
In this article we have confined ourselves
exclusively ' to ' the commsreial side. The
question of home industry is, however, ten
times more potent, as our empty houses and
unemployed population too plainly testify.

COLLEGIATE SCHOOL FOR GIRLS.
The ceremony of laying the foundation
stone of this structure now in course of eree-
tion, at the east side of the Church Reserve,
took place Thursday afterncon.

At three o’clock a procession formed at

the residénce of the Right Reverend Bishop $

Hills, consisting of a detachment of Nos. 1
and 2 companies of the Volunteers, tnder
the command of Captain Lang, headed by
their band and followed by His Excellency
the Governor and Staff; Sir James Douglas,
K.C.B.; the Chief Justice; Colonial Secre-
tary ; Attorney General; His Woiship the
Mayor; Members of the Legislative and
Executive Council ; the Speaker and some
Members of the Assembly ; the Lord Bishop
and Clergy of the Diocese, the Churchwardens
and others; Messrs. S. Green and J. J.
Cochrane officiating ' as masters of the eere~
mony.

On arriving at the building the Volunteers
were drawn up in line, and the rest of the pro-
cession mounted .a raised platform  where
seats were provided for them. An immense
concourse of people had in the meantime
gathered around the enclosure, temporary
seats having been provided for the ladies, who
mustered in larger numbers than upon any
similar occasion that we have witnessed upon
these shores. The day was magnificent, and
the spectacle presented was one of which no
city of much greater pretensions need have
been ashamed.

‘After the usual form of prayer had. been
read by the Rev. Mr. Cridge, and .sacred
music bad been performed by the band, Sir
James Douglas escorted Mrs. Kennedy to the
cornersstone, where Bishop Hills made a few
appropriate and complimentary remarks in«
forming Mrs. Kennedy that as the head of
her sex in this colony she was invited to per«
form the ceremony of laying the foundation~
stone of the Ladies’ Collegiate Sshool.

of the country. It won
who were to be the futuretwives and mothers
of the coming generation, and all must agree
with bim in the importance of providing
for their proper education and- training.  No
race of useful people could descend from any
but good and virtuous mothers (applause).

PANIC IN IRELAND ON THE FENIAN QUESTION.

Nzew York, Sept. 24.—The London Times’
correspondence, dated Sept. 9th, says there is
an awful panic in Ireland on the Fenian
question. A company of 300 or 400 Yankee
Irish landed at Queenstown from one of the
late steamers, and took the railroad for the

They were left in couples at various stations
along the road. I keow by personal obser-
vation that the people of Ireland are disloyal.
I have no doubt that 100,000 Irishmen would
spring to arms tosmorrow if they had any
friends to spring to,'or any reasonable pros=
pect of making a successful struggle for

independence, but without foreign aid there '

is pno prospect. Efficient foreign aid seems
further away than ever. In the meantime
ballad singers are spouting the song of the
Bold Fenian Boy at every street corner. The
papers are full of stories of the international
marching and drilling of Fenian hosts. More
than all, Yankee Irishmen or Irish Yankees,

with hands full of sovereigns, short swords,

and army revolvers, who have been fighting
to put down the rebellion in America, are
going to fight to get up a rebellion in Ire-
land. Letters are written by Irishmen to

their relatives, urging them to come to a safe
place betore trouble begins. :

accord to the late Chief Justice a desire on
all oceasions to acquit himselt to the best of
his ability with an impartiality and integrity
fitting the high position to which he had
been called.

' The public of Vietoria have been so fre~
\uently the victims of exaggerated statements

! n connection with mining discoveries that we
. might well pause before publishiog the start~
{ling intelligenee received yesterday by the
{Otter. They have been so much accustomed,
oreover, to hear of *rich strikes” and “ new
fdiggings” towards the close of every mining
'season, as a dish of hope to put them through
the winter months, that they have become
esp‘epia'lly sceptical about mining accounts
" at this time of the year. When they are
told, therefore, according to our Big Bend
and Lillooet intelligence that new diggings
have been discovered in British Columbia
before which the great name of Cariboo is
likely shortly to pale, we can make every
allowance for their incredulity. But their
. scepticism will be at fault withal. Itis just
. possible that the mining news which we lay
before our readers this morning may be
highly colored—that the statements of com-
| panies making $100 a day to the hand or
getting from fifty cents to two dollars and a

. half to the pan at Big Bend are exaggerated ;
\ but we think there is no doubt, what-
! ever, about the paying nature of this
: t gold field. We have been receiving for
! months past intelligence from Big Bend, and
