compensating owners of animals killed.
Hox. Mz, Davie said this was one of
several matters he had intended to refer to
in the budget debate if that had not been
cut short unexpectedly by the tactics of the
opposition in putting forward the little fish
%o speak first and reserving their great gun
until all the members of the government
should be heard from. This matter of com-
pensation is one whioh rests with the Do-
minion government under the contagious
diseases act, and if the Province takes it up
the result may be that'it will simply be left
with. us by the Dominion. - Last
session strong pressure was  brought
to bear. on the Dominion government to
have them include tnberculosis in the sche-
dule of diseases fur which compensation
may be made to the owners of cattle des-
troyed. This year «uother attempt will be
made by nearly every province in the same
direction. With respect to the cases devel-
oped in Victorla lately, the governnfent
were asked to give compensation for animals
which it was proposed to kill, bub had re-
plied that now there i#'no provision of the
law by which this can be done, and that a
ohmge in the law of the Province cannot
well be'made, for the reason above given
that should the Province once assume
the responsibility the Dominion might be
disposad to leave it with ns. They had told
the applicante that this government will do
the best ible with the Dominion anthor-
ities, and that they will have an examina-
tion made into the condition and value of
every animal killed, so that any compensa-
tirn to be allowed could be awarded at the
srcper time. It the cattle turned out to be
iseased the province would assist the
sfforts to obtain com ation as above in.
dicated ; if on the other hand of those
killed turned out to be free from ase the
provinoial government undertook to pay the
fall amount of their value. This eminently
fair offer—which included also .

there for'the winter, while the'Alert
should push on as far as possible to the
North,” «Ou’ the day of their arrival a
herd of nins musk oxen was sighted; the
whole of which were shot by the officers
and the meat divided between the two
ships. . The next day the Alert *“ parted
company ” and  the  Discoeery = heard
nothing of her till ‘the fullowing spring,
