A STORM IN VARIETY,

A Remarkable Atmospheric Distarbance
Besets 1hé Queen City.

The town was startled early yesterday
morning by a storm that for variety is not
often wet with in this country of cussed and
erratic climates. There were thunder, and
vlenty of it, lightning, rain, snow, hail and
slees, The thunder aud lichtning were what
most puzzled the elder people and scared the
children. The peals of thunder were loud and
crushing and the lightning was vivid.

At the Observatory, up in Queen’s
Park, last night ‘LThe World was
told something about these remarkable
atmospheric dwsturbances. The thunder-
storin, it was stated, vesulted from the meet-
ing of the culd current of air to the north of
us with the warm current to the south, the
storin centre being near Port Huron, havinge
traveded from St. Paul to that place in 12
hours. The ceutres have shifted frow Calgary,
N.W.T., to Port Huron since Mouday
in four moves, the sorm travelling at =«
rate of about 46 wles an  hour in
an east-soutneasterly direstion.

Yesterday morning the weather south of the
Iakes was very warm, the thermometer regis-
tering as bigh as 88° in Kansas, and at points
in Indiana and Jowa 68° and 80°. In the
Mississippi vailey also a hot svell has been ex-
perivnced, Such occurrences are unusual at
this time of vlie year. It is probable that the
storm centre wias near New York last night,
reports not having Leen received.

The snowfall yesterday varied considerably.

Orrawa, April 3.—In answer to inquiries
made in the Senate to-day respecting the
United States’ claims in Behriug Sea Sena-
tor Abbott said the correspondence going on
made it tolerably plain that there
was no definite assertion by the
Government of the  United States
of executive jurisdiction over Behring Sea.
Correspondence is still going on with the
United States Government on the subject
of hunting and fishing rights in those
waters. As to the demand made by British
subjects for compensation for ‘dminages
arising out of illegal seizures_these claims
would not be abandoned.

BURIKD BY THY COMMITTEE,

The Fate of the Toronto BIll for Vuiling
Electrie Wires Underground,

O1TAWA, April 8.-—The last meeting o
t' e Committee on Railways and Ceanals-for
the session was held this morning. = Mr.
Skinner’s bill for the incorporation of a com-
pany to build the Prince Edward Island
and Continental Railway and Ferry Com-
pany was thrown out becanse it con-
flicted with an existing provincial charter.

A lively discussion took place on Mr.
Small’s bill for burying the wires of ' tele-
phone, telegraph and electric light com-
panies in the City of Toronto. Mr. Cock-
burn was promoting the measure.
Hon., David Mills rsaid  that as
the  telegraph companies were in-
corporated by the Dominion
Parliament it might appear that Parliament
had so far jurisdiction in the matter, but
telegraph companies were artificial persons,
and as « person they would require to go to
the appropriate Legislature to get the
powers desired and conform to the local
law of each province, where that local law
was not ultra vires. He contended that
such jurisdiction was vested in the ditferent
provinces and it was for them to say
whether telegraph and other such come
pnies incorporated by the Dominion should
place all wires under , the ground. This
view of the question was concurred in by
Mr. Weldon (St. John), Mr. Weldon
(Albert), and Mr. Girouard. 7§

Mr. Cockburn contended that the Domin-
ion Parliament not only had jarisdiction,
but had dealt with such matters heretofore.
Mer. Mulock spoke of the importance of the
matter as far as Toronto was concerned,

had not been ‘protected under the general
policy of protection. As representing a dis-
trict 'interested to the extent of mil-
lions of dollars in fruit growing he pressed
that this small measure of compensation
should be granted.

Mr. McMillan read a letter he had re-
ceived to-day from Mr. Alex. McD. Allan
of Toronto, stating that a joint stock com-
pany was now being got up in that city for
promoting the sale %n Great Britain of f}:‘uit,
butter and cheess from Canada.

Hon. G. E. Foster stated his appreciation
of the objects of the association represented
on this deputation. He thought that greater
advantage would be derivable from pro-
vincial and county conventions than from a
Dominion gathering. He did ' not think
it fair to say that nothin, had
been done for the fruit industry by the Gov-
ernment, for the work now being done by
the experimental farms was of the greatest
importance to fruit growers. However,
Mr. Carling and himself would report the
views of the association to their colleagues:
There was of course the difficulty that were
a grant given to them it could not con-
sistently be refused to kindred organiza-
tions,

Hon. John Carling considered it of im-
portance to encourage the fruit-growing in-
terests as much as possible. e realized
the benefit derivable from the holding of a
convention such as proposed. He re%crrod
to the assi-tance obtainable by fruit-growers
through the various experimental farms,and
declared that anything further that could
be done by his department would be done
most cheertully.

THE PANAMA CANAL A MONUMENT
OF IMPRACIICABILITY,

It] Wounld Bankrupt the Goverament of
France to Carry Out the Ncheme as
Originally Projceted—Reckless Extrava-
ganece sShown on Every Hand.

Cricaao, April 3.—James McArthur, the
senior member of _the well-known firm of
MecArthur Brothers of Chicagoand 8t. Paul,
probably, the largest. firm of railroad an}l
bridge : contractors in the Northwest, has
written homé his  opinion of the Panama
Canal, which he visited not long-ago. He
says:' 1 'was on the isthmus from Jaw.
20 to Feb. 2, "and gave most of my
time to the cdnal. ' The Panama Canal
is a stupendons failure! I have gone
over the ~whole, 'of it; the ‘hea
work, the summit section of several miles,
travelled ‘over on foéot. Much of the work
has droﬂy stopped; and it is reported that
the whol@ of it wilkstop in a few days. I
saw all of the machinery, and some part of
every “class ‘of it ‘at ‘work.. The canal is a
monument: to incompetency, both in its de-
sign and exeeution, so far as work has pro-
gressed on it, and it is scarcely begun.

The only worx which. has any business- -
like look is that done by the American
contractors ‘on the ecast end of the line,
There is an immense amount of ma-
chinery, which was imported from France
and Holland, much of which is rusting
out, having never 'been used. - It is of an-
tiquated type, rude and costly in its opéra-
tion. - The quality of the labor is much
better than I expected to - see, viz.: negroes
from Jamaica. - Though not equal to North-
ern labor, they have a good amount of
physical ltren{th, and are docile and
reasonably intelligent. There was no work
in progress—that of the American contract-
ors excepted—which was not costing from
two, to ten times what it need to have
cost with proper machinery and manage-
ment.

The whole scheme bas' been carried on in
a most wastefal ‘and - éxtravagant manner.
The original' planof an ocean level canal
was. almost o physical impossibility. = I
possible at allit” would . bankrupt even thé
Government; of France to carry out svch &
scheme.
