He had been strangled, but in order to con­
vey the impression that he bad been lynched 
by the Hungarians he was then hanged by 
the leather strap which he wore around his 
waist.

To this Lord Knuta- 
ford gave his assent, and Sir Johu A. Mac­
donald, in order to strengthen his hands in 
the negotiations by- tue visible support of 
the people of the Dominion, dissolved Par­
liament, The Opposition propose inste id of 
such negotiations to make an oiler of commer­
cial fusion with the United States, and on this 
question the battle will oe fought. To any­
one with the most superficial acquaintance 
with the geography aud tue social and com­
mercial i‘eialions of the two countries it will 
be manifest tnat this in reality involve® the 
whole furture of the North American con­
tinent, for commercial fusion is sure, sooner 
or later, to be followed by political absorp­
tion. X

It is to bring this matter to a direct issue 
that Sir John Macdonald has taken the uoid 
step of the suddeu dissolution of parliament, „ 
and made uis appeal to tne patriotism of the 
Canadian people, and in a stirring appeal he 
has addressed to the constituency wûicu ut» 
has long represented he speaks these noble 
woros:

At 16 he entered the Royal 
Academy of Music, and found that one of the 
most important branches of a musician’s train­
ing, the art of conducting and choir-train­
ing, was not taught, nor is it taugbt now, at 
either of the other great schools of music. 
An organist had no actual experience of 
choir-training until be stood before the choir. 
Seven points should be borne in mind by con­
ductors in training choirs: Quality of tone, 
balance of tone, accuracy of tonality, 
simultaneous attack and release of tones, 
careful attention to marks of expression, 
intelligent phrasing, musicianly feating.

Analyzing Slmcoe’s Water.
Editor World: On a motion by Aid. 

Phillips it was decided to have Profs. Heys, 
Ellis and Pike analyze the water, and the 
chairman, Aid. Hill, Orr and Lindsay were 
appointed a sub-committee to see where the 
water is taken from. They will go to Lake 
Simcoe and get sealed samples of the water a 
mile out from Point Jackson and also from 
Cook’s Bay. A qualitative analysis gives the 
constituent elements of the sample without 
the quantities, 
gives the proportional quantity of each of 
the elements contained in the sample. For a 
complete analysis not less than two gallons 
of water should be provided. The sample 
should be taken in a glass bottle with 
a ground glass stopper. If a cork is use4 it 
should be new aud washed before insertion. 
Care should be taken that the bottle is per­
fectly clean. It should be filled to within 
about half an inch of the stopper, and im­
mediately before being filled it should be 
washed out two or three times with the 
water from the source to be sampled. In 
filling a bottle from the lake the vessel should 
be immersed so that the.top will be below the 
surface. The stopper shoudd be securely tied 
and sealed. A statement should be sent to 
the chemist, describing fully the source of 
the sample and the circumstances under 
which it was taken. To make a chemical 
analysis of water intelligible to those who 
have not studied chemistry is no part of my 
present purpose, but a few particulars re­
lating to w£ter analyses may be useful to 
enable an opinion to be formed with regard 
to the meaning and value of the most im­
portant of the figures usually supplied by 
analytical chemists. The first point to be 
observed in reading an analysis is whether 
the figures refer to grains per gallon or to 
parts per 100,000. It was formerly the in­
variable, as it is still*, the practice of the 
majority of chemists to express the result in 
grains per gallon. Many chemists now state 
the result in parus per 100,000. To convert 
grains per gallon parts per 100,000 move the 
decimal point one figure to the right and

80’Education of public sentiment in favor of 
life insurance has been rapidly extending 
for many years. There are few people now 
who do not believe in the benefits and ad­
vantages it affords, though not determined 
to secure it.

Different from other matters of trade or 
finance, the demand does not to any extent 
precede the supply. Life insurance w seldom 
sought by those who are in need of it, but on 
the other hand those who are in need of it 
must be sought and persuaded.

The rapid growth of this business may be 
seen from the amount of assurance written 
in 1880 as compared with that written in 
1889. The full report for 1800 is not yet 
issued. The amount written to Canada in 
1880 was $13,906,887, of which $7.547,876 was 
written by Canadian companies and $6,359,- 
011 by foreign companies. In 1889 the total 
amount written by 31 companies was $44,- 
556,937, of which $26,438.358 was written by 
Canadian companies and $18,118,579 by 
foreign companies.

The arnouut paid for death claims in 1889 
was $2,483,818.

The greater growth of business written by 
Canadian companies is due to ft growing 
sentiment in favor of home institutions, am 
the greater number of thoroitohiy responsible 
home companies now in the field. ^ .

The live stock trade is one of thé most 

promising of Canadian industries. Prof.

