Farmers that have a surplus supply 
of hay this season can be sure of a good 
market. Dry, hot weather in May, fol­
lowing a winter that killed ont clover in 
many parts of the province, made a 
marked decrease in yield. Reports from 
correspondents indicate a reduction from 
normal of one-third to one-half. In 
Lambton, Kent and Essex counties, 
where the crops are now almost all cut, 
the crop suffered severely from want of 
rain. A noticeable feature of the bay 
situation is a steady increase in the acre­
age devoted to alfalfa. Farmers are be­
coming more and mote interested in the 
worth of this plant (sometimes called 
lucerne), for hay and pasture. Alfalfa 
yields heavy crops and is not so much 
affected by drought, as are the other 
classes of hay crops. Farmers with fields 
of alfalfa this year are fortunate.

THAT ALVINSTON BOY 
RUNS AWAY AGAIN

And MeCfces Things Lively For a Time 
In Watford and Sarnia,

Earl Webb, the Alvinston 14-year-ol* 
boy, who- broke jail at tiarnia a couple of 
weeks ago while awaiting trial for theft, 
and was recaptured, while at work on a 
farm near Oil Springs, came before Judge 
MacWatt on Monday and withdrew his 
former plea of “not guilty” and pleaded 
guilty to stealing goods frdm Brennan’s 
store, and a watch from Mr. Rwin. Me 
also pleaded guilty to a charge of es­
caping from prison. On his first appear­
ance before the county judge be. pleaded 
gnilty to robbing the M.C.R. station at 
Alvinston. Judge MacWatt suspended 
sentence on all the charges and delivered 
the boy to the care and custody of the 
Children’s Aid Society. Mr. Wilkinson, 
the society's agent, (90k the boy to a 
dentist’s and had aa Aching tooth attend­
ed to, and then hflhp with him for his 
dinner, before placing him in a tempor­
ary home until a permanent foster home 
could-Nbe found for him. Later in the 
afternoon when' Mr. Wilkinson came to 
look lot hia new charge he was nowhere 
to he found.

Webb attack Watford Tuesday after­
noon, and between 6 and 7 o’clock enter­
ed Fuilei & Cooke's butcher shop by 
tearing the screen off a rear window. 
He took a small cleaver and wrenched 
open the cash till, taking therefrom 
about $25.00. He then went to Restor- 
ick's livery to hire a horse but they re­
fused to give . Aim one until morning. 
He psid in advance for the rig he expect­
ed to get. Going to Cangeron’s livery he 
got a horse and baggy, saying be was 
going to Joe Smith’s, Warwick, and be, 
fore leaving supplied himself plentifully 
with fruit and candy. Shortly after he 
left town word came from Sarnia to look 
out for him. It having been ascertained 
that Webb had not gone to Smith’s, P. 
E. Fuller and W. D. Cameron started 
south about midnight, going to Inwood. 
Oil Springs, Edy’s Mills, Petrolea and 
Wyoming without gaining any trace of 
the fugitive. Wednesday afternoon word 
was received from Frank Esson, who was 
in Woodstock with the Orangemen, that 
he had captured the boy in that city, and 
that he (Webb) stated that he had left 
the rig at Bothwell. After purchasing a 
new salt of clothes and shoes in Bothwell, 
Webb took the train for Woodstock to 
see the 12th of July procession, and while 
there he was identified by Esson who 
notified the authorities and had him 
arrested. He was placed in the jail un­
til train time and is said to have occupied 
the cell once used by the noted Birchall. 
When the constable went to the jail to 
conduct Webb to the train for Watford 
the prisoner was not there. Investiga­
tion showed that he had escaped through 
the chimney, and up to the time of writ­
ing has not since been heard of. The 
boy, when searched, had secreted on his 
person $13.80, which amount was handed 
over to Fuller & Cooke. When1 the 
elusive lad is captured again he will prob­
ably be sent to'the reformatory at Mimico 
or some place where he will be closely 
guarded.

