« The ¢ Pall Mall Gazette’ this evening
publishes an editoral thanking the city
authorities for attempting to suppress _the
sales of the paper “ thereby breaking
the conspiracy of silence maintained by
the press ¢ concerning the ‘¢ Gazgutte's re-
velations.’’ ‘¢ Police seizures of news-
papers are common in Vienna,”’ continues
the ¢t Gazette” * but such high-handed out-
rages on the freedom of the press should
have been impossible in London. Insted
of waging war agsinst the strest boys let
the authorities take actipn against the
responsible parties in this business. It
we bave publighéd anything obscene let
them prestcute us. We deny that any-
thifig has been published by us deserving

.~ that censure, and we declare the authori-

ties cowards,or worse, if they fail to pro-
ceed against us after baving charged in
open court that the ¢ Pall Mall Gazette’’
was an obscene publication, We reluc.t-
antly adopted this mode of publicity in
order to arouse men to a just sense of the
borrors existing all round them. Now the
mors publicity the better. We are pre-
pared to prove our statements. We can
summon witnessea from the Dean of
Canterbury and the Prince of Wales down
to Mrs. Jefiries., We will put our chief
informant and bis assistants in the witness
box. Letthose who do not wish to shake
the very foundation of social order think
twice before compelling us to coufront, in
court, brothel keepers with a princess _of
blood, and prominent public men with
victims of their lawless vice "

No doubt, good will come out of the
matter in the end, but the turmoil and
trouble that will be caused in hundreds
of what were before peaceful homes,
can be better imagined than described.
Vice abounds in all great cities, and we
suppose that London is no worse than
many others, proportionately. This of
course, is no palliation of the guilt,
still it is open to argument whether the
Gazetle is u proper instrument by
which the reform of such abuses can be
undertaken. The motive is at least
open to the suspicion of beingonly a
mercenary one — as the publication of
the articles will certainly increase the
sale of the paper a hundred-fold
for the time being. The Gazette
maintains that its purpose 18 only a
moral one, and if such be the case, and
the charges are really founded on the
evidence it claims, it has undertaken a
work that if successful, or only partial«
ly successful in its ojbect, will entitle it
to the sincere respeot of all right think-
ing people the world over.

The Rev. Mr. Spurgeon, the talented
Baptist divine, a short time before the
exposure, preached a sermon, that was
a scathing denunciation upon the m-
moralities, which he said exist among
those who bear honored names, and live
in high places. The reverend gentle~
man has also signified his approval of
the Gazelte's statements. In another
column will be found a few of the press
despatches bearing on the subject of
the revelations and incidents .in oon-
nection therewith.

A Novel Question in Criminal Law.

Tne fourtéen judges of the Eoglish
Court for the consideration of Crown Cases
Reserved gre now deliberating on a curious
question of criminal law. The case is
this ;:—~A man named Ashwell asked a
friend to lend him a shilliog. The latter
gave him what both—it being dark—eup-
poud to be a shilling, but which was in
fact a sovereign. The next morning the
lender, having discovered his mistake,
demanded the coin back. Meanwhile,
Ashwell bad got it changed, spent part of
it and refused to give back the amount.
It appeared that he had found the piece to
be & sovereign an hour after receiving it,
but be insisted that as he had borrowed
only a shilling be was not bound to re~
turn more.

Ashwell was arrested and tried for
ceny. On one side it was argusd that
there conld be po larceny within the
meaning of the law without guilty krow-
ledge and criminal intent at the time of
taking the thing in dispute. On the
other it was maiotained tkat if one honest-
Iy gets possession through a mistake of
what does not belong to him, and refuses
to restore it when th« mistake is discover-
ed and the property demanded by the
owner, the act amounts to larceny. The
trial judge did not undertake to decide the
question, but reserved it for the Court of
Fiye Judges 'Fhey divided, and the point
went up to the fnl] bench, There it has
jost been elaborately argued, Lord Coler-
ridge announced that as the questions is
of great importance, and the case destined
to be a leading one, the Court wounld take
time to prepare a careful opinion.

Murcia, like all Spanish cities voted in
this epidemic for great mortality amovg
its people, is the centre of a fertile valley
surrounded by highly cultivated ficlds and
market gardens, Through it flows a budly
smelling river, the waters of which are
twice dammed near the city’s centre and
are distributed by wany caoals over the
valley. The streets are narrow, with
high houses, and in many places the
entrance, sunlight and air arc still further
impeded by curtains placed horizontally
across the streets from housctop to houses
top. People live carelessly, in spite of the
chelera, It is not unusual to sce melona
sod other green fruit piled on Lalconics of
the houses ready for consumption. The
correspondent’s first visit was to the hos-
pital and relief barracks. [n the hospitals
comparatively few cholera cases were
found, as all except the poorest people in-
sist upon dying at liome rather than go
to the hospital. Patieuts were in every
stage of the disease, but all in ths sick
ward had the same haggard, sallow look
of fear which made the nature of their
diceases certain without further guestion.

Dr. Ruiz said : ¢ The discase is rpreading
through all the provinces of Murcia. The
discase began at Archena, 3¢ kilometres
from Murcia, on the same side of the river,
sod was brought from Valencia, The
cholera germs came down the river from
Archena, and were spreak rapidly throngh
Murcia and the suburbs by the extensive
use of water for irrigation purposes. The
germs seem 10 lose their vitality by long
exposure, and it is noticed that the cholera
is less virulent in proportion to the dis«
tance from the original source of infection.

yours,”” The reply was: * Yes, but
when my milkers go to milk, they un-
derstand that it means business. I
will not have a poor milker around at
any price, and I talk this over when I
hire him, and he understands what 1
will have.” It was evident the subject
had a value which carried conviotion.

The quantity of milk that a cow
gives depends much upon the mode,
time and regularity of milking. Cows
do best that have one regular milker
and the time of milking should be care~
fully attended to, and not be subject
to variations from day to day. The
udder should be brushed, in case of
any dirt on it should be cleansed with
a cloth and water ; for if the cow has
been driven through any muddy places
and thus becomes besmeared, any dirt
accidentally falling into tbe pail will
communicate its taint to the’ milk.
Wetting the hands and teats with milk
before milking 18 a very bad practice.
This should always be avoided, both for
comfort of the animal and cleanliness
of the milk. The milker should bave
short finger nails, for long fingers
will be sure - to hurtthe
teats; and cause irritation the
cow. There are two methods of milk-
ing : the one may be called stripping or
catching the teat between the finger
and thumb and stripping down the
whole length of the teat. This plan is
not to be recommended. The better
way is to grasp the teals, ore in each
band, diagonally across the bag, and
