He afterwards
removed to Pittsburgh, and from thence to Aniity, Pa,
where he died.  After his death the manuseript was put
into the hands of a printer to dispose of, and subsequently
came into the possession of Joseph Smith, Jr.. the priess,
prophet, and founder of Mormonism, and forms the trame
work of the whole historical part of the Mormon bidie.
But Jo. had too much cunning to acknowledge the
source from whence he derived hisinformation.  He was
also a professed believer in dreaias, signs and wonders;
and skilled in the various arts of juggling and nceroman-
cy. In 1825, it was given out that he began to hold com-
munication with angels and spirits, who imparted to him
things above the comprehension and senses of other men s
and who inforiued him of the existence of certain plates ot
unspeakable value. Owinghowever tothe oppusttion wm
evil spirits, he did not obtain possession of them until 1= 37,
The discovery was now noised abroad, and the plates ~uid

‘T'he closing day of his mortal existence, and what
the martyrs of old were wont to call the birth-day of]
the soul, was Tuesday, the 12th of April, 1831, Be-
fore dawn, he was heatrd by one of his sons, who
with filial teuderness approached his bed, to say,
‘Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace,
that my eyes may see thy salvation;’ a supplication
which he fervently offered up several times in the
course of the dny. Some of bis family and relations
and friends took their last cartlily farewell of him in
the forenoen, to severalof whoni he attempted to ar.
uculate a few words of consolation or paternal advice.
Among other friends, the writer of this memoir again
knelt down by his bed-side: it scemed doubtful whe-
ther he was able to assist in the solemnity; but by
several indications it was discerned, that his facul-
ties were still clear, and that his heart still prayed;
aud he was understood to whispes at the conclusion,
‘That i3 sweet.” He shortly afler intimated that le
could now see no more of bis affectionate friends;
the earthly fabric of this fr.il tabernacle was rapidl,
decayings the powers of life were well.nigh spent;
yet occasionally a few accents of peace and joy would
escape from his Jips: in particular, at about six in the
alternoon, he was heard to say, ¢ The Lord is letting
his servant depart in peace... shall soon see that
talvation—it will svon be over.’

And soon it was over: fur shortly before nine that
evening he entered into bis rest. He was spared the
sufferings he had dreaded; bis dignissal was gentle;
bis family and friends were around him, watching the
lat ebbings of life; for themr presence had now ceas-
tdto discompose his spirit; and his eye, so0 soon to
open upon eternal realitics, was sealed to every earth-
ly impression. To the latest momert of conscious-
uess, he felt intersely interested in prayer, and prsise,
end the reading of the word of God; and his oft-re-
jeated dircction was complied with, that when death
should appreach, his hands might be placed upon that
Htessed book (sueh were his words) swhich had been
b guide and support through life; that thus he might

be reminded of ifs hallowed contents, and that it’

might be his comfort in his last trial.  ‘The spirit in
which hie died—and it was the spirit in which Le had

lived—may be discerned in the following memori-,
lin his diary, dated as late as the 5th of Merch:'

‘I have aimed at protaoting the knowledge and love
of the truth as it is in Jesus, in the cburch and in
the world atlarge. Oh that I had done so more sing-
s and efliciently ! 1 am ashamed snd humbled cn
siccount of all.  But oh ! had I all the faith of Abra-
him, all the zeal of St. Paul, the ardour of Peter,
the meekness of Moses, I would look for acceptance
¥ith God ubove all these excellent graces. No me-
1t but that of my beloved Saviour. With the man-
e of his obedience unto death may 1 he covered !
May I be found in Him ; accounted righteous before
Gad only for the erits of my Lord and Saviour Je-
ws Christ ! Here [ can rest, through feith, and fiad
itfcll of consolat’on, Glory be to God {r such a

ing, 1 bave taken the trouble of transcribing for the
instruction of all who may require it, an ecloquent
aud forcible speech on this subject, made by Sir Bd-
ward Dering, in the houss of Parliament, in the
reign of the unfortunate Charles I. when tho Puri-
tans held the ascendancy, and tie ¢ root and brauch

men,” were endeavouring to subvert, pull down, and
destraoy every thing which the Church loved and ve-
nerated; “ and opposing whatever interfered witl
their progress”—>5ir Edward Dering, (says Sonthe
in his book of the church, was a man of fine person,
and upright intention, who pessessed the most dan-
gerous of all endowments, when uraccompavied
with sound judgment,—a ready cloquence.

In those days of misrule ant finsticism, Dering at
first was among the most violent of the destructive
laction, but by God’s grace he returned to a better
mind, and fearlessly opposed that torrent which
threatened ruin to the Church ond State.
