At our last meeting.you were so kind as to express your
dpprovat-of the thonght then in my mind of visiting Eng-
land last year, chiefly to attend the Lambeth Couference,
and also to do what might be possible to raise funds.

THE DIAMOND JUBILEE.

In the history of the British Empire, as well as in the.

history of the Church of ‘England, the year 1897 will be a
memorable one. ‘I'hanks to the kindness of the Dean and
Chapter, 1 was on the steps of St. Paul’s Cathedral and
only a few feet from Her Gracious Majesty, for the Royul
Progress and that unique and most heartily rendered service
of praise and thanksgiving, in which Sovereign and people
devoutly thanked God for sixty years of national blessings.
But chiefly :
“ Praise for Thy long sustaining,
‘That held her firnm in aim,
Ever to keep unwaning
Our fair ancestial fame;
Praise for the sweet compassion
Which makes the wide world own
That Love's divinest fashion
Is set from England’s throne.”

And later onas a -inember of Lambeth Conterence, I
was among those whom the Queen specially honored witl,
an iuvitation to a special reception at Windsor Castle.
During Diamond Jubilee week, and indeed more or less
during-the whole visit, British subjects from. abroad were
honored and the utmost kindness was shewn them.  Every-
where the feeling was manifest ihat, in the opinion of those
at home, colonists are ttuc Empire builders.  “Tue prowmin-
ence given to Canada in the person of her premier, who
ably and gracefully discharged the doties pertamng to his
high office, made one proud to be :hereas . Canadian,
and proud of the conviction that m no part of the empire
is the feeling of loyalty to the person and throne of the
Soveieign, and to British Institutions, strengerand more
intelligent than in Canada.

LAMBETH CONFERENCE AND-OTHER
GATHERINGS.

I was present at the comemmoration of my coll- ge. Along
with Archbishops and other Bishops I visited Enbs Flet,
Richborough and St. Martin’s Church, Caqierbury, in com-
menioration of the arrival in England in 597 of Augusiine,
the first Archibishop of Canterbury ; and dilso Glastonbury.
But above all it was my privilege to be among the one
hundied and ninety-four Arch-bishops, Bishops, Mctropol-
jiwan and other Bishops of the Holy Catholic Church, in
full communion with the Chuich of England, all having
superintendence over Dioceses, or lawhully  commissioned
1o -exercise episcopal functions therein, assembled from
divers parts of the earth at Lambeth Palace, under ihe
presidency of the Most Reverend TFiedeiic, by Daviae Pro-
vidence, Archbishop of Canterbury, Primate of all England
and  Mcuopolitan; and to attend the guiet day for the
Biskops, conducted by the Bishop ‘of Lincola, and all

other services and meetings held in connection with: the
conference, .

It is impossible for me to convey to others the impres-
sions of such gatherings. To me they were deeply power-
fully refreshing. Again and again I felt "that it was good
to be there, and the aspiration most frequently feJt was:
Oh that 1 may be able to take back to my work—to my
clergy—to my people some of the spiritual. ‘blessing I-have
found here. Oh! that the whole Anglican communion, nay,
the whole Church of Christ, militant here on earth, may
receive a divine impetus proporiivnate.to the strength of
the gathering; the felt presence and power of God, the
Holy Ghost, and her urgent needs.

I desite to commend to the study of those who cau get
it, the report of the conference containing the encxclical
letter from the Bishops, with the resolutions and reports.
On the present -occasion there is no time to refer, at great
length, to this report. I think the synod might.well con-
sider whether it could afford to print the encyclical-letter
and the resolutions in the next synod report.

Undoubtedly it is of the utmost importance-that
all duly organized congregations throughout the Diocese
should not only elect, but also do all that they can to en-
courage the attendance at the Synod, of their delegates. 1
am glad to walcome those who are here; but 1 heartily
wish all who are entitied to be here were present.

THE CLERGY OF THE DIOCESE.

Since our last meeting there has been been no break
from death in the ranks of our clergy, but several hive left
us for other spheres of labor, while others have leen wel-
comed in their place.  Archdeacon Cooper’s return to
Ireland to assist his aged father, the present Dean of Ferns,
in his parochial work, and to cheer his declining  years,
was a great loss,  He came before the organization of the
Diocese; for several years he was our able and efficient
‘secretary of Synod; it was a pleasure to make him the first
Archdeacon in the Diocese; and I was in hopes that he
might have been our first Dean.  Dr. Cooper was esteem-
ed and loved, not only in this' Paiish, and in the Diocese,
‘but wherever he was known. In order that he may still
have official conncction with the Diocese, 1 have appoint-
ed him one of my Commissaries. I am sure he will ever
be ready to help us in any way in his power.

During the past year the Revs, R. M. Webb-Peploe and
S. J. Stocken, were obliged, owing to ill-health, to retire
from their missions and seck rest and change elsewhere.
The latter, 1 am glad to say, is again with us in improved
although not in completely restored health ; but he is cau-
tioned to be very careful of himself; and-the health ot the
former is .o much better that’he expects—in fact, he has
been orderedto return to Sheep Creek, and he sails in
August.

The Synod numbers among its clergy to-day, Rev. G.
H. Hegbin, A. DeB. Owen, C, H. B. Owen, H. P. lLowe,
‘W. R. Beal,and S. H. Cubitt, priests; and Revs J. Atkin-
son aad J. C. Wace, deacons, bringing the total number
of clergy in the Diocese, including the Bishop, up totwen
ty-six. This-is'more than three times the number of clergy
at'work in the district of Alberta when in 1887, action was
‘taken, looking to the constitution of the district as a Dio-
cese by itself.  And is it nota most gratifying and encour-

aging-fact? Ought we not to feel truly thankful to -God,
forit? Mr Cubitt comes to us as a voluinteer. He offered
‘himself to me when I visited Ludlow, in  Herefordshire,
where e was curate last year.  He will be an honorary
worker, and he will work at my side, going wherever he is,
for the time, most needed.  Being a Missionary Diocese,
it would ‘indeed have been a strange thing if we were not
often anxious about funds. Yet the number ol ordained
workers has steadily increased. in the presence of sich a
fact shall we lose heart, cven when the outlook for their
maintenance and continued increase seems for he mom-
ent, darker than'we would like?

