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A SKETCH OF CANSO, NOVA SCOTIA.

It matters not how obscure a place is
in itself, if it becomes identified with
any question invloving public interests
more especially if international issues
surround the subject the public pulse
«alls for information.  The Atlantic fish-
ery questinn, which drags its spasmadie
length through the years and involves
arave international periodic delibera-
tions, brings into the arena of public
inquiry the hitherto comparatively ob-
seure fishing town of Canso, NovaScoti
In the seventeenth century it was visit-
ed annually by fishermen from the
west coast of England, and also by the
Portuguese and French, While all the
swrrounding Jands have been granted,
the old watering place which supplied
the fleets, and where hostiles met to
trade scalps at sixteen shillings each,
still remains a government reserve. The
Cape of Canso is the eastern extremity
of the mainland of the Dowminion of
Canada aml the nearest point on this
eontinent to Great Dritain.  The town
as originally Iaid out and partially set-
tled was named Wilmot, after the carl
of that name. Tarly in the present
century the late Abraham Whitian
planned a new town adjoining it o the
north, uniler the supervision of the gov-
ernment, on land he had obtainel by
grant and purchase, and it is on this
land that the modern, bustling town of
Canso is principally built. The old
name of Wilmot has been given to the

municipal district and is spoken in con-
nection with the town no more. Canso
is built on a ledge of granite which
slopes gent'y to the ocean and rises sud-
denly again in several islands which,
grouped around the cape, form the
harbor, which is about three miles
long and three yuarters of a mile wide,
and is aceessible at all seasons.  The
conformation of the coast prevents the
drift ice from packing so as to c¢'ose
hoth the north aml south entrances at
the same time. therefore ships arve al-
ways sure of anchorage at one or the
other. The inner harbor is capacious
enough to shelter live hundred sail of
ordinary fishing schooners.  Burying
Island, <o called from h.aving been used
by the French army and navy for that
purpose, is the principal protection from
southern gales, and was gradually dis-
appearing under their action, but a
revetinent wall around its surface has
rescued it and saved the harbor's shel-
ter. IHere commander (afterwards Sir
William) Pepperel rendezvoused while
gathering his fleet preparatory to the
attack of Louisburg Since 1820 it has
been almost exclusivly appropriated by
the Atlantic fishing fleets of Canada
and the United States as a sort of ref-
uge where, accorditg to the treaty of
1783, the latter were only permitted to
“obtain wood and water, and for no
other purpose whatever.” Under the
reciprocity treaty of 1854, and now
under the modus vivendi, they have
equal privileges with the Canadians,
and sell and tranship whoie catches, as
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well as buy ice, Iait and fishing sup-
plies in large quantities. Here, in the
good old duys of bounties, the “Cape
Codder,” after having caught his full
fare in six weeks or less, came to “lay
out ” his bounty days, to secure which
he had to be absent from home not le:s
than three monthe. The Western Union
and Commercial cables land here and
have their stafts and establishments, the
latter on rising ground about two miles
in rear of the town, which, under the
name of Hazle Hill, forms a handsome
village, all owned by that company.
From this it will be seen that, though
held seeret umtil given to the New
‘World at New York, the knowledge of
the fall of stocks or empires in the Old
World is first known on this continent
in this obscure corner. A United States
consular agent 1esides here with juris-
diction of the neighboring poits of
‘Whitehaven and Crow Hurbor.  On the
south and west large deposits of soil
forty feet deep exist, leading to the pre.
sumption that back in the * dark ages”
the sight of the town had been sub-
merged and serubled by drifting ice
which, wlile passing over, has dropped
the huge bhoulders and sea-worn beach
rocks now found miles inland. The
climate is bracing and without extremes.
Facilites for boating and fishing are
unlimited, safe and enjoyable.  Five
steamers per weck connect it with the
railway system of the continent at Port
Mulgrave station, fifteen miles-distant.
A large, handsome public school house
and? several fine churches reflect the
civilization ; and its great wharves,
ice houses, lohster factories and other
business accessories denote the volume

of trale, The new leok of many of its
buildings and the number dotted about
in course of construction indicate that
it is rapidly expanding; while hourly
the arrival and departure of fishing and
coasting vessels, with their wings spread
to the breeze, enhance the marine view,
already made picturesque by the white
breakers as they come rolling and tum-
bling over the reefs, which poke out
their blackened, sea-beaten backs after
each receeding wave

THI +« HORSESIIOX FALLS.”

