McGreevy did receive $55,000 from the firm of Larkin, Connolly & Co.
F He claims that this sum was paid to him by or through his brother Robert,
who was 2 member of the firm,and who was indebted to Thomas for a sum
‘of money runniog up into the hundreds of thousands. Of this S$55,000
§35.000 was expended in the purchase of 8 newspaper named LeMonde,
but Uncle Tom positively refuses to state to whom he gave the balance of
the mopey. This fact has been referred to the Commons, to be dealt with
as Parliament sees fit.  The whole affair is excecdingly repulsive and shows
¥ that jobbery and politicsare kith and kin.  Another serinus scandal has been
 unearthed by the Senate during tho past week. It would appear that the
Qucbec Legislature made extensive land grants to the Bay des Chaleur
: Railway, and afterwards advanced £280,000 upon the same. It was under-
{ stood that the new Company, in taking over this grant, was to pay off all
¢ the liabilitics that had been incurred by its predecessor. It is now claimed
t that this was not done, and that S15,000 of the amount was used for cor-
: rapt political purposcs by the Liberals of Quebec. If this be true, it but

confitms our opinion thst jobbery and politics are blood relations.

The New England journalists, who arrived in Halifax last Friday even-
ing, have departed from our shorcs, well pleased, we fancy, with what they
haveseen.  All along the route of travel from Yarmouth to Halifax the
visilors were given cvery opportunity to sce places of interest, and as for
lunches and winiog and dining gencrally, they were almost forced to protest
agaibyt being overfed.  The places visited through the valley were Annapo-

lis, Kentville, Canning, Blomidon, Wolfville, and Windsor. In Halifax a
Committee of the City Council and the Prese of the ciby did the hopors.
Unfortunately, the weather on Saturday morning was far from fine, but the
guests, with unfailing good humor, accepted it as it came, and despite zain
cnjoyed the drive through the city. The City IIali, the Public Gardens, the
Park and Maplewood were visited, and after having been lunched at the
Victoria General Hospital the party procecded to the steamer Argas, which
made a trip up the North-West Arm and Bedford Basin.  Dinner was taken

» | at Morrison’s, and it was eleven o'clock when the tired journalists returned

to the city. Oon Sunday the various churches were attended, and the
Academy of Mount St. Vincent was visited in the afternoon. It is univer-
sally conceded that Mr. Sanger, Now England correspondent of the New
York Sun, showed the most persistency in invesligating everything that
came in his way, and that his method of testing the temperature and bathing
qualities of our harbor was strikingly original.

and cold, one tires of the vanities of life 1n the capital of Nova Scotia.”
This fruu. a devizen of that city of cast winds, Boston | All places are liable
to periods of raio, especially in the early summer, and had Mr. Elson
remained longer than two days in our city we feel sure that he would have
found it not such a bad place. At any rate it is not fair to give a plice &
rating like this after such a short trial. ~ LMr. Elson must be dense if he can-
not see the juke about Boston. e says:— I find that the deeper I pene-
trate into the Maritime Provinces the wmore Boston is believedto b2 the
whole of the United States ; in one hamlet the emire name of our country
was altered, and it was alluded to as ‘ the Boston States 1°  Think of that,
oh Boston aldermen ! and make your next junketing tour to Cape Breton ;
you will be reccived as a modern council of ten, or a band of noblemen I
We scmetimes jokingly refer to the ** United States of Roston,” well knowing
that the dwellers in the * Hub ™ consider their cily no small pumpkins.
We may be a gullible people in some respects, but Mr. Elson makes a mis-
take if he thinks we look for noblemen from the Uanited States, although we
have met some pretty good fellows whose home is under the stars and
stripes.  Mr. Elson's carping at the differevce bstween local aud railway
time is absurd. Where is it possible to find 2 more simple difference to
adjuat than exactly one huur? The man who is not equal to such a mental
exercise must be weak minded. It is not usual to find all the names of
places in a country as cssy to pronounce as ¢ a-t, aud we admit that there
are some difticult ones scattered about Nova Scotia, but why any sane man
shou'd find difficulty in prunouncing Antigonish, Merngomish, Biddeck,
aod Whycocomagh, we cannot imagine, and yet thase are seiccted by Mr.
Elson as bad specimens. Perhaps if Mr. Etson will lvok nearer hom: he
will find s me Massachuselts names that are rather 1ovolved.  ie complaing
of the shert time allewved for refreshments on the miway jourady. Pos-
sibly his i l-temper may be asctibed to his having been hunled over bis
meals.  He spenks of 2 few bears, or a pack of wolves, occasionally coming
down from the uoknown regions of Cape Breton, 12 a2 macner that loads one
to belicve that the ** unknown regions” are infested with these animals.
We are glad to sec Mr. Elson adumiring the views in Cape Bretow, and that
he gives the Queen Hotel in this city a good word. Hs says it is bright
and cheery; and as he took such a gloomy view of everything else his
op.nion ought to be particularly valuable. The only way 10 which we can
satisfactorily account for this article s that the writer must have baen suf-
feriog from an aggravated form of dyspopsia, and that the Harlaa's siren,.
to which he alludes in his letter, had really cffiected his brain, If Mr.
Elson will come back somc day pernaps he may bs ipdusad v ehamge ks
mind regarding Nova Scotia, aud Halifax ia particulag,
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‘We have often called the attention of our farmers to the profit that lies
in raising poultry, and there 1s sull room for funher urging of the matter.
Good fowls form one of the most tempting and appetisivg ftems of a bill of
fare, but it le & noticeable and regrettable fact that throughout a great por-
tion of the Provinc~ we scarcely ever meet with them at the hotel tablee.

