For some time past my attention has becn called to the critical state of the
Misston I'vxp of this Diocese, and the necessity of adopting some action which
would eusure its being jlaced in a moie healthy and efficient condition. The
recommendation of any s cific measure of relief hus been from .time to timo
postponed, in the hope that the cuilections for this vbject from year to-year would
have so far surpassed the stunding outlay, that:an, accruing surplus would serve

speedily to remove the embarrusstents in which thé fund has been placed.

The demands for assistunce frum this Fond,—in places in which the support
" tothe Clergy is diawu caclusive'y fiom the congregations they serve,~—were.so
numerous and 8o urgent, that, in the coustaut hope of bettor times and larger
resources, it was found impussible to sefuse complinnee with them to the limited
extent that was solicited, viz, £39 per aunum to each. But the Board of Missions,

after having extended this assistance tu twenty cight Missivnaries, have found -

themselves disappuinted in the expucted resouiees yet féeling that it would be a

grievous cruelty to those hard working dergymen to deprive tlu,m of the slender
aid, even in part, which they had nl]btteﬂ ‘they hue’ zoné'on pying their sti-
pends ag usual, until serious embarrassment. hag énsued.

Although the collection by Parochial Assuciations, and, other colltetions fort}ie
Church Socxcty during the presont wirter will, if they are exen'as success}‘ul as.in
former years, more tlnn mect this lar, -e awwunt of arrears, it nitst bé borne in mind
that three successive quarterly sti pends will have to be provided for out of the funds
nnw ahout to be raised.  This will render it necessary to makean effort to phtain, if
possible, the amount of arrears ag above sated, and Jegve tho ordmary collections
to-be applied to the aceruing stxpends aonted s

-
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There aro three sources, it occurs to me, to which which we may look for
meeting this object,—First, the collection for the Mission Tund made in the
goveral Churches in the month of January.—Seeing the pressure of our wants,
tho members of the Cburch at lnrge might on this occasion exercise n propor
vionnto libérality ; and if double the nmount were then given whichis usually
contributed, it would not bo much felt by individuals, while the relief it wonld
afford would be very considerable.

Secondly, the collections now usually made at the several porochial meetings
of the Church Society.—1If all would make & handsome donation on these occa-
sions,—sending it if they could not personally attend,—a large addition would be
wado to our funds. Io this way too, there is an opening for all to cootri-
bute,—the rich sud the poor, in proportion to the means with which God has

blessed them.
Thirdly, the annusl porochial collections from house to house.—These too, I

trust, would in many instances be increased; and from the whole-together we may
anticipate, if not the entire removal of our difficulties, certainly a large measure of
rolief. I trust agood example, in all these cases, will beset in the City of Toronto,
and an amount realized hore \which will inspirit other places to make a correspond-
ing exertion.

If we should fail in obtaining & very considerable sum beyond the ordinary con-
sributions which are sunually given, the Board must be driven to the painful sl
ternative of diminishing, and perhaps in some cases altogether withdrawing, the
mite of assistance they have thus far rendered to our struggling and hard-worked
Missionaries. Iam persuaded that the Churchmen of the Diocese of Toronto
will not permit such & cruelty to be inflicted.

SAULT STE. MARIE MISSION.
Sacur Ste. Marig, October 6, 1865,
Tae Hox. axp Rieur Rev. 7oe Loro Bispor or TorosTo,

My Lurp,—I have now completed three months in this new mission, and I feel
it to be only right, and what your lordship may reasonably expect, that 1 should
make some report of my work. I trust, that with what hus been done, your
lordship will not be dissatisfied ; and that the stutement of what remains to be
done muy effectunlly stimulate the Church in the Diocese to occupy tully an
importaut position. .

Firsy, then, What has been done ?

1. As there was no diocesan official to introduce me in this distant spot, T read
at morning prayer the formal license which your lordship granted me, ns u solemn
inauguiation of u work which I hoped woult{nevcr cease here.

