(Mothedist), whon referring to Act. XI.26—the
Disciples weore called Christians at Aatioch,

How very few of those who profess this religion
aro satisfied with the title, That very church that
arrogates all to itself has tutally aband.uud this,
and its members call themselves Roman Catholics,
which is absurd, because the adjeciive and sub-
stantive inclndes opprsite ideus, cathelic signifies
universal, and Roman siymfies of or belunging to
Rome. . . . . The term Protestant his moro
common sense in it; but not much more pisty. Al-
mast all sects or parties proceed in the same line;
but Christian is a title seldum heard of and the
sprrit and practice of Chiistianity but rarely occuf,
When all roturn to the spirit of tne gospel thay
wil) prubably resume—the appollative of Christian.

SuME one has divided church members into two
classes —gromblers, and workors —tho grumblers
haven't time to work, and tho workers haven’ttimo
to grumble.  Yes, how truo this is, we fiod some
that do nothing else but object. When dead and
jaid away in the cold grave there epitaph if correct-
ly written would simply be—*"He was good on an
argument.”  Yes, it was tho only thing he was
goud ou. And why not, seeing that anythiny else
scarcely ever arrested his attention. When ho

But still I
must writo something or my brothren will think me
remiss in duty. But what shall Isay? [t will be
old nows totell your readors that Mrs. Ford and Jaro
on a visit to Tiverton and Westport, for thie has
already been told by Bro. Capp in the last paper.
To say that we aro having justa grand time, wonld
be no more than any one would expect. Wo loft
our home, in Port Williams, on tho 24th December,
and acrived at Tivorton on Christmas day. 'To us
this was a very happy, if not a “*Merry Christmas.”

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EDITORIAL.

PAUL S WISH.

ForY conld wish that myse1f were aceursed from Christ
for my brethren, my kinsmon, according to tho flesh, -
Rum. ix. 3,

Paul s conversion stands before the world an un-
answered and unanswerable argument to tho power
of tho gospel of Christ. Uo says of it: It s the
power of Gud unto salvation to overy oue that
believeth, and 1t undoubtediy was so to lum, He
once thought that the followers of Christ wero his
onomies and he left no stono unturned to pursh
and crush them. Now, he Enew the Jews to be ns
enemies from their unrelenting determination to
imbitter that hife which they felt poworless to take
from him. Yet, his feclings towards these enomies
aro expressed in the words before us. And this
was not a sudden impulse awakened by any generous
act on their part, for no such act for a moment
impeded the currents of their animosity. Their
hatred was as constant as it was causeless. Andin
full view of thisand amid the incessent temptations
which befell him by the lying await of the Jews,
ho thus expresses the gushings of his heart. What,
but a divine power could so completely change a
man of his iron will and make him who was fore-
most in punishing the innocent a distinguished
leader in the enduring of such punishment willing-
ly, cheerfully and lovingly. He felt great anxiety
and unceasing sorrow for his persecutors, and was
ready, if need be, to suffer anything for their sal-
vation. To jusiify his feelings for the nation he
shows how much Gnd had done for them, how many
and great were their privileges, and that throngh
them Christ came, who is God over all, blessed
forevermore. The apostle’s wish expressed a groat
jove for Israel, resembling the love that prompted
Josus to freoly suffer the death of the cress to save
them, even when they were enemies to His Father
and Himself,

DMost of commentators we have read cannat
think the apostle wished or could wish an eternal
separation from Christ, and are satisfied that
sitch separation is not the meaning of the passage,
although a few understand this to be the meaning,
and contend that Paul conld wish himself eternally
banished to hell to save his countrymer, Wo can-
not entertain such an idea for the following among
othor reasons :

1st. Paul shows his wish to he a thoughtful one
and in accord with God's love for the nation. He
wished in overy goud he did or every sacrifice he
made to have Christ mn the lead.  But to wish for
banishment forever in hell has no example—human,
angelic or divine. Tn auch a wish Christ is not a
leader.

2nd,  Panl’s love for Christ far exceeded hislove
for all others, and no consideration counld induvce
him to wish an eteinal scparation from Him.

