St. Hilaire and other favorite resorts are also
looking their best, and recollections of the cold, wet and unfavorable
season of 1888 seum tobe completely dissipated.

Anviors from California continue very favorable for the crops of
raisins and 'prunes; the early estimates of about a million boxes of
the former and 18,000,000 lbs of the latter yet standing as the cx-
psected yield of these two important articles. The fact that the Malaga
crop of raisins promises short and the belief of Californians that there
Is only one place in the world where raisins can be grown, and that
is on the Pacific coast, is having a serions influence upon the growers
by causing them to pitch thoir ideas for fruit at such an extreme flig-
ure that packers are greatly disturbed by the prospects, and are an-
ticipating a check to th.o industry by the expressions that they are
constantly saluted with. The growers, in many instances, are talk-
ing 56c per pound for the fruit in tl sweat boxes; a price which
means $1.10 pur box for the fruit alone, or say $1.40 to includo box-
ing, fancy papers, labor and other incidental expenses.

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FIRE INSURANCE.
The report of the Superintendent of Insurance on the progress

of fire insurance during the year 1t88, is very much more favor-
able in its character and Itopeful in its views titan that of the
preceding year. In fact the showing is very much better than
was anticipated. -The amount of -pramiums paid to the thirty-
two companies doing business in the country lias grown from
$5,244,502 in 1887 to $5,437,263 in 1888; the largest total ever
recorded. The stateinent of losses is even more encouraging.
The total of fire losses incurred is only $3073,822, or 56.53 per
cent of the preminms received, as against $3,403,514, or 64.90
per cent, for the preceding twelve months.

If we obtain an approximation to the actual losses incurred
during the period under review, by deducting the amounts paid
for losses previously incurred and including those of the year
which are still unsettled, we find that the ratio of losses to pre-
minms is only 5557 per cent, or Il per cent less than last year,
and that it is 7 per cent less than the average for the past eleven
years; the figures being as follows,-

This shows that the loss ratio of 1888 is the lowest of the

decade, with the solitary exception of 1880, and it would there-
fore seem to illustrate the increased prosperity of the country by
indicating a decline in the moral hazard.
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Turning next ta the volume of business transacted by the
companies we find equally gratifying evidences of the steady
expansion of fire insurance. Not only this, but the rate per
cent paid for premiums is increased; thus showing the more
profitable character of the risks accepted. The gross amoint of
risks accepted during the year totals up $541,580,007, or nearly
nine millions of dollars more than in 1887, and the premiums
charged on this enormous sum amount to $6,390,296 er at the
rate of 1.18 per cent as against 1.15 during the previaus year. A
significant feature about this increase is that it has'taken place
entirely among the .Canadian companies. whose business is
credited with a growth of $10.951,667. On the other hand the
British, companies show a decrease of $1,150,582 and the
American companies one of $978,666. It is evident therefore
that a portion of the business leretofore done by foreign coin-
panies is being transferred ta the local ones, and froin the figures
it would look as if two of these companies were the m'ost highly
favored; since the Western Assurance claims an increase of over
six and a quarter -millions during the year, and the British
America one of nearly five millions. A portion of this, however,
la off set by a decrease of one and a half millions on the part of
two of the amaller concerns.

When, however, we come ta compare the total cash income of
the Canadian companies with the total expenditure, we find a
less promising condition of affairs. It is true that the excess of
expenditure over income in 1888 is only $2,897, as against $72,.
612 iü 1887, still the existance of such a deficit is an unpleasant
feature, and it la hardly reassuring to find that for every $100 of
income thire bas been paid out $100.08. We find in 1888 that
the income of the Canadian companies was as follows :-

Thug for every $100 the companies received in income they

paid out $67.61 for losses; $28.96 for -expenses and $3.51 for
dividends; while for every $100 received for premiums they
paid out $70.37 for losses, $30.14 for expenses and $3.65 for
dividende. l fact whèn we come ta look up the records for the
past 14 years we find that the expenditure of the companies
amounts ta $48,425,498 as -against an income of $47,329,447 or a
net deficit of $1,096,051.

