inated like the others,’ That is what rhe plain-
ly sees und serenely accepts. She asks for no
words of astonishment and admiration from
us ; in some sense all such can be only animper-
tinence. It is in more obedience fo the Divine
voice that she is today going forth to her
work ; in [ts whisperings will be her support,
in Its final and assured benediction will be her
unspeskable reward when the work is done.

|CONCERNING WEEE DAY SERVICES

IN COUNTRY PARISHES AND
" MISSIONS.

The maintenance of frequent hours’of public
prayer through the week, with. the. attendance
of the few souls that may be drawn to them is
to be determined not upon narrow grounds of
worldly economy or policy, of mere personal -
benefit or interest, but upon the large and more
generous ground of the Churoh’s Catholicity.
Now some of our dissenting neighbours charge
us with being * just like the Catholics.” We
ought to be, and I would to God that we were ;
buat there are not many of us, I fear, that ocan
“ plead guilty to the soft impeachment.” All

are pot Israel that are of Israel, But that we
may begome more generally in practice what
we are in name, Catholios, is the o};;jeot of these

lines. And now what do we mean by the
Church’s Catholicity, in.this connection ? We
mean that the liturgy of the Church, in all its
offices, whether celobrated on a Sunday or
week -day, whether on her great festivals, in
glorious temples, and amid the oircumstance
of great congregations, or at some quiet even-
song, in & small country church, where two or
three only are gathered togéther, is by uo
means & mere office of private devotion, and
cannot possibly be measured, in its uses or
blessings, by the question how much good it
may do me, or simply those who aro present.
The Church’s worship, though uttered by &
single voice, comprehends the whole body of
believers, and intercedes for all classes of men
w}:other in the parish, in the divcese, or in tht;
wide world. Her songs and prayers ascend in
behaif not only of such as in any partiounlar
place are offering them, but of all men whatso
ever who may be the proper subjects of them.
Two persons, then, may take part in a service
and hundreds, or for anght we know, bhundreds
of thousands, may be benefitted by it. Thus"the
Churol’s worship is Catholio, because, while
her congregations may be never so small, her
prayers embrace the spiritual interests of the
whole world. No part of the Prayer Book
more forcibly illueirates this than the Lord’s
Prayer itself, which fiods a place in overy of-
fice of worsbip, both public and private, If
you examine it thoughtfully, you will observe
that every petition is 80 worded that even the
soul that prays in secret must go out of him.
self and beyond his own wants, azd maust in-
clqdp and pray for all who sare, with him
épiritual children of God. It is preeminontly'
Catholic prayer.
In like manoer wo may regard the entire of.
fices of Morning und Evening Prayor, for. all
days alike, a8 embracing the whole spiritual
membership of Christ's kingdom. As this faot
lends great dignity and value to every ocoa-
sion of Divine service, it ought 10 .gustain and
animate every lonely worshipper who lilts an
almost solitary voice in a well-nigh empty
house of prayer, which, yet, is not empt
since the Lord's minister and the Lord Himself
a1e there; and that is belter thun crowded .
pews. Buch reflections, surely, ought to shame
and silence the thoughtless and unworthy :ex-
+ pressions we hear in many parishes in dispar-
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. agement of week-day services to which * no-
body goes."” .

Bat, on the other hand, true though it be
that pumbers are not of essential moment, yet
it is well for the members of the flock to con-
sider what wide-reaching bles.ings the Chuxrch’s
worrhip involves, and what they themselves
lose in the way of daily spiritual help by ne-
gleoting week-day prayers. If they had real
faith and were as earnest about religion as they
are about other matters, would not some find
opportunity to attend more constantly than
they do, and would not others attend who now
are never present? It is well worth while to
stop sometimes and look squarely at ourselves.
We get into the habit, first, of making exouses
to ourselves for nonattendance, and then of ao-
cepting those excnses as real and valid. Bata
litile honest scratiny might reduce them sll to
ashes,—Rev. Dr. Parke in North East.

eneath you. There is no degradation in hon-
eat service of any kind. The degradation is in
thinking « urselves too grand to serve. As [
onoe heard it said by & wise mun, * In spite of
all the talk about Iavberty, Fraternity, and
Hquality, we need nono the less * love the
Brothorhood,” hecause we also ¢ fear God,” and
¢ honour the King,"—The G'ospcller.

THE BOOK OF COMMON PRAYER.

ON Giving.

One of the most remarkable features of the
times in which we live is the extrordinary
multiplioation of associations of Christians
having benevolent objoots in view. Douabtless
meany of our fathers were obaritable, humane,
and philanthropie, and eack, in his own peca-
liar sphere, ministered to the necessities of
those around him. Bat the oharity, like the
labour of individaals, oannot be so effectnal nor
80 extensive as that of & nrociety, and when
sooioties embrace too masany objects. their
efficiency is proportionally diminished. The
pringiple seems to be well understood in the
present day, and every department of charit-
able exertion has its particular aod proper
assooiation, Henoe we have distinot societies
for the relief of orphans and for the cure of the
giok. We have lanatic asylums, hospitals, and
infirmaries. The apiritnal necessities of the
population are- equally the care of particular
institutions. Tho Word of God tcaches us to
pray for * all sorts and conditions of men,” and
our Church puts petitions into our mouths for
every class of mon, whether sufferers or other-
wise, Hence it will follow that oontinually
to pray for the relief of the temporal and
spiritual necessities of men, without making

the slightest effort to assist them, must be in-
consistent or hypooritieal; aund if the epirit
of love, kindness, and good will is diffased
throogh the whole of our Church service, we
canlay no claim to the title of Churchman
unless & like spirit dwell in uws. Many profes-
girg Churchmen wish to maintain the reputa-
tion of liberality and charity, but at the same
time dole out their parsimoniouns gifts with
reluctance, and withhold their aid from maay
objects that need their assistance. It is very
common to meet with a refasal to the call of
oharity under the ples of positive inability and
want of means, from those very persons who
scruple not to squander large sums on excessive
appaiel, snmptuons entertainments, pompous
display, and upnecessary establishments.
“ They. are clothed in fine linen,” they recline
on the lap of ease and self-indulgence, but they
heed not the ory of the poor. They shun the
hovel of distress and suaffering. They cannot
afford to give apy assistance ; or, if the do, they
give grudgingly, forgetting that for every
talent committted to them they must render an
aocount. Qar Church instructs us to pray for
the alleviation of the poverty and misery of our
fellow-crestares, and she intends that we should
accompany our prayers with benevolent
exertions and liberal contribations for the relief
of the objects of our pity.

