IRISH AND S(%%TCH LAND

A Comparisoa and a Coutrast,

So completely is public attention directed
to the conditions of lrish tenants that one
would suppose that the Lrish fand laws would
be worse than the Scotch and English land
laws. Bat they are no worse than the laws of
England, and not so bad, in some respects, as
those of Scotland. Abssnteeism, differences
in religion, difterences in race, and inherited
animosities are some of the reasons why there
‘is more oppression in Ireland than in Scot-
land and England. Were the trouble
in Ireland due to thefact that the Irish legis-
lation is worse than that of Great Britain
there would be little trouble in getting the
condition ¢f things remedied. But as that is
not the case, the laudlords of the United
Kingdom ses that if the condition of Irish
tenants is to be bettereq NY 1aw there will
goon be Jcmands from the Hoglish and
Scotch tenants, who will ask, with a J00d desl
ol force, why an Irish tenant shoula 'ive
under bettor laws tban a Scotch or Englisn
tenant. The similarity of land laws leads
many well-meaning Epglishmen to dis-
credit the Lardships complained of in
Ireland.

The evil of consolidating vast tracts of
land into a few estates is much
more conspicuous in Scotland than in other
parts of the United Kingdem. The law of
strict entail in Scotland has restricted owner-
shipof land far beyond anything in England.
Scotland had a po ulation in 1871 of
3,360,018 persons. Iocluding the owners
ot town lots, the total number of land-
owners in the country is 132,181. Forty per
cent. of land is beld by 68 individuals, and
over 75 per cent. i3 held by 580 persons,
pnot one of whoin owns less than 5,000 acres.

Among the great estates of the United
Kingdom the larger are in Scotland. The
Duke and Duchess of BSatherland, whose
estates are in Scotland, head the list with
1,258,425 acres, much of which is doubtless
worthless moor; the Earl of Kife has
257,652 acres; the Marquis of Breadalbane
bas 458,270 acres; the Duke of Buccleuch
boR 450,260 acres; the Duke of Argyle has
175,114, aud the Duke ol Athole has 104,610
acres.

Twenty per cent. of tho land in Eugland
and Wales is held by owners of more than 100
and less than 500 acres, and a further 10 per
cent. 6t land is held by owners of between
500 and 1,000.

A recent despatch spoke of Arthur Arnold
as alone among the Epglish membars of par-
liament who oppose coercion in Ireland.
There is good reason why Mr. Arnold should
take tl.o side of the Irish tensntry. In the
slung phraesology, * he knows how it is him-
self.” He wass a tenant farmer in Scotland on
aniceteen years’ leage and spent a good deal
of money improving the farm aud putting
scientific theories in practice. When
his lease expired the landlord raised the
rent so high, on account of the incrensed
valuo of the farm due wholly to the tenant's
labor and money, that Mr. Arpold had to
give up the place. A tenant in Scotland
zots mothing for his improvements when he
leaves.

An Irish or English landlord cannot sue a
tenant for rent till the day after the rent is
due; but if a Scotch landlord is afraid he
wont get tho rent which is not yet due, be
can put the tenant's steck and crop under
sequestration for the current rent, have them
{nventoried, acd put beyond the tenants con-
irol so absolntely, that if he sells, even to
meet the coming rent, he leaves himself liable
to prosecution, When an eviction suit is
begun against a tenant, the court is under
1o obligations tohear him in his owr defence,
unless he gives good secusity for twice the
amount of remt claimed, or ¢ instantly”
verifies 8 defence excluding the actior.
Twelve months’ notice to quit is rcquired
in {reland, nud six mouths in England, pbut in
Scotland forty duys is emough., A tenant,
dying, caunot leave uis lease for the unex—
pired portion to his widow, or any child
except Lis oldest som, nor can he transfer his
leaso without the landiord's coosent, which
may be withheld without cause. Uuless the
Yease stipulates to the contrury,and landlords
are usually unwilliog to grunt the
stipulatiop, the tenant can do nothing
to protect his crops {rom the ravages of yame.
The landiord must bunt, whether tha tenant
bas anything to reap, or not —S¢.

ASSANSINATION OF THE GZAR.

Full and True Parvticulars.

—_—

Loxoox, March 21.—The correspondent of
the Nsw York Hereld, eays:—lonumerable
accornts of the Czar's agsassination have been
received from St. Petersburg. All are frag-
mentary and disjointed. Iiven now a week
alter the event it is difficult to constract from
them a succinct narrative. The best account
of the murder that any eye witness has been
able to give, is that of Captain Novikoff, of
the Imperial dtaff, who was present when the
second bomb was thrown, and who heiped to
raige the dying Emperor. This officer had
attended the inspection held at one ¢'clockin-
the great Michel Riding School, and was on
his way home down the Newsky Prospekt
across the Catherine canal when he heard

THE FIRST EXPLOSION,

He had arrived witbin thirty yards of the
Emperor when he saw a cloud of snow sud-
denly blown into the air. The second bomb
had exploded. Tle ground was strewn with
wounded men, fragments of all sorts lay about.
On one heap of snow was a dead boy, a
wounded soldier of the Body Guard, and a
wounded civilian. In the road lay the Em-
peror motionless. He wore the aniferm of
the Guards he had been reviewing, his legs
were shattered, and biood flowed from his
wourds. Some sailors came up and raised
him from the ground. Captain Novihoff took
him round the body, the sailors held him by

his legs, and they moved forward a fow paces,
wheo the Emperor said twice

and endeavourol to raise his bana o ois
forehead, on which vhere was blood. Captsin
Novikoft supporting tue Czar with one arm
tried with the other to Zet his handkerchiet
snd bind the Emperor's head, At ihis
moment the Grand Duke Michael came up,
and, bending over the Czars face, suid
anxiously: © How feelest thou 7" To this the
Emperor replicd that it was difficuit to hear
what he said. He did uot utter a single
groan. The Grand Duke snatched a cap
from a bystander and placed it on the Em-
peror's head. He then bade the sailers move
forward with him, The people had mean-
while been yunning up from all sides, and
many

FELL OX THEIR KNEES AND WEPT.

