In
ovember, 1867, he was transported to West
Australia -in_the convict ship Hungoumont,
erowded- with felona. For about thirteen
nonths he worked at road making nesr Bun-
bary in the penal colony, associating with
wnvicts and ticket-of-leave men. Various
seconnts of the manaer of his eacape in Feb-
raary, 1889, have been printed. The true
story was not known until Mr. O'Reilly had
teen in.this country for ten years or more,
when time had removed all duoger of incul-
pating certain friends who risked much ia
sasiating him to freedom.

In the list of absconders printed early in
1869 in the official: Police Guzette of West
Auntralin there appeared this paragraph :

92—John B. O'Reilly. Registered number
9,843. Imperial convict ; arrived in Colony
per couvict ship Hougoumont in 1565; sen-
tenced to twenty years 9th July, 1866. De-
geription—Healthy appearance ; present uge,
%5years; 5 feet 7} inches high, black hair,
fbrown eyes, oval visaga, dark complexion ;
snIrishman. Absconded from Convict Road
party, Bunbury, on the 18th of February,
1869, -

Before night T had passed the headland,
and was on the Indian Ocean, I kuoew there
was a current goiog northward., Next morn-
ing I gave up pullivg, and sat down to watch
and wait.

The sun flamed
above, and the reflection from the wator was
scorching, Thut day, townrd noon, Isaw a
sail, It was the Vigilant—there was no
other vessel there.

I zaw the
men aloft on the lankout, but they did not
see me—at least Capt. Baker suys so. She
safled away egaip, and was out of sight
before night.

After that seoond bitter disappointment
O'Kteilly left his sand valley no more.

Toward evening,
we heard a hail, und somebody shouted my
name, and cried ont, * Come on bourd I We
were nll overjoyed. We pulled ulongside,
and I was helped out of the boat by the
strong arms ot Henry Hathuway, the third
nmate. Gavt. Giiford mide me welcome, and
gave me u place in the cubin, Martin Bow-
man, the escnped criminal, was sant forward
among the crew.

Six months afterward, when the Gaz:lle
touched at Roderique, an English islaad in
the Indian Ocean, the Governor came
aboard, searching for ““eun escaped convict
fron Awtralia, & blsek-huired man.” I was
standing with Mr. tussey, the mate, when
the Governor made the demand. Mr. Hussey
sail that no such person was on bowrd., The
Governor unawered that he had info-mation
that & wan had escaped on the Guzelle, Mr.
Hussey feared that they wmight seize theship,
so ho said thet o man of that description,who
had come on board off the coast of Anstralin,
wigzht be the person. He culled Bowman,
whom every one on boarddetested, and he wus
putin irousund taken ashore, Weknewthathe
would tell the whole story (tha wonder is
that he did not do it then ; but he wished to
make terms for his own relessc). That night
the officers of the Gazelle threw overboard
the grindstone, with my hat, while I lay hid
in the Captain's cabin, A ery of **Mun
averbnad 1" was rtaised, a boat was lowered,
and the hat picked up. There wereon board
some English lex convicts who had shipped

in  Aonstralia, and these only waited
for a chunce to get me rebaken.
But one of them, utterly deceived

by the officers’ strategy, declared that he saw
me pink where my hat was picked up. When
the Governor came on board next day to de-
mand his prisoner the flag was at half-mast,
ard the officers sorrowfully told him that the
man he probably wanted had jumped over-
beard in  the night and was drowned. His
policeman went among the crew and learned
the same newe, Twe days Jater the Guzelle
sailed from Roderique; and I came on deck,
much to the amazement of the crew.

- That ended Mr. O'Reilly's adventures. On
the Cape of Guod Hope Capt. Gifford handed
him thirtsen_sovereigns, ull the money he
‘had, and traosferrsd himn to the American

pool, where he was provided with a secure
hiding place until u parsnge was secured for
him on the Bath ship Bombay, which landed
him ‘in Philadelphia on Nov. 23, 15869, nine
months afrer he made his first break for the
Australian bush, =~ - .

