Strafford furtber applied for n reinforcement of
borge troops, especially " now, till the intended rl. -

1tations he settled.”

The Galway jurars remained for years in prison,
and their agenta who travelled to Lordon 10 sue for
the King’s mercy, were geut to prlana also!

In the year 1636; Strafford ‘went to Eogland, and
reported his proceedings in this Galway busiucss to
the liKing fn councit, upon which the King re-

248) thia resolation still atands recorded

' September 20, 1643, It was recolved, upon the
gueation, that this Houss doth bold that a preseat
cesation of arms with the rebels io Ireland is de:-
truetive to tke Protestsnt religion.’

Hushwortb, on the 81me occasiar, cymplains of the
sin ¢ of too much conaiving st aud toleraing of,
acti-Ohristinn idolatry; under pretext of civil con-
tracts #nd politic tgreemen’.’

In the * Groawelliana,’ page 55, uzder date April
12, 1649, we are informed that the Chief Baron Wiid
in & speech 'rightly’ distinguished the state of tie
war in that kinzdom ' (Ireland) ' a8 oot being be
tween Protestsnt and Protesisnt, or Independent
and Presoyteriar, but Papist avd Protestant; nod
that was the 1oterest there ; * Pupacy or Porery being
not to ba endured in that kingdom ; which notably
agreed with that maxim of Kiog James when first kiog
of tho three kingdoms. * PlantIreland with Puritans,
and root out Papists, and then secure it I'

Time would fail, to recount the wbole list of
bideous massacrees, commencing from tne treacher-
ous slanghter of Drogheda, for which the bypocrites
appoiated a day of sclemn thanksgiviog,down to
the murdering of the laborers jo the felds and women
and children in the villages, till the counntry was
fam:ne-airickan scd cdepopulated, so that it is stated
vy Colooel Lawrepce (vol. 2. pp EG 87), thatéa
maa might travel twen1y or thirty miles and not gee
a living creatore, either man, benst, or bird; they
being eitber ell dead or bad quit tho e decolate
placea.

We will now quote a vy few of the penslties
which, to the disgrace of Eoglish good faith, were
enacted agsicet Irish Catkbolies, «fter the Treaty of
Limerick bad guranteed to them * the free and un-
fettered exercisa of their religioa.’

T o same clause applied to ite case of any land
which csme to any Oatholic by marriage, or by gift
or by legacy, aund also to any lease of land taken by
a Oatholic for moze than tbirty-oce yenrs. ’

Nay, fartker,. ‘if any Catbolic took a farm by
leage for a term not exceeding thirty-oce years' (as
law permitted bim), * and by bia labour aod indus-
try raized the value of the land so &e to yield a pre-
fit eqnal to one-thira of the rent, any Protestact
might then by law evict the Oatholic and evjoy for
the residue of the term the fruit of the labour aud
indnatry of the Oatholic.”

If any C.tzolic kad a horss worth more then £5
aay Protestant who offered bim that amount of £3
for it could insist upnn its heiog yieldec to him by
the Catholic; aod if any Catholic concealed from
any Protestant any horae Le possessed, worth more
than £5 ha thereby rendered himself liable to thre
monthe’ imprisonment and to a fine of three timeg the
valoe of the horee, wharever that might be.

If a Catkolic kxpt a gchool, or taught any perans
acy species of literatuce, or gcience, such teacher
wag far the crims of tesching puuishable by bacish-
ment, sod if be returned from banishmeat, be was
subject to be hanged z8 a felss,

¢If any Qatholie, whethar a csild, or adult atteod-
ed in Ircland a echool kept by a Cathelic, or wasg
privately inatructed by a Catholic, such Catholie,
although a child in its eorly infancy incurred o
forfeiture of all its property, present or future.’

¢If a Qatholiz child, however young, was sentto
any foreign counuy for eduratiop, such infunt
child iccurred a gimiler penalty —that is, a for
feiture of nll right to propecty, pragent or progress-
ive)— O Connell's Memoir of Irelund Dublia, 1654

Thess, acd macy other such hike, were the in-
famous legal enactments, by which the English Go-
vesnment sought to'stifls the Catholicity of the Irish,
but, saught, thack Gad ! ia vain.

