The officers in the primitive chnrch were apostles, bishops, and

deacons,'' The ai)Ostles were the especial c/V/k^w.s of the works

and stiyings of Christ;' and of conrse this otlice ceased when

their work was accomplished. The ^//V.s ])erpettiated in the

chnrch are cvanuelists, pastors, teachers, helps, and govern-

ments.^ These, however, do not ap[)ear to be distinct otiicers)

but they imj)ly dillerent kinds of duties, which are performed by

})ishops, or elders, deacons, and others.

I. Bii<hop!< are overseers,'' who have the charge of souls— to

instruct and rule them by the woi-d.'" They are called elders,''

and they perform the duties of ])astors, teachers, and evangelists.'

Tlie (pialifications required in a candidate for this otlice, are as

follows: He must be guiltless, and the husl)antl of but one wife.

He must })v watchful, jtrudent, and have the regular exercise

of cool, dis})assionate reason. His conduct and manners nnist

l»e decent, orderly, and grave. He must })e a lover of hospitality

and of good men ; ready to communicate and able to teach.'' He
nuist be temperate, not (juarrelsome, nor desirous of base gain.'*

It is the duty and privilege of all to

grow in grace and in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. We arc to be

overcomcrs, to triunij)li over lioth inward and outward besetments, so as to

love the Lord our (iod with the whole heart, mind, and strength, and con-

secrate our all on his altar. We shail never attain a fixed limit, but should

be constantly i>ressing forward. Helievers know that there are special

anointings and baptisms of the Sjiirit, which give us great exaltation in the

Cliristian experience, and advancement in the divine life."

1st. A Pador, who shall l)e in regnlar standing with the (ien-
oral Conferenee, and who shall he eleeted hy the Chureh.

2nd. Deacons, who shall he eh'ctcd by (he rhurcli.

.'ird. //^7yj.s, to assist the Deacons and Pastor in their duties-
they shall he chosen annually.

4th. A Clerk, whose duty it shall he to keep a faithful record
of the Church, and who shall hold uilice during the i)leasure
of the Church.

oth. A Treasurer, whose duties it shall he to have charge of all
funds belonging to the Church, to ])ay its orders as far as sup-
plied with the means, and to render an annual account to the
Church.

IV.— Church Polity and Discipline.

*Sec. 1.— The Ofllcers of the Church shall hold an Officers'
meeting (piarterly, or oftener if necessary.

Sec. 2.— Any business to he brought before the Church shall
be arranged at the Officers' meeting.

(21)
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Sec. 3.— The Church is directly anicnahlc to the District

Meeting to whidi it })elongs, and indirectly to the (ieneral

(.'onference, for the general good of the denomination.

Sec. 4.—The Pastor sh;dl preside over all meetings when

present ; in his absence, the senior Deacon present shall preside;

in the absence of both Pastor and Deacons the meeting shall

elect a Chairman. '

Sec. 5. — Any meeting for business or any Church pur[)oses,

which shall have been publicly announced by the Pastor, or, in

his absence, by the senior Deacon, shall be a regular meeting;

and any business which may be done at such a meeting shall be

valid.

Sec. 0.— Although the Pastor may not hold his membership

in the Church over whose meetings he may preside, he shall be

allowed to give the casting vote.

Sec. 7.— In cases of discipline for i)rivate or individual tres-

pass, it shall be the duty of the oMicers of the Church, before

hearing the case, to re(juire that the law of trespass, as given by

the Head of the Church, in the 18th chapter of Matthew, be

acted upon.

Sec. <S -When the trespass shall have been committed pub-

licly against the Church, after })rivate admonition by the Pastor

or other oflicer, the case shall be brought before the OtHcers'

meeting, and the accused party considered sus[)ended from church

privileges until reclaimed.

Sec. \).— The Officers of the Church, after hearing and labour-

ing in any case, can make such reconunendations to the Church

SIS they may think necessary
; but exclusion from mendjcrship

shall be the act of the Church itself.

