ANOTHER FATAL CLASH IN THE

FIVE STRATHCONAS KILLED.50
Refused to Surrender and Were

terest The country In which the State 
management of railways has made greatest 
headway is Prussia. We learn from a Bre­
men publication that the Prussian railway 
system looks back* upon an existence of 
half a century.

On Sept. 15, 1850, was opened the first 
Prussian State Ballway, near Saarbruck, 
and on Oct. 1 of the same year another be­
tween Hamm and Paderborn, the whole die. 
tance being 58 miles. To It were added 820 
miles of private railways Against these 
there existed at the same period 1566 -ailes 
of private railways under the management 
of their own companies. By the year 1866 
the State railways had Increased to 708 
miles, partly by the building of new lines 
and also the acquisition of railways In the 
annexed countries. Before the greater pro­
cess took place of transforming the private 
railways into State railways, In 1879, the 
Government railways amounted to 4082 
miles; those of companies managed by the 
State, 2593; and those of aelf-operatlng' 
companies to 6386. To-day the Prussian 
State Is the biggest railway company In 
the world, owning a system of 20,613 miles.

The system represents a capita! of $1,816,- 
600,000. The yearly Income Is $340,000.000; 
gross profits, $133,000,000; Interest on capi­
tal, $30,600,000. The system employs 128,- 
702 officials and 215,771 laborers and me­
chanics. This vast army of workingmen Is 
superintended by 601 Inspection depart­
ments and 21 railway directors, all sub­
ject to the Minister of Pnbllc Works One 
would think that such an enormous system 
would engender corruption and extrava­
gance, but In Germany auch charges ark sel­
dom heard of. The ayetems of the other 
Gentian State* are not Included In the 
above, the different States, If of any sire, 
controlling their own. 
formity and safety have been assured by 
State ownership, while from a military 
point of view the system has been of great 
practical vaine.

The forty-fifth annual general meeting at

Steady Advance in the Price of Silver 
Bullion on the Markets of 

the World.

THE ATHABASCA YIELDS $15,000.

Hews From the Slmllkemeen and 
Beat Kootenay—Sales of Mining 

Stocks Yeeterday.

The price of si^rer has been rising stead­
ily for some time past, and ls now about 
64 cents la New York, the highest point It 
has touched since February, 1897. The ad­
vance has been about 4ft cents an ounce 
since the opening' of the year. It doe8 not 
appear ta be In any way a speculative 
movement, but Is rather the result of a 
steady demand for the metal. We have 
heretofore referred to the large shipments 
to the East this year, and we find that 
the quantity sent to China has not de­
creased in consequence of the troubles 
there, but has rather Increased. The for­
eign forces In China are making payment» 
of some amount, and in the ports which
are ofpen the Chinese merchants prefer 
silver to goods in trade. In India the Gov­
ernment has been a large purchnsdt, the 
necessities of trade having compelled it to 
coin silver rupeës for circulation. Outside 
of the Eastern demand, the sales In Europe, 
chiefly for Industrial purposes, have been 
good. The large consumption of the metal 
has naturally tended to support prices, aud 
a further moderate rise Is probable.

This advance in the price of silver will 
Increase the value of the output of the 
Payne and other Sloean mine».

He 
asked if the President had read clause 45 
of the amended Bank Act, and what was 
his interpretation of it.

Mr. A. G. Watson thought that, perhaps, 
Mr. Crawford was suggesting too much for 
the Directors to take up at once. If a 
regular annual dividend ot 10 per cent., pay­
able half-yearly, were considered, to be­
gin with, it would be an improvement.

Mr. Crawford was quite agreeable to ac­
cept this change, ana added: “Then It is 
understood,-Mr. President, next year is to 
be 10 per cent., half or yearly.”

The President: It Is very pleasing to 
hear the Shareholders move that resolution 
a year in advance, and we shall feel very 
giatetul If we can offer the dividend to you 
next year; but you cannot expect it to come 
from me that such will be the ease. As -e- 
gards a dividend, of course, The first thing 
we have to do, as your trustees, ls to take 
care you can rely on your dividend every 
year, and in the way we have been pay­
ing it in the past; but don’t ask us to pay 
more than we feel warranted In doing, be­
cause safety is the great thing. As re­
gards the increased capital of the Bank, I 
remember Mr. Crawford’s remarks last year 
In reference to It, and it might havè been 
wise to have asked power to issue $1,000,- 
000 when we required; or $500,000 at tûe 
cime, and $500,000 in the future. But we 
required only the $500,000, as shown by the 
statement, and so far we have not discov­
ered that we require further; when that 
time comes, we must ask you to extend that 
power to us. As to branches, I think thé-e 
is no doubt that all the banking institu­
tions in Canada realize the necessity of 
oranohes. I am happy to say we have not 
found It necessary to extend them this 
year. The year before the one just dos­
ed we discovered places which, owing to 
the growth of the country and its enlarge­
ment toward» the Pacific, made It neces- 
sûry for. us to open branches, and In con­
nection with that we naturally had to 
strengthen out Inspecting staff, which is of 
a very strong character, and we have every 
confidence in it. We fully appreciate what 
Mr. Crawford says; there ls ■'great danger, 
but we have got ;o face It, nnd we must 
ask you to entrust us with Its mnnuge- 
meni as far as possible. As regards the 
Banking Act, which Mr. Crawford <poke 
about, I don’t think he expects me to an­
swer him at the moment. [Mt. Crawford: 
“No, no.”] It Is very possible for varied 
opinions. We have not had occasion to 
take an opinion upon it, and at the mo­
ment, I am afraid I cannot give one.
