They do not demand a prefer-
ence from Great Britain in return for the
preference that Canada extends to the
Mother Country, When Canadidn prefer-
entialists suggest an Imperial tariff, un-
der which every portion of the Empire will
have a preference within the Empire as
against foreign nations, they do 8o, not
as Canadlans, but as Imperialists, They
argue that what Canada has done should
be adopted by all the other states .of the
Empire. If Canadians haven’'t the right
to volce their sentiments on Imperial mat-
ters, it is time they became aware of the
fact. The policy that Canadian prefer-
entialists favor has been discussed and
favored by many leading dally newspa-
pers and public men in Great Britain, It
is some such policy that Mr. Chamber-
lain has In view, and that he will eventu-
ally carry out, In our opinion, Canada
has no reason to apologize for the posi-
tion it occupies in the British Empire.
To Great Britain belongs the glory of
the past, but it is upon the colonies that
the future of the Empire-depends, and of
the colonles there is none that has the
possibilities of Canada, "Great Britain Ie
proud of her colonial possessions, and she
wili soon be prepared to develop them
as an !nd.lﬂdual' develops his own pro-

The country in which the State
Inanagement of railways has made greatost
beadway is Prussla. We learn from a Bre-
men publication that the Prussian railway
System looks back, upon an existence of
half a century, -

On Sept. 15, 1850, was opened the first
Prusslan State Railway, near Saarbruck,
and on Oct. 1 of the same year another be-
tween Hamm and Paderborn, the whole diss
tance being 58 miles. To it were added 320

there existed at the same period 1508 fles
of private rallways under the management
of their own companies. By the year 1866
the State rallways had increased to 70q
uiles, partly by the bullding of new iines
and also the acquisition of rallways in the
annexed countries. Before the greater pro-
cess took place of transforming the private
rallways into State railways, in 1879, the
Government railways amounted to 4082
miles; those of companies managed by the
State, 2503; and those of self-operating
companies to 6386, To-day the Prussian
State is. the biggest rallway company in
the world, owning a system of 20,613 miles..

The system represents a capital of $1,816,-
500,000, The yearly income is $340,000,000;
gross profits, $133,000,000; htet,lt on capl-
tal, $30,600,000. The system employs 128,
792 officials and 215,771 laborers and me-
chanics.

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When a great musical or theatrical star
comes to our city, there is always a
very large number of people who, elther
from choice or necessity, go to the ‘‘rush”
seats.

of the night, He is of many: variebles,
and may be a sort of actor, mnsiclan or
acrobat—whatever his peculiar gift, he is
sure to furnish food to supply the perennia]
banter which makes a London crowd the
most amusing onc in the world, He takes
up his position about half-way down the
length of the line of people, and, keeping
well into the middle of the road, begins hig
little show. He may be the entertainer of
the actor. variety, who personates, with
Jjust sufficient caricature to make the show
irresistibly funny, all the well-known
statesmen, soldlers, or actors, who at the
moment loom large In the public eye,
‘With the ald of a wig, a wonderful , hat
that can be transformed llke a flash Into
any shape, a pair of pince-nez glasses, or a

89 | monocle, one of these fellows can convert

himself into the Colonial Secretary, Henry
Irving, Sir Willlam Harcourt, Leord
Roberts, not to mentlon several church
dignitaries or royal personages, with a
rapidity and aceuracy that are nothing
short of marvelous. When his list of cari-
catures Is thru with, he gravely passes hig
hat for pennies, amid the chaff of the
crowd—which . evidently delights in him—
and then passes on to make room for his
successor.

THE ATﬁABASGA YIELDS $15,000.

News From the Similkameen and

East Kootenay—Sales of Mining
'Stocks Yesterday.

1

The price of siiyer has been rising stead-
fly for some time past, and Is now about
64 cents in New York, the highest pomnt it
has touched since February, 1897. The ad-
vance has been about 4% cents an ounce
since the opeuing' of the year. It does not’
appear to be in any way a spcculative
movement, but is rather the result of a
steady demand for the metal. We have
heretofore referred to the large shipments
to the East this year, and we find that
" the quantity sent to China has mnot de-
creased In consequence of the troubles
there, but has rather increased. The for-
elgn forces in China are making payments
of some amount, and in the ports which

are open  the Chihese merchants prefer
silver to s In trade. In India the Go¥
ernment has beep a large purchaser, the
necessities of trade having compelled it to
coin silver rupeés for circulation. Outside
of the Edstern demand, the sales in Europe,
chiefly for Industrial purposes, have been
good. The large consumption of the metal
has naturally tended to support prices, and
a further moderate rise 1s probable.

This advance in the price of silver will
increase the value of the output of the

Between
seven and eight thousand feet of work
has been done on the City of Paris group
in Central camp. The figures for the Ma-
jestic gromp in the same camp are 1000
feet.
