“ You are no doubt aware that on account
of the action taken by the Ontario gov-
ernment in compelling all saw-logs cut on
Crown lands in the province to be sawn
or otherwise manufactured In Canada, the
husiness of towing saw-logs from one Cana-
dian port to another has greatly Increased
within recent years, and whether this work
is to be reserved for Canadian tugs alone
is a matter of some importance. No Cana-
dian tug, or other vessel, is allowed, under
any pretext whatever, to participate in the
coasting trade of the United States, and
if they attempted such a thing, or gave
the officers there the slightest excuse,
would be ‘promptly seized. Now, if Am-
erican tugs have exclusively reserved to
themselves all “coasting privileges in
United States waters, and at the same time
are allowed, either by permit from Cana-
dgian authorities, British consul, or. by rea-
son of our customs officers not watching
for infractions of the law, to share
im our work, it would be so manifest-
ly unfair and one-sided that the bullding
up of a Canadian marine could hardly be
expected. Instances could be given to show
how this state of things affects vessel-own-
ers and shipbuilders. In 1800 a party was
negotlating for the building of one of the
most powerful tugs om the lakes, but by
reason of the foreign tugs being allowed
to tow Canadian logs the negotlations fell
thru. At the present time if assured that
no interference by American tugs would
be tolerated, the constructiom of powerful
(Canadian tugs, fully equipped for towing
jogs, would at once commence, but until
this assurance is given there is little in-
ducement for anyone to invest in that class
of property.

Steel shipbuilding in Canada Is carried
on at present under some disabilities; for
instance, British-built vessels, fully equip-
ped, can come in heretfree of duty. This
cannot be complained of as it is part of the
itmpertal policy of KEngland, but in the
building of vessels in Canada every dtemy
entering into the construction, whether of
the hubl or the machinery, that is manu-
factured in any part of the Dominion is
dutiable at the ordinary rate. It is true a
small amount is allowed per registered ton
by the Dominion government in the way of
drawback on duties, but the amount
is quite inadequate to equalize conditions
as existing between the British and Ca-
nadian shipbuilder.

And what
were the results? The directors’ report to
the shareholders tells the pitiable tale. It
is a series of apologies for their incapacity
and blundering. ‘‘Their anticipations of a
profitable year had not been realized;”
their hope that ‘“the shrinkage in business
apparent at the end of the first year’s oper-
ations had reached its limit,”” had not been
fultilled; they had “committed serious er-
rors of judgment,” and so on. What are
divectons for if not to be prepared for ad-
verse conditions, to provide for possible
contingencies and to gafeguard the inter-
ests of thelr shareholders? But such re-
gults might have been predicted from the
beginning, with a company inflated with
50 per cent. of watered stock and officered
by ecapitalists who had very little moneyed
interest left in it.

Drink-Crazed, He Burns His Wife
With a Red Hot
Aron,

THEN TRIES TO CHOP HER HEAD OFF

Escapes From Jail, and Attacks His
Wife a Second Time—Now
at Large.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich.,, Jan. 7.—A bor-

ble atrocity, which wiil likely result in
death, was perpetrated Sunday night at
Garden River, a Canadlan Indian reserva
tion 12 miles from here. Joseph Buzemaw,
a half-breed, loaded up with fire water,
went on a rampage, terrorizing half the
inhabitants of the village, and wound up
at home. He gave his wife a terrible
beating, and then burned her side and face
with a red-hot irom.

The poor woman, shrieking with agony,
managed to escape from the house, crawl-
ing on her hands and knees. She had not
gone far when the drink-crazed brute fol-

lowed her with an axe and tried to chop
off her head, but was prevemted from
striking more than one blow by his slster-
in-law and other help which arrived, The
woman had received a glancing cut from
the axe, and was picked up senseless and
covered with blood.
