Ralph and Criss Will Be Sen-
tenced Today for Man-
slaughter.

The jury returned a verdict of not
guilly in the case of Sydney H}Jghes
and William Kelly, and a wverdict of
guilty of manslaughter with a strong
recommendation for mercy  in the
case of Robert Ralph and John Criss,
at the assizes last night.

- Criss said that Ralph hit
Naomoff, and ag he fell his head
s¢truck on a wall, inflicting the wound
that caused his death. Ralph said:

The order-in-council pro-
vides that men who surrender themselves
voluntarily as defaulters under the act
into civil or military custody shall not be
prosecuted. They may even make claim
for exemption, but their claims will have
to be made thru the officer commanding.

It was said to the Canadian Press to-
night by a high official connected with
the military service couneil that all men
who come into ¢lass’ one under the act
have really been in the position of soi-
diers on leave ever since Oct. 13. Those
who -voluntarily came forward and reg-
istered, no matter whether they reported
for ‘service or claimed exemption, had
their leave extended, as it were, until
Dec. 10, the date the finrst draft is to
be called up.  On the other nd those
who fail 10 register forfeit this extended .
leave and become soldiers at midnight o
tomorrow night. They will be put in
uniform at once and kept on active duty
pending the disposition of their claims
for ‘exemptioni. ANl men ‘who fail to reg-
ister and have not been sentenced to
imprisonment, whether theéy have been
arrested or have surrendered themselves
voluntarily, must be delivered by the
civil police into military custody.