He held that with proper attention the value 
of our live stock cohid be increased from 
$100,000,000 to $200,000,000 and

000. Next to manufacturing the industry 
most crippled by unrestricted reciprocity 
would be the live stock. It would be so in a 
double sense. The cattle and hogs raised in 
the United States are not only as a rule in- 

- ferior to the Canadian, but the dressed meat 
trade being controlled by enormous 
bines prices are much lower there than 
here. Store bogs sell from 2c to 3c per 
pound cheaper and fat from l)^o to 
2c. The difference' ih the value of beef 
is even greater, the listed price of 
mess, etc., being about 50 per cent. less. Be­
fore thg National Policy was introduuced 
the leading hotels along the Grand Trunk 
from Narnia to Quebec were supplied by 
Chicago packers with fresh beef daily. Were 
the tariff removed the same thing would oc­
cur again, only it would be more pronounced, 
the combines having become stronger 
and the facilities for distributing 
more extensive.

The American Kennel Club.
Nearly all of the best breeds of our Ameri­

can dogs are of British origin, and since dur­
ing the past two decades more attention has 
been given to breeding than ever before in 
this country, there have been many importa­
tions of dogs of all the various breeds. These 
importations and this careful breeding have 
been greatly stimulated by the bench shows 
which are held annually in various parts of 
the conntry. The popularity of bench shows 
is conclusive evidence of the very great gen­
eral interest felt in dogs by all classes of 
people. The great majority of the visitors 
to these shows are city people who can­
not themselves keep dogs, and therefore 
the evidence of interest is all the more 
conclusive. These shows are generally, ir 
not always, held by kennel clubs, such, fof 
instance, as the Westminster Kennel Club of 
New York, the New England Kennel Club of 
Boston, the Maryland Kennel Club of Balti­
more, the Cincinnati Kennel Club, etc. All 
of these clubs have united in forming 
eral organization, called the American Ken­
nel Club, to the meetings of which each local 
club sends delegates. This general club is 
not only a legislature, but a court. It makes 
laws, tries cases and enforces penalties. * The 
affairs conducted by this club are so large 
that à regular business office is maintained in 
this city, and a corps of clerks is kept busy 
in keeping the records and publishing them. 
For tht* latter purpose a monthly paper is 
issued, and breeders and exhibitors must ex­
amine it carefully so as*to see what laws are 
promulgated, what awards have been made, 
and what d&qualifioations declared.—Harp­
er’s Weekly.

In comment on this The New York Rail­
road Gazette says that “ In 1850 the limiting 
depth of navigation in the St. Lawrence, be­
low Montreal, was T1 feet; at the dose of 1888 
a channel, with a minimum width of 300 feet 
wnere straight, and 325 to 450 feet 
wide where curved, and 27)tf to 30 feet 
deep, had been opened, a work which has in­
volved dredging 15,500,000 cubic yards or 
material since 1875, varying from sand and 
clay with large boulders to nearly solid rook, 
at a cost of about $8,000,000, besides the ex­
penditures in the harbor of Montreal. The 
navigable depths obtained in the course of 
this improvement have been as below:

Funeral Reform.
[From The Evangelical Churchman.]

The subject of funeral reform is enjoying 
public attention in England. We trust that 
the interest aroused ■’’will extend to Canada, 
where the risk from exposure at funerals is 
so very great. One simple safeguard recom­
mended is the use of one of the black woolen 
scarves supplied at less than 2s. each, and 
which are remarkable for their elasti­
city. The length is 5 feet 6 inches, 
with a breadth of nearly 12 inches. This 
scarf can be used as an ordinary comforter, 
but when required for a funeral it is doubled 
and sewn together along one edge, giving a 
total width of nearly 24 in., and a length of 
2ft. 9in. It is passed around the back of the 
neck, and the two ends are fastened together 
on the chest. Whilst the inner half is held 
down, the outer half is pulled so as to form 
a hood over the head and forehead. Thus 
neck, head, forehead and chest are all pro­
tected.

Ï:Steel Production in the States.
The President has sent to Congress a re­

port by the Commissioner on Labor with 
respect to the cost of producing steel and 
steel rails in Europe and America. The 
report embodies the result of an investiga­
tion which has extended over several years. 
In prosecuting his inquiry, the commissioner 
had access to the books of the leading manu- 
fecturers^ and directed his examination of 
the figures they contained as ascertaining 
the difference in the cost of producing steel 
ip Europe and America and the possible bear­
ing of such differences upon tariff rates. He 
discovered that the total loss per ton of pig 
iron from the mining stage to the finished 
product ranged in the northern districts of 
America from 13-97 to 16-50 dollars. The cost 
of producing steel rails in America ranged 
from 2^-32 to 27-68 dollars, whereas on tho 
continent of Europe the cost was from 18-71 
to 24-5*2, and in Great Britain it averaged 
from 18-58 to 21-90 dollars. The Commis­
sioner states that the labor cost per ton of 
steel rails should be less relatively in America 
than in Great Britain or Europe* because 
American producers dispense with one 
expensive process which is still ad- 
heredv to by many foreign producers. 
Materials lift America, moreover, are 
purer, judging from the experience of 
the three principal works in the northern 
district. rlhe entire direct labor cost in 
America, Great Britaia and Europe was re­
spectively 1L59, 7.81 and 8.10 dollars. The 
heavy freight charges for transportation 
benefit America iu some cases, but iff others 
they place the United States at a serious 
disadvantage, as, for example, at ports