One great firm In Borne had over 
2,000 trained slave copyists, and their 
work was swift and cheap, for Mar­
tial writes that they had ready an edi­
tion of a thousand Copies of hli "Epi­
grams'* In Just one hour, to be sold at 
10 cents a copy. The exceedingly 
large reading public which all this In­
dicates must have been many years in 
growing, and one may assume that 
Rome bad long been a city of readers. 
Atticus, the publisher of Olcero, had a 
great many modern methods In the 
conduct of his business, and the fact 
that Caesar's "Commentaries” were 
very quickly dispatched to the out­
posts of civilization shows that the1 
machinery of distribution was also 
well organized.

WHIM OF AN ARTIStr Musical Insects and Waltzing Mice

Hung up In the verandas of Japa­
nese houses may be seen small, exqui­
sitely cut bamboo cages, from which 
In the bush of dawn And at the close 
of summer days proceed quaint little 
whistlings, tinkling» and trills.

One called 
the "euzu-mushi" gives out. It Is said, 
a kind of trill so delicate and clear as 
to sound like on etherealized bird’s 
song.

One species of Japanese mouse may 
be said to waltz through the greater 
part of the waking hours of Its life, 
never tiring, though Its feet wear out 
In thb process.

Sarnia Fire Does $150,000 
Damage.

Sarnia experienced a $150,000 fire 
Sunday. The greater portion of the 
lumber lying on the docks of the St. 
Clair river was destroyed. Great dam­
age was also done to docks and surround­
ing buildings.

The flames broke out shortly after 
noon. Sarnia firemen worked hard, but 
it became necessary to send to Port 
Huron for assistance and from three 
o’clock in the afternoon until eight 
o’clock at night the Port Huron fire 
department worked in keeping the 
flames down. Help also came from the 
Point Edward department and from the 
tugs Diver and Fisher from which 
streams were played on the flames.

There are three theories as to how the 
fire started, one being that it was from a 
spark from a passing locomotive, another 
is that the fire broke out in the lumber 
because of the intense heat of the sun. 
Another is that a cigarette was dropped 
by a boy. Besides the lumber and dock­
age that were destroyed three box cars 
on the Grand Trunk railway were burn­
ed. The loss is divided as follows : Lebel, 
Turnbull Lumber Co., $80,000 ; F. Mc- 
Gibbon Lumber, $60,000 ; miscellaneous, 
$10,000, including the loss to the Grand 
Trunk railway.

Fire Chief William Smith and William 
Thomas, the latter a volunteer fireman, 
were overcome and had to be removed. 
Chief Smith’s mustache and eyebrows 
were burned off.

MURDER-ATPET^iOLEA.
Petrolea Man Shot Woman Dead and 

Wounded Girl.

William Moore, a young man employ­
ed at the wagon works, Petrolea, on Satur­
day shot and instantly killed Mrs. John 
King and probably fatally wounded her 
12-year-old daughter, Florence. The bul­
lets pierced the woman’s breast, one of 
them going through her heart.

Mrs. King was 45 years old, kept a 
boarding house on the east end ot Main 
street, and had refused to accept Moore 
as a boarder, as she had turned him out 
some months ago.

Moore entered the house Saturday 
and, it is supposed, enraged at being re­
fused, shot the woman and child. He 
was arrested by Policeman Whitlock, 
who was passing at the time. He gave 
himself up quietly and had nothing to 
say.

Moore used a sporting rifle for his mur­
derous act. Mrs. King for some time 
has been separated from her husband.

Moore had met with an accident at the 
wagon works some time ago. Since his 
accident he has acted strangely, and it is 
thought his brain may have been affect­
ed.

Moore was committed for trial at Sar­
nia assizes.

BARS THE CROOKS
Uncle Sam’s Assay Office In Wall 

Street Not a “Fence.”

ON THE WATCH FOR THIEVES.

Precaution! Taken to Keep Jewelry
and Oeld and Silver Article!, That
May Have Been Stolen,_ Out of the
Government*! Melting Ait.
The way in which the tjpited States 

assay office In Wall street keeps It­
self from becoming a "fence" where 
thieves and crooks may bring their 
fetolen wares to have them melted and 
receive cash for the same was recently 
explained by the superintendent

The federal statutes make It difficult 
for those In charge to refuse any gold 
or sliver handed In. The statute reads 
In part that “any owner of gold and 
•liver bullion shall be entitled to de­
posit the same, and it shall be melted 
and assayed Immediately.” It does 
not désignât, that only the rightful 
owner may apply for service, and Inas­
much as possession Is nine points of the 
law of rightful ownership the essayer 
jg .not allowed to be a doubting Thom­
as.