MAINTENANCE OF CHURCH WORK, ETC.

For thisis just our position. ‘T'wo yearsago, I put before you
as clearly ns 1 could, the course the 8. 2. G. proposed to
take with regatd tous.  Under that scheine, its grant to

my two Dioceses has already suffered a reduction.

Having come to the Red River Settlement, thirty years
ago as one of the Society’s missionaries; bemg fully
acquainted with its history aud its methods, Leing not
only without any notice of any reduction up till 1896, but
having actually received in 1894, a special grant of £7350,
to be spent at the rate of £250 per annum, during the years
1895, 1896, and 1897, in opening new missions m this
Diocese, I could not bring myself to belicve that the
Society's standing committee would seriously carry out its
reduction, when onr circumstances were fully  bulore 1.
But memorials, letters and pessonal interviews have had
little or no effect. ‘Towards the end of last May, | weceived
2 letter from the secretary, as follows:

“The Society continucs its policy of reduction of the
Canadian grants, but has determined to limit the same to
10 per cent per anhum, thereby giving you a long period
in which to prepare, and it is hoped to impress on the older
Dioceses of Canada, their duty to the younger {Dioceses.””
Under this arrangement, the Society’s block grant for the

" Dioceses of Saskatchewan aund Calgary, for 1899 will be

£972, that is to say it will be less by £358, than the
sum the society is giving us for this year.

Ihave ever been a firm believer in theS.P.G. 1 view with
joy and pride, the work that God has permitted it to do in

.all parts of the world, since it was started uearly two hun-

dred years ago, and I endorse most fully, the remak
of the late Bishop of Durham (Dr Lightfoot) in
1888: ¢ think we may say tnat if there bad been no
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, theie would,
humanly speakmg. have been no lLambeth Conference.””
I have so tharoughly feit that the work of planting the
Church on the vast prairies of Manitoba and the North-
west, among the representatives of races coming to us fiuin
all parts of the world, was one for 3. P. G. 10 do, aud that
the Society was both able and willing to du it, that I save
never attempted to form a Diocesan organizstion for tais-
ing fundsin England.  We may now e drvea tosuch a

REPORT OF TREASURER.

'The report of the treasurer, Hon. Mr. Justice Wetinore,
was as follows: In presenting astatement of synod accounts
for thejyear ending 31st December, 1897, T 1egret very
much $6 have to point out that the contiibutions within the
diocese fofthe séveral purposes directed by the synod do
not present a very satisfactory showing.  While there has
decn a very slight increase over the preceding year in the
contributions for Indian Missions, they are «onsiderably
below those fox 1895. ‘There has also been an increase in
the contributions for the Widows’ and Orphans fund over
other years. One would have expected, in view of the
successful year which Providence vouchsafed in 1897, a
marked increase in the contributions towards the General
Diocesan {fuiid and the Clergy Sustentation fund, funds on

ftwlitchs the véry axistence of the diocese from a financial
standpoint, is largely depeadent.  As a matter of fact, the
contributions towards both these purposes have fallen ofl,
and do not-aniount to what they were in the two preceding
years. Some important places have actually not contri-
buted anything towards them. It seews to me that what I
have pointed out affords matter for very serious considera-
tion, especially in view of the proposed withdrawal by the

-'S.-P. G. of its annual grant to the diocese, and that this
society, with the object of carryiny out this purpose, is
each year reducing the amount of 1ts grant.”

b -Reports of the Sce Endowment fund and the Clergy
Sustentation fund werye submitted-aid approved, the latter
fund showing a sum in band of $7,168.90.

In a memorial re religious education in the public school
“from religious badies s Calgary, asking for concurrence in
applying for legislative action as to religious exercises in
the public scheol, having been read; the fo.iowing motion
was adopted : “‘That this synod recognizes the importance
of teaching Christian cthics in public schools, and would
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encourage the attainment of this object.  Meanwhile, they

refer the matter to the executive committee, for their con-
sideration and-action.”

It was decided by the Synod to for:a a branch of the
““ Woman’s Auxiliary '’ in the diocese.

A very full report of the Indian work in the diocese was-
read by Mr. Joyner, chairman of the Indian eommittee,
and adopted:

‘The following resolution was passed ulxanimou;ly, re the
election of bishops in the province of Rupert’s Land :

‘ Whereas the method of electing bishops in the pro-
vince of Rupert’s Land for those dioceses not supported by
a missiouary society-and not having the right of clecting
their own bishops, as laid down in Sub.-sec. 3 of Sec. VII.
of the constitution, adopted and passed at a regular meet-
ing of the Proviacial Synod of Rupert’s Land, held in
Winnipeg in August, 1893, is as follows, viz.:

3. “Appointment by the House of Bishops—In all other
cases the selection of the bishop shall be made by the
House of Bishops, convenad for the piirpose by the Metro-
politan, subject to the assent— '

(2) ‘Of the House of Delegates, if the vacancy occurs
within three calendar months of the date of the next meet-
ing of the Provincial Synod ;

But if not within three months—

(2) Of the majority of the bishops of the province, or of
three of the bishops of the province, if the Metropolitan-be
one of the assenting bishops. )

(b) Of a standing commiittce of the House of Delegates,
appointed by the House of Delegates for that purpose at
cach meeting of the provincial synod; and so-constituted
as to include two members from each diocese of the ecéle-
siastical province, together with four members elected.by
the executive committee of the vacant see.’