Formerly the Canadian side of the
Niagara thalls was U shaped, which
caused the nrme “Horseshoe Ifalls” to be
given it.  Tor the last ten or a dozen
years, however, that side of the fall has
been V shabed 1 stend of U shaped, the
change being cawswd by a wearing away
of the ledge over which the waters ponr.
On January 4, 1389, a great displace-
ment of rocks again took 1lace and now
the Canadian side of the cataract has
again its foriner U shape. 16 is pretty
generally  known that the Talls of
Niagara ae moving to the south. A
deep cut through t.e solid rock marks
the course they have taken in their back-
ward mareh. It is a wonderful excava-
tion, a mighty canal dug out hy the
sheer force of falling water.  Not less
astonishing is the removal of all this
debris. The rocks have been thorough-

ly pulverized and swept out intv Lake
Ontario.  Onee it was belived that the
full would ultimately wear back to Luke
Grie and degenerate into a second class
rapids, The latest idea is that the fall
will recede two miles further to the
southward and then stop still; that is
as far as the Lackward tendeney is con-
cerned. The cause of this will be that
at that point a solid foundation for the
limestone ledge over which the waters
pour will be found. Two miles of a
wearing back will make the falls only
80 feet in height, instead of 160, as at
present.—(Exchange.)

Early Mention of Niagars ¥Falls,

The first historical notices of Niagara
Falls are given in Lescarbot’s record of
the second voyage of Jaeques Cartier,
in the year 1535. On the maps pub-
lished to illustrate Champlain’s dis-
coveries (date of maps either 1613 or
1614) the falls are indicated by a
cross, hut no description of the won-
derful cataract is given, and the best
geographical authorities living to-lay
doubt if the explorer mentivned ever
saw the fails, Brinson’s work to the
contrary  notwithstanding.  Farher
Hennepin is believed to have written
the first (eseription of the falls that
was ever penned by one who had jey-
sonally visited the spot.  The editer
owns a map dated 1657 on which does
not figure the gieat fakes or the falls
—(St. Louis Republic.)

THE CAPTURE £& «ACADIE.”

A TRUE STORY OF THE WAR OF 1812,

During the war of 1812-14, the people
of Nova Scotia and the New England
States made frequent attacks upon each
others coast towns and villages, so that
traly eternal vigilanee was the price of
literty. The temptation to privateering
con'd not be resisted and the seafaring

people of both countries, with or with-

out license, fitted out armed vessels and
preyed upon each others shipping and
undefended coasts, with more or less
success throughout the war.

This was the comdition of affairs on
the 18th of July, 1813, when good old
Benon I’Entremont stood on the deck
of his schooner “Acadie,” oft' the south-
west coast of Nova Scotia and mentally
caleulated the prohable protits on a
eertain liquid cargo Leneath that deck,
if he got it safe’y to Jand.