. Beef and lawb are the usual alternatives, varied by salmon or ham ard eggs.
The beef is often of a poor description, owing to the fact that the best ani-
mals are sent to the city ; lamb is nearly always good, but there is nothing
in the way of meats that people tire of more readily, and consequently it
is not appreciated when offered too often ; salmon in its seasen is first-class,
but for ham aud eggs tho less said the better. This is the state of afhirs,
as anyone who travels about the Province will readily testify, but there is
no necessity for it, and it would be for the benefit of all concerned, the
travelling public and the farmers, if considerab'e attention were devoted to
the raising of fowls of good table quelities. Some months ago we refetred
to this matier, and gave a list of breeds suitabie for the purpose as weti as
egg-producers, There is no difficulty in procuring eggs in the country—
in fact one gets more than he desires of the embryo fowl ; but the absence
of apring chickens, or even chickens of a larger growth is very conspicuous.
We wish our farmers would {ake this seriously to heart, und proceed at
once to make arrargements for raising poultry on a larger scale next year,
Summer visitors t0 Nova Scotia are usually perfecily charmed with the
country, but there is no getting over the fact that many of them grumble
over the fare provided. “We Nova Scotians are an easily satisfied people,
and take things pretty much as they come, but not so our American cousins,
snd when our people begin to realize the source of profit that these summer
visitors may become if properly treated and encouraged to return and bring
their sisters and their cousins and their aunts with them, they will perhaps
waks up and do some of what these same Americans designate as * hust
Ying.*' Ob, if our people only would take advaniage of the opportunities
lying 80 near them the country would become the richer by thousands of
dollars every year! Get your incubators to work early next spring farmers
and farmers’ wives, snd let us see what they will bring forth |

A CANADIAN GUIDE BOOK.

Even in couniries where professional guides are prepared to take the
tourist in hand and show him the “ lions,” a guide book is a not-to-be-
despised addition to a travelling outfit, but in such a country ay this Canada
of ours it is one of the thiogs that no sensible tourist should omit to purchase
ere setting out to view the land.

D. Appleton & Company, the well-knowa New York Publishers, have
this sumnier added a Canadian Guide Book to their list. It is written by
one whose name is well known throughout Canada— Professor C. G. D.
Roberts, of Kings College, Windsor, and we need only say that no further
assurance of its literary excellence is required. This guide book, hike
4 Osgood's Maritime Provinces,” is modelled after the celebrated Baldeker
Hand Books, and is consequently of convenient size and arrangement ; a
aultum in parvo, including descriptions of routes, cities, points of interest,
summer resorts, fishing places, etc., in Eastern Cenada, by which is meant
the Maritime Provinces, the Lake St. John country, the St. Lawrence
region, the Muskoka district and Eastern Ontario, as well as Newfoundland,
which, although not in Canada, is deemed wortby of eleven pages of
description and four illustrations. There is also an ‘appendix giving fish
and game laws, and official lists of trout and salmon rivers and their lessece.
Thirty full psge views of beautiful places throughout the region described
adorn the book, and they are all, so far as we know, new, wot having been
used in any other publication. Besides these, a number of plans and maps are
interspersed through the-volume, and in a pocket in the cover are threc fine
maps of Quebec, Ontario and the Maritime Provinces.

As we mentioned s few lines back, the literary excellence of the work is
not to be questioned, and a great deal of intercating reading matter is to be
found in it. The most important historical and romantic stories connected
with the various places are told, as well asa liberal quots of selections
from our own and other poets being employed to give zest o various
deacriptions. .

We will not attempt a criticism in detail of the work in general, except
to say that we think the author might well have given a list of suthorities
copsulted, as Mr, Sweetser, in " Osgood’s Maritime Provinces,” does, but
will coofine oursclves to our own city and its vicinity, where we feel confi
dent of our ground. Absolute accuracy in a book of this sort is well nigh
impossible to sttain, and the ¢ whirligig of time,” even a very short time,
in this progressive nineteenth century, is susto makethe best Iaid plans of
mice and men-and the authors of guide books * gang a-gley ;" but there are
2 pumber of mors or less serious errors on the few pages we have criticslly
exarined, to which we wish to draw aettention.