2. Aftor waitidg three weeks for some of the principal people who were absent,
we had a regularly-called meeting for organizing a vestry, according to the canon
of Synod providing for the case of free churches; and sgreeably to the terms of
that canon the vestry was orgamzed. The clergyman chose” W. M. Simpson,
Esq, a8 his churchwarden, and the people nominated Mr. Sheriff Carney. The
Hoo. W. B. Robinson was also elected as delegate for the Synod, and he has
since signified his acceptance of that office.

3. It was unanimously agreed at the vestry, that there should be an offertory at
morning and evening prayer; which has ever since been regulurly carricd ont,
and [ am happy 10 say, considering our paucity of numbers, with graufying success.
The offertory has ranged from $3* » $44 per Sunday.

4. Some of the Indies of the congregation, acquainted with church inusic,
formed themselveg into a cheir, and have conducted the musical portion of the
services in a very becoming and effective style—very much to the surprise and
delight of our occasional visitors. Mr. Carney very good-naturcdly lent us the
usa of his melodeon; but the zealous lady who acted as organist collected, in a
very short time, $75 for the purchase of aninstrument, to be the exclusive property
of the congregatiou. This was done with the greatest readiness and heartiness on
all sides.

6. Another zealous member, feeling the insccurity of the mission, so long as it
is without a parsonage, very promptly set the matter on foot; o that we may
look to our subscriptions here as good for $400, including $50 promised by the

,Algoma steamer, in freight.
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s
6. Divine Service has been celebruted three Sundays in the month, twice each
Lord’s Day, at 104, A.M., and 4, P.M. Tho congregation has amounted to 70,
and, I think, has nover got below 40 in the ovening, when I officiated, oxcopt on
a rainy day. Porhaps the avernge may be stated at 50. The Holy Communion

has heen admivistered once o month—the communicants being, respectively, 6, |
B, and 0. T have good hope that, through the Divine blessing, wo shall aoon sec |

a fairer oxpression of devotion in this reapect.
On the Sundays [ min nbsent: we are happy in baving the services of the worthy

Col. Savnge, whom yourlordship was kind enough to liconse ns lay-reader. He !

discharges most faithfully and acceptably the duties which your lordship has
entrusted him with,  We all feel that it is 8 motter of groat moment that n
whole Sunday, once s month, should not be abandoned to worldliness, and God
defranded of his just right—the public homage of his Church.

7. The little Sunday School, which 1 was happy to find established here, has
been ve-orzanized, and put on a distinetively Church footing. It numbera ordina-
rily 20 very nice children, who are%nstructed by four tenchers—two male and two
female—in the Church Catechism, Collects, Gospel for the Sunday, nnd the pretty
hymns for little children. The attendanco OF tenchers aud scholars is very
regular.

On the whole, 1 find avery good disposition everywhore prevailing smongst tha
people,—very strikinyly so among these not brought u[pin the Church of England,
—and a feeling of satisfaction at the prospect of a future widely different from
the looseness and irreligion of the past. It would be unreasonable to expect reli-
gious zealn the very outset of a mission at the very extremity of the diocese.

8. The adjoining township of Korah, I bave not lost sight of. This townshi
hag been settled about seven years, and there are about 30 families in it, all, wit
one exception, Protestant.  The land is excellent hardwood, most cheering to
behold after the stunted firs of the coast. [ never saw more superb crops of oats
than waved in every clearing. The people are beginning to cultivate wheat,

which succeeds wonderfully well; but the want of a mill and the distance from |}

market, served to discournge this branch of farming. The Jesuits, at Garden
River, aided by Protestant subscriptions, are about romoving the former obstacle.
The settlement is from six to ten miles distant from the Sault, and is reached b
a first-rate road built by Government, though the tracks divergent from it are suc
as to recall my earlicst missionary experiences. The settlement is thriving, and
likely 10 continue so; but, nlas ! with the settlers’ comfortable log houses, (for

they are such here), the church does not keeR equal pace. My first introduction -

to the people was ata “bee” for *raising'a barn, about nine miles distant,
I foumr twenty-two men, the chief part of the population. Their work was done
by 4, P.M., when I said the full evening prayer, and preached, in the open air,
the men Seating themselves on the logs around. Thoy were attentive and reve-
rent, while some said the responses well, and joined in the evening hymo, and all
secemed plessed. Une hearty Englishman vowed weo should yet have a nice

Korah are steady and industrious, and many brought up in the Church, and none}:

with any prejudice against her, so far as I can hear, I hope for success at lest.