3rd. Thero is nothing in tho oternal sufferings
of tho Jost to procure the salvation of others, and
Paul would nct even express 3 wish 8o nnreasonable,

Thomas Scott understands the apostle to say that
he could wish himself crucified after the example
of Christ. Thie was a cursed death, and he counld
wish not only to die but also to dic such a death
for his brothren, just as Jesus had done. When
Paal did anything aftor the examplo of others he
calls it doing it from them, as he says in II. Tim,
i. 3: I thank Ged whom I serve from my fore-
fathers with a pure conscience. Such is Scott’s
viaw of this strong language of Paul who could wish
to be accursed from Christ.  We regard this as the
most satisfactory explanation of this passage we
have seen.

We can learn how Paul had served God with a

pure cunscience from lus forefathers, Thoy had
been his modcls. Ho was stimulated by their zeal
and led by their example.  Oa the subject of ono
dying for another, Jesus says : ‘‘Greator love hath
no man than tlus, that a man lay down his life
for bis frends,” (John xv. 13) Puaual says:
* Searcaly for & rightoous man will uno die.  Por-
adventure for ¢ good man some would oven daro to
die.” (ltom, v ) Hore, then,1s the lighost marks
of heruic guudness, That a man dio for lus friends
or that sowie would even dare tu dio tur a good man
—a beuefactor or a friend of many,  While history
furnishes ravo spicimens of noble men who would
dare to dic fur such friends, Paul did net wih
that ench men, nuble though they were, should be
his mudels to wotk by, fur they cowd show no
examplo suited to his cise—a luve fur enomies,
and he cuuld draw no such inspication from them,
Ho who first taught wen to Juve their enomies
Paul w shed tv bu lus teacher. And He who set
tho example, buth in [ls life and in His death,
Paul wished to be his pattern and guide.  As Jesus
treated his true fullowers so Paul wished to treat
thom in tho west faithful and affectionate manner.
As Jesus treated the weary and heavy laden 8o Paul
wished to treat them. As Jesus reproved the
hardened oppoueunts ar-d told them the truthin
faithfulness and love, so Paut wished to treat them,
And as Jesus loved his countrymen and died for
them an accursed death, Paul wished to Jove themn
and could wish to die such a death if it would
benefit them. L ¢ the infidel 1ell if ho can whose
power it was that changed Saul of Tarsus from a
blasphawmer of Chbrist, and a murderer of His
innocent fullowers, into a friend who always rejoiced
in sufforing for His blessed name, and could even
wigh to die a accursed death for his peraccutors if
1t would express Ins lovo and benetit them.

Those Christians who profess t» take the Bible
and the Bioble alone as tho one book containing
their rules of faith and life, ought, above all vthers,
to be familiar with its contents,

It is not putting this thought too strong to say
that such persons onght to be as familiav with the
contents of the New Testament as the Episcopalians
are with the Book offCommon Prayer, or Preaby-
terianswirh the Larger and ShorterCatechisms. The
devout Episcopalian learns the prayer book. The
int-lligent Presbyterian learns the catechisin. The
Disciples ought to learn just as thoroughly the
New Testament. Do they ?

Tho book of Common Prayer is not necessary.
The catechisms ara not necessary. Ariicles of
religion of human composition, as tests of fellow-
ship and bonds of union, aro not needed, They do
not succeed in keeping the faith pure—nor do they
maiutain union among believers. The fact is, they
seem to promoto division. How mauny varietins of
Presbyterians aro there? How many different
kinds of Methodists? Are there divisions among
Episcopalians? Whois able to catalogue the Baptists
and tell how many varieties thore are 7

The early Christians—the Christians of tho
Apostolic era, had nothing of this kind, and they
¢ wore of one heart and of one soul.” They had
only the teachiny of the heaven inspired apostles—
wo have the samv in the New Testament. From
the twenty-seven hooks of the New Testamont,
man can now learn what to bolieve and what to
do in order to become disciples of the Lord Jesus,
and in order to live Christian lives. This little
book contains the Alpha and the Oaicga, the begin-
nmyg and the ond of divinely authoritative teaching
on thess puints, Herv every man of God may be
thoroughly furnished unto all guod works.