This tends ta show that, owing ta the severity of competition,
the public have been enabled ta compel the companies to furnish
them vith the necessary protection from fire loss at a rate les
than it is really worth. . Were it otherwise we alould find in-
come and.expenditure balancing each other more nearly. Possi-
bly too another reason for this disheartening deficit in that, for
similar reasons, the scope of the policy bas been so enlarged that.
it now covers conditions and exigencies out of ail proportion to
the premiumn it is issued for. In fact the company is compelled
to pay losses that it expressly stipulates it will not; and pay
them in full too, or else lose its popularity. Let a company once
get the reputation of repudiating losses and delayingsettle-
ments and it will soon lose is business. The public always lean
ta the aide of the insured, and against the company. They feel
that they May one day have ta claim themselvea ; and therefore

a the other hand is looked upon as a son-less corporation whilch
wallows premiums wholesale and pays ont as little inreturn
a possible. The net result is that the company, no måtter how
et its stand may be, is compelled ta pay claims that are dis-
nctly unfair without a murmur ; lest by refusing to do so they
nay injure their chances of securing new busines. The conse-
uences of this enforced policy are apparent in the figures we
ave just given.

CANADIAN EXPORTS.
No one can read the export statistics of Montreal publibhed

n concise form in these columns from week toweek without
ioting the limited number of articles of produce or manufacture,
vhich go ta make up the volume of our trade. Even thesé fig-
ires do not tell the exact truth, as a large proportion of Ihe
rain and flour going forward of late has been American.

The future prosperity of the country largely hinges upon this
oint: la a rapid and continuons expansion of our export trade

possible ? We are of opinion that it is, but it must be admittéd
ve have been makiig progress slowly. One of our chief etis-
tomera for many years lias been Newfoundland, bat unfortuli-
ately the poor cops in Canada last season have caused a large
hare of this trade ta be temporarily lest ta us, and with thb
great advantages of larger markets, and facilities of exclange
and transportation, enjoyed by United States competitors, it will
be diflicult ta regain our ground, unless we -have an exceptionai
harvest, which seems far froin probable. A gi eat deal of non-
sense bas lately appeared from Newfoundland sources in regard
ta political and race questions in the Dominion, showing that
the clap-trap of irresponsible agitafors bas been accepted as
gospel truth, and that incalculable injury ta British and Can-
adian interests on this continent is possible. Naturally a colony
which bas complained so bitterly for maliy years of French
aggressions, in connection withb the fisheries, and the disputed
terri tory known as the "French shore," has taken alarm at the
positive but false statements made, and is not willing ta throw
in its lot with the confederation, while it remains under the im-
pression, that the counsels of this country are. dominated over
by the descendants of the French race.

It appears ta us that the valuable trade connections between
Canada and Newfoundland are well worth retaining, and that
our old customer deserves better treatment than she has yet
received. Possibly the new Minister of Trade and Commerce
will ses the advantage of cultivating better relations with a
neighbor near at band, and under the same flag, for while the
distant foreigu colonies of Great Britain offer opportunities, yet
unexplored, the deocay of the Newfoundland trade means an im-
mediate loss to our shipping interest and exporters. Unfortun.
ately the apathy of Great Britain, the political strife in Ontario
and Quebec and the desire of the-Islanders for expenditures. on
railways, ail tend at the present time ta create a desire in New-
foundland for annexation ta the United States; The best way
ta secure a valuable trade and cure the ills of the Island, would
be incorporation in the Canadian confederacy, but the advant-
ages of such a union, which were prominent some time ago,
appear ta bave been lost sight of in the prevailing dissatisfaction.

The features of the American export trade are well vorthy
of close study now that unusual efforts are ta be made to increase
the volume of our business with distant countries. During the
past fiscal year there were larger exports from the United States
of raw cotton, beef, hog and dairy products, live animais, cota,
copper, petroleum, leather, furs, wood, hops, agricultural impie-
ments, veliicles, steam engines, machinery, etc , but these were
partly offset by decreased exports of wheat and flour, manu-
factures of cotton, tobacco, etc. The increases are mainly in
crude, or comparati vely crude products, despite the fact that the
export of.wheat was small. Exporta less important in amount,
but much mare important in their promise for the future have
increased. We refer to articles representing a maximum of labor
and manufacturing skill, maehinery of the highest type, loco-
motives, steam engines, clocks, watches and cutlery. An ad-
vance, too, from a lower ta a higher grade of export may be
noted in ie output of refined instead of crude potroleum, of
manufactured instead of raw tobacco, and in somesother imnport-
ant articles. The necessity for finding foreiÈn markets la attract-
ing more attention than ever, and the records of the fiscal year
will be closely studied with aview of tracing out the possibilities
in this direction.