Withont this correspondence of word and
act our petitions must be considered as wain
and hypocritical, ¢ If a brother or sister be
naked and destitate of daily food, and one of
you say unto them, Depart in peace, be ye
warmed and filled ; notwithstanding ye gave
them not those things which are needfal to the
body ; what doth it profit?” (lamesii,) If we
are offering prayers continually to show pity
upon the destitate and needy, and yet accom-

pany those prayers by no contributions of la.

bour or money for their relief, or if we give
gradgingly, what does it profit?.

The actions of our lives should on sll ocea-
sions be consistent witn the professions and
prayers of our lips.

The first five sentences of the Offertory set
forth the general daty of giving, the next six
the specinl duty of snpporting God’s ministers,
and tbe rest the duty of helping those in
need. .

The practice ot having a weekly opportunity
of giving to God through the Offertory is
founded on ancient custom, recommended by
St. Paal ([ Gor. xvi.

In expending what we give, we may follow
the exumple of the Jews, distributing it be-
twoen:

1. The tribe of Levi—i.e., for the support of
the clergy.

2. Religious necessities—i.e., for church ex-
pensos,

3. The poor—i.e., for the support of the sick
and needy.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

Master Robert Anderson dis-
tingunished himself by pluying two selections on
the violin, which were loudly spplanded. Four
gentlemen sang ' The 1wo Roses,” with parts,
with tarte.” An intermission followed this part
of the programme, aiter which Miss @ainn
played a pano solo, and Mr., R. R. Charlton
sang ‘The River of Years.” Mr. Dann, recited
an oxtract from * The School of Beandal " and

The Rev. Mr. McManus spoke of Missionary
work in general, and particalarly he enlarged
npon aud explained from Scripture our daty to
give ihe tenth of our means to be used in God's
gervice ; he quoted from the third chapter of
Malsohi and other parts of the Bible, and slso
told of several instances within his own kaow-
ledge of the blessing attendiog such giving.
We think his words must hxve fallen on some -
good ground, judging by the earnest attention
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of the congregation. The ocollection was be-
tween $38 and $9.

-On the previous Tuesday evening a social
was held at the residence of Dr. Haynpes, by the
Ladijes’ Guild. The Dooctor’s wife is their Pre-
sident. They hoped by the proceeds of the
evening to be able to express by more than
words their esteem and appreciation of the
faithful way in which Mr. Waterman has ful-
filled his dutie= here in connection with the
Church, and also an acknowledgement of his
patience and tronble in trsining the choir,
which shews the benefit of it by the improve-
ment in their singing.

The following Saturday evening Mrs. Haymes
in the presence of a few ladies of the Guild
and the choir, presented a lavely honquet and
twenty dollars to Mr. Waterman, telling him
in a few words the parpose of the offering, and
could the fiowers have spoken they would have
told him of many kind wishes for his better
bealth and for strength to continue sowing the
seed he is now so faithfully doing. He though
taken by surprise seemed at no loss for words
to express his thanks for the gift even mere
than it deserved. He spoke of his love for
music and his esrpest desire that the choir
should truly and religiously do its part of our
beautiful service, as he by precept and exam-
ple is trying to have it.

At the vestry meeting held on Wedunesday it
wag the unaimous wish that Mr, Waterman
will remain here through the summer.

Tar LEnt OrpiNaTION.—The Bishop of the
Diocese beld his Lent Ordination in Trinity
Church Montreal on the morning of the se-
cond Sunday in Lent when Messrs. Taylor and
Raven were ordained as deacons. The sermon
was preached by Rev Principal Henderson, of
the Diocesan college, who took as his text,
St. Jobn xxiv. 49: “Tarry ye in the ocity of
Jorusalem until ye be endmed with power
from on high.” He first explained the time
and ocircumstances under which his text
was uttered, and then went on to show that
special quslifications were required for the
mipistry. Men were not born sailars, lawyers,
doctors or soldiers ; no more 8o were men born
theologians, A man wasnot born atheologian,
peither could be become one quickly. There
was po such thieg as a rapid transformation of
a man to a preacher; there never was and
there never would be. Even in the days of the
Iand of promise we find that a man had to
undergo & oourse of study before he was
thought capsble of guiding his fellow men.
The Apostf)es themselvee underwent three
years of preparation under the guidance of Our
Loxrd bel}(;re he deemed them fit to preach the
word. If a special training was thought neces-
sary then, how much more necessary was it in
these degenerate days. The gqualifications re-
quired for this purpose were two—natural and
supernatural. The natural qualifications were
obtained in the daily walks of life, the super-
natural by a eourse of theological training.
Above sll things & knowledge of the Holy
Soriptures wasrequired ; tho difference between
the lawe of the Gospel should be carefully un-
derstood, and berides these two there were
other branches which bad to be carefully
studied before a man could be called a theolo-
giaz. And yot one could know all this and’
still one thing be lacking, and that ome thing
wae the graceof God, withont which man was
nothing. He then addresred the congregation
regarding themselves. Aseason of retirement
according to the text was necessary, snd what
geagon could be more appropriate tban Lemt,
the seagon through which they were now pass-

ing.

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Manonz Bay.—Our good Bishop's visit to
this parish was welcomed as ‘‘ bright sunshiue.”
On Feb. 16th he arrived at Martin’s River, our

first Mission, there to consecrate a reat now
ohurch, called St. Martin’s, This and an ad-
joining cemetery were consecrated in the morn-
ing. His Lordship preached a most suitable
sermon. After lunch Conflrmation with an
address was held ; twenty males and eleven
females- being confirmed. The bnilding of this
neat church, whioch seata 200 people, reflects
great oredit on the people, who, all unaided
from withount, have built and paid for it, while
the mother congregation of the old parish
churoh, wherein t%:e Martin's River folk used
to worship four miles away, were building their
large and handsome new -church After this
the Bishop drove on to the town of Mahone
Bay, to be the guest of the Rector, Rev. W. H.
Snyder. In the evening a reception was held,
and an address presented to his Lordship.