There seemed to beno conveyance in which
the wounded Czar could be placed. The
police officers had driven up in a sleigh but
the horses had taken fright and bad run
away. A common sledge was standing not
far ofl but it was too small to allow the
woun:ed man to be supported in it. Capt.
Novikoff asked the Grand Duke Michael's per-
mission to carry the Czar ioto a neighbouring
house and endeavor to staunch the flow of
bleod. The Ewmperor had evidently not lost
confciousners, for when the proposal was
made he distinctly said

« BEAR ME TO THE PALACE TO DIE.

Another police sledge now came up, and in
this they placed the Emperor, supporting * im
on oither side, for he was unable then {0 keep
up his head. At first the sledge moved for-
ward at a walk, but the Czar's strength
seemed to fail so rapidiy that orders were
given to go at a brisk trot to the Palace.
When they arrived the Emperor was con-
scious, and in that condition be was carried
through the gates. Physicians were quickly
summoned to his bedside. Surgeon Kroug-
levski, Dr. Botkin, Dr. Marcus and Dr,
Dvorinchine obeyed the call. The Iast
nared immediately fetched such instruments
as were necessary for amputating the legs.
Bandages were applled and the veing were
tied up in order that the blood might flow
back to the beart. The Czar recovered con-
sciousness for a brief moment, and received
tho racrament from M. Bagalore, tho chaplain,
Then
HiS HEART CEASED TO BEAT.

When the exploglon took place the Czare-
vitch was at lunch with his family in the
Annitchkoff Palaca. They heard a noige, and
with fearful forebodings they waited in ter-
rible anxiety and sooa sn Imperial equerry
galloped up. The Czarevitch and his wife
rushed out to meet him and were told that
the Emperor was frightfully wounded. The
Heir Apparent jomped into a sleigh and
drove to the Winter Pulace beiug the firat to
arrive after the Grand Duke Michael the
other members of the Imperial family follow-
ing. Then cnme many illustrious persons,
among whom wers Prince Commaroff;, Prince
Dondukofikarsakoff, Count Milutou, Couut
Adlerberg, aud Count Louis Molikoff, and the
Emyeror was not wholly unconscious when
thev arrived. Ho opened his eyes and gave
slight tokens that he recognized some mem-
bers of Lis family. He muttered

HgHASHA,"

the diminutive of the hereditary princes
néme. At the moment when he breathed bis
laet, all who were present fn the chamber
were kneeling io silent praver. The events
of tha next few bours were deeply aftecting.
Asg the Czarewitch left the palace he was re-
ceived with entbusiastic exclamations by the
crowd. The Princess Dolgorouky fainted
away when she heard the sad news, aud re-
mained uncopscious for two hours. The
‘sameo evening, accompanied by ber sister and
Prince Albredinski, Governor of Warsaw, who
is her sister’s husband, she left St, Petersburg,
being taken to the rallway station in s public
conveyance, It isbelieved that she will re-

as a relic. The conspiracy seems to bave
been organized at Geneva. The detsils of
its conception and execution may soon be
given by the Nibilists, but so far s the parti-
culars of the plot have filtered through the
police, the conspiracy appears to have been
more carefully and elsborately arranged than
any which has heretofore been made, Aasass-
ins farnished with bombs were placed along
the second route which the Czar might have
taken on his return from the Riding School.

THE SECRET MINE

was prepared in Little Sadowa street in case
the bolder attempt should fail. There is
some doubt, it appears, as to whether the
Czar was really warned by the police before
Sunday. Itis easy for General Melikoff to
say s0 nOw that the Czar is dead. The Min.-
ister of the Interior did really wara the
Emperor, but bis warning was so vague that
it caused @no alarm, and caused no
precautions. The truth would seem to be
that the peaceful statements of Count Meli-
koil which gave tranquility to the public left
the Nihilists time to work as much as they
would. The police would also have the
world believe that Roussakoff hasg divulged
all be knows about the conspiracy, but thisis
oot likely to be tho case.

The opening of
the Earopeau markets to Canadian
and Awmerican farmers has stimulated tbe
Canadian Goverument to put forward every
energy to get settlers on the wild but fortile
lands ot Manitobs, and of the vast region
stretching from Winnipeg, on the Red R ver,
to the base of the Rocky Mountaipa, Before
returcing to Cunada Mr. Daley will visit the
whole of the New England States, and bold
mestings in the different towns as well as dis.
tribute literature on the subject of his mission.
He says the Dominion is prosperous,and that
nt present there is every indication of
its continuance, because this yeara largearea
of land will be planted with grain for export
to Burope. The construction of the great
Cacadian trans-continental railway to British
Columbia will be pushed on with eunergy by
the new syndicate, and the buil‘ing ot this
road will open up an entirely new wheat-
raising country, upon which millions of
people will tind homes. The great plais of
Manitoba he considers to bo one of the best
gralu-raising regions of the world, especially
wheat, for the prowing of which the deep,
black, loamy soll is excellently adapted.