Lo~pon, Feb, 24¢.—Mr. Gladstone, in the
House of Commons this evening, moved to
postpons all notices of motivna uvutil atter
the order of the day resuming the debate on
Sir Stafford Northcote’s motion wae disposed
of. Mr. Redmond (home raler) opposed the
motion, seconded by several of the ParneB-
ites, and the opposition became so noisy that
the Speaker interfered, inforining the House
that he thonght the subject had been ade-
quutely discuesed. The Parnellites at this
joioed in a prolonged howl snd derisive
cheers. Mr. Q'Brien (bomnw xuler) shouted :
“We will remember this in Irelund.” 'Che
remark was greeted with cries of *Ohloh!”
“name him !" “‘name himi” The Speaker
*“ npamed ” Mr. O’Brien. M:i. Gladstone at
once moved that the ‘‘named” member he
suspended. Mr, O'Brien shouted : ** That is
an honor it hus been my ambition to attain.”
After the uproar subsided Mr. Gladstone’s
motion was carried—yeas 244, nays 20. The
gpeaker then ordercd Mr. O'Brien 1o with-
draw from the house. That gentleman
straightened himself to his full height, and
exclaiming with great precision and sarcasm :
** Certainly, sir, % will withdraw from the
house with more yleasure than I entered it,”
strode out. " The epiesede was quite sensa-
tional. Mr. Gladstone’s conduct was firm
and determined, At the close of the hubbub
Mr. Gladstone’s motion to resume the detate
ou the motion of censure was then adopted
by a vote of 222 to 19,

Mr. O'Brien was suspended for a week,

Mr. Gladstone explained that he had never
mentioned abundoning the Soudan after the
cwpture of Khartoum, He had merely said
the evacuation of the Soudan by Egypt has
formed the original policy ofthe Government.
The policy remained unaltered, but recent
events had preveuted its immediate execu-
tion. Gladatone stated that the Government
was taking steps to secure the entire Afghan
frontier, including Herat,

Mr. Gibson violently attacked the Govern-
ment and accused the ministry of deliberately
gambling away the life of General Gordon.
The present policy appeared to he one of
going to Khartoum to please the Whigs and
running away to please the Radicals.

Mr, Goschen (Liberal) severely criticised
the Government's policy, and annovuced that
unless & diflerens one was proposed he would
support Northeote’s motion.

The Carlton Club this afterncon unani-
mously resolved that the feeling of the club
favored the assumption of otfice hy the Con-
servatives if the Government was defeated on
a vote of censure.

LORD SALISBURY'S INDICFMENT OF THE
CABINET—TIHEIR SOUDAN POLICY i1DI-

Lospox, Feb, 29 —Lard Salisbury attri-
buted the deplorable results of the govern-
ment's indecision to the fact that they always
waited antil external pressure forced them
to act. In the absence of a fixed policy, he
said, the government adopted the absurd
plan of taking advantage ot the chivalry and
gelf-devotion of one of the noblest spirits of
the oge, to accomplish by mere words
and promides what they lacked the
courage to accomplish by force of arms.
The povermment, he declared, koew
Gordon was ia danger and held back from
gending him succor, thereby incarriog the
penalty of the present indelible disyrace,
Their conduet had been an alternation be-
tween pﬁda of slamber and rush. The
rush, bow8ver vehement, was invariably too
upprepared and unintelligont to repair the
damages done durirg the perioda of elumber.
He would not say the government’s policy
had been bad, because the government had
had no policy worthy of the name, Were
they going to hold she Soudan or abandon
it? The speaker thought the government
did not know. The conservatives would
insist that the influence of Eunpgland should
be kept prominent in Egypt. They were de-
termined that a consisteat policy was abao-
lutely necessary. But such a policy could
vot be expected from & ministry so hopeless-
ly halting as the present one. If it were con-
tinued in power, England muat expeot to lose
her prestige in tho eyes of the werld and be
drawn to irreparable disaster.and disgrace.

AQITATION IN THR YROVINCES,

Alsrge meeting was held in Muanchester

prominent conservatives. A letter from the
Marquis of Salisbury wae read, declaring that
England had specizl obligations to fulfil in
Bgypt, becanse she had destroyed the Egyp-
tian army, thrown the gevernment into con-
fusion and allowed a fanatical rebellion to
assume proportions threctening the existence
of Egypt. The spilling of Eunglish blood
merely to glaughter savagez snd then retire
was & revolting policy The restoration ot
order could not be cffected without the sup-
port and guidance of Eogland for 4 long time
to come.

The Earl of Kimberley, secretary of state
far India, roplying to Lord Carnarvon, said
nothing could be more suicidal than to leave
among the Soudanese the impression that
the English were coming to restore the
Egyptisn yoke. The

sued by the government throughout. That
policy was to leave Egypt when good gov:
ernment was established. It was simply
impossible for the English government to re-
muin in Egypt in the face of cxisting Euro-
pesn antagonism.