Meany scd grest are the iniquities wa have left un-
recousted, wenrisome from their hateful nature, snd
trom the very length of the catalogue ; we bave hut
glanced at 2 (ew of thn means by which, to usa the
words of Lord S:snley, * Evgland bes piaced Irisb
Protestanta where they are, and has made them what
they are.’— Wertmmnster Gazelle.

This does not Zegally bind them to the
support of every such rehigious, chanitable, or
educational iostitution 3 but merely rec?gmses
any one, or ali of such institutions as .Iegm’mate
objects for the application of the Seminary’s re-
venues. So also with the poor. As the svp-
port of these was not the object contemplated 10
the founding and establishment either of the Se-
minary of St. Sulpice of Paris, or of that of
Montreal, the Sulpicians, took care to have a
spacial clause inserted 1o the Ordinance, au-
thorsing them to support the paor — lest baply
10 after days, some captious or rather dishopest,
critic of the Witness type, mght accuse them of
mal—approp:tation of their revesues.

To tbe last question wereply,—

Yes: according to its means the Seminary
most liberally supports the poor.

We bave given short, and straightforward
answers to the questions put to us by the Wit-
ness: aad with these we close the controversy,
leaving it to the other party tbereunto to convicl
us of error if be can—not by bare assertions, but
by proofs.

Dr. Pusey at times forcibly reminds us of a
man famous, or rather infamous 1n his geoeration,
the notoriwus Barrere, by Burke eatitled © the
Anacreon of the Guillotine.” The great busi-
pess of this man in the Convestion was to make
ugly things pleasant to the eye. Carlyle de

scribes mm well : —

man ; in the great Jri of Varnish, he may be ¢zid
to seek bis fellow, Has tkere an explosion arisen.
s maoy do arise, 8 coofusion, unsightliness, which
no tongue can speak of, nor eve look on ; give it to
Barrere ; Barrers shall be a _Gomn':iltee-Repo:teT of
it; you sball see it trapemute itgelf into a regularity,
into the very besaty avd improvemeot that was
needed.”— French Revnlution

Much such anotber man, in his generation, and
almost equally indispensable to his brother High
Churcbmen, is Dr. Pusey. o the great Azt of
Varnish, or of putting a * good face” oz a very
ugly prece of business, nove can compete with
Dr. Pusey ; and when from Juthcial Committee
of Privy Council there comes forth a decree, or
judgment which, to the vulgar eye, seems a
smasher to the Ditualists, who, like Dr., Pusey
cap detect theren a comelmess; and so polish
it, as to give to 1t the semblance of a victory for
the very party agaiost whom it was aimed, and

whose focdest hopes 1t had to all appearance

crushed. _
The late judgment in the Mackonachie Case

has of course called for tbe exercise of Dr.
Pusey’s pecuhar gifts.  Fatal as that judgment
is to all the pretensions of the Rituahats ; decisive
as 1t 15 agawst those who believe, or pretend to
believe, or fancy that they believe, in a real ob-
jective presence in the Eucharst, Dr. Pusey
takes the matter quite coolly, not to say plea—
santly. ¢ Tt does not affect the consciences of
churcbmeon 1 itself,” he says; nay, perbaps the
copdemnation that it pronounces upon those ex-
ternal acts, or outward and visible signs whereby
the Ruitnalists have hitberto sought to declare to
the world the faith that was in them, may be
looked upon as a posttive gain; since—do not

laugh reader—since :—

tTue loss of modes of outward expressiion of
balief (if 60 be} only drives pious souls inwsrd, and
the inward devotion ehines the more throngh.”