Sec. 10.— All the business of the Church shall be done by a

two-thirds vote of the nuile meiul)ers, ex"'pt the reception of

members, whieh should be unanimous, and applications for help,

wliich niiiy be by a majority.

Sec. 11.— In any important matters of trial, the Church shall

have the right to apply to the District Meeting to which it
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belongs, for asslstiince ; sudi application can he made by ;i

majority vote.

Sec. 12.— In any extraordinary case, snch as a ("hnrcli liavini^

become so divided or disarran^'cd that a majority vote asking for

help cannot he obtained, it shall be in the i»o\ver of the Distrl-jt

Meeting to which the Chnrch belongs, as a matter of expediency,

if in its jndgment the Church be in a state re((uiring help, and

is nnable to help itself, to take charge of the Church, and in its

care and labour for its good, exercise snch discipline as it may

think necessary.

Sec. 1.').— Should any portion of the Church embrace or hold

doctrines contrary to those which are set forth in the Treatise of

our Faith, or become disloyal to the Constitution or polity of the

denomination, even if snch disaflected members shall include any

or all the Oflicers, it shall be in the power of the District Meet-

ing to acknowledge and sustain as the Church those members

who shall be found loyal to the denomination ; and further, if it

be deemed necessary, it shall have the ))Ower to reorganize such

members into a Church, which shall bear the name and date of

the original organization.

Sec. 14.— In case of any disagreement in doctrine or l>olity,

in allowing the liberty of conscience, such dissenting meud)ers

mav, by rtMpiest, be allowed to withdraw from the Church with-

out being considered as excluded members, so that in no case

shall members I'e held in F. C. I>a[)tist Churches by compulsion,

or in violation of their consciences. It is always provided, how-

ever, that this provision shall not be so construed that trespassers

or disorderly members shall take advantage of it to evade dis-

cipline or ex*'lusion from the Chiu'ch.

Sec. 15. — Disciplined i)ersons who may feel aggrieved with

the decision of the Church, shall have the right to appeal to the

District Meeting.

!^Q^,^ 1(5_— In the case of adidtery, or any high crime, it shall

be in the power of tlie Otiicers of the Church, upon having

sutHcient evidence thereof, to exclude the transgressors from the

Church.
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tSec. 17.— The Cliurcli shall ai)point annually from its mem-
bers (h'let^ates to re[)resent it in the District Meeting— two

(lelej^ates for the llrst hundred resident Clunvh members, or

under, and one additional delejjjate for every additional hun-

dred, or fraction of a hundred, resident Church members— who
shall be furnished with a copy of the record of their a2)point-

ment. It shall also send a written report, in which shall be given

the statistics, and an account of the state of the Church. The

letter should be read before the Church and api)roved, and so certi-

fied by the Clerk, before being forwarded to the District Meeting.

V.— Terms of Fellowship and Commi'nion.

This Church recognizes only the immersion of believers as

Christian baptism, and hence those only who have been im-

mersed are admittable to its full fellowship ; but it may receive

to connnunion and equal privileges in worship any who are in

good standing with any other Evangelical Church, and who give

evidence of si>iritual life. It also may take under its care any

who desire its instruction and protection, and the benefits of

Christian intercourse.

VI.— Qualifications for Admission,

Persons desirous of admission into this Church, shall give

satisfactory evidence to the Church of having been born of God.

V^ir.— Finances.

The members of the Church will co-operate with the officers

in whatever system they may adopt for obtaining means to defray

the expenditures of the Church, and shall contribute as God
prospers.

Vlir.— Eeading Church Covi:nant.

The Church Covenant siiall be read at each Monthly Conference

meeting, and as much oftener as may be considered necessary.

IX. — Other Rules.

The Church may adopt any rule not contrary to the Word
of God, or the Constitution or Bye-Laws of the denomination,

which may be found necessary for its interests, and by which the

members agree to be governed.