“Several years ago," said the super­
intendent, "there was a city detective 
stationed in the building to watch for 
Jewelry and gold and sliver pieces that 
were presented for assaying to deter­
mine whether or not they were stolen 
goods. He remained here for eighteen 
months, and during that time he did 
not catch a single thief. The reason 
was that the news undoubtedly went 
out to every fence,’ crook and thief of 
every description in the city that a 
guard was at the assay office and to 
Watch out for him.

“After the city detective was with­
drawn It became more necessary to se­
cure eotnp other means to prevent our 
offices from really becoming a fence" 
for stolen articles.

“The one provision we finally Incor­
porated into our rules that has kept 
away from us the greatest portion of 
stolen goods that might otherwise be 
headed In our direction was that we re­
fused to accept any bullion that will 
assay less than $100. In this way we 
are able to refuse any ordinary quan­
tity of rings, watches and other trin­
kets that would be stolen and which 
we know will not contain pure metal 
to that amoont Of course sometimes 
we will accept stuff and It will turn 
out to be worth a few dollars under 
the amount, but we cannot always 
guess correctly when looting at goods.

“We have many other ways of deter­
mining whether goods presented to us 
have been stolen, but it would not be 
wise to let every crook in town know 
what they are. Sufficient to say that 
every time we have suspected things 
were not right we have secured Imme­
diate co-operation of the New York de­
tective bureau, and I believe we have 
secured better results than when a 
man from the central office was con­
stantly on watch. Then the stuff did 
not appear. Since then we have been 
ot assistance In tracing down several 
burglar mysteries.

“When goods are stolen that vaiqe 
or would assay over $100 It la much 
easier for us to keep the lists of the 
same which are furnished by the po­
lice department and to be on the look­
out for what la wanted.

“Then when the value of the articles 
la over that amount we are In much 
safer position to put a few questions to 
our customer, to discover who he Is 
and why be wants to get money for 
the articles. If we are still suspicions 
that all Is not as It should her It Is a 
simple matter to make a few Investiga­
tions before we complete the transac­
tion.

“I am perfectly aware that the Idea 
Is prevalent In many quarters that the 
United States assay office Is a fence1 
for thieves to bring their wares. This 
may have been the case In New York 
In the old days, and It may be ao no* 
In other places, but I feel that It Is a 
pity that snch feeling still exists In 
New York. It may be that there are 
cases where stolen articles get by us, 
but we are constantly on the lookout 
for crooks and what they have looted, 
and I feel safe In saying that there Is 
less Justice to the term fence’ being 
applied to ns now than at any other 
time In the history of the office."—New 
York World,

LEGAL BLUNDERS, i i
. A Queer Decree of Diverse Issued by a’ 

Parle Ceurt.
Some years ago, K Is said, a legal 

blunder ef a most extraordinary Char­
acter was committed In one of the di­
vorce courts In Paris. By some misap­
prehension on the part of the presid­
ing Judge, whose papers and mind had 
got confused, he actually mlatoox the 
name of an advocate who had been ar­
guing a petition for the name of toa 
petitioner himself and In granting end 
signing the decree of dissolution of 
marriage of the petitioner unwittingly 
substituted the advocate’s name for 
the petitioner’s and tiras divorced the 
lawyer from his wife instead of grant­
ing the prayed for Release of the-advo- 
cate’s client As the lawyer had no de­
sire for separation from his wife and 
ai there was no process for annulling 
an absolute decree for divorce, even to 
meet such a remarkable case, It be­
came necessary through this Judicial 
error for the man of law to remarry 
hfa spouse without delay, and this he 
did.

A somewhat similar error was com­
mitted in the English court of chan­
cery. There had been a litigation over 
some property, which was held by one 
man and claimed by another of the 
same name. In evading some order ot 
the court the holder of the property 
had committed a contempt; and on 
this being called to the attention of’ 
the Judge an order Issued for the sum­
moning, not of the guilty party, but of 
the claimant of the same surname, and 
the order, a very severe one, was ac­
tually In execution before the error svae 
discovered.—New York Press,