Whereas, by this method of electing bishops, the con-
trolling voice rests with the diocese of Rupert’s Land, com-
bined with the C. M. S. dioceses, and whereas; this method
of clection is calculated to lead to the nomination of dele-
gates to vote for the election of such bishops by the C. M.S.
or their commissaries, simply for the purpose of such_elec-
tion in order that the nominee of the House of Bishops
may. be elected by the lower-house, and whereas the rights
of the diocese, concerned are manifestly ignored. by this
method of clection, and the liberty of the Church set
aside ;

Therefore, this Synod of the Diocese of Qu’Appelle re.
solves that this method of electing such bishops in this pro-
vince is unsatisfactory, .and that it is desirable that some
change should be made in the.method of election, which
should make it niore consistent with'the principles of jus-
tice and- the liberty of the church :

‘Therefore, also, this synod petitions.the Synod of the
Province of Rupert’s Land to take into consideration the
modification of this method of the election of such

bishops.
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This synod recommends alterations along the following
lines : )

(a) That any diocese in this provincial synod hi "ag
twenty (20) licensed clergy in pricsts orders may have the
right of electing their own bishop ;

(b) That until a diocese has this number of clergy, the
power of appointing bishops for such dioceses be in the
hands of the House of Fshops of the Province of Rupert's
Land, Canada, with - .assent:of the clerical and lay mem-
bers of the executive committee of the diocese affected.”

Hearty votes of thanks were passed to the S. P. G.,
S. P. C. K., to the Bishop for his charge, the Women’s
Auxiliary of Eastern Canada, the C. P. R and M. & N.W,
Rys., the Secretary and Assistant-Secretary, Mr. R. 8,
Lake, to the Bishop and Mrs. Grisdale for their hospitality,
and to the ladies of Indian Head for the sumptuous tea
provided for the tirted members of the synod at the close of
its mecting.

A NEW CHURCH.

. LAYING-oF THE FounpaTioN STONE or St THOMAS'
MissioN Near Qu’ArpELLE.

-On the afterrioon of Thursday, the 28th ult., an interest-
ing ceremony took place at the Vernon Settlement, six.
miles west of Qu'Appelle Station. At 3 p.m. the Lord
Bishop of the Diocese, accompanied by Mrs. and Miss
Grisdale and Mr. and Miss Ackroyd, arrived at the site,
having driven from the QuAppelle Lakes, where they are
at -present camping.  The.laying of the foundation stona -
was at once proceeded with, the bishop being assisted by
the Venerable Archdeaeon Sargent, Vicar of the Parish.
Aftersinging hymu 215 and a short, appropriate service by
the Venerable Archdeacon, Mr. A. T. Whiting, chairran
of the building conimittee, requested the Bishop to.lay the
foundation of the new ehurch. Mrs. Cameron, ofjEdgeley
farm, supported by the chairman ahd secretary-treasurer of
the building committee, then, in the nameé of the congrega-
tion, presented the Bishop with a silver trowel with ebony
handle, in a handsome lcather case, the trowel bearing the
following inscription :

Presented by the congregation to—
I'ne Lorp Bisnop or QU'APPELLE,
On laying the Foundation Store of

. Vernon,
July 28th, 1898.

A Dox was placed in the stone, in which was deposited
a history of St, Thomas' Mission, in the parish of St.

block of native red granite, taken from the fatm of Messrs.
Sykes, at Edgeley, A.D. 15838, being wsaribed on the side
facing north. The Lord Bishop then addressed the people,
of which thete were a large number present, but unforun-
ately his temarks were cut short by a heavy shower coming
op. “The singing of hymu 391 and prayers and benediction
by the Bishop brought the lirst part ot the afteruoon’s pro-
ceedings to a close.

Oun leaving ‘the church site, all these present weie invited
to an adjuining bluff, where the good ladies of Vernon, su-
perintended by Mys, A, T, Whitig, Mrs. Mattock and
Mrs. Hill, bad in a tastefully erccted bower, over which a
cousiderable amount ot bunting was displayed, prepared
an abundaot supply of tea, cake, lemonade, cte., Mr.
Whiting’s ice creams also being in great demand. At 5,30
p.m., the Lord Bishop and patty made their depirture for
the Qu'Appelle Valley.  Before leaving, the Bishiop wuk
this opportunity of mecting with and talking to many of
the people in this part of his drocese in his usual courteons
and kind manuer,

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RICHMOND SPENCER, M.D.

Following is the sermon preached by the Rector, Rev.
McAdam Harding, at the memorial service for the late Dr.
Spencer, at. St. Matthews' Churcli, on Suaday, July
17th:

St. Luke 23 : 43— Tniday shalt thon be in Paradise
with Me.”