He was one of sn historie faaily, was
old Capt. D’Entremont. One of the
race of French Acadians exiled years
before when the Knglish settlers of
Nova Scotia decidid the country was
not large enough to hold two races and
their French ncighhours mmst leave,
In the winter of 1756-57 o vessel hai'-
ing from some part of New England
was wrecked off Cape Sable.  James
I’Entremont, Baron de Pobemeoup, in
whose veins coursed the Llood of the
royal house of Diwurbon, was in the
wildernees hiding fiom the Fnglish foe.
Out on the ice, on the coast, hunting
seals, he saw the wreek and managed to
save the lives of the captain and crew,
who eventually made their way Lome,
deeply grateful to their preserver. The
following spring, a Biitish cruiser, sail-
ing oft the coust, led to the'discovery of
the hermit Baron, and he was captured
with his fawily and conveyed to Boston
where he was thrown into prison. The
captain he had rescued a few months
before learned of the Baron’s misfortune
and made such representations to the
Governor that D’Entremont was sent
for. Broken in spirit and feeling that.
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his-torn-aaiment anilshably:appearance
ilbbelitted-a representative-of e Grand:
Monarque, ke duclined to accept the
invitation. His grateful  {riend dis-
covered the cause-of his- vefnsal amd
presented him with a suit of clothes
anda-handsome walking stick, curiously
wroughtwith-silver mounting andearry-
ing iw its handle a coneealed dagger.
Thus-equippe; the Baron was pravailed
upon to appoar before the -Governor,
and from an exiled prisoner he hecame
- welcome -guest in the city.  1lis
knowledge of peamanship- gave him
ready employineat in- Boston anil here
he ended his-days, is-grave-may still
he found in Roxbury.

Ty-thistime-a new-condition of affairs
made it possible for his sons return
unmolested; to their old Acadi n home

-and-at Pubnien (4 emruption-of the old

name Pohomeoup) in Yarmouth County,
Nova Scotia, they founded a settlement.
In that thriving village to this-day may
be seen, as a treasured heirloom, the
curious dagger-cane preseuted to the old:
Baron, in- Do<ton: It was one of the
returned  song, Densoni D’Yntremont
that we find on the dteck of his schaon-
er, ab the opening of .our story, in the
summer of 1813, on his way from
8t Peirre et Miquelon with a cargo- of
brandy. The wird had fallen almost
to-ardead calmy, and a mile from him he
could see antoher in the same plight,
While he looked, a loat-put out from
the other vestel and pulled rapidly
towards him.  As they drew near he
saw the hoat was crowded with armed
men. I’Entremont’s crew ‘consisted
of two Acadians and two Englishmen,
without weapons- of any description.

In.a moment-they wereboarded without
any-pretence-of resistance, and: such- a
villanous looking: crowd-of cutthroats it
would be hard Lo find'élsewhere. Their
vessel: was a Yankee privateer, and
without .even bothering 1D’Entremont
with questions as-to -his nationality ov
‘where-his vessel was-from, they bundled

him into his boat with- all his- crew but -

one. whom: they meant:to-use-as.apilot..

The-const-of Lockport Island was-in-
sight,-and D2Entremont’s-boat-was head-
ed-there.  They observed: the privateer
left a portion of his rough -gang on
board the “Acadie” and returnedto -his

-ownvessel, which. with a Jight breeze

whichi 'sprang up, got under sail and
was soon out-of sight.  The prize crew
on the “Acadie” seemed to feel perfect-
ly secure-as they dropped-anchorwhere
‘they were for the night.

I’Entremont and his three men
arrived at Lockport that -evening -and
related their story. It was Sunday
evening, and good- Deacon Locke was
on his way to “meeting,” to lead in
rrayer and -discowrse on the “word;”
when the little kuot about the forlorn
sailors attracted his attention. The
Deacon was a tall, spare man of tre-
mendous strength and undoubted piety;
but such a frame and such ajaw-as he
Possessed were never meant for peace-
able pursuits, entirely. The audacity
of the capture within sight of Jand
seemed to-fill him with thoughtfulness,

“So-the raseals even anchored with
their-ill-gotten gains off our coast ¥’ he
enquired.