On page 217, st the {oot of the page, Professor Roberts aays:—* It is 2
beautiful drive between Halifax and Bedford, and the road passes the quaint
Httle stracture of the Prince’s Lodge, perched on the crest of a pretty little
wooded knoll and shaking to the thunder of the passiog trains® Itis a
great pity that such s misconception of the * Prince’s Lodge ” should be
given to strangers.  The Prince’s Lodge does not now exist.  What is vul
garly called the Lodge was the old rotunda in which the band played, 2nd
which was situated in the garden. Pcople who imagine that the Duke of
XKent resided in that ** quaint little structure * must either have their sense of
the ridiculous smothered by awe of royally, or elsc think thst the father of
our Queen was reduced'to sore straits.

To pass on to the next point. * We come to the Narrows, where the
harbor is but half a mile in width.” The Narrows are not half 2 mile wide.
‘They nre only quarter of a mile wide according to sll maps, including the
last Admirahy charts,

On page 220 we are told that MacNab's Island is “three milea helow
the city." It begins a trifle over two miles from the Post Office, so we do
not see how it cnn be called three wiles from a city which exteads south in
the direction of the Island for about a mile past the Post Office, In the
same paragraph we read of “ Thundercap Shoals,” by which we suppose
the author means Thramcap. We fancy our mariuers would not be able to
point out Thundercap Shoals, Jt=is.better-to-give- the popular.name-of a
place,-and if considered necessary-let the author jusert the other, which-we
presume-is.a.irausiation-of-the'meaniog of the word, in brackets,.alongside
-it.  Again, in the same paragraph, we read * St. George's Island.” . It was
never so called, having been named like the fort of which it is the site, as
well as Forts Clarence, York Redoub, etc., in honor of royalty and not of
the saint.  We see also, that Professor Roberts gives the Citadel an alti-
tude of 256 feet above the sea-level, which is more than it possesses. The
Admiralty charts, which are authority, say the hoight is 227 feet above sea-
level, and the Sailing Directions for 1885 give the same height, It is
scarcely correct to say when speaking of the Citadel that ‘* the works were
begun by the Duko of Kent.” Thbis gives the impression that it had not been
proviously fortified. Neither is it considered “ impregnable " at the present
day. Itisout of date. WWith the present new weapons a battery could be
planted on Geyser's Hill (some miles from the cily) or oo certain parts of
the Dartmouth hills or even at Bedford, that would simply knock the place
to pieces in a very short time as soon as the range could bz picked up. The
granite portions would splinter and fly, and add to the effect of the shot.

A sentence at the top of page 222 gives the wrong impression that Wel-
lington Barracks are a little 10 the north of the Dry Dock. Oa page 224
Professor Roberts says the North-West Arm is * about four miles long, half
a mile in width.,” Thie is notso. Itis ouly three miles long, and is not
quarter of a mile broad except at Melville Island cove (Church’s Map
and Admiralty Chail.) Moreover, it is another error to say that at the Arm
“are two immense iron rings fastened into the rock on each side of the
inlet." There are no rings there now, and it has been years since there
were lico.

The *famous Rocking-stone” cannof “be set in motion by a small
lever.” It requires a very loog lever, a fulcrum vern close to the rock, and
a good deal of power. Besides, it is not on the St. Marparet’s Bay Road.
The Provincial Engineer has estimated its weight to be about 200 tons, not
“ something over x50 tons.”” It does not oscillate on *“a base of 12 inches
by 6 inches;" it rocks on Zwo points separated by a good space. Thereis
not “a similor stone of much smaller dirnensions” ¢ nearer tows, on the
Prospect Road.” There used to be a small rocking-stone near the Herring
Cove Road, but it was broken up.

Writing of the ** Young Tzasor” affair, on page 241, Professor Roberts
says :—** When the Americau ship was utterly defeated, her officers blew her
up rather than surrender, and every man on board penished.” Tne use of
the words “ utterly defeated * leads us 1o suppose that a heavy engagement
occurred, which was not the case. .This is the first time we have heard it

id ghat the officers blew her up. The one who did the deed was supposed
to be Ui former master’s-mate of the Jason ¥rigate, who had deserted at
Halitax somo years previously, and had gone to the United Stctes. IHe
cvidently blew up the vessel to escape a deserter’s punishment, Every man
on board did not perish. Eight of the'meo were saved, one of whom made
a deposition regarding the matter at Luuenburg,

So much for our immediate surroundings—we leave to others the task
of cxamining the portions of the bodk descriptive of couatry further
removed from us, and with which wo do not pretend to bo thoroughly
familisr. We would, however, venture to question the statement in the
appendix for sportsmen, that *“tackle of all kinds, of the best Canadian
aud Eoglish manufacture can be bought 1a Toronto, Montreal, Quebec, St.
John, or Halifax, at figures which would be impossible in New York or
Boston.” We fear United States sportsmen would not find tackle as cheap
as this sentence implies.

The charges for guides and camp help are quoted at from $1.00 to S1.50
per day, according to lccality, etc., but this would hardly do for Nova
Scotia. Here, a good Indian hunter wants from $1.50 to 82.00 per day,
anl;] thlcn does not “find ” anything, cxcept what you may take with you in
a botte.