And now for the other part of my charge.

the Mines, . Hlithorto 1 hovo boen much favored, as my Ion st voyage has beon
only 16 lnurs. o

1. 1t was my purpose at first to give the mines one Sunday in four, and also
onztoeck-day swevico por month; but I was assured by the geatlemen in charge
of the mney, thnt 1 noed-not think of it—that I should bo taking labour in vain;
morcover, that onodalf of tho men aro under ground by nizlt ns well asday
und the half that como up ave but hinving their meals, and their famitics accupied
an prepaniug thom, at the only hour practieable fur an cvening servier, S0 T
wiss dissunded from it, and hiad to content myself with the lormer pnt of the
progromme—one Sunday in the mowhe  Happaly 1have beea able to heep all my
appeintinents thus fu.  Divine service has Teen each Sunday clebrated twice.
The Rev. Jumes Chance has very genciousiy helpdl me by going down on the
Sundays duiing the pust quarter. . Our first efforts theie haro been very encon
ragmg, us we have ordiomily had congregations numboiing 200, remarkably
revorent and attentive.

. Tho Hloly Communion was ndininistered onco to 13 porsons.  On that ocea.
5‘9'}" thora was an offurtory, us part of tho holy celebration, which amounted to
$56.15, : . .

3. T found n large Sunday S¢hool, numberinz 260, conducted on no principle

* at.all, and with every respect for the zeal of the teachers, I think noxt to nothing

can be taught, or at pny raty, usefully or correctly. I did what I could: I got the
Church tenchers to tench the catechism to as many scholars, espeeinlly children
of Chutch people, as came within their influence : and they have heon doing this.
We must wait till we ace better organised, aud a favarable apening accurs far
better duing sv indispensable a work ns the grounding of the yaung in the evact

. knowledge of our, own, principles.

3. After some time'l camo to the conclusion that, rudimentary ns our work
thore i3, itwould go on all-the better for a-little organisation ;5 sv having fuiled in
gecuring o fait number on the last Saturdny evening I was down, I requested
those-interested to remain after evéning service on Sunduy. T was glad to see 20
mon: remain, who seemed to be earnest Churchmen, and sume of them are I know.
1 stated that we should not begin at the mines as if we intended coming to a foll
stop very soon, but as if we intended to g0 on ; and so wo had better put onrselves
into a-Church 6f Englund shape, by having a vestry, and churchwardeny to look
aftet the interests of the congregation. They all put down their nnmes resolutely ;
and I felt thot many a congregation Wegan’ with fewer, and with lnss favorable
auspices. The 4o gentlemén who have charge of the establishment, Captain
Plummer and Jis, Bénnetts, Eaq., wein tlien chosen as churchwardens; and here,
ng at the Shult, it wag detérmined to hive & regular offertory at all our services.
T-snggested for their consideration the propriety snd advantage of having my oc-
¢asional services supplémented bg Iny-reading, so that at least once every Sunday
the Church sérvice miglit be had, * The impression made by one Sunday would
otherwise-be dute to-dit-out in 4 month, and such infrequency would never suffice
to ‘break viir people iitto chirch-going habits and attnehment to the Chureh, from

, Wwhich they had been so long estringéd, and which the children had nevbr known

at all, I bedged them not to begin this if they did not resolve to carry it out, as
sich Weak attémpts conld:6nly aggravite matt>ra : disrouraging us and exasperat-
ing the seets. They wore unanitinus in promising theirsupport: and the nomina
tion of the reader for yonr lordohip’s appointment was loft to the clergyman and
churchwardens. We bave not yet been able to meet, but there is no doubt of
dur Bejng able {o procure a very suitablo person.