Timothy was commended, becanso from vory
childhood ho had knuwn the Holy Seriptures, which
wuro able to make bin wise nnto salvation through
faith in Corist Jesus. The moen of Beren wero
moro noble than were the moun of Theesalonica, be-
canso thoy received the word spoken by Paul and
Silss with all readiness, and searched the scriptures
daily whethor thuse things were so.

But, a thorough underitanding of the Now Tes-
tament includes a knowledgo of the Old Testament,
The New cannot be understood without the Old.
The Sacred writings with which Tiwothy was fami.
liar wero in the Oud Testament Scriptures. The
Neow Testament was not written at that ttme. 'The
sctiptutes which were searched by the twen of
Berea, were the O Tustamsnt writings, The
references to tho Old Testameont in the Gospols, in
the Acts, and :a the Epistles, are constant, How
can any man understand, for instance, the epistlo
of the Hebrows who is 1gnorant of the Lovitical
ritual] The apostle Paul, said, in the tifteenth
chaptor of the epistle to the Romans, that, *‘what-
soover things wero written aforetime were written
for our learnmng, that we, through comfort and
patience of the scriptures, might have hope.”

A revived interest in the study of the Word is
needed. Weoneed it for our own spiritual health.
Wenced it in order to more successfuily load others
to the Christ and His salvation.

‘¢ SEARCH THE SCRIPTURES,”

DOCTRINAL PREACIIING.

There is, in the minds of many, a growiny dislike
to doctrival preaching, Whether this is the fanlg
of the preacher, the hearer, or both, is left for tho
reader to detormine.  But to discourage doctrinal
preaching is hurtful.

Tine ductrine in the inspired scriptures is the
substratum on which the Christian character rests,
The saint who has not a ductrinal basis has an
ephemeral foundation that will be swept from under
him by the first blast of infidelity.

If preachers do not teach the doctrine of Christ,
what are they to teach? Surely not the dectrines
of men. Four, “In vain dv they worship Me,
teaching as their doctrines the precepts of men.'’
To teach the d.ctrine of Christ is not to teach one
part to the exclusion of anather, but to teach it
in its entirety, Christ has not one doctrino of
faith, another of repentance, another of baptism;
thus making a plurality of ductrines. His doctrine
is one. He who oppuses any one part opposes the
ductiine of Christ. This a Christian cannot doand
be guiltleas,

The power of this gospel or doctrine can be seen
in what it accomplishes. Paul thanks his God that
the Roman brethren had *f obeyed from the heart
that furm of doctrine " which bad been delivered
them, The obedience to this doctrine of Christ is
what made the saints at Reme such worthy ex-
amples. Tho doctrine in this passage is compared
to & mould ; and the Romans had been shaped in
character necording to thismould, Thus they were
transformed from the sorvants of sin to theservants
of rightcousness, by obeying from the heart the
doctrine of Christ.

Why is it that there are so many professed fol-
lowers of Christ who are carried away by new and
heretical teaching? Is it not because they are
ignorant of Christ's teaching? Ioes not Paul
accurately describe them when he likens thom to
drift wood on the surf? The wr.ud has no anchor
and it is borne hither and thither on the busom of
the deep, It veers as often us the wind., This is
the condition of the fullowera of Christ who are not
indoctrinated.  Popular favor, religious excite-
meuts, strange teachings, worldly awmusements,
bear them away on their bosoms and they are driven
by the wind and tossed. Is thero no balm in
Qilead ? Js there no way to anchor these atorms
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tossed barks 7 Can thoy not be saved from hidden
rocks and treachorous whirlpools? Yes! Paul
administers tho balm in Gilesd, he furnishes a
strong anchoer. The instruction of prophets, apostles
and evangelists, are to bo imbibed **till we all
attain unto the unity of the faith, and in tho know-
lodge of the Son of God, unto a full grown man,
unto tho measure of the rtature of the fulness of
Christ, that we may be no longer children, tossed
to and fro with every wind of doctrine, by the
sleights of mon, in craftiness, after tho wiles of
orror,”