It has been remarked that a nation wnich senda cutlery to
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Sheflield and watches to Geneva, need net fear the future of her
export trade when the disadvantages and obstacles whiclh at
present exist bave been removed. Despite all obstacles says
the New York Bullelin, Continental trade steadily expands, the
products of our workshops finding their way in increasing quan-
tities into Canada, Mexico, the West Indies and the countries of
Central and South America. This lis true of our agricultural
implements, machinery of many forme, locomotives, cars and
other velicles, stcam-engines, sewing-nachines, domestic uten-
sils and a great variety of articles whose introduction under pre-
tent conditions le quite certain to lead to largely increased de-
inands as cornmercial intercourse with these nations becomes
more intimnate. li this direction at least there. should be no
hesitancy as to the course te be pursued. These markets lie at
our doors; they are already taking our producte in increasing
quantities and variety, and every consideration of self-interest
and good policy roquires tlat our merchants and manufacturera
should turn their attention to the cultivation of the commercial
opportinities thus aftorded, and that our Government should
remove overy obstacle that our laws impose to the realization of
this promise of intimate andi mutually beneficial commercial re-
lations with nations of the Western World. The means of culti-
vating this trade are being intelligently and earnestly studied,
and, wlat is even more to the purpose, steady and important
gains are being made in our exporta to these countries, and
ellective efforts are being made to further extend thom. In this
direction, at least, there are grounds for encouragement and the
strongest incentive to sustained and increasing energy and well-
directed effort.

''hese remarks certainly afford reflection for Canadians, as
our cheap labor in nanufacturing centres and abundant supplies
ofraw material, within easily accessible distance, give us ad-
vantages not enjoyed by the United States, in certain Unes of
manufacture. Near by trade la all the more profitable and
satisfactory owing to quicker returns, etc., and this ls being re-
cognized by' gur enterprising neighbors. We do not advocate
the abandonmnent of distant trade possibilities, but there l some
danger of looking too far abroad and concentrating all our ener-
gies in oe direction.

THE BANK STATEMEI NTS.
The changes indicated by the bank statenents for the month

Of ;lue are strictly normal in their character. The larger market-
ing of producte of the farin, vegetables, fruit, etc,, le recorded in
the increase of the circulation by $1,197,072 over the figures for
1ay. The fluctations in this item are now due almnost entirely
te the requirements of those handling tlie products of agricul-
ture. Owing to the extension of banking facilities, very little,
comparatively, of actual money le required for the purposes of
general commerce. Cheques and notes have largely taken the
place of currency, so far as the interchange of commercial com-
modities is concerned ; but, in the case of the agriculturists,
actual cash ls still the basis of negotiation, and hence any flucta-
tion lu tie volume of circulation is usually referable to this
cause.

Taking the next important item we find a decrease of $292,-
632 in deposits on demand, and ene of $7,400 in those repayable
after notice. Theso coiparati vely trifling decreases are both
due to the ordinary expansion of trade during the monti under
rnviow. Storekoopers were then purchasing their stocks, and
thmus were coipelled to draw upon their deposits to a greater or

doss extent. Added to this, a great deal of building lias been
going on of late, especially in this city, and the cash payments
necessary for the payment of wages, cost of building material,
cartaige, etc., have tended largely to reduce the volume of de-
pmosits.

Thbe balances due to banks in the 'United Kingdom show i
decreaso of $206,89S. This, of course, is due partly to the move-
ment of produce fron tils country to the United Kingdom, and
partly to the natural desire of our banks to keep their balances
lin the United Kingdomn as low ns possible, owing to the custom of
charging one per cent, over bauk rate, which le still persisted in
by our Eiglisli cousins.

Discounts and loans to other corporations (which are practi.
cally one and the saine thing) show an expansion of $488,832,
This ls caused, of courso, by the natural expansion of trade dur-
ing the sumier menthe causing avincreased demsand for assis-
tance froum the bauiks, and is a direct testimîony to the hlalthiex
feeling pirevailing in trade circles. It ecems now tolerably cer.
tain that our harvest will be au exceptienally good oe. Ie eorti

are favorable from most sections of the country; with the.excep-
tion, perhaps, of Manitoba whore the crop will be only half that
of the I banner " year. As a consequence storekeepers have
displayed greater confidence in ordering, and, since prices of
most textiles are higher than those ruling at the same period of
last year, an increased demand for financial assistance was
necessarily involved. At the same time it may, perbaps, be
worth while to note that the aggregate of commercial loans la
now nearly sixteen and a half millions more than it was a year
ago-a fact which shows distinctly how lieavily the bad harvest
of last year strained the resources of ourcommercial community,

Directors liabilities show a decrease of $300,528; and we are
glad to see that ''other assete " are $636,747 smaller than they
wore a month ago. Our opinion on this item has been expreesed
so often that it were useless to put it again on record. Mr.
Courtney is as well aware of tise nature of the assets entered
under this heading as we are ourselves; and if lie lias not been
able te abolish it yet, it la simply because the influence brought
to bear upon him for its retention la greater than lie dares to
combat.