Sunday, 17th, dawned a doubtful day as to
weather; bat by 10:30 the parish church was
filled, literally packed. The church was con-
seorated ; the Bishop, Rector and Carate being
the only clergy present. The Bishop preached
s thrilling sermon. The service was reverent
and hearty throughout, The Bishop'a voice
filled the buildirg =itk davont richness.

The church thus consecrated is on all sides
spoken of as one of the handsomest in Nova
Sootia. It has been in use awaiting consecra-
tion over a year; it seats more than 600 com-
fortably, but can accommodite fully 750 as
upon this ocoasion it did at both morning and
evening services, It is pretty outside; just upon
the water’s edge ; large roof, strong buttresses,
stalwart tower at side with tapering spire, sur-
mounted by & gem like oross; but its interior
far surpssses its exterior. The nave is expan-
sive, with great strong arches that hold up a
huge roof ; the staining overhead, and the tint-
ing of the walls gives it & very rich appearance;
but wpon entering one's eyes quickly pass all
this, and rest upon the sanctuary, where high
above the choir the solid oak saltar, with 1its
rich wood work reredos and surrounding pan-
nelling, stand out in telling significance, seem-
ing to be set as & jewel, with everything lead-
ing up to it in such a way as to throw it out in
bold relief. The whole chancel and its arch is
very besatiful, in fact everything about the
building bears the stamp not of mere prettiness,
but of real beanty, which is strong, useful, sub-
stantial and impressive—of flimsiness there is
nothing to be seen——everything bears the mark
of good taste. It was indeed & great satisfac-
tion to those who had toiled and prayed through
many and great trials for this sanctuary, “ not
for man but for God,” that ut last it was conse-
orated, and that all the donbts and fears had
come to naught; that faith had her work so
far completed—may it be, that this outward
manifestation in word be only an earnest of yet

reater work in real spiritual progress in the

earts and lives of those who shall come under
the shadow of this shrine—in answer to the
prayer of faith, which God grant, may never
ceage to rige within these walls. When we look
at God's work it makes us see how true God's
promise to remove the mountains of difficulty
in apswer to the prayer of faith really is and
ever shall be.

At noon & disagrseable rain storm began, but
the Bishop undaunted by the weather drove
with Rev, E. A, Harris to Christ Church, Mait-
land, another Mission church, six miles away,

where he confirmed 21 persons, and gave &

not of sorrow, but of deep joy—to the eyes of the
simple, earnest churoch folk of this distriot. All

had come through storm to be present, but
they found peace within God’s House and eom-
fort ; for during the ballowed rite the church
seemed flooded with soft heavenly sunshine, as
they who sought the Holy S8pirit received an
snswer to their prayer in the “Laying on of
Hands.” The Bishop’s words to the candidates
were full of encouragoment. In the evening
through the storm aud through the slush, now
ankle deep, came the people streaming ornce
more to the parish ohuroh, filling it quite up,
go that bad it been & fine evening the fair
weather Christians must bave either defrauded
more worthy ones of seats, or themselres been
turned away, from the orowded building,
though T80 is a good sized congragation for a
little country town. After Evensong, which
was taken by the ourate, the Bishop confirmed
67 persons, delivering a most feeling address,
while the spell bound congregation listened in
breathless silence, and they would willingly
have sat for hours listening, so earnestly did
he throw his whole heart into ali he said.

The whole office was most sBlemn; in our
lovely chancel it was indeed an impressive
scense to see each trembling mecker kneel for
the Apostolio blessing, and mauy an one went
away that night with changed ideas concerning
Confirmstion, many an one who had hesitated
and had not taken quite enough ocourage to
come for the blessing, went homo sorrowing
that the opportunity was lost, but resolving to
come next time, and many of those from with-
out our fold, who had come to seo a ceremony
and a form, went away convinced that atany-
rate it was t0o solemn a thing to be condemned;
snd we churchpeople fee! confident that a good
solid work has boing done by our dear Bishop's
visit, not & passing sensution, but a deep im-
pression for good, and can we but see him
often enough, it will help on our work for
Christ and His Holy Church very greatly. This
visit bas truly scemed an Apostolic visit of
comfort, encouragement and cheer; like 8t,
Paul, our Aposile bas been oconfirming alse
the churches that are along the shore, and it
gives us fresh courage and new hope to go on
working for God in what we believe the trul
Catholio and Apostolic lines, nndaunted by all
the varying and discordant taunte of teachings
“which try 10 oppose the wave of spirituality
and deep religious life which is passing from
one end to the other in our beloved ghnrch.
As the congregation knelt for the closing
benediction of the day, all its sweet and good
impressions scemed gathered np, and symbol-
ized in the picture they saw before them—there
before God's altar—strong, manly, and reverent,
with outstretched arms and Shephoerd’s crook,
our Pastor, (whom God had givon in answer to

Every one should keep the season. of Lent :
and it will be the better kept if there are same
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simple rules that may be followed. Here .a.:;ﬂ
some. which mayserve as suggestions to pupils:

1. Set apart some. time at home each day
for reading some portion of the Bible, such as
one of the four Gospels, going regularly through
it, a chapter or & part of a chapter at 8 time,
until you have earefully read it all. - It will be
a great gain to have thus made yourself well
. acquainted with one book of the Bible. ‘

2. Do all you can to watch carefully against
your leading fault of charaoter, and pray stead-
ily for the grace to amend it.

8. Attend the Church service regularly on
Sundays, and as often a8 you can through the
week. If your day's work will not permit you
to come more than once in each week, be sure
to avail yourself of that privilege.

4. Deny yourself something that you might
otherwise enjoy, and let the money thus saved
form part of your offering at Easter.

5. Keep away from entertainments during
this season. '

6. Make some speoial efforts to be useful to
others.

CONFIKMATION.

As in mauny parishes during Lent speocial
attention is paid to the preparation of candi-
dates for Confirmation, every teacher should
now be especially active. There are some
things which each one can do :

1. Find out what members of the olass are
not yet confirmed, and if they are old enough
to give it attention, send their names to your
Rec:or for instruction.