EVIL IN THE WORLD.,

The last man in the world, my friends, to
get himsslf up as & judge betwesn good and
evil and u critic of his Creator should be the
Athelst, fur a greater evil than himself does
not exint through all the spheres of the uni-
verse. He i8 not merely evil himself, but he
ie an active emissary of evil, lugging along
the higzhways or public streets his budget of
blasphemous scphisms, and ioviting the un-
wary and feeble-minded te plunge ioto his
own congeuial mire.  To bear bim talk you
would imagine toat he had received a com-
wission from some uakeard of power to test
overything, woral and physical, and to rejsct
overything which his mighty intelligence
could not understand, To listen to bim one
might be led to imagiue that the
fellow  waq, psomobhow or other, a
special being, with epecial intellectuul en-
dowments and a capacity to explain all
things visible and invisible. They loudly
proclaim the limitless power of htwan rea-
son, but, I am compelted to say, the devil
wag very unfortunate in bis cboice of the
agents who disseminate that doctrine, for
they are a complete refutation of their own
assertion, His Satanic mujesty falls in this
cage to manifest his accurtomed astuteness.
Of course he has but poor material ¢o choose
from, the great geniuses of evory age being
on the other eide of the question, I am
astonished the devil does not tsake to the
rostrum and stump in person; he may be
sure ot the applause of those who cheer his
ropresentatives. Let bim not be afraid; let
bim come and deny God's existence, and,
though #auld clootie” be himself, it not a
bright, at leasst A burning exumple of
that very existence, our modern eociety
will see no inconsigtency in the rash uscer-
tion. Butlst the fiend be sure and outer hin
name on the botel register as  willioonaire,”
otherwisc the *better classes " wiil certainly
give him the go-by, Perhaps hemight be able
to furnish «advanced thinkers” with some
novelty in the shape of a brund new sophism,
for the world is getting tired of the re-hash
and hell-broth of reasoning thut has never
changed rince the devil himself made his
first appearance in human ancals. Ambitious
agnostics! go dip your heated brains in a
thimblefull of cool, common sense!.~the
stones yo are picking up and pliching at
Heaven have been thrown ages ngo by more
skillful slingers wnd ~tronger fors than you!
And the rocks fell back upon theirown heads,
too, Don't lose sight of that fact!

What is meral evil 7 The perversion of a
good; the nbuse of free will. Tnecreature is
finite; his understandiog is necessarily im-
perfect ; his willis the agent of his imper-
fect uaderstanding. He bas only & bijuded
grasp of his obligations and duties, like &
child before his mother's commands. Had ho
an adequate idea of the vXtont of his obliga-
tions to his good Creator evil would be im-
possible. God has given bim existeuce, n
ratioual soul, free will. TChese are powitive
excellencies. Evil I3 a negativn. Who in-
troduced the negation? God is a pure act;
pegation has no place in Him. Wo must
seek for this negation in the result which
tollows impntable violation of lJaw. Whers
is this imputable violation of law to be
sought? Not among the irrational creatures;
they are incepable. Tnere remains, there-
fore, the Tationn! creaturs; with bim moral
gvil is found. The troubls began in the
abuse of free will,

Physical evil is not in itself an evil ; it i,
in 0 senge, s negation of matural laws gov-
erning our physical being. It is a conce-
mitant of physical imperfection, not origin-
ally 50, but uuder tha presest conditious of
the fall. Itis the physical in sympathy with
the moral state. L[t i3 an outcows of thosy
anomalies whose explanation must be rought
first of all, in man's disobeyiog Iaw, whether
divine, natural or humao. Viclation of
these luws is followed by retributiou either
here or horeafter, Thero i3 no e¢8caps on
oatural grounds ; we must reach the pluue of
the supernaturat to escape the worst conse—
quences of violnted law.

My triends, it is not necessary to llustrate
this question by Beeking arguments from
different eourced. liet us look ines our awn
being, moral and physical;, aud wo shall
easily understand the cage. When ¢id moral
evil begin with cach one of us actually 7
When we were old enough to violate kuow-~
ingly the moral law, As to the physical
evil which affects us, obedience to luw would
have saved us from two-thirds of our difticul-
ties. Tho remaining third, perhaps, comes
from others. A man exposes hiwse!f uuue-
cessarily to a severe storm ; he catches coid
and neglects it; he dies of consumption.
You, his grandchild, feebls and de—
clining, may somelimee, when kept awake
all night with s backing cough, fsel
disposed to grow Iimpatient with vyour
Creator, and fretfally ask :—# Wby em I
tortured thus 7—why is my young life to go
out in its prime? Others are strong aud
robust, while I have never known a duy's
health.” My poor child, the difference be-
tween you and your robust nefghbor is jnst
this: yous grandfather neglected the luws of
health and your neighbor’s did not. Of cuurse,
the furegoing merely illustrates one phasy ot
tho question, but it serves to manifest the
sour¢es of pbysical evil. Run turongh thu
whole series of physical evil, and you will
find that man's self ia to blame for the plis-
sical pains and penaltits that beset lite on
this earth.

As to tka conspicuous case of Adam’s abuse
of freo will, and its ovil contcquences upon
bis posterity, I have thia to say. Adam re-
celved such supernatursl light in his under-
dtanding that his will was strong and reason
wasg mietress of his actions. He could deli-
berately listen to temptation and disvbey,
becausahis will was free, but such disubo—
dience could have no excuse whatever, for he
could plead neither, passion, ignorsunce nor
f-ailty. Adam, by disobeying, was st_nppud
.of that special light, thut original justice,
which way never due to human nature, but
waa the free gift of a good Gud. As mau—
kind were in Adarma ws tao river in its
gourco, he - lost original justice not
only for Mmself but -for all his
posterity. ¢ 2 uice thing,” cries the materinl-
{st, # that a man in this century should be
“held responsible for a sin committed thou—
gands of years agol” :This sounda very fine
in the ears of those who are ignorant, but is

Though the Sacrament of regeneration
ralges us to a state of moral harmony with our
Creator, and thetefore capable of receiving
the supernatural gifts of His mercy, yet our
nature. never—in this life, at least—can re-
cover entirely from the deep wound which
Adam's fall Inflicted wpon 1it. "That sin
lowered the tone of our nature, if I may say
80, and conrequently relaxed the energy of
all those forces of good which fight agninst
the evil within us.

But now steps lightly forth a chattering
agnostic  magpie and discourses thus:—
#Friend, one moment, if you please. # Why
did God allow Adam to {all, aud having fal-
len, why did He punish countless millions
for actione which were the direct consequen~
ces of Adam's disobedicuce ?" -

Profound philosopher! A cleverer intellect
than yours or Darwin's or M’llg’ first nsked
the reascn “ why” in the Garden of Paradise,
and you will recoliect, the whole business
ended disastrously for both man and serpent.
If we knew every thing, philosophers would
have to go to work and earn a living by some
more legitimate means than splitting halrs.
May I ask: Who are you that qnestion the
mysteries of the Most High? What rights,
ptay, can you claim sagaingt your Maker?