Many farmers make a mistake in fitting their
land before thoy know whero seed for sowing or
planting it can ga had, They place themselves
ot grent disadvantage by this mismanagement,
for nenrly always at seeding time there is a
searcity, which advances prices. Seedemen do
not change their catalogue rates, but if orders

sold out so that wants of customera cannot be
supplied,

Hogs running in barnyards will eften chew
the stalks of corn if cut green and woll cured.
They get_some swoet from the stalks even in
winter. . If cattle are pressed by hunger to eat
these . cornetalks it will make them almost un-
controllable fron freuzy. Several such instances
bhave been reported, and 1t 18 & eafe rule not to
allow ewire and cattle to run together at any
time of year.

LoNDoN, Feb, 25.—The blue book contains a
despatch fromn Bismarck to Count Vun Miins-
ter, the German ambassador to England, dated
May 5th, 1884, the object of which was to show
that Xogland could render Germany signal ser-
vice in the latter’s colonial policy. In case
England undertock to grant this favorthe do-
spatch indicated that Germany would support
Luglish interests nearer home.

ailure to secure the desired arrangement with
Kugland, Germany would be under the
necessity of seeking from Trance, ou
similar terms, the assistance which England re-
fused. Bismarck told Sir Edward Mallot that
Von Miinster had laid the matter befors the
Britleh government but hnd failed to obiain
the” understanding desired thersupon, Bis-
marck, fearing that Von Manster had not stated
tha pointa invalved with suflicient clenrness,
sent his son, Herbert Bismarck, to Fugland, 1n
the hope that he might succeed where Von
Miinster had failed. Count Herbert explained:
the situation as the German chancellor regarded
it, but he sncceeded littlo better than Von Miin-
ster in persuading England to commit herself
to the Emposad policy. He only obtained,
Bismarck said, general assurances of friendli-
-ness and good will from England, which bhave
proved absolutely valueless in the face of subse-
quent events.

Although exception may be taken to the
wording of the denunciation, none can dis-
agree with the sentiment which prompted the
Ierald to inflict a well deserved punizshment.

Lann sharks and alien l4ndlords are looked
upon with steadily growing disfavor in the
United States. To the Irish National League
belongs the credit of having forced upon the
attention of the people and of the legislatures
the wholesale grabbing of vast tracts of land
by foreign noblemen and capitalists. The
evil was assuming dangerous proportions, and
the timely note of warning sounded by the
League has been duly heeded by the Govern-
ment at Washington. Tke American Senatc
bas just had a bill reported to prevent the
acnquisition of land in the Uaited Statles
by aliens. The bill provides that it
shall be unlawful for persons or oorporations
which are not protected by American citizen-
ship to aoquire, hold or own real estate in
any part of the Union. Any cerporation, in
which more than 10 per cent of the stock ie
held by persons who are not American citi-
zens, cannot acquire or hold real estate. These
provisions againet persons and corporations
of foreign parts are very rigid and will, no
doubt, spoil the dreams of the aristocrati:
land grabbers of Europe. The bill, however,
does not stop there. It provides against land
moncpoly by American corporations them-
selves, All lands given to railroad, canal or
o:ber corporatione whichshall not benecessary
for their respective purposes must be disposed
of within ten years, and if not, they shall be
forfeited to the governmant. The ﬁna.l pro-
vision of the bill is & strong one, and says
tlat all property acquired, held or owned in
violation of the law shall be forfeited to the
the United States. This mensure is apparent-
1y well calculated to place the land question’
on a just and safe basis, and to remove all
occasion for & land war by the American
people for centuries to come.

Marmew  ARNoLD, the distinguished
English author, contributee an article, en-
titled ‘' A word miore sbout Americs,”
to the last number of the Nineteenth Cen-
tury, which has attracted more than ordinary
attention. In the course of the article the
‘““‘apostle of light and sweetness” takes
vecasion to refer to the policy pursued by the
British Gevernment towards the Trish people,
and to give his candid opinions of English
ruls in Ireland. He writes es follows :—

Suppoac we now pass to Ireland. I will
not usk if our institutions work easily and
successfully in Ireland ; to ask such a ques-
tion would be too hitter, too crucl a mockery.
‘Thore hateful cuses which have been tried in
the Dublin courts thia last year suggest the
dark and ill-cmened word whiclapplies to
the whole state of Ivreland—anti-natural.
Anti-natural, anti-oature—that is the word
which rises irresistibly to my mind as 1 survey
Irelaad. Everything is unnatural there—the
proceedings of the English who rule, the pro-
ccedings of the Irish who resiat. Bt is it
with the working of our English institutions
there that I am now concerned. It is unna-
tural that Ireland shomld be governed by
Lord Spencer and Mr. Campbell Bannerman
—as unnatural as for Scetlpnd to be govern:
ed by Lord Cranbrook andl Mr. Healy, It
is unnatural that Ireland should be governed
under a Crimes Act. But there is necessity,
replies the government. A necessity for the
Crimes Aot is & necessity for absolute
government. By our patchwork proceed-
ings we set up, iodeed, a make-believe of
Ireland’s being constitutionally governed.
Buy it is not constitutionally governed ; Dno-
body supposes it to be constitutionally gov-
erned, except, perhaps, that born swallower
of all clap-trap, the British Philistine. The
Irish themselves, the all-important persorn-
oages in this case, are not taken in ; our make-
believe does not produee in them the very
least gratitude, the very lenst softening, At
the same time it adds an hundredfold to the
difficulties of an absolute government,”