'We have pondered over this sentence, we have
been io great straits as to what haply it might
mean. ‘The idea that the very reverend writer
apparently wishes to convey is :—That, so strong
and earnest is Dis faith, and the faith of his
brethren in the Catholie doctrine of a real, ob
jective presence, that hke love, and tbe tooth
ache. 1t cannot be hiddea ; but will betray itself
in their eyes,in the tones of thewr voice, in their
very dress, 1o the cut of a waistcoat, in the tye
of their cravats, and the arrangement of their
back bawr. Tt—their fartb—will ooze out of
their finger ends, and 1mpregoate the very air
around them with an mmpalpable aroma of sanc-
tity ; too subtle indeed for the coarse organs of
Low Church bishops, of Courts of Arches, and
members of the Priry Council ; yet nevertheless
full of savor to the imtiated, and of consalation
to the bearts of vitualists. Ia short, '\ we un-
derstand him rightly, Dr. Pusey hints at a kind
of spiritual Freemasonry or secret signs ; which
the law of the land shall be unable to fay hold of,
but whereby Rituahsts may be ab'e to take sweet
counsel together, and thereby comfort one an-
other.

T'his may sahsfy the ritualistic and high-church
conscience,which seems to be'tough as buffalo bides
if it remain callous to the lately delivered judg-
ment of the Privy Council. 'Wkat would affect
it we can not even conceive, since we remember
to have read 1 some old book about men baving
their consciences seared with a bot ron, and -
sensible thercfore to any milder applications,—
Besides, as 10 matters of taste, so in matters of
conscience, there is no use disputing : neverthe-
less to our more unsophisticated miads, it does
appear that the Ritualist who shall attempt to

m the Euc har'i'_st, with the law.,.asy laid dows by
the highest ecclesiastical tribunal knowa to the
Church -of . Evgland, will fiad 1t no very easy
matter. Let us try and realise his posttien.

He 13 standing at what be calls the * altar,”
ministering ; he consecrates the bread 2od wine ;
n virtue of that consecration, and either under
the appearance of these consecraled elements, or
togetber with them, or at all events in some
mysterious and updefinable manner. he be-
lieves that Our Lierd Jesus Christ, the Second
Person ot the ever blessed Trinity, is venly and
icdeed present. How, under such circumstances,
shall be so demean himsell as not to break the
law? so as to reconcile the promptings of lis con-
science, with the requirements cf an Act of Par-
hament? In what language will be apologize to
God for his want of reverence ‘owards Him
Whom he believes to oe really and truly pre
sent on tke altar under the' appearance of bread
and wice? Gladly, no doubt, would he bow
down and adore : but Liord Cairns decides that
be shall not, and that, by Stalute, no external
honors are to be given to the Lord of Hosts.—
This certainly would be a strange dilemma to
men ordinarily constituted, and yet Ritualists
make nothung of it !

It is a blessing that the Cbristians of the first
centuries of our era were of sterner stuff, and
had consciences more tender than those of the
Ritoalists, or there would have been no Church
i the XIX century. What silly fellows” the
martyrs must appear to the Ritualists—with
their false scruples about saluting an image of
the retgniog Cesar; about burowng a grain or
two of incense to the Capitoline Jupiter ; about
trampling upon the cross, or gifing up ther
sacred books to a heathen magistrate! Oar
ritualistic friends would have done all these
thiogs, according to therr avowed prineiples,
witbont any qualms. Nay! almost might they
have gloried 1o them, upon the grouads that, by
concealing their belief, by smothering their fee!
1gs of love aod veneration for the Lord Who
had bought them, by their outward expresstons of
adherence to paganism, and by their sensible
denial of the Christ—1heir pious sauls would only
be the more driven mwards ; and thus ther m-
ward devotion, invisible of course to the State
authorit-es, would but shine the more thraugh.

Prev:ous to his departure Monseigoeur received
and enterlamed at luncheon, a number of the
Clergy of the city aad rural districts of the dio
cess, together with a large body of our most dis-
tingmished ciizens. About 3 p.m. the ringiog
of the bells ot all the Catholic Churches an
noupced that the Bishop was leaving the Palace
for the Bonaventure Depot, to which he was
eicorted by a dense crowd of his attached people,
whose pravers for his sale voyage, and speedy
retarn will accompany him across the ocean.