To all men who turn 10 Clirist ; 10 all men who seck the
satisfaction of their necd in the centainty of the future, the
crucified Redcemer, the sufiering Christ, addresses these
comforting and illuminating words.  Rebuking the blas-
phemy of his fellows, scparating himself from sinners by
the confession of Christ, the penitent thief offers to the cru-
cified Redeemer the pathe ™= prayer, ¢ Lord, remeuber me
when Thou comest into Thy kingdom.  And the lord
turns to him with these consoling words, tull of pity and
comfort fo: that and all broken and contrite heatts, “ Thou
shalt be in paradise with me.””  The consclation and com-
fort which the dying thicf desired, all men at sonie period
of their lives are sure to crave. Death is terrible to all men
who have not reccived this consolation.  What is death?
What.is dying > What lies beyond death has ever beeis and
is the cry of suffering humanity.  Doesa man when he
breathes his dying breath go out into non-existence?  Can
auything that is, cver go ont into non-being?  As far as
weknow, this is an impossibility.  No particle of matter
that is inany human body can cver go out into non-being,
<an cver cease to exist. It may, 1t will exist under different
conditions, but it cannot ccasc 10 be.  The indestructibili-
ty of matter is now an abselutely certain fact, and if the
spirit of man is as real as wmatter is, how can a spirit cease
tocxist? And yet, who is there who at tines does not kel
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this certainty of a future life, of another existence beyond
death fall away and die beneath his feet. Whoever ha®
stood by the silent form or lifeless body of a luved one and
gazivg upon it, has not asked the «question, silently st may
be, “Is not death the end of all?2 " What is death ? What
is dying? 1 cannot rest until I have received an answer to
this question.  As.a man, I am daily, hourly getting nearer
to this given reality, and I must know at all costs what it
is, Iam shut in to the nccessity of dying. Do what [ will
I cannot escape from it. It haants me wherever 1 go, and
the longer I live in this world the more frequently it con-
frontsme. What is death ?  As 1 look up to the cross of
the Redeemer, the answer comes to my fainting soul, clea?
and distinct: ¢ Death, my child, is not the end of all’
After death there is the rest of Paradise. ..."Thou shalt be
in Paradise with me.”  Death is but the entrance into a
fuller life. Death is but the change of being. ‘This moment
in the body, the next moment out of the body, This
moment in the church militant on earth, the next moment
in the church expectant in Paradise. Death 1o carth, birth
to Paradise. Through the grave and gate of death we enter
into a juller Jife.  But what is this life of I"azadise to which
I am fast travelling ; this conscious life which L am pro-
mised by the Son of God afterdeath. [t is life in the pre-
sence of the Redeemer; abseat for a time from the body
but present with the Lord. It is passing into a closer com-
munion with God. It is the possession of a clearer vision
of His beauty ; the enjoyment of a fuller knowledge of His
wondrous mysteries of life, living with Jesus ; the secing a
greater exercise of the power of Jesus Christ 3 the living
under the immediate powcer of preparation for Heaven ; the
experiencing of the great education and developing power
of the light and knowledge which comes from the threne of
God and from the Lamb, and prepares for even, closer
union with God. It is a continuation, a perfecting of that
work in the church expectant which I began so feebly in
the church militant on earth.  Trusting imphcitly the
statement made by my Saviour to the dying tluef, 1 can say
with sure confidence and with hope, “This lifc indeed and
wy death at hand I shail be with my Saviour in Paradise.”’
The dread of death to wost men 1ests not so much upon
our imperfect knowledge regarding the future state as upon
the consciousness of sin or a sinful life. ‘1o pass from this
world into the immediate presencs of au ail holy God. To
be face to face with my judge as well as my Redeaner; to
carry with me my sin-stained character ; 10 bear before the
Judge Eternal the sins of my youth.  “The thought of all
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this makes me fear the moment of death. I am not fit to be
ushered into the presence chamber of my God. I am con-
scious of the fact that 1 am covered with sin stains, and my
righteousness is but as filthy rags. But while we may not
presume upon the mercy and love of God and hope for a
death-bed repentance, such as the penitent thief was vouch-
safed, yet we must always remember that ¢ Jesus Christ is
the same yesterday to-day and forever.”  He who, for
love of man, dicd upon Calvaiy’s Cross, not only by His
cross and passion obtained for sinners forgiveness of sins,
but merited admission into the rest of Paradise, and after-
wards into the deeper bliss of the Heaven beyond.  From
that time to the present we may sce the Saviour drawing
nigh to the penitemt, sorrowing over the sins of his past life
and his dread of the fuiure with this blessed hope-giving,
peace-giving message, * Though thou be like unto the dy-
_ing thief in sin, yet thou shalt be made as white as snow in
the Blood .of the Lamb, and enter the rest of Paradise, be-
cause 1 Lave p:ud the prive of sin in My own body on Cal-
vary's cross.’
4 Ine dying thief rejoiced to see.
‘That fountain in his day;

And there may I, though vile as he
‘Wash all my sins away.”

In the crucificd. Saviour, in the stream that flows from Cal-
vary's hill, T sce. pardon for the past.and hope and confi-
deuce for the future.  During the last fuw weeks Death kas
been very busy in our midst, castinga gloow not only over
this congregation, but over the whole city.  In as many
weeks, no less than cight have been called from: the
Church on carth to the Church in Paradise, aind we musy
fecl the uncertainty of life is very real.  Perhaps we have
been asking oursclves *“ When and ‘where shall I die? Will
it be in the bosom of my family aftera long illness; sud-
denly, in some accident,  Will it be soon, whilé' ] am in
the prime of life, or will it be -after I have rcached the
allotted span of three score ycars and ten.

44 Leaves have their time to fall,
And flowers to wither at the Nerth wind's breath,
Aund stars to Set, bus ajl
‘Thou hast; all scasons for thine own-—
. Oh, Death! ™

" . 1 mast dic. 1 cannot be such a fool as 1ot to face that
f:tcx, ad death will depend entively upon my manner of
life. A life lived with Jesus will mean a passing into the
presence of Jesus ia Pamadise—*¢ To-day thou shalt be in

Taradise with Me.”  And if wy life is lived with Jesus and
for Jesus, I ean live my life quictly. and lappiiy. 1 can
spend cach day as it gocs in confidence, because He has
1aught me by His Spinit 10 a7, “Whether 1 ive, 1 Yive nn.
to the Lord 3 aad whether I die, I dic unto the Lord.” If
my lifc is Hived as in the presence of God, 1 can live inthe
quictness that conies from the kuowledge of forgiven sins
aud the hope of the sesurrection 1o cicrnal life.  “These are
very favoritc words of outs, ** Yea. though I walk through
the valley of the shadow of dceath, 1 will fear no evil, for
Thou art with we, Thy rod and Thy staff comfort.me.”
But we st be very carcfulnot 1o wistead them. 1t is not
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Thou i/ be with me, but Thou ar# with me. We have
no right to expect that Jesus will be with us in the journcy
through the shadow of death, if he is not with us now. We
must be quite sure of his help and comfort in thie preseat
world if we are to expect his help and comfort in the life
beyond.  When we can trust Him absolutely and entirely
for forgiveness for the past, help for the present and com-
fort in the shaduw of death, then, and then only, can we
say, ‘‘Lord, now lettest Thou Thy servant depart in peace,
according to Thy word : For mine eyes have scen I'hy sal-
vation.”