Yes, “replied D‘Entremont, “and

Ppity -t is'we -had not-a ‘way-of letting
-Shelburne-know where they be,
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Shelburne, then, was a military post
amd a eity of about 13,000 people.
“Verily, it seemeth wrong that we
should devote the Sabbath to thoughts
of possible courage,” suid the Deacon
“Let us go to our wonted place of
weeting, but goml neigh! or D*Entre-
mont, tarry about for an hov.r or so, tiil
the dariness comes on, and 1 may have
a word or two with thee” The good
repaived to his meeting and
there long and ewenestly expounded the
Seriptures and prayed for preservation
from -‘hattle, murder and sudden death
mt, when the meeting was over. he
he called to him two of his fold an.l
held a whispered consultation,  The
result was that  half an hour later
the stalwart Deacon, with something
suspicicusly  like a musket on his
shoulder, and accompanied by two able-
hadied “class-leaders,” similarly equip-
ped, marched to the cottage where
DIintremont and his erew were resting
and called out the Acadian eaptain, the
the Deacon exhorted him thus:
“Neighbor, it grieves us to think
that thou shouldst have heen vobbed of
thy substance within sight «f our very
doors, and that too by the armed
enemies of our King, God bless him,
The Lord forbid that we shonld counsel
undue barshness, but, if by silence and
stratagem we may encompass our ene-
my’s downfall for tl. time-being and
give him a chance to redeem his mis-
spent<life, I see no reason why we
should not, even in the darkuess of the
hallowed Seventh Day, seek so to do.
‘We have done onr duty in prayer
and exhortation and if it so be that
Providence should ordain that we may

aid the wronged gnd bring the trans-
gressor to see the ertor he hath fallen
into, Lefore daylight comes upon us,
why the Lort’s will be done.’ Capt.
D‘Entremont stared in amzement at
the muscular preacher as his meaning
dawned upon him,  “Do you mean to
attack the pirates to night 1 he asked.

“Nay we are not for bloodshed. DBut
if it should chance that we may come
upon them in the fancied security of
their wicked possession, then we might
peacably overcowwe them.  If they have
taken for themselves more of that cargo
of strong waters than is good for their
health, then it might please tho Lord
to deliver them into our hands. We
have provided a few muskets and a
hanger or two in case ought should
befal us, that it be necedful that we
defend  ourselves from the uplifted
hand of the wngadly.” Dehold, then,
a hoat load of men, consisting of
DIintremont and his men reinforced
by the Deacon and his two friends, all
armed to the teeth, pub out trom the
shore. Pieces of sheep skin were used
to mufile the oars, amd they procecded
in thoughtful silence. After two hours
rowing they could hear the privateer’s
prize crew aboard the stolen schooner
singing and making werry. They had
evidently been investigating and over-
hauled the ecargo, “sampling” freely.
As the boat noiselessly neared the
vessel, D‘Entremont began to guake
for fear Liis own man might chance to
be on deck and be startled into some
outery. It had leen decided that if
the watch on deck, gave any alarm he
must Le shot down and a dash made
for the deck before the remainder of

’
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the-crew-could sezamble up.  As luck
would have it, t'® privateers felt so
seeure in their numbers and distanée
f om=any armed port, that they were
all below having a- carousal and com-
pelled  tht prisoner 1o remain with.
them.  The beat was:pulled along-ide,
the crew softly climbed to- the deck
and fastened-their-boat to the rigging.

Then-three musket:barrels-were-pointed:
down-the cabin: hatel-vay, while the
other men cheered;, Jumped: ahout and:

made-a-noise-as-though-the-vessel: were
Leing:boarded by a strong forée-of men.
TYEuntremont -called to his own man
helow to.come.on-deck and bring the
‘hammer and. box. of mails.  Ile was
permitted to do-so without interference
from the surprised and territied crew,
who called out for merey.. They were

onlerelto pass ujp their weapons amd
this being done, the hateh was elosed

andmailed-down,  Availing themselves
-of a hreeze, the rescuers provecded to
Shelburae. |
was made the 1 n-of the hoar and the
privateer’s-crew locked up. Two hast-
ily armed schuooners were sent out in
search-of the Yankee vessel but failed
to sight her.  The Deacon returned
to his farm, family and meeti gs, while
Bensoni D’Entremont lived-to a -gomd
old age and is krown in provineial
history ax the first French Acadian
Justice of the Peace ever -appointed. by
the British crown.