Moreabout the hunting facilities of Nova Scotia niight have been given
with advantage in this guide book. The author confiaes himself too much
to fishing, leaving many well-worth mentioning facts regarding guoning
untoucted.

The foregoing corrections and suggestions may, we trust, bo taken
advantage of when a new edition is cslled for, as it doubtless will be in time,
for it is a sclling book. We may consider it fortunate that the work, while
prepared for the American market chiefly, has becn done by a patriotic
Caoadian. Guide books consist too often of merely perfunclory work, then
doro as ““ pot boilers ;" but in this case we have the touch of the hand of
a man who is filled with love of, and pride in, his native land ; who is per-
haps more competent than any other to do the work, hightening the dry
details with bits of poetry and romance, and roaking a readable whole of
what might otherwise be mereiy a catalogue of points of juterest. The book
is attractively bound in red cloth, with an appropriately designed cover.

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

Dostixion.—The hot weather of the past weck has been almost unbear-
able, and the members of Parliament have taken but a lazy interest in the
routine business of the Commons. Charlton has been amusing the House
with bis old timber limit story, claiming that appropriations of timber land
had been made without rhyme or reason to parties who had no right to their
issue.

Upon the item of supply in respect to experimental farms, a slight dis-
cussion took place as to the beneficial effects or otherwise of suchiinstitutions.
The general concensus of opision seemed to be in favor of their establish-
ment and to approve of the msnnper in which they are being conducted, but
some few thought that money expended upon such farms is simply thrown
away.

‘We are inclined to agree with some of the members of Parliament, who
declare that it is high time the census returns were given to Farliament and
the public. It is now over four months since these returns were taken,
and the Commissioners should by this time have the same correctly tabu-
lated. Aside from any other reason, politicians are interested in knowing
what redistribution of seats in the House uf Commons is likely to arise
after the census returns have been laid upon the table of the House. The
question that we feel inclined 10 ask is, whal about an additional member
distinctively from the City of Halifax.

The refusal of Thomas McGreevy to answer certain questions before
the Privileges Commuttee has created much surprise, and the Committee
has reported the same to the House of Commons.

The Hudson Bay Railway is referred to by the Opposition as the Rov-
ernment’s pet scheme. For our own part we have never been convinced
that this railway will prove of any practical advantage to the Northwest
Territories or to Manitoba.

The labor M. P. from Montreal is urging the Government tu offer a
bopus to the inventor of an aitomatic car coupler. Such an invention as
a cor coupler is not new, there having been upwerds of three thousand
patented, but only two or three of them are really serviceable. The figures

the appearance on Tuesday of Sir Hector Langeviu to give evidence on oath.
He denizd explicitly cach and every charge made azainst nim, and stated
that he had placed his resignation of his portfolio as Minister of Public
Works in the hands of his colleagues. This will leave the Government in
a better position to push tho fullest inquiry into all charges of corruption.
Sir Hector’s resignation has not yet been accepted, but the Hop. Frank
Smith has been temporally placed in charge of the Department of Public
‘Works, and Sir John Tho.upson will lead in the House of Commons.

“The Maid of Honer," by the Hon. Lewis Wingfield, is a clever
historical novel, the scene of which is laid in the dark days of France. It
opens ‘‘on the Volcsno, 1789," a chapter in which the hspless Marie
Antoinette figures, and the state of the court of that fair and foolish queen
is disclosed. Tho story deals chiefly with the lifo of the vesutiful msid of
honor, Gabrille, Msrquise de Gange, who endured from her loveless husband
and his heartless and scheming brother Pharimond an overplus of persecu-
tion on account of her wealth and hesuty. Tho final thwarting of tho base
designs of Pharimond is a real gratification to the reader, whose sympathy
is enlisted from the first for the frajl woman who scems so completely at
the mercy of the comspirators. The plot is woll worked out, and the
interost sustained from first to Jast. 1t is omo of tho best movels brought
out this spring. D. Appleton & Co., Now York; Town and County
Library ; 50 conts.

‘¢ Consequences,” by Igerten Castle, is anotber number of the ahove
library, ond is well worth a reading. The author is new to.us, but we shall
bo glad to welcome other works if thoy equal this. The main idea of the
book bhas been utilized by othor writers, but so well are the details of the
second life of the hero, first Georgo Kerr, and then David Fargus, worked
out that the lack of froshness in the scheme may bo overlooked. Tho story
is of thrilling interest throughout, and oply in the finale do wo find our-
solves somowhat disappointed. Thero is a slight lack of sttention to detail
there that makes it appear ridiculougly as if Lawis XKeir had not stopped to
dress, but had gove forth in bis night-cio:hes to follow his father. The story
concludes in this wise: * Tho gatbering sunlight had grown upon the dull
day and driven the mists aside, and turned the drenching wet of leaf and
grass blado te a tsngle of diamond snd gold. Shouldoer to shoulder, under
the promise of a glorious noon, wont father and eon together across tho
moorlangd, on their way out into the world.,” Of couzse it wust bo left to
tho imsgination to fill in the toilette, othorwiso the situation is ridiculous.
The August Paepular Scisnes Monthly descrves especial notice. It
opens with ono of Dr. Andrew 1. White's able Chapters in the Warfare of
Science, entitled ¢ From Fetich to Hygiens,” which gives a torrible picture
of the ravages of epidemics when prayers and saintly relics wero relied upon
to check them.