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4. I boliova that the offorts that swill goon be made to procute contributions for
dofraying the exponsed of tht missiohinry in journeying to rnd from the Bruce, will
bo effectunl, not only for that, hut will leave some liltle mavrgin as n holp-to his
stipond, in the interests of the mission,

This is what has been done in the pass theee months.  And now I bopo I shall
he pardoned if I presume to deaw nttention to what i to be done.

Tho fitst Wiing i3 to sectre vuy pround in this mission, 89 a8 to havo at any
rato ono post fit this extremity of the Diocese—500 miles from Toronto j—for
popnlatiol will come no doubt,” T have justcome in tue to do anything,

"2, Thore is.0 growing popu. tiun ab the Sault and jo Kurah to be provided for)
and Just now js an irua mine upeacd, 50 miles west, un the north shore of Luke

uporior, where 100 men aru at woch, with thu cortalnty of many more very sqon.
Aud a copper mine neat the same sput ‘s to he i operation also very shortly.
Yo that here is o field of missionary lab.ur where wo ought to exert oursolves,
bofure the ground is porinancatly atcupiod to onr cgclnsion. ‘I'he Church ought
to look on this somewhatin tho Tight of a foreizn mission, and not expect us ol of
o suddon to be self supporting.  Spmething ought to he ventured aud expendad,
with a view to future efficiency in 6 region so sure to he important.  Tho ruission-
ary, if possible, should be fredd from the demands on lifs tinio and enorgy madd by
extra clerical work, 80 a¢ to be ablo to make the most of dny operings that may
appear.  Travelling, too, is very expensive.  You must have o boat, nt least two
men for any but the shortest trips and in the best weather, giving them a dollar a
day'atl provislons; while n week would he iittle enough for « visit to the new
mine I speak of. What is at once and most urgently needed is o house for the
missionary. In throe months Ilinve made four clianges, nad am on the eve of o
fifth; so hard is it to procure ludgings even fur a single porson: in fact if & house
be not prucured in some way, I must leave next June, and for goud.  And there-
fore if the Charch intonds to keep up the mission, 1t must nid in secwiing this
nocessary condition of it. It would not take n-gieat deal fur the simple structure
wo.shoold be glad to put up with for some yeuns tu come. Iam nowin tempo-
rary possession of n large room, without fira at tids very cold scason, with my
listle son ; and not quite sure ns-to-my fate during the wintor, The people hero
cannot be expacted to-ds mora than they have done, oven if thiey had much more
religious zeal than it would be reasonable to look for. For my part, Iam glad.t
sed 8o much. '

4. In regard to the Bruce Mines, T am sure the fow following figures will be
read with interest, aud will guzgest some serious thoughts. ~ From a cdasus

Some new works are to be opened very soon, which will ensure a considerable
accession to the populatiop. .

Thus it appears tmthazf the population arc at the present lost fo religion.
There is.no quba, from whaut the official told me, who taok the census, that fully
one-half of the non-professors were brought up in the Church of England; and
‘thereis reason to beliove could vet be recovered, were there adequate minidira-
tiofis o the spot. It may be further scen, how tenaciously the Church pdaplé
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have stuck to the Church of therr baptism, in spito of 14 years of neglect. One
poor fellow there told me he had been at but two Church services in 17 years |
Anothec obsarved, seeing me standing at the grave in my surplice, that if one of
his were deed, be would wait a week for the clergymsn, and pay all his expenses
up and down. The large numbers that attend our services, shew how warm a
feeling exists towards the Church.

Had we but a resident clergyman there we could do a great work, I am con-
vinced; for there i3 a fine field. I do most bitterly regret my inability to work
itas itdeserves. 7his should be secured. The people are sharp and intelligent,
and would apprecinic the labours and care of the Church. Despite past neglect,
the old remembrances of feelings would revive in time. How mortifying it is to
find that throngh our unhappy poverty we are so often forestalled by the impromptu
mathinery of the sects, and so many chances of good marred !