Thus is doctrine our stay and support? It is
also our defenco! Ho who secks to defend Chris-
tianity by appealing to nature, voluntarily surrenders
the Gibraltar of our defence. Ho forsakes the
bright sunlight of revelation and begins to mope
and stwinble in tho dim starlight of science. Paul
instructs Titus to hald ¢ to the faithful word which
is according to the teaching, that he may bu able
both to exhort in sound doctrine and conviet tho
gainsayers.”

Doctrine is not only the basis on which the
Christian character rests, but is also a means by
which the saint is developed and finally saved.
*¢Tako hoed unto thyself and unto thy doctrine,
continue in them, for in doing this thou shalt buth
save thyself and them that hear theo.”

Whether the world or delinquent churchmembers
admire doctrinal preaching or not, the faithful in-
atructor must ‘‘ put tho brethron in mind of these
things.” If ho does he shall **be a good minister
of Christ Jesus, nourished in the words of the
faith and of the good doctrine which thou hast fol-
lowed until now.”

The trouble is not with the doctrine but with
the opposer. He eudeavors to change the doctrine
of Christ 8o as to make it suit his own desires in-
stead of making his desires conform to the teaching
of Christ. If this doctrine is to be our guido from
éarth to heaven, then to be religiously right we
must bo doctrinally right, or no cne can be relig-
iously right and doctrinally wrong at the same
time, uneithor can he be religiously wrong and
doctrinally right. Thus, at least, it appears to us,
If our induction of facts are true, thuse who oppose
such preaching aro of that class ¢ who will not
endure the sound doctrine; but, having itching
ears, will heap to themselves tcachers after their
own lusts.” But those who are anxious to do
Christ's will ‘“ all scrinture is given by inspiration
of Gud, and i3 profitablo for doctrine, for reproof,
for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that
the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly
furnished unto all good works.”

RETROSPECTIVE,

In the January number of Tue CHRISTIAN wo
have a rotrospective view of the cause of Christ in
these provinces, by our zealous Bro. Harding, of
Halifax, Ris view of the subject has somewhat
disconraged him, and has led him to conclude that
we are under soporific tendencies. He finds that
in 1879, twenty churches reported a mombership
of 1,370, and in 1888 eighteen churches report
1,600. This shows an increase of 230, without the
report of two churches, whilo Ais estimate is only
200. This slight mistake wo will pass over and
dome to tho reports of the six churches he has given.
Here we find mistakes that should never have seen
the light. The mistakea may not be in the reports
he has givan. Thoy may be correct as far as they
g0, but they do not go far enough to present tho
facts in tho case, and therefore the mistake is in
the conclusion, Reports and inferences are so
niingled and arranged as to confuse and mislead.
We deem it necessary, therefore, to examine care-

fully the actual facts in the case; by so doing we
will find great roum for gratitude over tho success
of tho list decade. We will take tho repurt of
Milton church, as given by our respeoted brother.

{n 1879 there weore 160 members, in 1888 there
were 103, only three additiuns, according to those
reports ; nothing said about deaths and removals
If it should cccur to tho reader that there were
deaths and removals during this time he would
have to quess a8 to the nuinbeor, as tho report leaves
ug in the dork on the subject. Horo is seen the
mistake that wisleads. The Milton church has lost
from hor records 102 mombers the last ten years,
This added to the 163 would give 265, which shows
an increaso of over 100 additions, These are the
factsin the case. Muny others have moved away
whose names are still on the church records, and
many who are not members are moving away,
vhich, of course, lessen the chances of additions to
the chuzch, Add to this the fact that there aro
more woving into the place to take the placo of
thuse who move out; and another thing that we
quite forget o mention, i. e, the church in Sum
merville, ten miles out from Miltun, which is the
legitimato result of Milton church within the last
four years, and we have the encouraging fact that
we have not beenasleep, To give a correct state-
ment of the increase we must take into consideration
the luss from the church records. In doing this we
will find an ircrease in our provinces, the last
dacade that is really enconraging, 'Che Cornwallis
church and the West Gore church and others we
could mention, have suffered depletion fromemi-
gration without any immigration and yet havae kopt
up their number, and some of the churches, not-
withstanding the fearful exodus, have actually
incieased their nmmber. The Kempt church have
suffered by romovals, and, besides this, she has had
troubles envugth to destroy any church. The fact
that she still exists with 68 members is a matter of
surprise to all who know her, and of gratitude to
all who love the truth. We read of the success of
the church iu Boston., We find her incresse is
largely from our provinces, and Worcester church