MINERAL WEALTH.
The remarkable increase in the production of minerals in the

United Staies, possesses considerable interest to Canadians in
view of the valuable deposits of economic minerals withhi our
territory. The United States, like Canada, le usually classed as
an agricultural nation, the bulk of the exporta in both instances
consisting of producte of the field. It can only be a question of
time, however, when tihe increasing production of mines and
quarries will be an important source of wealth.

Since 1883 a complote report on the mineral resources of the
United States lias been attempted annually, an example which
has been followed with considerable success by the Geological
survey of Canada. .It le estimated that the value ofi our annual
production la less thami twenty million dollars, but as there is a
steady flow of American capital into this country seeking in.
vestment in mining properties, thora will be an enormous ex-
pansioni in output and values within the next decade. siflicient
la known of the resources of the Lake Superior country, the
Northwest and Lower Province coal belts, and British Columbia,
to warrant the brigliteat expectations, and the attraction of Amer-
ican -capitali although it may be regretted by. some, who would
like to sec all the valuable inining lands hield by Canadians, will
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certainly cause a much earlier development than- would be pos-
sible if United States capitalists were excluded. Notwithstand-
ing a falling off of nearly 'fifteen million dollars in the value of
the iron output in the United States, on account of the decline
in price, the total of ail mineral products increased during the
year 49. millions, and reached for 1888 the large total of 591¾
million dollars.

The copper combination raised the average price on copper
from 11.4 :cents per pound to 14.6 cents, and at the same time
caused an increase in production from 184 to 281 million pounds.
All the larger articles, 'with the exception of iron, show gains,
and coal alone, (anthracite and bituminous) supplies 29 of the 49
millions increase. There was nearly 7 million dollars increase
on natural gas, 6 millions on petrolèeum and about 6 millions on
silver. The value of metals produced i one year in the United
States has recently been figured ont to be about one-half the
average of the aggregate local values during the last five years
of ail the cereai' crops, namely corn, wheat, oats, rye, barley and
buckwheat. Compared with some of the other agricultural pro-
ducts besides cereals, the hay crop for 1SS7 was estimated at 413
millions dollars, while cotton stands at about one-h.alf the 600
millions for minerals.

The growth during the past three years has.been very striking,
the value in 1885 being only 428 millions, against 591 million
dollars nosy, an increase pf 163 millions, or 40 par cent. The
chief additions have been in iron and coal. In 1885 the total of
anthracite and bituminous was lees than 100 million tou ; for
1888 it la 1321 millions, and this notwithstanding the develop-
ment in the interval of the natural gas industry, the product of
which lias increased from a value of $4,854,200 in 1885 to $22,-
662,128 in 1888. It le interesting to note that the production of
coal in Great Britain last year reached 169,935,219 tons which is
considerably in excess of the output in the United States. ý ,

The comparisons and figures referred to in this article will
give sone idea of the value of our vast mineral deposita which
only require the judicious use of capital to enormously increase
the national wealth, Canada being more favored by nature in
some respects than the United States.

ENDOIRSING.
Of the many ills to be encountered in a business career, the

most dangerous and deadly l that of endorsing outside notes.
The habit, once allowed, is never sen in its true light till it be-
comes too late, and, notwithstanding that every week bringe to
the surface fresh instances of the final resulte of such trans-
actions, the list does not appear to diminish in number,.but
rather to increase. But a comparatively small percentage of the
losses thus incurred ever find their way into print, for it is only
when the limit is reached and failure brought about directly
from sucl a«cause that the public are enlightened as to the true
nature of affaire.

A great many assignments, occurring from week to week, and
attributed to the dullness of trade, insufficient capital, had debts,
or slow collections, miglit be rigltly set down as finding their
origin in outside transactions of this nature, which had drawn
fron their limited capital, probably years before; and through
the credit extended them,-was not really felt to any degree tilt
one or other of the causes mentioned above followed, and the
two proved of greater weight than they were able to sustain.
Endeavoring to shield their good7judgment against the censure
which might be heaped upon it for lending assistance outside of
their own lina of business, they accordingly give the latter
reason for their failure, while the real causeisl never brought
forth. Sound and repeated advice against the evil of endorsing
notes, coupled with the sad results instanced from time to time,
appear of little, if any, avail in checking thair continuance.
The reason for this may be assigndd to the fact that many 'an
never get suflliciently taught until costly experience is added
and they are doomed to step aside, when another takes their
place, who, perhaps, will eventually pay as dear for the wisdom
which his generosity overpowered at the time.