:2. Prey for those who are not confirmed.

8. Give them some reading matter on Confir-
mation,

4. It you find any one in your oclass desir-
ous to be instructed, and yet timid about going
to the Confirmation class, offer to aceompany
him or her.

6. Now and then you may be able to speak
& word in season to your class upon the subject
of confessing their Saviour before the worid,
and of gaining help in this rite from the Holy
Spirit to live a Christian life.

tor of St. John's; the Liassons were read by
Mr. J. A, K Swaboy, head master of the Din-
cesan Svhool and Lay Reader, and the Rav, F.
R. Marray, Rector of St. Macy's, said the Zad
part of Evensong, together with the spooial
Missionary prayers and interseision.

After a hymn had been sung, Mr. Natharoott
exprossed his great pleusure at the holding of
this firat unitod Missionary meeting, after which
he showed the urgent necessity for immediate
and active work in the Missionary flold, firat
beocause of the Lord’s command to His Church
—His desire for all nations to be brought unto
Him; secondly from the urgent ocall erery.
where in the Mission Field for laboarers. After
briefly reviewing the work ia Cuina, parts of
Africa, &c., the speaker rivotted the attention
of his hearers by narrating his personal expe-
riences of Heathenism in Ludia.

Tho Hon, J. H. Pnillips thon alladed to the
importance of the work in our own parts of
Central America, shewing most olearly how
much was lying at our door ready to bo taken
up, and urging upon the laymen of British
Hondursas to bo up and doing in this mighty
work; for not only were we terribly under
manned even in this part of the vast Diocese of
British Honduras, but much more so in the
distriots of Panamn und Colon,

Mr. J. A. K. Swabey, the cnergotic Diocesan
Ly reader, then vory clearly urged upon his
hearers the duty of every Churchman to assist
by all means in their power that part of Mis.
slonary work in which at presont he was spe-
cially onwaged, viz : the education of the
young. Much of the future life of the colony
and the Cnurch deponded upon tho way in
which edacation was takeu hold of by the peo-
ple. Bat when he spoke of education he did
not mesn the ordinary view taken ot it, bat an
eduoation such as strove to cultivate, dovelope
and expound all the parts of man in his three-
fold natare body, soul and spirit—an educa-
tion such as took religion into account when
children were to be instracted. '

The Rev. F. R, Murray then reviewed the
Mission Field, showing trom the work that had
becn done how much was yet to be accomplish-
od before the nutions could bo broanght tn the
teet of Jesus. Whilst over 400,000 000 of peo-
le had been QOhristiun zed ; there yet remained
over 100,000,000 ot souls, who were yet in the
darkness ot Heathen supersiition and ignor-
ance, and these wo are coagregated in large
pumbers, where formerly Uhristisn Buwshops
had held their Sees, but whose diovceses and
works and the light of their Caurch, espesially
in North Africa, had been swept away and put
out, becsuse they had remained selfish in their
religious work, and had not sought to carry
out the Master's injanotion to assist in oarrying
the Gospel to all uativns,

The speaker said when we looked at home in
our own diovese we had to tuke oure lest the
same thing did not happen to us here, as our
Branch of the Ohurch—the representative of
the Catholic Ghuarch in our Quaeen's Dominiong—
had been content to sllow disseat—both Roman
and Protestant—to outstrip her in the work for
and care of God's children, Look from a reli-
gioss us well a8 an educational point of view,
This muost be rumedied, and this only couald be
done by the Cburch remembering” that uer
charter was of & parely Missionary character,
and each of her members realizing the onus
and responsibility devoiving upon them in ¢ar-
rying out the Muster's desire’ by aiding His
Church through dovotion, slms and the ‘per-
sonal offering of their sons and daughters to
be connecrated to the highost and best of bm-
ployments, the winning of souls to Jedis, thie
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. planting of His Church, and the bailding up of
that holy structure with living stoues ener-
gized by the indwelling spirit; either as priests
.in the Temple of God, ministers in His sanctu-
ary, or as sisters engaged in the educatinn of
oar chiluren, the vare of our sick, and the in-
straction of our poor. To this end it was re-
qaiaite that in the northern part of the Diocese
algo there should be pat into the fiald immedi-
ately four priests; two Deacon and four Lay
readers and School masters, without taking
into consideration either the central or south-
orn part of the Diocese.

. «The appointment of a suacessor to the .late
Mr. C. J. Brydges, us Hon. Treasurer of the
Synod has bsen referred to a sub-comuitiee of
the Execntive committee. As the Synod, the
Dean and Chapter of the Cathedral, and 8.
John's College, hold a large amounc of pro-
perty, it has been suggested that an agent be
appointed to manage all these properties in-
stead of having separate treasurer's for each
body. This wounld involve a Synod office in
the city, which woald be an exosllent arrange-
ment.

The Rev. E.8. W. Pentreath, Rector of Christ
Church, left this week for Eagland At the
unanimous request of the vestry, nntified by
the congregation ou motioe of Hon. John Nor-
quay, Mr. Pentreath goes to Eagland to plead
for funds towards the rebuilding and enlarging
of Chriat Church. The congregation contains
8 larger Eoglish element than any other town
congre%ation in Canada, and the Church is close
to the Immigration buildings and railway sta-
tion in a poor part of the city. The Reotor is
constantly brought into contact with the Immi-
grants, both as Beotor of the parish and Chap-
lain of 8t. George’s Sooiety. A number of the
clergy from England who bave visited Winni-
peg have promised to assist him. Mr. Pen-
treath will be absent foar wonths, From Eas-
ter Sunday to July 1st, he has deputation work
for the S.P.G., and on his retarn will bring
back a party of Immigrants te Manitoba. Rev.
F. Hole, M. A, formerly vicar of Constantiue,
Diocese of T'ruro, and Rev. G. B. Childs, M. A,
will take the parish during his absence. The
charchwardens presented him with $300 to-
wards the expenses of the trip. No deduction
will be made from any sams collected, except
a small amount towards the salary of the cler-
gyman in charge.

DIOCESE OF CALGARY.