Spare your
by pocritical sentiment; you will find some-
tbing more than the originul stain on your
soul whoen the Great Day 81all throw a flond
of light on this as well as many other mys-
steries. No one on that supreme occasion
will be able to say:—#1 am punishod fur
another's sio ; I am condemued innocent.,”

INFIDEL VIRTCE,

There is a special phrse of modern infidel-
ity as ridiculoua as the protoplasm itself,
Too ancient Atheists never claimed to be
virtuous, whatever eolee they pretended fo.
They indulped every passioo, quaffed full
poblets of Fulernian, cowned themselves
with roses and lived and died to the sound of
swest music. They wero skeptics but no
hypocrites. It was reserved to the nineteenth
century to maunifeat the stern virtue of the
poble jufidel under the cloak of the most
indicrous hypocrivy.

You can hardly pick up a pamphlet, speech
or hurapgue of this class ot people without
fiuding lofty compurisons bet ween Christinns’
vice and jufidels’ viriwe, The Atheist is such
ao howuorably man-—so tender, so just, so
humans! He does not drink whiskev; bis
tustes are not swinish ; be is a graud charac-
ter, an iotelloctusl expression rather thuon a
heing of fiesh and blood. Who ever heard of
Tyunodall setcing fire to a neighbor’s barn, of
Huxlev waterlog 1ailroad stock, of Spencer
picking a guest’s pucket, of Darwin haunting
vat-vf-the-way beatbs and bawling: ' 8tand
and deliver!” to a true man! And the
fugble-minded creatures imagine that such
pretensious trash is & powerful argument
uygainst Chrirtianity |

If every muan, woman snd child, in the
ranks of Christianity to-dny were as depraved
as Cuptain Kidd or Cucus, what would that
have tv do withtbe priociples of Christiauity 7
If evory individual Atheist on the globe were
oy pious as Jueas, us just as Aristides, as
generous as Cwsar, as chaste B8 Scipio, as
patrivtic as Leouidas and as truthful ag ——r
Baron Muuchausen, what would that have to
do with the deadly dreams of unbelief? A
Christian Is bad when his life isinconsistent
with Chrirtisnity ; an Atheist is bad when his
lify is consistent with Alhelsm. Chiistinnity
touds to good ; Athelsm to evil. The former
builde up; the lutter pulls down. The error
of the Skeptic cab never be defunded by any
uatural good tbat is found io the unbeliever.
A man may be a very good hus-
band, father and citizen, and yet
bs a groat rascal for all that. Thero are
bousts with nobler natural qualities than
some men., A lou uever beats his wifu; a
tiger provides faithfulty for bis young; a
she~buar wijl never absudon her cubs; »dog
wilt honest'y carry home the family joiut from
warket, sud the hou<e masiiff will share hie
boue with the vagabond cur, But all this
dves not make thoce animale raticnal, and
the Atheirt may possess every natural good
aispmsition in the catalogue snd yot not be
virtuous, The Atheist makes 8 god of
nature, ¢ matter,” «force ” or wbatnot, and:
hence, natarsal inclioations, accordiog to his
stuudpoint, are good. But the esseatial
weoing of «“virtue” is ¢force,” a
struggle  Bgalnst  natural  faclinations,
Nuw, 8y no man can lopg sustaln a succoesstul
struggle agaiust patural inclioations by the
use of nutural weapous, it fotlows, as a strict
conreqaouce, that the Athuist, and those alvo
who detide supernatural remedies, cannot he
virtoous., They may possess very good civil
and domestic qualities, but tho beat civil ana
domestic qualtivs possible will never bring
A wan to heaven, or put him right with bis
Maker,

I think it not indiscreet to iay down a8 an
axiom this proposition :—~Whenever a man
‘bussts of his virtue, mistrust him. The fox
that lost bis tail was, io his own eyes, an
uadvanced thinker,” but- bis theory was Bsue-
picivus, conridoring all the ciicumstances of
the cnsa. Vistue is an ivy that can ouly
stand by outwining itself about the naken
stpernastaral, and, even with this assistance,
it ‘s shaken by a zephyr and sometimes
drageed dowa by the midoight storm,
But virtue Is prolitic of good works. [open
the page o! human ubnals, and fiud Atheism
appuesring—a black and ominous blotch—at
futervals in the world’s bistory. Whenever
the dark spirit has passed, it has lett a moral
‘ruln more dreadful than the natural destruc-
tion which marked the pata of the sanguinary
legions of Tawerlane or Bujizet. Iv under-
miued the strung splrit of Sparta, and turked
u id the false light ot the age of Pericles.
It distorted the primeval theism of ancient
peoples and inspired poetry with idolatrous
couceptious. 1t excited the discontent of
the masses and whispered soft flatteries in the
ear of kings, It Bang in the sublime
numbers of Homer nnd darkened the smooth
rhythm of Virgll, It lunghed with the easy
genius of Horace, and buldly threw off the_
maek in the pages ot Propertina. It held the
hroad m nd of 1he Ox-browed ond the pro-
found intelligence of the Stagvrite oscillating
in the glonmy twilight which ever enwraps
uneertain belicf. Aud through all its various
mod+s it proves it origin aed mission,—the
duvii®s guerilla warfare agalnst the_mujeaty of
the Mot High and the immortal interests ot
maukiud. i

L bas never chnoged in its evil purpos?;

it has never lost its original maligoancy.
No sooner was the Church of God ertablished
than it spoke wilth the tongues of Sects and
moved the brutal arm of tyrants and perse-
cutors. . Down through the ages, a serles of
trsgedies have marked each uprising of the
Atheistic spirit, and It is not too much to say
that the world is on the eve of a catastrophe
which shall surpass everything of a like
nature In'the annals of the buman race, be-
caure, agencies, productive of and tnvorable
to skepticism, have been at work for the last
few centurles, preparing milllons of wen for a
rejaction of all belief. To those agencles 1
sbzll more particolary refer in a fow moments,
This much I will aay here: Atheism hasdone
notiing, at any time, for the moral, material,
Ery;lcal or iutellectual well-being of man.