May we ask what Goldwin Smith thinks
of Matthew Arnold’s strictures.

INCREASING TIHE COST OF LIVING, &c:

At the present time this revenue 1s derived
from what may be called luxnries, which no
one ia bound to buy or use. The interest on

the natioral debt of Canada is about $8,000,-

060. It will be meen that the revenue from

the importation and manufactare of alcoholic

beverages alone nearly meets this obligation,
and relieves other more necereary srticles
from the weight of a lurger duty. A resort to
direct taxation would be more offensive to the
people than an addition to the customs duty.

Those ‘now go anxious for prohibition would

probably he the first to object if they were

called upon to pay & certaio sum for each horse

they kept, or each domcatic servant, and a

good round sum, in addition to the rentsl, for

the house they occapied.

Another point worthy of attention can he
found in the Blue Books. The excise depart-
ment employ regularly 252 persons on salary,

‘ and 28 others for periods less than a full

yesr. The amonnt paid in saleries is $241,-
833. The customa duty collected oo ales,
&c., for one year, as stated before, is §1,830,-
424, which is oollected at a coat: of .0326 per
cont., making the swm of $63,031 expended
on behalf of the liquor interest alone In the
Customs Department. This (I estimate) will
pay 80 employée, making a total of 370 per-
wons, receiving for service, sud of course,
doly expending in thejr living, a sum of
$304.864. Nearly oll of these persone (not
all o >\e excise deprrtment would still have
the tobaceo and vinegar factories to uttend
to), would be thrown outof employment, and
the eurmt now paid them would be withdruwn
from circalation. This is comparatively a
small amount to itself, but contributes, with
the other losses to our tradermen yet to he
mentioped, to maka up & very larpe amount.

There are now in operation in Canada 145
brewing and malting establishmeuts, em-
ploving, at n very mederate estimute, 2,500
perzons. I do not know how many distillers
there are, but it may safely be saia that they
furnish employment to another 1,000, X will
still be on thesafeside if Isny that 31,500,000
ie yearly expended in payment of these hands,
and weck by week expended by them in pro-
curing the mecessarics of life and some of ite
gom‘orts, This amount will of necessitv
be withdrawn from ciroulation, and 3,500
pergons thrown out of work, eventuelly
either to Juave the country or swamp other
trades and occupations to the detriment of
those already engag:d therein, hy crenting
mote labor to meet a°diminished demand.
But I have not recountedall yet. The whole-
tale and retail grocery tradea will be eevious-
ly affected. Fully cne-third ‘the sales in a
licensed groecery is made up by the sale of
alcoholio bevereges. The total losa of this
would necessitute a proportionate veduction

in the numbher of handa employed.
Farmere  would suffr by  having
no murkét for their barley, hops,

religion and civilization. It is impossible not
to experience profound sorrow on beholding
the Propaganda unable as of old to administer
and disposo of that sacred patrimony, which

Grace, imploring you- in your zoal to make
known to your fock the straightened ciroum-
stances ot this Institute, and most’ earnestly
exhort you to assist as much as possible in in-

BULLER'S WAY OF ESCAPE.

PROPOSING TO MAKE A DASH ACROSS THE
DESERT TO BEBRBER,

Loxpon, Feb. 25.—Mr. Charles Williams,
the special correspondent of the Cable News
with Gen, Buller at Abu-Klea, has sent
a despatch in which he reports a new
plan which is now contemplated for the
escape of Gen. DBuller’s detachment, He
says that if 1,000 fresh camels can be pro-
cured Gen. Baller will attempt o dash across
the desert to Berber, instead of falling back
apan Korti by way of Gakdul, The distance
to Berber is about 115 miles, and to Korti
about 185 miles, The route to Berber is
probably mnc more difficult than that
to Korti, ard the force will be about
as safe at one place as the other,
Once at Berber, Geun. Buller would hope to
soon form a junction with Gen. Brackenbury,
who commands what is left of Gen. Earle’s
column, and thus the chances of safety of
both detachments would be greatly in-
creased. Moreover, the inatinct of eelf-
preservation prompts Gen. Buller to
get to the water for the sake of his
men, horses, and camels. The supply of water
at Abu Klea is already so limited that each
camel is allowed a bucketful twice a week
only, and the camels are dﬁing by scores, If
Gen. Buller retreats to Korti he can get
plenty of water at Gakdul, which is only
about fifty miles from Abu Klea, butitis
impossible to say how long he would be able
to ﬁold Gakdual. .