The Mootreal Herald urges * compulsory
rezistratice” upas the unknown pirents of the
children left at the door of the Foundhag Hos
pital, as hikely to ¢ exercise a great and whole
some jnflaence.” But how are the parents to
be got at ? The unfortupate children,sometimes
in bags, sometimes wrapped up in old newspapers,
are left often Zn articulo mortis, at the door of
the Hospital ; a bell is rusg, and the bearer runs
away : and when the door 15 opened there is oo
ove to be seen. It 1s therefore impossible to
ascertamn the parentage of the child, unless as
sometimes bappens, when certain marks have
oeen left for the purpose of subsequent identsfi-
cation. From all parts of the country, from U,
Caopada, from the U, States the unfortunate fruits
of vice are brought to the asylum, and great pains
the Herald may be sme, are taken by the bearers
to avoid observation : how then can any system of
t compulsory registratioe,” be geserally eo
forced ? It would be easier by far to enforce a law
requiring all writers of anonymous letters to sign
their real names in full, andto give their places of
address, at the bottom of their several episties.

The Herald 1s nct oge of those who join in
the unfair outery against the Foundling Hospital,
and would not knowingly we are sure misrepre-
sent the Sistersin charge: but he will pardon us
if we take the liberly of assuring bim that be
evidentiy keows nothing of the counditions under
which the children are left at the door of the
Hospital, and found by the Sisters, when he
speaks of applywg to them a system of ** com-
pulsory registration.” '

Teae WHeLAN Case.— Judgment was given
1n this case at Toronto on Friday last 220d inst.
Of ten judges, six were in favor of sustaining the
judgment of the Court below, and four for set
ting 1t aside, acd granting a wew tral, M,
Cameron, the prisoner’s counsel 13 trying to ob-
tain an appeal to the Privy Council.

The question on which the Judges had to
decide had nothing to do with Whelan’s guilt or
innocence, but had reference to the manner in
which the jury that convicted bim was composed.
This potat of law has been decided by a majo
rity agamst Whelan ; but that decision does not
gives universal satisfaction. The Evyening
Telegraph of tte 23cd 1nst., has the following

remarks :—

¢It is with feeliogs of the profoundest regret we
learr that the Court of Appealand Error has rejeet.
ed Whelan's apperl. We have no compassian lor
bim personally, for as far a8 we cin judge,
the jury rightly decided that he was the assissiu ;
but it js impogsible to pretend that he had a fair
trial. Tha Ohiof Justice admits that hia ruliog as
to tke peremptory chballenge was wrong; bat he
tries to sbift the respousibility of bia error to the
shoulders of heaccused He eays, yes, my law was
bad, but you suifer no wrong by it. This isa qaes-
tion of aritbmetic which any oae who can count
twenty can decide ne well ng (the result would show
better than) the Court of Appeal and Error. Wa
bave heard much of the Upper Oanada Judges neing
guperjor to oura. We should willi~gly believe it,
bot the Whelas case completely dispela that pleas-
ing delusion.

The news ot the conversion of the Marquis of
Bute 18 confirmed : be was received into the Ca-
tholic Cuurch at Nice, by Moosignor Cabel
on Christmas Eve Jast. This youag nobleman has
been much spoken of for bis excellent qualities as
o landlord, and the nterest winch he dispiays for
the well being of tbe resideots on bis large es-
tates which yield an imcome of :£300,000 stg.
per anoum. The Provestant press discuss this
conversion at length: some are surprised at 1t,
others are vexed, and some profess to regard it
with indifierence, The London Daily News,
opines that % it is of course a ity when a man
believes too much in religion :* but consoles it
gself and tts readers with the sound Protestast
reflection that ¢ n.en who can exercise far more
wfluence over thewr fellows 1hao the Marquis of
Bute will ever do, are dropping silently out of
faith altogether.” Evidently the Daily News,
taking into consideration the youth of ihe Mar.
quis of Bute,is much of Dame Quickly’s opwion,
that ¢ a should not think of God yet.”