Richmond Spencer entered into the rest of Paradise sud-
denly, on July 9th, and we committed his remains to their
last resting place on Wednesday last, ‘¢ in sure and certain
hope of the resurrection to eternal life, through our Lord
Jesus Christ, Who shall change his vile body that he may
be made like unto His glorious body, according to that
mighty working whereuy He is able to subdueall things un-
to. Himsel(.”  Not-without sorrow, not without weeping,
that we should see His face no more, but comforted by the
promise, ¢ To-day thou shalt be in- Paradise with Me,”
singing joyfuliy in the midst of grief<

* On the Resurrection morning;
Soul and body et again ;.
No more weeping, no more parting,
.No more pain.

For a while the tired body
Lies with feet toward the dawn,
‘Tl there breaks thc last aud greatest
Easter morn.’

*¢ For all "Thy saints who from their labors rest,
Who Thee by faith before the world confessed,
Thy name, O Jesus, be forever blessed.

So fully did Christians in the carly Chuich believe iliat
death was a gain to the blessed dead, that they sang hysns
of thanksgiving as they bore the remains to their sleeping
places. None were buried without singing and rejoicing,
but criminals, suicides and cxcommunicated persans.  To

“the heathen world, of course, death occurs asa greatspoiler

of all human hopes, but not so the Christian.  Christ has
brougit life and immortality to light, atid so, at Christian
buzials, the wailing of despair, the gloomy thoughts of an-
nihilation are swallowed up in the songs of hiope; triumph
and victory. At the funcral of Willizin Ewart Gladstone,
in Westminster Abbey, a few weeks ago, we saw a model
Cliristian funeral—Christian hope triumphing over heathen
despair, holy rites expressive of joy eternal sustaining and

> cheering the crushed hearts of the survivors, friends and re-

lations joined together in holy communion, besceching
God 10 give them grace so to follow the cxample of the
blessed dead. that they with them might be partakers -of
Ris Heavenly Kingdom.

And here, dear brethren, let me ask you why should
Christians, who believe that Paradise means rest and -pro-
gress for lire bleswed  dead, sufler themscives to be weighed
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down by a miserable pagan system, which shocks our best
and holiest instincts 2 Why should Cliristians have at ther
funerals things that speak of darkuess and despair ;. pagan
emblems, feathers, trappings, sepuichral gloom and all the
solemnt and expensive mockery of woe which sometimes
surrounds our funerals. Is it not beeause we have forgotien
the catholic fuith : ** I believe n the communion of satats,
the resurrection of the flesh, and tha life of the wotld to
come,’ and f dezth means rest, freedom from sin, pro
gress, present with Jesus, we can say ¢ we give Thee hearty
thanks'* for that it hath pleased Thee to deliver this, our
brother, out of the miseries of this sinful world.  We can
sing in the midst of tcars psalns of thanksgiving to Him
who has given victory over the grave and tahen the soul of
the departed to be with Him in Paradise the.blessed, and
50, on Wednesday last, while we sorrowed most of all be-
cause we should see the face of our.dear brother no more,
we sang hymns of victory, we joined together in the break-
ing of the bread, we mingled with our sorrows rejoicing,
‘because we knew that if we tollowed Christ as our brother
followed Him, we shall again sce his face In Paradise,
where there shall be no more sorrow or sin or pain, for the
former things have passed away. Inspeaking of the blessed
dead, we must be very careful 10t to exaggerate.  Death
_generally covers a multitude of faults. Tt is better to say
nothing publicly, for the very best life is marked with so
much that is imperfect. In the present case,. however, I fecl
I must take an exception to the rule, and bring before you
a few things which appear to me to have made the example
of Richmond Spencer worthy of our imitation. In the first
place, through goced report and evil report; in limes of
trial as well as in times of prosperity, from the time he
made Brandon his home, seventeen years ago, he supported
and worked for the Church ot his Redeemer,  When the
time for service arrived, if Richmond Spencer was not in
his place or at his post of duty as an official, we knew for
certain that professional duties prevented.  The ‘words of
the Psalinist he made his own, “ILord, I have loved the
“habitation of Thy housce and the place where Thine honor
dwelleth,”  To him the Lord’s Day was a state of refuge
from wen and the world, and he was never happier than
when worshipping or serving in these courts.  All through
Jife be pereeived what a large number of good wen do not
perceive, that the most exalted and active piety is comport-
able with the strictest adhierence to church order and disci-
pline.  While he cultivated a spirit of deep peisonal picty
he would -ncver -yicld oue hair's breadih of chusch prin-
ciple ‘1o the somewhat indificrent spirit of theage.  Sus-
wined by the heaven-bera principle of getuine piety, he
not oaly gave attention to-the externals of religion, but to
deep searching of heart and carnest striving after that puri-
tv of heart which ¢an alune nake us capable of enjoying
the rest of Pavadize and the felicities of heaven.  He took
God'’s Holy Woid as his infallibie guide, and the Lok of
Commionr Prayer as that guide embodicd ina devotionag
form. Recligion for him consisied in an inward, practical,
neart-purifying principle, nurtured by the ordinances of the
chuich, but distinct fronvthem.  In the face of much mis-
undentanding and opposition, e was aiways a tue son of
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Catholic and Apostolic Church of England in €anada. He
abominated that weak unchristian practice of crying down
thuse who held high views regarding the church, the Bible
and sacraments, as some Papists, Jestits in disguise, and
biought many to respect the views he himself held, by ex
lnbaiting in his own life the meekness, unsclfishuess, mandi
ness andd huliness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  When
necessity arose, e was ready to oppose, lead and com-
mand, yet never with a sclfish purposc in view, and after
the fight he went back to the quiet routine of his profes-
sional life. ilis iove for the Canadian Church was very
true and deep, and never cnce does he appear to have lost
faith in her great mission to this country.  He was proud
of being a Canadian, but still prouder of being a member
of a Canadian church, and this faith produced in him so
much energy, which bore fruit in this parish, and made
him so welcome an ally to the clergy, and indeed to any
Christiaus who had good works in hand,  To thé clergy
here he was allied in time of need, giving encouragement
in times of despair, as well as comfort in time of worrying
mental anxiety.  He loved the country of his adoption ;
this city and the people who lived in it.  He always bad a
good word for cach. He would say for Manitoba in the
most trying of weather:

¢ Yeu stili, ¢’en here Content can spread a charm,
Redress the clime, and a its rage disarm. "

Of his medical profession [ can also say something. It
was the daily round, the common task to tiie end of his
life.  He might have been frequently before the public,
and advertised his abilities, but Christian humility forbade.
He might, if he had Dbeen exacting, have made a fortune,
but publicity and money-making were never the objects he
had in view. In the sick chamber his very fuce exhibited
the cager, unselfish, loving, couragecus heart within, and
made his very presence in the time of sickness and trouble
iuspiring to the depressed and sad.,

Dear brethren, let us thank God for every such holy life

and- strive 10 follow in their footsteps, the path of simple

faith, decp repentance, noble self-denial, carnest work for
Christ, love for the sick and the poor.

On Wednesday, devout men carried Richmond Spencer
to his burial, and made great lamentation over him.  No
money could purchase that.  No cold philosophy could
create such affection as was exhibited on Wedniesday last at
the funcral of our dear birother now departed ;5 nothing but
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genuine love could-do that.  'That kind face shall be seen
no more in our homes or on our streets ; that wanly hand
shall no more give us a hearty greeting.  The counsellor
and friend is silent in the grave forever, but he is in Para-
dise the blessed,to which sweet rest may God in His mercy

The sad news of the death of Mr. Frank Carpenter, at
Rat Portage last montlh, was received with many evidences
of painful surprise, for though it was generally known that
he .was not enjoying vigorous health, the most: intimate
friends of the deccased little suspected that his end was so
near, the suddenness of which appalled even the members
of his own family.

‘earnest.. .-

natured, witty young fellow, who possessed the faculty of
- ‘making others™ happy with his flow -of good humor, but
there was another Frank, cqually jovial perhaps, but intel-
lectual -and deep:thinking withal, who loved to grapple
with the burning questions of the hour, and to give logical
cxplanations for the faith that wasin him.  There was the
Frank at howme among his books, and the Frank making
experiments with s camera toillustrate a story.  But he
was always the same kindly, gentle-heaited fellow, whom
we can but ill aflord 10 lose.

The
church stands for righteousness. A man cannot divide his
lite into sacred and secular, He must try so live that with-
out a word, people will understand theré is a power in one,

life, He then went on to speak of ideasand ideals that
attract and draw wen. We have to focus our responsi-
bility.

ANNUAL SYNOD. (Contp.)

The synod reassembled Thursday morning, June 30th,
at 10 o’clock, when the usual prayers were said by Rev. 1.
T. Leslie,

The dean presented the report of the committee appoin-
ted to consider His Grace’s address, and moved its adop-
tion, seconded by Archideacon Fortin, The recommend-
ations were: 1. Hearty endorsement of His Graces's sug.
gestion that the encyclical and resolutions of the Lambeth
conference, be embodied in the synod repoit.  Consider-
ation, in view of the withdrawal of assistance by the S. P.
G., of the appointment of a committee to confer with rep-

.resentatives of the other nortiiwestern dioceses achclcd;

and to consider the advisability of establishing a Rupert's
Land Association in England. 3. A fyrther canvass of
the diocese witha view to effecting a radical reduction,
and in some cases the abolition of the grauts now made
from the mission funds. 4. In view of the approaching
centenary of the C. M. S., that the exccutive be instructed
to co-operate with the C. M. S. finance cammittec in tak-
ing measures duly o commemorate that auspicious event.
5. In the choiccofa sue fora university building, it is
most essential that the interests of all the affilialed colleges
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be considered. Only tl\us, will the pu:poses for whlch the
university was founded, be fulﬁllcd and all the elements
that constitute the university, be manifested in loyal
attachment to it. Very cordial endorsement of the sug-
gestion that the divinity students, in addition to such the-
ological studics as they take concurrently with their arts
work, should devote one whole academic year solely to
theology.

‘I'his report was considered clause by clause and adopted
In connection with the fifth clause, the Archbishop spoke
in very warm appreciation of the work of the Church Mis-
sionary Socicty in this country sincé 1820, saying that as
aresult, the:country:has been marvellously provided with
the weans of grace, and the religious instruction of the
people and Sunday obeservance promoted, so that the
country atands lngh in comparison with. others, in these
respects.