Pho woek hos not oxhibiled any special change in the condition of
general wholesalo or jobbing businees, Tho lopeful fooling noted during
tho past month or o still continues unchecked,sud, unloss unforacen disaster

should aesail tho crops,there is evory resson to anticipate a roally good buei-

ness during the rest of tho summor and the fall. Local busivess genorslly is

good all round, and orders from travellors aro atill showing a good, healthy
feoling in tho country. DPrices are pretty firm all round with a tendoncy
towards a riso in certain lines. About two-thirds of tho hay crop of this
provineo has already boen garnered, and roports from overy section show it
to bo an unusually large ono and in primo condition. Potatoes, grain, and
fruit ave all looking well, and the indications are all favorabloe to a large
yiold. In Ontario it is stated that there will bo a large surplus of whoat fur
export, and the North-Wast will be oven better if the frosts only lold off
till the grain is actually gatherod in. Remittances in all lines continuo to
keop up fafrly well—botter than was hoped for a fow weeks ago,

Wexkry Fivavciat Revigw or Hesey Crews & Co.—New York,
August 8, 1891.—* During tho past week the Stock Markot bas shown more
ackivity and some recoveries in prices; but tho advances have boen mainly
due %o increased sales by the * bears’ having croated sudden demands for
covering *shorts,’ while there seems to be no improvement in tho resl apirit
and tone of tho market. No sooner isone lino of ¢ short ' contracts liquidated
than another is put out at the consequent advance ; which is evidence of
ineressing dotermination on the ¢bear’side. Tho disposition to sell has
bean inereased by the notable weakness of the Gould stocks, and especially
of Union Pacific, which seems to have no friends ecither here or in Europe;
and if Mr. G. is not an active *bear’ he is at least counted, in straet opin-
ion, as a passive one, which for practical purposes is “eckoved as being
almost the same thing, as 1t leads othors to sell with all the more assurance.

. All the symptoms indicate that it is hopoless to expect any oxtravagant
buying spirit untjl there aro stronger indications of a removal of-tho prevail-
ing distroet than ab preeent exist. The boonjing tondoncy of good crops
is now littlo heard of, for the roason that there are so many serious obstaclos
to thas fastor haviog the cffect upon prices that would attend it under nor-
mal sonditions. How much of our grain can Europe take? What prices
will Zurope pay for our wheat? In what form will 1t pay for it,—in gold,
in goods, in returned securities, or evon through borrowing in the United
States?  If tho payment ia not made to a liboral extent in gold, what will
be tho vesourses of our banks for meeting the Western Fall drain of cur-
reney? And if securitics should be returned to even but a moderate extent,
what wonld be the ability of our market to receive them? And, again, how
far will the pressnt unsettled condition of European finances tend to embar-
rass the financial and commercial markots under the extraordinary importa-
tions of Ameriosn grain that will have to bo made?

Theas sre the kind of questions that are now occupying the attention of
the apeculative iotereats. ILivery oue of them has a direct and vital bearing
wpon the value of securities; and yet it is impossible to form a satiefactory
Jjudgment about the probable outcome of any one of the problems. A goneral
feeling of uneextsinty is the result; snd uncertainty is even more demoral-
#ing than 8 elearly anderstood actual catastrophe. It paralyzes onlerprito,
causes a gekeral taking-in of sail, contracts crodit, discourages buying apd
encourages selling, and produces a slaock of goneral apprehension. No
doubt, the current adverse probabilities or possibilities are exaggerated in
the public mind ; but that is a consideration ot hituo practical value; fur in
a dubious situation it is but human nature to discount and prepare for the
worst that may happen, and prudent men are always found willing to make
o sacrifice in oxder to cecape possiblo disastor. While, therefore, it may bo
conceded that fear is now exaggerating more or less the gravity of some
aepects of the foreign situation, yet that fact caunot he oxpreted to prevent
a great deal of realising on securities and therefore cannot ba trusted to avest
a eonsequent decline in prices.

Tho resumption of the silver agitation is slso calculated to encourage
this distrust and is actually amousting to & pretty stubborn *bear’ fac-
tur. The appreheonsion on tlus accouat, howsver, is perhaps more due to
the seripusness of the view taken of the situation that would srise shoufd a
freo coinage law be actually enacted, than it is 1o any pesitive expectation
that such a measure will really find a placo in our statutes. Politics, how-
ever, aro in an abnormally coufused condition. DParlies are ‘siiling to buy
success through slmost any concessions to popular clamor; and, however
ropugnant freo-coinage ~ ay be to the cominon senso and tho moral senso of
a majority of our people, it is not impossible thbat the fundamental princi-
ples of a sound currency may bo sacrificed 10 win a small minority of mis-
guided voters. There is therefore uncertainty about the final outcomo of
the silver agitation ; and but a smell degree of uncertainty about a matier so
vital to investments and to the genoral welfare of 1l:o countsy is quile suffi-
cient to depress the Stock Market.