I bope T may be forgiven for having run on such » length; hut I will make
atonement in future by a proportionable brevity.

I know that your lordship has the most lively interest in all that I have ventured
to spenk of.  And it is that which has emboldened me to write so fully; in the
hope that cthers, learning the real facts, mny be induced to further a missionary
enterprise which is due mainly to your lordship's sagacity, and whick I sincerely
-pray may yet fully justify it.

INDIAN MISSION, MANITOWANING.
(Concluded from our last.)

At Sheguaindah there are now upwards of 40 children, for whom no ipstruction
is provided. Thus you may see my dear Sir, what a field this is for an active and
energetic teacher. I understand that the Indians at She yuaindah intend to follow
my advice, and farm their lots together, assisting each other on the “bee " sys
tem, as practised among the whites. They say they will clear in two or three
places, and unite their labours. 'This, if carried out, will be much better for them
than their present plan.

During the past summer, we were painfully shocked to hear, that in the terrible
disaster near the Sault Ste. Marie, in which the ill-fated Pewahbick sunk, one of
our most valued and inferesting young Tndians lost his life. It is asatisfaction to
my mind to know that he was a deeply pious young man. In fact, he was a pat
tern to all the young men here. Charles Gogemahbuness was his name. He was
& regular and consistent communicant; and we all deeply deplore hia death.
I;lut we trust that he has exchanged a troublesomes world for a happy home beyond
the skies,

The following is a summary of my missionary work during the past quarter:—
Miles travelled, 330 ; Sunday services, 30; week-day do., 10 ; family visits, 174
sick do., 19 ; baptisms, 4 ; marriages, 1; communicants, 34 ; Sunday schools, 2
attendance (average), 29 (3 months), 17 boys, 12 girls—total, as above, 29.

In conclusion, I would again urge upon the Society the desirability of keeping
aur ground here in every place, a3 no doubt, if the services of the Church are
supplied at the outset to the new-comers, of which there probably will be a good
many before long, we shall have every opportunity of establishing our beloved
Zion, permnnentFy on the Islands. Begging an interest in your prayers and those
of the Church for our present and future prosperity in the Loid’s work,

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GARDEN RIVER MISSION.

Wo commend to the notice of the friends of Missious the following extract
from a letter lately recoived from the Rev. Jauies Chance, Missionary at this
station:

“I am sorry to say that my n{mnront strong constitution has not been equal to
the hardships of my missionary lite, I feel the eflects more and more cvery year.
I am only just now recovering from u severe attack on my lungs. This is the
only missionary station in these remote 1¢fions where there is no medical man.
At Mahnetooahuning there is & Doctor, and at the Biuce, and at the Sault; but
here e have to be doctor for ourselves and the whole village, and a trying time
we have had lately during the prevalence of the measles among the Indians. They
have nearly all recovered, but Mrs. Chance has four of cur own children to attend
to now in the sick room. I heartily wish that your plan mentioned in the Ckro-
nicle last fall had been carried out by christian triends in Canada: I mean that of
supplying Indian missionaries with a little stock of medicines, provisions, &e., for
their people in times of need. It was truly distiessing to witness the destitution
and misery of some families. In one house I found six persons all veryill of
measles at one time, and their poor dejer ted parents had nothing better to give
them than turnips and potatoes; and & young man actually cried to me for more
palatable food. With your experience among Indians you will not wonder that
our own little stores had to be resorted to for their reliet, and you are aware like-
wise tbat an Indian missionary with a large fawily cannot well spare his own sup-
plies. I am still minus of the 50 which I spent for the Indians in the spring. 1
do not like to beg, and I try to teach the Indians to be independent of aid for
mere bodily wants; but in spite of my efforts circumstunces will arise when aid is
necessary which is beyond our own utmost ability to render.