has beon blessed with sume of our members, and.

wmany other churches in tha States are receiving
pany of our most earnest workers, And, besides
this, thiuk of the preachers who have gone to the
States. At least thirty from the three provinces,
The very ones we expect help from go to other
fields, and leave but a few to look after the interzst
of twenty churches. To know that with all this
migratory influence against us we have held the
fort, and are, at least, 300 members stronger than
wo were ten years ago, is encugh to cause every
disciple to rejuice. I am sure our good Bro. Hard-
ing, in consideration of the abovo facts, will change
his song and enter heartily with us in singing the
684th hymu, especially the second stanzs: *‘Here
11 raise my Ebenezer.” Aud with our gratitude
to Ged for His help and goodness in the past we
will unite our furces to do more 1n the future,

THE TEACIHING OF JESUS.

—

“ And they were astonished at His teaching, for He
taught them as having authority and not ag the scribes,”
—Mark i, 22,

Had wo no recorded word of Jesus, we have
abundaut evidence in His history that His teaching
was mos' remarkable, and produced s profound
immpression on His hearers. Mark’s statement in
the passage quuted, is corruborated by Matthew,
Chap. vii, 28, It is recorded, Juo. vii. 45, that
certain officers who had been sent by the authorities
to apprehend Jesus returned without having ful-
filled their mission, and excused themselves on the
ground that Jesus spake a8 no other man ever apake.

Wherever He wont, multitudes crowded to hear
Him, and ** the common people heard him gladly.”
His teaching su impressed tho people that it
aroused the opposition of their religious toachers
sad led, finally, to Hig crucifixion. Such teach-
ing moust have had romarkablo characteristics.
What theso were can be pluinly seen from tho
toaching itself, which we have recorded in the four
gospels. Thoy can test be understood and appre-
ciated by studying them in contrast with tho popular
toachings of that day,

The Scribes were tho religious teachers of tho
Jowish people at that time. Their teaching was a
alavish reiteration of the *‘traditions of the fathers,’
o mnss of human speculations which had almost
ontirely superceded the law of God, aud by which,
as Christ charged, they had made void thy law of
God. Theso speculations were, in large part, of
the most trivial and childish character; dealing, not
with the vital concerns of life, but with such matters
as the washing of pois and enps, and ths tithing of
anise and cumin, They did not relate to the duty
of man, to his fellow, or to his God. They pertained
almost entirely to the mere ceremonia's of re”
ligion,

There was nothing vital, quickening, elevating
in them. They might perplex the mind but could
never stic tho heart or arouse the conscience,
They mnight amuse and employ man, but could never
save him. In teaching these things the soribas
made no pretence to originality. They did not
teach them on their own authority, They taught
them as the opinions and sayings of the fathers,
and tock acrupulous care to add nuthing of their
own, !

To this slavish adherence to the traditions of the
Elders, Jesus opposed a magnificent independence;
To the lifeless and trivial discussions of the Scribes
He oppused sovul-stirring, conscience-smiting, ad-
dresses, ‘To their subserviency to custom, He
opposed a startling originality. While to their
weak re-ocho of voices long since hushed in death,
Ho opposed an authority which drove living trath
home to the heart, This it was which astonished
the people: How is it that this man has these
things when He has never attended the schools of
the Rabbis? Hew can He speak as Be does, ‘‘hav-
ing neverlearited 7" Whence got He this authority?
These were questions which the people of that
generation could not understand.