A mýan fails in business from the effects of endorsing outside
paper, and, although-he le ouly too well aware of its undesirable
result,' irill often seek the same nethot] himself of gaining
anotler entrance to the mercantile field. lie straightway sees
but the tèmporary relief it affords, aud, as ail hiS cbances are
now.for gain, and nothing te losa, he exerts his utmost influence
in his own behalf, and finally succeeds in raising suflicieht funds
to enbark. ReneWals wth iïterest attac hdallw tbis paper te
float for a year or two, and, lu the meantime, auy >success that

may have attended his efforts in business gains for him the
good-will and, very often, the name as .well, of some brother
trader or neighboring farmer, tilt the holder of the notes at
last becomes tired of their aged appearance and date, and de-
posits them for collection in the bank. ,Whe they become due
there is another batch of notes seeking purchasers, or, if the mer-
chant endeavors to retire them unaided, ha drains his business
and simply changes the location of the load from one place to
another without, in any degres, diminishing its weight. Should
his business continue to prosper uninterrupted ha may, by great
economy, pull along for a time; but with the present existing
competition and keenness displayed in purchasing for cash and
selling on small margin, the chances are greatly againet him,
and his business career le again limited.

A man in business may, after raading or being a witness te
the deplorable resulte of signing outside papers on the part of
others, form a strict resolve to remain aloof from any such
chances of loss; but. no two cases ever appear to follow each
other in just the sae light, aud the solicitor for such favors
has always a story to tell of the final profitable results, and goes
into the details to such an extent that the bright sida not only
shows itself in bold relief, but its ganial rays entiraly obscure
any obstacle which might ordinarily appear as a caution; and,
before he lias time to consider, his fear of of'ending a frieand
drae him on, and, while framing au excuse, au extra assurance
froni the solicitor causes him to yield.

Like many other evils, that of endorsing or giving security for
a friand or neighbor is seldom attended in its first stages with
immediate loes, for it is only after such compliments become
customary, and the fear of ultimate loss le cast aside by their
prompt paymenton several occasions, that they are indùlged in to
a larger degree and in a more reckless manner. The system, once
established and attended with satisfactory results, leaves no ex-
cusa for holding back when again requested, which is certain to
ha the case, for it le the first and most speedy way of obtaining
money when required, particularly when the obtaining is the
main point, with all thouglits of repaying it cast aside with
the consoling thouglit that there are always chances ahead,
and which only require te be souglit out. The system of " back-
ing notes " (the tern usually applied in the rural districts) is
among the firet ideas of transacting business learned in the
country, and these lassons :are generally taught at the auction
sales. where a farmer's son, who le, of course, well known in the
vicinity, can purchase a horse or team without paying a dollar
down at the time, but merely getting hie neighbor to back hie
note, twelve monthe; which refugal to do so among farmnrr would
be considered in some localities to-day, anything but a niwghborly
act. Buggies and farm implementa are procured from the
manufacturera, or their agents in the neighboring village, in the
same manner, and ihis is seldom attended with loss; but many
aspirants for business life in the towvn or city, with little or no
capital or experience, drift each year from the farm, and the.easy
credit extended them before, they still seek out ,vith renewed
vigor, forgetting that once in business and away from the farn
they lre expected to be prompt, and their notes, which formerly
were renewed or dated te agree with the time their grain could
be sold, now becomes due, regardless of crops. Tne usual re-
sult of the above is another name added to the crop of failures,
and lie who was so anxions and determined te leave the farm,
would now be only too happy in humiliating himself once more
te its slower but safer raturns.

CHANGED BUSINESS CONDITIONS.
The recent changes in trade conditions have for some time

paet bsn a favorite topic of discussion with the best writers in
the United States. It is a curions fact that although official re-
ports indicate an immense increase in the volume of products
handled in the various industries, complainte continue to be
heard of the state of business, and failures are comparatively
numerous..