Baut oold, formal profes-
gors, by their lives deny all that He says, No
parent can induce & child to believe that ite
soul is in danger 80 long as actions belie pro-
fessions. No congregalion can expect & restor’s
discourses, however persunasive, to move men to
repentance so long as commanicants act as
thongh there were no danger. There is only one
wayin which the loyal heart can help the mission
of the cross. Be true to solemn duties that all
wmay feel from theie precauniions that there is
danger.— T'he Minnesota Missionary.

ATROPAY BY DISUSE.

came to one of our Home Mission rooms a
worthy Presbyterian who had never sesn the
Chureh’s servige before. When asked after
wards how he liked it, he saud:—* Oh, wverra
woel—a' but the white goon!” To this his
questioner replied:—* Well I dare say yon
would get over that in time; and in any case
you maust allow that a white gown rem nds one
of good and heavenly things better than a
black one!” “ Weel. I wunna suy bat yon may
be richt there; but I was bettor used to the
black.” And 8o it ever is. The innatereason

ableness of the better way will always com-
mend it to men's sympathies and aoceptance,
nnless their power of appreciation has been
lost through ignoraunce or destroyed by negleot.
Lot us not harshly condemn those who cannot
see eye 10 eye with ourselves in regard to
things we most dearly prize, Most likely the
case oslls purely for considerate dealing and
gentle leading.

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WHY I AM AN EPISCOPALIAN.

[Frox mam CeEURcH Eonzorre.]

The Cleveland ZLeader has been asking
different miniaters in that city the reasons for
maintaining their different organizations, Their
answers are all clever in thei~ way, showing
however, no! the least desire for unity. Hach
. writes as if the highest blessing was the liberty
to differ, and the only way to prove that liberty

is to differ, Under the Protestant system the
individual is exaltad, and that is the way Milton
came to make such a hero of Satan.

The letter of Dr. Bates is really well put for
the popular mind. We extract the ¥ain por-
tion:

I know of no other system of Christian nur-
ture and eduoation which seems to me so
rationsl, so sim{ﬂe, 80 complete, so clogely
bcund to spiritual realities, and so fully per-
mesated with a sense of spiritnal law and order,
as is the nurturing system of the Episcopal
Church. The system makes the infunt child a
member of the Christian Church by baptism,
and then,—far from placing any irrational
reliance upon baptism alone-—it insists that
the child, *“*shall laarn the oreed, the Lord’s
Prayer, and the Ten Commandments and all
all other things which a Christian ought to
know and believe to his soul's health.” It
insists that the child be bronght up as a Chris-
tian child, to *lead a Godly and Christian life ;
remembering aiways that baptism doth
ropresent unto us our profession ; which is to
follow the example of our Saviour Christ, and
to be madeliko unto him.”

In a catechism of wonderful clearness and
completencss, it presents an objeot for belief,
the simple spiritual reslities set forth in the
Apostles’ Creed, and as rules for sonduct, the
practical duties towards God, and towards our
neighbor, covered by the Ter Commandments,
apd the precepts of Christian morality. The
Episcopal Church gives to its people an order
of services und seasons which with each year
brings freshly to mind the principal events and
offives of the life of our Liord; and it gives as
an aid te worship and to spiritual oulture, a
litargy rich with the prayers and praises of
the saintliest souls of all the ages.

Another resson why I am an Epiecopalian is
becanse of the clesrness to me of the historie
connection with which the Episcopal Church is
linked to the Church founded by our Lord and
his Apostles. I believe in the fact and the value
of an Apostolic succession. That is, I believe
that the eleven disciples, with certain fellow
Aposues, were the first chief offisers in the
Christian Church, and that these apostles
ordained certain men, ss Timothy, Titus,
Simeon, Polycarp, Hvodius, and others to
succeed them as chief offivers through lines of
Bisho,s duly elected and consecrated. I believe
that the biehops of to-day in different countries
represent Apostclic succession prolonged
through different national or provincial lines,
so that the Bishop of Rome and the other
Bishops in Italy represent sueh succession
prolonged throngh a line of Italian Bishops,
while the Bishops of France represent & succes-
sion prolonged throagh u line of Gallican
Bishops, while the Bi-hops of England and the
United States represent & succeasion prolonged
through Anglican and American bishops,

My belief in the fact of Apostolic sncoession
depende upon the teaching of ecclesiastical
history. Of course I cannot here make any
extonded citations; but I will quote a sentence
or two from Eusebius (born A. D. 264) as
illustrating the way in which early eoclesias.
tical history alluded to Episcopacy ss a well-
known and unquestioned part of church life.
‘“ About this time (ie. sbout A.D. 100)
flourished Polyoarp in Asia, an intimate dis-
ciple of the Apoatlus, who received the Episco-
pate of the church' at Smyrana at the hands

of the eye.witnesses and servants of the Lord..,
Ignatius, also, who is celebrated by many even:

-| to this day as the successor of Peter at Antioch,

was the second that obtained the episcopal
office there.”

Whenaever the condition of an esrly church
is revealed to me by ecclesiastioal history, I
find the Presbyters and deacons subordinate to
the bishops. I cam find protests ugainst the
mode in which episcopal authority is some
times exercised, but I can find nme protests
against episcopal authority itself, and no olaim
that suoh suthority was then considered by any
one sither a usurpation or a novelty. Had the
exercise of ‘such authority then been a new
thing in the church it seems to me that we
should be sure to find traces of atout and wide-
spread opposition 1o it. As my reading of
ecolesiastical history makes me a believer in the
faot of apostolic succession, 80 my regard for
the primitive form of Church government, and
for order and regularity is such government,
make me a believer in the value of the suces:
sion. I rejoice at the multitude of noble Chris
tian lives that I see in all the denominations

'aroaund us, I thank God for the broadening

tolerance and faith which they are showing,
and for all the inoreased efficiency whioh they
are gecuring, and for all the power to bless the
souls of men which they are manifesting. Bat
10 me, the Episcopal Churoh seem3 to have a
broader spirit, & wiser system of religious
calture, and a olearer line of ecoclesiastical
authority than any other Church possesses.
Thus believing, I am and must be an Epiaco-
palian.

PRINCIPLES OF HOLY SCRIPTURE.