Yon boast of free
thought and you are the most abjuct intel-
lectual slaves on eartl, for Almighty God
and his lving Chucch are our authority for
believiog, wnile paltry persons of vuin opin-
ions are your authority for disbelief. Believe
mae, it i8 snfer to die in the faith of an Augus-
tine, an Aquinas or a Bossuet, thun to depart
from life buggicg the poor phantom sopbisms
of Voltaire, Darwin, Tyndall and the rest.

Since the sixteenth century there have
been a contipual cuccession of fulse sarans,
who had Uut one object iu view, viz: to put
the Mesaic cosmogony in the wrong. They
have perverted tulent, worked hard and con-
sumed their lives for this purpose. The jaw-
bone of an ass in o drift cave, they fondly
hoped, would kuock over ag many Christian
arguments, a8 a similar weapon in Sameon'd
hard did Philistines. 'They skilfully wm-
bedded human ekulls {n the chalk pits of
Paris, ro that primary strata might beur false
witness agninst the word of God. They
carved human footprints amid Devoninn
ranges to prove that Truth was a lie.
They wonld not hesitate to scratch  Anno
Mundi 4,000 ante Adamum,” upon the Lauren-
tides this day to prove that our race is older
thar our first parents. They would see neither
absurdity wor bull in the argnment. Some
yeors ago they found A zodinc plute at Kur-
nuck or Deadera, I forget which, and at once
they fell to and deciptiered the humwun race
to be billions of years older than Moses leads
us to infer. Viscontl proved that it could
only have been drawn up 700 yems befoire
Christ, computing from the position of the
celestial orbs. Moreover, a traveller ip
Egynt namad Caillaud found a slmilar zodiac
packed up with a mummy, which manifestly
proved from inscriptions that those plates
wote used for judicisl astrology and were
common in the days of the Ptolemys. They
lsughed at the idea of the delugo, but in
this they only followed the examnple of the An-
glicnn ¢ bishop” Colenso, whoss « inundation
In Upper Asin” has become quite famous.
Nevortheless in the most ancient annals of
the lending people of tae glebe, there are
plain references to the dread catastrophe of
water. Orlentalists quote the Chaldesn au-
thor Berosus and Abydene (fragments of
whose works may be found in Eusebios and
Syncellus) who spesk of a deluge clearly
analogical with the deluge of Genesis. In
a sacred book of the Hindoos, with the title
of Muhralarata, the deluge i4 described, and
its ‘occarrence does not ascend beyond 5,000
years.

He i8 thirty-three years
of age, that is to eay, in the very prime of his
manhood. What then will he do
with the immense power he has &ud-
denly become possessed of 7 Will he be
s tyrant like his grandfather Nicholas,
or will be aim at constitutionalism like his
father, Alexander. All we know of him up
to this is that he likes France, dislikes Ger-
many, hates the Turke, mistrusts the English,
and has a strong will of bis own. We can
eacily belleve that the first act of hia after
mounting the throne was to send the Princess
Dolougrouki quietly across the frontier with
an fntimation thatif she returned his feel-
ings might be hurt, and she—the rival
of his dead mother-—might bhave to
go to Siberia, as Princes and Prin-
cesses without number have gone before.
His manifesto ogainst the Nihillsts is
pointed enough to show uncempromising
hostility and a resolve for ravenge if not jus-
tice. It has been said that the present Czar
was for concessions to the people and a con-
gtitutional government, but if must be

Sovereign often hold different opinions. Who
so rtadically liberal as George the Fourth
when Prince of Wales and the friend of Fox
and Sheridan ; who such a bigoted old
Tory a8 the Prince-Regeut and King, and the
friend of Eldor.

THE EASTERN QUESTION.

In this pzaceful and prosperous land of
Canada Spring ie ushiered 1n by the fowing
of a liquid through our streets commonly
called slush, together with a stream of poetry
into the waste paper basket of the editor
dedicated to the season.

ST PATRICK'S DAY.

The 17th of March in the year of grace
one thousand eight hundred and eighty sas
a black cloud hanging over the island that
sitteth weeping by the melancholy gen. The
angel of famine sat enthroned on the cloud
and locked down upon a people who had suf-
fered long and were still suffering, and sor-
row filled the hearts of their friends the world
all over, while the wealthiest Government
which, perbaps, ever existed, and which
swayed the destinies of the Green Isle, looked
on, if not with grim satisfaction, with sn-
preme indiflerence. But already a fow
generous epirits had ariger who proclaimed
that, with God and their exiled countrymen’s
help, there should be no famine in their native
land.

They went forth to the nations, ashamed
it may be, but reeolved that shame should
not prevent them asking charity for the
relisf of their countrymen and women.
They were successful in their mission. Re-
lief was given with geperous hands and the
cloud and the angel of {famine disappeared
from over the fertile soil of Erin. And now
this is the 1Tth of March, 1881, and St.
Patrick's Day has come round again, and the
exiled children of Ireland, from their places
over the broad eaith, rest from their toil, and
onco more turn wistfally towards the land of
birth or the land of their fathers, and offer her
a tribute of love and respect. Aund once more
does a dark cloud hang heavily over Ireland,
and the gates of the Constitntion are closed
while the gates ¢f the prison are open to re-
ceive those of her s ns wko have been lpudest
in their demands for right and justice. But
tbey say the cloud has a silvery lning this
time surely, and the prophets assert that—
notwithstanding appearances—there shall
be no more famines, and no more
suspensions of the Constitution, that we
have positively seen the last of those
British methods of crushing and tormenting
a people who are determined to be free. Let
us pray God that it may be so,nnd let us put
forth every effort we can, 50 tbat when the
next uational festival comes round we may
be able to hail the mother of our race as one
of the free nations of the earth.