SCARLET FEVBR GERMS.

Scarlet fever is ,communicated by the
minute particles of skin which flake off during
the convalescing process, and there is always
danger until every particle of this cuticle has
been shed. Whenever scarlet fever is sus-

ected isolate the patient and attendant, and
et there be no contact with the other mem-
bers of the family until the physician has pro-
nounced thecase fullycu.ed. Domnot let even a
cat or dog or bird be in the room. Let
the aftendant perform all the work of the
sick room., Have a plentiful supply of strong
solution of carbolic acid and three parts
water, Keep an atomizer constantly filled
with it. If a carpet be on the floor of the
sick room let it be sprinkled frequently with
the carbolic acid, also the beng coverings,
the dress of the attendant, the walls
and every article of furniture. Let mo
dishes or trays leave the room until they have
been brought under the carbolic spray. All
articles to be washed should be gﬁd in
water to which.the carbolic solution has been
added before they are given to the Jaundress,
and they should be washed alone, After at-
tending to the patient the hands should be
 washed in carbolic water and the clothing of
the physician should be sprinkled before he
leaves the room, the spray from the atomizer
being go fine it will not injure any fabric nor
cause any inconvenience, When the patient
leaves the room, have everything that can be
washed thoroughly cleansed with the carbolic
solution ; then fugimate closets and ward-
robes and the room or rooms with roll brim-
stone. Every window must be closed air
tight and keyholes stoYped with cotton. Two
pounds of sulphur (roll} will be sufficient for
a large room, and & smsll quantity for a
closet or wardrobe. All jewellery and metal
ornaments should be removed before the fum-
igation is begun, as the fumes of sulphur oxi-
dize metals, Place the sulphur in a flower pot
saucer, which may be set upon a brick to pre-
vent any danger from fire, Open all bureau
drawers, all books and boxes, and take the
mattresses from the bedstead, so the sulphur
fumes may penetrato everything in the room.
Leave the room unopened for three or four
days and then air thoroughly., Too great
care connot be exercised in the fumigation.
The germs of scarlet fever are carried in
books, toys, garments and by animals. In
short, everything upon which a bit of seari-
skin can rest is a vehicle for the transmisrion

ot the disease. '

mate liberties, oven the best amnd wisest of
popular leaders make many mistakes of act
and speech, mistakes of judgment, of temper,
of tactrcs. Especially in times of great popu-
Jar excitement, where some nnusual stress or
suffering or injustice has alonsed "a people,
no man can hope to conduct himself, or to
see the multitude conduct themualves, in a
manner which caln reflection would in all
things approve.

No one can read that paper, in connection
with these facts, without coming to the con-
clurion that, even though Cardinal Manning
may not be professedly & Home Ruler or a
Nationalist, his whole sympathy is with the
national movement.

B COLOMBIAN INSURGENTS.

GOVERNMENT FRORCES DEFEATED—BRIT-

troops were defeated with the loss of sixty
killed and two hundred wounded. Three
hundred prisoners were taken, including
Geoeral Urrueta, the commander, and many
officers, The expedition proved a complete
failure, and Carthagena, the base of the gov-
ernment operstions, iz now besieged by
500 men under the victorious General Gaitan.
On Febroary 23 in Carthagena Capt. Curtis,
of the British man of-war Canada, while go-
ing aboard his ship, wae fired ab by govern-
ment soldiers, The b8at was riddled with
bullets and the captain. ond boat's
crew wounded by flying splinters. The
British steamer West Indian, which was
in port at the time, recoived a shower of
projectiles from Remington guns. - Geneval
Ruiz to-day eecized the canal-tug Gagecock
aud took her to join the revolutionists at
Barrauquilla. It is believed he will retun
with men and material to capture Colon and
turw the state over to the revolutionists. At
the battle of Honda, reported as favorable to
the government, there was much loss of life.
The list of prisoners includes the names of
half a dozen leaders of the expedition Few
detaile have been received. Camargo, &
famous Colombian leader, is at the head of
the revolution, which is solely a protest
against the dictatorship and illegal methods