In reply to an invitation from the City of
Montreal, His Exceliency the Governor General
bas sent word that he will arrive in Moa'real by
the night traw of Monday nex!. The event will
be celebrated by a public diner, and a bail.

*The Quebec Legislature was -opened at Que-
bec on the 20th mst, by the Lieatenant Gover—
vor. -It 1 expected that ‘the Province will be
able to show a surplus of $750 000 of revenue
over expenditure. The Montreal - Gazette be-
lieves thut in the course of the Sessicn a School
Bill for quieting all differences betwixt Cathdhcs
and Protestants will be introduced : our contem-
porary believes also that it is of bigh importance -
that tins should be done, lest sgitation, and. ill-
feeling should spring up.

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SErMONS ON THE FAILURE OoF PROTESTANT-
184, AND oN CatHoricrry—By the Revd.

- Ferdinand. C, Ewer, 8.T.D., Rector of .
Cbrist Church, New York. Messrs; Daw- |

" soa Bros., Montreal :

These sermons are interesting chiefly from the |

fact of their having been delivered by a Protest-
ant minister, before a Protestant congregation,
‘Dr.-Ewer is a member aod minister of a sect
whose official title is the « Protestant  Epecopal
Church,” and the burden of his discourses is,
that ¢ Protestantism bas Faied !” This is
what gives zest to these sermons.

Men will agree, or differ with them according
to their several interpretations of the word
& Protestantism,” and thewr several views of ita
objects. To the Catholic, Protestantism simply
means the negation of, or Protest against, the
teachings of the Catholic Church in matters of
faithand morals j and the object of Protestantism
therefore, 1n the eyes of those who so uaderstand
the word, was, and is, to emancipate mapkind
from the religious and moral restraints imposed
upon them by the laws of Christ, as handed down
and mterpre‘ed by that Charch. Iao this sense
we differ from Dr. Ewer—Protestantism io so
far as it bas extended, or made its influence felt,
has “not failed” w us object. It has every-
where promoted scepticism, 1nfidelity, and has
‘relaxed the code of Catholic morality: and

" where 1ts principles bave had fair play and
ample scope lo develop themselves—as in France
in 1793 —they have triumphed gloriously. TFor
the most part hawever,these princisles have been
kept in check, or repressed, by what of old Ca
tholic faith, and by what of the traditions of old
Catholic morality, many Protestant communities
sull retain. Nevertheless we must admit that 1o
all these, Protestantism has its peculiar victories
to boast of : and in nething are these victories
more coaspicuous thau tn the general coatempt
for the sacrament of marriage—as taught by the
Church—that obtains everywhere in Protestant
countries ; than io the divorce laws, which it bas
enacted, and 1 s repeal of God’slaw *Oae with
Oae, and forever.” This 1s the boast, the glary
of Protestantism : That it bas emancipated the
lusts of the flesh, and delivered 1ts adherents from
a moral yoke too beavy for buman vpature to
bear,

On the other band, \f we consider Protestant
ism, as sowething positive, instead of as a mere
negation ; if we look upon it as a phase of reli-
gon—and ask what 1t bas done, to spread the
knowledge of Christ? to inerease faith and love
i Him? to check the growth of acepticism and
infidelity ? and to prumote morality ? we must,
with Dr. Ewer, confess that (t bas, to use a
Yaukee phrase, & eventuated” n an utter fail
ure. ‘The fag ends of divioe truth which in 18
inception it borrowed from the Church, it has for
the most part cast away : dogma alter dogma 1t
has discarded, so that w the New Epgland of
to-day, the Protestant pulpit 1s used by the spiri-
tual children of the Puritans as the instrument
for denouncing those things which two centurtes
ago were isisted upon as the very “ lundamea
tal” ot Thristiamty. Dlorals bave fared no
batter than dogma : and by Protestant legislation
upon the watter of the relations of the sexes,
Chnstian marriage has been abrogated, and a
contempt for conjugal fidelity, bas been maugu
rated, for which we must seek the counterpart
tn the first and second centuries of the Christian
era amongst the heatben of Rome.