Rev. W. A, Burman presented thc report of the com-
mittce on clergy superannuation.fund, and explained very
fully, the provisions of a proposed canon. The recom-
mendations were taken up in detail in  committée of the
whole; the Archbishop in.the chair. The following sources

of revenue were enumerated: a, Annual  subscriptions of .

the clergy. b, Parochial assessments. ¢, Church offer-
torics. <, Bencfactions and legacies: The proposed scale
of annual subscriptions by the clergy was, for 30 years of
age, $5; 40 ycars, $6; 50 ycars, $8.; 60 ycars, 10. Com-
pulsory membership and parochial assessments at the rate
of 214 per cent on'the amounts guaranteed by the parishes
for the clergymen’s stipend for the previous year. To
qualify for an anauity, a clergyman .must have scrved at
least fifteen years, and must have paid.ten years subscerip-
tions, or an cquivalent amount. The scale of payments
proposed was, after 15 years service, $200 a year ; afier 20
years, $300; aftcr 25 year, $350; after'30 ycars, $400.

The prov:slons fér a parochial assessient did not-com-
mend itself to the committee; and'on motion of Mr. W,
P. Sweatman, seconded by Rev. C. R. Littler, it was
.decided to substitute an offertory to bz taken on the third
Sunday-in-Advent, or on some other date.

“The provisions requiring at least fiftesn years seivice,
.and-the payment of ten years’ subscriptions, or an equiva-
lent amount, to qualify for comingon the fund, were
struck out.

THURSDAY AFTERNOON.

After. luncheon. the synod™ proceeded with the consider-
ation:of the canon on superannuation funds.  An amend-
ment of.the scale of. payments.was made, so as to provide
that-clergvmen-unfit for service, may after less'than fiftéen
years'service, receive $100 per annum.

Provifoes  régarding removal to another diocese, were
adopted also regulations as to services, which may be per-
formul by clergymen on the fund and the granting -of
annuitics, only after the revenue reaches $600 per annum,
were adopied.  Armangements were made for withdrawal
of anniilics, on the recipients being restored 1o licalth. It

e
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was, provxded that until a capm\ of $10 000 has bcm\ o\>
tained, not more than one-third of amount derived from
parish offertories, shall be available for current grants, the
remaining two-thirds to be paid into capital account.

‘The committee of the whole. reported, and the synod
adopted.the report and directed that copies be sent to the
diffcrc_nt ‘Bishops of the ecclesiastical province, with the
intimation that it is proposed to be presented to the pro-
vincial synod, and with the request that it. be considered
by the diocesan synods.

Mr. Q. Averill, of ‘Clanwilliam, made a motion affirm-
ing the desirability of -arrangements for the better visiting
of all hospitals and asylums, and for the holding, where
possible, of church services.

Archdeacon Fortin told of the work done in visiting
individuals belonging to the Church of- England, by the .
Winnipeg clergy, in both ihe Winnipeg hospital and. that
of St. Boniface also he explained the difficulties in the way
of holding public services, there being no chapel for the
purpose.

Sevéral clergymen stated that they had regularly and
frequently visited individual patients in the hospitals and
asylums in their towns.

‘T'he motion was then withdrawn.

Canon Coombes presented the report of the commiu_cc.
on Sunday schools. It showed the number of teachers to
be 65, increase, 14; of scholars, 5,271, increase, 114.
Making allowance for scholars not réported, and including
the Indian missions, the total increase was 700. A deficit
of $108 in the contributions was shown, but there were ten .
centres which had not reported.  Of 66 parishes, 14 made .
no returns  Scveral suggestions made last year, EE
repeated.  Where there were union Sunday schools, the
fact should be noted. Sunday school contributions should -
be divided so as to show how much was raised for expenses
and how much for missions. A column should be added
to the blank forms for showing the numbet of books in the’
library. Suggestions were made asto .church services in
cotinection with the Sunday schools. Reference was' made
to union services of all the Church of England Sundn)
schools in Wmmp-'g Quarterly motning services for the
children ; the practice of publicly catechising the children
and giving them marks for attendance at church, were
recommendeéd.

Rev. H. T. Leslic, inumigration chaplain, reported on
his work during the year, including rc;,ular visils 10 the
umm;,mlwn building and the hospitals,*his distribution of
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literature, and his giving of advice, assisting immigrants in
sccuring employment, ete.  He saw in his visits through
the country, evidences of iucreasing prosperity, and he
looked forward to a bright future for the country,

Mr. James Andrew of Oak Lake, expressed a desire that
the Rural Deanery of Brandon, should be given local self-
government, by the appointment of a resident clergyman,
as rural dean.

‘Mr. Thos. Robinson, commenting on the repotts just
presented, bore testimony to the excellent werk done by
the clergy. .

On motion of Rev. W. Garton, seconded by Rev. I'.. C.
Coggs, votes of thanks were passed, 1o His Gtace, for his
valuable charge ;-to.the Womans’ Auxiliary, for it noble
work ; to the various missionary *societies, for grants re-
ceived; to Canon Rogers, for his useful work in the east,
his management of the funds as honorary treasurer, and as
secretary.of synod, and of the exccutive committce; to
the rector and wardens of Holy ‘Irinity Church, for use of
the church and school house; to the ladics for the admir-
able lunch provided on Wednesday ; to the choir-master
and choir of Holy I'rinity Church, for the excellent music
atthe opening of the synod ; tothe .press of the city, for
reports of the proceedings, and. many other favors cheer-
fully given; to the Bell Telephone Co., for use of tele-
phone; to friends in the city, for kindly and. hospitably
entertaining the delvgates; to the auditors, Messrs. W, AL
Henderson and W. P. Sweatman; and to the railway
companies, for reduced rates.