These uncestainties havo their natural effect upon the banks aud upon
londers generally. Tno reasons that are inducing Europesn banxs to
accumulate cash and hold to it tenaciously are causing our own banks to
keop their loanable resources within casy reach. They will lead on call to
any oxtent and at almost any rates; but time loans can he procured only
with the utmost difficulty and upon a class of collatorals that are very scarce,
It is truo that tho lust bank stsioment showed an amonnt of surplus reserve
118 per cont higher than that of tho same deto in 1890 and 1889 ; but it is
also truo that tho West will have a wholly unprecedented sarplus of whoat
to sond East, which places us in a condition of very delicalo dependonce

Dry Goovs.—Tnero is vory littlv now to report in dry poeds since our
last {ssno. Tho continued fino woather ie having a most telling cffect upon
the crops, and is consequently producing a genoral improvemont in business.
Ordors taken so far this season arn generally, if apytbing, rather smallor
than 1a the lest coason, thero sceming to be o growing tendoncey, on the part
of retail werchanta to visit the city in the fall~a chango that merchauts
look upon with satisfuctiob, Undor the heading of * Long Crodits and
Dating Ahead " the Trade Bulletin, Mostreal, rowarks: * Tho majority of
our wholesale dry goods men candidly admit that the two great ovils thoy
havo to combat, aro loug credit and the cuslom of daling ahosd, both of
which have been 50 long established that thoy slmost despair of any per-
manont roform being accomplished, owing to the koen competition that
axists in this line of business. ¢ If I were to insist upon net giving more
tban three months’ credit and decide not 10 dato shoad,” said & well-known
representative of the wholessle dry goods trade of this city, ¢ why I wonid
at onco Jose a good portion of my business, for the reason that other first-
class houses would be only too glad to avail themsolves of tho opportunity
of offering the very terms that I had refused’ Wo saw at once the force of
this argument, and of course had to admit that the much needed change
could only be effected through an sgtecment ontered into by the whole
trade. Wo woro given to understand, bowever, that this had beon attempted
with unsuccessful rasults, as cortain whoiesale houses, aftor signing an agreo-
ment to cortail credits to a stated period, took advantage of the movoment
by resorting to tho mean artitice of appearing to obeerve tho spirit of the
agreemont by accepting notes for the smount of goods purchased at the cur-
tailed dato mentioned, while at the samo time broaking the compact in tho
lotter, by a tacit understanding with the customer to renew his note in order
to extond tho time to the original loog dato that was sought to be done away
with. And by such contemptible means, it was discovered that those who
observed tho sgreomont honestly, had their customers stolen from them right
and left, and ever since that signal failure to reform the long credit system,
our best houses soem to have abandoned the ides of accomplishing the much
poeded change by concerted action. Still, it is contended that never in
tho history of dry goods trade was a modification of the systom of giving
long credit more needed than in the presont day, and it is hoped ihat the
recont stops adopted by Eoglish houses in withholding the long credits they
bave been accustomed to grant the Canadian trade, will have the desired
effect of forcing a curtailment of credit upon the weaker firms, and then the
strong ones will gladly fall into Jine.’

TroN, HarDWARE axp MErars,—The pig iron market is quiet, business
during the week being unimportant. Cables show no change in wakors’
brands, but ocesn froights aro advancing as the fall sesson approaches. Bar
iron furnishes nothing special, thero being only a quist jobbing business to
note.

BreapsTurrs.—Tho flour market is stoady with merely a fair local trado
doing. DBuerbubm's cable teports wheat and corn in Eogland steady, but
with nothing doing. The woather there has boen cold and wot. The Livor-
poul public cable reports wheat quiot, demand poor, holders offer moderatoly ;
curn Aull, demand poor. In Chicago the wheat market fluctuated con-
siderably, but within narrow limits, declining, howaver, only }c. to §e. A
Chicago firm telegraphs :—* Foreign wheat markots are lower, cables quoting
Liverpuol weak. London was unchanged, but Berlin, Aotwerp aad Paris
are all waterially lower, and wo think somo large lots bought long sgo at
higher prices for foreign accouut have been sold out.”

Provisions.—The local provision trade continues very quict, and prices
are unchanged. Iun Liverpool the market was somowhat casier, but quola-
tions remmn a8 before. In Chicago tho provision market held steady. The
hog market was §¢. lower. That for sheep fell off 10c., and cattlo evinced
a decidedly downyward tondency. This state of affairs is quito usual at this
season when the consumption falls off materially and the majority of tho
active dealers ato off on their vacations. A fow weeks more will bring
cooler weather, and will wake up the trade to a considerable oxtent.