* Too much importance I think is attached to the fact that I was appointed by
the. N. E. Company ; fur I have not received from them any answer 1o my urgent
request for more than lwelve months. It was at the request of Dr. O'Measa, and
to save the Society the expense of the support of this imission, that I consented to
be transferred from the Suciety to the Company, aud dwing the years in which I
have been the Company’s wissionary to the Indians I have discharged duties to
white people at the Sault and elsewhere (nt the Bishop’s request), as though I wag
paid by the Society. I consider it therefure very unfuir that my connections with
the Company should exclude me and my mission fium any participation in the
christian henevolence of the Diocese in many matters essential to our success, If
the Company could lend us the assistence we need I certuinly weuld not appeal to
my fellow churchmen in Canada; but s iheir engagements in America are nu
merous and wide-spread, it is out of their power. I bope I shall not be denied a
Canadian crumb or two of charity for the poor aborigines.

*¢It was essentially necessary before the winter set in to have some improvements
made to the Mission and School houses, which have cost a considerable sum;
but from what source it is to be paid 1 know not at presen: the opening of the
propased roads will require an additional outluy for fencing, &e., and where that
15.to come from I am equally ignorant.

“But in my present state ot health all these considerations are very distasteful

to me; and lest I should be further tedious to you I will conclude by thanking
you again for all your kind interest and good wishes.”

The following is the extract alluded to by Mr. Chance :—

¢ None but those whose lot it has been to serve as Missionaries among the
Indians, can form any idea of the number of distressing applications to the mis-
sionary for relief. In missions like those of Garden River and Manitowaning,
spiritual food is not all that is expected from him. Being compelled, by his iso-
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lated situntion ta preaside a stock of necessaries before hand, for the snpport of his
household, lie is supnosed by his needy und improvident neighbours {o possess an
unlimited cupply, and when theirstock (if they iuve any) is exhausted, what more
nutuval than that they sheuld go for relief 1o their ¢ good father’ who they know
can give it.

“'The application generally comes in the shape of w lvan; while others hang
about the Mission house or come iuto the kitchen and sit fur hours watching the
Migsionary’s fumily preparing their humble meals; aud when at length they
are asked what they want, they will probubly take from under their blankets,
some trifling artiele, (for which the missionary's fammiy hus no need, and canpot,
afford to pay forin provisions) accompanied by the remark that their fnmi{lies
have nothing to eat and are probably sich.  The solution of this perplexing cass
gonernlly devolves on the missionmy’s wife. Should reference be made to the
misgionary himself, the interests of the canse invariably prevail over those of the
fannly—and when accounts ure balanced,it will be well if an alarming deficiency,
in addition to serjious dumestic incumvenience, be not found. A long experience
of Missionary hite amony the Indins, enables the writer tourge, that, in isolated
missions hke those uliuded to, itis but just to the Missionary timt be should bave
a small annual supply of provisivns and comforts for gratuitoiis distribution
amonyg the sick and destitute ; of whom, without encouraging the indolent and
vicious, there are, alus ! ulways & number of painful eases.”

DIOCESAN CHURCH SOCIETY.

We copy the following excellent article from the Nova Scotiu. Church Chro-
nicle, under the impression that the suzgestions it contains may prove useful to
the deputations about to attend the Parochial Association- Meetings in our own

Diocese :—

- We feel that no apology is necessary tor bringing to the notice of our readers
ho condition and elaims of the 1. C. Society.  In a previous number we expressed
ourselves as decidedly of opinion that it must be in future the only ivgtrument
for the support and progress ot our Church, aud we have as yet seen no reason
1o alter our views. As the ime 1s drawmg near when the annual collectiops for itg
support are made in the ditlerent parishes, 1t uppears a suitable opportunity for a
few remarks in its favour.