*

The main cause of wonder seemned to be the
authority with which He spoke., Be did not refer
to any Rabbi ncr Elder for a corroboration of what
He said. He made the most startling and vevolu-
tionary statementa solely on His own responsibility.
Nay, it seemed to them that He made statements
which contravened both the law of Moses and the
tradirions of the fathers, and gave no authority
but His own for s0 doing. ** Yo have heard that it
bath been said, an eye for an eye and a tooth for a
tooth, But, I say unto you, that ye resist not evil;
but whosoever shall smite-thee on the right cheek,
turn to him the other also.” The ¢ I saY uNTO
you,” was a new phrase in religious teaching, and
it occurred very frequently in the teaching of Jesus.
1t manifested a confidence in Himsclf and a con

sciousnees of authority to which that age had

hitkerto been a stranger.

Thea Jesus brought new truth, He shed light
on all the relations and duties of men, such as the
world hed never enjoyed before. This we must
pever lose sight of. We owe to Jesus much of
the world’s best thought to-day; a large portion of
the vital truth which we possess, There is no com-
puting the extent to which the world is richer for
the presence in it for a few years of the Redeemer
of men, The novelty of thia truth startled men
84 weoll as the authority with which it waa uttered.:
Let us consider the aAuTmorIiTy of Christ's teach-

ing. Why was it that He spake with authorityt:

rg - et I A Iy QLA O n T e S
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I. Because He KNEW WHEREOF HE SPOKE.

His toaching was not spronlative—it was plain
matter of fact, Consequently, it was such as could
be known to he true. Now, uny man can apeak
with authority that which he knows to be true.
What he has seon with his eyes, heard, fult, oxpori-
onced, this ho can authoritatively tell, The things
which Jesns taught were all of this charactor,
*“Vorily, verily, 1 say unto theo, we speak that we
do know and testify that we have seen, ote.” Jao
ii. 11. Christ could speak with authority about
God, for He was God’s Son, and knew the Father
and came out from the Father. Ho could speak
authoritatively about man, for He was the Sun of
Mau, and needed not that any should testify of
man for He knew what was in man. He could
speak with authority about the plan of redempcion,
for Ho was the Exccutor of it. Ho could speak
authyritatively sabout human duty and human
destiny, for God had appointed Him to be the Judge
of the quick aud tho dead. ‘Yhatever He touched
in His teaching was familiar to Him. Henco, Ho
had no need of corroburating His statements with
the authority of othors.

13, Because HE was Gup's arpoINTED TEACIER.

““This is my beloved Sou in whom Iam well
pleased. Hear yo Him.” Matt. xvii. 5. He had
as much right to speak with authority as Boses or
any of the prophots. Nay, more! For was He
not as much above Moses as the son is above the
servant? And had not Moses himsolf predicted
His coming and commanded the people to hear
Him? And was it not in the presence of Muses
the Law-giver, and Elijah, the repcesentativo of the
prophets, that God called attontivn to Jesus on the
mount of trausfiguration, and sard: *‘Hearye Hin{"
The conscicusness of this fact, that the Father had
sent Him, and that He delivered the Fathor's
message, was the gecrot of Jesus' magnificent bear-
ing as a public teacher. He feared no man, how-
ever great. He sought the sanction and sympathy
of no religious teachers, howevoer ominent. Hoe
had His commission from heasen and His doctrine
was of God. Hence, both His manner of teaching,
and what Ho taught, filled His hearots with wonder
and astonishment,

1. The authority of Christ's teaching brings a
great blessing to the world, It gives us assurance
in His teaching, 1If it wero meoro speculation we
could have no confidence in it. If it wore the
teaching of a person who did not know what he
aflicmed to by true, wo cunld nott accept it heartily
or trust ourselves to its guidanco. But mince Jesus
speaks with the authority of knowledge and under
the commission of heaven, we can put implicit trust
in all His statements, and rest on His teaching as
on an immovable rock. In a world of uncertainties,
what a blessed boon is this certain truth of Christs

2 The authority of Christ's teaching imposes a
weighty reaponsibility on the world. This is no
idle tale, told for the amusement of men. It is a
solemn, but glorious message, proclauned in the
nama of God, and involving man's destiny forever,
Man cannot treat this teaching lightly with impu-
nity. The teaching of Christ will confront an
asgembled universe at the judgment, *‘The words
that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the
last day.”