If this shows anything, it shows there have bena great
changes la the way of carrying on the commerce and industries
of the country, te which the machinery of trada as notyet been
fully adjusted. If we look at the condition of the farmiag .con-
munity we find the farmera of late yeara. have provided'them-
selves with much more than they must ordinarily buy and their
wants have been supplied nearer home.. The abundant crop
yield and,the. improvement in means of communication have
naturally led toia more even distribution of food supplies. -No
one can question that tha: great mass: of the 'people hava ben
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beneflted by the abundance and cheapness of food and of all the f
necessaries of life, but, in spite of this, complainte have been
widespread, and it is evident that thia increased prosperity and
increased volume of trade have not ensured correspouding
advantage to all manufacturing and mercantile intereste. Dur-
ing the past few monthe the average prices of staple goods have
been lower than ever before ut corresponding times of year, and
lower by about 24 per cent than thirty years ago; the tendency
of Interest rates is downward, of wages upward ; of profits toward
narrower margins than ever before ; and competition grows
constantly keener.

Most people will accept as a general principle the theory that
whatever leads to lower prices and higher wages is a move in
the right direction and beneficial te the community at large. If
the margin of profit narrows while the volume of tradeexpands,
it only renains for the manufacturer and merchant te se adjust
their business as to get the sanie compensation from quicker
sales at emaller profits as fron slower sales ut larger profits; and
the whole bulinesiis world is lending rapidly in this direction.
The elianges we have indicated are necessarily disturbing for
the time being and iost injurious to those who attempt to resist
theam. Natural tendencies cannot he defeated, but ut the sane
time they are not te lie dreaded by honest and intelligent traders.
Distress and disaster have always followed arbitrary restrictive
laws and tuilawful combinations. Such combines as attempt te
control supplies, to defeat competition, or toresist the lowering of
prices, are in the highest degree harnful, but concentration and
agreement for legitimate purposes and the achieveinent of
actual econcimies, are inevitable results of keen competition and
have always accompanied it. On tho wlhole we cannot voice the
sentiments of those wlo affect alarin at the changes which are
taking place in the business world ariaing from natural causes.

The proupcis fcr puoilies are very flatteiing in ail the Statescovered
by oir ieot,save in Miinncsota and Dakota, alid even lu tbat section
the ciop pron.iEsc to be a fair oe. lii most of the other States the
present conditicn l8 comîFidrably above the nyerage. Coi nî prospecta

continue good l i Alistotri, Nebrala, KanFas ai:d Iowa. The crop
lias iiproved considerably in WisconsHin, Mininesoti aud Dakota ur-
der recent ioist,, bot weither. Quite a falling otf is nioticeable in the
riprti. frt m Olio aind Kciitity, howtver. In Illinois and Indiana
the preEtîit outlook lH fair. Oi thic whole the prescit situation la
rathlier c it iial. I f cool, wet weahlîer prevails during the next fifteen
days the reiilt will be disitrcus in manyý fields already saturatcd
witl iioistuire. With lot, dry .weather dmiing that time the crop
would probably bc abuve the average. The condition of spring wleat
continuiies gocu lin twa anu Nebradka and fair in Wisconsin. The
crop has inproved silce last reports li Minnesota, but reports are
far fron eiccuiraîgi)g. Dakota correpuondentus report a still further
decllic li condition, willh prospects of only lialf a crop. A general
decline Is noticeaible in the condition of the ont crop in Illinois, In-
dinag, Olilo, Mlichigun and Wisconsin and Kansas due to the excessive
wet weit elir. li KÇainsas many corresiondents report serious damage
fron rui, but, whether It will imaturially affect the yield for the whole
State it is yet too early te deterinie, lu Kentucky, Iowa, Nebraska,
bllîiiesotin and Daikotn the conditi n has iiproved sliglitly since last
reports. I liakota, however, It is too htto te restore even a fair
average, iid the crop thre will probably bu alost a failure.

AMERICAN HARDWARE.

Age of Stet- hliere ta probably no line of lusiness ln which
Aierkani ilcIll has bren more prominently displayed thtan li the

manufacture of hîardwire, It li li falct an cnbodiment in many wavs
of the genius of our people. We do not now so iarticularly speak of
the umierous inventions, but more espoctally li a general way of the
greater excellence of Amnerican hardware as compared with the foreIgn
product.

In beauty of finish, li attractiveiness of appearance and in cndur-
Ing qcuality the Amuericain edge-tools are the best ln the world. Re-
tail hardware shops in London make a specialty of thm, and adver-
tise them as a menus of drawing custoi.

ln Ausitralla we compete succssfully witl England ln every
varlety of lardwarc. Our cast.iron locks are fast taking the place of
the heavy wrougbt English article, while our .axes are notably the

iest that are made, and the expert trade ta a very important con-
ideration with Enatern axe-makers.

Our Eaws have gone around the world. They are te be found ln
Africa, India, South A merica and the Continent of Europe. We sell
half hardware ait through France and Germany, because it is net
only cheaper, but better than anything they can produce at home.