1t is surprising how few rules, binding npon
Christians, the Sacred Volume contains, Al-
most all the preceptive part of the Volame i
devoted tu the laying down of principles. And
by way of impressing upon us more oclearly
this charaoter, certain rules, which we should
expoot to find there, are purposely omitied.
Thus, we might have expeoted a rule, pre-
soribing prayer a certain number of times

oevery day. We find no such rale. Woe find
only the broad prinoiple, * Pray without oceas-
ing.” We might have expected rules forbid-
dirg slavery, and forbidding suicide, We find
noge. But in their place we have the broad
principle given to us, on which such sins must
be perfeotly odious in the sight of God. We
have the strongest assurance of God’s hatred ot
oppression, of the duty of submission to His
will, snd of the importance of the span of time
allotted to us here below: and from these prin
ciples of duty, those rules are easily evolved,
It requires however, reflaction to evolve them.
—and application of the mird to the principles,
with the view of developing the rules.

2. Again, the Bible is a book rather of ex-
amples ; than of precepts. There is compar-
atively little teaching of moral lessons in the
abstraot, We are designed to gather such les-
sons for ourselves from the narratives.

Take the preceptive parts of both Teataments,
and weigh them sagsainst the narrative parts;
and how greatly will you find the latter to pre-
poanderate. hat is this arrangement, but an
indication on the part of God that He wills us
to meditatc npon His Word, and to derive from
it for ourselves the lessons implicitly wrapped
up in it, without their being always explioitly
stated? The narrative itself seldom or ever
developes those lessons; no comments are
made, a3 & goneral rule. upon the conduct of
oharacters which are brought before us; we
are left to gather the moral for ourselves either
from the results of the conduoct, or from prin-
ciples laid down in another, and possibly 8 re-
mote part of. the S8acred Yolume. Nay, where
we should most expect to find some note of ap-
probation or disapprobation affixed to the nar-
rative; where the not having such & note evep

proves a stumbling-block to sballow and unre-
fleating minda; even there it is absert, by way
of exhibiting to us more vividly the charaoter
of the Scripture, and the necessity for though,
imposed upon him who would read to edifioa-
tion. Thus Gad's abhorrence of Jacob's deceit
and falsehood is not stated expressly in the
varrative, but lefi to be gathered from the
after fortunes of the Patriurch, whose latter
years only were gilded with some gleam of
comfort,— who may be said to have paid a
life-long penaluy of his sin, And in recordin
the end of Judas, where profane writers won
soarcely have omitted some comment on the
guilt of suicide, and the steps which led to it,
the mind of thereader is lett to elioit for itself
the lesson of that fearful fall, the awfal risk of
sinning againat high privilege, the hardening
of hearts involved in trequent violstions of con-
soience, and the maustery which Satan gains
over the will at grest junctures, by surrenders
of it into his hands on ordinary ocoasions. All
theso lessona it asks some mental effort to elicit,
Iv is, however, an effort, whioh repays itaslf.
It is far more interesting—it gives far more of
life and freshness to a maxim of duty—to de-
rive it for ourselvey, from an example, than to
bave it presented to us in a dry and abstract
torm. Teuching by example is far more lively
in the nature of things, than if the precept
were delivered without illustration, and ready
for immeliate nse.—Dean Goulburn.

THE TERM CATHOLIC.

The term Catholic has beern applied to the
Chorch from the earliest ages, and is its com-
mon designation in the writings of tho ancient
fathers. It may be traced, indeed, to the times
of the Apdstles, since it appeara in the writinga
of St. Ignatius (Epistle to the Smyrnean iii. 4),
s man who, it is related, ‘' was intimately ocon-

versant with the Apostles, educated and nursed
by them, everywhere at hand, and made par-
taker both of their familiar discoarse and more
gecret and uncommon mysteries."—AR¢, Chry-
sostom quoted by Cave. The Church 18 oalied
‘Catbolie in the Apostles’ and Nicene Creeds,
Though ‘the word was not used by the Apos-
tles,” says Bishop Pearaon, ' we must aocknow-
ledge that it was most ancieatly used by the
primitive fathers, and that, as to several intenta.
For, first, they called the Hpistles of St James,
St. Peter, 8t John, St. Jude, Oatholick Hpistles,
because whilst the Epistles written by St. Paal
were direoted to a particular Church ocongre-
gated in particular aities, these were either
sent to the Chnrohes dispersed through a great
part of the world, or directed to the whols
Church of God upon the face of the whole world.”
—On the Oreed, p. 5.7. laour trauslation of
the New Testament, the term * Catholick,” in
the titles of the above mentioned Hpistles, is
rendered ** General.”

One of the qnestions at Baptism is, ‘' Wilt
thou be baptized in this Faith?" viz; the
Christian Faith, as contained in the Apostles’
Creed. To this an affirmative answer is requir-
ed ; consequently, the article of the Catbolio
Church is to be believed, and it is into that
Church that we are baptized. To dislike the
torm, is therefore & disparagement of the
Church of which it is the distinoctive appal-
lation, and of which we have been made mem-
bers 1ncorporute.

If the present Church is8 not by actual de-
scent the continuation of that organised nnder
the Apostles, it cannot be the Apastolic Churoh,
and consequently it would be irrelevaat to ap-
ply to ourselves such pausages of Soriptare as
the following :—'‘Now, therefore, yo are no
more strangers and foreigners, but tellow-citi-
zons with the Saints, and of the household of
God ; and are bailt upon the foundation of the
Apostles and Prophdts, Jesas Christ Himself
being the chiet Corner-stone,”—Hph., ii. 19, 20,

organized association was ‘the body of Christ,”
and that in it, considered as one, dwelt the
““One Spirit.”* We are not here entering
into any question as to whether change of
circumstance and time has compolled a modifi-
cation of this order, Wo are merely contem-
plating the Church in its very beginning, and
the passage we have quoted does seem to give
& true acconnt of it. Here then we have the
first and allimportant lesson in our stady of this

reat subject. &‘o be saturated wilh the obvioas
%ut terrible contrast between what Oar Lord
meant us to bo and what we are in fact. Nut
to regard Unity a8 a beautiful idea of our own
making, but to submi: to it absolutely and un-
reservedly as s crealion of God. ‘ His haad is
pot shortened, but our iniquities bave divided
between us and our God,’ None of ma can
escape this indictmens.