This, then, is the one day in the three
hundred and sixty-five when Irish patriot-
ism  aeserts itself with its grestest
force. No matter where his 1ot is
cast—whether on the Dbanks of the
Shanpon, or of the Ganges, on the
Missisaippi, on the St. Lawrence, whether on
the slopes of the Sierra Nevadas, or the
mighty Himalayes, be turns aside from his
daily pursuits and indulges in a vein of senti-
ment, which is cause for astonishment to the
surrounding people who cannot understand
how it is that the love of an Iristizan for his
vanquished country should be 8o strong and
yet o eorrowful. They are astonished
because they have not studied the history of
this people, 8o sublime in iis self-abnegation.
If they knew them better, if they were ac-
quainted with the sacrifices of land and life,
and home and wealth which Irishmen have
exhibited in the past for their faith and
{atherland, they would be surprised no lon-
ger. That love is undestractible; it will
never perish, for it has been purified by the
fire, and bistory’s teaching and parallels

will have been all wroog if it shall
not yot bear glorious fruit. That ¢the
spirit of & nbation never dieth” is

ag tiue as the Gospel itsolf, and we have yet
to hear of a race which did not surrender its
soul, as well as itz lands, that has not in the
end reconquered its lost liberties. It is trao
that generation after generation of Irishmen
have gone down into their graves since first
the Normans polluted the shores of Erin
without seeing thsir espirations realized, but
the life of a nation is along one, and the
unavailing struggle of centuries should not
bring deepair. Water finds its level, and
people who are true to themselves are suc-
cessful in the long ruu.

Let us, then, on this acniversary of [re-
land’s Patron Baint, renew our vows of love
to the old land, and let us hope that the words
of ber national poet shall take shape in our
day : —

Thy star shall shincout when the proudestshall

fade
And the full moon of frecdom shall beam round
thee vet

THE CANADIAN MNILITIA,

Major-General Luard calls fo: an increased
expenditure in order to make our Militia
force more efficient; but if the Government
consented to increase the Militia estimates
every time a Mujor-General recommended it,
we should soon be on a par with the counti-
nent of Europe acd have a regular standing
army, with all that tke name implies in the
way of jingle and parade, spurs and saber-
tasches, and the smell of villainous salipetre
would impregnate the air above and around
us oftener than peaceably disposed citizens
would wish. A Major-General commanding
the forces in Canada views everything from a
military standpoint. Every strapping fellow
he sees should, he thinkes, be & soldier, and
every hill suggests itself to him as an excel-
lent situation for a military position. Al
this is nalural enougb, but still he
must not be angry if we are not all
burping with the military fervor which
rushes up to tho cannbon’s mouth, apd so
forth. It is mean and ignoble to admit it,
but if the truth must be told the majority of
Canadians much prefer rushing aftor a good
business speculation, and their military as-
pirations are satisfied with a roview every
Quern’s birthday. It is true we have what
we might term the # Colonel” elcment among
us—men who glory in gold lace and cocked
hats, and would like to see Canada one
vast camp, but the smallness of the estimates
keeps thin element away in the rear, war-
like, it is true, but disgusted and agshamed of
their country, which throws cold water on
their martial enthusiasm. The chief duty of
the Colonels is, tvery time there are rumors
of Evngland being involved in a European
contest, to rush forward and offer her 600,000
men,—that is to say, a greater number of
adults then there is in all Canads, incinding
the lame and ths blind and the debilitated.
It plenses them to sgee their generous offec
of assistance copled into the London Times,
and it kills no one. In good sooth Canada
has soldiers enough for all her wants. There
is no fear of invasion from avy quarter, and
ifthere was we have men enough with spirit,
and soldierly qualities to defend our fronti:r
now as in times past.

The Colonels and Brigade Majors are
espevially strong on the advantages of
Kingston Military College, but we should
like to be informed what advantsgoes
accrues to Canada from the money spent on
it.

Yes,
surely; but no one would demand of us to
cut our own throats and decla o ourselves re-
bels. Lord Kimberloy's despatch of the 8th
{ of March cannct be the basis of peace. Rea-
i sonable guarantees for our treatmant we can
by no means admit, a8 they are too much
like an acknowledgment that we bave begun
our work without justification, The phase
of rebols is past. We wil) be reasonable, but
wust hiold to our main point. We hold to
the offer of a republic under a British pro-
tectorate. When the peace negotiations are
openrd the British troops sball remain where
they are on the frontier and in the camps
within the Transvaal, but no fresh troops will
be bronght from England uatil peace {s con-
cluded.”

He caretully distinguishes between a Royal
Commisston to investigate the grievauces of
the Boera and a commission for settling the
basis of peace, and he adds :—«A Royal Com-
micgica i not to be thought of; an arbitra-
tion is necessary, not n jury which can give a
verdict ot guilty or not guilty.”

Carg Towy, March 17.—The armistice
with the Basutos has terminated without anv
sgrecment having been arrived at, or, indeed,
approached.

and suggest some acceptable mode of estab-
lishing peace on terms satisfactory to both
Epgland and the Dutch Republic. It is
thonght that the commission will consist of
Bfr Harcules Robingon, M. Devitiler and Sir
Evelyn Wood.

Monteal Land League Megting

On Sunday afternoon the weekly metting of
the Montreal Braach of the Land League wus
held in the St, Patrick’s Hall. The Presi-
dent, Mr. P. Carroll, occupied the chair.

In his opeuing remarks he alluded to the
conduct of the Epglish Government in en-
forcing the Coercion Act, The arrests were
made from among the working classes ; this
step was taken to create intimidation among
the peasantsand then force them to withdraw
their support from the leaders of the agitation.
In former years it was the leaders who were
made to sufier, but now it is tbe farmers, who
are the backbone of the agitation, that find
themsaelves cast into prison. It, therefore,
develved upon the Land League to see
that the familles of these men should not
be found wanting for anything, and thus
force the Government to fafl of its purpose
in its eflorts to intimidate the people, and in
ite desire to oblige them to abandon the
agitation.

The Sccretary then read the minutes and a
communication from the Irisk World.

It was moved that the money now on hand
be forwarded to Mr., Egan, treasurer of the
Irisk National Land League Fund, ia Paris.

The President announced that the sum of
six hundred dollars would be sent over in the
early part of the week.

After the subscriptions had been taken In,
the election of new members was proceeded
with, Michael Gannon, Esq, of Granby Yil-
lage, was elected as honorary membor.

It was moved by Mr. 0'Donoghue and
seconded by Mr. Btafford, that the thanks of
the Montreal Branch of the Land Lezgue are
duo to the Rev. Father Neville, of St. Syl-
vestre, and Mr. Gettens, of Hemwmingford, for
their exertions in collecting subscriptions for
the Land League.