But what night bas Dr, Ewer to proclaim these
thicgs? Ile may have the good taste—and we
wish him joy of it—to feel ashamed of the title
« Protestant” affixed to his sect: nevertheless
it 13 Protestant, even though it has pot as yet
advaoced so far on the facile and dowa hill road,
as have the other sects for which he expresser
his scorn and abhorrence. If Dr. Ewer be wise
therefore, he will come out of it as soon as pos-
sible, lest he be a partaker of its plagues,

SACRED QONOERT AT THR GESU.

On the 19+h mst. a Grand Sacred Concert was
given 1 the Church of the Gesu, in bonour of
the departure of the R. Citholic Bishop of Moa-
treal for Rome, the proceeds of which were to
be devoted to the support of the Canadian Pon
tifical Zouaves. The Church was fillad to the
utmost, probably upwards of three thousand be—
g present. The Altar was brilliantly lighted up,
and adoroed with Howers, lamps, candles, &e.,

the subdued light 1n the body of the Chureh serv-
ing to show 1t off to advantage., A littla before
eight a’clock upwards of 301} of the College stu-
dents filed 10 and took their seats near the altar
under the charge of the professors. Shortly after
the Bishop entered, accompanied by the President
of the College, Mr. Vignon, aud took his seat on
the Throne with two assistants. He was followed
hy the Committee, consisting of Mr. O. Berthelet,
President ; Mr. L. Beaudry, Vice President;
Mr. A. Larorque, Treasurer ; and Messrs. C.
A. Lebianc, D-. Beaibien, A, Trudel, E. L. T
de Bellefeulle and the Secretaries, Messre, Jos,
Royal and S, Rivard. 'With them were zlsn a
large number of gentlemen, many of whom had
come from.a distacrce io be present on this oe
casion. A Grand March from *Le Prophete’
opened the mnsical part of the proceedings, and
we cun oaly say that this, with all that followed,
was executed in a styvle seldom equalled, and
which it would be diffizult 1o excel, We have
no intention to give a detailed criticism of the
various parts of the programme., Those must
have been hypercritical who were not salisfied
with the manner in which they were rendered.
The whole was under the direction of Mr, A. J.
Boucher so well and favourably known, the choir
of the Gesu bemg assistet by Mme. Petipas,
Miss M. A. Joly, and Messrs Lamothe, Lavoie,
N. Beaadry, I’ Taeriauit, T. Ducharme, etec.
Mr. Torrington haviog also contributed greaily
to the success of the concert. [n the course of
the evening the Rev. August Langcake S, T. del -
vered an eloquent address, after apologising for
the absence of S, G. Mgr. P n:onnault who was
expected. but whn was suffering from severe neu
ralgia. He said that in a few hours thew right
reverend fath-r 1n Christ, the Bishop of Moutrea!
would bid adieu to this diocese and be speeding
on his way to the captal of the christian world,
to lay the wants of his diocese before the Holy
See, and to aid n the coming couscil. 'Thev
bad met there to give public testimony of their
boundless esteem any sympathy to their devoted
Pontiff, and to express the lore thay felt for their
Bishop. Theiwr hearts beat in unison 1a answering
the appeal made to them, and 10 their apprecia-
tion of his uatring labours, Turning to the
Bishop, be said that it was not only their respect,
admiration, confidence and gratitude they would
express to him. He would sum up all iz one
word—they loved hum, 2nd as bis children, they
would make it their cuty to implore of the
great and good God that he might be pros-
pered, and his voyage crowned with success,
Turning again to those presemt, he said thewr
presence in such numbers argued their ragard for
thesr representative 1 Rome —the Pontifical
Znuaves of Canada. IHe wvould only utter a
traism 1o say they were proud of their Zouvaves.
They bad proudly gazed on them as they lefy,
but as they beard of their noble deeds, aod read
of their acihevements, they were «till prouder to
find that they united the geotle viriues of the
Christian with the stern qualities which belonged
to the warrior. They more than fulfilied the
promises they had made when they sacrificed so
much to become the representatives of Catholic |
Canada 10 the great struggle for liberty, and for
the delence of the Snpreme Pontill, Tins demoa
stration would soon be a thing of the past, but
among the souvenirs which they mizht bear with
them n years ta com=, each would lask back to
the 19 b day of January, 1859, when he became
a patron of a Pontifical Zouave.