On motion of Rev. F. V. Baker, &.condcd l)y Rev, W,
A. Burman, a spcecial voie of 1lnnks was passed to thc
P. C. K., for continued- kindness to the diocese, and in
particular for £1,000, besides £3500 to the fellowship .of
St. Johw's College; also expressing  congratulations:on- the
completion by the society, of 200 years of valuable service.

‘Further votes of thanks were passed to the S. P. G, for
caitinued generous aid to the work of the diocese; £2,000
for the endowment of St. John's College, ahd grants to
somc, eighteen churches; tothe” C. C.'M.'8,, fora grait
1o lhc Rainy Rncr stsxon ; to'the Madsonic body, for
kindness in loamng their Banquct Hall to the Synod 3 and
to Mrs. Wigram for the gxft of £500 to the synod.

Sunday School Association. .-

‘The Sunday School Association, in connedtion with tht_
Church of England Synoid ¢f the Diocese of Ruperts Land
held-its annual inéeting, on June 30th, in Holy ‘Trinity
-school house. The opening devotional exercises were
conductéd by Rev, Canon Matheson, the President, who
occupicd the chair, and delivered an earnest opening
.address, cmphasizing the importance of Sunday School
teaching, particularly in view of the chauged. condition ,of
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teings in the present day, and the absence of the old syste-
matic home uaining that was given years ago.  \nother
point insisted upon, was the need of trained teachers, in
view of the change of methods employed in the day
schools.

Mr. Lisgar Lang, sccretary treasurer, presented his
annual report. A steady increase had taken place in the
City schools, but a slight decreasein the schools in the
country, was to be regretted.

Canon Coombes made a few observations, supplementary
to-the report; and it was then received and adopted, on
motion of Rural Dean Burman, scconded by Canon
Coombes.

‘The President appointed Archdeacon Fortin, Rev. J. J.
Roy, Canon Coombes, ind M. James Lawlor, 2 com-
mittee to nominate ofticers for the coming year.

Mr. J. M, Johnston addressed the convention on mod-
ern primary work-in the Sunday school, its importance and
its methods. He showed the fallacy of the idea, which
once prevailed and was not yet altogether extinct, that any
kind of teaching is good cnough for the primary class. “I'he
first teaching, he maintained, shapes all that follows.
Coming to the methods used in primary classes, he said
the teacher must first realize that she is not talking to a
crowd, but to thirty individual souls placed in her charge,
by the Lord. The teacher should come half an hour before
the school begins, in order to become the intimate friend
of every child, to enter into its life. Another suggestion
was, that.the birth-day of every child should be recognized
by the teacher, and a card sent to the child, through the
wail, and a short birth-day service held the next day. ‘The
teacher shoulh also become connected with the home, and
get into the atmosphere of the home.  Mothers' socials
will aid in getting acquainted with the parents. Mr. John-
ston went o to describe the methods of illustration used
in modern primary work. The primary teacher, he said,
must know how to tell a story properly. Fimst, he said,
you must feel it; it must enter into your life, or you can-
not tell the story.  How st the teacher prepare? He
must live the story ; he must master sit.  ‘Then there are
side lights, to wmake a story effective. A picture is some”
thing that makes us sce more charly, feel more heartily,
and act more faithfully upon the truths which are not pre
sent to our cye sight.  "Three sources of illustration used,
were the blackboard, the sand board, and objects.  The
spmkcr proceeded to illustrate the use of the  blackboard
and colored chalk. He disapproved of drawing pretty
pictures _beforchand, and showed how to develop the pic-
ture before the class, and how to use the blackboard for
map drawing. " The use of the sand hoard, was next cx-
plained I a practical way.

Mr. Johnston's itlustrativas were heard with close atten-
tion aud interest, and he was frequently applanded.

Rev. Waddington Clarke, of Holland, obscrved, in com-
mencing his address, that the circamstances of the country
schools, arc quite different from those i the iy, and abso
from. ouc another, and that the methods used must:be
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varied accordingly. He thought, however, that the
methods indicated by Mr. Johnston, could be followed
with great advantage in the country schools. He spoke
of the greatest importance of clergymen taking an interest
in Sunday school work. He advocated the teaching of the
catechism, as carly as possible; and showed that the cler-
gyman should take an interest in the Sunday schools, and
should gather information and form plans, relying upon
Divine assistance.  In connection with the outhning of a
plan to'be followed by the clergyman and his assistants, he
spoke of the conditions of a new country with a total want
of organization. He dwelt upon the importance of show-
ing the people that a deep interest is taken in the children.
"The néxt set of’conditions was that of a centre, with a fair-
ly large Sunday school already working, and outside dis-
tricts with union schools. The clergvinan must keep in
touch with the children.  The speaker indicated how they
are to be won and attracted to the church school. Another
sct of conditions was that of tho towns with large attend-
ance and:no out-stations. ‘The work of the clergyman
would be much casier if he took an interest in the children.
The feeding of the lambs, makes the tending of the sheep,
lighter work. Mr. Clark closed with a few words about his
own personal work.

A voute.of thanks to the speakers, was cordially passed,
on motion of Rev. J. A. Richardson, scconded by Rural
Dean Hewitt.

Archdeacon Fortin piesenled the report of the nomina-
tion committee, which.was adopted, the following officers
being.thereby. appointed :

President, Rev. F. V., Baker; Vice-presidents, Rev. N.
Hewitt, and Mr. L. A. Hainilton ; Secretary-treasurer, Mr,
Lisgar Lang; council, Rev. W. R. Johnson, St. Andrews
Rual Dean Hill, Rev. J. J. Roy, Canon Coombes, anp
Rev. J. A. Richardson; laymen, Messrs. W. A, Pearce. J.
M. Johnstone, J. H. Brock, J. G. Dagg, and G. R.
Coleman.