JutTer.—-Thero is littlo doing in butter ; holders atill hang back moro
or less. New fresh butter is coming in moro froely, but thero is as yet no
accumulaton in this line, the demand for a reslly good grade being about
equal to the supply. Sowe from the Upper Provinces has been rocoived
which i3 of excellont guality, aud is carefully made and well packed. A
London letter says :—¢ Muggy woather and slightly larger arrivals provented
the rtiso in butter that was expected, and a quicter feeling pervades tho
markel, quotatione, inslead of udvesncing, bave in some cases receded.
Dutch has goro back 13 guilders, Brittany baskets 2s., and other qualities
in somewhst similar proportions. Thoro is a vory dull feeling prevalent.

Quenee Mixino Rovarries.—Thoe quostion of inining royalties is being
very widoly discussed throughout the Province of Quebec at present on
sccount of the enactmont made by the Provincial Legislaturo rolative to the
royalties or taxea 1o be collected from the miues in the Province. The
particularly obnoxious clauso is that specifying the amount or rate to be
lovied. The following is the clauso referred to :—* From tho first day of
May, 1891, a royalty shall bo lovied in favor of the Crown upon every
mine which is now, or may hereatter be, sold, conceded or othorwiso
alienated.  Such royalty shall, unless otherwiso determined by lettora patent
already granted, consist of a percentage of three por cent. of the merchantable
value of the products of all mines snd minerale.” This is considered a
high rate of royalty, and the General Mining Association of tho Provinco
of Quebec have been petitioning the Domintun Government to disallow the
Act. Ono of tho reasons-urged isthat the rate is ro high that 1u many cases
it would take all' the profits of the mive to pay the royalty.
strong reason is that mining mou will bo averso to investing in tho faco of
tho tax, aud so the mining industry of the Provinco will bo retarded. In
mines where the output is large, or in the case where all present profits
aro boing turned into the developmont wotk, or again, in the case where
the product is uusold for a considerablo time, the payment of a royalty of
two por cent. of the gross product becomes a very considorable burden.
Accustomed as wo are in Nota Scotia to a scalo of royalty taxes varied
according to the difterent kinds of wmining products, an attompt to treat all
alike seerus to us very ‘*iliadvised legislation " even for Quebec. As we
believe tho royalty question will be revived in Nova Scotia before long, in
the direction of a reduction of specific royalties, wo wonld liko our readers
to favor us with their viows as to the effects of the taxes in their spocial
branches of ining and the directions in which they look for improvemont.

Our Society will no longer greet us weckly,—it is to become a monthly,
and the first issue as such will appear as an exhibitioo pumber. The editar
says the paper will be “ possibly the first monthly that Halifax has pro-
duced.” A writer in one of the daily papers refersed to thy Provincial or
Halifux Monthly, thus showing that the new menthly had at leset one fore-
runuer, but on investigation we find that Halifax in the olden days did
more than this. As far back as 1790 we find the Nova Scotia May.izine ;
from 1826 to 1828 the dAcadian Mayarine ; from 1830 to 1233 the flalifac
Monthly Mayazine; then in 1852 and 1853 the Provincial or Halifuc
Monthly Magarine; and last of all tho Maritime AMaonthly, published in
1872. This is quite a list of literary achievements, and some magazines were
of a standard that would not sheme the present day. The Provincial or
Monthiy Magaeine was edited by the late Mra. Lawson whose initials, M J.
K. L., are well known to the reading public, snd was the best of the mags-
zines above nsmed. We wish Qur Sovciefy success in its new role.

The Park and Gardens are woll patronized by large erowds of citizans
and visitors on Saturday and Suunday nfternoons, It is a long walk nround
tho Point, but not too fong for our healthy, energoetic young people, and tho
refrishing, invigorating air which groets ono on the shore road and up
through the leafy, shady walk is undoubtedly the best cure for ennui or
lassitude. The Gardens just now are at the height of their glory, and
whatever Louis C. Xlson, Esq., tho musical critic of the Buston ddvertiscr,
who hss vory upjustly, and we think very unnecessarily, cut Halfax to
pieces, may have to say derogatory to our city, he certainly could not have
visited our Gardens or Park, or bis tune would have had just a few potes
that were not utterly discordant. The beauties of our city are many, let
us make the most of them.

Such a large number of festivities were plauned for last Satorday (this
last day of the week eeems to bo the weekly gala day of Halifax,) that when
the morning came with its cloudy doubtful sky, many were the oxpressions
of disappointment and impationce. The rain, thunder and lighting of the
forenoon certainly did not give much encoursgemeont, but about thres o'clock
the sun shone through the clouds, and wany of the pumerous excursions
and sports were successfully carried out, thouch a fow were necessarily
postponed. Tho club house of the Royal Nova Scotia Yackt Squadron was
well v stronized ; of courso, it being ladies' day, the hair sex was excoedingly
well ropresented, and as tho race neared complotion excitement waxed high.
The Youla csme home ahead, c'osely followed by Lenore. Eich of the
competing yachts had one or more ladies as members of her crew, and
therefore the iuterest was more than usual, and the afternoon was much
enjoyed by competitors and spectitors,

St. Paul's Church was well filled on Tuesday evening, and an excellont
pragrammo carsied out.