“The recent meeting in Hahfax, of which a brief report appeared in our lagt
number, fully recarnised the necessity of additional contributions to its funds,
and resolved that fresh efforts should be made to increase them.  This necessity
arises not only from the increasing demand for Missionaries in new 'distr;“é}s tut
also from the obligation nssumed by the D. C. 8. tv make up the deﬁcigpcy 0_.1‘-35'-
ing from the diminution of the yrant from S. P, G. . Toobe

“That there aught to be little or no difficulty in meeting this demand must be
evident to any one who considers the matter with attention. The sum contributed
for general phrposes, as given m the Report for 1864, amounted in round nuinbers
to $3,500 ‘Fhe number of nwmes on the list is about 5,000, o great number'sf -
these bemy the names ot youny children.  Thus we see that at the most only one-
tenth of the members of our Church zive anything towards the support of the D.
C.8. Why should this be the case?  Why should the remaining vinetenths he
excluded from the privilege? A very few cents from cach of them would more
than double the income of vur Society; one cent from each would more than
meet the deficiency above alluded to. - We are persuaded that nothing is required
but a systematic, united cffort to putonr D. C. 8. in a far higher state of efficiency.
than it has ever enjoyed.
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¢4 Or to take another view of the case, the last Report of the S. P, G. fixes the
namber of the communicauts for Nova Scotia at very ucarly 6,000, Might they
not be requested on some particular Sunday, when the Lord's Supper is adminis.
ternd, to give aspecial donation, in addition tu their rvegzular subscriptions? A
smollsum from each, augmented, asit would be, by the contributions of non-
communicants, would forma valunble increase to our {funds. In our humble
.oPinion this would be the best way to efivet this increase. A civcular from the
Bishop recommending such a cowrse, and suggesting one or more days. for
putting it into execution, would be all that would be required. If it were not for
the shortness of the notice, the approaching day of General Thanksgiving would
have supplied an uppropriate occasion for an offoring of this kind.

#But'we must revert to the astonishing circamstance that nine-tenths of the
members of our Churéh never contribute to the D. C. 8. How can they be
brought to-contribute? We believe that the greater numbor of them only need
10 be asked, to have the claims of the Society brought befure them, and au oppor-
tunity given them to aid it. In a country like ovurs, where real prupertyis
searcely known, it is in vain to say that wauny persons are unable to give. The
great religious Societies of England derive a large portion of their incomes from
men and women whose wages amount to only u few shillings a week, but who
make it & rule to devote a portion of thatlittle to the service of God. Many of
those who-say they cannot give anything arc at the same time spending consider-
able sums in-things which, if not positively injuiious, are quite unnecessary, while
others do not like tu give because the amount is so small, forgetting that the two
mites, given in humility and faith, are far more valnable than large sums given in
vanity and ostentation.

¢We thiow out the following suggestions for making & more systematic - effort
for the D. C. 8. : some of them have been already tried amongst us: all of them
Have been ptovédin England and elsewhere. 1. Let o Committee be forined,
who will divide the Parish among them, and undertake to solicit subscriptions
from every family, which may be paid weekly, or monthly, or quarterly, or annu-
4lly, acéording to the wishes of each individual. (Anaverage of acent per week
from eich'individual would give sbout $26,000 per annum.) These Committees
ghould be large, so that each member need not have more than eight orten
families to visit. Experience is in favour of their consisting principally of ladies
acting under the direction of the Rector, and regularly reporting to him at Jeast
once a quarter. 2. Let asupply of Collecting Books he provided, so as to give
.ore-to each family, and Jet each put into his box as he has nicans and opportunity.
Phéss boxes should be opened either quurterly or annually, at a meeting to be
held for the purpose. 3. The children at the Sunday Schools might be interested
in the course, and be induced tc contribute themselves and to endeavor to colieet
from others. A habit would thus he formed which would bear abundant fruit in
after years, when they grew up and had meansat their own disposal. The plan
adppted.in gopie of the;ChurcEes of the neighbouring Republic' might be benefi-
cially followed in all these modes of collection. They buve a special service for
_ receiying al] the Missionary contributions for the year, and for solemnly presentin,

hém for ‘the, service-of @od, Occasion is takén to dwell upon the duty an

privilege of, giving of our meaps, and mauy are thus enconrdged to greater
exertions, or induced to make them for the first time.