JANUARY ITEMSOF TIIE CHRISTIAN
REVIEWED.

Noticing some communications in. Tue CHRISTIAN
for January, we call attention to several things,
as deserving more than a passing notice.

Bro. Howard Murray has, in his article, re-
minded us, by refeiring to several passages of
acripture, that Christians and churches, in apostolic
times, contributed of their means, to sustain evan-

golists who were preaching the gospel to others,
‘These scriptures show that the parties contribut.
irg, know to whom, and for what they were giving
—that they zave to the mon doing the work—not to
a middle party to be expunded at discrotion.

In showing that Paul was working ns an ovange-
list ai Corinth, he is mado to say, by mistake of the
typo setter, that Tanl was ‘“‘under wages.” ‘This is
too bad, ‘“‘Under wages” implies dcing hared to
proach the gospel. Psul never was under wagos,
or hired to preach; nor was any other preacher of
the gospol in his day. Paul was not *‘an hireling;”
he took ‘‘wages,” or mord accurately, ‘‘contribu-
tions” to supply his wants. Tho hireling system
did not eoxist until the *‘Man of Sin” appeared.
As Bro. M. has pointed out, there is something
#aid, in these scriptures, about “‘collecting and ap.
propriating monies for the support of their home
church.” Their recorded work was that of eran-
gelizing.  Churches, when set in order, were to
edify themsclves, and sound out the word in the
regions beyond, instead of giving their money to
lire somehiody to edify them,

Bro. W. J. Meeservey has given six reasons for
the ““Blessedness of Giving.” sumnmarized as fotlows:

1. “It kills out the covotousness of the human
heart,”

2. It is blessed to give, because God bountifully

“bestows upon the bountiful giver.

3. “Because it secures spiritual prosperity.”

4. Because, “what we bestow upon earth shall
be rewarded in heaven,”

b. ‘‘Becanse, we theroby become allied to God
and His cause.,” We become, ‘‘co-workers to-
gether with Him,”

6. It is blessed to give whilo we live, 8o that the
lawyers will not get it after wo are dead, and the
fruit of our labors ke pervorted.

Bro. Harding makes some mention of the work
in which he is now cngaged; tho great need of
evangelistic work; the scarcely percoptible gain in
permanent growth during the past tea years, and
hopes to have the hearty co-uperation of the
brethren throughout the provinces, in the work of
*‘turning the tide,” which he has entered into with
such vigor, and is prosocuting with such success.

We join in this hope, Bro. Harding as an evan-
golist in this field, is the right man in the right
placo. Now, let us do as Bro. Murray has shown
us those primitive Christians did, when Paul was
doing the same kind of work,—lut us send him our
contributions to sustain bim in the great work.
His address is 19 May Street, Halifax, N. S. And
now, as Bro. Murray has shown us the propriety of
giving, Bro. Messorvey the blesseditess of giving, and
Bro. Harding the necessity of giving, let us “freely
give,” ¢* that the word of the Lord may have freo
courso and be glorified.”

Bro. Crawford’s editorial, we heartily endorae,
as excellont and well timed. Wo want—the world
needs—more plain talk like this: thereason for our
existence as a people; the work, and the necessity
for the work in which we are engaged; our distinctive
plea for union on the Bible alone—for a restoration
of apostolic teaching and practice. This plea must
be pushed more constantly and persist~ntly than
cver bofore the world, We are glad that the editor
of Tie CHRISTIAN has come forward ou this line,
with **more to say in a future number.”

Wo havo long standing calls, from different
qurrters, for the use of our pen, and being scarcely
able to keop “'up to timo” with our own work, we
cannot be expected to write a3 much and as often,
for as many other papers, as we would like to do.