It bis beei about conclusively establihed that our machine-made
iles will do nearly, if not quite as much, work as the foreign hand-cut
file at a cost of lialf as much.

The expert trade on steel gooda hias grown te great proportions,
because no other country mnakes anythiing as wel adapted to the pur-
pose for which they are required.

Angora, bits and such boring tools are models of beauty and per-
fection We actually export suîch heavy goods as carriage and tire
boltq tu Africa and Old Mexico, Soutli Amerîca and Australia, where
we coume in direct competition with Germain and English manu-
facturers. We mighit go on enumerating did space permit, but suffice
Lt te say that almost every Eastern manufacturer of note la experienc-
ing a constantly growing demand froin abroad for bis goods,' because
where they have beeu once introduct d the consumer will not be con-
tent with an inferior article.

THE 1MEXICAN DOLLAR.
Tho news that China bas establisbed ut Canton the largest mint

in the world, for the express purpose of coining an imperial dollar for
general circulation throughout that vat country, will net be cheer-
ing news te the ailvor miners of this country gays the Mexican
Fin ncier. The danger is that the Chinese Goverument, hîaving once
emancipated itef from the Mexican dollar, now a great article of
commerce, will buy its silver in the United States, where the active
and enterprising mine owners will certainly endeavor te capture the
great bodilon market which China now offers. 'I he hiexican dollar
bas received «ome severe blows of late. First came the action of the
Spanish Goverument prohibiting the circulation of the Eagle dollar
in the Philippine Islands, and, next, the French Government began
coining an Asiatic dollar for Touquin, a measure directly hostile to
the Mlexicani silver interest. Should the United States Treasuiry De-.
partment decide te put ac duîty oi Mexi-au silver-lead aru, the resuit
would bu more disastrous to the smelters of Donver, Et Paso, Laredo,
Kansas City and St. Louis tha te Mexico, for the inevitable result
would bu the establishment of large smelters on the MAexican sida of
the Rio Grande Rivtr, the coal for smelting coming across the bound-
ary fro. But when foreign governments legislate the Eagle dollar
out of Asia, then Mexicans may rightly complain that their greatest
national indiistry, silver ininiug, is liard bit. For. when the Eagle
dollar i no longer currant in tho Orient, Mexican. silver, coined ito
the national dollar, bas lest ita ancient and hionorablr place In the
daily commerce of lundreds of millions of buman beings.

GERMAN COMPETITION. -

The Iron Trade Ci-cular, of London, says that the Germans are the

most dangerous competitors in Mexico of the English in the hardware
traie as well as competing in writing matterials, dyes, mother-of-
pearl buttons, glassware and china. Commercial travellers fron
various German cilles being present lu large numbers and suc-
ceeding in extending their trade satisfactorily. Se theàt, " if counter
measures be net adopted more extensively and more earnestly than
they lire at presnat by exportera from thi country, British trade te
Mexico will suffer more thau it bas done at the bands of the Germans."

The fron Tr.7de Circular arid: "It does net scen, however, that
much can be done te annihilate the pre-emînecce which agricultural
and other machincTy fron the United States ut prerent enjoys te
some extent in Mexico, hecause the Aniericans are so near to their
customers that they cannot oùly seni such gouda at con-
paratively little expense, but they can aise seni mechianics
îwhen required te execute repalîs or set up new machinery
ut short notice and with little ,st" Unless the state
of Mexicani trade has beau misapprehended, the German trade with
Mexico in increasing lu spite of the heavy dutics the Germans are
said, te bu groaning under. It wIll aise b noticed that our advan-
tages arise fron cheap and direct transportation. ,This, as far as It
goes, shows the value to Euglish and other foreign manufacturera of
their heretofore successful efforts to kep i fron laving steamer
linos ; the vaîuable linek of communication te foreigu countries being
those which. lad to people without organized industries. We,
througlh the kuidness of others, are furnished with transportation te
those countries which wilsh to eell manufactured goods. If we wish ito
reach a country bunlitg manufactured goodi, we either send by sailluig
vessels or avail ourselves et the triangular trade of other and more
Intelligent nations.-mîuerican Econoiudù.

AsoTHEn shipmient of gold te Paris, amounting te $3,000,000,
draws attention tothe continued accumulations of the Bauk of France,
whiclh institution bas beeu persistently increasing its supplies fron
varions sources, presumably because of financial weakness there.
Considering the strain following the collapse of the Copper Syndi-
cate and the Panama Canal acheane, as well as the unsettled state of
domestic and foreign politics in France, such operations are not' sur-
prisIng. Paris la simply strengthening herself for any possible
emergency.