A
deep sense of the contrast between odr Lord’s
ides of His Churoh and what we are forced to
see around us, must be followed up by an" un-
reserved confession that each one of us has had
a hand in the mischief. And surely to. ms
Anglicans this is just now the easiest lesson of
all, The prosecutign of the Bishop of Linooln,
is a shame and rebuke to us, tdke what view

Vg hope after this that none of us will lan-
guidly acquiesce in & state of things so threat-
ening ana disastrous. It will not be Lord
Nelwon’s fault if we do. Meantime, it is
ceriain that many excellent and well-meaning
persons recognize neither the dangér nor the
duty. ‘People differ,’ they say, ' 0n other sub-
jocts, why mot also on religion? a remark
which is all the more dangerous because of the
element of truth that lies hidden in it. No,
truth is one, and must really be consistent with
itself, Thus it is that the seriousness with
which the daty of unity is urged upon us by
Oar Lord and His Apostles finds its ample
justificatjon in the dangerous confusion result-
ing from its neglect,

Here then we have two introductory lessons
in the study of this question, which must be
burnt into the wmind and heart of every Chris-
tian. The divisions wo see around us are one
and all evidonces of grave disobedience to the
Divine Head of the Church, and each one of us
is in some measure responsible for them.—
Spencer Jones, in Chureh Bells.

‘THE GCIVIL WAR OF THE CHURCH
OF @OoD/

We cannot refrain from saying a few words
about the painful spectacle, now presented to
Christendom, of the prosecution of the Bishop of
Lincoln. It is now more than fifteen centuries
sinoe the Emperor Constantine, at the Council
of Nicma, told the assembled bishops, that to
his mind ffar worse than any war or battle,
was the civil war of the Church of @od.” 1In the
fif ecu centuries which have since elapsed, the
Church, alas! has not learn. wisdom. Over
and over again has she been rent with internal
dissensions. Aund once again, after eighteen

‘hundrod years of Christian teaching, of which

not the least important precept is ‘Love one
another,’ the same sad speclacle is presented.
The Charch of Englaud. the broadest and most
liberal Chuarch in all the world—the Church
whoso basis is sarely wide enough to include

all those who love the Lord Jesus Christ in
sincerity and truth, the Church which wel-
comen alike within her fold the Ritaslist and
the HEvangelical, and which holds in reverence
tho names of Maurico and Kingsley, of Stanley
and Robertson—is at this moment divided
against itsell | not on essentials but on unessen-
tials | not on points of doetrine but on dispuated
points of ritnal and law, '

Without attempting to enter into the merits
of the case, or to apporiion the blame to the
one nide or thoe other, we may say that we are
simply amszed that any loyal Churchmen
should be fourd who are thus willing, for the
sake of the points at issue, 10 destroy the peace
of the Church, and'to give an occasion to the
enewies of the Lord to blaspheme. To those
personally conceroed, the points'in dispate ap-
pear no doubt of the. bighest religious impor-
tance; ‘but is not thjs a case in which the. fa-
.mous rebuke of Dr, Tillotson is_eminently ap-
plicable, when, as Dean of St Paul's he ssid to
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" above Tabrics ¥ It'cannot bé'a ‘matterof su.
_preme importaunce or oue affecting the “éfficacy
"of the blessed Bacrament, “whether ' or'" not the
-celebrant adopta the eastward position ; whether
or not he mixes a little water with “the wine ;-
whether or not'the caundles on the  Holy Table:
be lighted. These things may be symbolical
of certain truthw; they may be useful’ in im-
pressing those truths on the minds of worship-
pers; but thoy cannot be regarded as esseutial.
The principle whieh lies beneath-them may be
~ dear to the hearts of those concerned’; but it
is imposeible to'suppose that it is a ‘principle
one hundroth part so important a3 the keeping
of that new and eleventh commaadment which
is of the very essence of Christianity.

There ever have been, and wa sappose there
always will be, differences of opinion and of
practise in the Cbristian Church. At no time
bas one dead level of nniformity prevailed.
Agd it is in no senseé desirable that it ever
should. * Unbroken unifomity,” it has been
said, ‘may be the boast of a deadening Bad-
dhism, & withered Confucianism, a meohanical
Islam ; it canoot exist in & free and living
Christianity.’ And to attempt to force upon
the Church one general system of uniformity
would be of all follies the most grieveus. It
would only succeed in finally destroying the
little Christizn unity that remsins, Aand it is
unity that'we want, and not uniformity. ‘See
how these Christians love one another;’ so was
it said of the early believers It is a remark,
alas! not likely to be made by anybody now.
Shall we never learn to regard this question of
postures and positions, and (what Doan Stan-

. ley called) ‘clergyman's clothes,’” with that
manly and robust common sense which made
Martin Linther exclaim, when it was complain-
ed to him that a certain brother persisted in
wearing & cassock, ‘Cassock!’ cried Lauther;
let him wear nine cassocks if they do him any
good? What the Church of England in these
days stands specially ie n.ed of is a little more
Christian toleration and & little more sanotified
common gense, We should not then see the
lamentable spectacle of a civil war in the
Chourch of God. Is it too late, even now, for
both parties to take to heart the wise and ten-
der words with which Richard Baxter onco en
deavoored to allay the passionsof controversy 7

As
Newtoun dizcovered a law which vitally affect
ed all natare, 0 Jesas Christ gave us one law,
“Thou shalt love,” which might be called the
law of moral gravitation. As the falling tear
or moviog stone proved the nataral law,
83 evory: commandment in the sesond table o
the Deoalogue wus the application of the
spiritual law. This law of love wai not
original. The Epioureans ware taught love of
selt, the Stoica. love of the brotherdood, tho
Piatoni4ts love of the Divinitp. Thess only
gave the individaal applioution of s universal
Inw. Jesus Chriat revealed the moving force
which lay behind all. He told us that we and
ull orented worlds existed in the ether of an
allembracing love—in unison with cur owa
was & mighty pulse of affection; He showed
us that love was e vital force of the universe
in which we dwe!l, for *God is love.” It
deficient in Jove, we were in antagonism to
the force which governs all ocreation. Lifo
was not all theory, nor was it all emotion.
Systems based on theory alone failed, The
thinker very often obtasined bat a barren
victory; the man with magnetic force und
enthusiasm reaped the fraits of his work
Thoories mast be incarnated in order to be
successful. Free trade was embodied by the
energy of Cobden ; there would have been po
Cru-ades without & Peter the Hermit. Jesus
said, ' [ am the Light of the world,” but at
the same time, ** I sam the Way,"” and “ Come
anto Me.” Ho was & personsality inviting us
to love Him, and persuading us theroto by
Hislove to us. Hu love for every hamen being
was the secret ot His revelation. Ho loves us,
though knowing all our faults, und love is the
upiver-al law laid dowo by Him, the L-ght and
Loader of the wouls of men—The Church