A discussion in reference to the Davitt
Fund followed next. It was suggerted that
the proper way to build up & fund would be
to work in harmovoy with Ireland and the rest
of America. A general fund had been estab-
lished in Ireland, and the duty of Iriskmen
in Canada was to forward their subscriptions
to the treasurer at hendquarters. It was
saggested that the Monireal Branch be a
channel through which money for that pur-
pose could pass. The Executive Committee
thought tkat sufficlent work was on thelr
hands at the present moment, and that the

question might be left over to another meet-
ing for consideration,

It may have
been the weather, o It may have been the
grand pageavts of bygone aunuviversarice that
cast a gloom over the rpectators; but tho
esprit 80 cha acteristic of the Irish beart was
sadly missing. The parade, if you can term
the return of the various societiee from their
respective cburches such, was ueither ghowy
nor effective.jand in mearked coantwst to the
vnormous processions of previous years,  Yet,
no one can doubt, who attended diving Eer.
vice, but that the apniversury of Iiviand’s
Patron Saint was duly commemaiated,
and in the most impressive manner,
At the Cathedral, His Ewminence Cardina
McCloskey oflicialed at the rolemn High
Mass. The assist4nt pricst was Vicar. General
Quinn ; the deacons of honor, Fathers Mc-
Guirk avxd Wayrich. Archhishop Corrigan
occupied a seat in the sanctuary baside the
Vicar-General.  Father Mcloery preached
the sermon, und made an eloquent appeal to
Irishmen to imitate the example of their
national Apostie, in faith, humility and pur-
severance. The rservice all through was
most solemn and impnsing.  Aftar the hurry
and excitemen{ vf the moming had pussed
away, the remainde-of the day was given
over to socfal enjoywent. The Knighst of St.
Putrick dined at Milligan’s on Brondway,
while the Friendly Sona of 8t. Patrick held &
grand banquet at Delmonicn’s, The officars
of the 69th held a reception at Tammany
Hall that took more the form of an
ovation before balt got through with.
It was difticult for a stranger with time at his
disposal, and who wished to carry away some
pleasant reminiscence of St. Patrick's Day, to
choose from tnese very inviting programmes,
However, I picked upon the Cooper Institute,
because I wished to heur ths well-known
Irish orator and pastor of the Methodist

Pepper, who cousented to lecture on  Ireland

T'he sanctuary on the whole presented, ns
it ouly cro,on this national annoiversaty
a enique appearance for taste, beauty
and Vrilllancy. The body of the eacred
edifice was also profusely decorated. The
immortal green and the virginal white
streamed ia blended barmony from the blue
vaglts o'er head. The pillars, at their Laso,
peeped from hotween the branches of the
verdant palm, whilst high in tho &alr they
boro the flags of Rorae and Ireland. The
pulpit was cowred with green snd white
drapery. The eze was also met, whonever it
turned, with insciiptions and mottoes, telling
of the fuith, tho patriotism and love of Lrin
and her sons.

He was pleased
with the observance of the day. On the mat-
ter of the temperance question, the reverend
father alluded to the action of the cirizens at
the prescut timo. Ho enid he was glad to
ree the Maple Leat aud Shamrocks entwined
ou this sulj=ct. He was not offunded with
the Eoglishmen for wearing tho Rose, nor yet
the Scotchwmen for sporting the Thistle, but
yet ke loved the Suamrock best of all. Thy
remarks of tha reverend futher wero listeved
to with much wttention, The RKev. Fatber
Cullen, of Boston, followed and prenched the
rermon, He oulogized the observapca of
St. Patrick’s Day, and expreesed the opinlon
that it should always be observsd. The
roverend father is a wvery youny man, but
talentad.

‘I'bo musical service in connection thereof
was very excellent, and roflected much credit
on the organist,

PONTIFICAL HIGH MASS AT BT.

was commenced a foew miputes after ten
o'clock. His Lordship Bishop Fabro was the
colebrant, with Rev. Father Foley as Deacon,
and Rev. Father Tobla as sub-Veacon. The
15t Master of Ceremonies was the Rev, Fother
Halpin, and the 2od Master of Ceremonies
tho Ruv. Father Dolean. The acolytes were
Rev. Jimea Gallagher and Grimes. The

green hinmortsl flig of Erin, Ireland had
been for several bundrid yesrs the most un-

swervivg  champion  of umivn  Letween

the State and ~ Church,” and .nctbing
could destroy that sacred alliance. But.un-
fortunately all the nations of the earth had
not acted in the same manner, for in the words
of his text, « He had not done the samae to all
nations,” In the present day Sucialism, Com-
munism and Nibllism we-éstriviog deperately
to uproot the.founda‘'inns of society, and
these were stigmatized and denounced by the
Church, who invited all to recognize her as
mistress. The present celebration of Bt.
Patrick’'s Day iz Montreal was honored by
the presence in their church of -the well be-
loved Bishop Fabre, and be asked his Lord-
ship to bless his worde in roference to the
Church, 8t, Patrick and [reland.