ceptance of a purse ot $122, the contributions of
the pupils of the college. The Bishop, then in
Freuch delivered an affectionate farewell, and
while acking the prayers of lis people, assured
them that he would ever bear them in his heart.
Atber the Salut the proceedings were brought
t> a close, and the largerassemblage quickly dis-
persed, an immease number of coaveyances being
in waiting, the struggle not beiog to get a sleigh
but to avoid being dragged into one, nolens vo-

lens.

The
co'rgpoadent of ¢ 1'Union.’ livea at & place called
Ho'yoke. ard writes that the Canadisng there nre fast
losing theic faith ; that they get married befors Pro
testant ministers, aud neglect to have their children
baptiz»d, and gives for reason that Le culte Oatho
ligue coute trop cher a Ja bourae des croyants’ (sic.)
They would immediately aad tha* if they had French
priasts all these disorders would soon vanish., Ia
fact ¢ Le Protectenr’ seems to 'hink there is nothinye
wanted but the arrival of a few Waoch priegis to
make the Canadiens saints It ig difficu’t to conceive
why the wriver of this paper takes such a courte ;
with 1he facts proviog the contrary stariog him in
the face.

$%50.000 are anuu-liv expendea for sanitary pur
pnaes, and the * beuefit is visible ic the lowest ave-
rage death rate.’ Aa a remedy to the enormous
mortality o Moatreal, the Health officers recnmmend
‘hat measures be taken to render vaccination obliga.
tory. They coosider it is the only preventive or
small pox, whbick ig now crrryirg off 18 or 20 victims
a week. They forther recommend a civil registra-
tion of hirthg, deaths and rAiwweages; —that ginughter
houses, where ail meat shoull be inspected wsosp
and eandle, and neats foot oil manufactories, 2tc.,
should bs banished beyond the city limits. They
also esll atteation to the want of ventilation io
dwellings and achools, the atate of thke drajns and
gewars, the necessity of proper and regular fetveng-
ing, and the estcblishments of public haths and
public foustairs. They alan recommand- the imposi-
tioa of heavy taxrg 01 pat ntmeiicines on whrich
it seeme va3t suns of mauey are exp-nded or wasted
and the circulation cof hygienic information gratui-
teusly among the paople. A grer’ partion of the
report i3 dedicated to the cendition of fonndlings.
It geems that almngt the whola of thege unfortunate
children perish  In 1867, out of 652 only 33 wers
living the following year. Iz 1968, 778 varn receiv
ed of whom 623 nre now dead! The Haalth
offizers find that the great msjority of these childre«
dis nnder a maoth which they account fur, by the
want af their natnral noor’ghment aad by ‘he infirm
etate in which thev rre generally brought to tbe
hospitals. Tbe Health officera say :—° They are
brought from t-ey conotrv, from the cities of the
Dominion, and from the United States, soms in car-
pet bngs, some in hirkets—often without belog
clotbed —and perishing tfrom bunger, cold, or the
effects of bad trestment.” Those that coms from
tka Lying-in-hospitals come ic s better atate and
onnsequently fewer ot them die.