Tha Studley Quoit Club’s hodge padye, postpoued from Saturday afler
noon, was held on hfvnday at the grounds of the club, snd was largely
sitended by a select and fashionable sudionce, who went homo delighted
with the afternoon’s e¢ntertainment.

Wo are glad to soo that the Halifax Ladios’ Collega is to bn in ruuning
ordor again by Septamber 9.b, when it will open with a complets stll of
toschere. It was with groat regret that we saw this admirable cducitional
institution closed carly in the summer on account of a visitation of the
dread diseaso diphtheris, and wo trust that the thorough overhauling the
building has reccivod may have thoroughly erradicated all traces of it.

Every one who has occasion to cross the harbor now comments on the
improved appoearance of the ferry boats alifax and Dartmonth  They
have been painted a pleasing yollow and olive green with black funnels.
Thoe upper decks of these boats afford a splondid position from which to
view the harbor, snd are thoroughly appreciated by all lovers of boautiful
viewe. The natural beaunties of Dartmouth, or rather the surroundings of
Dartmountb, are not as well known as they should be. In no place wo can
think of aro thern so many protty walks and drives near by. In Halifax
one must needs walk a long distanco to get anything besides the park and
other woll-knowa and loved walks, but on the other side of the wetness
that divide us from our aister city wo find very cbarming spots not more
than twenty minutes walk from the fersry.

Sxcursions were very much in order last Saturday afternoon, and not-
withstanding ths frown of Dame Nature at their starting, tho plessuro-
sookers wore favored with a delightful afternoon. The Norlh British
Socioty and thoir friends had the steamer Cify of St John and onjoyed
thoir sail around the Marbor and Basin vory much. Rofroshmonts wore
boustifully provided, and the whole affiir was voted one big success.

The Union Protection Compsny had their annual hodge podge st
MacNab's Island ou Siturday efternoon, the steamor Hiyhland Mury taking
down about fifiyy mombors and their guests, A very enjoyable afTair was the
verdict of sl present.

Not long ago a visitor in our city made a remark which set us thinking ;
it was to the effact that while many, very mauny bright happy faces are to be
scon avery day on our stroots, in tho cars, otc., yeta great numboer of our
Halifax ladies, even youuog girls, constantly wear an expression of thorough
disconteut.

Closoe by is the
People’s Photographic Studio, which wo learn is doing a good business in
reproducing the bright and attractive faces of our enterprising north end
friends. Before passing south we roust not furget to speak of a well stocked
stntionery store, where the latest papers, magszines, books and other like
articles may always bo obtained. The good market and first-cliss grocery
establishment is a credit to the street, and the crowd to bs found there
on ovory evening, Saturday espocially, recills to wind a line of Byron—
‘* All human history attests that happiness for man—the hungry sioner—
since Evo ato apples, must dopend ou dinner.” Tho numecrous dry goods,
millinery, boot and shoe, grozery, china and glass, gentlemen’s furnishing
and vanoty stores which meot the aye, very many sporting fino plsto glass
fronts, mako one feel assured that a great deal of tho mouey of the north-
ond citizens must change hands oo Gottingen St, and the fact that the
north-end branch of tho People’s Bank bas been doing a flourishing business
evor since its ostablishment oarly last spring, goes to prova this assurames.
But we bave not even yet onumerated all the branches of trade that are
located and carried on in this ono strect of the north end of our so-called
slow city. Wo find painters, paper-hangers, picture-framers, tonsorial
artists, pork dealers, bakers, shoemakers, tea dealers, jowellers, tinsmiths
and plumbers, esch carrsing on a thriving business, and giving satis-
faction to their large circic of customers. Sad 1o say, we have
to noto the siga, * Liconsed to sell, otc.,” among tho others in this busy
mart, snd doubtless the proprietors are contributing their usual amount of
work towards piling up misery in many homes whils filling their own
tressuriss, The fruiterers of Gottingen St. desorvo moro than a passing
glanco, for in season and out their windows display a most tempting array
of deliciously frash and well assorted fruits. Now at this season cepecially
do thay invito the weary passer-by to tasto and see, and the sound of tho
cool soda fountains, the thought of ico creem and the delicious profusion
of good things, lure many to the counters of thess woll-kept places of busi-
nees. Indeed wo would like all to sppreciate tho fact that not only Granville,
Hollis, Barrington and Argyle Streots are 10 bo termed thoe principal
business sirects of our city, but that Gottingen must cerisinly have its place
as one of tho most successful contres of trade. Tho north ond slso has a
newspaper all its own, The Nurthern Light, which, though mainly an
advortising inedium, givos many nowsy itoms in its columns.  Now that the
Streot Rulway Company is extending its lines through Gottingen Streot to
tho north-western portion of the city, our north-ond citizons will soon have
almost ovorything that man or woman could desiro in the way of accommo-
dation and convenience.