4 We must not omit agéin-to allude to the propriety of leaving out the names
of the subgcrilyers in our annual Reports. We noticed in our lust number that no
such lists occur in the Report of the S. . G.  Even if there were no better reason,
the omission of these lists would probably effect a saving of neatly $100 per
snoum. But we take higher groung than this. We consider that a liberality
which needs to be fostered by the publication of itsitems must he deficiert in the
true spirit of Christian charity. We are all too apt tolookupon our donstions
as due to our position, rather thau in the light of an offering of our substance for
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the service of God. Hence many are influenced to a very great extent by what
they sce others giving, aud forget that each one shouk{ give accordingto his
ability, without any referenc to the conduct of others. Indeed, this is the .real
secret of our present limited resources, and until the members of our Church enn
be induced to realize their individurl vesponsibilities, and be stirred up to.exert
themselves, we shall luve the same cause of complaint. No one disputes.the
fact that we ought to have a uch lavger income than we now possess : every
one will, at the annu 1 mectings, vote for the resolution that it is incumbention
all the members of the Church to make additionnl exeriions on behalf of the D.
C. S., and yet if we compare the different reports we find that the great majority
of tha subscribers give the very same amounts year after year. a

#We must, therefore, during the coming year direet our efforts to obtaining
new subscribers, and to increasing the subscriptions of those now on our lists, If
there is to be any emulation, let it be between Parishes, not between individuals.
Such an emulation is perfectly legitimate, and was employed by St. Paul, when
raising o contribution for the poor at Jerusalem. Let each subseriber resolve to
increase his own subscription, and to induce at least one other person to become
& contributor. If this is done, we shall have a very different state of things .next

ear. .

e We know that it is very often commonly said, and but too often received as an
axiom, that you cannot expeet every ane to give, We think every one ought to
give, and that in this favoured land almost every one could give without difficulty.
The will is wanted in the majority of instances, notthe way. We knaw an
instance in one of our oldest parishes, of a widow of the age of fourscorg years,
who supported herself by the work of her hands, and yet could give $6 to Church
purposes.  She esteemed it u great privilege to be permitted to give her humble
assistunce to the support and spread of the Gospel, and so would we all if we
regarded it avight, and we shall never prosress as we ought, until we are actuated
by that spirit. o

¢ Lastly, let us remember that the cause of Christ is not to be forwarded by
money aloue. We must be earnest in prayer for a blessing on our efforts : the
humblest offerins given with sincerity and prayer, is of far greater value than large
sums given b{ those in whom such dispositions are wanting. It is too much the
tendency of the present day to look on money as all-powerful. It will be an gvil
dey for the Church when such a feeling is permitted to affect its action. The
purest and most successful periods of its history have generally been those wien ot
silver and gold it had none : and although we know that the Almighty always
works by means, we must beware of the temptation of ascribing to the n.eans what
is due only to His blessing.”

UNIVERSITY OF OXFORD.

One of the most interosting items brought by the last mail is the movement in
the University of Oxford to extend its efforts and incrense its accommodsation. A
well-attended meeting was held in the Hall of Oricl Callege, on the 16th Novr.,
which oaffirmed without a dissentient voice that the University owght to be extond.
ed, and resolved that each College and Hall should be invited to send arepresen-
tafive to o Comnmittee, in which n scheme for this purpose might be piepared.
4 1t appears to be a growing opivion in Oxford that & machinery so costly and
elaborate onght to be made npplicﬂblo tonlarger purpose than the education of
twelve or fifteen hundred men.””  One of the proximute cnuses of the mnceling
seems to have been *the scanty supply of ediented young men for the work of
the Miuistry. All the speakers Inid stress on this fact, though from different
points-of view; and the grand object seems to bo 1o make Uxfoxd more of a
nursing mother to the Church thanshe had hitherto heen.” It also appears that
the income of the University and College within a few fenrs will be increased by
at least $500,000. We shall watch ¢he progress of the movement with much
interest. It was stated that the number of students in attendance was so large
that almost every available room was occupiod.