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RIALS MAY COME,BUT BEFAITHFUL,

The Bible is full of encouragement, and oven
presents to us this fact, that trials and temptations
are, or should bo, to tho Christian, what fire is to
silver or gold,  Says the apostle: That the trial of
your faith, being much more procious than of gold
that perisheth, though it be tried with firo, might
be found unto praise and humor and glory at the
appeuring of Jesus Christ, I, Peteri. 7. Kuow-
ing this, that the trying of your faith worketh
patienco. James i, 3.

Blessed is the wan that evndurecth temptation,
for when he is tried, ho shall recoive the crown of
lifo, which the Lord hath promised to them that
love Him. Jer. i. 12. Beloved, think it not
strange, concerning the fiery trial which is to try
you, as though some strange thing happened unto
you. I Peter1v, 12, *Though our faith should be
tried with fice, let ns hold fast to the religion of
Jesus Christ.” It is our only hope here, and our
only hope of a crown of life horeafter. ¢‘ Let us
take the spostles of Christ as examples of trials
and afilictions, and see what befell some of them.”
Faul, for instance, suffered tho most sevoro trials
that could bs borne by man, and under them all
8eo how he bore them, in order to gain tho crown
oflifo, 1I. Cor. xi 23. In stripes above measure,
in prisons more froquent, in deasths oft, Of tho
Jews, five times received I forly stripes save one,
thrice was T beaten with rods, once was I stoned,
thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day 1
have been in the deop. It journoyings often, in
perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils of
mine own countrymen, in perils by the heathen,
in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, m
perils in tho sea, in perils among false brethren;
in weariness and painfulness; in watchings .often,
in hunger and thirst; 1n fastings often, in cold and
nakedness. Beside those things that are without,
that which cometh upon me daily, the care of alj
the churches.” Here is a long list of trials for one
man to bear. But under them all, when about to
depart this life, he says: *‘I have fought a good
fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the
faith, henceforth thero is laid up for me a crown of
righteousness.” Hence, we seo that Paul’s faith
was tried as gold and silver is tried. As with Paul,
80 with the rest of the apostles, they all fought a
goud fight, thoy all finished their course, they ull
kept the faith and are now awaiting tho crown of
hfe. Paul, in his letter to Hebrews, (11th chap.)
gives a catalogue of trials and sufferings of the Old
Testament prophets. We might quole passage
after passage tu prove how these men were tried.
Job says, ** But He knoweth the way that I take ;
when He hath tried me, I shall come forth as gold.
David, from the fullness of his heart, in refoerring
to the gracious benefits that (God had bestowed
upon .His people, is heard to say: Thou! O Gud,
hast proved us, Thou hast tried us as silver and
gold is tried; the fining pot is for silver and the
fuinace for gold; but the Lord trieth the hearts.
Isaiah hus something to say about tho trial of our
faith, he gives the express languago of ouv heavenly
Father. Bashold! 1 have rofined thee, but not
with silver; I have chosen thee in the furnace of
afflictiun, Zechariah, in prophesying of tho doath
of Christ, and the trial of a third part. **The Lord
is heard to say: I will bring the third part through
the fire, and will refine them as silver is refined,
and will try them as gold is tried.” It is necessary
that our faith be tried here. That it should stand
the test hercafter, overy man’s work is to be made
manifest, and fire shall try every man's work of
what sort it is, If our faith is ablo to stand the
test in the judgment, we shall be fouad uunto praise
and honor and glury at the appearing of Jesus
Christ.

How wmany noble of carth have .passed hence,

that we know-nothing of, who "have been life-long"

sufferers and trial bearers, and to-day we have
thoueands who aro suffering and bearing their trials
with patience, waiting tho summons from the
Master, So that their carthly house of this tabor-
nacle being dissolved, they should have a building
of God, an house not made with hands, oternal in
tho hoavens. Whero trials have an end, where
trouble nevor enters, where peace and harmony
reigns supreme, and the crown of righteousness is
given to those who have come out of great tribula-
tion, and washed their 10bes, and made thom whito
in the blood of the Lamb,