PROGRESS IN PRODUOTION#
The New York Commercial Bulletin gays:

The statistics upon which tho next census will
be made are In part becoming known. The
crops of'this year are those which will he re-
ported in the ceusus, and the productiveness
of lte great branches of manufacture is al.
ready ascertained for part of the census year.
Estimates of population which are usually se-
cepted lead to the impression that lt will not
he far from 66,800,000 ne:t July, tie increase
baving been swelled by large immigration
during the past decade. The immigration
bas bieet 4,700,000 already, and with the year
just begun will probably be more than 5,100,-
000, against 2,800,000 in the previons decade.
It la probiably true strictly; as it la beyo nd
doubl substantially, that the immigration bas
never been as large in any previous twenty

-years as in thie ten years ending wlth 1889-90.
The latest agricultural reports indicate that

the ceneus crop ni wbeat will b grown upon
about 38,684,000 acrep, against 35,430,333 ton
years ago, a gain of less than 0 per cent. The
yield, if incrersed by 10,000,000 bushels on
account of recent rains, may stlîl he expected
to reachno more than 495 million buslelF, and
ta exceed that of 1879 by only eight per cent.
The area of corn has- increased from'62 to 77

million acreF, and the yield fron 1,754 million
bushels to 1,957 million bushels noï esti-
mated, a gain of 24 per cent. in acreage and
only 13 per cent in yield, The increase in
oats has beeni nuch larger, fron 16 to 28
million åò é, itid from 408 to 764 million
busheli ïow esf*iitid But the. area of cot-
ton, accôedi on to'e Financia chronicle'e esti-
mate, si -2,300,000 against 14,480,000 ton
years ago, a gain of 40 per cent., while. the
yield now indicated by conditioi exéeéd's the
crop of 1879 by hardly 20 per ééùi K Nill
be noticed that the preeant e éciàiloù of
yield pier dore is not as large, i ase
except oùté, as the rem arkably navy yield
recorded in1879-80.

Puttiog thé figurés together, it appears that
the acreage in these great crops bas increased
from 128 to nearly 164 million acres, or about
27 per cent. considerably less than the increase
in population. The yield of cotton appears to
have increased little more than half as much
as the population, and the yield of cereals bu
increased from 2,621 to 3,334 million bushels,
or not quite 25 per cent. In acreage and yield
of oats and in acreage of cotton the increase
bas been greater tian in population, but in all
other particulars the increase appoars to have
been less. At first thouglht, this may seem a
discouraging comparison, but it will be re-
membered that the enormous surplus of g.ain
and cotton exported ten years ago was sent
abroad to meet exceptional needs, and that
foreign markets no longer take from this
country as large a quantity of cereals nas they
thon rcquired. Yet the supply of human
food produced for the consumaption of our own
population does not appeur to be quite as
large rer capita as it was ten years ego, even
though a considerable part of the increase in
oits bu included, the consumptior of oatmeal
having materially increased.

A Cnmc.oo fini engaged in the manufacture
of tn cans and japanned ware, bas patented
an invention which competent judges say will
revolutionize the tin and Steel industry of the
world. Patents have been secured li ail the
leadiug countries. 1t isa procesas by whicb,
it is claimed, molten metal nay be rolled
into any desired~shtipe, thus saving aIl inter-
ýiediate processes. It was invented originally
to roll molten solder in a thin plate, but the
process 1s prononced by experts to be
equally applicable to iron and steel in its
varions forma of plates, structural iron and
rails. It is said the cost of ianufacturing
st(el rails can be reduced to the extent of $10
per toi and that thIn trou plates for tinning
can bu made much below the cost of pro-
duction of tin plates in Wales, thus making a
new industry in this country. The molten
motal is passed betwoon rollers which are
chilled as it passes, the rolers bebig kept
cool by a stream of water which passes
through thom. Iron and steel go rolled will
be much more even and closer in texture than
that subjected to present processes.

SARDINE PCKICiG -A goutleman from the
east is at preseut in the city for the purpose
of examining Tuto thefquostiou of establishing
a sardine cannery at Esquimalt. The real
sardine inhabit the waters of Esquirnalt and
west coast harbors in large numbers, and It is
believed that this favorite dainty could bo
profitably canned, as they are procrrable fully
ton mionthsTn the year. . It la also believed
that the oil of the skil could b used Instdad
of olive oil, or, what la really uised in packing
sardines-cotton seeri il. If this Is lthe case
the canning of sardines will be the means of
promoting two industries.-Trictoria Colonit.