Besides these he montioned the im-
portant new work smong the
Betsiriry, of which the Bishop
spoke in a letter from which we
quoted in December :—

“In May last, with two oaie-
ohists, I visited the Betsiriry tribe
—one of the fiercest and most self-
reliant tribes of the Sakulava.
Toese people live on the banks of
the Tsiribihina and its tributaries,
some 150 miles west, and are
governed by & king and several
chiofs. We saw some of the latter,
who roceived us well, und the
Bishop decided, on our rotarn, to
commence work amongst them,
and Radanicl and Rajustina are
propared to gc¢ and live tihere
These people have never been
visited by & Baropen or Missionary
betore, and have no ides of civiliza-
tiou, &c. Thoey do not even know
the valne of money., We leave on
Moud:y next, and (D.V.) shall
begin work by occupying the
king's town. I retarn here after
secing them safe and at work.”

This new Mwsion becomes oven

more interesting from tho fact thal
native Christisns are maintsining
it:—
“Thin now Mission to the Bet
siniry will bo commenced by sub
soriptions raised in Madagascur,
the pative Christians aro giving
quito nobly. At two moetings (a1
whioh no notice bad beon given o
nub-criptions) I roceived $20 and
$4, and most of thoso present
anked to bo sllowed o snbscribe
and psy theit money lnter. Oo
looking vver tho subscription lists
Lscothut eight nutives huve alroady
subscribed one dollar and upwarde
onch, which rum L0 8 native ropre.
renlx 8 good deal. We require
$300 tor the first yonr's work, the
greator purt of which I have iv
hand already, and suspect tho sub
soriptions will- be over that
amount.”

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PROF. MONLER-WILLIAMS. -

Bir Monier Williams is one of
the great lights on Buddhist and
other Oriental religions. He spoke
st & mirsionary meeting a few
weeks since in Kensington, in
which he reminded the audience
that * a missi mary spirit is of the
very essence of Christianity. You
may as well assert that a body can
be alive in which the blood does
not circulate a8 ssy that any body
of real Cbristians can exist which
is not animated by & missionary
spirit. For did not Christ in Hie
very first sermon affirm of Him-
self that He wassent into the world,
sent by His Father, sent to heal
the broken-hearted, sent to preach
deliverance to the ocaptives. And
these words, Misit me pater, are the
only true key to the mystery of life,
the only troe solution of the enigma
of our existence here in this world.
For is it not the case that if any
man be in Christ ho reslizes for the
first time that he did not comeinto
the world by any fortuitous con-
currence of materisl molssules, by
blind action of physical torces, by
sny process of evolution from an
embryonic germ, by any law of
survival of the fittest, but that, on
the contrary, he was sent into the
world, sent to do some work, sent
to effect some purpose? How re-
markable is the constant reiteration
of this word sew.t in our Bible! * As
my Father hath sent Me, even so
send I you.,! Truly this idea of be-
ing sent seems to be woven into the
very tissue of the gospel of Christ.”

It is & blessing that the Churoch
is awake to this fact more now
than for a thousand years. Her
missionsaries are going here and
everywhere telling people of the
redemption that is in Christ Jesus !
And tbose who oannot go them-
gselves are helping with prayers and
alms to sentf others ; for which
and what it involves let all Chris.
tiana thank God.

Another helpfal word from this
soholar:

“ Christianity is not a science, is
not mathematics. Nor is the
spread of Christianity to be settled
by the multiplication table, nor by
the differenuial caloulus. Christi-
anity ie & faith and a life. .Itis a
living faith, the faith and trust of a
child in & loving futher. The Bud-
dhist trusts only in himselt, for he
hse no God, The Brahman trosts
opnly in himsolf, for he believes
himself to be part of God. The
Zorosstrian believes in two oppos-
ing foroes, good and evil. The Mo-
hammedan believes in & far off God,
stern and terrible in his oneness,
in his remoteness. The Positivist
trusts only in humanity, and be-
lieves only in hamanity, The Ev-
olationist believes only in a germ,
in an energy,ina force. The Ag-
nosetic knows nothing, believes no-
thing, except pnenomena. But the
Christian knows whom he has be-
lieved; knows tbat a loving
Father is close to him; knowsthat
He is lesdin{w y the hand, is
leading him horle ; knows that He
is dealimg ' tendexr)y “with him in
every minute ciroumstance of his
daily life. And if the Christian
kouws thia ho yearns to bear wit-
ness to it, *Ye ahall be witnesses

onto me uunto the uttermost paris
of the earth.” We cannot all of us;
of course, bear witness in Asia or
in America; we cannot all die for
the truth in Afrios; but we can
live for the truth here. We can
persevere in praying to our Father
that His name may be. hallowed,
that H's kingdom may come over
the whole earth. I fear,alas! that
we have only to walk through the
streets of this vast metropolia to
see that another kingdom is estab-
lished ip onr midst. We are con-
fronted everywhere with the rulers
of the darkness of this world, but
we can fight the good fight; and
why should we despair? Why
should oonr hearts sink within us?
Why are we unmindfal of Christ'a
last gift to His own missionary
soldiers, tho gift of power? ‘Ye
shall receive power.” If we are in
Christ we are men of power. True
we bave to wrestle with very for-
midable forces— with pride, pas-
sio,n selfishness, ignorance, intem-
perance, skepticism, wunbelief,
athesism—but viotory is not doubt-
ful, ‘ for power belongeth unto God.'
Not the power of the sword of Is-
lam, but the power of the Lamb,
behind which is the strength, the
irresistible force of the Lion—the
Lion of the Tribe of Judah,’—
Southern Churchman.