The reverend father then sketched the
scenes in the enrly life ot Ireland’s Apostle,
recounting how he had been tuken into cap.
tivity, and later how he had received the
 heaven-sent mis-ion to proceed to Iraland to
engago in tho conversion of her children.
Also, how Pope Celestine had recognized the
divine authority which despatched 8t. Patrick
on his misslon, and had sanctiomed it and
gave the Apostle nnlimited powers in the
prosecution of his holy work. Bt. Patrick
ofed after a long life spent in the service of
the Irish people. Daring his ministry he
bad boilt 300 churches, consscrated 300
bisbops, snd ordained as mauy thousand
priests. After his death bis apostles went
forth from Ireland to preach the Gospel to
all the world, and made the cxtent of
Irish kpowledge %known to s8ll peobles,
like that Irish brignde of later days
which bhad wade Iriesh valer and
faith household words. Ireland Christian-
ized many of the countries ‘of Europe. Ber
colleges were flnng open to foreign students
whom the fame of Irish learning bad attract-
ed to Ireland. Awmong those apoaties who
had exiled themseives to foreign lands in
order to spread the light of the gospel, was
the poet St. Columba, one of whose poems
concluded with the tollowing words ¢ Death
in faultless Erin is sweeter than life in
Albion,” thus showing the patriotism which
aoimated the glurious disciples of $t. Patricl,
The faith which St. Patrick bhad
taught to the Irish people had been held un-
changed by them since then, in spite of per-
sistent persecution. TIrom the reign of
Henry II. to that of Henry VIII. English
monarcly had declared war against the con.
science of Ireland, and the Rev. Father com-
pared this persecution to the 300 years of
persecution by the Pazan Emperors against
early Christianity. But though Erin was
biuised and broken in every limb she did oot
die under the lash of the executioner.
The sword of persccution was unable
to kill or even impair bher faith,
and it was only when Eogland was thoroaghly
beaten that she consented to try other means
and shed the first feeble light of religious
liberty, when she passed the Ralief Bill.
And then O'Coanell, the mighty-born, con-
stitotional agitator, whom Eogland dreaded
more than the sword, apppeared, and further
privileges followed. Order aloune was the
trie groundwork of a love of country, and
when their constitutionsl struggle for liberty

prevailed not they should seek a
remedy In Chbristian merit and fervent
prayer. Leo XIII. was the devoted

friend of Ireland, and bad unmistakeably ex-
pressed himself as such in aa interview which
His Holiness bad with Bishop Nulty. Then
he made use of the following words: «1 love
Ireland, I love the Irish, and sincerely hope
they will obtain what they ave asking for.”
Father Callaghan then concluded with the
wish that all Irish men and women would

raise thelr volces In prayer for theliberty of
Ircland.

By notices such as this just quoted, and

Thus
vou clearly see that, votwithslanding the
many burniog questions, as the afiair of the
36,080 rifles, scrutin de liste, &c, at present
agitating the French mind, Parnell or the
piziy be represente, is not likely to be soon
forgotten in I'rance.

Alwace and Lor-
raine were represented in the procession, and
as their bands came up Bugo waved his
kand, and shoutis and vivas for France rent
{he air.

Later on there was a grand musical per-
formacce at the Trocadero, which, at night,
was followed by a magnificent bane
qast. Tbo obply uneasiness that was folt
throughont the day aross from a fear that
Huwo liko Voltaire, might be suffocated by
all the bouquets which fair hands Ekeaped
upon him.

Parpell formed one of the organizing com-
mittee. In the illustrated papers his
portrait disputes with Victor Bugo’s own the
place of greatest prominence, and, on ‘he
whole, there are not sleeping beneath the
tricolor to-night, two more popular men
than the Voteran Poet and the young Irish
Dopaty.

The Spring trade is making fair progress
aud is helped greatly by the reduction in rutes
on the railway lines leading iuto the city.

OATMEAL AS FOOD.

If the farmer should bless the man who
shows bim bow to make two blades of grass
grow where only one grow before, the farmer's
wife should be somewhat beholden to the
person who suggests a new and agreeable
article of {nod wherswith sbhe may replenish
the Jarder. A man runs risks in trespassing
upen the housswife’s domain, Lut he may
legitimately ask for his cake. The value of
vatmeanlas food is beginning to be sppreciated,
and any new (although they may really be
old) methods of prepiring it may be useful,
Perhaps the best preparation of oatmeal is the
oat-cako 50 well known all over Englang,
Wales, Scotland, avd Ireland, When visiting
Europe in my youth [ became well acquainted
with oat.cakes of differet kinds, but the Eng-
lish and Scotch pleased me best. Their
memory is still sweet nnd I might say they
left an aching void 1 found it hard to fil],
until I learned to make them here. An Eng-
lish paper gives a very good acconnt of them
as follows:

“A good oat-cake canrot be made with cold
water. The meal is put in a medium-size
wooden dish-—n crockery one will do as well
—then it is mixed with water as hot asthe
baod can bear without discomfort,and a little
salt isadded, and the whole is mixed intoa
thick paste ; no more water should be used
tban will thoroughly bring it into this state,
und care must be taken not to work it through
the fingers too much, or the cakes will be
rough ; then sufficient of the paste is made
Into the shape of & cone with tlhe hands, and
then pressed down into a round shape onan
clean table or pasteboard, that will make a
cake of from 10to 14 inches in diameter, and
thea it isrolled into a round cake with a
rolling-pin. Ifit iy to be very thin, say one-
eight ot an inch or less, it is generally made
of the smuller size, being easier to handle; if
thick, the larger size. A number of cakes is
thus made and put on the top ot each other,
with a little nat-meal scattered betweon them,
and efter a lot is ready, n good fire-—~but
not to brisk—has been preparec¢ on which s
placed a griddle 16 or 17 inches acrose, and
the cakes after brushing i with a wing
tho loose oat-meal is placed on to bake. After
one sidy is done the upper sideis ttrn down-
wards, and when rufliciently done the cakes
are placed betore the fire avd left there for
some time, aud the thin oues: if ardistically
made will bend round uutil the edges overlap
each otber, 'I'his is considered the clivax of
o professed oatcake waker. To a novice it
appears tho easiest thing pozsible to do, but
ouly a practiced hand cundo it wull .  After
baving been taken from before the fire, thoy
are placed on their edges to cool,ard then
put awe) ina dry place—geuerally in tho oat-
meal barrel, where they will keep five or six
weeks, and will thop be as fresh and good as
when first made. 1t is the rule to make sufli-
cient in one duy to Jast the family for « month
or more.”

This is an excellent method, and any
housewifo who has a knack with pancakeg,
weiH 8, and such can coon become an adept
with the oatcake. I need not say how wel-
come would be a fragrant, crisp, sweet oat-
cake to the farmer or his boy who runs in
from the plow, while the horses “blow off}” to
dull the keen edge of his appetite with a
snack between meals. A whole barrel of
cakes would hardly Iast him a month if kept
all for bimself. But the youngsters, too,
would ezplore that barrel, aud if driven off
would shont and come again.”