At the begining of last week she
fell in with the North German Lloyd's steamsahip
Unior, bound weat, which communicated with ber,
offeriag help, but Oaptain Lemieux and the crew
wore determined to atick by the vessel, the former
being resolved to do all in his power to save the
property for the owners, and 8o he declined the as-
sistance and proceeded to jury-rig the vessel, the
only means of meking way left him, On Tuesday

- sions to'the’ Press, and graoting the right of pub-
lic meeting had had the eflect of preserving pub-

" Jic order ;. and the fact that the recent elections

. yesulted in favor of the Government, cox_lﬁrmed
‘the justice and wisdom of these copcessions.——
The laws providing for military re organ:zation

. ‘had given strength and confidence to the nation,

* which was most ready to meet all events, of the
future, The armament of the forces was per-
fect, the arsenals were filled with supplies, the re-
serves were well dnlled, and the reorgaizalion
of the national guard spproached completion.—
. The fleets had been recreated, and the fortfica-
tions at all important points were i good condi-
tion. The Imperial wish was realized: France
was g0 placed to vindicate ber duty n the des-
tinies of the world. Peace tad been sought, not
because of weakness, but to sustan the honor of
1he State.

The revolulion w Soain bad net saltered the
general relations of France with that conntry.—
The Conference which had just terminated its
sessions, and which would extinguish a conflict
which had become imminent, was the last grand
Act, the importince of which all should appre-
ciate.  The members of that body had ali
ag:eed upon a priooiple, caleulated to restore
friendship between the Turks and Greeks. 1f
the firm hop:s of success which they ectertained
should be realized, nothing would be left to tron
ble this general harmony of the natwons. The
Chamber would attend to the internal develof~
mect of the country through its agricultural wm-
terest, and might, possibly, seek to bring about a
reduction in the public charges.

The KEmperor referred to 1be approaching
election ¢f the Corps Legslatif, and congratu-
Jated the members on the barmony which existed
between the throne, the legislalive and the peo-
ple ; and declared he favoured a full and free
discussion where it did not touch the constitution,
that instrument was above all debate, and be
exalted the benefits whieh 1t bad conferred npon
the country.

The Emperor concluded as follows:—¢ A'l
Goveroments are liable to error—Fortues de
chines to smile on all enterprises ; but the coun
try knows no theught, no act of mine, which bas
not been given to the glory of Irance. It
Xnows that I first sought to create a virtusus
control of the Admimstration, and then to en
large the powers of the deliberative assemblies,
to prove that the true support of the Govern-
ment Jies 10 the mdependence and patriotisin of
the great bodies of the State, Sooo the nation,
in the elections, will make the rejection of revo-
Jution, apd its desire to fouad the destines of
France on the wltimate umon of power and li-
berty.?

Paris, Jau, 5.—The few words uitered by
the Emperor to the members of the Diplomatic
Body and the great dignitaries of Stale at the
reception of New Year’s Day have made on the
public an impressien® rather favourable than
otherwise, as iodicating a peace policy lounded
on the accord belween the GGreat Powers, and a
disposition towada n mare liberal policy at home.—
The Goverswent Press, as 8 master of courze, epeaks

" of them with ungualified praise. Amoog the jou:-
nals that are loast satisfied with these short speechrs
ia the Liberle,~—tbnt i3, ¥.EBEmils de Girardin. He,
not treraduably, thinks that if it were 1rue that tbe
spirit of conciliation scimated all the Powers, they
would pot need their armaments on a footing which
they nover previonsly reached, 1t is pot, ke can
tends, the epirit of reconciliztion that resuning Gez-
many, placed aa it is, noder the military commang of
Prassia, nor Anstria, nor Fravee, but simpiy tte ferr
of the rizks of war. But for that ferr Prussia would

Buigares brouzht affaira to the pres:nt crisis in
order to compel tke protectiog Powers to interfere
and eanble Greece t> abandon the canse of Crete
without lozg of hopour. [t i3 now expected that
thiz end will be attzined by an act ot the Conference
of the Powers who signed the Treaty of Par’a The
trust that England ard France will quarrel with the
QOttoman Government and fight anotker Navsrino to
wrest Orete from the Saltan snd bestow it on King
Georg: is fading away.
